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Bducational--A Startiing Revelation.

We have before us the Annual Re-
port of the Superintendent of Educa-
tion, on the common and academic
schools for the past year. Press of
other matter bas prevented us making
relerence to its contents before, nor
have we time or space to notice more
than one or two features of it to.day.
\We have risen from the perusal of the
Reports of, the Divisional Inspectors
with a feeling of alarm and dissppoint~
ment ;—alarm at the indiflerence ex-
hibited, by what we have been taught
to look upon as an intelligent and ap-
preciative population : disappointment
at the revelation of results so unsatis
factory from eo gemerous an outlay of
expenditure.

We wonld not have our readers ins
fer that we complain, or have any rea-
son to complain,ot the results of the
tenching, or of the ability of our teach:
ers, though, if thg quality of the educas
tion furnished by them should be
measured by the paltry salaries paid
them, we should expect a falling off in
that particular, for, there is no use to
deny the fact, they are, as a class, most
wretchedly paid for their services.
What we mean is that while the gov
ernment have, at a heavy outlay, pro-
vided for the people an elementary
education for their children, parents
are so neglectful of the truekts interests
of their offspring that)they fail to send
them to school, even when paying
taxes for their support. That this
statement is true is made painfully evi-
dant by the Report of Inspector Morse,
of District No. 4, embracing this Coun-
ty and Digby. In this Report Mr.
says:—* The attendance at
+school this year has been no better
“than formerly, During the winter
s term no less than one thoweand seven
““ hundred and ninely one children, be~
‘tween 5 and 15 years of age, were
* reported not at echool in this Inspec

toral District, sections HAVING
“sonoors, while the percentage of en-
‘rolled pupils daily present for time
*in session was about 55} per cent.
« During the summer term one thou.
“sand four hundred and sizty children,

between the ages of 5 and 13 years,
< were reported not at school in sec-

tions haeing schools, while the per-
tcentage of enrolled pupils daily
+ present for time in session was no
« larger that reported for the winter
‘term. I see but little prospect for
* improvement.”

There is no reason to doubt the ac-
curacy of the statements above made;
they are apparent from the statistios
farnished by the school returns made
by the trustees of the various sections
they are as authentic as they are cor-
rect, and make a very startling dis
closure. No blame however attaches
to our school system, it provides edu-
cation, nor are the teachers at fault,
for they are ready to teauch all who
assemble in the school rooms; in fact
the blame and the shame rest entirely
Is it capidity or stupidity
that moves them 'to their culpable
neglect and indifference? Does it
spring from ignorance or carelessness ?
But it matters riot to ask the question,
the real enquiry is. how shall so unsy
fortunate a condition of affairs be chang
el? Wa confess we see but one way
possible, and that is to enact a law fo
compel attendance under certain pen-
alties.

To the large number of children
above named as not attending school
must be added, those of the 20 sections
in which no school was opened in the
winter term (1881), which would add
at a low estimate, 400 to the 1790, mak-
ing a total of more than 2000 children
kept from the school house by indif-
ferent fathers and mothers, who have no
ercuse for the cruelty of their conduet.
Bat there is great remissness on the
part of parents who do patronize the
school. The returns for this Inspec-
torial District show that, for every 100
pupils registered, the attendance falls
to 55 per cent. of the whole, though 1t
must bs admitted that this per centage
is greater than that for the whole
province, which is only 537, The
meaning of this is that throughout the
county the children who do attend
school, attend only a little more than
half the time.

The grievance may be placed in a
nutehell thus. School houses have
been built, teachers employed for a full
term, and parents send their children
about half the term, on an average,
deriving only half the benefits they
wonld gein by punctual attendance,
and that af no increased cost to them~
selves. From all sources Nova Scotia
epends over $300,000 for education
yearly, and through the criminal
neglect of parents, a large proportion
of this sum is paid for no services what-
ever. Let the clergy make these facts
a text for a lively sermon in every
school section, and they will do a great
public service, and above all let the
press not be silent on this shameful
waste and cruel neglect.

Teachers and their Privileges.

It was thought advisable by the legis-
lature of old times, in order to manage
education, to exempt teachers from
certain tasks and the performance of
cortain duties made incumbent upon
others. Thus the teachers of the pros
vinee were relieved from the perform-
auce of statute lzbor, from militia drill,
and also from attendance at the eourts
as jurymen. After the enjoyment of
these privileges for many years, in view
of economizing in the wrong direction,
thev were, a few years ago, withdrawn,
and in their stead were placed on our
statate books Jawsaf an invidious na.
ture, tending first to degrade and then
to injure the teacher. An oath was
reqnived to certify the correctness of
his ‘returns, while the trustees were
allowed to certify without oath; thus

practically asderting that our teachers|

weye inclined to be less truthful than
lus employer, the trustee.  In addition
to this injustice, and
requirement, they committed another
one more nnwerited and more iojuris
wu<, because it‘thrust its band into his
not too well limed pocket.

ing honor of the sections they do not
rob their servant of his pay for the
stormy days when the children cannot
attend, —at least we have never heard
of as great a meanness having been
practiced by them.

We have been led to make these
remarks from reading the minutes of a
very short debate which occurred in
Assemblya few weeks ago, on a Bill to
remedy these injhistices, introduced by
Mr. Morrison, one of the members for
Victoria—himself a teacher. He urged
upon the house the facts we have stat-
ed, and earnestly besought it to pass
his Bill into a law. He said “there
was not a class in. this province so
poorly paid as they were, our first class
weachers seldom getting more than
$300 a year,—a sum altogether inade-
quate to support a family. To relieve
them of these liabilities was a poor
concession at least,”” and much more to
| the same effect. He deserves the

The glare, rush, bustle and
glitter of the great centres in the
United States, attract young people
powerfully and they plunge into it all
recklessly. They make a living there;
but there is not one in ten that saves
up any money. We have heard a young
man—a good carpenter—say, *‘ In flush
times in Boston [ have earned $3 a day
right along; but I never saved any
money.”” Now, we maintain that any
jindustrious young man can make a
good living in this country, and make
it surer than he can in the United
States. Compare the yoang men who
stay at home and work industriously
here with those who go away—man for
man-—and we will warrant the * stay at
nomes'’ have the best of it, consider-
ing everything. The great curse of our
country is false genteelity. Young
women in particular will go away and
serve as sewing machine hands, shop
girls, resturant waiters, hotel servants,
factory girls, &c., &c., that would hold
their hands up in holy horror at being
asked to do the same thing here. As
an instance, a knitting factory had to be
removed from Wolfville to Halifax for
the simple reason that the proprietor
could not get sufficient female help.
Jar young men have not got quite as
“ genteel”’ notions, nevertheless they
will engage in many employments,
when away from home as designated,
that they would not think of doing
here. This fear of being * looked
down upon'' that prevails tosucha
large extent in this country, is very
much to be deplored, and results from
false education and notions instilled
into young people by their parents. A
goori mechanic is far more entitled to
respect than a poor minister, lawyer or
physician, and if parents studied their
children's dispositions, and fitted them
| for that position in life for which they
|show the strongest leanings, there
{would soon exist a belter condition ol
| affairs in Nova Scotia.

If they
have no regular calling, a menial occt -
pation, seven times out of ten, must
content them.

« Died, at Wilmot, Aug, @th, 84 years
old,t the Hon. Brigadicr-general Timothy
Ruggles. He was a native of, and for
nearly seventy ycars lived in Massachu
setts Bay, in which province he sustained,
under His Majesty, the first offices of Gov
ernment with distinguished ability’ and
reputation. An uncommon share of pro-
bity and discrimination first recommended
him to the choice of the people as member
of the Assembly, of which he was forsome
time Speaker. Soon after the commences
ment of the war, in 1755, he was appoint-
ed to the command of the troops raised in
that provinge, for the purpose of ‘co-ope-
rating with His Majesty's vegular army,
against the French, with the rank of
Brigadier-General, in which situation hix
singular. talents enabled him to acquit
Limaself with so much ability, that, with-
out the advantages of a military education
he was beld in the bighest estimation h
the profession, particularly by my lord
Ambherst, under whom he gerved during
the war. As a reward for his services, his
Majesty was pleased to appoint him Sur.
veyor of Woods for-the district in which
he lived. He was also appointed one of
bis Majesty's council for the province,
At the conclusion of the war he came to
this province, and with a degree of philo-
sophy rarely to be met with at the age of
74, sat himself down in the wilderness,
and began the cultivation of & new farm,
which he carried on with wonderful per-
severence and success. The idea that his
advanced age would not permit him 10
reap the fruits of his labors, never damp-
ed the spirit of improvement by which he
was, in a most eminent degree, animated ;
and the district of country in which he
lived will long feel the benefits resulting
from the libeval exertions he made to
advance the agricultural interests of the
province, It may not be without use to
vemark, that, for much the greater part of
his life, he ate no animal food, and drank
any spiritous or fermented liquors, small
