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TrADE MARK Law.—The word *trade
mark’ is not, as many people erroneously
suppose confined to a registered trade
mark, but includes that sense of the word.
Trade mark has been defined by the United
States supreme court to be just what Web-
ster’s Dictionary defines it, ‘a distinguish-
ing mark or device used by a manufacturer
on his goods or labels, the legal right in
which is recognized by law.” The act of
congress of March 2nd, 1881, provided for
registering trade marks of aliens, as well as
citizens by causing to be recorded in the
patent office a statement specifying name,
domicile, location and citizenship of the
party applying, the class of merchandise
and the particular description of  goods
comprised in such class to which the par-
ticular trade mark has been appropriated;
a description of the trade mark itself
with fac-similes thereof, and statement
of the in which the same is
applied and affixed to goods, and the
length of time during which the trade
mark has been used. This application
must be accompanied by proof of its ver-
acity and the rights claimed. The certifi-
cate when issued remains in force for thirty
years, and can be renewed. The govern-
ment fee is $25. The manufacture, sale,
offering for sale or dealing in any goods
substantially of the same descriptive pro-
perties as those referred to in the registra-
ion of any trade mark or the affixing of a
fraudulent trade mark is punishable by a
fine not exceeding $1,000 or imprisonment
not exceeding two years, or both. The
same fine is imposed on those who fraudu-
lently refill trade marked packages.—
American Analyst.

Savaries oF NEw York Pastors.—The
bishop of New York receives $5000. The
bishop of the diocese of New York is paid
$15,000. Dr. Rainsford of St. George's
receives $§10,000 a year. Dr. John Hall, of
the Fifth Avenue church, draws a salary of
$20,000. American bishops of Africa and
India are paid $4000 and §3500 respectively.
The Rev. Robert Collyer, of the Park
avenue Unitarian church, receives $10,000.
Dr. Parkhurst $8000 and Dr. C. C. Thomp-
son $8000. T. DeWitt Talmage, whose in-
fluence is as great in New York as it is in
Brooklyn, is paid §12,000. The last rector
of St. Thomas’ was paid $18,000. Dr.
Brown, who fills the pulpit at present, gets
$15,000. Dr. Morgan Dix, rector of Old
Trinity, exercises a general supervision
over the parish chapels, and gets a salary
of $15,000 per annum. Dr. Greer, rector
of St. Bartholomew’s church, is paid $15,-
000 a year.

**Second Wind.”

Every boy who has run a mile knows
what it is to gain a ‘‘second wind,
though he may not be able to explain why
one minute he is out of breath and the next
feels as if he could run several miles. The
explanation is this :

In ordinary breathing we use only a por-
tion of our lungs, the cells at the extremity
not being brought into play. This is the
reason why those who are not ‘in training,’
and who try to run for any distance, soon
begin to gasp, and unless they are cour-
ageous enough to persevere in spite of the
choking sensation, are forced to stop ; but
if they will persevere the choking goes off,
and the result is what is known as *second
wind.’

When the second wind is fully estab-
lished, the runner does not become out of
breath, but goes on running as long as his
legs will carry him.

The fact is, that on starting, the farthest
portions of the lungs are choked with air,
and the remainder do not supply air enough
to meet the increased circulation caused by
exercise.

By degrees, however, the neglected cells
come into play; and when the entire lung
is in working order the circulation and
respiration again balance each other, and
the second wind is the result.

Now let the reader repeat his experiment
of holding his breath against time; but
first let him force out of his lungs every
particle of air that he can expel, and then
draw as deep a breath as his lungs will
hold.

If this be repeated seventy or eighty
times, by way of imitation of the whale,
the experimenter will find he can hold his
breath for a minute and a half without in-
convenience.

Should he be a swimmer, he should al-
ways take this precaution before ¢ taking a
header,’ and he will find that he can swim
for a considerable distance before he needs
to rise for breath.

A TreE’s REcorp oF Its Live.—It is not
known to every one that a tree keeps a
reocrd within its stem of the character of
each successive season since it began its
growth. If a peach tree, for instance, be
examined after it has been cut down, the
ring of wood formed in each year will show
by its amount whether the summer of that
year was warm or dry, or otherwise favor-
able or adverse ; and by the condition of
the wood the character of the winter will
be denoted. Severe early frost will leave
a layer of soft, decaying wood ; and later
frosts will be indicated by a change of
color, if nothing more.
1f a summer has been so dry as to cause
a total rest between the growth of June
and September, the annual ring for that
year will be a double one, and sometimes
barely distinguishable as one, bat liable to
be taken, by a not very close observer, for
two different years’ growth.

At a late mceling of the Botanical Society
of Edinburgh, Sir Robert Christisun gave
the results of measurements of large trees
of different species, made annually on lines
of girth marked permanently with paint.
In the very unfavorable season of 1879, the
deficiency in summer temperature was
nearly 10 degrees. In seven oak trees of
different species the deficiency in annual
increase of girth was 10 per cent. Im 11
other deciduous trees it was 42 per cent.;
and in 17 pines it was 20 per cent., differ-
ent species of the same family giving very
nearly similar results.— Vick's Monthly.

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Notes on a Trip to Digby County.

Leaving Marshalltown with regret, after
a very pleasant visit, we wended our way
back to Digby with a view to examine the
church records in the possession of the
worthy rector of the parish, the Rev. John
Ambrose, D. D.: Through his kindness we
spent the greater part of a day in making
notes from these interesting records from
which we gleaned many facts that were of
interest to us. The first Christian sermon
delivered in Digby was preached by the
Rev. Edward Brudenell, of the English
church, chaplain to the ship of war that
brought the United Empire Loyalists toits
shores in 1784. The hillside on which
Digby was built was then a wilderness, and
it was in the midst of this recently broken
forest that a number of the new settlers
came to listen to this first gospel effort
made among them, and it was only a year
or two later that the first Sunday school in
America was organized by Lieutenant
James Foreman, a loyalist immigrant ; and
we think it but a just tribute to him to say
that he was the true founder of Sunday
schools not only in America, but in the
world. Raikes, of Bristol, has long had
given to him an honor which we believe be-
longs of right to Mr. Foreman, for it is cer-
tain that the latter convened the children
of the inhabitants with a view to giving
religious instruction only, while the former
paid an old woman twenty-five cents per
head for all the urchins she could gather at
her home on Sundays to teach them needle
work and the elements of reading, etc.
Honor to whom honor is due.

Leaving Digby we followed as nearly as

we could the track of the Digby and Anna-
polis railway to Roop’s Point and Smith’s
Cove. We found men, at intervals, all
along this section of the line, some being
employed in dressing granite to be used in
culverts, some in pile-driving and others in
grading the roadway. Much work yet re-
mains to be done, but it is not impossible
that the road may be opened early in the
approaching autumn. We halted a day or
two at Smith’s Cove, which lies immediate-
ly west of the mouth of Bear river, and
which is a delightfully situated village, and
very pleasant in the summer season. At
this place the Baptists have lately erected
a house of worship which reflects great
credit upon them. The building is of two
stories, with a neat steeple, and the whole
well painted. In the basement is a neat
and commodious room, which is used for a
Sunday school, lecture, and prayer-meeting
room. It is provided with a furnace, which
heats the room above, and also a stove
which enables them to heat the school room
when the upper room is not to be used.
The auditorium, or preaching room, in the
upper story is neatly finished and seated in
hardwood, and is supplied with a good reed
organ, which with the aid of a well-trained
choir supplies the congregation with excel-
lent music. The Methodists have also a
house of worship here, and in a still smaller
building the Adventists sometimes meet for
worship. While we were at this place we
were the guest of Mr. John S. Thomas,
whose wife was a Hawkesworth, a great
grand-daughter of Adam Hawkesworth, of
Yorkshire, England, who with his wife
Elizabeth Wedgwood, migrated thence to
this couuty in 1774. It was here that we
were favored in seeing a Bible, which was
printed in England in the year 1600— just
eleven years before the first edition of our
authorized version was printed, and is the
oldest English translation we have met
with. It contained a record of the Easton
and Hawkesworth families, which were con-
nected by the marriage of the father of our
immigrant Hawksworth with a daughter of
the Mr. Easton who once owned this bible.
These records were copied by us for future
use.

During a call on Edward Potter, Esq.,
who resides in the village, we had our
attention called to a new style of coffins
manufactured by him, which manufacture
he has protected by taking out patent
rights. Of these we wish to make men-
tion. These coffins consist of the usual
inner casket of wood, and an outer or ex-
ternal covering consisting of a sort of con-
crete, cf which sand and Portland cement
are the chief ingredients. This outer
covering, which is about an inch in thick-
ness, is impervious to water, and in conse-
quence it seems to us that the bodies of the
dead might, if enclosed in such coffins, be
preserved intact indefinitely. Besides this
merit it has another—that of being cheaper
than ordinary wooden caskets. We were
informed that Mr. Potter is prepared to sell
rights to manufacture these cement caskets
to those who may desire to buy. Like
most other new inventions it may take con-
siderable time to convince the public of
their value, but we believe the time will
come, and that ere many years, when the
use and value of these coffins wil be
acknowledged.

The railway bridge over the ravine and
brook at-Smith’s Cove is at present resting
in a state of partial completion. It is of
considerable length, and some forty feet in
height. The bents which will sustain the
superstructure rest on piles, and are con-
structed of southern pine. Work will be
resumed on this structure as soon as the
frost shall leave the ground.

A little over a mile’s tramp brought us to
Bear River, to the point where the new
railway bridge is in course of building.
Here we spent an hour or two in looking
over the works being carried on at this
point. On the western bank of the stream
a very heavy rock cutting is in progress,
and at the rate now being made it appears
to be doubtful if it can be finished by the
time the other sections of the road are
railed and ready for work. For nearly half
a mile in the direction toward the Cove
there is some very heavy work to be done in
cutting and filling in, and it will require all
the resources of the contractors to have it
finished before the autumn months.

From this place we proceeded up stream
to the beautiful town generally known as
Bear River, of which we shall have some-
thing to say next week.

THE PRINCETOWN MYSTERY.
The Startling Tragedy at Niagara Falls.

DETAILS OF A DIABOLICAL PLOT BEING DIS-
COVERED.

that the remains of a murdered man had
been found in a swamp near Princetown,
Ont. The remains were discovered to be
those of a man named Benwell who came
out from England in company with one
Burchell and his wife and a man named
Pelley.

Burchell when interviewed at Niagara
Falls gave the following story to an asso-
ciated press reporter. The dead man’s
name is Fred. C. Benwell, of London, Eng-
land, 24 yeavs of age. He is well connect-
ed, his father being an officer in the British
army. Benwell, Pelley, and himself and
wife sailed in the White Star steamer
Britannic, from England, on Feb. 5th last,
arriving in New York on Feb. 14th, Ben-
well with the intention of locating in Can-
ada, buying a farm. After remaining at
the Metropolitan Hotel, New York, a few
days, he came on to the Falls, remaining a
day over at.Buffalo, stopping at the Stafford
Hotel. Upon arrival here Benwell left me
at the G. 1. R. depot, Niagara Falls, say-
ing he was going to London prospe ting,
and was to let me know the r sult, taking
with him a large valise and leaving in my
charge two tranks. I received by mail last
Wednesday week, from London, Ontario,
a ticket to release the two chests which are
in the express office here in bond. I
saw his name in connection with the Prince-
town murder in the Globe yesterday. I
went directly to Paris, leaving here at 2.45
p.m., arriving at Parisabout 5.30 p.m., and
drove to Princetown, where I
body this morning, after it had been ex-
humed, and recognized it to be that of Fred |
C. Benwell, who accompanied me from|
England. I know that he had from $60 to|
$100 with him when he left me, also a watch
and chain. [aking everything into’ con-
sideration, I feel certain that he has been |
foully murdered. He was a man of tem- |
perate habits. I knew him personally six |
or seven months before we left England, |
but knew of his family sometime before. |
Mr. Pelley left here yesterday for Nv\\'*
Tork ; he has been with me here since |
Benwell left for London. He went to New |
York in search of Benwell, who had friends |
in New York. Could not say how muc
money Benwell had on arrival in Nev
York. When Pelley returns from New|
York we will consider what we will do
with the remains ; most likely his friends
in New York will be consulted. I have|
made several trips to this country buying|
horses and shipping them there, which 1
intended to do on this occasion, Pelley
coming with me on the same errand. It|
was through no inducement from me that ‘
Renwell came to this country. I saw De

all the information I knew about the de-|
ceased. There seems to be a deep mystery |
enshrouding the death of poor Benwell ina
foreign land, and no doubt the detectives |
will ferret out the whole affair, as there is|
no doubt he has been lured to his death, |
having: fallen into hands that thought
he had a quantity of money on his pdrson. |
Since this Burchell has been arrested. as|
Benwell’s murderer and Mrs. Burchell
an accomplice. The investigation is bri
ing out some startling developments. :

The prisoner told
me he had an agent named Maloney who
looked after his interests in New York and
would look after them, and that Maloney
was employed as agent for a steamship
and railway company at New York. We
arrived in New York onFriday. Maloney
was on the wharf, and with his help we
got our baggage together and through the
Customs to the Metropolis Hotel. Be-
fore leaving the quay in New York. Ben-

Benwell left England for America with |
Burchell for the purpose of joining him in!
the farming business at 2 ra Falls.
Benwell's father, Colonel Benwell, of Iseult-
dene, Cheltenham, saw Burchell, and made
the arrangements for partuership. One of
the conditions insisted on was that Benwell
should inspect the farm and have three
months trial of the life he was about to
enter upon, and also for the purpose of
making full inyestigation into the business
before the deed of partnership was signed
and before the money agreed upon was
paid. On February 14 Colonel Benwell re-
ceived a telegram from his son announcing
his arrival in New York. A letter dated
February 14 followed, stating that he was
going to start the mext day for Niagara
Falls, and that he would write him imme-
diately and give his first impression of the
farm. Colonel Benwell did not hear again
from his son.

BENWELL HAD BEEN MURDERED THEN.

Colonel Benwell, however, has received
a letter from Burchell, dated Feb. 20th, in
which he states that Benwell was then well
and cheerful, and that he was anxious to
conclude the partnership immediately, so as
to come in for the immediate profit.

She sat three children
in a row on the edge of the bed, and they
cowered under her glance and raised finger
as she commanded them not to budge. In
a few minutes, though, there was mutiny.
The three youngsters keeled over in a per-
plexing heap on the bed, giggling and
squirming, and nothing but a mether could
have extricated one from the other.

Raising Chickens Naturally,

Of all the work connected with poultry,
none is more troublesome or tedious than
the looking after sitting hens and their
nests while incubating. If the hens are
allowed to set in the poultry-house where
they laid, and where the other hens are
laying, a great many vexatious annoy-
ances occur. Two hens will sometimes
fight for one nest and break so some of
the eggs, or the setting hen goes off, and
on returning finds the nest occupied by an
intruder. This state of affairs is fully set
forth by persons who strongly recommend
incubators ; but as every farmer has not
time to attend to an incubator, I will give
a little of my own experience in raising

-chickens by the natural method, aided by

a plan which most farmers can follow.

I have a small building divided by a wire
partition into two parts, with a door from
one to the other, and a small yard made
with wire netting, also divided. I bave a
slide from each compartment into each yard.
The size of the house will depend on the
number desired. Two rooms, four by six
feet, with yards twice that size, will be
large enough for fourteen hens to set in,
and if these set twice it will be equal to
fifty-six setting hens. In most cases the
houses may be used a third time, raising
several hundred chicks.

When my hens get broody I set a lot to-
gether in one house, using small shallow
boxes for nests—not over eleven or twelve
inches square—so that two hens cannot
I set these on the
floor all around the sides and a few inches
apart, so that a greedy hen can not reach
the eggs from the next nest, as such hens
are very apt to break the tenth command-
ment. I leave water and food in the house,
so that the hens can cat or drink at any
time when they come off the nests. There
are no perches in the houses or anything
they can get on above the nests. A dust
box sunk level with the floor, with sand
and ashes, and with a little carbolate of

crowd into one nest.

lime or carbolic acid sprinkled in from time
to time, placed where the sun shines on it
through the windows on clear days, will
keep the hens clear of parasites. A little
sod or grass in the yards is good for their
health. I don’t have trouble once in fifty
times in removing a setting hen. I let her
sit a few days in the nest she has been lay-
ing in, to see that she is in earnest ; then I
remove her one evening to the setting-
house, place her nest on the floor, (as above),
and if a number of others can be removed
at the same time, so much the better. Then
I hang something up over the windows to
shade the light a little. This may remain
for a few days, until one learns that all
mean business, and as soon as they settle
down the shadeyshould be removed, and
the slides into the yards may be left open,
that the hens may get fresh air whenever
they pleasec.

The advantages of this system may be
easily seen by those who have had to spend

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Conquering Foolish Fears.

Some children are very much afraid of
horses. Don’t oblige such children to touch
a horse. But whenever occasion offers in
the presence of such a child, pet and pat a
horse without seeming to notice the fact
that the child is afraid. By degrees your
example, if he have perfect faith in his par-
ents, will have such an effect upon him
hat he himself, without knowing it, will
do the same thing, unless the fear be one
of those inexplicable ‘rooted aversions’
which nothing can erase.

The same system can be practised with
those children who are so unfortunate as
to be afraid of the dark.

Try sitting with the child from the latest
light on through the twilight into the dark,
talking to him pleasantly the while. Per-
haps after a few times of such treatment
you can say, ¢ Wait here a moment ; I am
going to get alamp.” Perhaps he will stay,
but if he does not feel iuclined to do so
don’t force him. Wait a few days longer.
Try sitting in the absolute dark some even-
ing, and when he calls to know where you
are, say quietly, ‘ Here I am.” ‘But you
have no light.” ¢ No, I like to sit in the
dark.’ - * But I can’t find you.” ‘ Listen to
my voice now, and see if you can’t tell
where I am, and then see if you can’t come
straight to me without the use of your
eyes.” In the interest of trying to dosome-
thing and feeling that you are near, almost
all fear is lost and the battle won. Then
is the time to tell him quietly that it is
foolish to be afraid, but that you know and
thoroughly understand how he feels, and
you hope that some day he shall bave con-
qured the tronble. If you can recall for
his benefit some time when you were just
as foolish, it will do him a greater amount
of good, and you will be bound together
more closely by a bond of sympathy.—
