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A Floating Cannery.

An American schooner has recently been
fitted at New York with every facility for
cooking and canning fish, game, fruits, etc.,
for the purpose of cruising in southern wat-
ers, and collecting those delicacies and can-
ning them at sea. This novel enterprise is
expected to yield encouraging profits, since
many of the goods canned in this way may
be broaght into the ccuntry free of duty.
The ship is provided with an eight horse
power boiler and three 25 gallon copper
cauldrons. The boiler was set upon the
middle of the deck and connected by pipes
with a large circular cast iron *process ket-
tle.” The schooner carries six canners and
a chef in addition to the regular crew.
Some 150,000 empty cans have been shipped,
all of which it is expected will be filled dur-

ing the voyage. 4
i‘he materials to be canned will be turtle,

mpano, guava jelly and fish, game and
ruit of many kinds. The turtles will be
caught in the West Indies and off the Flor-
ida coast. Much of the materials will be
secured by exchanging for them various
manufactured articles, with which the ship
is well supplied. When the actual work
begins, the meats will first be boiled down
in the three copper cauldrons. Next, they
will be canned and lowered into the process
kettle in steel crates and boiled at a high
t under the steam pressure in

—Tux war cloud in the East has entirely
disappeared duriug the past week, and peace
once more reigns supreme where but a few
days ago things looked so threatening.
China has ratified the treaty recently nego-
tiated with Japan, and the conflict between
those two oriental nations is at an end.
Japan, also, has yielded to the demand of
the three protesting European nations and
has given up all claim to that portion of
continental China which the treaty was to
give her. In this matter her statesmen have
displayed much of that discretion which is
said to be the better part of valor. Japan
might for a time have given Russia her hands
full. She has a well equipped flest of her
own which is just now augmented by the
ships she has recently captured from China,
while her army is in splendid condition and
is flushed with victory. Had Russia alone
protested the result might havebeendifferent,
but backed by Germany and France,jas Rus-
sia was in this matter, a refusal to give way
meant nothing but humiliation and disaster
to Japan in the end.

Indirectly, this interference with Japan
by the three European nations is likely to
lead to important results. By refusing to
join in the protest Great Britain has won the
good will and gratitude of this new power
in the east, while the feeling of friendship
between Great Britain and Russia, which
has existed since the death of the late Czar,
has been considerably cooled by this incident.
France and Germany seemed, too, for the
time, to have forgotten their old time batred
toward each other in thus having something
in common, and any incident which tends to
create a better feeling between these two
nations does much towards insuring the
peace of Europe.

—Axp so the Newfoundlanders became
suspicious of the stability and soundness of
the three Canadian banks which lately es-
tablished agencies in the capitol of that is-
land, and made a run upon them. These
three institutions, the Bank of Montreal,
the Bank of Nova Scotia, and the Merchants
Bank of Halifax are three of the staunchest
and most carefully conducted banks in the
dominion, and have resources at their com-
mand which would go a long way towards
buying up the whole bankrupt island; yet
everybody there who had any of the bills
of these institutions when the report was
started immediately rushed off pell-mell to
the banks to get gold for them. Of course
all of them were accommodated. During the
panic the Bank of Montreal agency paid out
$40,000 in gold in one forenoon, the Mer-
chants Bank $10,000, and the Bank of
Nova Scotia $4,000. After the experience
the islanders have lately had with their own
banks there is some little excuse for them in
being somewhat panicky, but it is not at all
creditable to their intelligence that the peo-
ple of St. John’s allowed an idle rumour to
cause them to become suspicious of the
soundness of the Bank of Montreal, an in-
stitution with a capital of $12,000,000. In
this part of the dominion our great concern
over the bills of all three of these banks is
to get them.
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—WINTER did not seem to linger in the
lap of Spring, as the poets are wont to ex-
press it, to any very great extent this year.
On the contrary she just sprang into the
bosom of Summer at one bound. A temper-
ature of fifty degrees, or thereabouts, one
day was succeeded by one of ninety in the
shade the next, and we found ourselves trans-
ported from coldness of an ordinary early
spring day, to the heat of midsummer, with-
out the least warning or preparation. One
day an overcoat might be worn without in-
convenience; on the next, one is everywhere
greeted with that old chestnut, *“Is this hot
enough for you”? The weather of last week
is reported to have been the hottest ever ex-
perienced in this province this early in the
season. It produced a wonderful effect upon
vegetation, transforming the bare trees and
brown fields into things of beauty. Thus
far the season has been unusually dry.
However, all this has been favorable for our
agriculturalists, as it has given them an op*
portunity of getting their crops into the
ground earlier than usual, while the timely
showers of Sunday and Monday will prove
of great benefit to the country at large.

—Tue Manitoba legislature, wbich ad-
journed from March 29th till the 9th inst.,
met on the latter date and immediately ad-
journed again till June 13. There is now
much talk of a compromise being effected on
the famous school question, which will ren-
der it unnecessary for the federal parliament
to deal with the matter. This last adjourn-
ment would point either in that direction or
in that of a general local election in the
prairie province. If the Manitoba govern-
ment intended to refuse point blank to make
any change in its educational system, it
wonld not be at all likely to ask for further
delay’in dealing with the matter. There
has been some talk of taking the voice of
the people of Manitoba on the question, but
just at present all signs point to a comprom-
ise. If this is effected it may take the ques-
tion out of dominion politics altogether,
which is something greatly to be desired by
all those who wish to see the people of this
dominion of all races and creeds living to-
gether in peace and harmony.

Letter From New Mexico, (No. 4.)

Mg. Eprror,—Owing to pressure of busi-
ness, etc., considerable time has elapsed
since my last letter. Now, in this, in many
respects the most beautiful of New Mexico
months, would not some of your readers like
to accompany me on a trip through the
country from its northern to its southern
borders.

We have been travelling for days over the
flat uninteresting country of the Central
Plain. The land rises to the height of 2,500
feet as we approach the Rockies, but not
even a hill can be seen. Leaving La Junta,
Col., one bright, warm, spring morning, we
keep our eyes eagerly fixed upon the horizon,
knowing that the mountains are near.
Rounding a sudden curve in the road, what
a sight bursts upon our expectant view.
How impotent becomes the most vivid lan-
guage when it strives to convey to the minds

of others any idea of the grandeur and beauty |-

of the gorgeous panorama before us.

Rising to our right are the lofty Spanish
peaks, seemingly ten but really one hundred
miles away, their summits crowned with
everlasting snow, scintillating like diamonds
in the bright sunshine. Away beyond and
on either side rise range upon range in rug-
ged and irregular beauty, each fading more
indistinctly than the one before it with the
far-off purple haze, until at last the eye can
not distinguish where the blue of the moun-
tains ends and the blue of the sky begins.

While we are gazing enchanted the train
sweeps into the little town of Trinidad,
which seems to nestle at the very foot of the
mountains. 1he day has been hot and op-
pressive; but when we step outside we feel
once more the icy breath of winter in the
air that sweeps down upon us. Continuing
our journey we soon pass through a tunnel
under a mountain and are in sunny New
Mexico, We now see mountains on every
side—mountains with such variety of size
and shape and color that we fancy ourselves
in fairyland; yet the scene appears so natural
that we imagine that we have lived among
mountains all our lives, Above all we feel
that we never want to go out of sight of
them again. A few sunowy crests can be
seen and here and there a greenish hue, but
the prevailing color is blue, though it is blue
of every possible shade, changing as the
distance widens or diminishes. Now and
then one’of the summer clouds floating above
passes over the sun, and as we see the
shadow come chasing the sunshine over the
varied surface, all the mingling colors before
us take, withlalmost startling suddenness, a
different darker and richer hue. Almost
satiated with so much unusual beauty and
grandeur, we are glad, just as the evening
shades are falling, to glide into the sretty
little city of Las Vegas (The Meadows),
where we will remain over one day for the
purpose of visiting the famous Hot Springs,
which, on account of their curative proper-
ties, draw crowds from all over America.

A special train carries us six miles upward,
and we are soon welcomed to the largest and
finest hotel between St. Louis and San Fran-
cisco. Here we see for the first time what
will be a not unfamiliar sight during our so-
journ in New Mexico—people who have
come from the East smitten with that worst
of all scourges, consumption. Many, alas,
have come too late; but from others we hear
wonderful accounts of what the climate has
done for them. Early in the morning we
take a bath at the springs. The water is so
hot that we can just bear it, but instead of
producing a weakening, it produces a most
wonderfully exhiliratingeffect, Rheumatism
and many other diseases give way under its
touch like magie.

Returning to the town we pass through
the American part, and crossing the river
are in a new land. We see the pleasant
dark faces and the low but cosy adobe houses
of the Mexican. The soft, musical, Cas-
tillion tongue sounds strangely but pleasant-
ly to our ears; but as we shall not be want-
ing in opportunity to learn more of this peo-
ple we linger but a short time and early in
the evening take the train for Santa Fe, the
oldest capitol on American soil,

This city is worthy of more than a passing
glance. - It was the ocapitol of a Mexican
state for hundreds of years before the an-
nexation of New Mexico to the United
States. Being invested by American sol-
diers, the whole population from the alcalde
down readily took the oath of allegiance to
the United States. The officials retained
their positions, and the native population,
mostly of the best Mexican stock, have al-
ways continued the ruling class. The Amer-
icans who have settled among them have
built a thriving town, with churches, schools,
banks,electric lights and all modern improve-
ments. But it is in the old town that the
interest lies. Here we find the only palace
in the United States, a magnificent, roomy,
old mansion, long used as a Government
house by the Mexican Governors, and now
used as the official residence of their Amer-
ican successors. It was in one of the rooms
of this old building that Lew \\l'allace,‘ then
governor of the territory, wrote his famous
novel, Ben Hur. The old church of San
Miguel, built in 1630, and the oldest house
still standing on Amerjcan so1l, built in 1606,
are other interesting historic features, The
old town was faunded in the same year as
Port Royal, 1603. The situation is beauti-
ful; a lovely valley cradles the city and
mighty mountains surround it on every side
with their loying arms, No blighting bliz-
#ard, no scorching heat or destructive cy-
clone can ever harm. The gigantic natural
barriers banlk the mightiest efforts of the
storm-king, whose deadly breath can but
pass harmlessly far above the heads of the
happy dwellers of charmed Santa Fe, who
smile contentedly at his baffled fury.

In such a delightful place and among so
much of interest my fellow travellers will
willingly remain for a week or two, so here
I will bid them good-bye, promising to be
their guide, in the near future, to other
points of equal interest.

tures. Meanwhile the incon in
many places, to the travelling public, are
quite serious, Repairs are, however, being
rapidly pushed forward, and at an early date
the highways will present their usual facili-
ties for transit. :

Farming operations have commenced in
good earnest. Though the spring is some-
what late, the indications are -decidedly
favorable for successful agriculture. The
hay crops have for some years past been large
throughout the Island, and it looks at pre-
sent as if we are to be favored with another
bountiful season. A large quantity of last
{e‘l"l crop remains on hand. We have no
ear, therefore, of serious scarcity in this
particular.

The prices of farm J)roducts remain much
lower than we could desire. Hay can be
obtained in almost any quantity at from five
to six dollars per ton, and potatoes have
gone down to autumn prices—from fifteen
to twenty cents per bushel. It would al-
most seem as if these articles could not be
profitably raised at these figures. But they
are used more generally than formerly in
feeding stock, and a margin of profit is se-
cured in this way.

Factories for the manufacture of cheese
and butter are being erected in many parts
of our province. uch enthusiasm seems to
be felt in these comparatively new enter-

rises. The older factories of this kind have
geen fairly successful in their work. Sales
of products have been prompt and remune-
rative. Many of our farmers are increasing
their stock of superior milch cows. It is
altogether probable that the products of the
factories during the present season will
one-half greater than during any previous
year, Some of the wiser heads are befluning
to fear a serious over-production of dairy
material in the early future. But the reason-
able probabilities are that our cheese will
always have good foreign markets, whilst
our butter will, for the most part, be needed
far home consumption.

Religiously and politioally we are moving
along the lines of quiet effort, Much im-
provement in these respeots are manifest in
all parts of P. E. Island, In no respect is
this advancement seen more olearly than in
relation to temperance. We have prohibi-
tory laws fairly established throughout the
entire province, and these laws are adminis-
tered with energy and success. It is matter
for deep gratitude that there is not a licensed
tavern on Prince Edward Island. The illicit
sale of intoxicating drinks continues in some
places; but such cases are summarily dealt
with wherever they are found to exist. As
a result we see but little evidenoe of inebriety
among us, and the evil is gradually dying out.

Qur old acquaintances will be pleased to
know that we are enjoying our work at
Bedegue. The beautiful sanctuary recently
completed affords every comfort and gives
mucﬂ satisfaction. A society of young peo-
ple has lately been formed to engage in sys-
tematic religious culture and effort. Our
first conquest meeting is to be held on May
19th, when it is expeoted there will be a
large gathering and an interesting service.

Boston Standard on the Jury System.

The jury system as it at present exists is
a legitimate object of suspicion. Occasion-
ally a fervid orator talks about the ‘‘palla-
dium of our liberties,” but the man of experi-
ence with courts and the careful observer
of passing events have grave doubts as to
the efficiency of the modern jury in the ad-
ministration of justice. The feeling of dis-
trast is general in the larger communities.
Confidence may remain in the country
places, where the traditions of the past are
yet potent in forming opinions concerning
our 1nstitutions.

The McLaughlin case in New York serves
to call attentiop to some specific defects.
Seventgen days were spent in securing a jury,
and now Justice Barrett finds it necessary
to delay the case still further in order to
investigate information which he hasreceived
concerning one of the jurors. The foolish
restrictions which limit the selection of men
for jury duty have complicated more trials
than this one in New York. The necessity
for impartiality is evident, but the devisers
of our jury system could not have dreamed
that the time would have come when abso-
lute ignorance would be a cardinal virtue in
a juryman. The jury exists for the admin-
istration of justice, but, as at present con-
ducted, it frequently serves any end but
that.

Too many people are excused from jury
duty, and for reasons which eliminate the
very men who are most capable of rendering
dispassionate, discriminating judgment in
such matters as come before juries. Let us
not be understood as discrediting the many
good men who serve on juries. They would

e the first to indorse our position, for they
have had experience with ignorant and cor-
rupt men, and know how often justice fails
of her purpose. Let any intelligent man
take a look at the summer juries in our legal
centres, and see if he thinks it would be
possible for him to be tried in such courts by
a jury of his peers.

The present method of conducting cases
tends to obscure the facts, even in the minds
of honest men, who mean to do their duty.
There is no attempt made to find out the
truth in a plain, straightforward way. End-
less controversies over minor points, excep-
tions, objections and a hyndred other miser-
ahle sybterfuges ave used ta delay and com-
plicate trials. The browbeating of timid
witnesses, in the attempt to mix them in
their testimony, makes modest- people feel
that they will never subject themselves to
such indignities if it can possibly be avoided.
The difficulty in getting witnesses in many
ocases arises from the the horror which large
numbers of people have of the witness stand.
This evil certainly could be remedied at
onoce, and the other defects must be remedied
or the jury will have to go.

The Hyams Case.

Toronto, May 11.—The trial of Harry and
Dallas Hyams for thealleged murder of Willie
Wells was continued to-day. Mrs. Harry
Hyams, wife of the first named prisoner and
sister of thedeceused, gave startlingevidence.
She had spoken to Dallas about the occur-
rence and he said he went into the office of
the warehouse to write a letter to his wife.
He heard a terrible crash and on going down
the basement he saw Willig there and it
made him sick. That’s all the explanation
she got. Although she had often asked for
additional fagts, neither of the brothers
wou&d ever talk of the affair. Going back
ta the appearance of Harry Hyams when he
first came into the house on the day of the
tragedy, witness said that Harry Hyams’
right hand was bleeding and he was very
much agitated, She noticed that his linen
was spotted with blood on the front of his
shirt, and his cuffs were badly spotted.
Witness proceeded to detail the circum-
stances of her engagement and subsequent
marriage to Harry Hyams, when the court
room was startled by a shriek and expres-
sion *‘oh, oh,” and the witness fell from her
seat towards the floor. She had been at-
tacked by a fit of hysterics. Mr. Murdock,
counsel for the defence was seated imme-
diately back of the witness box, and caught
tho woman as she was falling. The court
was adjourned till Monday.

Opium in India.

REPORT OF THE ROYAL COMMISSION AP-
POINTED BY THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT.
New York, April 28.—The ‘Sun’s’ Lon-

don special says: “ The report of the Royal

Commission on the use of opium, presented

in Parliament this week, will much astonish

many people, especially in America, but it
must be accepted as the decisive verdict of
truth and science upon this vexed subject.

The enquiry was conducted on a very large

gscale and the decision was practically unan-

imous. Over 720 witnesses were éxamined,
including 152 called at the desire of the An-
ti-Opium Society. Every care was taken to
obtain representative testimony and the
commission record their conviction that the
evidence forms trustworthy ground for the
conclusions reached. Upon this crucial is-
sue, whether the use of opium, as habitually
practised in India, is or is not injurious, the
commissioners relied to a great degree on
the statements of 161 medical witnesses.
The evidence cf the doctors in the service of
the government was practically unanimous.
1t is corroborated by other medical men in
private practice and by some medical mis-
sionaries. The medical witnesses who ad-
vocated prohibition were few; .all of them
were more opposed to the use of alcohol than
to that of opinm. The general effect of the
medical testimony is declared in the report
to be that * the temperate use of opium in

India should be viewed in the same light as

the temperate use of alcohol in England.

Opium is harmful, harmless, or even bene-

ficial, according to the measure and discre-

tion with which it is used.”

That is the judgment of science upon the
actual conmsequences of the opium habit.
The natives of India, on the whole, agree
with the doctors, but they attach greater
value to the drug than science directly war-
rants. Itis universally allowed that the ex-
cessive consumption of opium is an evil,
though an evil of which the effects have
been grossly exaggerated. Opium is large-
ly taken as a stimulant by those past mid-
dle age. They use it, in the striking phrase
of one of the witnesses, as a prop toa falling
house. In the opinion of the great majority
the native medical practitioners and repre-
sentatives of large influential classes, this
employment of the drug is attended by ben-
eficial results. Opium eaters of fifteen to
twenty years’ standing appeared before the
commission. They believed the habit had
done them good. Their appearance and
vigor satisfied the commissioners at all
events that it had done them no perceptible
harm. Opium is also used as an occasional
stimulant in physical emergencies. It has
been issued by medical advice to troops en-
gaged in fighting and road making among
the mountains of Sikkim. It is taken occa-
sionally by camel drivers who work in the
extremes of heat and cold in the Rajpootana
deserts. Many consuiners in the Punjab
use the drug in the winter only. Another
striking fact about the opium habit is that
it prevails among some of the most manly,
hard working, thrifty races of India. The
splendid Sikh soldiers and peasants, the ac-
tive Marwari traders and Rajputs are among
the opium eaters. Opium is consumed in
the native army and the witnesses say does
no perceptible harm and is often beneficial.
It is used among the natives in the public
service and in the service of railway com-
panies, planters and mill owners, The evi-
dence of employers is all to the same effect.
Dismissals for intemperance in the use of
opium are practically unknown. Opium,
Sir William Roberts observes, does not ap-
pear to beget any specific disease. Opium
eaters bear surgical operations as well as
non-consumers, and the manager of a large
insurance company said that after twenty
years experience his company charged no
extra premium -on the lives of moderate
opium eaters.

— Owing to the cheapness of white refined
sugar, there/is much less consumption of the
brown than formerly. A note of warning is
sounded for the benefit of those who still use
the latter. It is stated that brown sugars
contain large numbers of lively and disgust-
ing insects. Prof. Cameron, public analyst
of Dublin, who has examined samples of the
raw sugar, is (uoted as saying that insects
known as acari are at times exceedingly
plentiful; and in no instance is the article
free from either the insects or their eggs.
He says further, that they are never found
in refined sugar of any quality because they
cannot pass through the charcoal filters used
in refineries; and because these white sugars
contain no nitrogenous substance upon which
the animals can feed. The insects are de-
scribed as ugly little animals, oval in shape,
with eight legs, which are used in their
movements from one part of a body of sugar
to another.

THE MAKING OF AN ORCHARD.

How Young Trees Should be Planted and
and Cared for.

ARRANGEMENT OF TREES.

There are several methods of arranging
trees in an orchard. The one usually adopt-
ed is the square; most used no doubt because
many do not know of a better. By this ar-
rangement the trecs are planted in rows the
same distance apart each way, four trees
forming a square. A much better plan is
what is known as the hexagonal. By this
system fifteen per cent. more trees can be
grown per acre without the least bit more
crowding—no small item when we consider
that the profits per acre are increased ac-
cordingly. By the hexagonal arrangement
the trees in the second row are set alternate-
ly with those in the first; six trees forming
a hexagon and enclosing a seventh in the
centre. To ascertain the correct position
for the first tree in the second row, and con-
sequently the distance apart of the rows that
way of the orchard, take two strings the
same length as the distance apart at which
the trees are to be planted. Fasten the end
of one to the first and the other to the sec-
ond stake in the first row, then stretch the
free ends out till they meet. This point will
make the position for the first tree in the
second row.

Whichever method of arrangement is
adopted the trees should be set in perfectly
straight lines, the first tree, no matter which
way we may look, hiding every other tree
in the row. Crooked rows are not only an
eyesore, but during cultivation they endang-
er the lives of the trees as well as the morals
of the man who has to cultivate them. To
assist in getting the rows straight, the po-
sition of each tree should be marked by a
little stake before the holes are dug. Then
when planting use a ‘‘planting board.”
This may be five or six feet long and six in-
ches wide, with a notch in one side at the
middle, just large enough to les in the trunk
of a small tree, and a hole at equal distances
from this notch. When a hole is to be dug
place this notch about the stake aud put a
peg through each hole at the end. The
board may then be taken up and the hole
dug. When the tree is to be planted replace
the board over the pegs and place the tree
in the'motch. It will thus stand in the ex-
act position of the stake which marked the
hole

SUMMARY.

1. For an orchard select if possible high
land with a northern or northeastern expo-
sure,

2. A well drained, deep, open, clayey
loam is best.

3. Work the land deeply and well before
planting.

4. Plant far enough apart that trees will
not touch when full grown.

5. The hexagonal arrangement of trees in
an orchard admits of 15 per cent. more trees
per acre than on the square, without a bit
more crowding.

6. To secure proper fertilization of blos-
soms, avoid planting too large a block of any
one variety. y

7. When transplanting, keep roots moist
and pack the earth about them firmly.

8. A mulch spread about newly trans-
planted trees maintains a uniformity of tem-
perature and moisture favorable to the for-
mation of new roots.

9. Give thorough, shallow, level cultiva-
tion.

10. Cropping between the rows must
gradually cease as the trees increase in size.

11. Unleached wood ashes are one of the
best fertilizers for fruit trees of all kinds.

15. Like all other fertilizers, they should
be spread evenly as far out as the roots ex-
tend.

13. Prune regularly every year and direct
growth rather than cut out what has grown.

14. Prevent injuries from borers by coat-
ing the trunks of trees with a soft soap, soda
and carbolic acid wash.

15. Spraying is often necessary on young
trees while not yet of a bearing age.

16. For leaf eating insects, use Paris
green; for sucking insects, kerosene emulsion;
and for fungus diseases, copper sulphate so-
lution and Bordeaux mixture.

17. The Bordeaux mixture and Paris green
may be applied together with advantage.

MANURING.

Manuring an orchard in order to obtain
good crops of fruit is often just as necessary
as manuring a field to get a good crop of
corn or roots. In a young orchard where
hoed crops are grown, the manure applied
to grow these profitably will be all that is
required by the young trees, as they will
get their share of it. The vigor of the hoed
crop will be a good indicator of the quantity
of manure necessary for the trees. In older
orchards where there is no cropping, the an-
nual growth of the new wood is the best
guide in applying manure.

As a general fertilizer nothing is better
than barnyard manure, but it should be
withheld where the new growth is excessive
or where the wood growth is at the expense
of fruit.

Unleached wood ashes are a specific fer-
tilizer for fruit trees as they contain all the
organic elements necessary in producing
both tree aud fruit. Unlike barnyard man-
ure they tend to promote fruit growth rather
than excessive wood growth, and may safely
be applied at any time.

In applyiog fertilizers of any kind never
bank them about the trunk of a tree, but
spread them evenly all over the ground as
far out as the roots extend.

PRUNING,

One of the first things to be considered in
pruning a young orchard is the height at
which the heads should be started. Some
prefer low heads and others high heads.
Either extreme should be avoided. From
four to four and a half feec is a convenient
height for apple trees. To have them all
alike, cut them back when young to the de-
sired height. Three branches are enough to
leave to start the head. Space these evenly
and direct new growth whenever necessary
by cutting back to a bud pointing in a direc-
tion you wish the new branch to take.

The ideal pruning consists rather in direct-
ing growth than in cutting out what has
grown. Thin ont the new shoots as may be
required to keep the head from becoming
too crowded. Cut out any branches that
cross or rub each other, and keep the top
symmetrical by cutting back branches grow-
ing too fast in any particular direction, as
they are often inclined to do on the leeward
side.

If an orchard is pruned regularly every
year, as it should be, there need be no ne-
cessity for cutting out large limbs, and the
pruningat any time will be very light, Light
pruning may be done at any time during the
summer, but for the general annual pruning,
this had beiter be done early in spring be-
fore the growth starts.

absolutely clean in a surgical as well as a
physical sense.

To this end the physician applies only
water which has been boiled recently, he ap-
plies bandages and dressings which have
been especially prepared ** against germs,”
and if he has to use instruments of any kind
he carefully cleanses them by prolonged
heating or other means. He also most par-
ticularly cleanses his own hands by the use
of powerful antiseptics.

The doctor's work done, he may or may
not leave any definite instructions as to
what the mother or wife should do to carry
out this line of treatment so carefally begun.
Because he knows so well what to do, he
often seems to think that the friends should
know also, and forgets to make provision for’
the future treatment.

Usually the case goes on all right until
the first dressing is chaoged. This the
mother will do, because the bandage is get-
ting dirty, or because of a great desire to
see ** how it is getting along.”

Either excuse is utterly absurd, and the
latter especially Has often proved fatal to
the patient. So long as there is no severe
pain in the part, and no fever, always let the
dressing alone for, at least, one week, and
usually for two weeks.

To change the dressing on a serious wound
is & serious business; on a trivial wound it
may be only very annoying in its results.
Why?

Because, unless you take the same precat-
tions as did the doctor in the first place,
you will inevitably contaminate the wound
with some sort of impurity, healing will
stop, and matter will form.

The severest and most cxtensive surgical
wounds should ordinarily heal under the
first dressing. How much more, then, a
trivial cut or sore, providing that the first
dressing is of the proper nature.

If it becomes necessary, on account of
pain, fever or discharge, to change a dressing
on a severe wound, first prepare your dres-
slng or bandage by boiling it for half an hour
in carbonized water, a teaspoonful of carbolic
acid to a pint of water, to make the destruc-
tion of any germs certain.

Then, if possible, immerse the wound in
the same solution, as hot as comfortable,
until the old dressings have been thoroughly
softened, so that their removal is not diffi-
cult. With a portion of the prepared dres-
sing, cleanse the wound of any discharge, if
necessary, and then bind it up with the
prepared dressing without touching it with
anything else if possible. In this way con-
taminatien may usually be avoided.

The practice of doing up trivial cats in
their own blood, without washing, is usually
a good plan where the cut has been made
with a clean instrument. This is because
the blood, fresh, is of itself a powerful anti-
septic, and after coagulation it holds the
parts firmly together, thereby placing them
in a condition of rest.

Court plaster is very seldom a proper dres-
sing for any but the merest scratches becanse
it retains and contaminates the secretions
from the wound.

Where it is necessary to use it to bring
the edges of the wound together, let it be
done by using long narrow strips across the
wound, leaving plenty of chance for any
secretion to drain away and be absorbed by
the prepared dressing before mentioned.

What shall be done with sores tLat are
matterating? These should have their dres-
sing changed just as often as is necessary to
keep the discharge absorbed by the dres-
sings.

Here we would remark that cheese-cloth,
prepared as stated for dressings, is really
the best dressing for household use, because

| it can be so readily sterilized, and is such a

good absorbent and it does not mat together
in a bard bunch like even the best of pre-
pared cotton. It should always be applied
in from six to twenty-four thicknesses, di-
rectly upon the wound, and usually covered
by a sheet of siled muslin, that it may, more
readily absorb the discharges.

Nourishment for Pneumonia Patients.

In cases of pneumonia many patients suc-
cumb from ¢‘heart fiilure,” or weakness
which is no more nor less than lack of nour-
ishment. The constant giving of stimulants
increases the action of the heart, without
materially strengthening the body. A
¢ speceialist ” jn the dread disease ascribes
his success to beef tea and rich milk. The
beet tea should be made fresh every morning,
from a pound of the best beef, and a full
goblet of it as hot as can be sipped alternately,
every two hours, with a tumbler of rich milk
just cold enough to drink without chilling
the patient, The physician suggests season-
ing both the beef and the milk generously
with salt and pepper, as a preventive of
nausca.

The Uses of Liquid Perfumes.

Never pour scent on your garments. Li-
quid perfumes have just two uses. One is
to soften and sweeten the water in which
one washes, and the other is to rub aching
muscles. The invigorating effect of the al-
cohol and the soothing effect of the odor are
excellent medicinally. But if used to. per-
fume clothing the effect is bad, for the flower
odor soon evaporates, and there clings to the
wool or linen only the fragrance of alcohol
combined with * stuffy” house and street-
car odors.
