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" .coBYTERIAN PROGRESS.

We rejoice to see that in all the great
branches of the Presbyterian family there
appears to be carnest cffort for the promo-
tion of evangelical religion throughout the
world. Home exaungelization receives due
prominenee. Not since the Reformation
have Scottish cities seen such gatherings of
the outcast and the poor as have been wit-
nessed within the last year or two. A
generous rivalry obtains in regard to this
Christ-like work between the several branch-
¢s of the Presbyterianism of Scotland. To
all we wish God-speed. Similar work is
being attempted, and with a measure of
success, in New York and Philadelphia —
But themission of our brethren in the United
States is to follow the mighty movement of
the population towards the vast plains of
thegreatwest. Churches by hundreds have
to be provided in new ficlds every year,
The Old and New Schools, and other
“members of the family” are putting forth
great cfforts in this all important field.—
The Canada Presbyterian Church bas much
the same kind of work to do on & smaller
seale, and she is doingit. She has also
with wise forethought sent her pioncers to
the Red River and the loncly camping
grounds of the Sascatchewan valley.

‘While our churches are thus « ttending to
home work they are not unmintfal of the
claims of the heathen. No ciuyches in
Christendom, with the sole exveption of the
. Moravians, do more in proportion to their
wealth and numbers for Foreign Missions.
There is no field of mission enterprize in
which a Presbyterian is not to be found,

and ig many of thc most arduous fields
Presbyterians have acted as pioneers.  All
the branches are “devising liberal things”
for the heathen. A striking instance of
this is to be found in the sending forth of
Dr. Norman McLeod by the Established
Church of Scotland, to report on the Mis-
sions of Iudia. It is not yet half a century
since Missions were snecred at in that
Assembly as absurd and fanatical!

All the Colonial Churches from Ontario
to Tasmania, arc interesting themselves in
Foreign Missions, though in many cases
they- themselves are just beginning life.
But there never was better symptom of
christian life in germ or in full fruition than
this anxiety to tell the heathen of Him
whose blood cleanseth from all sin.

Union negotiations, movements and dis-
cnssions are going fortvard hopefully almost
wherever separate Presbyterian organiza-
tions occupy the same territory. Sooner
or Iater, the longed for Unions will no
doubt take place,—much to the advantage
of our holy religion. We accept it as a
taken for good from the Lord tlfat this
Spirit of Union has been poared out so
abundantly on His people. The twolargest
branches of the Presbyterian family—the
Old and New Schools of the United States
—will in all likelihood unite in the year
1870 if not even in 1869—on the basis of
the Westminster Standards pursand simple.
An cveat such as this cannot fail o have
au influence for good throughoatthe Chris.
tian world.

The Presbyterian Chnrches are making
remarkable progress in duly previding for
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the support of the Gospel ministry. In this
the Scottish churches, as usual, take the
lead. Happily they are followed-——(alt too
great a distance!) by the colonial, the Trish,
and the United States churches, Let us be
thankful that in this as in almost all other
respects the movement appears to be in the
right direction  An effort is to be made in
our own Church te place the Sustentation
of the ministry on a more satisfactory basis.
‘We trust that the result will not show us
to be exceptionally fax in the rear of our
parent chuyches.

SUPPLEMENTARY FUND.

The Committee to whom the Synod én.

trusted the superintendence of the proposed
Supplementary Fund, took prompt mea-
sures for bringing the suhbject before the
Church. They first decided on a visitation
of abiout one-half of the congregations dur-
ing the current year, and, sccondly, that
the Presbyteries to be visited this year
should be Halifax, Truro and Prince Ed-
ward Island, To accomplish this a num-
ber of delegates werc named, aud the work
arranged between ihem, Three of these
have returoed, after accomplishing the
-object either wholly or to a great extent—
‘Rev. Messrs. Christie, McGregor, and
"MoCurdy. Mr. McCurdy visited the Shore
-congregations from Lunenburg to Yar-
.mouth—Mr. Christic the city of Halifax
and the cengregations eastward in the Pres-
bytery, -end Mr. McGregor the congrega-
tions in Prince Fdward Island, except those
to the East cf Charlottetown, the latter
being lefu till the month of June.

There were no specific instructions given
to the delegates, and each chose the course
that scemed best,in.the circumstances, after
consultation with the.Session or minister of
the congregation yisited.

The subjoined statement by Mr. Christie
shews that in general he, adopzed the course
of a personal-application,to.these present at
the meetings, aud a subscriptian, which is
well known to be the most effectual method

. of roising money, and in this case we are
happy to Jearn that it.was tried with good

.effect.

Mr. McGregor’s rc‘porh is also before us,
but our limits will not admit of its publien-
tion in this number, as foreign mission let-
ters, just received, wonld lose interest by
delay, and thercfore take precedence, It
shews thata different course was pursued
in the Island, but with a duc consideration
of all the circomstances of the case, and
with the fall approval of the brethren there.
The congregations are smaller as a gencsal
rale than in Nova Scotia, and 2 larger pro-
portion mew and thercfore weak ; and it
scemed preferable, in the first place, to.sti-
malate to increased effort af fome, and to
arge only sach a collection as could, be
given sunually witliont any new machinery,
and without being given at the expense of
any of the other objects, to which they had
been accustomed to contribute. The col-
lections will be generally taken on or short-
1y after the first Sabbath of December, and
will appear among the acknowledgmentsin
the Record for January. We are happy to
learn that all those who attanded the meet-
ings held in the several congregations,
evinced great intcrest in the ntovement,
which, if judiciously and z2alously prose-

‘cuted, will certainly prove a success, and

become a great blessing alike to those who
give and to those who receive :

To the Editor of the Home and Foreign Record.

In fulflment of the duty imposed upon
me by the * Supplement Comnittee,” I
have held meetings in the tollowing places :
Halifax, Dartmouth, Cow Bay, Lawrence-
town, Musquodobeit Harbour, Meagher’s
Grant, Upper and Middle Musquodoboit,
Gay'’s River, Shubenacadie, Lower Stewi-
acke, Nine Mile River, and Elmsdale. I
preached in cach of the places above named,
and brought before them, first, The larger
scheme to which the Synod is committed
by their resolution of 1867 ; and then the
obligations under which the Synod is at
present to the congregations that are now
depending upon the supplement fund.

The results of my visit are not yet known.
In most of the places visited, I started »
subscription list, and reccived on_the spot
such sums as partics were prepared to hand
over. The congregations in the City of
Halifax and Dartmouth have promised a
collection in December—which 1 have no
doubt will be liceral. I cannot state the
amount that will be received from the other
congregations visited, but I think it will, in
all cases, be respectable, and in some very
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diberal; andt if the other congrepations
«connected with onr Synod manifest the
same spirit of liberalisy, the Supplement
Committee will have no difficalty in meet-
ing the claims of the congregations that
are already receiving from the fand uader
their control.

I am also persnaded that our congrega-
tious could very easily raise the amount
‘that would be required 10 supplement all
our weak congregations, so far as might be
required for seearing to cach of onr minis-
ters a salary of not le.s than $650, or 3608
with a manse. T hope the several deputies
selected by the Supplement Comwittee 10
visit the congregations will dischasgre ‘their
duty withont delay.  And as the scheme
may now he considered as fairly ¢ Tanneled,”
it scems to me the best time 10 arge the
cltims of our weak congregations, with the
view of seeuring such a salary for each of
our minister< as may afford 1o them com-
parative comfort as well as opportunities of
uscfuluess,

I propose to offer some further remarks
that have been sugpested by my recent
visits to the congregations specitivd ; bur 1
have not time at present I hope 10 do so,
however, when Irepert the amount of the
collections realized in the difterent congre-
gations.  In the mean thne, 1 desire to
a knowledpe the kind attentious of wmy bre-
thren in the ministry, and the valuable
assistaee given me while engaged dn the

svork.

A VISIT T0 NEW BARUNSWIGK.

NOTES BY THRE AGLNT oF

Salmon River Congregation.

As there ave severai Sammon tvers in
Nova Scorig, and quite as many in ow
Brunswick, and probably some i New
fouadland, it is necessary o remise that i
wis to Salmon River in Quoens Couny,
N. B,, that we set out from St John on
what was a fine morning, barving the fog,
an the end of Angust.  Halt an hoar from
Indian toren in the steamer Autdope, aud
the fow s pereeptibly dimi =" .ed—another
half hour, and we have Jet it behind alio.
gether, We ean, therefore, enjoy the run
ap the long reach and atong (he margin of
Long islwd, which, u fellow juasenper says,
s five miles in length. e vus as it may,
we do not feel the tune ong, for we ar:
oecupied now in anting T ¢ srowme crops,
now in looking at the hay makers shaking
out the hay, and now at the ehiddren play-
iz in the long grass.  Before we are aware
we find ourselves at Gagcetown,

I CHURECH.

Emorging from Gagetown creek, oue
boat is soon again on the St. John River,
fram which she turns off to the vight inte
the “Jemseg,” which is narrower and less
picturesque than the meble stream which
we left.  Half an hour on the Jemseg brings
us to the

GRAND LAKE.

As this fine expanse of fresh water opea-
ed up to our view we felt as if we had
gained the top of a long eminence, and we
presanne our sensation acearded with fact,
although cortainly the ascent was very

gradual, and the elevation gained not very

great,

The lake is worthy of a visit, and the
sail on it delightiul.  In hrexdth 1t vavies
from three to five miles, but in Iength it is
over, vather than ander, twventy wiles.

The boat crossed and re-cros-cd, calling
at ditlerent points, landing passencers and
go dsTrom St. Jolm, the chicf article being
flour. This process, we may here note,
was repeated on our remrn, the Iast ealiing
places of to-day being then first, and the
first last, and the staples then were recernved,
not discharged, and consisred of firm pro-
Jdnee marketable at the end of Angust, such
as potatoes, green <orn, heans, squash,
pumpkins, &e., 1ogether with blue Lerr s m
lmckets, haskets, wbs aud bazrels.

Reaching the head of the lake, we en-
sered Salmon River, and the upwaxd sail
(if she term may be apphied 1o prozress,
which is independent -of all sails) ou a love
Iy summner evening, was exqiisitely dehohr-
ful. The farms on either side of lake and
viver, however, it must be confessed, mre
only second vate; first, beeanse the fand is
not eich andswong, aml seeondhr . beease
the labour of the people is divided berween
the faem and the woods;  the muscie and
sinew beiny oceupied in lumbering to ~ome
extent at the seasan w hen ghe bana decands
uidivided aucenuon.

The venival part of e Sahmon Foner
settlement and congregation is aioat ten
miles from the lake, and avving saere
about six in the evening, wve foand e an-
nual gathering of the tongregation tor a
social and  picnie entertiinment shour e
disperse.

dn New Drunswickh ihis anmus connug
together has hecome quiee an s nou,
and the proceeds are avaitable for chnrch
repains snd oveasionally to meer deficien-
cies i migisteriad support.

On thiz accasion the preple dispersed
more quickly than they assembled, for datk
clouds hegan to wather, great dvojs « canu
to full, and soon the lighinog dasbed ang
the volling peals of thander, tirst hemd in
the distance, soon bhurst witht  teiile
erash direetly over head aud in rapud ~ue-
cegsion, while lighmings . flashing, forked

N
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and chained, kept up an almost incessant
illumination. Then came wind and rain
in torrents, and all the hospitable homes in
the neighbourhood were scon filled. No
accident happened to the pleasure party of
some hundreds, who reached their homes
through the night and next morning; but
the cffects of the storm were visible in the
beating down of broad acres of ripening
oats and barley.

Mr. Salmon’s charge is scattered. We
had preaching on a week day at Salmon
Creek in & school houge, and on the Lord’s
day in a well finished church at Red bank,
being the centre of the congregation; and
on the afternoon of the same day, five miles
up the river at the Forks.

The congregations were deeply attentive
alike to sermon and address, cheerfully ac-
cepted apology for the failure of the depu-
tation of last year to appear among them,
and received kindly the services of the agent,
as some small compensation, to be followed'
by = collection for the Home Mission fund,
to which particular attention was called.

Besides these three preaching places Mr.
S. has several others at various distances,
so that between the study and the puipit,
und the school house desk, and the sick
bed, and the waggon, he is not likely to eat
much of the bread of idleness. ‘¢ Wear
out,” he may; ‘rustout,” he cannot.—
But this spreading out of a man, or rather
of a minister, over a whole country side, is
becoming a great and a growing evil. 1t is
not Ais labour but the people’s loss that we
chiefly deplore. While he is preaching to-
day four or five miles from the centre, to
some ten families who are learning to stay
home till the minister comes to them, and re-
peating the same thing in anether direction
next Lord’s day, the congregation in fact
ceases to have any centre, and ministerial
labour is in a great measure dissipated.

As an offset to this disndvantage and dis-
couragement, DMr. S. is encouraged by the
sobriety and promising conduct of many of
the young people in this community.—
There is very little intemperance and no
rum shop in the congregation, in fact there
is none in the community. The stcamer
coming twice a week with her open bar, is
the chief source of temptation in the drink-
ing linc. The stcamer herself is a public
benefit, but her bar is a public NUISANCE,
and a source of corruption, which ought to
be removed by her enterprising proprietors.

We met with good men and women in
this congregation, but there is ample room
for progress. 'We question if the prevailing
piety here is equal in tone or in extent to
what it is in St. James’. The people are
more various in descent, and have had less
constancy of pastoral oversight. Their first
miuister, Rev. Mr. Canning, from Ircland,
did not remain very long. Rev. H. B, Me-

Kay laboured earnestly and acceptably for
a few years and then another vacancy oc-
curred, supplemented in summer by young
men from the Divinity Hall, Messrs. T.
Cumming andJ. Sutherland, whose labours
are well spoken of. We trust that the pre-
sent connection may belong and spiritually
prosperous.

‘We asked for John Fraser of Red Bank,
(once of Lime Brook, East River, Pictou,)
and found that he had gone to his rest. In
his removal Mr. S, lost “a faithfal man,
and one who feared God above wmany.” He
served his generation, anticipated his depar-
ture, and from conducting the service of
song and otherwise serving the church, en-
tered into the joy of his Lord. He rejoiced
in the union between the churches, and the
celebration day in St. John was one of the
happiest of his life. He was not spared
long as an elder in the church wunited, bus
he had already “purchased to himself a
good degree and great boldness in the faith
which is'in Christ Jesus.” May his exam-
ple be influential in leading his family and
many in his districs to sexve the Lord.

NEW HEBRIDEZS MISSION,

Since our last issuc we have received a
letter from Dr. Geddie of date Aug. 3rd,
which we publish, from Mrs. Morrison
from Syduney, Sept. 29th, and from Rev.
Dr. Steele, Oct. ist.

Respecting the mission Dr. Steele writes,
“T had the pleasure of hearing from the
missionary field lately. All were well—
The mission on Tanna was about to be re-
sumed under more favourable auspices.
Mr. Gordon had, in the meantime, chosen,
with the full consent of his brethren, to set-
tle on the other side of Erromangs, at Po-
tinia Bay. The Dayspring with Dr. Geddic
on board, was to visit the island of Espiritu
Santo in this month.”

3R. MORRISON’S HEALTH.

In a few paragraphs published in the
Record for November, we stated that Mr.
Morrison’s health was better at the begin-
ning of September, the date of his writing,
than at any time since he had left Fate
We give the portion of his letter in which
these remarks were founded, bus regret to
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add that a change for the worse has since
taken place.

Hoxter’s Hirr, Syoney, N. S. W,,
August 31st, 1868,

Reo. Dear Sir,—I venture now to drop
you a line from my own hand. The doc-
tor called on Saturday last and examined
my chest. He says I made great progress
towards convalescence during the last three
weeks—that there is no crepitus now ob-
servable in the lungs. He cherishes high
hopes of my recovery—very welcome tidings
to us, as it will be also to our kind friends
at home. You who are praying for my re-
storation to health, ask now for me that if
a new lease of life is to be given, an abun-
dant measure of grace may be also given to
make the proper use of life.

Dr. Steele’s letter, already referred to,
written one month later, informs us that
Mr. Morrison has not made mueh, if any
progress. ““ He has resolved to try the cffect
of & change to Queensland, 500 miles to
the north of this.”

Knowing the anxiety of the Church to
have the fallest information, we subjoin
the following most interesfing letter from
Mys. M. :—

SYDNEY, SEPTEMBER 29, 1868,

Rev. Dear Sir,—I am sorry to inform
you that wy dear husband las had arclapse,
and is not now in nearly so hopeful a con-
dition as when we last wrote you. One
week of cold rainy weather scems to have
andone the work of the two previous
months. The pain has returned to his
chest, and his cough has become very trou-
blesome,

Uuder these circumstances we have de-
cided to take & voyage to Quecnsland, to
try the effect of its warmer and more equa-
ble climate—a step of which Mr. Morrison’s
medical attendant cordially approves. We
are sorry that it will necessitate our draw-
ing more largely on the fuads of the Mission
Borrd, but we consider it a duty to try every
means likely to restore health. Queensland
is highly recommended as beaeficial to per-
sons suffering from chest complaints.

. We expecet to leave Sydney to-morrow
in o sailing vessel, the Beomerang. Our
passage costs £10 ; by steamer it would be
£15. We left Mr. Wright's last week,
where wo received every kinduess and at-
tention daring the last three months, and
are awaiting the sailing of the vessel at M.
MclIntyre’s. We have much reason for
gratitude to God for raising us up friends.

We heerd from the islands lately by the
voturn of H.M.S. Challenger. They were
all well a¢ that time. As you will doubt~

less receive letters forwarded at the same
time, I shall not enter into particulars.—
The Rev. Wm. Watt arrived in Melbourne
some wecks ago, and is probably now on
his way to New Zcaland. My, Morrison
wishes me to say that he fears his mission
work on Fate is ended,—however ¢ The
Lovd seeth ag man seceth not.” If so, is
there none in the Church at home to fill
the breach. Is it not sad to sce the young
men of our Chureh manifesting such an in-
difference to the mission field. With kind
regards from us both, to Mrs. McGregor
and yourself.

ANEITEUM, AyGuUsT 3, 186S.

My Dear Sir,—*1 take my pen to write
you & few lines, A mail was made up in
this island about two months ago, contain-
ing the minutes of our last annual meeting,
and other letters, which I hope will reach
you in due time. T have no information of
importance t0 communicate at present, but
there arc some matters which I wisih te
bring to your notice.”

‘We omit the Dr’s. remarks on some mat-
ters of business on which he was appointed
by the Mission Council to correspond with
the Boavd. The subjects discussed will, in
due time, come before the Church, but as
they require consideration and decision by
the Board, the information furnished should
be laid first before them. TFor the same
reason we beg leave here to explain ‘that
two or three resolutions of the Mission
Council were omitted from the minutes in
our last number, and such omission should
have been marked by asterisks.

Dr. Geddie continuces :o—

«The Dayspring has just returned from
the neigkbouring islands, and the mission
families were well when she left them
She called at Tanna on her voyage home,
and the state of matters therec was much
more favourable than during the last year.
Messrs. Inglis and Neilson were on board,
and they brought about fifty Tanncse on a
visit to this island—most of them chiefs or
men  of influcnce. Nauka, the principal
chief of Port Resolution, is not of the num-
ber, but he has sent two of-his sons to re-

resent him.  Many of the Tanese wish
{r. Neilson to settle on their island, though
there s a strong feeling against the mission.
Mr. Neilson and I will accompany our

- Tang visitors to their own island in o faw
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days, and if the natives will consent to re-
ceive a missionary, steps will be taken to
re-commence the mission.  After the re-
pulse of last year it is hard to say what will
be the result of this new effort to intreduce
the gospel into that dark island ; let us pray
God that it may be erowned with success.
Mr. Neilson has some advantages in his
favour which make ltim cligible as a mis-
sionary for Taua. He was not on the
islands when the unhappy affair ocenrrec,
which has been the chicf cause of ov . disap-
Rointments on Tana of late years. His
nowledge of medicine has also strongly
recommended him to the Tanese. He was
successful, under God, in curing a chief
who was very ill, and probably saved his
life; and he now goes by the name of
Docta. So great is their faith in his skill
that an application was made to him during
his last visit to put in a new cye for an old
man who had lost one of his eyes many
years ago. Add to all this, Mr. Neilson’s
heart is in Tana, and that island is his
chosen field of labour.

As Mr. Gordon may not be able to write
you by this chance, I may just say that he
has given up the idea of visiting the island
of Iospirito Santo this year. He is now
opening up a station on the north side of
Xrromanga, and has left Mr, McNair to
occupy the station at Dillon’s Bay. Iam
sure the misgion will all approve of the step
wl ich Mr. Gordon has taken, for his remo-
val from Erromanga at the present time
would be & scrious injury to the mission
there.

Our latest lettere from Mr. Morrison do
1.0t encourage us to hope for his speedy re-
turn to the islands. His health was slight-
Iy improved, but he is still very delicate.
His removal from the mission has been a
serious trial to it. Let us pray, if it be
God’s will, that his valuable life may be
spared, and that he may have years of use-
fulness before him.

I hope to spend this month between the
islands of Tana and Erromanga ; and am
under appeintment also to spend the months
of October and November in making an
exploratory voyage among the heathen
islands of this group. So much absence
from my own station will interfere materi-
ally with my work here, but it is unavoid-
able. There is a great work to be done in
these islands, and there axe few to do it.

‘We long to hear of more missionaries for
these islands. It is sad to think that you
cannot find men who are willing to eome
to our help. May God incline some to
give up the endearments of home, and come
tar hence to preach among these Gentiles
the unscarchable riches of Christ. The
cause of our Redeemer languishes for want
of men, while they are found ready to em-
bark in every secular enterprise.

H. M. S. Charybdis, Capt. Lyons, is
here at present. Iler chaplain, the Rev.
Mr. Sinyth, visited thig island in another
ship during my absence. We find him a
very excellent an, and a true friend of the
missionary cause. IHe conducted an Lng-
lish service yesterday in owr Church; and
addressed our Sabbath School also. The
visits of such & person in our distant island
home are very refreshing to us. The
Charybdis is here with despatches for H.
M. S. C hallenger, which is daily expected
from the Figee Islands,

The boxes sent from Halifax to Mel-
bourne by the C hanticleer have come safely
to hand, and your dircctions about them
have been attended to. Many thanks to
the friends of the mission for their season-
able supplies of clothing for the natives.

I maust now bring my letter to & close.
Remember us and our work at a throne of
grace. May God direet and bless all our
ctforts for the furtherance of his cause.

Letter from Rev. Thomas Neilson
Jun.

AxAME, May 29, 1868.

Rev. and Dear Sir,—y wrote you last
towards the close of last year. Being
unable to gain a footing on Tauna, T was
requested to occupy Mr. Morrison’s station
at Erakor, Fate, during his absence on
account of ill health. T have, in conse-
quence, been staying there during the last
five months. Mr. Morrison’s house stands
on a little Island named Eranyon, which
lics at the entrance of a lagoon that runs
about gix miles inland. This island is in
shape like a pear, with the broad end to
the sea, and in extent aboat 30 to 40 acres.
It divides the entrance of the lagoon into
two channels of about equal size—500 or
600 yards in width. Across the mouth of
one of these stretches a reef, passable only §
at high water, and on the mainland, on this §
braneh, facing Mr. Morrisorn’s heuse, lies &
the village of Erakor, containing at present &
126 people. On the other channel there is @
free passage for a boat at all states of the §
tide. Tixcept the natives of this village H
there are no inhabitants along the shores of 8
the lagoon, and the fish swim and lqol) K
undisturbed, aud the mangrove trees, with &8
their stealthy tread, ever encroach upon the i
waters.  Across this lagoon I paddle every g
morning to school; and onc of the most §¢
beautiful sights to be seen in the wholc g8
Pacific, I see every day. All you young g
ladies who keep aquariums at home, listen B
to this! The water is about twelve or J§
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fiftcen feet in depth, still, and calm, and
clenr. The bottom is of white sand, with
every here and there & clump of coral, and
all aronnd these clumps the fish are play-
ing, and darting into their holes and out
again. Little bluo fish, about the size of
your little finger, little black fish about the
size of your thumb, gold, and green, and
yellow fish, from six inches to a foot in
length, crabs creeping along and leaving
their track behind, cuttle-fish holding on
with their suckers, young sword-fish skim-
ming along the surface; and every now
and then a dolphin, with his blue jacket and
white waiscoat, gets in among them, ora
young shark, with his ugly mouth, pursues
them, and then you see them leaping in
shoals out of the water to elude him, or
rushing into shallow water to cscape his
Jjaws.

Now, I must introduce you to one or two
of the people ; and, to be polite, let us be-
gin with the ladies. Well, then, here is
Tonna, the womar, fair, fat, and forty-five,
—a perfect polyglot of a woman. She
belongs to Rarotonga, knows the Samoan
language ; lived on Tanna for some time,
lost her health and her first husband ; came
to Ancityum, acquired the language; went
back to Samoa, and returned in two years
with a new husband ; was settled on Fate
ten years ago, and has remained there ever
since, and been a most useful teacher. She
knows as much English as to be able to
make herself understood, exercises a great
deal of influence in the village, and is the
presiding genius at births and burials. She
1s as remarkable for her immense size as for
her knowledge of lJanguages. A canoe sunk
with her crossing the lagoon some time ago,
and the poor woman has not been allowed
to forget it.

Toma, her husband, is also a Rarotongan,
—a most excellent man,—a capital singer,
with one of those deep rich bass voices that
have so much melody in them. He has
taught the people music; and the natives
of this village arc the best singers in the
New Hebrides. He is, however, serofulous,
and has been confined to his couch for more
than a year. He is improving in health,
and notwithstanding his illness is stilt very
useful in the mission. He gives the texts
and divisions of sermons to the clders, from
which to address the people. His house is
close by mine, and every morning at the
dawn of day, and every cvening when the
longo beats, I hear his voice singing the
praises of God.

Here is Galid, & teacher who came with
me from Aneityum last year, and is staying
at Erakor till he gets the Fate language,
before he goes to some heathen part of 510
island ; perhaps one of the most talented
natives you will meet with, a perfect orator,
with ready command of powerful words,

and fertile in illustration, and with the easy
and graceful gestures of an untutored
speaker.  Heis now pretty well up in years,
and has lony desived to be a teacher on a
heathen land. Notwithstanding his years
he has made great progress with the Fate
language. I was in the habit of asking
him, and another Ancityum teacher who
came with me, occasionally to pray in
church. This they did at firstin their own
language, of course. I was rather aston-
ished, however, at Galid onc day after we
had been about three months on Fate.
asked him to pray. He commenced in
Fatese, and after going on & while very cor-
rectly, was obliged to finish up in his own
tongie. He has only one drawback—that
he does not keep himself tidy or clean.
Here is Pomal, the chief of the village.
A young man about my own age,—a very
smart fellow,—pulls a good oar, and knows
how to manage a boat,—is a capital hand
witn tools, and a good shot with a gun,—a
good fisherman, and one of the best singers
and speakers in the village. He speat a
year in his youth at the station of a mission-
ary in Semoa, and has greatly benefited
by it. He has been most useful and atten-
tive to me during the past season. I had
some gunpowder and shot, with which I
supplied him for shooting: pigeons, he keep-
ing half to himself and giving the other to
me—so that we had pigeons to dinner
about twice a-week, which we found a most
welcome addition to our scanty fare. -
During Mr. Morrison’s continued illness
T have been appointed to continue in his
station throughout the ensuing year. I
enclose you & copy of tlie minutes of the
conference held here. As the time is so
short, T shall not write you any more at
present, but trust to do so more fully by
the next opportunity.  Mrs. Neilson, my-
gelf, and the baby are quite well at present,
having had no fever and ague as yet.—
Believe me, ete.  THOMAS NEILSON, JUN.

Work in Fotuna.—Letter from
Rev. Joseph Copeland.

Foruxa, NEw HeBRrIDES, Max 14, 1868.

My Dear Sir,—Not much ealling for
notice has occurred on this island duving
the last six months. Our health has been
good on the whole, as has also that of the
natives, KFood has not been so plentiful
during the late summer. The weather for
the most partwas fine. February through-
out was wore like a winter month, The
sky wore a deep blue appearance from day
to day. This was the result, no doubt, of
o hurricane, the outer circles of which
brushed us on 30th January, Theaverage
minimum temperature for February was
two degrees lower than in the corresponding
month last year, The Mission work pre-
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sonts much the same appearance. A few
natives have begun to attend worship, but
they do not come regularly. Great fickle-
ness is once of their characteristies. Some
who attended in past years, and who leftoff,
returned only to leave us again. Their
attendance does not spring from proper
motives, hence their irregularity. They
come heeanse they are pleased with us, or
because they wish some favour, or they may
accompany some neighbour, or they come
beeause they arve not otherwise engaged.
The natives, with a few exceptions, have
not confidence inus. They are pleased to
come and sce the mission premises, bat they
do not wish eloser contact. We find the
children more shy than the grown people.
Children are often the first to come about
the missionary, but thatis not the case here.
Our audience on Sabbath is composed of
middle-aged and clderly people; we have
no young men, boys, or girls; and thoke
who do attend present a very uncoath ap-
pearance.  With the exception of a little
clothing worn by seme of them, there is
nothing to distinguish them from the hes-
then. Their long hair, car-rings, paint,
feathers, etc., all remain.  About half-a-
Qozen are learning the letters, and about the
same number atiend pretty regularly even-
ing worship, which is conducted for their
benefit in the native Ianguage. In respect
of these two items there is an improvement
on the state of matters lastyear. They can
sing three hymns. We have two short
services on Sabbaths; one in our rude
church, the other in the marai or pubiic
square. This latter service was commenced
a month ago, but few attend it who do not
attend at the ehurceh, though it was begun
with the hope of attrecting strangers. Dr.
Geddie has printed our First Book, and we
are expecting it by the “ Dayspring.” It
will serve as Primer, Catechism, and Hymn
Book. There are in all three stations, two
of which are occupied by Ancityum teach-
ers, but they cannot speak the language.
‘We are much in need of a few teachers who
could speak to the natives. 'We mean to
apply for some when we go up to Aneitynm,
to the Annual Conference;—I remain, etc.

Piracy in the New Hebrides.

At a meeting, of the Foreign Mission
Committee, held in Glasgow on the 3rd
ulto., the secretary stated that, in accord-
ance with the instructions of last Synod, he
had taken steps to bring under the notice
Her Majesty’s Government the alleged acts
of piracy in the New Hebrides ; and that he
had corresponded with the Honourable
Arthur Kinnaird, M. P., who had, along
with Mr. Dunlop, M. P., taken sodeep an
interest in the clfort made some years ago,

to obtain a British Protectorate for the New
Hebrides, Mr. Kinnaird, with the utmost
readiness, undertook to present the follow-
ing Memorial, in the name of the Foreign
Mission Committee, to Lord Stanley :—

“ The Memorial of the Undersigned humbly
showeth, :

“ That at the last Annual Meeting of the
Synod of the Reformed Preshyterian Church
in Scotland, when the Report of the Com-
mittee on Foreign Missions was submitted,
there was Drought under the notice of
Synod, a statement by their missionaries
labouring on the New Hebrides group of
islands in the South Seas, in reference to
the- piratical and inhuman practices being
carried on by British and other vessels
among said group of islands; and that
the undersigned was instructed, in his
capacity of Convener and Secretary of the
Forcign Mission Committee, to bring said
practices under the notice of Government,
in the hope that your Lordship would take
steps for the suppression of a practice which
is not only injurions to the natives of thuse
islands, and detrimental to the interests of
the Mission, but which is also a renewing
of the slave trade under another form, and
consequently, so far as it is carricd on
under the British flag, brings a stain upon
the honour of our country.

“ May it please your Lordship, therefore,
to peruse the accompany documents, and to
cause that an investigation be mude into
the working of this traffic and should the
investagation (as your memorialist believes
it will) issue in confirming the statement
of the missionarics, to take stops for the
suppression of this iniquity.

Letter from Rev. John Morton.

Iere ViLLace, TRINIDAD,
Ocroner 3d, 1868.
Rev. and Dear Brother,

Sabbath the 16th of August T spent in
San Fernando. In the afterncon I accom-
panied Mr, Lambert to his

CIPERO STREET SCHOOL,

There were forty creole and some six-
teen coolie children in attendance. On
Saturday we had invited the grown up
coolies to come but a grand dinner ok a
neighbouring estate reduced the actendance
to about a score. Some of these were
Mohammedan who objected very decidedly
to some things Isaid. The following week
we visited an cstate about & mile from San
Fernando, Mr., L, gave the children a lesson
while I talked and read to a number of men
and women. A woman whom I saw on
this esrate has since committed suicide.—
€he was quarreling with another woman in
the field and her husband who is a driver
on the Estate, rcbuked her and told her
that being the driver’s wife she ought to
respeet herself too much to speak as she
was doing and that she had better go away
home. She did so and dresscc herseif in
her very best, anointed and painted herself,
put on all her ornaments of which she had
a great profusion, nose rings, car rings,
bracelets, necklaces &c., and then took a
rope and hung herself. Suicide is much
less common among the coolies now than
it was some years ago. This is attributed
by many to'the improvement in their cir-
cumstances. Cipero Street is the only
thoroughfare between the town of San
Fernando and a large number of Estates,
and on Sabbath afternoon groups of coolies
are constantly coming and going ; it there.
fore affords excellent opportunities for way-
side preaching.

RELIGIOUS MEETINGS.

With respeet to this village I thought it
better not to attempt gathering the coolies
into church, where they would feel less at
ease and where the discourse being more
formal I might fail to gain their interest
through want of acquaintance with the
language. I therefore meet them in compa-
nies in their own houscs or sometimes %y
the road side. Last Sabbath I had two
gatherings, neither of them large, but one
of them was very interesting.  They listened
with great attention while I gave them a
skotch of Bible History with a view of
bringing them to the point that all sacrifices
were rendered useless and abolished by the
sacrifice of Jesus Christ. They raised no
objection while I told them that the blood
of goats shed and burned on their aliars

!

could not take away sin and that the blood
of Jesus Christ and that alone cleanseth
from all sin. I tricd to press home the
truth that it is only by putting their trust
in his blood and seeking mercy and grace
through it, that theirsins could be forgiven,
their hearts made good and their souls go
to heaven when they dic. And some of
them seemed to feel sensible of this. An
intelligent Hindu over sixty and a promis-
ing young Mussulman assented with equal
seriousness to everything I had said as
good. A noisy Hindu then entered declar-
ing that this was a very bad country. It
was no use getting christened here, as god.
fathers would prowise land, and clothing,
and money, and when the coolie was once
christeacd they would never giveit.  Which
he held was too bad. I did not need to
answer him, my audicnce did it for me.—
The Hindu of sixty asked him what God
gave him two hands for if not to work ; and
and that if he did not work for his living
he had no right to expect other people to
give him what they had worked for. The
new comer pled that he was a poor man
and the person offering to stand god-father
might be rich and that he ought to give hun
something and especially when promises
were held out Lefore hand. The young
Mussulman replied that he was very foolish
to have anything to do with god-fathers.
If he believed the christian faith and wanted
to be & christiar lic should go himself to the
“parson man” and be christened not for
land, or for Agyna but for God. Then he
replied “ the parson man ought to give me
something.” No, replied the aged Ilindw
that only shows your ignorance, for apart
from the impossibility of the parson man
giving what you would like to every one
who came to be christened, it is no part of
his business. His work is to teach us, to
put something good into our heads, to tell
us what is good, and if we do bad to telt us
not to do it. And if we mind him we shall
go and get christened for God, and not for
kapra or anything eclse. Of coursc I con-
firmed this; and I took occasion to explain
to them more particularly the difference
between Hinduism, Mohammedanism and
Christianity. Chvistian truth seems to
have reached their heads, the work of the
Spirit is nceded to open the heart that it
may find a2 home thers,

VISIT TO AN ESTATE.

According to arrangement made with
the resident Attorney I drove to an Estate
about five miles from this on Monday after-
noon. Mr. Lambert met me by tramway,
There is a very fine hospital on the Estate,
but the locality is healthy and there is not
a single patient in it. The men’s ward is
as large as & small church and here we held
our meeting, There were abous 60 coolies
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present but about fifteen of them were fromn
Madras and wounld not anderstand much
that was said. A number ot creoles had
come in and so 3 hymn was sung and prayer
offered by Mr. L. in English. After a few
introductory words addressed to the Coolies
in their own language, we engaged in
prayer; and I took for my sabject John iii.
16. They behaved very well—knecling at
prayer with their hands brought tegether
and listening atienuively to all that was
said.  Of course I must have spoken some
very incorrect Hindustani, but the Coolies
all do hat, and they said they understood
me.  Preaching to them is very different
from preaching 1o peopleat home. Speak-
ing of the *‘ only begetten Sen,” you world
probably never dream of telling your audi-,
ence that God had no daughters, ne bro-*
thers and sisters—but one only son.  And
yet this is quite necessary heve. X have
been asked how many daughters God had.
One day wwo-Coolies, in my heaving, began
to contend as to whether God had thyce
brothers or four.  They were about to ap-
peal to me, when one of our scholars, in a
tone that indicated great contempt for their
ignorance, assureé them they were beth
wrong—that God had sicisher brothers nor
sisters.

Before concluding I told them where I
eame from and what was my object here.
They seemed pleased, and Mr. Newton, the
EBstate Attorney, asked them if they would
like me 10 come back again. There was a
cordial assent to this, and so I promised to
come as oftcn as I could. There were
a number of Mohammedans present and
shree babujees, only onc of whom could
read. Aund although T allowed them at the
end to ask some questiens, and they did so,
no _oppesitien was offered 1o what I had
said.

COOLIE €USTOMS.

A Coolie, who died some months ago,
had $224 in the Savings’ Bank. When ill
Tinduced him to make his will, because his
friends were very much afraid they could
not get it. Not content even then, they
carricd him to Port of Spain to draw it
himself. But he was so very ilk they would
not pay it at the Treasury lest the other
coolies should forcibly put him out of the
way. e was cavried to the hospitel and
dicd theve. The friends and executor went
to Port of Spain but could not make any
progress in their business  On their return
as I could not go mysclf I gave them a
letter to Rev. Geo. Brodie who kindly
assisted them and they have now received
the money and ornaments of the deceased
and a title to his real estate.  They scem
very grateful to both of us, for they think
that but for us they would not have got the
moucy. When 2 man dies the Hindus
roake a feast, or dinner. Many of them

believe that the blessings of the glad hearts
at the dinner in some way do the dead man
good. T talked to the friends and others on
this sabject. The aged Hindn above refer-
red to, was ene of the legatees and a leading
man amonye them; and Lam quite contident
that he and others believe that when a man
dies his soul goes at once to heaven or hel}
and is either beyond the reach or the need
of help.  But they said it was a social cus-
tom and they would be considered mean if
they did not do so; and that the dinner
must be according to thewr means. The
prepurations were extensive.  They had
two barrels of flour, several tour gallon tins
of ghee {clarified butter) a hag of rice and
other things m proportion. The baking
was done on Suadny and on my afternoon
rounds I looked in on them in the midst of
the bustle. Between thirty and forty men
were according to a division of labour,
manipulating the dough until in the shape
of very thin cakes it was thrown into a pot
or rather boiler of boiling ghee and in a few
mimrtes came ont ready for use.  Cn Mon-
day morning the materials for Sahil’s dinner
were sent.  They consisted of flour, butter,
vegetables, sweet o1l and a quantity of rice,
with & present of five shillings sterling for
Agnes our little girk.  The cootics’ dinner
took place on Monday at 12 ¢’clock. The
guests were numbered by hundreds. But
it was all over and everything quict by four
o’lock in the afternoon. Their feasts as
night are generally very noisy and kept up
late.
CRIME.

At the last sitting of the Supreme Court
two coolics were found guilty of murder
and suffered the extreme penalty of the law
on the 30th ult. The persons murdered
were in both cases women, and jealousy the
cause. The court sits quarterly and there
is almost always onc or more coolics con-
demned and executed.

We were glad to receive the Records by
last mail. Through the kindness of Jaues
G. Allan, Esq., of Locke™s Istand, we had
received the HWitness containing an account
of the meeting of Synod, a week or two
beforc the Records came to hand. We
would now rejoice very very mach to hear
that another missionary had responded to
the call of the church and would shortly
Jjoin us.

TEACHERS.

Port of Spain Oct. 6th—~To-day we had
a pleasant meeting of Preshytery in this
place. In reference to the Board sending
a Luropean teacher here, the FPresbytery
wonld not advise it. If married the expense
would be nearly as great as that of an addi-
tional missionary; and if living at Iere
Village there would arise the difficulty of
house accommodation, Tt avneovad to the
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Preshytery that the work might be more
cconomically done by native agents under
the immediate superintendence of ordained
missionaries. _And that if your board can
afford tv spend something on education it
would be wise to authorize the employment
of one or two such agents.  The Presbytery
helieve that apart from other expenses the
annual salaries of three such teachers would
uot be greater than that of one European
agent.

‘The question then arises, can such agent
befound? Wehopeso. Thereis a young
man, interpreterin one of the courts, who is
willing to engage as teacher and promises
to bea valuable agent.  He has been trained
as o Christian from childhood. His friends
are in San Fernando and he would prefer
that station but is willing to go to Jere
Village. Thereis another young man now
on his way from Britain where he has been
with his master’s family for the past two
years. e has been well trained and on his
own profession of mith was baptized and
admitted as & member of our own church.
We have been thinking of him and await
his arrival to ascertain his mind. These
men would not be assistants so much as
principals in the schools.  We cannot speak
definitely of the cost but believe that trom
£50 to £70 sterling would be ample for
cach. Aud we could very freely appeal to
the public to assist in their support. I at
least should have a teacher by the beginning
of the year.

Aews of the Ghawch,

Presbytery of Truro.

‘This Presbytery met, as appointed, at
Great Village, on the 13th inst., at 11
o’clock, a.m.

The Rev, James Sinclair preached from
Tuke xiv. 34,—“Salt is good; but if the
salt have lost its savour, wherewith shall it
hesalted.” The subject, as may be seen,
was appropriate, its treatment was able, and
all seemed well pleased with this as the
prelude.

At the close of divine service, the Pres-
bytery was constituted by the moderator,
the Rev. W. McCulloch, D.D. There was
a large attendance of mewmbers, the minis-
ters and representative clders being neayly
all present. This meeting had been ap-
pointed specially for the purpose of holding
a convention of the elders throughout the
Presbytery. A committee had “been ap-
pointed to draw out a programme, sclect
speakers, and make other necessary arrange-

ments, This committee Inid on the table
their proposed programme. It was as fol-
lows :—

The report was adopted, and throughout
followed as closely as circumstances would
permit. ‘The Preshytery resolved itself into
committee during the Conference. The
moderator was appointed to occupy the
chair. The addresses were throughout
everything that could be wished. M.
Currie, by a happy course of gentle argu-
ment, showed conclusively that the clder-
ship is of God. He sclected his proofs

rincipally from the writings of the apostle

>aul, but most of il from his pastoral epis-
tles.  Mr. Blanchard, in speaking of duties,
showed that on becoming au clder, he had
considered well what, in this office, the
Master required of him. e spoke as one
knowing, and anxious that all should know,
yet feaving lest there might be some things
of which he was not aware.  Mr. McGilli-
vray stated that thesubject assigned to him
might simply be viewed as a continuation
of what preceded.  Responsibility was the
account to be rendered for the discharge of
dutics assigned.  The eldership baving been
ordained of God, its dutics are all assigned
by Him, and to Him the clder must give an
account. Mr. Byers, in sctting forth the

neeessity of zeal, referred to the difficulties.

to be surmounted by the clderin the dis

L~
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cherge of the duties of his office, and the
numerous disconragements standing in his
way. There are particular times, aund spe-
cial circumstances it may be, greatly in-
creasing the difficulties and discourage-
ments. A corresponding increase ot zeal is
then required. The Hon. Samuel Creel-
man said that the rewards of the eldership
were numerous and highly to be prized.
Many of them weve specified. Bat as far
as regarded the elder himsclf, they were all
of grace. Ie obtained nonc of them
through merit. These rewards were all
merited for him by Christ. But he obtain-
cd them not because his Inbours give him &
claim in justice; he obtains them becanse
in grace the Loxd thus blesses in Ilis own
work. It was fully evident that the com-
mittee had acted wisely in selecting elders;
as well as ministers to address the meeting.

There was, as proposed, a pleasing con-
versation, of an hour’s length, in which
several took part. The elders, themselves,
seemed inclined to dwell specially on their
deficiencics, and the necessity of sometking
being done for the purpose of increasing
their usefulness in the church.  “The minis-
texs referred to the general good service per-
formed by the clders in the various congre-
gations. They spoke of them as in many
cases very cfhciently superintending Sab-
bath schools, visiting the sick, conducting
prayer meetings, and counselling the way-
ward.

The business and services of the conven-
tion were terminated at 9 o’clock, p. ., the
hour for adjournment of the third sederunt-

The Presbytery again resumed its sittings
as a Preshytery. The only business of
special public interest coming before them,
was the demission of the Rev. Jas. Sinclair,
Springside. He complained that the con-
gregation had not been implementing their
engagements. Ile had on this account
been compelled, although very reluctantly,
to take this step. It was vesolved that the
demission lie on the table, and that the con-
gregation of Springside be cited to appear
at next mecting for their interests. It is to
be hoped that Mr. Sinclair will still be re-
tained in his present sphere of lahour.  The
congregation will surely cousent to make
good their soleinn promise, rather than lose
their minister.  Itis high time that congre-
gations, and the whole members thercof,
individually, were instructed that they arc
under a solemn meral personal obligation
to pay their minister the stipulated sum,
and at the appointed time.  If this is not
done we fear the church will soon sufier.
Yea, we fear she is already suffering, and
s}uﬁ'cring very considerably from this very
thing,

“The number of clders attending the con-
vention did not equal what some expected.
Yet there were a goodly number present.

The sessions were, we helieve, all repre-
sented with the exception of Parrsboro’.
Some of them were numerously vepresented.
They, with their friends, received a most
hearty welcome from the Preshyterians of
Great Village. The whole services of the
occasion were attended with the decpest
interest by the elders, other strangers, and
the people of the place.  All were persuad-
ed that much good would result from the
convention, and hoped another wonld in
duc course be held.

A petition from the congregation of Lot
14, for a moderation in a call with a com-
mission in favor of Mr. Aitkin, as its
delegate to supply all needful information,
was read, and the I'reshytery finding from
the representations made, that the congae-
gations were cordial and unanimous at pre-
sent, in reference to the person they had in
view, and that they had agreed to make
{for their circumstances) a creditably liberal
provision for his maintenance, £150 with
a manse, cheerfully complied with the
prayer of the petition, though of course, in
the implied expectation, with the blessing
of God upen the Iabors of o pastor amongst
them, m connexion with the advancing
prosperity of the district and the probably
increasing numbers of the coungregation,
they will aim at reaching the standard laid
down by the Synod, in the fulness of its
experience as necessary to meet the many
and varied requirements on the minister, if
thorough efficicncy is to be sccured, and the
Rev. Allan Fraser, of Cascumpee, was ap-
pointed to preach and preside in said call
in the church of Lot 14, on Wednesday, the
4th of November next, atthe hour of cleven,
of which duc intimation was to be given to
the congregation by Mr. Charles Fraser, who
has been appointed to preach tothem on Sab-
bath next, the 25th inst.

The Presbytery then took up the demis-
sion of his charge, which had been laid on
the table by the Rev. W. Ross, at last
meeting.  Whereupon there appeared from
both scctions, commissions duly attested, to
attend to the interests of the congregation.
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At the solicitation of said commissioners,
and in view of all the circumstances of the
case, in one of which the Presbytery them-
selves are involved, the court, with the
consent of Mr. Ross, deferred the further
consideration of the matter till the first
meeting of Presbytery after the middle of
Feb. next, which it is expected will be
pretty full. :

At the close of thediscussion on thiscase,
the Rev. Mr. Campbell of Strathalbyn en-
tered and tool his seat. Then the Rev.
Jahn G. Cameron of Tryon, reported that
in_obedience to an appointment he had
preached to Murray Harbor and Montague
congregation, held divine service, and dis-
pensed the ordinance of religion among
them on Sabbath, I1th inst., and on Mon-
day following, preached and presided in
a meeting summoned at their own request,
for giving a call to one to be their mimister;
that the proceedings were conducted in duc
order and form, and that the call itself was
cordial and unanimous, being signed by
fifty-seven communicants and nincty-four
adberents, and was in favor of My. Stephen
Y.aawson, preacher of the gospel. The re-
port was reccived with commendations on
the diligence shewn by Mr. Cameron, and
the call sustained as a regular gospel call,
and presented to Mr. Lawson, who, being
present, declared his acgeptance of it.

The next wmeeting of Presbytery to be
Leld in the church of Covehead, on Mon-
day, the 9th of November, at 10 o’clock.

This Presbytery metin Covehead Church
on the 9th inst.

The Rev. P. G. McGregor of Halifax,
agent of the church, and the Rev. G. W,
Stewart of St. Peters Road, (Kirk) being
present were invited to correspond.

The first business before the Court was
the hearing of Mr. Lawson’s trials for ordi-
nation, he being under call to Murray
Harbor. These trials were unanimounsly
sustained, and his ordination appointed to
take place on the sccond Wednesday of
Jan. 1869. The ordination was postponed
to this date on account of the present
difficulty of travelling. Mr. Lawson was
instructed in the meantime to commence
his labors in the congregation.

A letter was read from the Rev. A.
Fraser, stating that he had carried out the
appeintment of Presbytery, and moderated
in a call at Lot 14, which eall bad come out
unanimously in favoer of Mr. R. Cumming,
probationer. The call was placed upon the
the table, and M. Harkness appeared as
commissioner in its support. It was sus-
tained as a regular gospel call, and the
clerk was instructed to forward it to Mr.
Cumming. Trials for ordination were
assigned in the event of Mr. Cumming’s
accepting the call.

A communication was submitted from
Rev. T. Duncan of Charlottetown, bearing
upon the effort now put forth to disturb the
present system of cducation, and stating
that he had been appointed a deputy from
the Kirk Presbytery to visit this Presbytery
anent said matter, but regretting his inabi-
lity to_carry out his appointment. The
Rev. Dr. Stewart and Mr. Robertson,
Elder, (Kirk) werce heard advocating united
action on the part of all Presbyterians in
opposition to the present agitation.  The
Rev. Mr. Allan stated that he had previous-
ly decided to submit a resolution on this
subject to the Presbytery, and was pleased
to find both Presbyteries about to act in
concert in the matter; he then submitted
the following resolution, which being se-
conded by the clerk, was passed unani.
mously :—

“That the system of schools in operation
in this Island is, notwithstanding some
defects productive of inestimable benefits,
bringing as it does, the means of education
within the reach of all.

“That it is entitled to the confidence
and support of the whole community, being
equally intended and adapted to promote
the interests of all, without partiality and
prejudice to the religious views of any.

““ That the Presbytery view with appre-
hension, and cven alarm, the demand made
and about to be pressed, by the Roman
Catholic Bishop, for pubiic money to sus-
tain schools intended to be placed excla-
sively under his control, and in which
instruction in the Roman Catholic religion
is to form a principal feature. The demand
if acquicsced in, must operate to the de-
struction of the present just and equitable
system, and by conscquence place the
means of education beyond the reach of
great numbers of the population.  Aund no
cnlightened Protestant can give hissanction
to public mouney for such a purpose without
a violation of his conseience, inasmuch as
the Roman Catholic religion is antagonistic
to the Bible, opposed to the well-being of
man, and in a{; countries where it has the
ascendancy, is found to be subversive of
civil and religious liberty.

““That the Presbytery view with scarcely
less concern, the advocacy of what is called
the Denominational system, gvowedly in
support of the Bisliop’s demand, by certain
influcntial professing Protestants.  Thesys-
tem in question has no doubt been in oper-
ation in Britain for some time, but only as
a compromise to the rivelry and jealous;”
of sects, is evervwhere considered as unsat-
isfrctory, and likely soon to be abolished in
favor of anotler, approximating in its great
features to the one in use among ourselves.

“The Presbytery would thereforo in unity
with the brethren of the Xirk, earnestly
appeal to the cnlightened conviction and
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consciences of their people, and all sound
Protestants, to come forth in this crisis of
our country, as one man, sinking all minor
differences in defence of our Schoo!l System,
the birhright of their children, and trans-
mit it to posterity as the noblest inheritance
of an earthly description they can bequeath.”
The Rev. Mr. McGregor reported that
he had been engaged, during the last five
weeks, in carrying out the instractions of
Synod, in the advocacy of the Supplement-
ary YFund, within our bounds, thatso far
he had been enabled to fulfil the appoint-
ments of Presbytery, and that he had every-
where met with much encouragement and
sympatiy with the scheme; but owing to
the difliculty of travelling he deemed it
advisable to postpone his vitits to those
congregations, not yet overtaken, till some
future time. The DPresbytery agreed to
express their satisfaction with Mr. McGre-
gor’s visits, their couviction that they will
ve productive of much benefit to the church,
and their approval of his decision to post-
poue his visits to the congregations in the
eastern part of the Presbytery, for another
season, when they will be pleased again to
see and welcome him in their midst.
Adjourned to meet in the church in Mur-
ray Harbour South, on the second Wednes-
day of January 1869, for the ordination of
Mr. Lawson, Mr.J. G. Cameron to preach;
M. MceNeill preside and ordain, Mr. Alan
to address the minister, and Mr. Muuro the
people.

Kirk Presbytery of P. B, Island.

The following is an extract from the
Minutes of a meeting of the Preshytery of
P. I. Island in connection with the Church
of Scotland. held at Charlottetown, on
Thursday, the 5th inst :—

“ After some remarks on the movement
now in agitation, for the purpose of cffect-
ing scrious changes in the system of
education at present established, the Pres-
bytery felt constrained to express their
concern for the injurious counscquences to
the community, certain to cnsue, should
}hia agitation unfurtunately prove success-

ul.

“ Tt was therefore resolved that in the
opinion of this Presbytery, any attempt to
disturb the present school system is carn-
estly to be deprecated, inasmuch as this
system has hitherto proved a valuable boon,
and requires only to be conducted with
sufficient cnergy and liberality, to sccure to
every district, and to every child, even the
poorest, the education requisite to clevate
the youth of this Colony to a high position
in attainments and usefulness; and while
this Preshytery would regard with sincere
regret, any attempt to render incffective the

present School System, they would especi-
ally deplore to see it superseded by another
system, which, although not avowedly
Sectarian, has cvidently for its tendency
and design, to lead to what will necessarily
and immediately partake entirely of that
character. The introdvction of such a
system would, in the opinion of this Pres-
bytery, be attended with renewed and bitter
strife and divisions, in many districts give
occasion for much injustice, while in other
districts, it is to be feared it would produce
a state of things, which would render it
impossible to sustain what could deserve to
be called a school.  Under this impression,
regarding the character of the present move-
ment, this Presbytery must feel constrained
to express their decided disapprobation
«thereof and to offer to it every constitutional
resistance in their power.”

These commissions were sustained and the
names of these clders added to the roll.

The Revs Thomas Sedgwick and Thos.
Cumming being present, were invited to
sit as corresponding members, and took
their seat accordingly.

Mr. J. W. McKenzie, student, appeared
before Presbytery to be examined in order
to be certified to the Divinity Hall, having
produced a certificate of church membership
and moral conduct from the Rev. Geo Pat-
terson, also certificates from the Professors
of Dalhousic Collcee, shewing that he had
attended all the clusses for four sessions,
and after having been examined as to his
motives in studying for the Guspel ininistry,
and as to scholarship in classics, mental,
morel and natural philosoply, he was cer-
tified accordingly.

Mr. Kenneth McKay, student, also ap-
peared before Prespytery in order to be
certified to the Divinity Hall. Having
been examined as to his motives in studying
for the Guspel ministry, his diploma for the
degree of B. A. from Dallousie College
was accepted as a sufficient test of his
scholarship, he was certificd accordingly.

The Rev. Alex. Sutherland reported that
according to the appointment he had preach-
ed in Earltown Church on the 22nd Scpt.,
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and moderated in a call, which came outin | dell’s services, regret that there is necessity

favour of the Rev. Abraham McIntosh, of
St. Anns, C. B., that it was signed by 12
clders, b deacons, 26 communicants, and 30
adherents, and that the congregation had
appointed Messrs Hugh Gunn and Alex.
DMicKenzie as commissioners to prosccute the
call before Presbytery. His conduct was
sustained and diligence commended. A‘er
commissioners were heard, the Preshytery
unanimously agreed not to sustain the call,
on the ground ot want of unanimity and
eordiality on the part of the congregation.

A. Ross, A. J. Mowatt and J. McKinnon,
were appointed to attend as & committee of
Presbytery, and report,—one of them to
preach.

Rev.Mr. Maxwell was appointed to
moderate in this call on Thursday the 19th
Nov.—The Presbytery appointed the fol-
lowing Committec on the subject of Separ-
ate Schools, the Rev. Dr. King, Messrs.
Maxwell, McGregor, and Forrest, and
Messrs. R. Murray, C. Robson and James
Farquhar. Mr. A. F. Carr was certified to
the Theological Hall. The uext mecting
to be held on the first Wednesday of
December.
