Phe forefuthers of Rev, J. C, Kpeer
were Spanish Protestanta, who o pestst-
ol the Jesultic purpose to blot out freee
dom of thoutght and action in reagiova
matters, aml thus ddrew upon themselves
the fires of the Tuguisition,

Mecing fraom Sparin, they sought re aze
in Scotlugd, where the sime sturdy op-
poition to the priseiple of coereaon was
mranifested in the rexdstanes given b
*hlovdy  Claverhonse.

Onee more they chose exile, amd found
a lhome in County ‘Pyrone, Teeland, anld
thus was Dlended fn the ene ehartacter
the fire and impetaosity of the Spanisa
raee; the strength, firmnese and loyaiy
of the Seateh, the poetry, vivaeity amd
love of humor, which marke the frish,
amd with all, the love of rightemisness
el freedom, which are the distmebive
fetueex of DProtestantism,  Mr, Vhos,
Speer, the father of the subjeet aof tae
prexent sketeh, ~ante to Canada in 1830,
and settld in the township Dummer,
Poterhorangh County, where he eleared
a large farm, on which he built a store,
and for twentd -five years kept the Post
Office,  “The home of the Speer family
was the home of the Methodist preach-
ers. That generous hospitality,  wiich
marked the carly settler, was always ac
corded to every visitor te the homesten §.
Hoere in the year 1854, in the old histotwe
connty of Poterborough, which has bees
valled the county of preachers, Rev, J.
. Speer was horn,

At the age of £0, under the futhful
preaching of Rev, Nuthaniel 8, Burwash,
in the villuge of Tara, he wax bronghi
to thy feet of the loving Christ, and
gave God his heart, “The two years fol-
lowing were ppent <t <chool, at the end
of which, havipg passsd  his examiaa-
tions, ho entered the Methodist minis
try, and was  statiowed on Mamtauin
Istand, n wilderness nission, 30 nnles
long aud 30 wmilex wide, with 15 preach-
ing places,  ‘Thig hard and diflicult tield
tended to develop that self relinnce and
sturdy  indopendence which are today
characteristic of the man and preacher.
Among the log cabins and settlers, he
Inbored  faithtully, and had abundant
enuse for rejoicing in the snlvation of
souls. A ter at Utterson, in Muskok,
and another ut Hanover, in the coun‘y
of QGrey followed, and then he was
appointed to attend Wesloyan ‘Thenlogi-
eal Colleze, Montreal. ‘T'wo years were
spent under the tutelage of those master

and tmmerality, he has neple himself 2

tered the third year of his ministey to
the Moetropolitan eougregation, aml, we
regret to sav, his et foresd to de
eline the cordint invitation extended to
him for a foarth vear owing to the con-
tinued il health of Mrs, Speer e is at
vresent the Chaitman of the Vietorin
Distriet and Pre<ident  of t he British
Colunmbia branel of the Dominion Al
Hauee, and one of the assaciate editors
of the Recorder.

1Tl METROPOLITAN  CHURCIL

The Metropolitan Chureh ix the mo-
ther churell, not only of Vietorin but of
British Columbia Methodism,

The work of vrganizing the Methodist
Chureh m British Columbia commeneed
f'ebruary 12th, 1859, when  the  first
band of missionaries sent out from On-
tario landed at Victoria,

Rev, I3, Lvans, D, D, was the lirst
pastor and the superintemdent  of the
work on the coast.  Revs, A, Browaiug,
1. White and . Robson were his loyal
assistants,

The first serviees were held in the old
court house, and shortly after huilding
operations commuenced on a lot, the zift
of Mr, Dallay, at the corner of Pandora
and Broad xstreet.  As the  ony grew,
xo did the cause of Methodism, and the
magrificent  ¢difice,  shown in our cut,
was built on the corner of Pandosa
avenue and Quadra street, and opened
May 5Sth, 1801, Among the pastors of
the Church have been some of our most
devoted and cloquent preachers.  {Rev,
Dr. Evans was followed by Revs, A.
Browning, Wm, DPollard, A. E. Russ, JI.
Smith, Coverdale Watson, W, [Peraval,
J. E. Starr, C. Watson (for a second
term), 8. Cleaver (for four years), and
the preseat  pastor, Rev. J. €. Speer,
who is ministering the third year to this
large iinportant charge.

Sefting asdde the sacred signifieance of
the day, let the werkingmun  not  lose
night of o fact, so nbundantly fllustrated
by the tolling maxsen nlecady fu the fete
terg, that the scculariration of the Kale
Puth means the logs of even the one day
in xeven, which hasg heen maw's partien-
r treasure,

THEE METHODIST PEOLLE V&,
MIEFYHODIST BUSINESS MEN,

“Bepecially unto them who ure of the
houschold of fafth,” sald the Apostle in
his mlmonition tu the Chureh st Galatin,
That while we are under obligation 1n
following the golden precept to *do go +d
unto all men,” we should have special
cousideration fer those of like faith, i
perfeetly consistent with our relutionsiop
to one another.

TUE INFANT UNIVERSITY OF
THE WEST.

Among the living issucs of British Co-
lumbinn  Mecthodism  none could be of
greater Import than that of our Con-
nexional College,  Until recently  this
was rather an impalatable topic to many,
and that not without rcason. IFor »s we
review the unbappy cexpericnces in its
past history from its lnanguration until
within n short time ago, the unrenlised
hopes for it and the increasing financial
emburassment, it s little wonder that
some of our people lost all interest and
withdrew their suppert,

Nor would we reiterate these bitter
events, bitterest to these most immedi-
ately connected with the tnstitution, that
reflection may be cast on any. Ior in
a country as young as British Columbia,
and governed In its growth as it is by
spasinodic  and  crruptive  commereial
movements, during which the newest en-
terprise muy spring in 2 ghort time to
the forefront of importance, it i8 not
surprising to sce the same spirit con-
neeted with an educational enterprise.
Nor can we with justice become more
despondent when rapid upheaval is foi-
towed by cqually as awift and complete
depression  in the oue case tnore than
the other, The voleanic qumity predom-
inates in every phase of our western life

and we st adjust onr tomper aceond-
ingly.

I3ut now. at least, ns far as our Coe
lumbian College s converned, we have
passed from the period of erratie voleanic
construction and destruction, to the more
rellable period of  alluvial  formation.
Upon the bedroek of deepest dejtression
and dixcouragement, a sure aud reliable
fonndation has been steadily rising tor
the last two year or so. So wmnch so
that at the recent Cunference the Prine
vipal, the Rev, W. J. Sippivell, B, A,
B.1)., reported that for the firat time the
College had paid itg own way ax far us
curtent ihconie amt income and expendle
ture was concerned, and that the numne
ber of students st the ficid of stady
covered had increased  and  widenad,
Thete can bo no doub. whatever, unw,
that Columbian College, with the same
steady progreas  during the next  few
years, In pupils and income, ax lins
marked the last sear, will become nu ay-
sured success and the pride of British
Cotumbian Methodism,

It is unnccessary for us to dilate on
the advantages of education. Nor nerd
we refer to the xupreme advantages of
the higher edueation for which Colume
blan Collese offers increasing facilitiex,
1t is well enough known that the Can-
adian criterfon of worth Is not sncestry
and wealth, but highest culture  Hukei
with purest character, The ideal social
unit of the future, whether he he farm-
er, miner, merchant, wuilor, lezisintor or
priest will e the educated man of char.
acter, And  the most convenlont point
at which this work can be done for the
socinl unit, all other intluences  being
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credited]l with thele  Influence i thix
work, I8 the school, the cdllege and the
univei sly,

Our immediate aim, however, in this
article i to call hack the attention and
{uterest of those who may have lost
heart aad frith In Columblan College, to
a renewed and Intensified deveolion o
that institution, and to urge those whose
falth and loyalty never wavered to greats
er cithiusins,

In sur posseasion of Columblan (ol
Iexe In its present healthy condition, we,
a8 a Churely, have a nucleus of posgibihie
tics little deeamt of by many. What othe
or institution Is neaver attaluning, in o
very short time, the tull  dignity  and
statix of an anthorized university? iu
the not very distant future thig 1’pove
lnce musxt have an university, and why
whould Mcethodism miss this opportunity
of mecting this demand to her own ads
vantage, and that of the youth of the
Urovince? In fact our present College
has far greater promise of such develope
went than in Victorin Cotleze, Foronlo,
had, when much tonger in existence, Her
tinnneial struggles were just ax great  for
our loyal forefathers to bear, as nny we
nre eacountering, with our Columbian
College.

There was not a dey eye in the litte
Churel when Jim rose to tell what the
ford had done for bim. e confessed
what n xinner he was and how  the
prayers of his msther, who was presem
anel in raptares of joy, had haunted him
in the darkest days, but he ax supe that
Brother Wilkins had done more 1o bring
him to Chrixt than anyone in the world,
There, in his own hamorons way, Le
told the story of the oXen  till iy
Panghed, while they eried for joy:

o see the pradieal retur,

To gev an helr of zloey born,
The  first  thonght of the new con-
vert  wax  to find, and  save  those
be had injured, and the late eseapade
with the “Wolverenes™ led him to seeik
them for Christ,

[{e traveled to the home of their par-
ents, and was bitten by their dog, which
took all hix new found grnce to witn-
staml, When the old couple heard his
nume they cried: *Have you come  to
murder our =onx?* ‘Then he told them
the story of hix salvation, and how he
had wathed the five milex  to persminde
the hoys to forgive him and attend the
meetings,  He found themn in o neigh-
bor's houge with s purty daneing: now,
thought he, if they know that 1 am
here they will fall on me and 1 shall
have to fight,”  But he held  the door
and sent in for one after another of the
brothers, and so noiified them that they
wave promises to attend the meetings,
But they failed to pat in an appearance,
and again he walked to their home and
left them not till fogether they were in
the same seat where the  memorable
hlows were struck a few nights before.

What @ change to sce these  avowed
enemices together in the lhouse of G,
sohor and thoughtul, after the experience
of the few previous days. But let no
one, who admits the power of the IToly
Spirit, say that there is anything too
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bard for Gul, ‘The Rev, & Sampson
was at his bext hint night, or so the
people said as they told  the story  in
dayx tong afters for many of them de
clared that “there wasg never sueh
sermon preached in that part of the
country.”

There wits, perhapy, something in the
mwake-up and history  of  this preacher
which appealed to the beisterous, and
pugalistic elewent, in the youug  men
present.  ‘The Rev. S, Snmpson was the
liero of an expleit which swakened in the
minds of thiy class of pergous o whole-
some dreead of his weith, though  he
was one of the Kindliest of men. ‘Fhe
incident referrtd to was the overswhelne
ing of vne Hicam Hinton, whe, when {0
a drunken frenzy,  was about to kil his
wife and children.  The preacher, who
had but recently come to the place, hape
pened to be driving paxt the home of
flinton when he heavd the awful threat.
viings of the man, who wag trying  to
break down the dvor of hix own hotse,
Hinton wag the only man in the county
of which the redoubtable Jenkins  was
afraid, for being a man of gigantic pro.
portions, and well mutured in years, he
witk the monareh of the whole country
slde,  Jenking nund Hinton never had a
collivion, us  the  former had  never
thought himselr “oqual to the veension,”
The new preacher had not heard of this
tyeant and his wicked temper when  in
hiy cups, nor ix it likely that had e
known he would have hesitated to come
to the protection of the wife amld children
of the man who wax now demanding ad-
mittance that he wmight kill them,  Tac
Hev, S Sampson wax the son of a back-

woods  furmer and  bad developed ki
naturally strong constitmtion by good
foud, proper rest and reereation,  and

pleaty of hard work itn the logging pal-
low,

e took in the situntion at the Hinton
house in a moment, aml i a e s
horse was tied and e was by the vide
of the furious man.  He spoke to him ia
n kindly tone and begged him to e
enlm, and “no doubt the good wife w il
open the door as soon as it was xate
o o ot Bat [linton listened  only
long enough to understand who it was
that “darad to interfere in hix Gonily
affnirs,” when he renewad his demands
that the door should  be opened, wih
threats of destruction on his wife anl
little children.  Bat hie soon found that
he was not yot free from the preacher
who had spoken so kindly and intreated
him to desist,  What the preacher said
semed to hut fan the flame of hig fury,
and he turned upon Mr, Sampson and
poured out vollies of the vilest Billings.
gate, not a word of which had the least
effect upon the man against whom it
was hurled.  Seeing that words could
have no effeet upon him, Hinton” made
ot plunge to strike him down i hia
tracks, but by a quick movement Bro,
S. iripped the giant, and Jown he came
upon his face: in an instant the preache
er was vpon him, and deawing his avius
back he held him down with the great-
est ease, while he called to Mrs, Hinton
to bring him a cord that he might he
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seenred (ill hie could come to himself, 1t
was but the work of u mintte (o te the
stengeling, but now helpless fellow, and
fogether they careied him in and 1aid
tim upon the looe to aleep off the effee.x
of the drink and rage,  When  Iliram
Hinton woke next morning he remember-
o what had happened, and no one conld
have been more thankful thaa he for
what the preacher had dope,  But when
the preacher woke  he found  hiwseld
guite o loeal hero for congquering  the
one man whom no othee ane had ever
conquered,  Of course Bro, 8, weil khew
that hnd it not been for the dvanken
condition of Hinton, e, and the family.
would have fared badly, bt the people
Tooked npon his ax o omuch grester twan
than it he had been a second Paul, the
great apostle:

It way this ineldent which gzave (e
Rev, Mr, Sampson a fazcinating infla-
ettee over u cerluin elasa of young men,
But he wag by ne means an infevior
vpeaachor, for, though lacking muel of
the polish whicl is not o be desplzed
when it i found upon the “Sword o
the Spirit,” and when it shiveg for the
giory of God, he  was a4 man whose
preaching wan inteaded to ““I'urn men
from Jdarkness to Hght  wnd from che
power of zatan to God.' Contrary to the
wixdom of gome of the brethren  the
preacher choxe a text that night which
expressed the love of God for the lost
sintnl world,  Some thought it was the
very hest thne to preach  wpon  the
“Wrath of God against, sinners,” so they
sufd afterwards when  they saw that
the preacher knew better  what  waw
needed for theose wlhio were present,

The preacher was posscssed by i
theme atnd the convregition  scemied to
have become oblivious to all but  the
thoughts which flowed from the lips of
the man in the pulpit,  The Wolver-
ene brothers at fiest seemed indiferent
to the whole matter, though they had
come so far at the earnest pleading ot
the one who had been a few days sinee
their bitterest foe, bt as the preacher
warid  to hix subjeet  they  beeame
deeply  abgorbed in the matter, which
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wna being o presented as to leave no
donbt in thuir mimde that they were the
men who were in need of the “Love of
God which passoth  knowledge,” T
face of the exefighter wax a study, as
he leaned over the seat and drank in the
teuth that had so lately set Wm  {rae
from sin.  ‘The great fide of his life,
which hind go leng hueried him to euin,
now was retting back into the sunny kea
of n linppy nud holy experience.

The sermon endel, then followed the
exhortation, and invitation to come to
this Chrixt, *Wiho loved them and gave
s life for them,” 'There was a touch-
fng scene In the seat of Jenklng as he
turned upon the three friends and with
the mighty wmagnetism of a new horn
fove for God nod Man, pleaded  that
they wonld submit to the will of Christ
ol be gaved, The struggle was a loae
one, but when the big fellow east hix
arma nbont the shoullers of  the older
brother the victory wes won, and to.
rether the four young men, who a few
days before were the terror nnd disgrace
of two telghorhioods, were kueeling and
conquered by the love whieh “ix mighty
to compel,”

It is not uccessary to tell the older
Methodists that *“there was the shont of
a king in the camp” that night,  Again
and again the preacher tricd to close
the meeting, but the people wounld uot
o and many, besides these mentioned,
were, that night, stasted on the “Good
Way”

The next night the little chureh was
overfilled, and many could not gnin ade
mission, From far and wide the people
came to see the men who had been con-
verted “afier breaking np the moeting.”
I'he Wolverenes were there with many
more trom the neighborhood, but Jene
kink was abaeut, There were these who
wore sure he had “gone back,” and some
waid “we told you %0 Baut at the close
of the sermon the matter was cleared
up, when the minister told of an inter-
view he had with Brotler Jenking, who
toid him that “the Lord had ealled him
te 2o to the place where he had been
in the “Lamber Shanty* the  previous
winter to shiow there what God had done
for him.”

The village, (3f n few houses, n rlore,
a blucksmith shop, a post oflice, and the
Inevitable tavern go to make a villnge),
which wax pearly two hundred  miles
fzom Jenkins' home, lay in the heart of
the pine  forestz which have  yielded,
and still yield, a large portion of the
woealth of Canada,

Phis  journey Janses Jenkins had under-
taken on foot and alone, only taking
with him a change of clothes and few
dollars in his pocket.  The poor fellow
had forgotten ta take a Bible, although
he was bent on preaching the Gospel to
thoze where he uid ber such o seourge,
On the long tramp he had ample time
to take in the whole situation of ~he
past life, his present delightrnl  experi-
ance, and, but ah! what did the future
hold for him? He thought what a fool
he was to stort an such an expedition:
for he knew nothing about preaching
and the people would drive him  from
their wmidst as an upstart, or a madman,

From time to time as he met people
on the way he hailed them that he might
tell of the “Dear Savior he had found.”
and many of them took him for a poor
silly lunatic, Still he did not forget that
it was not =o long since, he too looked
wpou Christiang In the same licht, At
one point he met two young men who
evidently had been taking a glass teo

wuch, and when our sanguine amd new-
Hedged preacher began ta exhort them
to “flee from the weath to come™ they
undertook to throw him into a shallow
pond of witer which steod by the wage
side.  1lad it been clear daylight in-
stead of in the gloaming, and had they
heen sober g0 as to see the measure of
the wman they were tackling, it ig noy
thinkable that they would  lnve laid
hands uponn such a champion; bt tak.
fug him for o harmless lunatie they, n
Jovial way, made & rash npon the =mil-
ing steanger, who, In nn instant,  bad
them by the thresat, only to selinguish
them without the slightest evidenee  of
passion,  ‘I'he young men were sobored
aud tried to get away, bhat they were
not done with the steangee (il they had
boen told the story of hix drinking amt
to what it led e,

On the long teamp he slept in tite
‘Taverns, which were, in those days, te
be found every few mileg  aloug  the
{eadiug rvondse of the country, and here
he saw, in the drunken lonfere ever o
be found In such places, the likeness of
what he was not long siace, ‘T'he wmelt
of the lguor, which flowed freely i
these places ot times, maddened him s
e felt the veturn of the thirst, which
be supposed had bheen quench by the
water of Life, So intense was hix sute
fering, and so strong the  temptutingn,
that he would either hasten to bed or
step ont into the fresh nir and there lift
ap his lieart te God <o help him not tn
taste that which wonld desiroy him did
he for but once yield to the eraving unt
yet dead. AL times he wonld fall upon
hix knees by the way side, and with a
foud and pathetic voice, call upon God
to Lelp bim in hia atrueele to serve him
and to show that he was not the wicked
drunkard of the past. The passers by
on sitel occnsions would give the steange
man o wide berth,” believing that  he
waun slangerong,  ‘Fhig wag very amnse
i Lo our friend, ng he realised that he
had all hig life been “begide himself,*
and no one thonght him <o, but now that
e had, tike the prodigal,” come to hime
sel,” he thought it strange to be Jooked
upon n8 a fool. But he had mueh yor
to learn of the complbxity of human nae
ture. At length he reachied the  Pine
roves of the north, and felt that  his
Journey woulld sooncome to an end, How
he rejoiced  In nature as he  looked
throngh coyes into which God had pour-
od the tight of lite, Al his days he had
liverdl in a “bush country,” but it had
never seemed to dawn upon his mind to
hehald the beanties of nature in thelr
relation to the Chrigt .who had nade
the world, The lumber road along which
he teaveled wound amonge  the  rolliuge
hills af what has recontly heen called
the “Hichlands of Ontarto.” and every
turn ot the tortuons way broucht into
view the fresh wonders  of autumnal
foveliness, The suzar maples  were in
theie elory, “as a bride adorned for hor
husband.” and nothing conld  surpass
their effect g they stond  ahout  the
ervstal lakea, as §t ther were the in-
hahitants of rome far off world, come to
give the wenrvied ones of thiz earth a
glimnse of the “elorv that nwailteth.”

There was little of the noetic tempoer-
ment shout the lonely teaveler, who halt-
ed acain and again te drink in  these
geones ag if he had never lanked unaon
the like hefore. e wondered whot it
was that made him notice all this pow
—whnt hind made the change in his eye-
cight—through whnl transformation hind
he  passed that the world should 1nok
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o new?  These were  the  gquestious
which rose in Mg mlnd, and to which he
was not able to give hlmselt w clears
answe,

He did not know that the same exe
perience, and the same questions, have
been asked thraughout the long yearx of
the world’s history, for the saimts  of
God have always had to say: “Whereas
1 was Blind, now I see.”

The last day's tenmp of Jenking was
one fome to be rememberad, on aceount
of the varied emotions of which he was
possessed,

Here he was in the plice where he

was faumous for all {hat wax  wicked,
Ie was going into the midst of men
who could not appreciate the  change

which had come to him, e knew of
many cnemies who had good cauxe to
hate him for the treatment reeeived at
his hands the mvevious year,

How wonld they rveceive him, now
that he was converted?

Would they listen and be converted,
or would they, now that he dare not
fight, fall upon him and take revenge
for the past?

It they did attempt to molest  hln,
what would he do?  Could he rentrain,
his temper g0 ns not 1o disgrace his
Savior?

In any case he know but two texts of
Scripture: “Be ye wise as serpents and
harmless ag doves,” and “Cod so loved
the world that He sgave Hix only be-
gotten Son, that whosoever bhelieveth on
His should not perish, hnt have everlast-
ing life.” These he remembered, be-
cauge the first had been taught him hy
his mother, and the second was the text
of the sermon  preached by the Rev.
Sampson the night the “Wolverenes™
had come forward,

Bat he had neither Bible, Hynmn Book,
or Sermon, and what could he do, even ¢
he had? He fell on his knees by the
wayside, and the nearer hie came to the
place of his destination the oftener he
prayed,

It was while he was abgorbed in pray-
or in this way that he was startled by
a volce just behind hime

“What's the matter with you, any-
way?" said the speaker. “Sure  one
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wimld caink you were In oa graveyard,
‘making the stations,’ by the way yon
are going o, Sure you must he one
ul the bigeest sinners i the woeld, m
ron wouldn't need (o be sphakin  such
things about yourself,” 1t°s meself that's
heatd Father Mel'linle many the toline
when at o pablic “wake” he Jdid hix bhest
wid the prayers, but sure he wase 1o
mateh of the Hkeg of ye, Where ddid
yo come from at all, at all?* Jenkine
Hil et wait to fintsde his prayer, (f, in-
dered, there was any partienlar place to
clasg such prayees s he ware  making
just then). but fuced abont and xtood in
silenee ag the petson whe gave i{teranee
to the above, eyed keeply the  sirange
young man whom e had surprised ot
wch o strange place, and ongaged in s
strange an eaerclse,

The steanger wore a gray sloneh hat,
wenther green jneket, n pair of well,
though neatly patehed panty, the logx of
which were ooped up o the enre of his
heavy vowhide boots,  Ile carried  «
heavy gun In his hand, and smoked «
sl cluy tobaceo pipe, e was a man
of over sixty, with short geizled hair and
benrd,  Ilie eyes were a licht blue, with
nomerry twinkle which with his tongue

deddared him o uative  of the *Ould
R,

of the plebiscite,.  1le never comnitted
Wxelt to the poliey  of  iIntrodueing
Prohititory  legislation nx the result of
thiv vote; all that he would promise
wax that the governinent would take the
vole into their conxideration, and it the
vole warranted it such loglslation would
be brought down, But ne information
vould be obtained from him nx to the
size of the vote that wonld warrant aneh
legislation. It was plain to theee whe
followed Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s speveh o
this subject, nnd his replies to questions
i the houre and cleewhere, that a mere
mnjority would not win Prohibition, Afe
ter the wmnfority  wag known, wen of
trieel Prohibition  worth statel it wax
not suflicient; as n matter of fact the
adverse mnjority in Quebee placed 1Pro-
hibition out of the gquestion ax far
that P'rovince i concerneds It ix no
doubt appareat then that the Uremier
was warranted in not introducing, nx-n
1entilt of the pleblscite, o Prohibition
law applicable to the whole Domimon,
and it was only such na law that the
government's  poliey contemplated, the
roverpment reserving to themselves the
decision ns to whether the vote warrnnts
ed such legislation, But what do the
vreurrenes sinee the plebiseite indicate?
Although the govermment’s poliey  didld
not inclnde anything other than an ahe
salute Dominion Prehibitory Inw, sot i€
the Government were fnelined to favor
Prohibition they would not have refised
to sot a day for the diseussion of 2
LIl ceanting greater powers to the 'ro-
cineer along this line.,  Apd the refusal
to set agide such a  day  showed no
fricndly  feeling to  'rohibition, The
parties now stand in the same relation
to Prohibition, thnt of enemies, and this
fecling indieates a contempt for ro-
hibitlonizts, There in not the serions
question at stake that there was  in
1896, The issnes of to-day hetween the
partics are mere party issues, stockein-
trade for the Inst 20 yenrs,  And yet
we are likely in the present state of
public opinfon to neglect a great  and
necowsary  reform for the promotion of
the interests of partics who are bent
merely on tinkering with prescnt social
questions,  ‘I'hig
interests i the zreat  danger; it we
worked for principle more and parte
lesg, the Liguor ‘Ieaflic ax  a legalized
institution would be doomed, Tustead of
waiting for what the parties will cive
uy, we must so change the compngition
ot the parties that they will voice the
demand of the people and cepresent the
people, in stead of representing party
machines, In order to do this, et every
party man attend hig purty cancus, mud
do all in his power to secure the accept-
ance by his party of a Prohibition can-
didnte. It one does and the other does
not, then et all, irrespective of party,
support the Prohibitionist. Ir neither
will bring out such a candidate, then
bring out an independent. and the day
of Prohibition will soon dawn, This s
the only poliey, Dominfon or Proviuncial,
that will obtain for us what we wan'.

worbl  wih o membershin ol of upe
warde of fwentveive millions (tenchere
pnd =elinlared, T hias heen the means in
Coi's hande, of the eonvepsion of thege
sande of precious sonle, and hag 1ifted
{honsande more up to a higher standard
i the Chridding life, besides enthnusing
atd strengthening a great many others,
Wy engating them in wmore active serviee
for the Master, The Sunday schonl hax
done all this and a great  deal  wore
whieh 1 have not time to mention. here,
and yet, nutil recent years, it hns failed
to take hold of sne of the most import.
ant branches of {te present work.

fn 1881, juat abont one hundred years
after the first Sunday =chool sonclun'. a
Christian woman in the state of New
Yark gathered together on a I'ﬂl"('!l n
group of bops and zirld to study the Sune
dny schoal loazon,  She agked the waame
recopnition and help asg was neeorded to
other tonchers, under the perranal super-
vision of the superintewdent, .\!r. Wi,
Duncan saw the great possibilities to be
attained by enlarging the borders of the
Sumday schiool fram the narrow walls of
the school room to the farthest lin.ula
of the parish, Subsequently, at the New
York Stnte Sunday School Association,
he made this proclamation: *Where there
is u parlor, a kitchen, i cmpty room
a harn, where there 18 n tree which God
has made to throw shadow upon the
earth, where there is a Christinn mother
who loves her souns and  daughters,
where there s a Christinn sister who
feels like doing something for the Mas-
ter, there these bhoys and girls can be
eathered in and taught of Jerus  The
movement commeonded itself to the dif-
ferent churches, and has recelved the en.

Rev. Govo KKaburagi, our esteemed Jap-
anese missionary, furnishes the follow-

Kang Yu Wei: On the Sth inst., at
onr Japanese Methodist church, in this
city. we had this Chinese reformer to de-
liver a leeture on “The Chinese Reforma-
tion and Tis own Philosophy.” We had
a very good audience of three nationali-
ties, namely, Jananese, Chinese and Eng-
lish. about 115 in number.

The lecture was a very good one. lis
Lixcelloney, Kang. spoke throurh two in-
terproters (we pity him, Ed), Chinese
into Fnglish and again into Japanese.
