PRISONERS OF HOPE.

.

ZECH. 1X. 12: “ T'urn youto the strong

{7 hold, ye prisorers of hape.”

;- This chapter contains an interesting
Jxophecy, combining the promise of
femporal and spiritual blessings. It fore-
Lells the judgments which were coming
Upon the enemies of Israel. It also
Jodks forward to the dispensation of the
ﬁgl, anticipates the spiritual reign of
Messiab, and that heavealy protection

and refuge and support which would be
granted to His people.

The gentleness and lowlincss of Mes-
sial’s character we find deseribed at the
9th verse, “ Rejoice greatly, O daughter
of Zion; shout, O daughter of Jeru-
salem; behold, thy King cometh unto
thee; he is just, and having salvation ;
lowly, and riding upon an ass, aud upon
acolt the foal of an ass.”  The peaceful
nature, and the wide extension of this
dominion, are next deseribed @~ And I
will cut off the chariot from Ephraim,
and the horse from Jerusalem, and the
battle-bow shall be cut off'; and he shall
speak peace unto the heathen ; and his
dominion shall be from sea to sca, and
from the river even to the ends of the
carth.” The deliverance which he should
grant to mankind from the thraldom and
dominion of sin follows: “ As for thee
also, by the blood of thy covenant. I have
sent forth the prisoners out of the pit
wherein is no water.”  And then comes
the exhertation of the text. cvidently
alluding to the same subject, and form-
ing a part of the same spiritual and
evangelical address.  The prophet turns
to captive Israel, and in turn to the
whole race of man, who are to owe their
redemption to the same Saviour, the
same Messiah, and cries, “ Turn you to
the stronghold, ye prisoners of hope.”
Suchis the language which every minister
of the gospel 1s called upon to address
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to his fellow-men. For prisoners we all
are; but prisoners of hope, while life
and health and gospel privileges are still
granted. Aad we uffer to each of you
& full, 8 complete and sufficient refuge,
into which you are invited to turn.

In further directing your attention to
these words, let us,

Ist. Consider the character in which
men are addressed in the words before
us—* Prisoners of hope.”— And,

20dly. The admonition given—+ Turn
yeto tﬁe strong bold.”

We are, then, first to notice the
character in which men are addressed
in the words before us: « Prisoners of
hope.” The proﬁhet could bardly have
adopted an appellation more expressive
or more appropriate. Man, in more
senses than one, is a prisoner. All things
around him are calculated to remind bim
that he is not free, that he is not his
own master, that he dwells not in the
land of perfect liberty. This earthly
body is, in one sense, his prison. The
immaterial soul is eonfined in this narrow
cell; weakness, sickness, infirmity and
decay, afll remind him that be is not free,
that he is in =z state of confinement.
'The spirit feels its imprisonwent, and
“ groans,” a3 the apostie says, “ bein
burdened ;” it longs to be at liberty, an
seeks to soar upward ; it longs, with the
Pralmist, “ O that 1 had wings like a
dove, that I might flee away and be at

The worldling boasts thathe
is his own master, and professes to Y
the servant of God, who-is debarredasd
confined from pleasures which Ae enjon
But, my friends, the reverse of tus
really the case ; the man of this word#
really the prisoner, the slave, the delwied
victim. e believer is the man
mway be said truly to have escaped te
suare of the fowler, and to be now i
from the dominion of sin and Setas.
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But the prophet speaks to us further,
in the text, as * prisoners of hope.”
Prisoners still—in confinement still, but
with the prospect of release and en-
couragement. Such was the case with
Israel's captives. They had long been

risoners—in captivity for 70 years in
bylon, and banished from their own
land. But they were ¢ prisoners of
hope.” * There is hope in thine end,”
saith the Lond, ‘that thy children shall
come again to their own border.” Many
of these captives, at the command of the
king of Babylon, hail already been per-
witted to burst their chain and to return
to Jerusalen, while others were pre-
gu'ing to imitate their example, and re-
oitd and re-inhabit the waste places.
Such, in a spiritual sense, is the state of
all to whom life iz continued and the day
of grace is prolonged. « They are pri-
soners indeed,—but they are prisoners
of hope. For, remember, my friends,
there are those who ave prisoners without
hape, there are those who are prisoners
of despair. The fallen angels, who kept
not their first estate, and are reserved in
everlasting chaius unto darkness for the
judgment of the preat day,—they, like
ourselves, wre prisoners; *spirits,” as
the apostle says, “ in prison ;* but they
are prisoners not of hope, but of despair.
No message of mercy comes to them;
no assurance of deliverance is vouchsafed
to them ; no stronghold is pointed out to
them, into which they may turn. The
impenitent sinner, hkewise, who has re-
sisted the calls of merey, who has passed
into the eternal world umanctiﬁeg and
unsaved, ceases, in like manner, to be a
prisoner of hope, and becomes a prisoner
of despair. The dark portals of death
trapsfer him from the land of hepe to
the land of unutterable darkpess, where
the worm dieth not, and the fire is not
quenched. But while this life endures,
we are all prisoners of hope. “ The
me," says Hezekiah, * cannot praise
; death caunot celebrate thee ; they
that go down ta the sfrave cannat ho)
for thy truth, The living, the living, he
shall praise thee, as 1 do this day.”

But more especially where the sound
of the goepel comes, where the news of
the Saviour is proclaimed, all who hear
the m are particularly, pre-emi-
nenty the prisoners of hope. We are
commissionedd, ny fricnds, to proclaim to
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you a Saviour who ir che hope of rll the
ends of the earth. We have been ex-
pressly sent to proclaim liberty to the
captives, and the opening of the prison
to them who are bound. Delightful is
the announcement, and glad are the
tidings, which we bring to every son and
daughter of Adam. There is not an in-
dividual who walks this e._rth,—much
less is there an individual who is in this
house of God, who is not in this sense &
prisoner of hope. Be his sin everso
great, be his transgression ever so hein-
ous, yetlet him not yield to despair.
Long, it may be, he has been the pri-
soncr of sin, the prisoner of Satan, the
prisoner of his own corrupt appetites
and passions; yet still may hope_enter,
still ‘may the voice of mercy gain ad-
wission. Know, wy fricnds, that Christ
is exalted, a prince and a Saviour;
know, sinner, for thy comfort, whoever
and wherever thou art, that a door of
hope is provided, that & fountain for sin
ia opened, and that Christ is standing at
the door and knuocking. Yes, the day
of grace has not vet :d ; the door of
hope is not yet closed; you are not yet
a prisoner of despair, if only you em-
ploy the present noment and the present
means of grace which God has promised
to bless to every sincere penitent.

But, then, further than this, those whe.-
by Divine grace have been brought-
back to God, who have been de.ivared
from the power of darkness, and trans-
lated iuto the kingdom of God's dear
Son, such are, in astill more distinet and
geculiar manner, the prisoners.of hope.

Every promise of
thnngl"hm hope ; every view
of tae. power -and’ love and of
Christ communicates hope ; every provi-
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dential merey of his God enkindles hope ;
he hopes even unto  death.  Languor
and discase, sorrow and trouble, in-
firmity and sickness, cannot weaken and
destroy bix hope: nay, the approach of
age ad death itselt only tend to brighten
and enlargze and elevate theire hope. The
hour of dissolution, that solemn moment
which transers the impenitent sinner
from the prison of hops to that of
despair, becomes to him the mesenger
of peace and joy and comfort, bringing
to him on its wings a hope full of im-
mortality, opening to him the prison
door, and intrducing him to the glorious
liberty of the children ot God. But

Seconvly.  Let us turn our attention
to the admonition given in the words of
the text, * Turn you to the strongholid,
ye prisoners of bope.” ‘The language is
evidently that of earnest solicitation.
Imminent peril is threatened.  The fly-
ing captives, who have thus escaped
their prison, are in danger of being
seized and retaken by the enemy ; there
is an impregnable fortress opened into
which we are invited to turn.

We can have no hesitation in apply-
ing this language to Christ. “ The
Lord,” says the prophet Micah, “ the
Lord is God, a stronghold in the day of
trouble.” “ A man,” says Isaiah, speak-
ing ot Christ, * a man shall be a hiding
place frum the wind, and a covert from
the wm\best.” “Thou,” says David,
“art my hiding place; thou shalt pre-
serve me from trouble; thou shalt com-

me about with songs of deliverance.”

atever the dangers which threaten
the prisoners of hope, in Christ a sure
and effectual protection is found. Does
the prisoner of hope fear exceedingly
and Iread the righteous anger of God ?
Is be alarmed at the storm of just retri-
bution which hovers over lus head?
Here is a refuge, here is a stronghold,
--Christ the advocate with the Father.
Sin has been pardoned and justice satis-
fied by His atonement ; mercy and love
are extended to the guilty culprit for
His sake. Yea, the very om.z of Jehovah
himself is pledged that they might have
strong hope who have fled to this refuge.
Does the sinner dread the requirements
of a broken law? Christ has fulfilled
its demands, and complied with its every
requirement ; there s a full and com-

plete righteousness prepared for him,
Or, again., does he dread the assaults of
Satan? * When bis enemy shall come
in as a flowd, the spirit of the Lord slall
litt up a standand against him.”  Satan
himself” has been vanguishied by Chyist,
No weapon formed against him who hag
taken refuge in Christ shall ever prosper.
This stronghold is sade, i dmpregnable,
Or does he dread the sorrows, the trou-
blex, and afflictions of Jiter  lere,
again, he is permitted to cast his burden
upon the Lord; he is privilegel
believe that all things shall work to-
gether for bis good.  Yea, he can even
rejoice in the Lord, and be glad in the
God of his salvation, amil the wreek of
carthly things, amid the agitations, con-
fusions, troubles, disorders, of even
temporal convulsion. Mark the language
of the Psalmjst, when sheltered in this
refuge, when lodged in this stronglold;
“ God,” he erieg, © Gl is our refige and
our strength, therefore will we not tear
though the earth be removed, and though
the mountains be carried into the midst
of the sea.” O, finaily, does the pour
priconer shrink back from the pro-pect
of death, and does hie dread or shudder
at the last enemy of man ? Eveu here,
even against this encmy. has Christ pro-
vided a remedy, for e has extracted
the sting of death ; e has despoiled the
grave of its victory, so that it 1s but the
opening of the prison door, and the
entry to the blessings and life and joy of
Chirist, and the peace and happiuess of
a glorious eternity.

But, in order to render this stronghold
available, it must be actually cutered.
All other refuges and sources of relief
must be relinquished and  abandoned.
All other posts must be forsaken as un-
tenable, and the sinner must flee to
Christ, and to Him alone, as the only
refuge. As Noah of old fled for refuge
to the ark when the overflowing waters
were about to cover the earth,—as the
man-slayer was direeted to flee to the
city of refuge, lest the avenger of blood
should overtake him;—or, as Lot fled
when the fire and brimstoneoverwhelmed
the citics of the plain ; so, in like manuer,
must the trembling sinner flee w Christ;
every other refuge is a refuge of lics; be
must come and repose his eternal all in
Christ alone.

Need I remind you, my friends, how
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loth the beart of man is to do this; how
readily man catches at this and that and
the other earthly sup and clings to
that as his refuge? How unwilling he
is to renounce ther all, and discard them
all, and cast them all away, and flce to
Christ alone ! The struggle is sometimes
long,—it is sometimes severe.  The man
¢ to the earth; earthly ties and
ly hopes entwine themsclves about
him, and he cannot resolve to quit them.
The constraining influence of Divine
can alone cause the prisoners of
to turn to this stronghold. When
the Spirit of God begins to work within ;
when the power of the Holy Ghost be-
ins to open the eyes, and awaken the
and arouse the cotiscience, and
tarn the soul, then it is that he is driven
off, first from one post, and then from
another, until he relinquishes them all,
and by faith lays hold on Christ. Here
is the open door; here he clings , with
firm and safe and secure grasp; he re-
jects all his vain confidences, and cries,
with Israel of old, “ Asshur shalt not
aveus; we will not ride upon horses ;
neither will we say any more to the work
of our hands, ye are our gods; for in
thee,” O Lord, pre-eminently, in thee,
distinctively, “the fatherless findeth
. I speaki
now, am I s ing to any who
feel uninterested in this mnfmentouys sub-
Jject,—any who are still exposed to the
Erils of eternal punishment, and yet
ve never sought, have never enquired,
after any reﬁ:]ge ;—have not yet to
the stronghold ?  Allow me plainly, yet
most affectionately, to speak to such.
This subf'ect, my friends, addresses
you particularly ; it reminds you of your
danger, and it points out to you a way
of escape.

O trifle
not with the present season ; trifle not
with your advantagee. Now we invite
you to Christ,—now we call on you teo
awake from your slumbers, and shake off
your chain, and seek after that liberty
with which Christ makes His people
free.  “ Turn you to the stronghold, ye
prisoners of hope.”

If you are only in Him,
nothing in time or cternity can hurt you.
“ There is no condemnatian to them who
arein Christ Jesus.” Satan can not
hurt you; sin shall not have dominion
over you. You have a from
every storm; you have a retreat from
every tempest ; you have a covert from
every attack. t your trials and sor-
rows and afflictions drive you nearer to
Christ. Let the very assaults of Satan
only drive you nearer to Christ. Let
the senee of your own weskness and
frailty Jead you to bear more simply,
more undmled ly, more entirely, more
unreservedly, on Christ.

The
voice of the archangel and the trumnp of
God shall summon forth and call up the
imprisoned dust, and then shall you be
ushered into an unchanging state of im-
mortal linerty and endless joy.

WE sce that the Toronto Globe and
other papers in the Upper Provinces are
carrying on a vigorous and not very
good-tempered discussion on thequestion
of PrespYTERIAN UNION AND THE
CoLLEGE QUEsTION. The Globe and
several of its correspondents have taken
the very debatabie position thata charch,
as a church, has nothing to do with
secular education, a position at least
directly autagonistic to that occupied by
the parent church at that period in ita
history to which all sections of Presby-
terians pretend to look back with com-
mon reverence. In this Province, all
dbranches of the Presbyterian church
adhere to the traditional principles of
the Reformers in this matter, as they
have united to maintain a purely literary
imstitution in Dalhousie College, so that,
in these quarters at least, the Globe's
views will not find acceptance.

Yet the question discussed in Ontario
and: Quebec is one in which we cannot
fail to be intercsted, even though it does
pot so immediately concern ourselves.
We shall endeavour to give our readers,
therefore, a concise stateiment of the
.merits.of the matters in dispute.

The Globe and its backers declare that
3t is not.the proper business of 3 chureh
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to provide recular education for the
community. The answer given, and it
is complete, s, that while this gener)
proposition is one of doubitful safity. xt
least it might be contended that it icx
proper enough business for a church 1o
furnish secular education to the come
munity, if' it could do so better than any
other agency, if not the proper waik o
a charch. This proposition, however.
does not apply to the existence and
maintenance of Queen’s College, at
Kingston.  That institution was founded
at a time when there was only a ~ingle
college in Ontario, and it, thoughen
dowed with provineial funds, comypletely
under the eontrol of the late Bishop
Strachan and the High-church political
party in Toronto, known as * the fumily
compact.”  All the Professors fiad to be
members of the Church of’ England, and
the influences surrounding it were such
that the Presbyterians could not safely
send their sons to be trained at it even
for secular professions, much lcss for the
ministry of their own church. It wa
in these circumstances, and after the
Church of Scotland had in vain <triven
long to obtain a liberalization of the
constitution of what was then King's
College, now Toronto University, that
our people in Ontario and Quebee
bravely and wisely resolved to e
dow a College for themselves, and
with this view obtained a Royal Charter
from Her Majesty to establish a Un-
versity at Kingston, called aficr herself.
Queen’s. Its main purposc was 10
eductte students for the ministry; but
inasmuch as the same Profissors ea
teach one hundred students as casily and
efficiently as twenty, and inasmuch asit
is 2 good thing for candidates for the
ministry to come into contact with the
minds of candidates for the other pro-
fessions, not only have all students that
have sought entrance into it, obiained
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sdmission, but a welcome admission. In
this way the College has, incidentally
only, afforded a secular education to the
community, while its main purpose was
ecclesiastical, because the admission of
general students was not only consistent
with this main ohject, but really greatly
forwarded it.

The Globe, with questionable taste,
bas been making invidious comparisons
a8 to the number and quality of the
students trained at Queen’s College and
University College (the training institu-
tion of Toronto University, richly en-
dowed with Provincial means), respect-
ively ; but he has been fairly answered
by Mr. Macdonnell of Toronto, and by
Principal Snodgrass of Kingston. The
fact is, leaving out of sight those who
are now labouring as ministers in  Scot-
land, India, Australia, these Maritime
Provinces and elsewhere, about seventy
of the active ministers of our church in
the Synod of Canada, that is more than
half the number, have been educated at
Queen’s College.  And as to the qualify
of scholars produced, the records of the
Law Society of Ontario, of the Grammar
School Boards, of the Medical Ix-
aminers, and other tests to which they
have been submitted, declare that the
training given at Queen’s College has
been equal to that imparted in any in-
stitution in the wvorld, as its students
have taken high honours wherever they
bave shown themselves, even in Europe.
Principal Snodgrass has shown that the
number of graduates turned out of
Queen’s College is only twenty-seven
fewer than halt as many as at Toronto
University with all its appliances and
endowments, and each graduate of the
former has been produced at about one-
sixth the cost of each in the latter.

And so far as the great majority of
the ministers and members of the other
churches with which we are negotiating
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is concerned, we feel satisfied they will
not ba misled by the position asrumed
by the Globe, as to what i~ the true in-
terest of the church of the future, with
regand to this University question.  The
Glube is naturally hostile to proposals
that may militate, to some extent,
against the glory of Zoronto, hecause
they might take away some students
from University College situated therein.
And Professor Young, a miaister of the
Canada Presbyterian Churceh, lately ap-
pointed to & chair in University College,
Toronto, also naturally deprecates any
action on the part of his church that
might give him fower students. Then
there are, in the Canada Preshyterian
Church, a few graduates of Toronte
University and alunmi of University
College who as naturally are jealous for
the prestige of their Alma wter, and
who would prefer to sce it exalted by
having all the Presbyterian students
compelled to resort to it in future, rather
than to Queen’s College at Kingston,
npon which they Lave been wont to look
askance. But if it shall be an advant-
age to the United Church as i« whole,
to> have a Universsty tolerably well en-
dowed and equipped, completely under
its control, and which would be adapted
to the wants of the church, as it would
unquestionably be, then we o not fear
that the interests ot the Globe, or those
of Professor Young, or the feelings of a
few graduates of Toronto University, in
the Canada Presbyterian Church, shall
be allowed for a moment to stand in the
way of the boon which the * Kirk” in
the Upper Provinces will confer upon
Presbyte..anism by handing over to the-
“ Presbyterian Chureh of British North.
Aumerica,” Queen’s College, in the hand-
some manner she proposes doing. The
Globe affects to be afraid that it will be
an expensive and troublesome gift to.
the Uuited Church. Queen’s College



has suffered once from loes on its invest-
ments, but, according to the doctrfne of
probabilities, that is the best of reasons
for not anticipating that she shall so
suffer again; its authoritiea will look
sharply after ita cndowment for the
time to come.  And as to the troable of
controlling it, the aaine may be said of
any possessions, and thie is a ¢couble that
the church will rejoice to take, and we
do not fear that its ablest men will de-
cline the office of Trustee thercin by
way of avoiding trouble.  On the whole,
we think the spirit evinced in this dis-
cusssion is unworthy of the Globe, and
of those who adhcre to its views.

The Bxuoopal S8ynod of Moray
oss and Caithness.

In last Record, reference was made to
the fact that the Archbishop of York
and the Bishop of Winchester had offi-
ciated in the Parish Church of Glen-
grry, according to the forms of the

tablished Church ot Scotland. This,
as was to be suppused. aroused the
wrath of the Puseyites of the Episcopal
Church in Scotland, and, at the mecting
of the above Synod, the matter was
made the subject of a protracted dis-
cussion. A Mr. Brodie Iunes led off the
attack, and, after a large amount of dis-
cussion in order to settle whether the
service in question was a “ mission
gervice,” in which it seems clergymen of
the Episcopal Church, with the sanction
of their Bishops, may offer an extem-
porary prayer after the sermon, or
whether it was a * Bishop’s service,”
which no one presumed to be able w
deseribe, — * the  Preshyterians,”  said
Mr. West, “ cannot di tinguish between
a bishop’s service and iheir own Pres-
byterian service,” our minds may well
be cunfused. The result was that the
following resolution was passed :—

“ The Synod regrets that his Grace the
Archbishop of York aund the Bishop of
Winchester, in conducting public service at
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Glengarry, did not use the entire service ay
prescribed by the Prayer-Book, as Ly &
doing they would have prevented reports
which are injurious to the peace and well.
doing of the Churches. This Synod har.
ing read the letter addressed by the Bishop
of Winchester to Dr. Mackarness, and
having received explanations frem  the
Priinus and the Provost that the srvicein.
tended as a mission service was in 1o sense
a I’n-slr)'teri»m one, desires to express its
satisfaction with this disclaimer. And his
Lordship the Primus having intimated tha
he had communicated with his Grice the
Archbishop of York, defers the expression
of any opinion on the statements which
have been publicly: made respecting the
manner in which his Grace conducted the
servicer et Glengarry.”

‘The Primus then pronounced the bene
diction, and the meeting scparated.

The above led to a lengthened news
paper controversy, of which the fullow-
ing extract from the Courant may serve
as an outline :—

ENGLISH PRELATES AND THE 8CUTCH
PULPIT.

In reviewing the discussions conunected
with the Glengarry affuir, last night's
Record observes several instance- of the
confusion of ideas that prevails on eccle-
sinstical questions. The Scotch Episco-
palians scem to concider the conduct of the
Archibishop of York inconsistent with his
share in the judgment in the Purchas case.
They forget that the order of the Churchof
England is regulated by liturgics and
rubrics determined by Act of Puarliament
which do mnot extend to Scotland ; and
further, that the Glengarry case did not con-
cern the administration of sacraments.
The jurisdiction of English church courts
does not extend to Scotland. A correspon-
dent, writing tfrom Dunrobin Castle on
Saturday last to the Record, says :—

¢« Sir,—I have hald sorce opportunity of
analysing the somewhat complicated and
partially conflicting cvidence on this sub-
Ject—1. Mr. Ellice, M. P, a mewmbher of
the Church of England, regularly attends
the Scotch parish church where he statedly
resides. 2. Had he desired to have the
Faplish Liturgy read he could have eusily
persuaded cither of his guests, the prelates
1 question, to perform this serviee in his
drawing-room. 3. The two prelates pre
ferred 1o officiae in the Scotch parisi church,
and clected to doso. 4. The Rev. Mr.
Cameron, minister of the parish, allowed
and invited them to occupy his pulpit, but
on distinct and dcfinite conditions—viz,
that the service should be that used in the
Established Church of Scotland—and that
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there might be no misunderstanding, he
plsced in their hands the rubrical laws by
which it is woverned. 8. The prelates en-
gaged 10 otidcinte in praise and prayer ac-
cording to these rubrics, and they did so.
6. Mr. Ellice didd not, in the parish church,
hear read the Liturgy of the Church of
England. He did not expeet there and
then to hear it read. 7. Bishop Eden's
satement is totally inapplicable.  The
service did ot meet, nor attempt to meet,
the wishes of Episcopalians.  ‘The Bishop
snd Archbishop did not try to do so. Every
Highland peasant in  the church juined in
the regrular torms of his own Church, and
recognized no aet or utterance at variance
with it on the part of cither prelate. 8.
May not this Kw the maunguration of a
united attempt on the part of the two
Established Churches to defend that great
principle relinguished in Seotland by cer-
tain bodies outside the National Church,
and vehemently opposed by Disseaters in
England—the  principle of  national re-
sponsibility amr national religion as em-
bodied in the Articles and  Contessions of
the two Establishied Churches 7

The “Old-Catholic” Movement in
the Roman Catholic Church.

Tue Anti-Infallibilists” in Germany
give promise of much greater things
than was at first cxpected of them. If
they succeed. it will be another instance
of the success that has attended move-
ments in the Church when headed by
calm thinking scholamly men, instead of’
by ignorant and turbulent zealots. A
good many Protestants made light of
this movement when they heard that it
was being managed only by a few Pro-
fessors in Collewes.  All the Bishops who
bhad <pposed the * Infallibility dogma”
%0 vigorously at the Vatican Couneil,
bad, with perhaps the exceptions of
Strossmayer and Danielek of Hungary,
given away under the pressare which
the Roman Curia can exert so easily.—
The clergy, who are bound hand ‘and
foot to the Bishops, did and conld utter
no word of remonsirance. The laity
were passive. It really seemed that, in

ite of all the protests made at the time,
the Jesuits were gning to succeed amd
¢~y out their daring programme to the
letir, and without the cost of a single
adberent of importance except Pére
Hyacinthe. But, asin the days when
the University of Paris swayed the
Council of Constance through its illus-

trious doctors, Pierre (’Ailly, Gerson,
and euch like, and eflected reforms in
the Church against cvery effort of the
Popes; as in the days when Oxford,
first by Wicklitle, anil nevt by its noble
band of scholare in the ioth century,
lighted a candle in Eaugland that has not
yet gone out 5 as in the davs when Eras-
mus of Rotterdam laid the ey of the
Reformation, and L. ther, the Professor
of' Wittenberg, hatchedd it; asin the 18th
century, when Wesley and Whitfield
emerged from the guict cloisters and
lalls of their University toshake the dry
bones of English religious lite; so now
the Colleges are proving themselves the
surest friends of truth. the forlorn hope
of all in the Roman Cutholic Church
who sigh and cry for : new  reform
through adherence to old truth. We
licar now that the resolute stand of Dr.
Dollinger and the Uuiverity of Munich
is being responded to not only by the
Court and the Government and the
Parliament of Bavaria, but al o by influ-
ential parties, lay and ecclesiastic, all
over Central Europe.  Tn Brandenburg,
Heidelburg, Prague. Breslan, Munich,
Darmstadt, Vienna, and clsewhere, Pro-
tessors of Theology retuse submeription
to the new dogma, and yet are sustained
in their posts, though tie Bishops demand
their displacement.  The last news from
Hungary is that a petition has been
signed by more than 100 priests, canons,
and other influential ceclesiasties, ealling
for a National Convention to establish a
Church independent of Rome, and speci-
fving as reforms that they desire.—the
abolition of the enforced celibacy of the
clergy, the giving of’ the laity a greater
share in Church government, the giving
more freedom to the lower clergy, and
an independent nativnal Church. In
Switzerland, 400 intluential delegates—
chiefly laymen from the Romanist Can-
tons—assembled, and demanded similar
reforms, and at the same time a [)ointed
delegates to the Ami-‘ufaﬂlb'l\ity"
Conterence which met at Munich on the
22nd Septemoer last. The symptomns
now are such, that we have good hopes
of seeing soon formed in Central Europe-
an Episcopal Church, taking its stand
on Scripture and all the Councils up to-
and including Trent, and which, though
repudiating the name of Protestant, will
yet be considered Protestant by the
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Church of Rome. The affinities of such
a Church will of course be with the
Greek, the Armenian, and the Anglican
Churches. It will be High-Church Epis-
copal, hated by Rowe more than any
other Church, just because most like
itself. It will do nothing for the Protes-
tant principles of the sufficiency of Scrip-
ture as a rule of faith and the right of
private judgment, except in the negative
way of making Romes position more
untenable. It will be a priestly Church,
holding on to “ Apostolical Succession,”
but itself a great argument against it.—
« Apostolical Succession” would be a
very formidable doctrine practically, if
all priestly Churches were and had ever
been one visible Church.  But when you
have three or four Churches, each claim-
ing tobe the sole depository of the grace,
and therefore the sole religious authority
on earth, the claim becomes ridiculous.
Aad the addition of the ¢ Old Catholic”
Church to the number will certainly not
improve the p.osition of any of them, nor
make the doctrine appear more truth-
like. Looked at from our position as
Protestants, the * Old Catholic” or
« Anti-Infallibility ” party cannot claim
much of our sympathy. But when we
think of theirleaders as carnest, thought-
ful, scholarly men, who are sundering
the oldest and strongest ties, and sacri-
-ficing, or at any rate, endangering their
whole worldly mterests, rather than ac-
quiesce in what they believe to be a lie,
we must give them not only our sympa-
thy, but our ungrudging admiration.—
They will do a good work for the world
if they persevere. And persevere we
are sure they will. For these men are
not shallow ranters who wish to attract
popular notice, but venerable, silent,
earnest Catholics, who believe thorough-
ly in Catholic truth. and believe also
that « God does not need their lie.”

An interesting guestion comes up here
in connection with the fact, that as yet
0o Bishop has positively identified him-
self with them; viz., how can they. as
High-Churchmen, maintain their posi-
tion if none of the Roman Catholic Bish-
ops stand by them? Where will they
get ordination, and + the sucession " ? It
scems that there are two quarters to
which they arelooking ?  First, the one
or two Hungarian Bisnops, who have aot
yet subscribed the Vatican decrees.
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they fail them, and where men like
Hefele, Dapanloup, and Kenrick have
yielded, it is only too likely that Stross-
mayer himself will bend, then their hope
is in the Utrecht Bishops, who, it seems,
have the true succession, but are outside
of and unrecognized by Rome. Few of
us probably had ever heard of these
Utrecht quasi-Roman-Catholic Bishops.
It seems that they are the only living
outcome of the fierce Jansenist contro-
versy in the Church of Rome last cen-
tury ; that there was a community with
Bishops in the Netherlands that refused
to accept the decrees from Rome con-
demning Jansenius, whose chief positions
were, the advocacy of a thorough Cal-
vinism as the only true theology, and
genuine piety as the only means of sal-
vation; and that ever since, as new
Bishops, with an Archbishop at their
head, were appointed by the flocks they
received “ the succession,” Rome all the
time treating them as schismatics. Dr.
Dollinger and the Munich Congres
maintain that these Utrecht Bishops
have the true succession. and that they
are not heretics nor schismatics, and
therefore that from them the « Old Ca-
tholics™ can get all they want as far as
Bishops can give it to them We cannot
avoid asking, * And what, had there
been no Utrecht Bishops ¥”  Would you
and your friends have been obliged to
succumb to Rome when you knew it to
be in error, just because your own Bish-
ops proved false to their own professions?
Or standing aioof, would it have been
impossible for you to form a Church,
because there was no possibility of get-

ting two or three Bishops to impose their
hands on some of you, and give you the

needed start 7 Surely the practical ab-
surdity of “ Apostolical Succession” was

never more apparent. It is really no

great  wonder that one of the comic

Yapvm of Munich should represent Dr.

Jollinger as holding forth to the fullow-

ing effect: 1 am perfectly convinced

that twice two are five ; but I will never

allow myself to e persuaded that twice

two are six.”

And besides, in taking to themselves
name of * Old Catholics” instead
Pr.:ostants, they have acted wisely.
Not only will they, as a matter of
thus conciliate and attach to
themselves thousands to whom the
mme Protestant means all that is
ofious, and suggestive of hydra-headed
heresy, but they thus take their stand
@ puitive truth, and pot on mere
atagonisi to the Church of Rome. It
isonfortunate that the term * Protestant”
sffirms nothing but dissent. Itis “acry,
bat not a policy,” and a Church cannot
reon a cry any more than a political
prty can. We are the true « Old Ca-
tiohes.” We affirm the ¢ everlastingﬁ'
vea” of the living Spirit of Christ, muc
more than an “ everlasting no” against
Popery. But we have lost m.ch by not
iseribing  this on our banmers. Our
wark surely is not so much to protest
inst Rome, as to preach Catholic
trth. And indeed by doing the latter,
we shall best accomplish the former.—
Though it sounds unpleasantly of secta-
rianism to hear men glorying in being
Presbyterians, or Episcopalians, or Bap-
tits, all these words express positive
trath,—a very small portion of divine
trath certainly, and not calling for any
extraordinary  gratulation, one would
think; but the tern ¢ Protestant” is
purely negative. The reason of our ex-
ence is, according to it, made to de-
on the existence of the Church of
. Now, what have we to do with
the Church of Rome ? Nothing directly.
We bave our own work todo. e have
to preach a living Saviour to the men of
our day even as the apostles did to the
men of their day. We believe in the
“Holy Catholic Church.” We are Ca-
tholic Christians first, and a long way
after that first, we are Protestants.

We shall continue to watch, with great
aod ever increasing intercst, the move-
ments of the present “ Old Catholic”
m We hope to see the issue in the

rmation of & new Church occupying a
widdle position between Rome and Ox-
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ford, even as Lutheranism occupies &
middle position between Oxford and
Geneva. The difficulties in the way are
immense, but not greater than in the
16th century. Now, as then, we look to
Germany for Church Reformation.

At whatever
corner of the earth we glance, north,
south, east, or west, we find fields white
to the harvest ready for the reaper’s
sickle. A deadly struggle is now going
on between the powers of light and the

wers of darkness, and He whose right
1t is to reign is breaking down barners
and opening up the way for the pro-
claiming of the message of Divine, Truth.

Glance, again, at South
America, where there arc thousands of
wandering tribes of Indians, and where
but little has as yet been done to occupy
the ground, and yet, says a missionary
who has of late returned from this coun-
try, “ The people of South America
are just as accessible to the sound of
Divine Truth as any other part of the
habitable globe.” Come again to Europe,
and, in all its different States, the Word
of God has free cowrse. Italy, at one
time barred against it, now receives it.
The missionary is pushing his way into
Turkey. Bibles are distributed in
Bussia. China, Japan and India are
now opencd up, and but few countries
are now wholly shut out from the evan-
gglizing labours of the Church of Christ.
ruly the work is progressing and ex-
tending to the uttermost parts of the
earth. And should we not be deeply
intercsted in this great work, the evange-
lization of the world, and show our
interest by our prayers and contribu-
tions >—prayer to the God of Hecaven
to thrust the labourers into the ficld, and
that our contributions may support
them. Earnest prayerful effort is our
business; efforts and means must be
used in carrying forward this great
work. ILet us then Jift our eyes and
behold the fields, and may our eyes
move our hearts, and our hearts move
us to unluose our purse strings ; and may
that period soon come round when the
knowledge of the Lord shall cover the
earth as the waters cover the chann
of the sea. D.

Dr. Brooke handed in and read a
communication from Dr. Mc:Laren of
St. John, relative to the late proceed-
ings against the Rev. Robt.J. Cameron,
and the clerk was instructed to write
Dr. McLaren and acknowledge receipt
of the same, and in reply to call his
attention to the decision of Synod in the
case as recorded in its published minates,
page 9, wkich is as follows :—

« After deliberation, it was moved by
the Rev. Geo. M. Grant, and seconded
by Hon. J. Holmes, that no reasons of
appeal having been lodged against the
Jjudgment of the Committee of Presby-
tery on any point, and all the evidence
in the case for the prcsccution having
been heard, adjudicated on, and the
judgment not having been appealed
against, it is not in accordance with law
or justice now to re-open the case, and
review the aecision come to.”

The Presbytery being an inferior
court, it is quite incompetent for it to
review the decision of the Synod.

At this stage of the proceedings, the
Rev. Mr. Fogo entered and touk the
chair as Moderator.

The Preshytery called for Sesqgy
Records, and resolved itself into (upy.
mittee of the whole, to examine tle
same. The minutes of Greenwg
Church, St. Andrew’s, and of St. I'.ys
Church, Fredericton, were produced
and read. They were found to have
been regularly and accurately kept. and
were ordered to be attested accor-lingly,
which was done. The other Pre:hyiury
Records were ordered to be produced a
next meeting.

Mr. Caie drew the attention of Prec
bytery to the recommendation of Syud,
as stated in the Resolution regardin: tie
Widows’ fund, * That the several Pres
byteries be enjoined, without Jelay, to
nominate committees within their re-
spective bounds to effect the object of
the foregoing Resolutions, and that the
committee appointed to act in Il:lifax
be a central committee for Nuva Scotia,
and that in St. John for New Druns
wick,” whereupon the Presbytery ap

inted Lauchlan Donaldscu, Alexander

ardine and Matthew Lindsay. E«quires,
a central committee in St. John for the
above object.

The Presbytery resolved that anex-
tract of these minutes be forwardedto
each of the above gentlemen, and that
they be earnestly requested to take such
steps as may seem to then, best fitted for
effecting the important object contem-

lated. Mr. Keay stated that he had
iately visited Richmond, and had received
eizht dollars due for the last visits o Mr.
Caie and himself, and he was requested
to hand the same to the clerk with de-
ductior: of necessary expenses. The
clerk war requested to ke:p an account
of allsuch monice.

Mr. Keay brought the condition o
Richmond and Woodstock befre the
Presbytery, and, after deliberation, it
was resolved that in the present circum
stances of the Presbytery they are ur
able to make any definite appointments
for Sabbath services ; but the Preshytery
requests its members to visit these st
tions. when opportunity shall cnable
them, and give week day or Sablath
services. With regard to the moneym
the hands of the elders in Richmond,
collected to pay for Mr. Russell's ser

vices, it was resolved that from that sum
the Home Mission Fund be reimbursed
to the amount of its claim, and that the
balance should be held by the Presby-
tery, if granted by the Trustees, to de-
fray the cxpenses of services to be
supplied.

May, 1872 (D.V.), in St. Stephen's
Church, at 10 A. M.

Thus has our second
missionaries been sent forth.  “ God
speed them.”

TRURO.

On the cvening of Thursday, 19th -

ult., a meeting of the wmembers and ad-
herents of both branches of the Preshy-
terian Church was held in Dr. McCul-
loch’s Church, Truro, for the pur of
bidding farewell to Messrs. Murray,
Bobertson and McKenzie.  Dr. Me-
Culloch occupied the chair. Rev. Mr.
Wilkins was unavoidably absent, taking
part in tue ordination and induction of
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Rev. J. F. Campbell, which took place
the same evening at Riclunond.

Addresses were delivered by the
Missionaries elect. and by the Rev, Don-
ald McRae, of East River. Dr. Me-
Culloch delivered the valedictory. A
collection was taken up, amounting to
the handsome sum of %130. Of this,
a sum of $20 was given as_a personal
donation to cach of the Missionaries’
wives. The balance was egnally divid-
ed amonyg the three missionaries, to be
expended by them in connection with
the mission as they might deem ad-
visable.

HALIFAX.

On the evening of the 23rd, the Hali-
fax Farewell Mceting was held in St
Matthew’s Church. "It was a united
meeting of the DPreshyterian congrega-
tions of the city, and was of such a na-
ture that fricnds of the mission were
present from the country, and from other
parts. Before the hour of commencing
the services of the evening the church was
filled with a congresation composed of
all denominations of Christians. The
Methodist brethren were not largely re-
Presented, because they were welcoming
a number of younyg clergymen who h
Jjust arrived from England ; but kindly
words were spoken in their meeting in
Brunswick Strect Church, where they
met, with reference to the meeting be-
ing held at the same time in St. Mat-
thew's.

At the hour appointed, Geo. P. Mit-
chell, Esq., took the chair, by previous
appointment of the Presbyterian minis-
ters of the city. He called upon Pro-
fessor McKnight to open the proceedings
with divine service. The 103rd Psalm
was sung, from the 13th verse, and the
42nd chapter of lsaiah was read, and
thereafter the Protessor led the devo-
tions of the mceting in prayer. After
a few introductory remarks from the
Chairman, he introduced the Rev. Peter
G. McGregor. who gave a detailed ac-
count of the mission to the South Sea
Islands, from the commencement. In the
course of his remarks he said :

“ We arc met here to-nigh tfor two pur-
poses specially : To yive thanks to ?}od
that He has raised up throe men, in these
days of missionary dearih, who are willing
to spend and be spent in, their Master’s
service in the dark places of the South Sea



Islands. The other pur;f)ose in meeting
here to-night is to bid farewell to these
three missionaries and their wives, and to
join in prayer for their safety during their
voyage across the sea to their deatination.
‘We have very great cause for gratitude to-
night, not only for those missionaries who
stand before us, but also that missionaries
carried the Gospel to the British Islands.
Our forefathers kept that Gospel, and
brought it with them to this, the land of
their adoption. All of them had their
Bibles in their hands, and many of them
had the Gospel in their hearts.

The first quarter of a century the church
in these Provinces had a struggle for life,
and the second quarter of a century the
vine began to spread, but still the struggle
for life continued. During the third quar-
ter of a century the church began to feel
that she was living at home, and so she be-
gan to direct her energies abroad, the peo-
Kle begun to desire the conversion of the

eathen, they began to think of the tens
of thousands of souls in the darkness of
heathenism, and seeking for the light, and
for whom Christ dicd. John Williams’
vigit to Great Britain was the cause of
stirring up the minds of many to the vast
field to be occupied by missionaries in the
South Sea Islands. To this mission Dr.
Geddie devoted himself, and his success
has been very marked indeed. The late
Re;. dJolm Sprott uttered a truth when he
said during these times, when the propricet;

of foneign&missions was being d’:scusset{
“ we have prayed long enough;” not that
this good old man wished to be understood
that we were not to pray auny more, but
that, besides praying, we should be found
doing something. Dr. Geddic was the
first to advocate the sending out of mis-
sionaries to these parts. He was answered
invariably with “no men,” to which his
reply was, “God will raise up the men.”
“ Where are the men to be found ?”” he was
asked, “ and we will send them”—and he
was the first man bimself to say, “I’ll go;
here I am, send me;” and he was sent.
After him, John Inglis went to the field
and entered upon the work, and wrought
like & hero. “And on Ancitium he and
Geddie have wrought together 1ill to-day.
The cry was still continucd, “who will

go?” and from the Islands was heard the

rayer, “come over and help us.”  George

. Gordon heard these crics, and for a few
years devoted himself to study, was sent by
the Church, and landed on Erromanga.
He was followed by Johnston, who entered
upon labour in this mission ficld, thus
reinforcing the numbers and cheeriog the
hearts of the missionarics. The heathen
now began to realize that christianity was
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a reality, and that it was a religion in which
sacrifices were to be made. They arose up
against the missionaries, and cried out, in
the language of the heathen of the psalm,
“let us break their bands asunder, and
cast their cords from us.”” The heathen
were roused against the gospel and the
missionaries, and terrible scenes fullowed.
Dr. Geddie’s church was set on fire; Gor-
don was brutally murdered, and our breth.
ren were for a time afraid, but were not
cast down. Reinforcements were noeded,
and they were found. Morrison, Gordon,
and McCulloch sailed, and in course of
time arrived at the sphere of their lahours,
Then came Dr. Geddie’s visit to the Mari-
time Provinces, which, among other good
effects, was the means of drawing the two
branches of the church more closely to-
gether. He cheered us all, and drove the
churches together. ‘The Church of Scot-
land said to him: “ We will enter on this
mission without delay. We have no mis-
sionary, but we will place money at your
disposal wherewith to employ native cate-
chists and teachers till we can send a mis-
sionary.” That cherch had not long te
wait. In the course of time, one of her
ministers offered and was gladly accepted.
Mr. Goodwill sailed from our shores and
landed on Es<piritu Santo, where his la-
bours have been put forth in the good
work.

Such is an outline of the mission’s histo
from the outset, and now let us call the roll
and see how the names stand, how many,
out of eight men and six women, are now
upon the battle field. Dr. Geddie is still
on the battle field. The Island on which
he landed is now as christian as is our own
happy land. Life and proprety are as safe
as they are in the city of Halifax. George
M. Gordon and %is wife fell at their post;
John W. Matheson and his wifc and John
Johnston, asleep in Jesus; Donald Morri-
son fought and fell nobly on Faii; James
8. Gordon now on the ficld; McCulloch,
engaged in christian work, though not in
the ministry of the Word and Sacraments;
John Goodwill,on the field fighting vali-
antly.

Now christian friends, we are here to say
“ Go” to those three young ministers and
their wives, “and the Lord go with you,”
and to join in hearty prayer for them.
And OL! how they need our prayers.
They are not themselves demigods; they
are only men, and their wives are not
angels. How decply we should feel, and
how earnestly we should pray, for our
brothers and sisters going down into dark-
ness and heathenism. If we nced each
Sunday to be encouraged and rouscd up
by the weekly scrmon, and by the prayers
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and praises of the house of God, how mueh
more will those necd the same, who are
going to the midst of paganism.

The next called upon to address the
meeting w.s the Rev. J. D. Murray, one
Jf the missionaries. e said :—

I wish to take my leave of you by bring-
ing before you the importance of the work
in which we are to be engaged. I would
ask you to consider how intimatc the rela-
tionship is between the foreign mission and
God’s promi~es through the mediator, and
God’s promises to the mwdiator, and His

romises to the church. Gl promises to

is Son that He will give them “the
heathen for his inheritance,” and the utter-
most parts of the carth for a possession.”
Allmen are to be blessed in Christ ; they are
to take thuir stand upon this rock, and the
storms shall never be able to dislodge
them from their standing pround. Now,
how are thuse many p:omises to be ful-
filled? God’s christian iustitution of the
ministry of Reconciliation is the means by
which this wonderful work is to be accom-
plished. “ How can they hear without a
preacher 2 and how can they preach unless
they be sent 7 Of course God could con-
vert the world in a weck, if he felt so in-
clined, but we know from His Word that
such is not his intention. We have this
treasure put in earthen vessels. Men are
to be the means, under God. of carrying
this message to the utinost corners of the
earth. Why, then, sho.:ul there be an ob-
jection to the forvign missionary enterprize ?
Why should we not all engageinit? It
issaid that God may save the heathen.
We do not know but the power of the
Atonement may extend beyond the limits
of Revelation.  About this we know noth-
ing, and we have nothing to do with it.
Our duty in the matter is plainly laid
down in the words of our Lord—* Go ye
into all the world and preach the Gospel—
whosoever believeth and is baptized shall
be saved—whosoever believeth not shall be
damned.” We see nothing in the future
for the unhelieving but everlasting destruc-
tion. True, the heathen have the light of
nature. “‘The heavens declare the glory of
God, and the firmament showeth his
handiwork.”  The heathen feel unhappy
because they feel guilty, but they know
nothingr about the Saviour, and therefore
the heathen are in a perilous condition,
when we look at them in the light of Re-
velation. If they believe not, they perish.
The Gospel has been committed to us.
We have the Bible in our own tongue—the
Gospel preached from Sabbath to Sabbath,
and “unto whom much is given, from them
much shall be required.” Missionaries

297

have crossed the ocean for us, and have
come to tell us of Christ Jesus the Saviour
of men. Have we tasted that the Lord is
gracious, and shall we not yearn for the
salvation of others?  We have felt that we
are sinners, and have fled from the wrath
to come. We have left onrselves and our
own wills, and have sourht to know what
God’s will with usis. We have tendered
ourselves and vur services as your mission-
aries to the benighted heathen, and now
we are here to take our leave of you, and
to ask that vou would follow us with your
rayers. Weare not sufticient of ourselves
or the great work. Wenced to he “as
wise as serpents and as harmless us doves ;””
and in leaving vou, thercfore, for the dark
places of the earth, we do indeed ask your
prayers.  We are not afraid to go forth—
we have counted the cost.  There is noth-
ing like romance nbout the mission. It is
not because we think there is no heathen-
ism at home, aud that there is no work at
home, but we belicve we are likely to be
more useful in the foreign ficld than at
home. We feel that there is more dark-
ness there than here; we ought therefore
to go forth and glorify God, if need be, by
laying down our lives. We ask that you
remember how arduous the work is which
we are to carry on.  We ask your prayers;
and if you remember us at a Throne of
Grace, you may expeet success. We go
on the guthority of the King and head of
the Church, whose word says: * So shall
my word be that goeth out of my mouth,
it shall not return unto me void.” Let us
therefore go forth hoping for success. Be
this our encouragement—that Christ hath
promised Hlis presence. It would be our
duty to go were there no promise, were
there nothing but the words, “ Go into all
the world, and preach the gospel.” And we
would ask vou to become missionaries in
yourown spheres.  Let us give ourselves to
the Lord, and, by our living for Christ, may
God grant that we may receive at last that
crown of Glory which fadeth not away.

The Rev. Mr. Simpson, of Poplar
Grove Church, Halifax, gave out the
67th Psalm to be sung, and thereafler
the Rev. Mr. Annand, of Cln_)lmet:s’
Church, Halifax, led the meeting in
rayer, after which the Rev. H. A.
f{obertson delivered an address, of
which the following is a brief summary :

My much esteeemed and christian friends:
‘When one stands here to-night ana looks
before him, he secs intcrest and enthusiasm
upon every face. And so he sces that the
need of the advocation of foreign missions
is a thing of the past. The time has now
come when the church should be aroused



toits centre. AndIam glad to believe
that a vital interest has of late been created,
and still lives in the hearts of the XeOple;
yet when we stand up, we still need to ad-
vocate the claims of the forcign mission
work upon the christinu, to greater liber-
ality and to more fervent prayer.

he history of forcign nixsions began
only 70 or 80 yenrs ayo ; till that date, the
church was not alive to her responsibility,
and did not realize her res]m»ihili:{'. The
church which Christ and 1lis tles
founded was decidedly a missionary charch.
We find that the Apostle Paul did not re-
main at home, but went from place to
place. At the time to which I referred
already, this spirit seemed to he canght up
by the christian men of the time, and they,
like Paul, went to the neglected portions of
the world—to Africa, to India, and even
the Islands of the Sonth Seas; and these
places are now themselves alive to mission-
ary enterprise.

But you must not think because men go
to the Forcign Mission Ficld that they have
not the attachment of those who remain.
Friends and fricndships are dear to those
who leave you tomorrow for the far
oft Islands ofy the sea. When we think of
those who have been kind to us, of those
who have counselled us, and of those who
reproved us when we needed reproof, it
must not be supposed that we o without
feeling keenly the pang of parting. On
this point, thercfore, let us all be in earnest.
We feel that we have your syiapathy. We
would like to feel, when ,we are far away
from you, when we are on the stormy sea,
when there can be no sail spread but a lit-
tle piece of the forctopsail, when one week
the ropes refuse to work because of the ice
with which they are hardened into uscless-
ness, and when the next week the taris
running off the ropes and  ship’s sides with
the heat, that your prayers are ascending
from the family circle, from the Sunday
schools, and frum the great congregation,
on our behalf. You remember how the

rayer of Elijah scaled up the skies, and

ow again his prayer in due time brought
rain upon the earth. Then remember,
also, our praying Saviour, how he went up
the mountain to pray. With your prayers
offered up to God on our behalf, we will
bring in souls to the Saviour. Anditis
by the means of work and prayer that the
whole world will be ultimately brought in
to Christ. \We who are to sail to-morrow
bid yoy who remain at home God speed in
this your work ; and whether we meet in
this world or not, we will meet in the pro-
mised land. We go forth to-morrow as
your regmscnmtives to the great deep dark-
ness of hedthenism, and we ask your pray-
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ers and your sympathy. May God en
able you to pray as you ought, and usto
labour in the Lord. Farewell.

Prayer was then offered to God for
His blessing to go with and accompany
the missionaries in their ficld of labour;
thereafter the other missionary, the Rev,
John W. McKenzie, was called upon—
who said :—

Can we for a moment think of the love of
God to us without being lost ** in wonder,
love and praise I’ God has been causing
the outgoing ¢f the morning and cvening
to rejoice over us,  What are all our tem.
poral mercics in comparison with the great
gift of God, the gitt of His Son. The
Great God never beheld an object so preci-
ous as that which He gave for the world.
Yes, “ God so loved the world that He gave
His only begotwn Son, that whosocver be-
lieveth on Him should not perish, but have
everlasting lite.” Now, what of all this if
men had not heard of His infinite love?
We have been highly favoured, we have
enjoyed the means of grace, we have His
own word, Hischurch and the sacraments,
His word tells us of His covenant with His
Son ; the advent and life and death ot His
Son are ali known tous. We are told of
his dying on Calvary’s cross for us, saving
thereby, ““Iintend to pay the debt of the
sinner to the uttermost tarthing.” Now uwe
have heard all that. All there things are
known to us; but God has not so hivhly
favoured all. Ile has passed others by,
Why he has done so, we cannot tell.  Ther
are worshippens of gods of wood and stone
that cannot save; but God hath committed
to us the ten talents of the gospel, and hath
said, “ Occupy tili Icome.” The gospelis
a talent He hoth committed to us, and
therewith He gave us His command: * Go
ye into all the world and preach the gospel
to every creature.” And ‘“ whoso sceth
his brother nced, and shutteth up his
bowels of compassion from him, how
dwelleth the love of God in him ?”  Now,
we have professed to have found Jesus
Christ as precious to our souls, and there
are vet two-thirds of the human race in the
depths of heathenism; and, nnless we feed
them with the bead of life, how are they to
be fed ?  Of course there are hcathen men
and women at home, but they may leam
of Christ by being taught every day and
every hour. How few there are, at the
same time, who have not the word of God
in their hand ; but in heathenism, * where
there is no vision, the people perish.”
This is the state: of the heathen; they are
perishing for lack of knowledge.

Now has given encouragement in
the past, dlessed be God. Little more than
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years ago, when a young man pro-

the work ot Foreign Missions, he
s called to hix seat with the words, * Sit
wwn, youny mun ; if God wishes to con-
vt the world, he can do it without you or
u" How great the change for the better
snce that day : To-day there are thousands
o missionarivs and tens of thousands of
wouverts in every part of the world. A
gorious harvest is being gathered in from
North, South, Enst and West. God is
flfilling His promise to His Son, that he
would give him * the heathen for his in-
peritance.”  Even in our own church, how
great the change within the last half cen-
wy. Inthe Synod of twenty members,
fourteen opposed a Foreign Mission move-
pent; and when the measure came up for
decision to enter the ticld at once, it was
caried only by a wmajority of one. How
diferent matter< are to-day. The church
has awaked to duty,

As we gro forth to labour among those
who live in darkness, we know not what is
before us ; but we feel convinced that we
arein the path of duty. And, as we now
uke our leave of you, is it teo much to ask
vou to give us your prayers ¢ What would
be more encournging than to know that
vou are remembering us in your prayers ?
Letus,in parting with you, pergaps for-
ever, earnestly beseeel vou to  dedieate
sarselves to God. Tet us, in the first
place, seck an interest in - Christ ourselves,
and give him our hearts. How are we im-
roving the talents intrusted to our eare ?

ow glorious the though that it may be
siid to us on that great day: “ Inasmuch
ssye have donc it to one of the least of
these my brethren, ve have done it unto
me;” and at the same time how dreadful
the thougrh that it should be said to us—
“Inasmnch as ye have not done it unto
any onc of the least of these my breathren,
se have not done it unto me.”

There is fruit cnough on Aneiteum to
repay the church fur all she has done for
missions.  Oh, the value of those souls—
the value of one suul—may such thoughts
stir us up to more diligence in the discharge
of our duty.

‘“ Lord bless and pity us;

After the address by Mr. McKenzie,
a collection was taken up amounting to

Woodstock and Richmond.

The arrival of the Rev. John Moflat,
a regularly licensed and ordained minis-
ter of the Church of Scotland, has quite
unexpectedly strengthened the hands of
the St. John Presbytery. For a consi-
derable time past, the charges at Wood-
stock and Richmond have been without
regular supply ; and although buth Pres-
byteries laboured barmoniously in endea-
vouring to provide services, the searcity
of men and the number of vacancies
within their bounds prevented them
from keeping these important fields as
well supplie«? as all interested in them
could wish. At present, both stations
are receiving regular supply. Rev. Mr.
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McKay of the sister Preshytery, and the
Rev. Mr. Moffat of our own, are Loy
ing alternately in the Churches of Rich.
mond and Woodstock. There i< every
probability that a call will be givento
one, or perhaps both ut’ these gentlenen,
very soon.

The Rev. Mr. Caie of St. John ae-
companied Mr. Moffat to the field of his
labours, and introduced him at hoth
places to the leading families connected
with the Presbyterian Church.  On
Monday evening, 16th October, @ meets
ing was held in’ Woudstock.  Mr. Caie

reached and addressed the mveting.

fr. McKay and Mr. Moffat took part
in the exercises. In both places the way
is completely paved for Union, aud the
people have uyreed to cooperate in
every way that will tend to advanee the
cause of Presbyterianism. At Waod-
stock, matters seem most encouraging.
The reat little Church is now under
contract for finishing, and is already
lathed, and by this tine we suspert itis
partly plastered.  When it 1s coupleted
and opened in the spring, quite an im-

ulse will be given to Preshyterianism
i Woodstock.  Richmond isa large and
thickly settled district, and will require
the undivided attention of one carnest
and diligent minister. The Presbytery
of St. John is also looking forwanl w0
the arrival, from Scotland, of the Rer.
Mr. Begg, who is, by this time, we trus,
on his way to this Province. It is also
intended to allow M. Begge to proceed
at once to Woodstock and™ Richmond;
and with the field thus supplied, thereis
no doubt the people will put forth every
energy to secure the settlement among
them permanently of' two out of the
three men whom the Presbhyteries have
sent. It would, of course, not be fair o
other vacant fields,fur the Presby teries,or
Home Mission Board, to allow these
ministers to continue labouring simply
as missionaries; and it is understeod by
all, that, unless the people make up
their minds, when they have had trialof
their services, to give them calls and
reasonable offers ot support, they are to
be withdrawn and sent to labour else-
where. The Rev. Dr. Brooke is stil
without an assistant, although there is
also a probability that the scrvicesofa
young man from Scotland may be se-
cured.
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Folly Mountain.

According to promise made on the
1t Sabbath of Octoher, Rev. Mr. Wil-
kins delivered an address to the people
inthis part of his charge, on the evening
of the 28th ult., the subject being—*The
Home and Foreign Missionary Opera-
tions of our Church.” {’ortions of the
Holy Scriptures, suitable to the subject,
were read ; appropriate psalms were
sung, with that heartiness which has al-
ways characterised the singing of the
congregation at Folly Mountain ; pray-
ers for a blessing upon missions and mis-
sionaries, home and foreign, were offer-
ed up by the pastor and others, and al-
together an hour and a half were spent

eably and profitably. Immediately
er the missionary meeting, a congre-
gational meeting was convened for the
urpose of hearing the report of the
retary of Trustees for the last, and
for appointing Trustees for the current,
yvear. Rev. Mr. Wilkins was requested
to take the chair.

The Secretary, Mr. Alexander Mc-
Leod, gavein a very excellent report,
showing receipts and expenditure for
the past year.

On motion, it was adopted, and the
thanks of the mecting siven to Mr. Me-
Leod for his indefatigable labours.

Mr. McLeod, Mr. Thos. Totten, and
Mr. Roderick Fraser, were appointed
Trustees for the current year.

Some discussion touk place on the ad-
visability of giving service hereafter at
the Mountain alone, owing to the fact
that the members of the church at the
Mines were few, and backward in sup-
porting ordinances. The suhject was
deferred for atter consideration.

Rev. Mr. Wilkins then addressed the
trustees and members of the congrega-
tion present, sctting forth what was ex-
pected of them by the Presbytery, and
assuring them that any engagement for
services must be between the Presbytery
and the congregation as a whole ; and
that any engagenient with individuals
must be between them and the congre-
gation, which was responsible to the
Presbytery for the whole amount pro-
mised for supplygranted. When the last
year ended (Auy. 1st), he continued to
supply their pulpit monthly as before, and
it was for them now to say whether they
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desired such supply continued, and, if
80, to devise means for raising promptly
the sum of at least $25 quarterf;r.

A unanimous desire for continued sup-
ply was expressed, and a determination
to set about raising the necessary sub-
scriptions, more than one-half being
there assured.

With the benediction the meeting
was closed.

Hotes of the Wonth.

The political aspect of affuirs in Europe
is not very satisfactory. It is well known
that there is very little confidence existing
between the various powers. Russia, ac-
cording to latest accounts, is making great
preparation for war. It is difficult to say
what may be her objeet, or what may in
time be the result of her having a standing
army of onc million seven hundred thous-
and soldiers, wliich can ina few days be put
into the ticld. Her movements are looked
upon with much suspicion.  She is evident-
ly jealous of Prussia. It may be well for
the world that she is. If Russia and Prus-
sia should form an alliance. they could un-
doubtedly rule, us they please, Enrope and
Asia.  As they are rivals at present, they
will watch each othier, and prevent encroach-
ments on weaker powers.

France feels the burdens imposed on her
in conscquence of the late war. She is,
however, kecping up wonderfully to the
conditions of peace betwen herselt and Ger-
many. Ditferent parties are still struggling
for power : there is considerable intriguing.
M. Thiers is afraid of assassination, and
for safety keeps a guard.  Napoleon, in a
manifesto which has been published, dis-
claims having any participations in the
movements of the ** Bonapartist intriguers”
—he urges all to work tor such peace and
order as the country requires. To show
that he does not abandon all hope of being
again in France, he says tlmtﬁz does not
accept the vote of the government by which
his dynasty was depused; the nation, on
sueh a question, must speak through a
rlebis«iw ; in the meantime, he refuses to re-
ease his lnte officers trem their allegiance
to him. It is to be teared that trouble may
arise in some parts of France from the hos-
tile feelings shown to the Germans.

There is great political excitement still
in Spain. The country is in a very un-
healthy state. Lately there was held in
Madrid a mass meeting of Democrats and
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Progressists, with the object of forming a
new party which will not be trammelled in
any way by conscrvatism.  Politieally,
matters are not improving. There is too
much excitement ; oo many leaders striv-
ing for power, and willing to keep things as
they are, or make them worse, if so be,
that they may have a hetter chance for the

sition they covet. 1t is satisfuctory to

now that General Prim i< rigid in enfore-

ing the law that no soldier shall, in any
way, belong to any political association, or
take an active part in political atfairs,

In England, the Queen’s health is still &
matter of great concern. She has been ill,
and is not much improved.  There is great
aympathy felt for her, as it is understood

t she suffers muach.  Itisdoubtful if she
will ever be able to take the part in the
affairs of State which she has done for many
years; one thing is <ure, that as long as
8he lives she will he a blessing to the nation
over which she reigns,

Some time ago the Bishop of Winchester
and the Archbishop of York appearcd on
Sabbath in one of the Pari<h Churches in
the North of Scotlund, and condncted ser-
‘vice according to the wsage and practice of
Presbyterianism.  Their doing o has given
great offence to the High Church party in
England.  Editorials and public letters
have been written, in this way ventilating
public and private opinion on the subject;
one thing is sure, that while weas Presby-
terians huve charity to allow Episcopalian
clergymen into our pulpits, they will not
allow us occupy theirs.

In the United-States theve has been great
excitement over discovered frands on publie
funds. Crics of being robbed have come
from New York, Pennsylvania, North and
South Carolina, Georgit, Louisiana, Kansas
and Nebraska. At first we were inclined to
suppose that the accounts wiven were great-
ly exaggrerated. Investigation, however, has
rather confirmed thewm.  The impression is
becoming stronger thit these States have
been plundered to an cnormousextent. The
management of Civil aftuirs would scem to
have fallen into the hawls of rich corpora-
tions composed of the most unserupulous
and cunring knaves in their respective
States. Among all these there have been
Do frauds equal to that of the “ Tammany
Ring” in New York. Thisx ring is com-

sed of very uble men. ‘Thev hold the

ighest and most responsible offices in the
city, and taking advantage of this posttion
and influence, have stolen millions from the
City Treasury for their own personal ag-

andizement. There is, we believe, very

ittle of such corruption in Kurope. In

France, Spain and Italy, there may be cases
occasionally when public funds are taken
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for private interests. In Britain and Prus.
sia, such a thing is almost unknown. In
these countries, men hold public offices for
honour, and not for the purpose ot traud
and peculation. Tt is sad to find so much
corruption among public men in the Re-
ublic of the United States. It does nog
id well for her future history to tindin
New York, the greatest City in the Union,
her ablest and wealthiest men—the men who
control, to a lareze extent, the State athairs
of the Republic, turning out to be publie
swindlers and secret obbers. The country
is great, but it must be remembered thet
its population is made up largely ot e
lowest and worst classes of society from w-
most every civilized nation in the world,
From these reports which have heen raised,
and which have, to a certain extent, heen
confirmed, it is to be feared that they are
able to control public affairs to such anex-
tent that the better portion of society will
be plundered and robbied, and that they
will not beaware of it till itisroo late, when
nothing can be done but hold public meet-
ings and denounce those who have in this
way enriched themselves.  Letus, nor only
in our small city corporations, but in the
offices in connection with the Dominion
government, hope to have, in the hizhest
positions of trust, menof good char... ter—
men who have public contidence, and to
whom the general interests of the countryis
dearer than private gain.
There have heen great fires in the West-
ern States, with great loss of property and

life. Greatest amony these was the firein
Chicago. This city was onc of the finest

in America, and had a growth unequalled,
I believe, in the history of the world.  For
beautiful strects, splendid buildings, shaded

rks and avenues, it is said not to have
cen surpassed By any of her rival cities in
the West. In one account which I have
seen of this city, it is stated, * that there
must nave been at least a couple of square
miles compactly covered by mnoble and at-
tractive structures of marble, iron, and
light-colored free-stone.  These buildings
were four or five stories high, very ornate
in stvle, but, at the same time, very sub-
stantial looking. This part of Chicago
was wholly given up to husiness aml com-
merce. Beyond this locality, stretehing for
miles in three directiogs, were the com-
moner parts of the city, Consisting of streets
lined with brick or wooden houses, two or
three stories high.” This city had a popu-
lation of three hundred thousand. It was
on the night of the 7th ult. that the fire
originated. On the following cvening it
broke out with renewed vigour, and con-
tinued for threc days uncontrolled. Dur-
ing this time one-third of the whole city
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was bu.at to ashes, and one hundred
thousand persons were thrown out of house
snd home, and rendered destitute by the
alamity. It i~ estimated that from two
o three hundred pevished in the Hamen.
It is erclimble to humanity that the
devouring flames  had not subsided when
subserintion Jists for the safferers were
opened in the principal cities of Europe and
America.  To this ¢all on the liberality ot
merchunt princes and sympathising fellow-
men, a hearty response was made.  Itis
estimated that in ten days over tive millions
of dullars in cash aud provisions were sent
a8 a benefaction to the sufferers.  The sub-
seriptions in the cities of the Dominion
were very large.  We mark specially the
liberality of British merchants.  Secarcely
were the telegrams of the great fire con-
fimed i« London wken subscription lists
were opened.  In two days one handred
thousand dullars were subscribed and paid,
which money, being ordered by telegram,
was used immediately in relieving the suf-
ferers around Chicage. Thinking of this
liberality, unuer such circumstances, [
could not help recalling what the late Al
bert Barnes, in a tone of bitterness, said of
Britain durine the late American war. It
was that “ when the scourge of famine and
pestilence sweps over Ircland, and England
failed to supply the wants of the famn:hing,
we did interfrre—we hastened to relieve
them s an act which Ircland has never for-
tten, but which England has.”  1f he had
lived to sce this day, he would have found
that no nation can he or is more ready to
show liberality in relieving the sufferings
of fellowmen, without r_irard to the nation
to which they belong, than British mer-
chants, in whose veins flow loyal anti-re-
publican blood. R. J. C.

Stronz political fecling has sapped the
Christian spirit, which was at one time
wearnest, and made the definition of
Whizx eiven by Fletcher of Saltoun less
ypplicable. <« A8 Whig in  Scotland,”
sid he, “is a true blue Presbyterian,
who will venture his ail for the Church,
and so nething less for the State.” Wise
men wiil appreciate the origin of such
thangrex. At the same time, whilst see-
ing and appreciating existing difficulties,
ad the canses from which they have
sprung, they will not despair where in-
terests s0 vast and sacred are involved.
They will seck to remove causes of cs-
tnuzement and roots of bitterness, and
ateal of blind schemes of destruction,
tbe result of which no man can foresee,
they will still seek a reform and recon-

struction of a systcm, which at one time
conferred the most inestimable blessings
on the country, and is capable of doing
so again. They will not indeed consent
to any abandonment of principle, but
they will never lose sight of the grand
ohject of combining again in one upon
the old basis all the Presbyterians of
Scotland. Instead of overturning the
institutions of the country to gratify a
few, with the probability of introducing
the most widespread mischict, the great
object of all true patriots ought to be to
conserve all that iz good, and reform
all that is faulty. This, at all events, is
the only consistent ground for real Free
Churchmen and true Seceders to take.

hese machines contain a number of
written prayers, and are turned by the
hand when the prayers revolve. The
Moravian missionaries have of late pene-
trated this country, and found the peo-
Else, in many instances, quite ready to
isten to the message of salvation with-
out offering any opposition.

Cappadocia.
This region has lately been visited by

a missionary accompaniced by two hative
teachers. Every day of the week some
of the people now meet for Christian
instruction. One morning 70 persons
were present at an early meeting, and
at 2 meeting especially for young men
fifteen took part in the services. Some
of these young men have become so in-
terested in the truth that they now go
from village to village with ‘Testament
in hand, walking one or two hoursata
time to read and speak of Jesus.

India.
A hundred thousand boys and 13,000

ﬂ'rls attend schools in India, where the
ible is especially taught. Twenty-five
Missionary Societies converge their
