remarked, that he had always heard of the English as
having no religion; but this showed that they had a pare
Apostolic Church. Another remarked upon its purity
and its freedom from every thing superstitious. These
are but spec¢imens of many opinions which have come to
e from varions quarters. They show, better than any
report, the real reception of the volume. It has satisfied
me entirely; and I think we have every reason to thank
God that your venerable Society has been led to under-
take a work of so much good inthe past—the short past
it has yet had—and of so much prospective good ia the
future.” Wiy

Architecture generally

In what we have lo say,
to * Exteriors,” since to enter into the question of in-
ternal arrangement and decoration, would lead us far
beyond the limits of a single article.  The arrange-
ments of interiors moteover are always capable of being
variously modified, whilst the building externally can-
fiot be altered to any great extent, without going far
towards pulling it down altogether.

The first question that ought by rights to be decided,
is, are we to have a Parish Church, or a Cathedral ?—
Several of the designs on view offer very handsome
specimens of the former, but are deficient as we ven-
ture to think, in some of the leading qualifications that
ought to attach to the latter.

Supposing a Catbedral to be the object in contem-
plation, it is almost a self evident propositicn that
massive grandeur (of course without heaviness,) should
be one of the leading objects to be aimed at in its con-
struction—a Juanty which veed by no meansattach
to & mere parochial Church, where plain architectural
correctness might be all that was necessary. It is not
to be presumed of course, that in a Protestaat Catho-
lic Church we want the long ranges of space unpro-
vided with seats, for the various processions and pa-
geants of our erring sister of Rome, and we should be
the very last to advocate a needless expenditure of
money on such an object.  But still we nevertheless
would contend that the massive dignity which we so
much desire to see, should be primarily kept in view
in the erection of an Anglican Cathedral. Under this
point of view, the question is, is there anything
offered in the present Exhibition, worthy the name of
a Cathedral ?

"T'here ate some edifices that strike at once the eye
of the most uninitiated beholder.  Glorious fanes
where the hallowed fire of a poetic spirit seats itself as
on a throne at once and for ever,—spots where the
might of agencies departed, yet still abiding, breathes
around, the inspiration of all that is serene and solemn
and holy, of all that kindles to divinest fervour, or woos
to soberest meditation : :

“ Where marble lives, and brass has learnt to breathe,

And stone, like dew-drops from Arachnes web

Looks proudly down on bannered stalls beneath.”

Scenes charged with the long memories of the grey
and shadowy past, scenes where the mysterious
Shechenah of an awe-inspiring presence almost visibly
lingers—and band in hand with religion for ages has
charmed her votaries,—where robed learning moves in
a decent dignity along—where the universal eye of
day lays aside all his bold glare, as he streams through
the ivy of quiet cloistered retreats, or paints the pave-
ment with many a variegated hue, whilst he looks
reverentially through the solemn windows and touches
the tracery of purple and gold and crimson, and lingers
by mullion and corbel and spandrel, rich with the
pictured tale of man’s redemption, as the consecrated
pane throws its solemn chequered work around !

True we cannot hope for all this in a new country.
Time does much with his long train of venerable as-
sociations and his “ neutral tints” of sober grey,—but
still much may be within the reach of a refined and
elevated taste,—stimulating and encouraging modern
artistic genius. The illustrious heads and hands that
planned our home Colleges and Cathedrals—they once

REBUILDING OF S$T. JAMES’S CHURCH,
TORONTO.

We presume that the gentlemen entrusted with the
decision of the important question, as to the selection
of the best design for a new edifice, to replace the
Church of 8t. James's lately destroyed by fire, will
speedily brivg their labours to a termination.

Much difficulty we understand, has been experien-
ced by the Judges, in deciding upon the best claims
to approval wn the parts of the Architects, who are
candidates. They have therefore called in the assist-
ande of Messrs. Johustone, Young and Howard, none
of whom had sent in any plans for competition,

We believe that we may safely say that these gentle-
men have only one aim, which is, that of honestly
deciding to the utmost of their ability upon the best
design in the Exhibition.

It is understood that a dread of undue favouritism
to be exercised in certain quarters has had the unfor-
tunate effect of keeping back several Architects from
exhibiting. It is now, however, pretty well known
that no such unworthy principle of selection will be
allowed for a mowent to come into action,

were moderns in their day—though their names are

— = espallad amancat tha memaries of the mighty !
us :—It is certainly an unquestionable fact that con-

siderable ability is manifested in several of the designs.

Mr. Thomas has one possessing many claims on
our admiration, but with the fatal defect, as we ven-
ture to thiok, of redundancy of roof occasioned by the
want of a clerestory.  Several of the other drawings
are liable to a similar objection.

Mr. Frank Wills, comes next under our notice, and
from this gentleman much was ,expected, He had
been specially invited out to New Brunswick by the
Lord Bishop of Fredericton for the purpose of build-
ing his Cathedral—and having completed his plaus for
that, and erected moreover St. Anne’s Chapel, which
is quite a gem of ecclesiastical architecture iu its way,
he has since gone to live at New York, with a view to
the exercise of his profession. We must confess how-
ever that on looking at his Essay we were disappointed.
The nave and chancel are on the whole in a correct
style, but very coldly correct. We should be dispo-
sed, moreover, to characterize as an error the opening
of a row of lights in the clerestory, at the very points
on which flying buttresses would of necessity infringe
were they carried up.  The spire which is by far the
best portion of the building, is merely a copy as we are
given to understand, from that of Fredericton Cathe-
dral.  Now we certainly do not see amidst all the
variety of designs that can be procured, why one Bri-
tish Province should slavishly copy a modern antique
from another. It has been argued by a high authority
that a good thing in one place isa good thing any-
where else,—yes, but we answer, even were that true
in the abstract—still genius is a creative thing, and it
is no mark of the possession of such a qualification,
at least in a first rate degree, for a mau to copy him-
self. In short Mr. Wills' design, might with the ex-
ception of the anomaly which we have mentioned,
make a very good one, for a country Parish Church
situated close to some rugged shore of the mother
country, near to rocks and waves and sea-weed ; but
it certainly does not in our humble judgment, at all
idealize the great, in architecture, in a manner to make
it a fit model for the metropolitan Church of Western
Canada. i

Not so correct in all its details as Mr. Wills, but
much more imposing in point of general effect, is the
drawing submitted by Mr. Smith of Montreal. Here
we rise to something of the grave majesty of outline
that necessarily attaches itself to the notion of a Cathe-
dral.  With more than one glaring error, the appear-
ance of the fout ensemble, is undeniably striking.—
Could the perhaps doubtful arrangement be done
away with, of bringing the roof of the transepts down
to a level with that of the side aisles we think that
this drawing might fairly be considered one of the
three best in the room. Unless we are mistaken
there appears, however, some incongruity (perhaps
only Aan apparent one) between the height of some of
the intersecting points at the roofing of the interior,
and what appears to be intended for a correspoding
level on the outside. We state this however only
conjectirally.

Superior in massiveness and general grandeur of
effect. we think, is the design by Mr. Wheeler of
Hertford County U.S. = Part of this building is in the
very l.mst s.tyle of the “Early English,'”™ the principal
question with us would be as to whether there be sufi-
cieat ?uthority for the triple row of lights, which to
the minds of some might give to the building too much
the air of a three-decker. We should be very far
however, particularly where so much is admirable,
from thinking the objection a fatal one. The western
clevation, particularly as regards the transepts with
their finely tmagined turrets and finials, we thought
as nearly as possible perfect. This building is drawn
with a view to the completion of the spire at an after
period ; and accordingly fwo views are given.

THE CHOLERA.

With feelings of unfeigned gratitude to Almighty
God, we have to state that the terrible disease which

with a brief notice of the several architectural periods,
to those, especially of the clergy, who may incline to
pursue the subject further. It has often been urged
against improvement, and in favour of the continuance
of the painted band-boxes that disfigure so many of
our hamlets, and towns too, under jhe name of
charches, first, that these unsightly abortions ere
cheaper in construction, and, secondly, that the people
bhave no taste for anything better. To such objections
as these our answer would be, that an edifice con-
structed upon proper principles woald be cheaper in
the long run than the crude architectural anomalies
wheh are run up all over the country; that the very
humblest church of logs may readily possess—what
nearly all want—proportion ; and secondly, that if
the people have not a sound taste, the sooner we
indoctrinate them on the subject (as we might, for
instance, in a week-day lecture) the better. A true
Briton, moreover, could scarce listen with indifference

to what so nearly concerned the religious faith of higy-

forefathers.

To conclude, then, with a brief notice of the differ-
ent periods :—The first traceable style after the mere
earliest erections (which were probably of wickes
work, mud, and wattles), is that called the Saxon-
from the year 600 to the year 1066. But few exam-
ples of this are known. It is characterized by the
rudest workmanship and coarsest material. The wall,

devoid of all ornament. Some of the finest specimens
are the entrance to the Abbey Gate, Bristol, and
Ramsey church, Hampshire.

Next followed the Norman] of the period of the
first and second William, Henry I. and Stephen, from
1066 to 1135. In this the arches were semi-circular,
often .highly ornamented with zig-zag and other
mouldings; the windows narrow and deeply \played;
piers massive eylindrical, square, and also polygonal.

We now come to the Transition or Semi-Norman,
from 1154 to 1189. The accidental intersection of
the rounded Saxon arches produces sharp points: this
is supposed to have been the origin of the pointed
forms. Here then the pointed arch is often seen in
connexion with. the massy pillars of the preceding
style. Much of the rich Norman ornament ig re-
tained. Rivaulx and Fountains Abbey are magnifi-
cent specimens.

When the circular arch totally disappeared, about
the year 1220, the Early English style commenced.
The windows were called *lancet-shaped;” mould-
ings numerons and deep, and often filled with the
tooth ornament ; pillars formed of slender clustered
shafts, often banded at the middle.

The term *Gothic™ is a modern error, though
now generally allowed to characterize architecture
possessing pointed arches. The name is said to have
been first applied in ridicule by the celebrated
Inigo Jones, in his love for Palladian (or Italianized-
Grecian) architecture. The proper nomeclature is the
“ Pointed style."

The “ Decorated™ period began with the Edwards,
about 1272. It exhibits windows divided into two os
more lights by mullions ; mouldings rich in figurer
and foilage, besides highly adorned crockets, niches,
pinnacles, and crosses.

To this succeeded, in 1377, the Perpendicular or
Florid style of the time of the Plantagenets and
Tudors. The architecture became overloaded and
profuse—the term “ Perpendicular” being applied
because the lines of division run in upright or perpen-
dicular lines from top to bottom, which is not the case
in any other style. The four-centred or Tudor arch
is generally used. King's College chapel, at Cam-
bridge, begun in the reign of Henry the Sixth, pre-
sents a magnificent specimen. 5

About 1546, the loss of the true principles of
Church architecture led to the adoption of a debased
and incongruous style, referable to no fixed principle
of architectural propriety whatsoever.*

Now-a-days, however, a purer taste is rapidly
developing itself, and evidently exiending even to the
meeting-houses of Dissentera. Henceforth, we hope
that the Church in Canada will be found following
with active steps the move in the right direction, made
by ber Anglican mother. And we cannot but express
our conviction, that the result of the labours of the
committee will be such as to present us with a spe-
cimen of a Church worthy the admiration of the latest
posterity.

AGRICULTURE.

THE FALLOW,

¥ -If we should suppose a soil originally of a compo-
sition the very best adapted to the growth of wheat, it

that grain without intermission. Even although, with
the aid of fallow, a sufficient supply of soluble silicates
might be obtained for a time, theso, together with
other necessary ingredients, would at length be ex-
hausted, and the other constituents, not so peculiarly
necessary to the growth of wheat, together with vege-
table refuse, would accumulate in excess. Experience
has proved that, let the reason be what it may, suc-
cessive crops of the same plant, except in some very
rare cases, will not, even with the aid of the most
skilful cultivation, continue to flourish for a great
number of years on the same soil. The constituents
removed must be restored in the form of manure, and
time must be given for the further liberation, by disin-
tegration, of the mineral substances necessary to the
growth of cereal plants.  But while this disintegration
is going on, another class of plants which require
different constituents for their support may be culti-
vated on the soil, without injury to its fertility ; and
it is the business of skilful agriculture so to preserve
an equilibrium in the relative proportion of the consti-
tuents which compose the soil, that it may retain its
fertility for the production of those plants which are
found most remunerating for the labour and capital
expended in their cultivation.

Soils differ materially in the time in which they
will admit a repetition of the same crop, as well from
the original supply of the necessary ingredients con-
tained in them, as from the difference in the tendency
of those ingredients to become liberated by disinte-
gration,

** Silicates, as they occur in nature, differ very
materially in their tendency to suffer disintegration,
atmospheric agents. The granite of Corsica and the
time during which the polished granite of the Berg-
strasse does not even lose its lustre.”

* There are certain kiuds of soils 50 rich in silicates
prone to disintegration, that every year, or every two
years, a quantity of silicate of potash is rendered fit
for assimilation sufficient for the formation of the
leaves and stems of a whole crop of wheat. In Hun-
gary there are large distriets of land, on which, since
the memory of man, corn and tobacco have been
caltivated in alternate years, without the restoration
of the mineral ingredients carried away in the corn
and in the straw.

dnced their seeds, it would have been better not to
attempt the cultivation of such crops at all. And in
new portions of the country, where any other than
grain crops do not admit of profitablc use, and when
fields present an inequality of surface and of texture
in the soil, not yet being freed from the roots and
stumps of the trees which formerly grew upon them,
the naked fallow offers the radical means of bringing
the land into a proper state of subjection, and is
perbaps for the present, the most applicable to exist-
ing circumstances in such cases. The same may be
said of very stiff and heavy clay soils, which, the
naked fallow will probably continue to be looked upon
as the most certain method, (of the ordinary and
merely mechanical means employed), of bringing into
a proper state of melioration.

But on lands of a more general character, and in
situations where a variety of crops admit of being
advantageously used, the frequent recurrence of the
naked fallow in a course of cultivation, is perhaps
considered absolutely essential by a majority of
farmers to a greater extent than is really the case.—
We quote again from Liebeg :—

“ Fallow, in its most extended sense, means that
period of culture during which a soil is exposed to
the action of the weather, for the purpose of enrich-
ing it in certain soluble ingredients. In a more con-
fined sense, the time of fallow may be limited to the
interval in the cultivation of cereal plants; for a
magazine of soluble silicates, and of alkalies, is an
essential condition ‘o the existence of such plants.—
The cultivation of potatoes or of turnips during the.
interval, will not impair the fertility of the field for
| the cereals which are to succeed, (supposing the

- supply of alkalies to be sufficient for both), because
{ the former, plants do not require auy «f the silica

| necessary for the latter.” .

In this country, root and hoed crops generally, do
not admit of being taken from the field in sufficient
| time to be succeeded by autumn wheat, but we may
| suppose a system of cropping, by which a large amount
of available valuable produce would be every year
obtained, and wheat sown as often as the quality of
the soil would permit, without the frequent recurrence
of the naked summer fallow. The first year, let the
field be sufficiently ploughed and manured, and sown
with Indian Corn, potatoes, turnips, beets, peas,
vetches, &c., any, or all of these crops, and the ground
to be thoroughly hoed and cultivated daring their
growth. The exposure of the particles of the soil, by
this frequent stirring and cultivation of the surface,
would accelerate the disintegration of the mineral
constituents, and a supply of soluble silicates would
be obtained for a succeeding grain crop, these crops
having required principally the salts of lime and potash.
The second year, after the necessary ploughiog and
cultivation, let barley be sown, with clover seed. The
barley would find in the soil its necessary supply of
gilication, and by the gradual further disintegration of
the soil, the salts of lime and magnesia, the principal
food of clover, and which barley does not largely
"assimilate, would be furnished to the succeeding clover
crop. The third year, the disintegration of the soil
would not be suspended, the long roots of the clover
plants would penetrate the soil, and render it of a
more porous texture, and assimilating principally the
salts of lime and magnesia, a supply of silicates would
be liberated, and become available for a crop of wheat.
That aatumn (or the third year), or the succeeding
autumn, after the clover severed being skilfully
ploughed, wheat would be sown, and finding its appro-
priate food in the silicates liberated by the disintegra-
tion of the soil, and the assimilation of lime by the
clover, would be nearly certain to produce a heavy
crop.

To return to the mechanical operations of tillage;
“Tt follows from the preceding observations, that the
mechanical operations in the field are the simplest and
most economical means of rendering accessible to
plants, the nutritious matters in the soil.”” 'There are
however, other matters, where the necessary materials
are available. “ But, it may be asked, are there no
or' nueracns, besides the,dns of & Soil, and ~of "AYIHG
them for reception by the organization of plants #—
There are such means, and one of the most simple
and efficacious of them is, the practice employed in
England for the last century, of manuring soils with
burnt lime.” . . . . . . “In October, the
fields in Yorkshire and Lancashire, have the appear-
ance of being covered with snow. The soil for miles
is seen covered with lime previously slacked, or with
lime that has slacked itself by exposure to air.—
During the moist months of winter, it exercises its
beneficial influence on the stiff clayey soils.”
“In districts where fuel is cheap, an
equally favourable influence is exerted on clayey soils
by the system of burning”> . . . . . “The
ashes of brown coal and of mineral coal are used in
many districts, as excellent means of improving certain
soils. Those ashes are to be preferred that gelatinize
on the addition of an acid, or that become strong and
bard after some time, like hydraulic cement, when
mixed with lime and water.”

“The mechanical operations of the farm, follow, the
applications of lime, and the burning of clay, unite in
elucidating the same scientific principle. They are
the means of accelerating the disintegration of the
alkaline silicates of alumina, and of supplying to plants
their necessary constituents at the commencement of
a new vegetation.”

But, though these various operations may be attend-
ed with highly beneficial results on particular des-
criptions of land, it does not follow that they will be
equally efficacious on all deseriptions ;—on certain

lutely prejudicial effects.

“It must be distinctly understood, that the previous
remarks apply to those fields which are in a favourable
mechanical state for the development of plants; for
this, in conjunction with the other necessary condi-
tions, has the greatest influence on fertility. A stiff
heavy clayey soil offers too much resistance to the
spreading out and increase of the roots of a quick-
growing summer plant. It is obvious that such a soil
will be rendered more accessible to the roots, as well
as to the air and moisture, by a simple mixture with
quarz or with sand, and this may often prove more
effectual in improving it than the most diligent plough-
ing. When we supply to a soil easily penetrable by
the roots of plants, as well as by air and moisture, 1§
THE FORM OF ASHES, the constituents that we removed
in the crops, the soil will retain all its original favour-
able physical state. - In like manner, we can restore
the original chemical composition to stiff, heavy clay
soils; but it is better for such soils to restore the
necessary ingredients TN THE FORM OF STABLE YARD
MANURE, than to do so, as in the former case by means
of ashes. DBy the improvement of the physical con-
dition of the soil, its fertility is increased. In this
respect excrements are of very various values,
although they may contain the same chemical consti-
tuents ; thus sheeps’ dung is close and heavy, while
the dung of cows and of horses, especially when mixed
with straw is light and porous.”’

“In hot summers, accompanied by light and partial
showers of rain, porous soils of no great fertility yield
often better crops than richer stiff soils. The rain
| falling on the porous soil is immediately absorbed and
| reaches the roots, whilst that falling on the heavy soils
is evaporated be‘ore it is enabled to penetrate them.”

“ A soil destitute of cohesion, like quick sand, is
not fitted for the cultivation of plants in general.—
Finally, there are certain kinds of soils, which ought,
from their chemical composition, to be very fertile,
but which, on the contrary, are sterile for many kinds

‘mixed with a large quantity of very fine sand. Such a
soil converts itself into a kind of thick mud after a
heavy fall of rain, and thus prevents all access of air,
and it drics without much contraction.”

The expedition
had traversed the coast from the Mackenzie and Copper-
mine River, but the Esquimaux all declared that no white
men had made their appearance. Unfortunately. the ice
set in unually strong, and prevented the expedition from
proceeding beyond Icy Cove, to the north of Kape Kendal,
just as it was on the point of exploring a most interesting
region. Thus, for the present, all hope is cut off of dis-
covering the lost voyagers.

HAPPINESS IN LOVE OF GOD AND OUR
NEIGHBOUR.

(From the Churchman’s Compuanion.)

A very little compass of thought will suffice to con-
vince any man of the difference between time and
eternity ; nor can any one so mnistake his judgmient, as
to think that this poor pittance of happiness to be found
here can be anything comparatable to the joys of hea-
ven and eternal glories.  The contrary is so plain,
that even the dullest man alive can easily apprehend
it; and many who have no extraordinary quickness,
nor reach above other men, but are of much inferior
understanding and abilities, readily receive it: ““Why
is it, then, that men of parts and wit do uot see what
lies so open and visible to common understandings?
The case is this: they are constantly taken up with
other things, and so never attenditoit. ~ Their thoughts
are employed another way; the world has taken early
possession of them and has laid such a train of pur-
suits in their way, that they ure entangled with them
ever after.  This is really the case of all those who,
mistaking the true happiness of man, pursue a shadow
and a phantom to their own destruction. It is for
waunt of thinking in a right way that men fall into this
fatal wisconduct; and nothing but serious and sober
thought can bring thein out of it, I shall suggest two
or three considerations.

1. We should endeavour to fix in our minds this
great and plain truth, that there can be no such thing
as true happiness separate from the love of God, and
the love of our neighbour. It is a firm and une
alterable maxim riveted in the very frame and consti-
tution of things. To scck for happiness in any other
way, is as absurd as to expect grapes from thorns, or
figs from thistles. ~ What happiness can any thioking
man propose separate from God, the centre of all hap-
piness?  And if man be made a sociable creature, it
is as vain for him to propose any separate indepeudent
happiuess from the rest of the kind.  Men are design-
ed to live in consort, and to be happy, if so-at all, in
the mutuval friendship and enjoyment -of cach other,
It is the law of their creation, the condition of their
being.  And therefore, any pretended happiness,
separate from the common good of mankind, is a mere
dream and delusion, a contradiction to the reason and
nuture of things.

A second consideration proper to be hinted at, is,
that man is made for eternity, and not for this life only.
No happiness ean be true and solid, which is not last-»|
ing and durable as ourselves.  And what if the self

A SAIL ON THE DEAD SEA. |

A light air from the south induced me to abandon
the awning and set the sail, to spare the men from la- |
bouring at the oars. A light tappiog of the tipples
at the bow, and: ‘a faint line of foam and bubbles at '
her side, were the only indication that the boat wasin |
motion. The Fauny Skinner was a mile astern, and all |
around partook of the stiiliiess of death. 'I'he weather
was intensely hot, and even the light air that urged us |
almost insensibly onward had something oppressive in |

its flaws of heat, the sky was unclouded, save by a few |

faint cirri in the north, sweeping plumelike, as if the |
sun had consumed the clouds and the light wind had |
drifted their ashes. The glitter from the water, with |
its multitude of reflectors, for each ripple was a mirror, ;
contributed much to our discomfort ; yet the water
was not transparent, but of the colour of diluted ab- |
sinthe, or the prevailing tint of a Persian opal.  The |
suq, we felt, was glaring upon us; but the. eye dared |
not take cognizance, for the fierce blaze would have |
blighted the powers of vision, as Semele was consumed
by the unveiled divinity of Jove. The black chasms |
and rough peaks, embossed with grimness, were around |
and above us, veiled in a transparent mist, like visible

air, that made them seem unreal : and 1,300 feet be-
low, our sounding lead had struck upon the buried
plaio of Siddim, shrouded in linie: and salt. Whild
busied with such thoughts, my eompanions had yiel-
déd to the oppressive drowsiness, and now lay before
we in every attitude of sleep that had more of stupor
in it than repose.

Tae Berisa Governmenrt axp T RoMaN Cario-
e Higrarcuy,— House of Lovds, July 27.—Lorn Rep-
ESDALE moved for copies of any correspondence between
the Colonial Office and the Governors of the Colonies re-
specting the ravk and precedence of Bishops. He wished
to ask the Noble Lord opposite (Farl Grey) in what po-
sition the question with regard to the title and precedence
of Protestant and Roman Catholie Bishops now stoud in the
Coloniés 7 The difficulty had arisen from takingany offi-
cial notice of the matter at all; but he must say, that in
giving the precedence to the Roman Catholic Chureh,
we had certainly departed from the principles of the Con-
stitution. Supposing a Cardinal to come to this couatry,
in what position would the Noble Lord place him.

EARrL GREY said, the papers moved for by the Noble
Lord were produced last night in the House of Commons,
and of course they would also be laid before their Lord-
ships. With vegard to the question that had been raised,
the real state of the ease was this : No Bishops, either of
the English Episcopalian Church, or of avy vther, had
any right to rank- properly speaking; except as Lorde of
Parliament ; and the Bistiops ‘of the Ivish Episcopal
Chureh only had rank because by the Act of Union they
were entitled to the rank which they. previously possessed.
Theérefore no Bishop had a right to rank as such, except
by virtue of that statate, 6r as Lords ‘of Parliameént ; but
for many years it had been the practice-~unfortunately,
as he thought=—to extend to Bishops of the Enzlish Estab-
lished Church in the Colonies the style'and title given to
Bishops in this country.—That, hawevey, had been done,
as he believed, entirely in error ; bat as in certain Colo-
nies the Protestant Bishops received precedence by cour-
tesy, it eame to be considered that the Roman . Catholie
rather than the Protestant Bishops were entitled to it in
those Colonies where the majority of the population con-
sisted of Catholics. And in, C lzgnies like New South
Wales, where the majority was 19’ ostant, although there
was'yet a large proportion of Roman ‘Catholies, the Roman
Catholic Bishops had the same right, and were paid their
salaries precisely in the same way, as the Bishops of the
Protestant Chureh ; and the Protestant Church therenot
being more established than the Roman Catholie, it was
considered a great social inequality that the Bishop of the
oue Church should have a title that was denied to thatof
the other. Upon that principle it was that he (Earl Grey)
issucd his order that the mere courtesy title should be ad-
dressed to Roman Catholic Bishops as well as those of onr
Church. ' Follo ving ont that principle, he had instructed
the Governor of New South Wales not to allow the Roman
Catholic Archbishop to take the precedence of the Bishops
of our Church ; and the Roman Catholie Bishop at Mel-
bonrne having claimed to be called Bishop of Melbonrne,
he had instructed the Governor that the only Bishop of
Melbourne was the Rev. Dr. Perry, who was appointed
by Her Majesty. -He hadialso instructed him not toad-
mit the pretensions of the Roman Catholies to have their
Church recognized as if it were the only “Catholic”
Church but always to use the term “ Roman” before the
word Catholic when meantioning that communion offici-
ally.  As to the case put of a cardinal visiting this
country, that had never occurred in his official experi=
eneeyand he declined to enter into that part.of the question.
After a few words-from Lord Redesdale in reply, the
motion for the production pf the papers were agreed to.

It had been said
this was.a woman’s quéstion, but he believed if the fairsex
were polled on, the subject it would be fouund that they were
almost unanimously in favour of the existing law.

miltees, and the anstvers he had received from them were
unanimously these :—that the Government grant had been
the means of largely benefiting all the localities to which it
had been applied ; that the number.of schools, the order
effected by them, and the atféndance upon them, had mate-
rially inoreased by the example of the good already done;
and that the operation of a farther grant would be of inesti-
mable advantage, since, were the means given of opening
new schools, there would'be no difficulty whatever in secur=

(ticed by the parish to a shoemaker, It appearing to him
' that the child’s labour was excessive, he questioned him,
and found that he was employed every day from half-past
{ five in the mornine till halt-pait“ten at night. ¢ Well,” said
{ he to the boy, ¢ that is smart work; but I suppose, at all
| events you haye the Sanday to yourself. *No,” replied the
boy, ¢only half the day ; till half-past four Pve got to nurse
the baby.” It was no wonder that such excessive and unre=
mitting toil should disgust a child with that horiest employ-
ment, which, éxercised in reason, he might joyfully pursue.
(Hear, hear.) In the other case; a girl who had been ap-
prenticed out as a servant, had to work every day {rom four
in the morning till past ten at night ; and so far from Sunday
being a day of rest, it-was the hardest work-day in the
week, for on that day the poor girl had to labour at the
washing from early in the morning till late night. (Hear,
hear.) As to the condition of the parents of these wretched
children, it was one of the lowest poverly. One large pro-
portion, indeed, of these poor creatures had no parents at
all; another proportion were the children of conviets; a
third were, as he had stated, the offspring of the direst
poverty. In illustration of this poverty he might mention,
that of the poor women who availed themselves of the public
wash-houses, the. greatest majority brought as the whole
faraily stock but six or seven articles ; in numberless cases,
the persons employed at the wash-houses were fain to lend
the wretched women gowns to wear while they washed
their onl{ garments, those in which they had come. (Hear,
hear.) It was well known that in very many cases these
unhappy persons, as the only remaining resource against
the starvation of their families, sold their hair. (Hear, hear.)
"T'he number of: this class of children at the preseat moment
roaming about London alone was upwards of 30,000.
Mr. P. Wood said, the jast year, when the grant was
made, he had taken the opportunity of calling the attention
of the Secretary of State for the Home Department to the
case of orphans in workhouses; they had no one to take
charge of them when they left the workhouse, and: fre-
quently fell into mischief, although previously untainted by
crime, and the children of parents untainted by crime :—
“ He was the more persuaded that they ought to be atteuded
to, after réading the paragraph describing the result of the
Marylebone work-house ; it strack him at the time he saw
that report, how desirable it would be if some scheme could
be devised for sending children 1o the colonies, instead of
endeavouring 1o provide for them here.
