Piercy Austin was conse-
crated as its first Bishop, and occupicd the Sce
for over 50 yeurs, becoming also, on the focma-
tion of the Ecclesiastical Province of the *Vest
Indies, its Private. Ho entered into the rest
of Paradise on November 9th, being the senior
member of the whole Anglican Episcopate.
The 8. P. G. Roport for 1892 speaks of him as

tion s0 often made that Colonial work, however
useful and necessary, is not Missionary worl.”
From the first his diocose was a great Mission-
ary field. The various tribes of Indinns were

He hns beon succceded by
tho Rt. Rev. W. T. Swaby, D.D., Viear of St,
Mark's, Millfield, Durham, appointed by ihe
Archbishop of Canterbury, to whom, with the
Bisliop of London, Bishop Miichinson and the
Barl of Stamford, the selection war dologated
by the Synod of the diocose, Referring to him
and o the late Motropolitan of Canada (Rt,
Rev. Dr. Medley, whose Tpiscopate covered
over 47 years) the 8, P, (¢, Report says: “Of
theso two great chief Pastors, each chosen by
tho freo suflrages of their brethren to bo the
Moetropolitans of their respective Provinces, it
may truly be smd that they fed their spiritual
flocks with fuithful and true hourts, and ruled
them prudently with all thoir power. Twenty
years ago a wiso toachor declared in ono of the
most historic ehurches in London that tho groat
want of the Coloninl Churches was *¢ afew more
Bishop's graves.”

St& TaTroN SYKES has resolved to complote

his groat scheme of church building and restora-
tion in East Yorkshire by the erection ofa mag-
nificent new chureh in his own park ap Sled-
mere. Sinee succeeding to the title and es-
tates in 1863, just thirty years ago, Sir Tatton
has built, rebuilt, or restored about a dozen
churches, at o cost, it is cstimated, of nearly
£100,000, and his estate now boasts of more
handsome new churches than any other in the
coantry, The church at Sledmere, which is
now being pulled down, was erected in 1756,
and took the place of an interosting fourteenth-
century church, full of fine work whicl was
most ruthlessly destroyed.

CAPITAL AND LABOUR, AND THE WIT-
NESS OF THE HOLY EUCHARIST.

A writer in Church Bells ot the time of the
appointment of the Royal Commission on the
relntionship between Fmployers and Employed,
in regard to such Commission, presented some
thoughts which are worthy of consideration,
e says :— : '

Haa the Chureh of Christ any contribution te
make Lo the solution of these problems ? There
aro some of us who feel that it is almost a re-
ligious duly to ignore these problems, so sure
are we that they must be scttled, as we put it,
without any regard to sentiment. Some of us,
ngnin, are appulled at the intricacy of the ques-
tions, and though we feel vory strongly that
Giod cannot meun things to bo as they are, yet
wo shrink from denouncing when we do not
know whore to begin to mend. Thercarenota
fow, perhaps, who say that the Church has
given us no instructions to denl with theso sub-
jects, and that therefore it becomo us as Church-
mon to lenve them alone. And the object of
this article is to ask whethor we can shelter
ourselves under this plea, If what we have to
say below is true, tho chiof institution of Chris-
tian worship should inspire those who worship
in our churches with u very strong eontribution
of feoling and thought towards the world’s solu-
tion of tho problem placed before this now Com-
mission,

Tor there is in our principal service a point at
which it is provided that we shall bring our
money matters before God through our Lord
Jesus Christ. 1f wo were using all the help that
tho Church gives us in our offertory at the Holy
Bucharist, suroly tho worshippors at the altars
of Bogland woull foel that they have something
to do for God in the solution of those difficul-
ties, Lt us seo what the offect of this part of
our sorvico should be on those who use the
Prayor-book devoutly and intolligently,

Whon the alms for the poor and other devo-
tions of the people have beon received by the
Dencons, Churchwardens, and other fit persons,
it is directed that thoy shall reverently bring
what hias boen callected to the Pricst, whe shall
‘hunmbly present and place it wpon the Holy
Table.' ﬁotu this careful direction to congre-
gution and Priest for their united act of revor-
ontly and humbly prosenting to God the alms
and other devotions of the people. This seems
10 be the remains of the primitive custom of tho
Chureb, ¢ which ordered that the poople should
come up to tho rails of tho aitarand there make
their offorings’ (Wheatley), ‘in pursuance of a
toxt delivored by our Saviour in the Sermon on
thoe Mount: *If, therofore, thou axt offering thy
gift at tho altar, and thore remomberest that
thy brother hath anything against thee, lenve
thore thy gift before the altar and go thy way;
first bo reconciled to thy brother, and then come
and offer thy gift.' The personal taking up of
their own gifls to offer must, one would think,
have helped them to make their gift a personal
offering trom themselves to God; and this aet
of o personal as well as 0 congregational offer-
ing of our gifts should be carefully made by

each of us a part of our Eucharistic service. The
full meaning of the act will be brought out if we
attend to the direction of the nextrubric: ‘ And
when there is 2 Communion the Priest shall
then place upon the Table so much bread and
wine as he shall think sufficient,” This, too, is
an offering on the part of the congregation—:
very symbolical offering, as we shall presently
see. Then begins the Prayer for the whole
state of Christ’s Church Militant hers on carth,
in which, after saying that the ever-living God
has taught us to pray and ‘to give thanks for
all men,’” we humbly beseech Him to accept our
alms and oblations, That the word *oblations,'
or offerings, here means our offering of bread
and wine is pointed to by the fact that the word
oblations was udded at the same time (1662) as
the rabric ordering the putting of the bread
and wine upun the Table at this place.

Hero, then, is one groat part of our Kuchar-
istic service—OUR THANKSGIVING FOR ALL MEN.
Doubtless it was an important element in the
service, for the members of the early Church
had been used to the ancient Pugsover, in which
the oftering of bread and wine to God formed
such a prominent part of the feast and service,
In the Primitive Churceh, at the celebration of
the Ioly Communion, the bread and wine were
always oftered by the celebrant with some such
ejaculation as this : ¢ Lord, we offer Thee Thine
own out of what Thou hast bountifully given
us, (Wheatley).

Peculiarly fitting it is that we should begin
our Sundays, as we do, with this symbolical act
of thanksgiving for all mon, for our mere crea-
tion and preservation and all the "blessings of
this life, for all God's goodness and loving-kind-
noss to us and to all men, We onght by all
means to make more thun we do of this little
piece of Divine service, Always make an nct
of thanksgiving for your human life at that mo-
ment, feel that it is the gift of God, and there-
fure a thing to be thankful for howover hard
our lot at the time may be. It is the simple
gitt of life that we are thankfully acknowledg-
ingas n }:recious gift from God. How comfort-
ing tho thought that God Who sees and knows
all soes in the life which, perhaps, seems hard
to us, a gift which calls for our thanksgiving. a
gift which, therefyre, must be capable of use,
destined for use, to His glory.

When, then, our little bit of money, and our
bread and wine, our alms or other devetions,
and our oblntions, are humbly prosented to God
by the priest, in the name of the congrogation
whom he ropresents, weought to feel that these
aro offored not as the only -portion which we
give to God, but they are offered in token that
all we have is from God, and must be evermore
oftered to Him. Our thoughts should be some-
how thus: ¢ We thank Thee for all men, for that
which we all bave, howoever poor and suffering
and we humbly beseech Thee mercifully to ac-
cept our alms and oblations, as the first-fruits of
this week’s human life and possessions, which
we offer unto Thy Divine Majesty, boseeching
Thee continually to inspire Thy whole family
with the spirit of truth, unity and concord.’

There is something very especially gignifi-
eant for us at the presoent time in this connec-
tion of the prayer for truth, unity and concord
in the whole family of Christ with our act of
acknowledgment that all the bodily goods we
have are God's, and must be offered to Him.

Surely if this were generally folt to be a part
of our parochial Sunday services, and, much
more, if we were in the habit of beginning each
Sunday thus, our money difficulties would be-
come much less than they are at present. If,
before the altar of Christ’s Presence, we werein
the habit of beginning the one service in which
our Lord gives us His fullest and most Spiritual
and most Human Presence, by bringing our
money questions and our food and drink ques-
tions betore God's Divinn Majesty, and owning
our money and our food to be from Him, and

asking Him to help us to use therm as His, and
50 to otfer all to His Divine Mejesty, and asking
Him at the same time to inspire the whole
brotherhood with the spirit of truth, unity and
concord—conld the relations beiween * Capital
and Labour’ be as they now are? Indeed, this
opening act of our Holy Bucharist has an in-
tensely practical bearing on the - daily lives of
all men at the present time.

Such is the high mark that is set before us
in the opening act of this sexvice, Butit isthe
Sacrament itself which tells us how we can
reasonably give thanks for all men, how we can
offer all we have, and are, to God’s Divine
Majesty. If the service went so far and stopped
short there, a5 in & meusure it does when there
is an offertory but no celebration of the Holy
Communion, we might well feel that the offer-
ing of the alms and oblations symbolised o
splendid ides, but one impossible to live by.
And so we must 20 on 1o see how the Sucrament
itself is essentially our Holy Eucharist.

The Sacrament itself tells us that God takes
our gifts, the bread and wine, and all that they
ropresent, all indeed in life that we offer to Him,
and gives Himself to us in them and through
them. O-.glorious Gospel! They shall call Ifis
Name Emmanuel—God-with-us. Bethlehom is
everywhere; O come let us adore Him, We
may verily live Eucharistie lives—lives which,
us St. Paul bids, are * giving thanks always, for
all things, in the Name of our Lord Jesus
Christ 1o God, even the Father' (Eph. v, 20),
Except for this Gospel which God proclaims to
us, when He takes the bread and wine that we
offer him, and makes it for us the very life of
Christ to us, how could we give thanks in all
things? But this Gospel, this Revelation of the
Blessed Bread and Wine, tells us that there is
more than wo see in all human things, that alt
life is sncramental, so that ¢ whatsoever we do
in word or in deed we may do all in the Name

of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the -

Futher through Him’ (Col. iii. 17). What
meaning, what hope, is thus. breathed into all
human affairs! We need not bund over the
greater part of human life to anarchy, as we
do. All life, social and industrial, may be spiri-
tual, done in the Name of the Lord Jesus, built
upon facts which call for thanksgiving. ‘In
everything we may %ive thanks, for this is the
will of God in Jesus Christ toward us’ (I Thess,
v. 18).

Is God sucly is earth such, as we assert in
these Bucharistic words ? The assertion of faith
concerning God and the things of earth is, that
in God, through Christ, all things are so con-
stituted that thanksgiving for alf things znd all
men is the basis of the truc use of all things.
Theworld's maxim, the maxim of merely car-
nul sense, is rather that one may be thankful if
one iy successful, ‘The Christian assertion is that
we must be so sure of certain truths concerning
God and all things in Christ that we begin with
thanksgiving; that things aro not wrongly
made, that the wrong is our misdoing; that
’ghings are made by the Father, redeemed by His
non, '

And the Bucharistic witness of the Sacramen-
tal bread and wine is the only full and adequate
witness to this trdath concerning all things, For
what is done with the brend and wine in this
Sacrament is symbolical of what God does with
all the things of human use, The bread and
wine which we offer to Giod at the beginning of
our gervice as our oblations, -or firat-fruits, of
our week's food and drink—the elements of our
bodily subsistence—these, by the consccration
which our Lord authorized in the institution of
this Sacrament, become to the faithful such that
all Christians, differ as they mayin theories of
the Sacrament, can agree to say as that bread
and wine "are admiinistered, ‘Thée body and
blood of ourLord Jesus Christ, which were
given for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto
sverlasting life, Take and eat this in.remem-
drance that Christ died for thee, and feed on

Him in thy heart, by fuith, with thanksgiving.
Drink this in remembrance that Christ's blood
was shed for thee, and be thankful.’

‘Feed on Him with thanksgiving' *Be
thankful.’  With thanksgiving wo offor our
simple gifts of bread and wine to Him. With
thanksgiving we receive them back from Him,
mystie food, Himself. And we ask Him mer-
citully to aceept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving, le., all that we havo done from
the time when we put our oblations of bread
and wine upon the altar until now that, having
first consecraied and then eaten and drunken
the holy mysteries, we are assured thereby of
Grod’s favor and gracions goodness towards us,

Some such glad unchanging witness concorn-
ing persons and things wo do indeed wunt.
There is so much around us and within us
which makes us despnir of persons und things.
There is so much to make us fear, there are so
many who tell us that the world is so consti-
tuted that most of us cannot have what we all
yot rightly wish to have. There is so much to
mako uy think, there are so many who say,that
you cannot change the human naturs, which
makes life so largely wretched for most of us
at prosent. That this is not the true view of
things, that things are not thus constituted,
the Sacramont_of the Fuchurist should witness
to us weel by week. And when it is our high-
est act of public worship to celebrate the Iu-
charist in this spirit and to this end, when wo
allow this Sucrament to be not merely a private
consolation to the individuals who receive it,
but still more our Lord's Eucharistic witness
coneerning the whole human nature which Ife
has taken, and the wholo world which the
Father mude and loves, thon we shall be inspired
and nerved to approach all the problems of life
in no despairing mood with the victory that
overcomes the world; we shall show forth at
all times and in all places, not only with our
lips but in our lives, the faith that carth as well
as henven is full of the glory of God. Lord, we
believe. Help Thou our unbelief. G. 8.

A TOUCHING ADDRESS.

The aged and beloved Bishop Whipple, of
Minnesota, sent from his sick bed his address
to the Diocesan Council which was held last
menth. In concluding he used these wise and
loving words :—

As it is oventide with your old Bishop, and
as every yoar binds yon and your flock in more
tender ties to his heurt, bear with me a fow
words of loving advico, -Asthe yearsgo by the
subject of the re-union of Christians grows very
denr, for our blessed Lord has told us it is a
condition of convincing an unbelieving world. And
surely when every form of infidel philosophy
and ancient forms of heathenism, and oven
apostles of the false prophet have come 1o our
land 1o beguile unstable souls, it is time to pray
a8 wo never prayed before that they who have
beon baptized into Christ skall join kands
together under the banner of the old primitive
creeds to win men to Christ and His Church. I
know that many look upon this as the distem-

ered vision of an onthusiast’s hoart, Ftisnot.
]I)t was a thought very near the heart of our
Divine Mastar that night when He made the
prayer of oblation of Himsolf for the sacrifico of
the Cross. 1 do not ssk any of you to lay plans
or to depart a hair's breadth from loyal obe-
dience to the voice of the Chureh. But I do ask
that you shall ol pray day by day for thet spirit
of charity, the greatest of all gifts, which will
love all that Christ loves, and speak no word
and do no act which will widen our sad divi-
sions. - o -

As I look back on forty-four yoars of my min-
isterial life, poor and miserable as much of jt

looks to mo, I find no comfort save only in the
thought that there have boen times when my
own Hmor heart has boen 8o noar to Christ that
1 could tell 1Iis lvvoso as to reach other bur-
dened hoarts, 1 have found my. groatest help
in my ministry, noxt to the influences of the
Holy Spirit, in those blessed words of our Lord
which e spuke to the bewilderod Philip, who
had asked that Jesus would show him the
Father, ¢ He that hath scon Mo had seen tho'
Father.” And I have always beon thankful
that when St. Paul, who wrote as no other man
evor wrote of the things of God, had told the
story of man’s redemption in Christ, of his me-
diation in oavon, of his Church and means of
grace on onrth, he onds the story of love
“Josus Christ the samo yostorday, to-day and
forevor,” And in that vision which ecamo to
St. John in Patmos, no words are swoeoter than
thoso of tho Son of God, “I am lo that Jivoth
and was dend, and am alive forever moro, and I
have the keys of hadea nnd death.” )

L send you my love and blessing. God tho
Father, (rod tho Son, God the Ioly Ghost, pre-
serve you and the flock committed to your caro

“ITALIAN MISSION " IMPUDENCE,

The “Pastoral Lotter” recently issued by
Cardinal Vaughan and his fourteen titular
Bishops on the oceasion of the Pope’s now de-
vice of pretonding to consocrate England to the
patrovage of the Blossod Virgin Mary and St,
Poter, is a truly marvellous documont.

Biblo clsses, fomporanco sociotios, night
schools, wmbulanco classes, ov other clubs are
formed nimong the moembors, each of them boing
ansigned to the supervision of some ono officor,
as onch parish finds most suitable.

CONSECRATION OF AN
CHU RCIL
On Wednesday,the 12th July,the IndianChurch
of St John the Divine at Point Bleue, Liake
St. Johin on the Montagnais Reserve, was con-
seerated by the Lord Bishop of Quebee.

The Church is erccted on o good site over-
looxing the majestic lake. It was designed by
Mr, Harry Staveley, of Quebee, and built by
LT Nesbitt & Co,, and is unquestionably one
of the best proportioned churches in the
country, It is a plair, wooden structure, con-
taining « fine open roof, with the choir clevated

threo steps above the nuve, from which it is
sopurnied by u roodsercen, and the altar is
raised three slops abovo the choir, The windows
which are squire-headed, tripple-lighted, and
commaonly known as Elizabethan, are fllled,
the uppor part with amber-tinted, and the
lower -with sen green, volled, cathedral
glnss, Tho altar was vested in an altur-cloth
presentod by tho [ilburn Sisters of London;
the fair linon, very elaborately and beautifully
embroidered, was prosonted by the Guild of St.
Matthew's, Quobee; The altar vessols are of
very chuste design, and ot solid silver, and the
font givon by the Vestry of St. Jumes' Church,
Three Rivors, wus presonted o that Church by
Bishop Stewart in the yenr 1830,

As the hour appointed for the interesting
ceremony appronched, tho Indinns took up their
pasition outside the church and fired a salute
as the Kpiscopal party drove through the
5{1‘11\*0”0(1 rond leading to the church amid the
dozon of flags which lined and brightened the
way.

The nll)pm- part of the church was reserved
for the Indians, who filled nearly the whole
Luilling, many of the visitors being unable to
find weats, and standing through the whole
sorvico.

Ateloven o'clock the Lord Bishop,wearing bis
Doctor's robes, and proceded by the missionary
in-chargo, Rov. 1L, C. Stuart, acting as his chap-
lain nnd currying the pastoral staff, proceoded
to the western door of tho church, whero tho im-
pressive sorviee for tho Consceration of a church
bogan, The oflice was concluded in the choir,
after which the Divine Liturgy was proceeded
with, the Bishop boing the Celebrant, Rev. R,
W. Colston neting as Gospeller, and Mr, Stuart
a8 Kpistoler.

After the Croed, His Liordship addressed the
Indians through an interpreter, the veteran
Charles Robortson, Ovor fifty Indians com-
municated,

Miss Dunn accompamed the service on
the orgnn, and the music throughout was very
bright, hearty and devotional,

Among those present were Mr. and the Misses

Dunn, Prof. and Mrs. Wait, of Knoxville, Ten-
nessce, Mr. S. Mallinson, lay-reader of Radnor,
Mr. Charles and Mrs, Scott, Mr, B. A, and Mrs,
Scott, Miss Ruth Scott, Mr.J. H, and s,
Cummins and family, Mr. T. B. and Mrs, Ross
and family, of the Hudson Bay Co., Mrs. Stuart,
Miuss Constance Ritchio, and several American
guests of the Hotol Roberval.

In the afternoon Evensong was sung, three
Indian children were baptized by the bishop,
and an address, accompanied by an embrojder-
bag containing $26.60, was presented to the
missionary in charge by Charles Robertson, on
behalf of the Indians. )

Not only was thisa Red-letter Day in the
lives of the Indinns, but the spectacle of such a
concourse of people, earnestly following the
service with their Cres Prayer Book—their ex-
pressive faces, full of sincerity, and beaming
with happiness, was a sight long to be remem-
bered,

Thus was brought to n successfol termina-
tion the brightest day in the life of the Church
of England at lakeSt. John.

That this Society
ventures further earnostly to invito the minis-
tors of tho Gospel in Orillia to some concerted
action for wniting the Chureh of Christ in thiy
place in stemming tho tide of intemporance,
which is rising to an alarming extent in this
town ; and us a means of uniting the Christian
and philanthropic agencies in such offorl, we
woilld suggest that a conference of representa-
tive workers be leld atan early date, for the
purpose of organising and deciding upon u
course of united action.

TILE BISILOPS VISIT TO MENTOXNE,

In a letter from Mentone, dated the 30th Dec-
ember, 1892, and address to Rev. Mr. Llwyd
Commissary, the Bishop says:

“] am glad o be able to report that in Gol's
great goodness, T have improved wonderfully,
and feel myself equal to pedestrian excursions
which are an astonishment even to myseif, 1
take walks of four or five miles datly,and some of
them are pretty stiff onos,involving the climbing
of stift hills, which before would have appalled
me. But the factis one cannet help walking here,
Alike, the air and the scenery wempt you. As
to the former, il is soft and wurin and bulmy,
To-day both my windows were open while |
wrote, the southern sun pouring in at me in all
his strength, We arrived here this day week,
and only two days have been short of perfect.
These were fine, though cloudy. The climate
is wonderful. You ure by this time, I suppose,
shivering und shaking with cold, standing on the
verge of a bleak and dreary winter—all vegeta-
tion gone, snow deep, cold winds whistling about
your ears. Here we go about without over-
coats, and even then are too warm, while the
gardens ave full of orange and lemon trees, luden
with fruit, in all possibiestages of growth, from
the earliest green neot to perfect maturity, and
all theso on the same tree simultancously. Com-
ing down a mountain yesterday, 1 picked a rips

orange on the way. Then, as to the scencry, I
wish my powers of deseription are bettor than
they are, but you can imagine it all—the town,
about 10,000 inhabitants, built on a slope
stretching down to tho sea, the Meditorranean.

‘The sea, tho doop blue sen,’

as the song says, and oh, what a perfect bino!
refleeting the cloudless blue above, Then in the
orposite direction, to the north, a semi-circular
chain of mountains ranging from 1,000 to 4,500
feot in hoight, the lower slopes covered with
dense grovos of olives, and terraced for vine-
growing and gardening purposes, whilo tho
higher ranges ave bare and rugged, as if thrown
up by somo tremendous voleanic uphcaval, Be-
tween, deep, winding valleys, each interested by
its road, which winds in and out in n most ser-
pontine way,every turn and standpoint rovealing
some new boauty, Roses, heliotropes, gornu-
iums, ote, abound everywhere. Ilenco flowors
are almost a drug in the mavket. Aftorall this,
yvou will not wonder that | am delighted with
the placo, and find mysel{ improving rapidly
and gaining now strength in the enjoyment of
it. Thers are two English c¢hurches—one cou-
nected with the 8.4, the other with tho (LC,
C.S8.—the chaplains of both Dbeing licensod hy
the Bishop of Gibraltar, As might be o.\:pcclott
T have had several offers of pulpit and plat-
form hospitalitics, but have conscientiously de-
clinad them all for the present, and so nm able
to enjoy in perfection for the first time, 1 think,
in my ministerul life, the otiwm e dignitate,

Tho Bishop of the diocose intended to sail
from BEnglind on the 13th wit. but found it
necessary Lo remain longoer in the interosts of
the Indian worlc in his diocere.

TICKE JTOMIS RULYE BILL.

The Lord Bishop of Cashel in his address to
his Syunod thus spoke of this mersure:

There was apparently hanging over them
what might be a great and terrible hindrance
to civil and roligious liberties in the land, They
could not but see ndvancing in Parlinment o
meisure which might be a feurful injury to all
chusses in their land, and especially to those
who professed the truth of God's Holy Word,
Their oarnest desire was that that might yot be
checkod and not be nllowed o be bronght to o
consummution.  They eurnestly hoped thnt the
inconsistenciey, the difficulties, and the dangors
it contnined would be exposel before the world,
and that the consciences and voices of their
fellow-subjects throughout the Fmpire might
be raised in opporition to t. [t was 2 matier
of great encouragement to them thut not only
the members of their own Church, and thut
practicatly the members of the Nouconformist
bodies in Ireland were at agreoment in their
feelings as vregards this mensure, but that tho
cream of thetr Roman Catholie fellow-subjects
were joined with them in repudiasting the mea-
sure.  That was a matler of great encourage-
ment of all wasg that nothing could happen in
this matter or in any other matter without the
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Iraland, should be set aside a8 unwoithy of such
n name; and that the very men who put it for-
ward should be the men (o withdraw from the
ovil which they were sceking to nccomplish,

But wo
grontly doubt, and until the result of the clee
tions clonrs up matiors we shall continuo to
doubt, whother they have not mistaken tho
seople they hiave to denl with, Thero is much
in the Ilome Rulo Bill nbout which Ministers
may be auxious {0 have uy little suid as possi-
ble. That mueh wo can understand.  But that
this frank disclosure of thetr desiro not to have
the Bill oxamined will in the ond minister to
its nceomplishmont is more than wo are able to
boliove,” The Jllustrated Church News says:

No provious Parlinmontary measnro or crisis
van for ono moment comparo with it, To stifle
discussion upon such a meusure, to stop the
mouths of tho Opposition by the closure, und to
rosort as # last monsure to Parliamentary coer-
cion of the most oxtremo typo, is at loust an
occontricity of administration which can hardly
fuil to bring trouble in its wuko,”

FOR SUNDAY SCHOOIL TEACILERS.

We have more than once pointod out to our
young peoplo that tho proper and most eftica.
cious way to study the Bible is ta read it with

an object. Churchmen are given the Catechism
to learn when very young, and they aretaught
to refer to the Bible in proofofdoctrines taught
in that precious synopsis. By the time they can
understund the motif or drift of the Catechism
they will know a great deal of the Bible. We
cannot impress too deeply upon Sunday School
teachers the importanee of Catechising. There
is little use in cramming scholars with facts,
historical or geographical, of the Bible, unless
they are in connection with some material point
of doctrine, Every scene in history should be
brought to bear npon something in their own
lives, Every fact in geography or botany
should be brought to bear upon something
around themselves. For example—in atudying
the Lord’s Prayer, which we think ought to be
the very firat thing to be taught to children,
beenuse from it we can reason concerning the
whole Cutechism; we use the first words © Cur
Father"—the questions would be to educate, or
druw from the children tho clauses of the Chris-
tian covenant, showing who is our Father and
how llo is Our Father, by creation and by
adoption. Then would come in the stories of
Absnlom and of the Prodigal Son, which would
tlso bo examples of the second answer of the
Church Catochism., A skilful teacher would
steadily adapt such teaching to the understand-
ing of his pupils, and tho interest awakened
waould not only give him satisfuction, but stimu-
lute himsolf to deoper rescarch. — Honolulu
Church Chronicle.

Mr. Geo.J. FLeE?, one of the founders of the
Church of England Sunday School Institute,
anid a toachor for some sizty years, speaking at
the last annuul meeting of his own work, “what

it has dono and what it has been to me,” said:
“To Dbegin with, T soon learned one lesson,
namely, that when God has mercifully kindled
in one’s heart n wish to labor for Him, it is not
for that person Lo rush hithor and thither head-
longinto unything, but according to a litile
phrase that F copied out, * * % Do as Sanl
of Tarsus did —wait: God did not tell him at
onco what to do.” It came in God’s timo, it
came in (iod's way and it enme in God's power,
S0, L say wuit, and God will surely show
you what work He has to do. God doos
not call ovory ono to bo Sunday-school teachers,
Thero muy bo other spheres of work quite us
necessary, as honored and as useful.”

They who tench must learn, If we fail to
fulfil our duty, we soon find out that there are
no keenor observors, or keener crilics, than
childron : and when children either say, . . . .
or show by their indifference or thoughtloss-
ness, that Lthoy have had enough of us, it is for
s ta considor whether the fault is not in our
selves und that wo have not eRiciently studied
what wo have to teach.—Flect,

Children of the Church are to bhe taught as
children of the Church. Our Church has n dofi-
nite system of truth, clear and simple. It
covers & fow points of doctrine and that system
of truth should be adhered to, Our Church has
un orderly form of worshi; hor children should
be taught to loze it and to wnife in it, Our
Church makes demnands upon the porsonal ser-
vico and loyalty of her children ; they should
bo taught to give willing adhesion. In a word
the children onght to bo so trained in Sunday-
school that ns thoy grow up thoy will become
loyal membors of The Church. ftis not enough
to make them wildly ncquiesce in her ways,
They should becomo thoroughly in love with
them. This is not to make them uncharitable,
but to givo thom tone and fibre whereby they
will go out into the world and be of some posi-
tive use.—Rer.

organs of the S. P. G, have a verylarge circu-
lntion, which is well maintained. .

There are 23,000 Lay teachers, 2,600 students
in the colleges, and 38,000 children in the Mis-
sion schools of the 8. P. (. in Asia and Africa,

The S. P. G- had ip 1832, 677 ordained mis-
sionaries on its lists, distributed as follows:
Asia, 224; Africs, 159; Australin and the Pa
cific, 18; North America, 210; West [ndies,
33; Europe, 33. Of these, 119 are natives lu-
boring in Asia, and 38 in Africa.

During 1892, the Board of Examiners uf the
8. P. G, considered the offers of forty-five can-
didates for work abroad: and recommended
thirty of them to the Society. Eleven were sent
to Afriea; two to Newfoundland ; four to Can-
adu; three to the West Indles; two to Austra-
lia; two to Corea, and six to India.

The Society has published in one lurge octavo
volumo (1,000 pages) a classified digest of its
proceedings, journals, MS. letters and reports,
with a record of all the missionaries whom it
has supported from the date of its incorpora-
tion by Royal Charter in 1701 to the present
time, [n view of the observance of the Society’s
Bi-centenary in 1900 the time of publication iz
opportune, This work will be of great usc in
giving the early history, not only of the Church
in the United States, on which up to the dule
of the Declaration of Independence in 1784 the
Society spent nearly a quarter of a million of
money (£}, but of the foundation of the Church
in every colony of the Empire, with whose his-
tory the Socioty is for ail time very closely
bound up. The missionary work in India, as
woll as in countrios outside the limits of the
Iimpire, is recorded at length. The work is
illustraled by portraits of the fourteen Arch-
bizhops of Canterbury, who have been its pre-
sidents; of Bishop Seabury, the first Bishop of
the United States ; of Dr. Inglis, the first Colo-
nial Bishop, and of the Rev. G, Keith, the first
missionary sent to America in 1702, and by en-
gravings of many colleges in foreign parts,
which the Society has helped by endowmont or
otherwise. The price is 15s,

They fear the rule of priests who do not hesi-
tate to denounce men as “ adulterers"” and their
wives and sisters as  prostitutes " because they
have chosen to votefor a political candidate who
is not congenial to the Roman Catholic Bisbop.

They fear the rule of men who, as in Belfaat,
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have withdrawn every Roman Catholic from the
great Friendly Societies, the Oddfellows, Shep-
herds, Foresters, Rechabites—societies of which
we are so prond in. England, and which have
done such noble work wherever they have ob-
tained & footing. )

They fear the regime of men who, purporting
to be ministers of God, have year after year
stood by and seen the crulest murders, the vilest
acts of injustice done under their eyes, and who
have never raised s finger nor uttered a word
to bring the criminals to justice; whoin hun-
dreds of eases knowing, and knowing well the
perpetrators of these crimes have preferred to
keep their own council, and to allow persccution
10 go on unchocked because they will not or
dare not break with the men upon whom their
temporal position depends.

Sir,—Permit me through your paper to say
a few words regarding this institution and Ca-
couna ag adesirable place of rest und recupera-
tion for the clergy.

1 know of no place more suitable for ono who
feels the want of a much neceded rest. Tho en-
tire change of air and the effeet of the salt
breeze can only be realized by those who have
experienced it, especially beneficial is it to our
clergy who has been living and working inland,
The cost of living at Cacouna is very low indoed,
being only 50e a day, This is even less than
what it would cost at our own home, and, of
course, doos not nearly pay were it not for the
liberal support of many of our church poople
who recognize the noed of such an institution
for our clergy.

As regards the comforts of the louse, too
much cannot be said in its favor, It is beauti-
fully situated, overlooking the river, where all
ocean vessels can be seen passing to and fro,
The interior is furnighed like an ideal house,
yet pliinly and substantially. There is o de-
tached reading-room a few yards away, where
the daily papers from Montreal and Quebec are
fonnd, as well as the nucleus of a libvary kindly
presented by Major Irvine,

The lady managers have sccured the services
of a first-class housekeeper and cook, and in
consequence the table—which is an attractive
consideration—is of the very best, far surpass-
ing, I consider, many a summer hotel at $2.00
a day, :

The clergy cannot be loo grateful for, or on-
courage too much those who have so kindly
taken this work in hand ard mado it such a
thorough success. And now that it is so effi-
ciently established by their zeal, as well as by
the financial support of our church people it
would seem a pity if wo did not take hold of it
and make the best possible uze of onr privilege.

IN BIBLE LANDS.

IT—FroM JaFrA To JERUSALEM

As seen from the vessel at anchor outside the
harbour—which only small craft can entor—
tho town of Jaffa rises like a fortified place upon
the slope of o rocky hill, on cither side of which
a sandy beach extends north and south as far
as the eye can reach, and above it, in the dis-
tance, the blue outline of the hills of Judea.

The harbour—such as it is—is formed by a
low, brolien ledge of rocks, half under water,
through a gap in which the small boats which
take voyageurs ashore must thread their way
with the utmost caution. The landing canonly
be made in fine weather, and even then it is at-
tended with a cerlain amount of difficulty
which the native bostmen do not diminish by
their habit of laying down their oars, when woell
undor way, and demanding © backshish” in ad-
dition to the fare which has already been agreed
upon and paid. We were fortunate in having
a land breezo, which made it easy to eflect u
tolerably comfortable landing nt the quay which
hins for its only breakwater the aforesaid half-
sunken ledge of rocks,

The railway station, which is situated about
a mile from the landing, is reached by way of
narrow streols full of indescribably offonsive
odours, in which the pedestrian must be wary
if he desires—as inttinetively he does—to avoid
coutnet with the heavily-laden cumels and don-
keys und the natives who throng part of the
way.

Once out of the town, howover, and upon the
sandy road which leads to the station, the air
is fresh and pure, and the eye rests gratefully
upon the beautifui orange gardens which extend
for somo distance inland. The Juflu oranges
are large and juicy, und form one of the chicf
export commodities of the place.
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The railway starts north of the town, near
tie sea, and, aftor making a curve to round the
gardens, proceeds in its general southreasterly
direction, and cnters the Plain of Sharon. This
plain, with an averago width of fifteen mmiles,
extonds from Joppa to Cresarca.  The soil is a
rich red und very fertile still, an in olden times,
(Tsa, Ixv: 10). The brilliancy of its gransy
carpet is heightened in the spring-time by
bright scarlet anemones, with purple centres,
which grow in great profusion, We had oppor-
tunities of plucking quantitics of them during
the leisurely stops of the train at stations or for
water,

These lovely flowers are included under the
general Arabic name of szsan, which may cor-
respon to the Hebrew shushan, the name of the
lily of Scripture. They can aardly he the
“ rose of Sharon,” of which S-tamon sang.

The firat station from Jaffa is Ludd, the
modern representative of ~ Lydda, where St.
Petor healed the paralytic, Aencas, (Aets ix,
32.35). Hero is a picturesque ruin of (he

Church of St. George, built by the Crusaders at
the place whero England's patron saint is said
to have beon born,

From Lydda the road bends southward to
Ramleh, which oceupies the traditional site of
the ancient Arimathea. The most conspionous
object here i8 an imposing Norman-Gothio
towor, probably built by the Crusaders, though
an Arabie inseription over the door attributes
it to a Mamoluke prince of the fourteonth cen-
tury.

There are fow other stopping-places of notoon
the way. Soon after Ramleh is passed, which,
with Lydda and Joppa, lios in the anciont ter-
ritory of the tribe of Dan, the railway crosses
the tribul boundary of Jwdah, und continues its
southerly direction past Nanmah (modern
Na'unel, Josh. xv., 41), until it onters the val-
ley of Sorck, whero Samson wooed Delilah,
{Jndges xvi,, 4), now the Wady es Surar, which
it follows until the border of Benjumin is
reachad, from which point it follows the
sontherly bond of the Wady es Sikkeh, n tribu-
ary of the Surar, and with it to be soen on any
good map of modoern Palostine, to Bittir
(0. 7T, Bether, Cant. ii,, 17), the fifth station
from Jutfa and the next before Jerusalern. The
third and fourth stations lio in the course of the
Wady es Surar, tho lutter having booun idontitied
with Kbenezer, whenco the Ihilistines curried
away the Ark of God to Ashdod (1 Sam, v, 1.)

The Wady is the bal of a mountain stream,
genorally dry insummer, though showing trucos
of the violence of the winter froshots which
come down from the heights of the hill country
to the sen.  After the maritime plin and thoe
smaller hills known in Seriptare as the * low
country” are past, the Wady afforids w greadual
aseont tlu‘oug‘\ the “ hill country of Judes” w0
Jorusalem, whore the mailway terminus is 2450
feot nbove Lhe sen.

The railway is built an the *“ narrow guage”
system, with the ruils ono motre apart. The
rondway is narrow, leaving no room for o second
truck. fn tho mountain region, whichis rugged
and barron, there are revernl cuttings in the
golid rock. The wholoe line is 87 kilomotroes; or
nearly 55 milos long, from the terminus at Jaftn
to that at Jerusalem, which, with something
of reverenee, though yerhaps more of expe-
diency, haw been placed out of sight of the city,
to the south-enst, near the Bethlchem road, and
rather more than half o mile from the Jafln
gate, G. Aunorr Ssirn,

Tho universul tendency of human nature is
{o truat rather o material than spivitual things,
To lock at tho things thal are seen more than
upon Lhie things that are not scen. To bo ig-
norant of apiritual gifts is to ignoro them, to
negloct (hom, to undervalue them; not to put

them to use, not to exerciso them, to live as if

wo had them not, To walk by sight and not by
Faith has always beon one of the sora tompta-
tions of Christinn men,  Whon our Lord as.
conded up on high 1o received “gifts” for mon,
The first disciplos romained at Jerusalem wait-
ing tor these gifts, On the morning of Ponte-
cost thoy woro sont down, and the foundations
of u spiritual kingdom wore laid, which was to
bo tho dopository of manifold gifts of grace for
mon, and which was to enduro for all time, The
Church becamo a visible, standing body; men
snw and henrd and £olt ber; and so evident wero
the manifestations of' her graces and gifts, that
nono vounld gainsny or deny thém, Evon the
world ai that time was “ uot ignorant” of the

supernatural stores of grace of which the

Church was ihe garner. ,
11,—Neither was the Corinthian Chureh *ig-

norant” of the possession of these gifts in the

sense of not knowing that they had been given, -

and that the Propheey of Joel had been fulfilled
to the letter. But those to whom St, Paul
wrole were ignorant of the proper use and irue

value of these * gifts,” They did not make the

most of them. They allowed the weapons with
which God bad furnished them for the spirilual
conflict to which they wore pledged in Baptism,
to rust in tho armory, or they turned their gifts
to bad ends; they did not employ them to God’s
vrue service or the edification of souls. The’
supernatural ondowments of the early Church
were suited to the nature of the special work
she had to do. They were very various and
very differenit.  **The word of wisdom”—the
infallible knowledge of the truths of Chris-
tianity given to the Apostles. ‘*The word of
knowledge”—ua specinl power of interpreting
the Jewish Scriptures.
perfect persunsion of God’s power to perform
His promises in every particular, “ Prophecy’
—the power to persuade men that Jesus wus
the very Christ of the Old Testament and the
world’s ““ expected one,”” The power of work-
ing  “miracles,’  “healing,” ¢ speaking in
foreign tongues” and * discerning spirits,” ns
the case of the Galatians (sce Fpistle);
see also Acts xvi, 16, xiii. 10." These
gifts ave specinlly known as “ the manifesiation
of tho Spirit”—the open and evident proofis of
His presence in the Church. But these ¢ gifts”
wore given “ to profit withal"—for the common
éOOd’ for the advancement of the cause of the
rospel, not for personal display, or Fleusuro, or
glory. Theso “ gifts” are not wilthdrawn from
the Church in our day, as the missionary an-
nals of this nineteenth cenlury abunduntly
prove. Thoy are not even suspended, as some
teachors aver, God forbid! for then no longer
would our Zion be *the city set on the hill
which cannot be hid.” ~

11[.—Is not the warning of the Apostlesadly
needed by the attitude of Christians in our gwn

day ?  Tndwelling upon the material side of
Church worlg, properly, endowments, funds, the
area coverod by Christian effort, organization,
schemes for raising money, ofton of a question-
able kind, is there not much *“ignorance of
spiritunl gifts” to deplore ? Is there not a
tendoney to draw away from the “inner and
more spiritual endowments of tho Church,” Lo
lonn on her material ‘or social or territorial ad-
vantages ¢ Is this the seevel of the feehloness
of Christian Truth, ax taught in our day, to cope
with the forces of evil, and to grapple cffectu-
ally with “spiritual wickedness in the high
places of the earth P What is our fuith as re-
gards the “gifts” in the Sncraments and Sacra-
mentnl ordinances of the Church? as rogards
prayer, preaching, fusting, intercession for
others?  IIave not theso ** gifts” been a source
of envy, dispute, division and misuso, rather
than weapons wielded by tho hand of Faifh to
overcome evil? Tt is not that men deny out-
right tho existence of spiritual power and grace
in the bedy in our day ; not this at all, 1t is
thut the common practice is quietly and care-
lessly to ignore them: not to use them. “Neg-
ligenco”—it may be is the sin of the day, rather
than “ignorunce.,” The Epistle reminds us,
1st, That there are “spintunl gifts;” 2nd,
That they are given for the advancemont of the
body of the fuithful ; 3rd, That as these ** gifts”
are givon for a purpose, their use must be ae-
counted for by every man in the great day of
reckoning when the end shall come,

IV, —There is cheer as well as warning in
theso words of the Apostle. It is hard to real-
ize the greatness and splendour of the provision
God has made in his Church for all the needs of
man. Who cnn adequately tell what great

“ Faith"—a full and -

things he hath done for our soul. O! that we
could he stirred up to a real and heartfelt sensc
of our high privileges, and of the gifts and
graces which may be ours for the seeking,
which lie close to hand, so to speak, unnoticed,
and unused, but which we all so sorely need ut
times, Men faint for Christ beside the cistern
of living waters : they pine with hunger in sight
of the ]iving bread sent down from heaven,
The Church offers what humanity is dying tor,
Like Joseph's granatics, she is ready to nourish
a famine‘stricken world. She has the *gift”
of bringing about “ a death unto sin and a new
birth unto righteousness’ in the laver of regen-
eration—the fountain of Holy Baptism. She
has the *gift” of true thought and a sound
faith to offer in hor creeds. She has the “gift”
of the Holy Scriptures,which reveal the mind and
will of God manwards. She has the “gift"” to lead
soulsinto “ all truth.” She has the ‘sacred bread’
to dispenso to the faithful in the Sucrament of
Divine compassion, She has the Pardoning
Word' to pronounce to all who truly forsake sin
and turn to rightcousness. But alas! ave we
not “jgnorant ” of these things?” Cur lot iy
fallen i a fair ground.” Yea bave we not of a
truth “agoodly heritage” ? But to gaze upon a
sword, to discourse about the material of which
it is mude, to recount its history, is not the same
as to take it up firmly in the hour of battle,
and use it manfully, 1n the first ages of the
Chureh her children trusted more in her * spir-
{tual gifts ¥ than in material things. That was
an ago of ])l‘Ogl‘OSH, of enorgy, of conquest.
Now men talk of the Church as not any longer
having this or that “gift " of the Spirit. They
would, forsooth, try to convince us that her
malerial wealth and her territorial extension
are substitutes for those “gifts,” What is
needed for clergy and laity alike is a veturn ta

- a faith in the “spiritual gifte” that are owrs

now and ever in the city of our God. Let ux
ponder deeply and frequently on this subject,
not putting it aside as an obscure or antiguated
matter only of interest to the stadentof ancient
Church history. Lot us rather welcome the
rebuke of the Apostle as it applies to us, and
think more bighly of the Supernatural Powers
of the body of which we are baptised members:
of her doctrines: her gifts of grace: her power
to bless, to cleanse, to comfort, to bring oul of
darkness into light nations and individuals just
as in the days of St. Paul himself, * According
unto your Faith,” in Church work, or personal
striving after God ” it shall be unto you.”

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tue advocntes of Tk BETTER OBSERVANCE
oF Suxpay will be pliased to know that the
Chizago Fair has after all been closed on the
Lord’s Day; not we fear from any sense of
duty, but because it was found that keeping
open did not pay. We are well pieased too to note
the fact that the House of Laymen of the Pro-
vince of Canterbury has adopted the following
resolution, moved by Sir Douglas Fox and
seconded by Lord Ashcombe, against the open-
ing of muscums on Sunday :

“That the day of holy rest is a Divine insti-
tntion appointed by God at the beginning us
day for rest and worship, and that the obser-
vanco of Sunday has been an incaleulable bless-
ing to all classes of society, especially to the
working men and women; and this House de-
precates every movement which tends to in-
crease Sunday labour or {0 make the Lord’
Day a mere holiday or day of amusement, and
is of opinion that such public institutions as
muscums, picture galleries, and libraries should
not be opened on Sundays.”

In moving the resolution, Sir Douglas Fox
deplored the tendency to appropriate the Sun-
day to selfish pleasure, as ifsix days were given

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mun for labour, and the seventh for feasting,
amusement and revelry. The advocates of Sun-
day opening claimed -that it was advantageous
to opei cortain public buildings because the
reading of books and the study of art had a
softening and refining influence on the masses.
The experience of other places was not en-
couraging. Munich, where the day was half

spent in enjoyment, stood exceedingly low as-

regarded its morals. The working classes wero
aguinst it because they saw that the tendency
tu recularize Sunday was a tendency to deprive
them of their day of rest. That was his expe-
rience. It would become a day of toil for the
masses and a day of pleasure for a fow. If they
allowed the principle of opening places of
amusemont they could not possibly draw the
line. They would not be doing rght if they
opened their doors to the secularizing of Sun-
day.

Lord Selborne, Lord Harrowby, Colonel Sa-
ville and othors supportod the motion as against
an amendment favouring the opening of public
institutions during a portion of the day, and the
original resolution carried by a vote of 24 for
to 7 against it, Lord Harrowby said that the
question was one which concerned not only theo
working ciasses, but involved also the whole
usage as regarded Sunday in England,

There was the potent point of whether the
movement was for the good of the working
classes, 'The late Lord Beaconsfield, who was
neither narrow-minded nor puritan, had pro-
nounced against it, Mr, Gladstore had done tho
same, and the House of Commons had siz times
declured against Sunday opening. Lord Sel-
borne stated thai as fur back as 1856, in the
House of Commeons, he had opposed it, and still
did s0. Whilst the cause is in itself a nobleono
to be engaged in, it is pleasing to know that it
numbers amongst its supporters such eminent
and noble men, Rally round the Sunday;
maintain invinlato its sacred character; it is
one of the bulwarks ot the Faith.

The position of an Archdeacon in the Diocese
of Minnesotn would seem to differ considerably
from those of some of their Canadian brethren,
Archdeacon Appleby reported to the Diocesan
Couneil lately held that during the past year
he Lad preached 311 times, celebrated 1lloly
Communion 103, to 1604 communicants; had
organized five Sunday scheols, and eatechised
23 had Jaid three Chureh corner stones, and
Lravelled all over the State (with the oxceplion
of the Indian country), covering a distance of
23250 miles. Iis expenses amounted to
828407, und the offerlories at his services to
$287.50. 1is stipend is met by subscriptions
from parizhes and individuals.

A total summary of the work performed by

the Archdeacon during the past five years was
given us follows: Addresses and sermons, 1270,
Iloly Communion celebrated 403 times to 5695
communieants, I have baptized 187 persons
und children, and have traveled 97,082 miles, I
have raised in the State and in the East, $49,-
109.24, and have assisted 23 missions, mostly in
the erection of new churches. ’

We nolice with much satisfaction the intro-

duction of the Cauvrcm LaDps' Bricapk into
Canada. InourNova Scotin columns will be
found a circular just received giving further
particulars. We hail with pleasure cvery
movemont tending to keep the young people of
the Church loyal to her, and to prevent the
withdrawal of their sympnthios and interest
through so-called unsectarian or undenominational
orgunizations. So-called, we say, because it
will usually be found (nt least that is our ex-
perience] that there is a very distinct influence
working against the Church in all these socie-
ties; they are denominational in this respect at
least, that they do not love the Church, her
Prayer Book, her Orders, or her Practice. We
have known of several instances where, for ex-
ample, tho use of the Prayer Book in service in
the so-called undenominational society rooms
has been proscribed. We believe that the
Church itself offers opportunities for, and re-
quires the services of every scn and daughter
desiring opportunity of active service in
Christ’s Army. We believe that the commonost
[irinciples of loyalty call for the devotion of such
services to Her first and above all.  We beliove
that to be thoughtlessly led away into active
co-operation with so-called undenominational un-
sectarian schemes is robbing the mothor of the
affection and services of her children, und, if
thoughtfully done, is rank disloynlty, Conclu-
sion: Form companios of the CITURCII Lians’
Brigade in every parish and mission where a
dosire exists for any organization of the kind.

Tre GENERAL Synop which is cenlled 1o meet
in Toronto in September next will not possess
importance by reason of the number of persons
composing it. Presumably it will exemplify
the adage, quality not quantity ! According to
our calculation, there will be only 107 members
in the two Houses, assuming too fhat ovory
Bishop and clerical and lay delegato is prosent,
Tho scale of representation as presently fixod,
will give to ouch of the Diocesos of Nova Scotin,
Montreal, Toronto and Huron four reprosontu-
tives of the clergy and four of the laity; to
Fredoricton, Quebec and Niagara three of each
order, and to Algoma one each. The only dio-
ceso in the Province of Rupert’s Tiand which
will have more than one of each order is that
of Rupert’s Lard, which will be entitled to three
clerical and three lay representatives. All the
others, together with Columbia, New West-
minster and Caledonia, will enly be able o send
one of each order, It would seem that the num-
ber fixed is far too small either to allow of ade-
quate representation of differing views in the
several diocoses, and so securo a fair expression
of the opinion of the whole Church onany mat-
ter brought before the Synod, or to
command  that respect and  influence
which numbers usually give.l In the Provincial
Synod of Canada there are 192 members in the
Lower House alone, and we doubt whether the
representation could be safely reduced. The
Synod of this Province roferred the question of
increasing the number of Diocesan represcnta-
tives of each order to the general meeting at
Toronto. The matter will therefore come up
for determination then. The chief objection, as
we understand it, to a much larger representa-
tion, is the necessarily increased expense of

cach meeting, espocially in view of the opinion
expressed by the Synai of Canada thal thodole-
gates should be rosidents of the diocese by
which they are chosen,  But this ought not to
outweigh other considorations,

I would have her a common blessing to tho
world, an oxample if not an instructor to those
who have not the happiness ta belong to hor;
I would havoe hor give a lesson of penco to mun-
kind, that o vexed and wandering genoration
might be taught to seck for repose und tolera-
tion in tho maternal hosom of Christian charity,
and not in the harlot lap of infidelity and indil-
ferenee.  Nothing has driven people more inty
that house of sethretion than the mutual hatred
of Christinn congregations,

Lord Carnarvon, speaking on the sume sub-
jeet at the Carlisle Congross, said :

 In the hands of our Noneontormist brothron
lies n vast power for good or evil, mud a cor-
responding responsibility ; for unloss, and until,
thoy cun satisfy themselves that an oqunl vo-
ligious provision will be forthcoming for our
{)oor and ignorant masses, us is now affordel
by the oxisting machinory of the Church, they
are, T think, as Christian men bound to with-
liold thair voice and their vate from the ery of
Disestablishment. May God, who controly the
hearts of mon and tho fortunes of kingdoms,
direct their judgment to a vight issue."—Church
Worker,

PRESUMPTIVE PROOF.

——

Mr. James W, Clarke, in his
article, Problems of Presumptive
Proof, in the July Atlantic, thus wise-
ly sums up:—

Whatever may have been the case
in former times, thereis no reason to
fear, in this age of tho world, in
English-speaking countries at loast,
thut justice willl often miscarry in
capital cases, except to the deteri-
ment of the state, Sir Mathew Hale's
diciam, “TIt is better five guilty
persons should escape unpunished
than onc innocent person should die,”
ix nowadays more than literally ful-
filled. Itisa maxim of increasing
popularity, not only with all accused
persons, but with that considerable
¢luss of people who find in eriminals
an irresistible impulse {o sympathe-
ticexcitoment. Blackstone improved
on Hale, making it better to have ten
assassing escape than to have one in-
nocent man suffer by an error in the
jury-room, Starkie improved on
Blackstone and made it “hotter that
ninety-nine offenders should escape
than that one innoceut man should
condemned.” It is a probable opinion
that even Mr, Starkie is behind the
times in which we live, There is
now a constant clamor which seeks
to pass itselfoff as publicopinionand
which practicully asserts that is
better all crimes should gounpunish-
ed than that any person should by
any possibility suffar unjustly.

A glace at our Americun statistics
of homicide for the year 1892 may
appropriately conclude this article
and pointits moral, No fewer than
6,79 persons were murdered in the
Unitod States last year, as against
5,906 persons in 1891, 4,290 in 1890,
and 3,567 in 1889. Inuocent persons
are eveiedently not escaping, how-
ever the guilty ones are faring, The
American victims of homieide have
almost doubled in three years, In
the same year (1892) that 6,796
persons were murdered, only 107
were executed by process of law, one
¢xecution to every 63.5 murders.

The outery against convictions on
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, “purely’ presumptive proof” isat]

‘once senseless and insincere. If it
should ever prevail, an era of free
murder would be the inevitable re-
sult. Itis really a protest against
' capital punishment, thinly disguised
as an objection to the only kind of
proof possible in the majority of
_criminals trials. Wholesome public
opinion needs to be rallied in the
other direction, It ought never to
be forgotten that murder is capital
punishment ; every person who kills
_another shows himself & believer in
_capital punishment—for his victoms ;
and the moment these friends
of capital punishment can be convert-
ed to more human views, capital
punishment can be converted to more
human views, capital punishment by
the State will be abolished ; the
votaries of the death penalty have
only to abolish it themselves, and
 the State cannot continue it, But
the aim of the emotional agitators of
'theday is to abolish the death penalty
firat as a public protection, and leave
its abolition as n private pastime to
|await the discretion of the nearly
7,000 executioners who are now an-
nually practising capital punishment
in this country,

The following extract from a lottor
by Bishop Tucker, which bas just
been received in this country is pub-
Jished in the Zimes:

Mengo, Buganda, April 7, 1893,

Tho enclosed paper; though ot
small dimonsions, is of infinite im-
portanco with respect to Uganda as
a country and a Christian  Chnrch,
It is nothing more orless than a de-
claration, signed by forty of the
principal Protestant chiefs in the
connlry, expressing their wish to
abolish slavery, not simply slave-
raiding—that was abolished by the
compuny's troaty with Mwanga last

emr—hut domestic slavery.

“The history of the paper is this:
Cortuin slaves who had been ill-
troated ran away from the Mahome-
duns and took refuge with some of
our Christian people. A demand for
their surrender was made, This,
howover, was refused. The mattor
wits reforred Lo mo'ag & question of
conseienco. [ sakd that as slavery
waus the law ol the Jund they woeroe
bound to delivor up those runaways,
more uﬂ}mciully whon the domand
wis mado by the Iatikive. 1 told
thom that if thoy thought the law a
bad one they should try to got it
altored.
