-our pamphlet very justly noticed how totally the
{Jnioﬁm&? failed trg ;roduce the benefits that were
promised from i¢, and your remarks arc Lut too
plainly borne out by the “extent to which disatfec-
tion prevails in Ireland, and by her deplorably back-
ward condition, so different from the marked ad-
vancement of the sister country in education, wealth,
and all that conduces to material prosperity and
contentment. If the comparison is humiliating to
Irjshmen, it is also discreditable to the Government
of the United Kingdom, for whatever other circum-
stances may bave contributed to produce it, there
i3 one fact that might alone be quite sufficient to
account for the contrast between the two countries.
It is that, whereas England has the advantage of
being governed by those who ar: intimately ac-
quainted with her interests and practichily respon-
sible to her for attending to them, Ircland is power-
less to obtain for her interests the attention they
need from ministors, who commonly care little and
understand less about them, and who can always
plead for their neglect what las leng been & re-
ceived axiom in the Unitad Kingdom, that “ the case
of Ireland is and always has been an insuperable
difficulty.” Such, certainly has been Ireland’s suv-
enty years' experience of England’s Imperial rule;
the suggestion, therefore, that you make in her br._'.-
Lnlf of home government, and the question bow it
should be carried out, may reasonably be urged upon
the congideration of those who desire her welfare.

tisfactory nature of the cxisting relations between

the two countrics. The rmedy you propos?is to

give to Treland a loms government under a Federal

Union with Great Britain. Thé question then

arises—how shall so desirable an object be com-

passed? For thia yon wonld provide by giving at

onece to Ircland & separate constitution, similar to

that of the United Kingdom. I[do not undervalue

the British Constitution. In theory it appears the

best security for liberty and good government, and

under it England has risen to her present greutness ;

but it must be remembered that it has been in Eng-

lish soil a plant of long growth and gradual develop-

ment, and that from it has only of late years arisen

that preponderance of power in the popular assem-

bly, for the exercise of which, with henefit to the

community, great expericnee in the couduct of pub-

lic business, and clear views of the interests of the

country, are as necessary as the highest action of

native talent and patriotism. England has been

trained to self-governinent, but Ireland has not, #nd

it may be doubted whether she at present possesses

the materials for providing any constitutionad check

upon a powerful but inexperienced democracy. In

your chapter on “ The Constitutional Powers of the

Irish Parliament,” you say you would not propose

any change in the existing franchise, and that you

take it as the basis for a considerable extension of
representation to towns. I do not, I confess, see

anything in such a proposition to beget confidence

jm the constitution of the future Houss of Commons,
The public has lately had before them, besides other
instances of utter unfitness for the exercise of un
important public trust, the most disgusting exhibi-
tiuns of corruption among the constituendies,
brought to light by the trials of election petitions,
that have followed upon nearly cvery contested
election.

With much exprricnce befors ns it is at hest very
doubtful whether, under the cxisting franchise, con-
stituent Lodiey could Le formed, likely to chose as
their representatives men of high character and integ-
rity, or who do not seck for seats in Parliament for
purposes rather selfish than patriotic.  Were the Itish
members of the imperial Parliament o be taken as a
sample of those that would compose the futurs Irish
House of Commons, the future of the country would
be seriously compromised by being committed to such
hands. By your own account of what you say was
contemptuously called the Irish vote (in nther words)
of the majority of the Irish members returned by the
existing constituencies, they have as a body, repeat-
cdly lent themselves ta party intrigue discreditable
to members of a legislative assembly, and to the
character of the country they represented, and I be-
licve it may be affitmed that for the originating or
carrying of any mensure of social improvement Ire-
land has never been indebted to “ the Irish vote.”
The Poor Law Act for Jreland, which alone refiects
credit upon the Imperial Governmeant, and wes no
party measure, found no support at their hands, but
was, on the contrary, strenuously epposed by th!;m.
Iam prepared to say exactly how the representative
body for Ircland should be constituted, but to render,
it worthy of public confidence the past would plainly
justify o considerable modification of its structure.
Greater changes than are necessary should, of course,
be avoided, and existing rights wherever they have
not been abused, should be respected; but all per-
sons to be bevenfter admitted to the elective fran-
chise oughtto be qualified by education for the exer-
cise of s0 important a trust, and it would be an act
alike of justice and sound policy to give in an as-
sembly that should consist of men of the highest
order of intclligence, the right of being represented
to the several Iearned bodies that at present, with
the exception of Dublin University, are ignored in
the Constitution of the Iouse of Commons. It
might also Le well, before pressing for the establish-
ment of an independent Parlinment for Ircland, to
await the result of those measura of reform that arc
.said to Lo under consideration in the mode of voting
and the re-distribution of scats. The constitution,
functions, and powers, of the House of Lords would
farther have to be very carefully considered and de-
fined before a legislature of Quecn, Lords and Com-
mons should be given to or accepted by Ireland.

In the meantime, however, & step might be taken
which, while it would confer upon our conntry great
and immediate benefit, would be acceptable to Eng-
land by the relief it would afford to Parliament from
the over-pressure of business. Having had frequent
opportunities of noticing to what undue cost and in-
convenience the promoters of private bills for Irish
.undertakings are subjected by the necdlessreitera-
tion of the same evidence before committees of each
of the two houses of Parllament, involving, beaides
the expense of a long journey, that of a protiactud
detention and maintenance of witnesses in London,

along with the'disadvantage of the objecta’ of the’

standes of the country and of it population. Ihave
‘long been of opinion that in lieu of sclect commit-
tees of the two houses sitting in London, a general
committee composed of the Irish members of the
Houso of Commons, and of Irish Peera having seats
in Parliament, meeting in Dublin a month or six
weeks before the opening of the parliamentary ses.
sion would be a body much better fitted to inquire
into and report upon all private bills for Ireland in-
tended to be luid before the twg houses. The work
of such a general committee would, of course, be
carried out with the aid of sub-committees, before
which members of the Irish bar would practice as
English lawyers have dons hitherto exclusively, be-
fore committees sitting in London. To the same
reneral committee might also, in the first instanes,

relating exclusively to Ircland. If this were the
rule, due attention would brobably be secured to all
such measures as might be of value to the country,
and the surreptitious passing of jobs in legislation, so
well exposed in your pamphlet, would be prevented.
A responsibility in the works of legislation for Ire-
land being thus cast upon an assembly cxclusively
Irish, & very important step would have been taken
towards the more complete conception of the right
and duty ot seolf-government, and by accustoming
the leading men of different partics and creeds in
Ircland to consult together upon the business of the
country, the foundation would be laid of that well
understood community of intcrest in her welfare
which is cssential to the suceess of snch a measure.

The above, or some other such arrangement giv-
ing to Irish members of both houses their due
weight, and a distinet duty in legislation for Treland
should commend itself to the consideration ef the
British statesman upon this as well as upon other
arounds, viz, :—That a course of imperial policy so
plainly directed to the good of Ireland, irrespective
of cresd or party, would more than any other means
tend to remove that spirit of disaffection that is at
present, and has been for a long time, only kept
under by extraonlinary means of coercion, and render
Ireland a source af strength to the dominicens through
the union and loyalty of her population. It must,
however, be remembered that whatever may be said
or thought by an Irishman of the advantag.s that a
home governmient might confer upon [Ireland,
the coneession of such a oon must depend npon the
wil] of the Imperial Parliament. Any hasty or ill

_conceived measure would, therefore, be certainly re-

jectad, and any attempt to eflect it by violence or
intimidation as certainly unsuccessful ; but I have
every confidence that, if it could be clearly shown
that, the concession would be of real advantage both
tes Treland and to the rest of the United Kingdom, it
would be favorably considered, and in my judgment
the time for so considoring it is just now the most
epportuae, -
The views I have above suggested would not
satisfy those who look forward impatiently to o
great end, but they are, T conceive, the best suited
to make that end attainable ; and even if the move-
ment were to go no further than the preliminary
step T have suggested, [ would prefer to stop there
to taking at once o great leap in the davk.

1
dina habitually at a bouillon; there horsetlesh i3
catun in the place of beef, and cat s called rabbit,
Both, however, are excellent, and the former is a
little sweeter than beef, but in other respects much
like it; the latter something between rabbit and
gquirrel, with a flavor all its own. Itis delicious.
1 recommend those who have cats with philopro-
genitive proclivities, instcad of drowning the kit-
tens, to eit them. KEither smothered in onions or in
o cagout they are capital eating.  When I return to
London I shall frequently treat myself to one of
these domestic animals, and ever feel grateful to
Bismarck for having taught me that cat sorved up
for dinner s the right animal in the right place.

“Th= clients of M. Poiret are informed that they
can only have one plate of meat” was the terrible
wiiting that stared me on the wull, when I went to
dine at my favorite bouillon—and, good heavens,
what a portion it was! Not cnough for the dinner
of a fine lady who Las previously gorged herself ata
private luncheon, 1f meat is,as we are told, so
plentitul that it will last for five weeks more, the
mole in which it is distributed is radically bad.—
While at a large pupular restanrant, where hundreds
of the middle classes dine, cach person only gets
cnough cat or horse to whet his appetite for inore,
in the expensive cafes on the Doulevards, feasts
worthy of Lucullus nre still served to those who are
ready to part with their money with the proverbial
readiness of fools. Fur more practical, my worthy
Republicans, would it be to establish ¢liberte,
conlite, fraternite” in the cook shops, than to write
the words in letters of gold over your churches. In
every great city there always is much want and
misery ; here, although succonr is supposed to be
afforded to all who require it, many I fear, are
starving, owing to that burcanerat love of classifica-
tion which is the curse of France. After my meagre
dinner, I was strolling along the quays necar the
river, Peviomac as l2ger as ML Ollivier's hcart, when 1
saw a woman leaning over the parapet.  She turned
as I was passing her, and the lamp from the oppo-
site gate of the Tuileries shone on her face. It was
honest and homely, but so careworn, so utterly
hopeless, that [ stopped to ask her if she wasill,
% Only tired and hungry,” she teplied ; © I have been
walking all day,and I have not caten since yester-
day. 1 took her to a cafe and gave her some bread
and coffee, and then she told me herstory. She was
a peasant givl from- Franche Comte, and had come
to Paris, where she had gone into service. But she
had soon tired of domestic servitude, and for the
last ycar she had supported lierself by sewing waist-
coats in a great wholesale establishment. At the
commencement of the sicge she had been discharged,
and for some days she found employment in a Gov-
ernment workshop ; but for the last three woeks she
hat woandered here and there, wainly asking for
work. One by onc she had sold every acticle of
dress she possessed cxcept the scanty garments she
wore and she had lived upon bread and celery. The
day before she had spent her last sou, and when I
saw her she had come down to the river, starving
and exhausted, to throw herself into it. © But the
water looked so cold, I did not dare,” she said.
Thus spoke the grisette of Paris, very diflerent from
the gay, thoughtless being of French romance, who
lives in a garret, her window shrouded with flowers,
is adored by a stadent, and earns enough money in
a few hours to pass the rest of the wecl duncing,
gossipping and amusing herself, As I listened to
her 1 felt ashamed of myself for repining because I
had only had one plate of meat. The hopuless,
happiless condition of this poor girl is that of
mony of her class to-day. But why should they
complain?

OUTADE THE CITY.

Genceral Vinoy, who was in the Crimea, and who
takes a somewhat larger view of things than the
sententious Trochu, hag been good ¢nough to fur-
nish me with a pasa, which allows me to wander
unmolested anywhere within the French outposts.
“If you attempt to pass them,” observes the General,
% you will be shot by the sentinels, in obedience to
my orders.” A gencral order also permits any one
to go as far as the line of the forts. Yesterday 1
chartered a cab and went to Boulogne, a village on
the Ssine, close by the wood of the same name.  We
drove through a portion of the Bois; it contuined
more soldiers than trecs. Line and artillerymen
were camped everywhere, and every fifty yards a
group was engaged in skinning or cutting up a dead
horse. The village of Boulogne liad been deserted
by almost all the inhabitants. Across some of the
streets leading to the river there were barricades;
others were open.  In most of the Liouses there were
soldicrs, and others were in rifle-pits and trenches,
A brisk exchange of shots was going on  with the
Prussians, who were concealed in the opposita
houses of St. Cloud. I cannot congratulate the
enemy upon the accuracy of their aim, for although
severnl cvilly disposed Prussinns took a shot at my
cab, their bullets whistled far above our heads, and
after one preliminary kick, the old cab lorse did
not ¢ven condescend to notice them. As for the
cabnuan, he was slightly in liquor, and at one of the
cross-streets leading to the river he got off his box,
and performed a war-dance to show his contempt
for tle skill of the enemics of his nation. In the
Grand Place there was a long harricade, and behind
it men, women and children were crouching, watch-
ing the opposite houses, from which every now and
then a puft of smoke issued, followed by a sharp
report.  The soldiers were very orderly and good-
natured ; as I had a glass, some of them took e
up into the garrets of a4 deserted house, from the
windows of which we tried in vain to espy our as-
sailants. My friends fired into several of the houses
from which smoke issued, but with what cflect T do
not know. The amuscment of the place secrued to
be to watch soldiers running along an open road,
which was exposed to fire Tor about thirty yards.
Two had been killed in the morning, but this did
not appear in any way to diminish the zest of the
sport. At least ¢wenty soldiers ran the gauntluet
whilst I was there, but not one of them was wound-
el As well as T could make out, the dnmage done
to 5t. Cloud by the bombs of Mont Valerien is very
inconsiderable, A portion of the Palace and a fow
iiouses were in ruins, but that was all, here is a
large barmck there, which the soidiers assured me
is lit up every night, and why this building has not
bzen shelled, neither they nor I could understand.
‘The newspapers say that the Prussians have guns
on the unfinished redoubt of Brinlerion, it was not
above 1,000 yards from where I was standing ; but
with my glass I could not make ont that there were
any there. Seversl officers with whom I spoke snid
that it was very doubtful. On my return, my cal-
man, who liud got over his liguour, wanted double

“We are kept heve? they
said, “to defend these men all of whom have arms
like us ; they live comfortably inside the ramparts,
whilst the provinees are being ravaged”  These
Ereton Mobiles are the idols of the hour. ‘They are
to the Republic what the Zouaves are to the Em-
pire. They are very far, Lowever, from reciprocat-
ing the admiration which the Republicans entertain
for them. Tley are brave, devout, credulous pea-
sants, care far more for Brittany than they do for
Puris, and regard the individuals who rule by the
grace of Pavis with feelings the reverse of friendly.
The army and the Mobiles, indeed, like bLeing
cooped up herc lcss and less every day, and they
cannot understand why the 300,000 National Guards
who march and diill in safety inside the capital do
not come outside and rough it like them. While I
was tnlking to these Bretons one of them blew his
nose with his handkerchief. His eompanionsapolo-
gised to me for this piece of affectation. « He is
from Finisterre,” they said. In Finisterro, it ap-
pears, luxury is enervating the population, and they
blow their noses with handkerchicfs ; in other parts
of Brittany, where the hardy habits of a former age
still prevail, s more simple method is adopted.

WHY BAZAINE CAPITOLATED,

The following are the views of the clever military
correspondent of the Stundard on the capitulation :—

Naturally the most eager inquiry is being mads
into the causes of such a frightful military reverse
as the capitulation of Marshul Bazaine, The follow-
ing is the result of what we have been able to ga-
ther from various sources. On the 21st it is seid
that the commandant of the city and fortress in-
tormed Marshal Bauzaine tlhat he could supply no
more provisions. On this the Marshal drew in his
outposts jand ceased firing on the Prussians, and
tacitly allowed his men to desert by dozens.  When,
however, the dozens beenme fiftier, the Prussians re-
fusad to receive them.

NEWS OF THE WEEKR.

No important change in the relutive positions
of the belligerents in France has occurred since
our lust. The Prussians still surround Paris;
and outside they are likely to stay, till the
combined influences of winter, and disease, and
of the disaffection in Germany rapidly spread-
ing and intensitying as war calls for fresh vie-
tims—compel them to moderate their terms,
and conelude a peace which shall not dismem-
bar France. There have been skirmishing and
sorties from Paris, but no decisive engagement
has taken place.

Victor Emmanuel has not yet serewed his
courage up to the point of making his entry
into Rome. The unhappy man is in sore
straits; behing him is the Revolution urging
him—not to say kicking him—to go in und
tzke possession of his prey. Before him is the
majesty of the Vicar of Christ, to which he
fears to offer the last and erowning outrage.—
By orders of the Piedmontese Government the
Palace of the Quirinal has been broken into,
and robbed of its ecclesiustical archives. Such
of the journals at Romnie as have veutured upon
criticism of this wanton act of' spoliation have
been forcibly suppressed.  Rumors that the
Sovereign Pontiff meditates o retreat to Malta
are again rife,

As we anticipated would be the ease, Russia
is puraning as towards the Sultan and the par-
ties to the Treaty of 1856, the sume course of
policy as that which with the applause of Pro-
testant Burope, Picdmont has adopted with re-
gard to the Sovereign Pontiff, and France.—
Emboldened by the present state of affuirs
which seem to leave her free to violate Treatics,
and to trample upon the rights of her weaker
veighbors, Russiz has formally announced that
she no longer decms herself bound by the obli-
gations by her contracted in 1856 to put no
armed vessels on, to build no naval arsenals on the
shores of the Black Sea. She laughs interna-
tional obligations to scorn ; und with a cynical
disrcgard for honor tears up ostentatiously
Treaties which she imagines that the other
contracting parties are no longer strong enough
to coforce.  We can scarce blume Russia how-
ever; for why should her rulers be expected to
be more scrupulous about pledged faith and the
rights of weak States, thun are Vietor Emma-
nuel and the statesmen of Italy., Russia has
as good a right, if it can cnforee that right, to
annex Constantinople and make it the capital
of the Pan-Sclavonic Empire looming in the
distance, as has Victor Iimmanuel to annex
Rome, and to make it the capital of the new
fangled Kingdom of Italy. In denouncing the
actual policy of Russia, Liberal writers do but
make display of their contempt for consistency,
and their disregard of the fundumental principle
of all justice.

The upshot of this busivess is doubtful.—
The diplomatic doctors who have been called
in will try no donbt and appiy some salve in
the shape of a Congress, which may for a time
cause the Bastern uleer to scab over; but heal
it by such appliances, or prevent it from break-
ing out again as viruletly as ever on the first
favorable opportunity, they cannot. Great
" Britain, single-handed, cannot enforce the terms
‘of the Treaty of 1856. France is for the mo-
mcnt crippled, and cannot help her; and there
is not in Europe one- Power whom in her
nced, Great Britain - can rely upon as an ally.

To the Clergy Secular and Regular, to the Neligious
Communitics, and to all the Faithful of our Die-
cess, Health and Bencdiction in Our Lord Jesus
Christ. '

We raise Our voice this day Dearly Beloved
Brethren, but to make you hear Qur sobs and
aroans ; for the minds of all are preoceupied,
and all hearts are agicated in these days of mis-
fortunc throuch which we pass.  The striking
demonstrations in honor of the safe arrival of
our Zounaves do but confirm the sad news, and
aurment OUr just SOTTOW.

For three months, sad celhoes
peated what was passing iu the old world, and
plunged our souls in profound bitterness, as
they informed us of the dreadful triuls with whick
Divine Providence had visited France, the
birthplace of our fathers, which in placing them
on our shores, had together with the ancient
faith bequeathed to them great and precions
establishments.

More and more were We grieved in learning
that this great nation was deeply humiliated ;
that her armies hitherto invincible, had been
beaten; that hee Ewmperor aud chief Generals
had boen made prisoners; that her fair and
wealthy plains had been ravaged ; that her
cities and fortresses, deemed impreguable, had
fallen into the hands of the cnemy; that fatal
divisions tore her internally, whilst externally
she suffered from zll the horrors of war; that
all her fumilies were pluoged in grief and
mourning, all having to weep over the loss of
beloved relatives; that with each battle the
numbers of orphans increased, because of the
numbers of warriors who lay dead in the dust.

And wkilst day by day these deplorable '|
events were becoming more momentous, the
Revolution has put the climax to our sorrow by |
consnmmating its projects for the spoliation of
the Pontifical Statcs, and by seizing upon
Rome in violation of all laws, human and di-!
vine.

It wason the 27th of last September as you are
aware, Dear Bre€hren, and by means with which
you are already acquuinted that this shameful
and iniquitous act was accomplished. The
public voice has informed you of the glorious
defeat of the Pontifical army, and the shameful
victory of the Italiuns on this day, ever sadly
memorable. OQur Zouaves, who took so active
a part in the events of that day, and who to-day
arrive from Rome, will repeat to you what you
have already heard, and will supply many in-
teresting details of which you are iguorant, but
which are well fitted to excite your highest
interest. -

To them then We leave willingly the task of
telling you in the simplicity of their souls what
they lave done to carry out their noble ind im-
portant mission; what has becn their conduct
since the day of their departure to that of their
return ; how they lived whilst under the Pon-
tifieal flag; how they have acted in defence of
the good cause; what caresses our common fa-
ther has bestowed upon them; what affection
he has incessantly displayed towards them, and
what they have done in return; their cordial
attachment to their chuplains who at all times
were aa fathers to them, their friends and
guides in this long voyage : their efforts for the
defence of the Holy City, and their good will
to shed the lwst drop of their blood in the

compelled them to lay down their arms; the
horrors and sufferings of the prison to which,

they were doombed ; the outrages and insults

from their dastardly enemies which they were
forced to cndure; the imminent perils to which
thiey were exposed, and from which they were
miraculonsly delivered; in fine, all that relatcs
to their cxpedition, thut they might be as to-
wards the Holy See, the representatives of the
people of Canada. All these interesting details
will be fixed in the memories of 21l our families,
and will be cherished to the latest generations;
and together with these imperishable facts will
be spread filial love for the Holy I'ather, and
devotion to the Apostolic See. Against these
principles of attachment to the good cause—the
waves of the Revolution which now shake the
world, will henceforward dash themselves in
vain.

But lere Dear Brethren let us pause to fix
our attention upon that serious subject which
now must exclusively oceupy us.  To thisend,
let us fix our sad eyes upon our Holy Father
the Pope, so as well to appreciate the position
in which the Revolution has placed—1st, his
sacred person; Znd, the Holy City; and 3rd.
the Christion uwniverse. That we may the
better understand this we will listen with deep
respeet to the touching words which have fal-
len from the sacred lips of this Venerable Don-
tiff, and- which on these topiecs Turnish us with
ample matter for serious reflection,

The Pontift-King, to spare the blood of his
brave soldiers had given orders, even hefore the
commencement of hostilities that the City
should capitulate immediately that the guns of
the enemy should have effected a breuch in its
walls, He designed by this, in his high wis-
dom to show to the world that he yielded only
to brute force, but that at the same time he
had a horror of blood. Nevertheless he made
no surrender of any of his rights; and there-
fore in the strongest terms he protested before
the Sacred Colleze, and on the 29th of this
sume month of September against the sacri-
legious invasion.

“ Beloved Sons"—thus he addressed their
Eminences the Cardinals in sorrowful accents—
“Qur Lord Jesus Christ has of late permitted
that this City of Rome Seat of the Supreme
Pontificate should as well as the rest of the
Pontifical States, full into the hands of the
enemy. ¥ * % Wehave this day resolved,
in these Qur days of mourming and grief to
make known to Qur cnemies the inmost senti-
ments of Qur sou! which make Us detest and
solemuly reprobate the existing state of affuirs.
# % We * Shepherd of all the house of
Israel, feel that we should enjoy practically
that liberty which is essential for ruling the
Church of God, and for upholding her rights;
and that it is Qur duty to make this Protest
which We have resolved to make public, and
to make it known, as should be the case,
throughout the Catholic universe.

What Apostolic vizor reveals itself in all its
splendor in our Pontiff, watched and kept a
prisoner theugh he be in his own Pontifical
Palace,

And now— ket is the position in which the
Recolution has placed Qur Ioly Futher, the
Dear Brethren, most melmeholy is
that position ; for at the present moment he is
redaced to a general and absolute destitution.
Tor his protection there is neither Prince nor
Government, 'Lhe two Emperors who but ten
years ago placed at his disposal their armics
and the forees of their Kmpires have abandoned
him, and indeed one above all others has most
efficacinusly contributed towards the spoliation
of the Pontifical States. He—thcPontiff-King
—1is without an army, without 2 guard, without
funds, without followers, without protection.
But ashred of royalty, of Sovercignty is left to
him in a corner of Rome, which has been os-
tensibly spared in order to delude the world
into the belief that he is perfectly free at home.
It is in this shadow of a City that stands the
Vatican, which is for him but a prison house.
Tt is in front of this Palace that every cvening,
and at the hour of prayer, hordes of merce-
naries, it is added, gather beneath his windows,
howling their cries of war and blasphemy.—
“ Death to the Zouaves; death to the priests;
death to the Cardinals ; death to the Pope.”

Stupefied at this desolation which makes his
heart bleed, one naturally asks— What will be-
eome of the Pope? will he remain in Rome ?
Can fie tulee shelter angpeheve 2 whither will he
go when he leaves the City 2 Let us again
pawse to eonsider the resemblance which thus
abandoned the Vieur of Christ bears to Qur
Lord Jesus; for the Divine Master is denied
by His people, condemned by Pontius Pilate,
and insulted by Herod ; and all this we find in
the disciple who declures that this evil time is
the Lour given o the powers of darkness to
work for the overthrow ot the Church. Tet us
ot fear hoiever ; that hour will be short, and
the gates of hell shall never prevail against her.

(2.) What then is the position in which the
Revolution has placed the City of Rome ?

Nothing more usjust than the lot which has
been foreed upon her, Without any Declaration
of Wur, she is besieged. In violation of the

rights of nations she is bombarded; without
the shadow of a reason, or any pretext of pro-
vocation, her walls are battered down ; .and the

most impudent lies are in circulation to make
it appear that she is disloyal.

By the driving from her bosom of the thou-
sands of strangers who brought thither their
abundance when they thronged to assist at her
great solemnities, she has been reduced to want.
She has been shorn of all her splendor by being,
degraded into being but the capital of Italy,
and thus spoiled of her ancient right as Cupital
of the World, The peuce which under her
pacific king she enjoyed is troubled. whilst she
is abandoned to hordes of barbarians who carry
on therein the most hideous brigandage. From
being a City of prayer she is changed into a
hell, by the murders, the outrages, the pillage
which arc therein perpetrated with impunity.
If we may believe the tidings which reach us
from the Kternal City, therein are committed
the most sbominable atrocities; and the most
revolting means are cmployed to excite evil
passions, to corrupt good morals, and to poizon
the minds of all by the cireulation of the most
intpious and obseene pamphlets.

At the aspeet of such desolation may we not
apply to Rome what Jeremias inconsolable
said of Jerusalem when that Ciry fell « prey to
her enemies.  “The ways of Sion mourn, be-
cause there are none that come to the solemn
feast; all her gates are broken down; her
priests sigh; her virgins are in affliction, aud
she is oppressed with bitterness,”

(3.) Lastly, Ta what position is the Chris-
ti world placed by the Rernlution ? Tu the
most disastrous, for it was by the Princes und
the people 6f Christendom that the Patrimony
of St. Peter was founded. These well under-
stood that the Supreme Chicf of their religion
should be independent of all alien rule.  These
willed that seated on a throne, he should be
the better able to represent on carth the King
of Kings, and to secure for religion the spleudor,
the privileges and the majesty which become
the Queen of the nations, In setting up this
temporal Principality they gave to the Sover-
cign Pontiff means for preserving his perfect
liberty in his decrces concerning faith and
morals, and in his canonical judgments. They
thus at the same time made free the means of
communication betwixt all the children of the
Church, whether rich or poor, and the common
Father of all; and by these means all cun ob-
tain justice, and challenge their rights; for hy
this wise arrangement prepared by Divine Pro-
vidence, the Supreme Chief of the Church ex-
ercises free from control his divine authority,
holds the balance even for all, inspires all with
a just confidence, and is hampered by no oue
in Lis government of the Chureh,

But this harmony is troubled, this order re-
versed if the Pope be not independent ; what is
now taking place at Rome provesthis.  Already
persons coming out of the Vatican have heen
scarched by the soldiers of the new regime, who
wished to know if they carried nothing beneath
their clothes; on the aeademies Professors of
bad principles have been thrust, in order to
corrupt the education of the young ; the rights
of property are violated in the expulsion of
monks and nuns; it is now in contemplation to
destroy the churches and other sacred huildings
with the view of converting them iuto theatres.
God grant that all these impious projects of’ the
Revolution be brought to naught.—And what
will be our state, Dear Brethren, should our
communications with the Ioly See cease to be
{ree, should Qur letters be intercepted and read,
or the replies of the Iloly Father no longer
reach us. Were the powers and dispensations
asked for Us stopped upon their road,

In short, what disastrous consequences for
religion if the first of Pastors be unable freely
to cxercise his vigilance over all the churches;
if it be rendered impossible for him to confirn
his brethren in the faith, and to publish his de-
crees for the geueral good of the Church, All
would soon be overthrown, and soon would the
sacred bonds of unity be broken.

Thus, Dear Brethren,you see that throughout
the Catholic world the invasion of Rome by
Ttalian troops is indignantly protested aguinst.
At a great meeting held in Belgium the Clergy
and the people denounced this invasion in the
face of the world, s a usurpation of the rights
of nations, as an act most dastardly, as ¢ blow
aimed at the divine independence of the sucer-
dotul order, und the freedom of souls.

And this, too, was well understood by our
Zouaves, who so nobly manned the breach, ex-
posed to the fire of the encmy, and ready to
shed their blood for the defence of the temporal
dominion of the Holy See; this, too, was well
understood by their parents when they offered
the sacrifice of their children in 8o good a cause.

For such sacrifices arc not made to sustain
an imaginary or ill-founded right. It is this
that was keenly felt and loudly proclaimed by the
Catholic population of our citics and our rural
districts who so warmly welcomed the return of
our Zouaves n3 Canada’s representatives in the
defenco of the Holy See.

We (Tublet) learn from onr Roman Forrespondcnt
$aat the Civil List of the Pope was paid last month
by the Italian Government, Wwithout the knowledge
of the Holy Father, after appropriating to itself the
Papal Treasury, He declines to have any dealings
whatever with his spoilers: and in the future ‘he
will accept of no payment from their hands. The
aim of the Italian” Government is urmistaiably
clear. It wishes to enjoy its robbery, and to carry
out itg spstem of confiscation of ecclesiastical pro-
perty, taxation, and Government within the Pope’s
territories, as it has done elsewhere; and at the
same time to induce the Pope, not only to rimain
in Rotae, Lut to nequiesce in the spoliation. It pro-
fesses moderation and respect for the Spiritual au-
therity and lberty of the Pope in order to exhibit
itself as conciliatory, and the Pope as hostile aud
implacable, This is a part of that Italian cunning
which we know so well.

The unshaken constaucy of the Holy Father adds
greatly to the perplexities of his captors., ‘Thehopes
of & compromise into which they flattered themselves
that he would be comselled to euter are alldis{pellcd.
Already the example of his invincible resolution bus
begun to tell upon the sounder part of his sulbjects,
and that spirit of uuyielding rexistance to aggression,
whick he has never ceasad to exhibit,animates them
in their declarations of loyalty and devotion. We
have before us the second uumbé-r of a new Ju_urnal
published at Rome under the very guns of the inva-
ders, 1tis called the Imparziale, 1t is wiitten by
some young men who have borne arg in their Sov-
ereign’s cause, and have resolved to fight for hit
with their pens now that they cun us: their swords
no longer. They are not satislied with bear-
ing witness  to the Pope’s untlinching  atti-
tade, Lt they farther ey dewn the principles
that must guide his action in language which cer-
tuinly lcaves nothing o desire in frankness and
decision. Their are no dutivs, they say, without
corresponuding rights,  Catholies ave muny  dutics
towards the Holy Father, but they have also many
rights, Their duty consist innot abundoning Lim,
but in linging to him with greater fervour in these
moments of a terrible strugele.  Their rights ave, that
he should remain firm in his purpose, anii come.tono
pactofany sort with any one.” They add thisemphatic
declaration :—* We repeat it once more, any future
Pope might find hims:lfin circumstances as trying
as the present, and be a martyr, and Catholics would
sympathize with him and not forsake him,  The day
in which he should be a redel, lie would remain
isolated ; neither the Church nor the Papacy would
die, but he would be irrecocably lost.”
Language like this may scem exaggerated in form,
but in substance it interprets a sound religious sen-
timent ; and the more fully and openly Cathalics
everywhere show that such o sentimnent is theirs,
the more effective will their action be in the cause
of trutl and right. Noething is to be gained by a
policy of silence or reserve. It Is clear to us, and
must be c¢lear to all who are not misinformed and
misled, whither events in Italy are tending., Those
casy-tempered pulilic men of ours, who, having sown
the wind, do not in the least apprchend that they
shall reap the whirlwind, will wake goon and sud-
denly to a startling disillusion. It will not be pos-
sible for them then to repair their errors, if even
they have the grace to deplore them. But for us,
Catholics, it is a duty to prove Ly every word and
act that we have no complicity in their unaccount-
able and inexcusable indifference.— Tublet.
GERMANY.
A contemporary publishes the following as sub-
stautially correct:—¢"The famine und the misery
that have come upon a large portion of the Prussian
population {s making itself heard mightily atthe
Government portals. The awful cries of distress
whicli proceed from the starving moutlis of thousands
of widuws and orphans-threatens to drown the sounds
of the songs of aictory on the Dattle-fields. In the
course of the 1ast month no less than 11,817 widows
of Landwelir resident in the province of Westphalin,
whose hugbands have perished on the field of battle,
bave petitioned the Government for help Leing des-
titute of all menns of subsistance. The number of
children belonging to these poor widows amounts to
22,723, Up.tothe present time no less that 14,312
widows, resident in Rhenish Pruesia, together with
29,619 children, in an equally destitute condition,
Luave appealed for aid to public charity. Il_l like
manner, in the province of Hanover, 9,624 widows
and 26,418 children have resorted to the snme means
for relicf. Egually true it is that in the castern pro-
vinces of Prusgin, indescribable misery prevails,

These figurcs give an awful picture of the human
woe inflicted by the war upon 35,753 widows, and
18,760 fatherless children.  But it must be borne in
mind that the picture represents only a small frac-
tion of the aggregate afffiction. ‘Uhe .above data
refer merely to “three” of Prussiw's provinces.
‘What of the nameless wretchedness that must, in
like manner, have befallen the rest!

Paussia axp TiE Texporal Powen—The Arch-
bishop of Cologne has addressed a pastoral letter to
his flock, from which the following is a passage :—
“The whole Catholic world is wounded in its most
sacred interests by the violence which has Dbeen of-
fered to our Holy Father the Pope. Wedare to hope
that of all the princes of Ifurope his Majesty our
King is the one who, from his position as well as
from his high principled justice, can best go to the
nid of the Sovereign Pontiff, nnd protect him in his
present danger, His Majesty has oftentimes de-
clared that his Government will enforce the rights
of his Catholic subjects on the question of the inde-
pendence of the Supreme Pontiff, Thus we are full
of confident assurance that as soon us circumstances
shall permit, his majosty will use his powerful influ-
ence to put an end to the present state of affaivs in
Rome, s0 that the Holy Seo may once more enjoy
independance and perfect. liberty,

The healths of the Gov.-
General end the » Army, Xavy and Volunteers ™ were |
then toasted and drunk in rapid succession,  In pro- |
posing the Governor-General's health the Chairman
hoped that the link which connected Canada with
the Empire might long remain uusevered, and took
occasion to pay a personal complement to Baron
Lisgar, which was wamly received.  Licut. De Bleis
responded on behalf of the Army in a short and ap-
propriate speech.  Tae pgallant young officer in refer-
ring to the prowess of the Canmlian volunteers was
loudly cheered.

Mr. OReilly then proposed the hiermarchy of
Canada, coupling with the teast the namne of Dr.
Horan, Bishop of Kingston, He said that the Hier-
archy has ever proved themselves to be the fuithful
teaders and advisers of the Catholic laity of Cunada,
and especially in this Western Peninsula should
always be considered the Statesmen of the Church.
As for Dr. Horan he was endeared and beleved by

This Lunquet was not alone to welcome the return
to their homes of these young soldiers of the Pon-
tifical Arny, but to protest against acts of spoliation,
which would be & disgrace to heathen barbarism,
committed by the robber King of Italy.
T'ius  the Ninth was  the most lcegitimate
Sovereign in Europe for kis title deeds dated back
over ong thousand years. Revolution was brought
home to aearly every throne in Evrope with the ex-
ception of that of Albion, and prayed that she might
be spared from the seeds of Radicalismi sewn so as-
siduously by the Carbonari and kindred societics in
Europe.  And was it not notorious thut such states-
nicn as the late Lord Falmerston protected and en-
couraged those socicties and enemies of order or re-
ligion, whose acts have been the destruction of
constitutional liberty in those countrics where they
were suffered to exist, and who bave ever songht
the downfall of the temporal sovervignty eof the
Holy Father. The belief was with all true Cath-
olivs, that the temporal sovereignty of the Pope was
necessary to protect him in the due nnd unfettered
exercise of those numerousduties appertaining to his
exalted position as the Head of the Church, It was
not the first time the Holy Father had to leave
Rome, and go into exile, but returned again to the
Palace of the Vatican. He yet hoped to sze the
venerable Pontiff, now a yprisoner in his own Donii-
nians, once more free from the forcign soldiery that
pollute the sacred soil of the Eternal City,  (Loud
applause.) Cavour and others were his enumics
and died miserable deaths. He was no prophet but
mark his words that Victor Emmanuel will yet be
humbled for his unloly acts. He was a fool who
lLiad lost sight of justice!  Who would ¢xchange the
position of prisoncr-at the Vatican fur the porop and
worldly glory of the so-called King of Italy. Rome
Lelongs to the Catholic world 5 the independence of
the Head of the church is essential to it, and there-
fore we Jook rorward with eager interest to the time
when that independence will be secured by the re-
storation, in all its vigor, of the Papal Sovercignty.
The vencrable prelate resumned his seate amid
renewed demonstrations of applause.

When quiet was restored Licut. Murray expressed
his warmest acknowledgements for the honour done
to his brother and himself. He accepted it with
pleasure and asgurcd the company that when his
brother soldiers Licard of this great demonstration it
would prove equully gratifying to them.  He spoke
about the feeling in Rome towardg the Tope by the

Romun people and declared that during the occupn-
tion ofthe vity by the Papal troops, and when there
was not o foreign soldier or French bayonet in if,
there was no oceasion to firc & #hot or even uie the
butt-cnd of a musket to preserve order, and the diffi-
culty ever was from those of the adjoining States who
poured into Rome with their political animositics
and hatred of the government of the Pope, creating
u species of political terrorisin by their oft and re-
peated murders and ussassinations, He then refer-
red to the late invasion of Rome by the army of Victor
Emmanuel, over sixty thousand strong, without
having ¢ver notified the government of their ap-
proach, He wus on duty on the frontier with o
portion of his corps and the first they knew of it was
when they beheld the vanguard of the invading nrmy.
He then gave a most interesting history of the bom-
bardment and surrender of Rome, They did not
content themscelves as the French did in 1849, Ly
effecting & breach at one particular point, Lut shell-
ed the city from ail quarters. He connted himsclf
five fires in the city, caused by th: cnemy's shells,
and referred to the breach made in the walls, near

of the natives of Rome to the cause of the Holy
Father, the majority of those who fell at the breach
jn defence of the city were Roman Soldiers, He then
spoke of the flag of truce ordered by the Pope during
the combat, and?of the white flug hoisted over St
Peters, when the din of battle ceased, then and only
then did the troops of Victor Emmanuel! enter Rome.
