The
wounded are Inspector Howe, Corporal il-
christ, Constables Garrett, Gordon, Smith,
Wood and Ailler.

SPIRI'ED ADDRESS _B. HON.
JOHN COSTIGA .

At the St. Patrick's Day celebration i
Almonte, the Hon. John Costigas delivered
an eloquent address of which the followmg li
a summary :-IIe was greeted with aneers on
riaing, and said ha was always happy to
aid iselping his fellow countrymen in
the celebration of the day which ia os dear
ta the hearts of the Irish people. There
was nothing aggressive, nor was there any-
thing sagressive intended, in this. For hi,
part, althouglha Conservative li politics, his
training and his satincts were liberal--lieral
in the sense of allowing every man and every
people te follow their own dictates and of en
joying that which seemed best ta them. Ir
brimging forward his resolutions lu behalf of
Ireland in the Canadian House of Commons
in 1882, ha felt that ha did net misjudge the
sentiments of the Canadian people, that they
uere disposesl to fair play. The agitation in
Ireland lias had the effect of arousing atten
tien in Engiand and throughout Europe as
wel ras an this contient, and às2 gamumg for
Ireland th sympathy ani the dasire for fair
play wherever civilization existed. Ho
thoroughly agreed with, and was an ardent

i admirer of Mr. Parnell in his constitutional
struggle. The ruors of crimes in Ireland

weroe well calculated te make Irisimen blush

]litt the truth was that the calenclar of crime
in Ireland ias lighter, i comsp.rison, than
in any isther country in the woria. H-le, Mr.

THE RIGBTS OF THE INDIANS AND
HALF-BREEDS.

It is a mistake to imagine that the rebellio
in the North-West la of Louis Riel's makinu
and that the mere capture and stringing u'
of the balf-breed leader will sup
the difficul>y, and establish Uttlce
and contentment in the vast donai»2te the north and west of the confederaticn
Riel is n tthe cause of the insurrection ; l
is simply the leader of it, chosen andacepted
as such by the hardy pioneer settlers of the
North-Weatern territories. It is etated an
very excellent authority that early laBt saun.
mer Riel, who was then living quietly in
Montana and who hia become a citizen of tha
UnitedStates, waswaited upon bya delegation
of half-breeds from the Saskatchewau country
and made acquainted with their grievances
against the Canadian Government. After
umuch persuasion and many promises of pro.
tection, Riel was induced te champion their
rights, as hie did for the Metis or half.-breeds
of Manitoba in 1870, sud he returned with
the delegation ta their home. He tiret
directed his efforts to settle the trouble
in a lawful and conastitutional manner.
Meetingswere eid and re slutins pascul
calling upon the Goverament to secure the
Indian and half-breed populatinn in their
right. The firt demand for consideration wa
preferret bythese çeople ten years ago, when
tiey asked to be placed on the same foting.

TAX EXEMPTIONS
IMPORTANT DECISIONS.

In the Court of Appeals lat week- ý..id-
mente were-given insome cases important as
bearing upon the question of the right of
exemption from municipal and ather taxes. The
case of Wylie vs. the Otv of Montreal, the
appeal was by a lady who keeps a day and

a boardink shool on Sherbrooke street, against a
s decision of Justice Rainville ordering her-to

v pay $440 for municipal taxes. Exemption was
claimed under a clause in the Act which states
that "Every edacational institution receiviug
no grant from the corporation or nuncipsity
in which they are sititated, andth le laid on
which they are erected shail be exempted from
municipal and school taxss, whatever the act
or charter under which the taxes are imposed."
The judgment below was . this morning

confirmed, Judges Cross and Monk dissenting.The Chief Justice took thr ground that a com-
parison of the .acts of 1845 and 1876 showed
that no exemption could be claimed. If it was
a right contention there woud be no end ta ex-
emptions. A father having a private tutor for
tais children would claim exemption, a lawyer
reading for half an hour a day.to his clerks or a
dancing maeter xight ail set uy a clain t be an
educational establishment. 'I e fact that from
1SA5 to the prosent timie the claim had never
boen acdvanced was the best proof that the right
. ad nrexisted. In the case of Les Somurs de
l'asile de la Pronidence vs. the Corporation of
Terrebonne the appeal was fromn a judgment of
Mr. Justice Belanger. condeming the sisters

to pay 8125 for muicipali taxes on proEerty in
Terrebonne, they clainnng exemption. le pro-
perty was beqEueathed by the lateMad. Masson,
subject to the condition that they should not
use it for old and sick persons, as they have
their several establishments, but as a boarding
hoLse for respectable ladirs possessed of rmeans
sufticient ta provide for thiri wants. This con-
dition iadt been comphed with, and the Corpo-
ration demanded the ordinary taxes. Exoni-
tion was clairmed under Article 712 of the Code
Muncipal, which. exempts propety belongirg
tu religions, charitable or educational institu-
ions notl possessed solely to derive a revenue

About one-half ornved west fromr
Manitoba and they want their holdings,
claiming that if strangers in the land could
get a second homestend they sbould be ac-
corded the same privilege. They also wanted
inldeunity for Riel for his being banished by
the Dominion governuient, and His G race
mentioned their other demands.

A SCARE AT UA LUARtY.

The citizens of Calgary were xcited to-day
over rumored signeaof an outbreakc among the
Blackfeet. The mayor telegraphed for troops,
and a large number of mon, armed te the
teeth, patrolled the streets. In the niddle of
the excitement a telegramî fronm Father La-
combe, et the Blackfeet reserve, was received
and read, stating that the Blackfect camp was
all quiet and the fear unnecessary. Captain
Steele, with a detachment of police in the
Rockies, has been recalled te take charge at
Calgary. Private advices indicate that these
Indians have been on the verge Af starvation
the last thre meonths.
