snd misrepregented, There was nota single
dogma of the Christian faith which had not
hean attacked at ons time or another, and at
the present day had they mot Athelsts who
deniad the existence of God and §scinians and
Unitariane who denfed the divinity of Chriet ?
Had they not men whe denied that Baptism
gave to a ohild the right to etoernal life ? Had
they not men who denled there was any sach
place a8 bell, of who, admitting ite existenae,
asserted that if you got there it would not
huet you very much? No, as he had saild,
from the existance of God downwards there
was not & dogma of the Chrlstian falth that
bad not been dented, Oatholice held that if
yon give up the Catholic Oburch yon had no
logical alternative but to give up the ex-
iatence of God. Thers was no logical stand-
point between Jatholioity and athelem. Even
thelsm had its mysteries, and refused to be-
lieve in the dootrines of the Catholls Church
becanse they lavolved mysteries incompre-
hensible to unaided reason ; and at the same
time, to plange Into the mysteries of thelsm
was strongly Inconeistent and self-contra-
diotory. The first objection urged by Pro-
testants agalnst Papal infallibility waa that
it was a new dootrina—that it was not heard
of before 1870, Protestants failed to see that
the Church only defined a dootrine when
that deotrine has been called in guestion, and
that if it had not been denled It would
probably never be defined at all, The
dootrine of the divinity of Uhrist was not
defined uatil the year 325—something like
290 yeurs after His ascention into henven.
The Divine maternity of Mary wae not de-
fined natil the year 380, The eternity of hell
waa not defined until the sixth century. A
new dootrlne | Aund yeb they had St. Bede
Incnloating the absolmte neoessity of belong-
iog to the community of Yeter. They had
St. Thomas of Oanterbury telling them that
only infidels, heretfor, and echismatics separ-
ated themselver from the See of Rome, They
had 8¢, Barnard writing to the Pops, asking
Bim to correct sany orrors in his book—*¢ be.
case I think :
‘PHE WOUNDS OF FAITH

‘ghould receive their hesling in that Church
whose Iaith can never fail.,’! They had St
Anguetine declaring that they ouly had the
Oatholic faith who had the Roman faith,
They bad 8%, Oyprian proclalming that ¢ he
oannot have God for hia father who bas not
the Oburch for his mother.” A new dootrine !
Aud yet every Father of the Church had in-
ouloated the necessity of being in commanion
with Rome undor the penelty of not belong-
ing to the Church at all. The objection was
B properierous one, and sould only beadvanc-

ed by those who were igaorant, or who.were-

of Alexandria, of Jerusalem, or of the Sees of
Asls Minor,” The rev. preacher pointed out
that the objection had much in common
with the plea with which he had already
dealt, that the dogms of Papal infallibility
was a& modern ome, As a proof that it waa
equslly unfonnded, he quoted from the for-
mula signed by 2500 of the Oriental Charoh,
which to his mind, distinotly laid down the
dogma of Papsl Infallibllity, That formula
declared that ‘¢ in the ses of Rome the faith
of Cbrlst has always been preserved lmmaocu-
late.”

The Holy Father at the andlence on Satar-
day, the 2ad inst,, addreasing the members ef
the Sacred Cotlege of Cardinale, 2aid : We
could not {ail to be sensibly touched by the
devotion and affection that mark the worde
which yon, my Lord Cardinal, address to Us
in the name of the Sacred College, and by the
good wishes that youn offer for Our preserva-
tion and prosperity. We are consoled and
strengthened in seeing the Sacred College
taking & moet sincere part in Our joye and
gorrows, joys and sorrows which alwaya al-
ternate in Iife, but which this last year have
displayod themeelves in more atriking con-
trast. We sare infinitely indebted to the Lord
for the special assistance He has granted Us,
not only daring this year, but also dnringall
the eleven yeara ot Qur Pontlficate which have
now elapsed ; and in commencing the eigh-
tieth year of Our life We feel more than ever
the necessity of OQur humble strengch belng
powerfully sustalned by grace from on higb,
Wae feel this sll the more because the diffi-
culties of the government of the Church in
such critioal times requires on his part whe
bears ite weight numerous and moat serious
cares at all momente.

The general condition of Europe and the
world, as the Sacred College knows well, is as
uncertain and full of danger a porsible, and
its effect is sadly felt by the Holy See.
Deprived of & real spvereignty to ensure its
independence, and eubject to another power,
it cannot but feel the unoertaintier,tho perile,
and the evils to which Italy is exposed intor-
nolly and externally, Every agitation, there.
fore, which arises at home, and particunlsrly
Rome, every disaster threatening from abroad
exoites amongat the Catholic teaie, nuxleties,
and an alarm with regard to the destiny of
thelr head. To what may be oalled the
foundamental cause of Our anxlety are added
othera likewise most serious in coneeqaence
«f the lamentable state of religious: affsirs In
Itsly. It is said, and it has even heen re-
pented 1n high plices, that the Ohurch enjoy:
the greateat ltborty in Italy, and is in & most
eaviable position, How nan such enormities
bo listened to without a righteons sense of
indignation ? The very fact of having des-
poiled the Holy 8ze by the ozoapation of the
civil principality of its soverelgn independence
constituts of Itself an offence which compre-
honds and embraces all others. The offence
{s a direct blow at the aupreme head of the
Catbolic Church and at her freedom of action
in the world, tor when once thie freedom is
violated or obstructed in any manner what-
ever, the eptire government of the Church
neceesarily suffors,

But, besidea that, We have to deplore other
offences against Our spirtual power io Italy.
Here the exercviee of the episcopal ministry on
the part of the pastors whom We name, suf-
ters from'delays and obstacles, owing to the
requirement with regard to the so-called ex-
equator which is alwaya systematically with-
buld for several months, and which becomea
ic the bands of the layauthority the mesus
of subjecting persons chesen by Us with the
most earneat consideration to fiscal Ingulres,
often of the ‘lowest kind. More than once,
alse, We bave seen the ponsession of the
manss denjed to persons who were most

worthy, and who were judged by Us moat| Y
snitable for the special demands of the dlo-.

ceees for which they were sélected. This,
benides depriving them of the necetsary
menns of eubslstence, inveolves sad oonsequen-
cea with raspect to meny scts of the spiaco-
pal jarisdiction, which is indispensable to the’
government of a diccese. But more remaina
to be told, for in the caze of some nomin-
atlons the greatest impediments are place?
in the way under the pretextof the right .

And let
not man neglect to hear your advice and your
demands to which we attach very great import-
ance, and to the universal zeal, which i# very
pleasing to us, which canse us t0 pray, {a unison
with your brothers i the Episcopacy, that God
the Sovereign Ruler of all things, might render
powerless the thoughts of the unbelieveing,
that he mlifhb bring their prospects to saught,
and that He might ep-ead abroad among His
people the fruits of peasa possessing our gouls in
patience and in the firm hope that Divine aid
will never be wanting to the Oburch. We ad-
drees to you cur deepest thanks for the devotion
bhat you bare, and we call down upon you the
bountiful gifts of beaven, which will make you
powerful in accomplishment of all good. In
token of this gratefuluess, and a8 a proof of the
value we place on your regard. we bestow upon
on our dear ton, in the name of the Lord, the
Apostolic Benediction, upon the other arch-
bishopes and bishops who are joined with youn
in the letter which we have received, aa well as
upon the clergy and she faithful who are confin-

Writh the exception of
Mr. Parnell, Sir Oharles Ruseell, Solicitor
Georgs Lewis aud Mr. Henry Labouchere, it is
doubiful if anybody has buen permitted to look
st it, Mer, Gearge Lewis said to the World cor
respondent to.day while discuesing the subjest :
_ **All that T can tell you is that the diary is
in the hands of Mr. Parpell's eolicitors, and
will ba eafely kept there till produced before
the commission. All staterrents as to its con.
tents are mere guesswork, No one will be
allowed even a glimpee of it till it {a put in
evidenge.”

A prominent Irieh member of Parliament in-
oladed in the Times’ indictment, remarked to
The World correspondant to-day :—*I kuow
for a cortainty tbab the diary will furnish eome
lively fun. It ecems almost as though Pigott
bad abaped everyohing that he did with a view
to make mischief for the people whom ha de.
luded 1ato trusting him. Everythiog he did,
everything he said, everythiog that was said to
him, and doubtless a great many thiogs that
was not eaid to bim, he shoved into this diary.
Ita chief value to us will be to prove how much
the Times depended on the sssistance of the
Goveroment aad bhe police to make out any
osaa at all,”

Scores of atories are told as to how the diary
wis obtained. Bubt the following ia believed to
be the correct verison : In one of the visite o
Mr, Labouchere’s house Pigott could nob re-
member a certsin name, but casually meuntioned
that he could bave done so if he had brooght his
diary with him. The remark did not make
much impression on Mr. Labouchere in the ex-
citement of the moment. But eitting next to
Mr. Michael Davitt in Court a fow days after-
warda ib osourced to him again, and he told Mr.
Davitt, The firat chance that Davitt had he slip-
pad off to Kingatown, weut to Pigott’s houee and
s00n got on the track of the diary. It wasin
the hands of a Dublin mao, who declined to
give it np without the payment of & large sum
of money.

THE JiSUITS ARE DENOUNCED.

1, This public meeting of citizens of Toronto
exprevsen 198 empbatic condemnation of. ' The
Jesuis Eetates Act” passed by Quebee Législa-
ture in violation, as we believe, of tha true prin-
n‘l})lsa of civil and religious liberty and equality.
We would, at the same time, protest agaimat
the recent incorporation of the }eauiu. & meh-
sure which we are persunded is unconstitutional
in aoy British dependency. It is ourcoaviction
that the dizquslifying of the Jesuit society to
hold property by the Imperial Parliament in
1774 ofter_the abolition of that ecciety by the
Pope in the previous year snd the takiug pos-
session of the property by the Orown were nab
only justifiable, buv an imperative duty in the
interssts of good government and public
moralily,

‘_!’HR CLAIM OF THE UROWN.

2. The titla of the Crown waa reaffirmed by
act of the Legislature of Lower Ganads, pasaed
in the year 1832 (2 William IV., 410.), by
w}uch thia property woa accepted in accordance
with Imperial direction *‘for the purposes of
education exclusively,” and its application for
such purposes was further reafirmea by act of
Parliament of the province of Qanada in 1856.
We, therefore, protest earmeatly sgainss the
diversion of these proceeds in bresch of the
trusts upon which they were saccepted by
Oaneda. .

THE BECOUNITION OF THE POPE.

3. We further object to this ach ecause it re-
coguizes the right of the Pope to intervene in
our national affairs, and becauso such recogni-
tion ia in direct contradiction of the Imperial
atatute and derogatory to the supremsacy of the
Queen.

THE DOMINION INTEREST.

5 Believing, as we do, on the grounds seb
forth in the previous resolutions, that a measure
of such a character should clearly be disallowed
by the Dominion Government, wa call upan thae
representadives of the city in the House of Com-
mons bo prove themselves faithful 1o this crisia
tio the great prinociples of civil and religiouafres-
dom, and to record their votes in favor of dis-
allowance. :

Fry the bread to a psle brownin
butter, and put in the warming oven, with
door open to keep warm, Dip the cutlets in
melted hutter, mixed with the beaten yolk of
an agg ; roll in cracker dust, eeason with ealt
and pepper, and fry for five minutes. Serve
each cutlet on & piece of the bread,

CrEAM CaxEs.—Qne cup of hot water, ane-
balf cup of butter ; when it boils add one cup
flour and ocook till thick. Set thia aside and
let'it get cold, then add three well-beaten
eggs and a half a teaspocnful of soda. Drop
this on a buttered tin, a tablespoen for each
cake, 1} inches apart, Cream for Hlling:
Scald one cup of milk, add one egg, two de-
sertspoons cornstarch and one-half cup of
sugar ; a small teagpoon vanllla,

Baxep Ixpiax Pupping.—Boll one quart
of milk, keeping out one small cupful ; mix
this with five even tablespoonafuls of Indian
meal, stir it Into the milk and boil for ten
minutes, Take the kettle from the fire and
melt into the mueh two ounces of batfer, stir-
ring it well in. Then stir in one teacupful of
brown sugar, one teazpoonful of molassee,
balf & nutmeg (grated,) one tablecepooniul of
ground cinnamon, ha}f a teaspoonfol of ground
cloves and four egge beaten very light. Bake
two hours, '

Ece Snow.—Pat into a savcepan a pint of
milk, adding two deesertspoonfuls of orange
water and two cunces of zugar and let it
boil. Take six egge, aaperate the yolke from
the whites, beat the latter to a froth or snow,
angd pat into the boiling milk by spoonfuls ;
stir the whole about with a ekimmer. When
done take the eggas out and dress them on the
dish for serving. Thicken the milk over the
fire with the beaten yolks, and pour this over
the frothed egga ; let the whole cool before
serving it.
BroiLED FROSTING.—One cupof granulated
sugar and five tablespoonfula of milk, boil
four or five minutes, then stir till cold and
put on a cool cake,
Barep ArPrLEs.—Pare and core and fill
the apples with sogar, butter and candied
lemon peel. Brush all over with sweetened
water, and eprinkle with bread ocrumbs
browned in hot water. Bake,
JELLY CAKE.—One cup of batter, two cups
of sugar, one cup of sweet milk, three egge,
four cups of aifted flour and two tablespoon-
fuls of baking powder. Bake in laysrs, pus
tart jolly between them, and Ice the top.
BOILED TONGUER.
Take a corned tongue and boll tender ;
split it, atiok in & few cloves, cut one onion,
& little thyme ; add some browsmed flour.
Have the tongue covered with water, in which
mix the seasoning ;add three hard-boiled
egga chopped fine and a glaes of wine, Gar-
nish with hard-bolled eggs.
HOMINY MUFFINS,

Take two oups each of cold boilsd hominy
and sour milk, two tablespoonsfuls of melted
butter, one tablespoonful of white sugar, and
a tablespoonfal of salt ; then beat three egge,
s tablespoonful of dissolved soda and a tea-
cuplull of flaur. Osn't bake too quickly.

CHOPPED SCALLOPS.

Chop fine & medinm sized orion and fry it
with one ounce of butter ;. while the onion is
frying, chep fine one quart of acallops and put
them in with the onion, stir until halt fried,
then turn the juice off ; take from the fire,
mix the yelk of an egg with it and adda
little prated putmeg, finely chopped paraley,
and salt and pepper to taste. Spread the
mixture on scallop shells, dust with bread
crambs, put & piece of balter the size of a
hazel nut on each, and bake in a hot oven
from ten to fifteen mioutes.

A RICH BAKED APPLE PUDGDING.

Stew some apples with sugar to taste, a
few currants, some chopped up almonds, a
little mixed peel ocut fine, and a pinoch of
ground clomamon, Meke a crust as for an
ordinary pudding, grease the pudding basin,
and sprinkle with brown sugar aud clonamon,
line it with some of the paste, put some of the
fruit at the bottom, then a layer of paste,
then snother of fruit, and so on till the basin
ia full, finlshiog off with the paste ; sprinkle
the top with eugar snd clnnamon, and bake
it. It will turn out of the basin when baked.,
A aimpler method is to peel and cut the
apples, and lay them on the paste with she
other 1ogredients and the addition of a little

water.

Patrick used this plant, besring three leaves
upon one atem, aa a aymbol or illastration of
the great mystery. In view of the good
saint’s assoclation with the shamrock and
with snakes it is worthy of note that the
Latin writer Pliny, in his ** Natoral History,"
nays that serpents srs never seen upon the
three leaved plant, and that it {a an antidote
to thae atings of snakea and soorpions.

BUILDINGS OF PAFER.

IT I8 REGOMMENDED BY SOME CONTRACTORS
IN PREFERENCE TO WOOD.

The use of paper fabrlc for bullding pur-
posea—by the term paper beingmeant, broad-
1y, a fiexible sheet made of vegetable or other
fibre, which has bsen reduced to a pulp ani
then pretsed out and spread and dried—ie
now advocated by some buildsrs on the fol-
lowing groundns, says the American Analyst:

First, continulty of zurface ; that is, it can
be made in rolls of almost any width and
length, s flexible, or, by gluelng mseveral lay-
ers together, may be made stitf, and will stop
the pasaage of air because there ara no joints,

Second, {t haa no gralp, like wood, and will
not splig. . -

Third, 1t is not afected by change of tem-
perature, and therefore has an advantsge cver
shset metal as roofing maserial.

Fourth, whereas in its natural condition it
in nffected by molsture, it may be remndered
waterproof by saturating witvh asphalt or by a
varlety of other methods, .

Filth, it is a nop-rezonant, and well fitted
to pravent the passage or sound.

Sixth, it is a non-conductor of heat, and
oan be made alio of incombustible material
like asbestos, or rendered fire-resieting chemi-
cal treatment. The combinztlon of paper
with other substances and solidifying the
mans of pressure, renders practicable the pro-
duction of a material capabio of replacing
wood for many purpozes, and not the lemst
among its characteristios or adaptabllity is
the esse with which it may be made into
theets of any width and thicknees, that it
wlill not warp or shrink from heat, cold or
dampnese,

MR. PARNELL'S STATEMENT IN 1887
JUSTIFIED TO-DAY.

Mr Parnell, 1o the House of Qommons, on
the 18th of April, 1887, the day on which the
forged letter condoniog the murder of Mr.
Bx;;ke was printed In fac-slmlle in the T'imes,
aaid :

The right hon. gentleman (Mr. A. J. Bal-
four) refiained from answering the apeech
which I delivered on the firal reading of this
{the Coerclon) Bill, and now, npon the second
reading of this Bill, he goee back to the
apeach, and he attemtps an anwwer to it at a
time of the night when he knows perfectly
well that no reply oan he made to blm ; and,
with characteristic unfairnes —an untalrness
whioh I suppose we may expect to be contin-
ned in the futnre—he bas refated to me the
ten or twelve minutes that I should have
craved to refer to a villsinons and barefaced
forgery which appeared In the Zimes of taia
morning, obvlouely for the purpose of Influ-
encing the divisioz, and for no other pour-
pose.

Our readers will remember that Macdonald,
the manager of the Times, admitted then uo-
der oross-examination by Sir Charles Russell
that tho publication of the forged lstter at
that time (when the voting on the Coercion
Bill wan about to take place) was am oppor-
tupe time. How the Engllah public was then
btumbagged by the Limes may be seen from
she followlng further extract from Mr, Par-
pell't speech :

I think 1 was eptitled to have bad from
the right hon, gentleman an opportunity ef
oxpoeing this deliperate attempt to blacken
my character when there would have been
some chance of what I stated reaching the
oataide world. I say there is no such chance
now., I ocannot suppose the right hon.
gentleman, in refusing me the ten minutes
which I crave had not in his eye the design
of practinslly preventing my denial of the
unblushing oalumny having that effsct npon
ublic oplnion which it would otherwise have
had If it had besn spoken at & teasonable
hour of the night. It appears that, In addi-
tfon to the pawsage of this Coerclon Act, the
dice are to be loaded—tha$ your great organs
of public oplafon in this country are to be
permitted to pay miserable creatures for the
purpose of producing these oalumnies. Who
will be safe in such circumstancea and undar
auch conditions 2 L do not envy the right
hon gentleman the Chief Secretary for Ire-
land this first commencemeni of sappression
of defence—this first commencement of
oalumny and of forgery which has been made
by his supporters. We have heard of the
misdeeds of Mr, Ford, the editor of the Irish
World ; but Mr., Ford never did anything
half so bad as this, . . . I never directed
such a letter to be written. J naver saw
such a letter before I saw it in the Tsmes thia
morning, The subject-matter of the letter
is preposterous on the sarface. The phrase-
ology Is ebsund—as abeurd am any phrass-
ology that conld be attributed to me could
poesibly be, In every part of it it bears ab-
solute and irrefutable evidence of want of
genuineneas and want of suthenticity. Poll-

St. PETER'S CATHEDRAL,
SLOWLY ADVANCING TOWARDS COMPLETION,

Saint Peter’s Cathedral at this oltyjis slowly,
but eurely advancing towards completion.
Thirty men are employed construoting the
portico, which is a very massive work. On
aocount of the tremendons welght of stone it
will take, the architects have thought it wiser
not to complets more than half of it this
seuton, in order to test the ground., Some
idea of its colossal dimenslons can be
formed by the followlog figures : The portlo
proper will be 72 feet high, and 186 feet
long, will be supported by elght columns
forty feet in hight, and 4} feet in diamiter
and with & base twelve feet long and 4}
teet thick, Parallel with the enterance to
the building will be fifteen pillars of smaller
dimensions, At the entrance of the porch
will be fifteen niches which are to contaln a
llke number of statues, Inadie the portico
thers will be six doors. At eaoh end there
will be two arches, twenmty-three feet in
helght and ten feet in width, These will be
the main entrances, to be eituated on Dor-
cheater street. In the wall over the portico
there will be filteen windows of medium
gize, which will throw light into
the organ gallery and church. The
stone used is limestons, almost all of
which hass been derived Irom the Mile End
qusrries, and 15 contldered to be a good
quslity. The coet of building this portleo
alone 13 eatimated &t $60,000 and, as stated,
is to take two yeara for comstruction, The
flooring inslde the portico is to be palished
lHmrstore, This will differ from St. Peter’s
in Rome an the fleoring thera is done In pure
marble, Ipside the church there are to bs
erocted thirty marble columns, forty feet
high. The celllog alto Is to be marble, whilst
the walls will be Imitution marble made
out of pulpwood, There are, too, to be built
two massive orguns ; ons to bs placed near
the sanctuary and the other near the wallin-
sidethe portioc.i{t will berarpriaing tohear that.
this immenee satructure iz not expeated to
weat over 6000 people. Thisia acoounted for
by the great amouat of room that the
portico has teken up, aud by the extreme
thickness of the walls, The baflding was
atarted in 1870, and bas been worked on
slnce then with the exceptlon of six years
when it had to be stopped for lack of tandas,
It bas now cost $300,000 and will require
yet $120,000 before fully completed, Every
affort; In now being put forth to have it com-
pleted by 1802 for the expected World's Ex-
position, which Ia talked of being -held in
this city during that year. A priest remark-
ed to the writer : ** If we oan only finish it
by that time it would be one of the greatest
attractions that Montreal could offer a per-
fect model of St. Peter's in Rome.” Every
affort; is being made by the antboritlen %o acl-
lnot the necessary fands to keep the wark go-
ng abead and not to have any more delays.
So that the probabllities are that within the
spaoe of three or four years, this edifice will
ba completed, and another work of beauty
added to tha city.

The abject of thia gligantic system of mili-
tarism now belng carried to the utmoat limits
of national, if not humao, endurance, is two-
fold, namsly, to check the advancing power
and domination of Russia, and to repress the
rising tide of revolation,

to walt, for both grow strong by walting,
while the dynasties sapported by armies are
growiog weak with the weight of their
armoar. Military life is always demoralizing,
but when whbole nations are organized om
military linee, the demoralization of the
pooplen ia ropld und complets. A system
which takes the best years of every citizon's
life, when character i forming, and wastes
them on drille and parades when they abould
be devoted to acqulring the habite of indus-
try. may make a powerful military nation for
a time, but in the end it must break down
disaetrously.

Nations, to use Blamarck’s oruel expreesion,
can bleed ti)l they are whito under military
despotiam in times of peace, as well as in
war. The procese may be elower, but it Is
nony tho less aure. The loss .of nnman life,
waste of treasure, the crippling of indastry,
the destruction of character, go on till war or
revolaticn produces & calaclysm that will
change the whole aitaation, Bat the peoa-
liarity of the present situation is that this
gigentio wilitary syatem is impoaed on people
whose instinots are ull for peace and industry
In an age when the dominant Idea s monoy
making not military glory. Ths student
smong his books, the ehop.keeper at his

porimenter j his laboratory, are the revolu.
tionlsts of to-day. Toiling, selfishly, per-
haps, and with no thought of altarfor results,
each one, down to the lowllest laborer on the
highway, adds to the mighty sum of things
whioh goes to izorease the momentum of the
industrial revolztion. Each in this way may
entertaln what views please him regarding
politics, religlon, liberty and law, but in

REPORT OF THE MINISTER OF JUSTICE—THE
OTHER CORRESFONDEKOE,

The correspondence on the Jesnits Eastates
Aot matter hee now been printed and distri-
buted, There Is nothing in it the substance
of which has not already appeared in the
prese. The report of the Minister of Justice,
upon whioh the act was allowed, was very
brief, as follows :

The undersigned, having had under oonsid-
eration the acts of the Leglslature of tne
Province of Qasbec passed in the session held
in the year 1885, respectfully recommends
that they be left to sheir operation,

This ia dated Jan. 16, 1888, and was ap-
proved on Jan, 19 by the Governor-Genera!-
in.Couneil.

Another report from Sir John Thompsor,
aigo dated Jan. 16 and approved Jan. 22, has
reference to the petitions for dimsliowance
reccived from the Dominion Evangelical
Allirnce and Monireal Presbytery, and is as
follows :

Before the petitions In question camse ketore
him for hia consideration the nndersigned had
already recommended to Your Excellency
that the act In question should be left to ite
operation. The memeriula referred to have
not convisced the undersigned that that
recommendation should be changed, The
subjeot matter of the act I8 one of provineial
concern only, having relation to a fisoal
matter entirely within the control of the
Legislatare of Quebec.

Three other disallowance petitions are
prioted in the return, thess being from the
Miramichi Presbytery, residenta of Hanting-
ton, Que., and the Orange Svoiety of Ottawa.

He sald he wished $0 acoide as muck as
poarible the religlona side of the controversy
and devots his remarks to the con:titutional
arpect of the questlon, He malntained that
for soms time bavk events had been leading
up to this dlscussion, That the rights and
prlviloges of tha religlons mojority had been
tamperad with, He would be recreant to hia
prinolples and to his constituents 1f he allow-
ed th recent action of the Government with
regard to the Jerunite' Hatate bill to pass un
questioned, It had heen contended that thia
act was one wholly within the jurlsdictlon of
the Provincial Legislatare. With this view
be disagreed. Even if the constitation aliow-
od the act, atill If it could bs shown that it
violated ane of the vital principles of the con-
piltotion it should be dissllowed,

He entered Into & historical review of the
Jesnlt Order, telling how 1t was expelled
fram country after country aud finally die-
wlved by the Pope. No wonder the Britieh
Government had frowned upon their exist-
ence in this part of thelr domiuions nnd re-
fused to allow themas other religions bodles to
continus in oocupation of their property. He
guoted the opinions of varlone Canadisn law
officers of the Crown who at difierent $imes
gave It ag their opinion that the property
formerly held by the Jesults in Canada had
properly hacome veated In the Crowa from
whom it was conveyed to the Province of
Quebec in truat foreduocational purporer. Mr.
Mercler in faot admits that the Jesults
have no legal olaim to the properties, neither
have they any moral right to the preperty.

The Quaebec Tegislature, iIn acoepting
the trust to wuse the property for
education, debarred themselves from

over recognizing other rights in the property.
When the clergy reserves were secularized,
the conntry decided that no charch be
endowed by the State, Was it to be conalud-
ed that while the gifts of George 1LI. to Pro-
teetant churches wers to set aside, these of a
French King so the Catholle Church were to
bs maintained ¢ The Province ef Quebec
committed s direct breach of trust in paesiog
tho Jeauits’ estate bill, Onfarlo had an io-
fereet in this bill since Ontario was a partvy
fo the original grant of the estates by the
Crown to Cannda, it was no defence ¢I the
bill to say that the Protestants benefited by
it. The Protastants of Quebec are simply
befog bribed to eilence with soms of
their own money. Taking up the cor-
reepondence, ho polated out the tome of
command and superiority adopted by
the Pope, and commented on Mr. Meroler's
statement that ‘it wonld be perbaps neces-
sary to consult the Legislstare.” He con-
tended that the bill reoognizing a jurisdiction
Io the afiaira of the Province on the part of
the Pope was an infringement of an aot of
supremacy. 1% cannot be conatitutional for
any Legislatare to pass a bill whose walidity
depends upon the decialon of & foreign power.
He contended thut the bill should be disal-
lowed alao heoanse it was calonlated to sub.
vert the indepondence and morality of the
poople, The doctrines inonleated by the
Jesults are dangerons and immoral, snd in
thia free country it la not wite to encourage
an order whose prinoiples are a danger to the
institations of the country. He knew that
when ho contended the (fovernmont sheunld
bave disallowed . this bill he would not be
supported by the Honse, but ho appealsd
from the verdict of the members to the judg-
mens of the people. :

Mr, Tyrwhitt seconded the motion, ‘bat
mode no speoch. :

Mr, Rykert olalmed that the vast majority
of the people of Ontario dissented from- tho
Views just-promulgated. 'As an Orangeman,
he aserted that he would" be- followlng the
tensta of the Order In anpporting the (3overn-
ment, QOne cf ths ﬂrnt'p‘rlnclplel of the Ocder
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lberty. He was not prepared to joln inan
vuholy alliance to perseonte his Roman
Catholio fellow-countrymsn, He denled that
the Grange Order had any oconnection with
the agitation now going oo, It was foment-
edbynowapapers seeking business advantages.
The advice sf Mr. O'Brien, if followed, would
divide the Uatholica and Protestauts of the
conntry into hostilecamps, Theattack haln
made iz not directed at the Jesaits but over
their heads at the Cathalio Ohoroh. Hereview-
ed the course of the Afail scouslog it of many
changes of opinion with regard to the
Jernite' estaten bill, next he took a tilt at the
@lcbe. While aome of the people of Ontario
are so anxions mbout the rights of tha Pro-
testant minorlty In Quebec the membera of
that minority are perfectly satiefied, am ls
proved by the attitude of thelr papers of both
atripes of politics with the motion of the Pro-
vincial Legislatare. He guoted from Hon.
Mr. Lynch’s speech in the Legisiature, Hon,
Mr. Starnes and the Rev, Mr, Campbell, to
further prove that the Protestante of Qaebec
are satisfied witk the bill, As to the charec-
ter of the Jeauits, it is unfair to charge that
they are the same as a hundred years ago.
He quoted frem a number of recent writers
and speakere pralses of the Jesuit order,
There sre thousands of Jesults living and
workivg unmolested in England to-day, He
related the fruitless offorts made in England
of recent years to renmew the persecntion of
the Jesults. In 1852 a Jesult college was in-
corporated in Montreal. It has been at work
since and no fault has been found with ft.
Discussing the censtitntional aspect of the
bill he suggested that its opponents should
test that in the courts, He quoted a number
of legal opinions to ehow that this fs the pro-
per courss to take.

AFTER RECESS.

Mr, Barron regretted that he could not
give a eilent vote, but the manner In which
hia name had been connected with the ques-
tion sinose It wae firet mooted, mede that Im-
possible, His was a painful poeition, slnoe It
lmplied & meverance, temporary oply, he
hoped, from hie political assoclates and leader.
Hie couree waa determined by copscientious
motivee. He had no desire to attaok the
Catholic Churoh or the Jeenits ; to joln in the
general olamor agalnat them, much of which
was nofounded. Infacr, so far as hia own
Investigation had gone, they only developed
reason for admiring the Jesuits, but that
thould not affect his judgement as to the
constitutionality of the Jesuits FEatates
Bill. The bill gave a forelgn potentate
the right to walidate an act of the Que-
bes Legislature, contrary to a statue of
the firat Elizabeth. The treaty of Paris
perpetuated In this country the laws in forge
ifn England at the time, and of these the ata-
tute above mentioned js one, Further on, the
treaty confirme the Catholie olergy of Quebec
In their holdinge of property, subject to the
suptemacy of the King. He quoted authorl-
tlen to show that when Canada became the
property of Eagland, French laws ceased to
have force, and those of Britain came into
effeet. In 1850 an act of the parllament of
Britaln declared that the Pope could not, as
he had attempted to, divide Eongland Into
dioceser. What s the difference between di-
viding England into dioceses and dividing
monsy voted by the Legislaturs of Jue-
bac? The Eocleslastioal Titles Act,
here referred fo, was only an ex-
prassion of the common law which wan
in force in Quebec, In tks roya: [ustruc-
ticns to the Duke of Richmond 1818, all re-
ferguces of domentic Ozaadlan matiers to
forelan pottiatazes or pricats Is expresaly for-
tidden. If the Pope hes power to ratify he
has alac power to nullily legislation in the
Province of Quebeo, and such a pretension
caunot be tolerated in a Brithh province,
The faot that the old soclety of Jesults was
diesolved glves the now soclety no olaim
whatever to the properties of theold scoiety,
There is no connection between the two rocle-
ties, and the principle of restitution does not
maintain. The properties were navet con-
fisoated, but beocame the possestion of the
Crown by conquest. At the time of the con-
quest the properties were not owned by the
Jesulte, bat - by the Fremch Crown,’

the French Parliament. Aas to the property
which had boen given by private psrsons to
the old Jesuita in trust for the purpose of
educating the Indians, when that trust was,
na longer toifilled tha property should bave)
reverted to the donore, and the heirs of thone’
donors are the only persons who now bave t.}'
olalm on the estates outelde of that of the
Crown, The Jesults Eatater Biil takes from
the Indlans the power of selling their fTand,
and that, if the Premier had any regard for
his own record, should have led to the dis-
alluwing of the bill, siace the renson given for
the disallowance of the Streams Bill waa that
it took away one man’s proporty and gave it
to another. Mr. Barron conocluded by twit-
tiog the Premier with a denisl in a recent
apeach of his that he had ever set foot in an
Orange ledge, and challenged Bowell to epes k
on the question.

Mr. Clark Wallace gave a lengthy history
of the Jesult’ order. He came Lo the ques-
tion remarking that in the Jesuits Estate
Bill the grant to the Protestants is restricted
to the purpose of education, but that to the
Catholica is not 8o restrioted ; in faok, accord-
ing to the division made by the Pope, much
of the monay will not be used for edacational
purposes, but solely for ecclealantical uwses.
Nothing in the B. N. A, Aot gives power to
a Joglalature to vofe money to any church.
The act aleo recognized the supremavy of the
Pope over the Quebec Legislature, On there
grounds he wonid be obliged to vote for the
amendment,

Mr. Colby thought the record of the Jes-
ulte & century ago wae not so pertinent to the
queation. The amendment is -an implied
censure o the ‘Government for allowing the
Jeaalts Kstaves Bill and a positive command
to them to reverse thelr decleion before ex-
erclaiog their power of disallowance the Gov-
ernment should be convinced that there ia no
obvious necessity for such aotion. It is al-
woays a grave matter to reverse the dell-
berate deciefon of a Legislature, and It is
even mora 80 when that decislon concerns the
sensibilities of the msjority of a province.
It is trane that the Jezult order was once
suppressed, but now it is incorporated in
Quobsc andidentified with the Cathollo Church
An attack upon them s construed by
Oatholios as ap attack npon their chumron.
To disallow the Jesuits’ Estates Bill wonld
not only be to exclte the prejudicss of a peo-
ple more active than thoss of any ather part
of the country in provinoial rights, but also
to wound their religione sensibilities, The
constitution iz the paper bond of the Con-
faderation; the real bond Is the good will of
the people of the Frovinoes. Shoeuld we Le
mo oareless ag lightly, without due thought,
to weaken, perhaps destroy, that bond. On
the one hand we have this danger, on the
othsr we bave fthe gravest comatitutlonal an-
thoritien In the Hounse affirming that the
Jesuits® Estafies Bill is intra vires of the
Legislature, Ho 'recalled the clrocumstances
of the demand for the disallowauce of the
New Brunswiok Sohools Aot, that a mem-
ber of the House doubted that the Act
waa an aawlise one, but, believing that it was
intra vires, they refnsed to commanad its dls-
sliowance. Shall we now do for the Proteat-
ant minority of Quebec, who do not ask it

frem us, what we refnsed to the Catholle
wiuoricy of Wow Brusswick wien ikoy dia

through the dissolution of the society byl

'nk it. The Federal Government should bo
mont oareful not to clask unnecesearily with
the Provincial Governments. Already Cor-
federation has stood severs ahocks, but it
never has had to bear the straln of religions
strife. If this amendment Ia passed it will
precipitate the mest dangerous orials that
this country can be called to face,

Protestants of Quebec have not resisted thit
bill. The raason is that never in any conn-
try has a minority been so well treated os In
Queber, and 1t 1a & happy condition of affairs
which the Protestants of Quebec do not wish
to distarb. The Protestanta of Quebeo are
a8 true to Protestantism as the diletants men
who are now trying to atir up strife, and they
underatood the aituation better, Speaking of
the Catholic Churoh, politically, he regarded
it as the greatest bulwark of the State
againat the spirit of infidelty, and of anarchy,
whiach is abroad and which would level every
constituted amthority, While I didn't ap-
prove of Mr. Mercler in pawsing this act, I
justily the Government in not faterfering, and
[am glad to see that the Government have
paraued the conree that they have done, They
have done (he right thing. It wonld bea
esarifice of the gacurity of the smaller pro-
vinces if the Govornment hsd been allowed
to Interfere with matters within the rightsot
the provimce whenever they desived. I am
& Protectionist of the rights of my Province,
I want to proteot the smaller Provinces
agaiost the Jarge ones.’ It should not be the
desire of any man who seeks to mecure the
futare prosperity of this country to promote
disunlon betweer: Protestants and Catholics
in this oase, 'We should endeavour to re-
move religlous dissensions, We shonld be
espacially careful that large Provinces shonld
not be allowed jurlzdiction over smaller Pro-
vinces which they are notentitled to exsrcise,
In one respect I objaot to hei policy,he should
not put up his jenpporters behind him to
defend the course of the Administration.
Aud in order not to protract discussion, the
right bon. gentlemen {Sir John)and histriend
beside him (Bowell) who ooccuples so promi-
nent a pasition In the Orange aseoclation, or
theé Minister of Justice, who is well qualified
to do g0, shonld declare the Government’s
position. I now call vpor onme of them to
state what is the policy of the Administration
on the matter.

Hon. Peter Mitchell—I do not rise for the
purpose of making a speech upon this gnes-
tion, but for the purpose of giving a few brief
ohservations upon the vota that I shall glve,
and I may say, at the outset, thav for onosl
am going to support the admipistration, I
do not do so because of any particular virtue
inthat administration ; notody would believe
me if I raid I did, (laughter), but I do it be

cause I feel it to bethe Interest of the smaller
Provincer, a county in one of which I have
the honor to represent. Sir, I am not going
to enter into the merits of the cass—whether
the course Mr. Mercier purauved In dealing
with the Jesuite’ estates was & prodent aourae
ornot, Perbaps had I been a member of the
Laglalature of Qaebeac, representing a Protest

ant element In that Provinoe, I might have
doubted the propriety, and perhaps have
votad agsinat tho pasaage of the bill. 1 have
heard it etated that it woe an improper thing
to pass a bill under which » forcign power
wos glven the right to dictate how the
monsy of the peopla of the Provines
shonld be sdministered. There questions
1 take It are within the power of the
Lsgisiattice of Quebee, and during the
whole of the time they were before that
Legislature I, as connected with a leading
joarnal, took some interest in observing the
effect it had on the Protestant element of the
province who are psying the money. Imay
eay this, that doring the pasiage of the bill
to Incorporate the Jasuits thorc was searcely
s Protestant paper thronghuut the whole
Province tbat ralsed ite volce againatit, I
will next say, dealing with the financial
feature of the gquestion, that with the ex-
ceptlon, so far as I can reoollect, of two mem-
bers, none of the fifteen Protestant members
of the Legialatare raised their voices against
the passage of the bill ; and those who did
raive thelr voicen againet it, did 2o in vsry
moderate tones, When it csme to the
question of dividing the House upon
the point, those two gentlemen said. *'Carried
on divielon.” The Premier sald no, we will
take the names upon it, and when they found
the nsmes were to be taken, they ssld anani-
moue, and it was carried unsnimously, Sa

‘| there hae been no excitement, no agitatioa on

the part of the Protestant element of Quobec
during the time, In relation %o the matter.
Months have elanaed and it is only now that
soma of the fanatica—ahall X call them that—
{n Ontario, for what purposs I do not know,
havo ralsed this guestlon. A good many of
tham are friends of the right hon. gentleman,
I fear, very often the right hon. gentleman
has expressed his wish, ' save me from my
frisnds,” The motive of these agitators conld
not bave besn a very good one, tor there Is no
objeot tobe galned byjtheagitation of thie ques-
tlon excep! to create trouble, dissension and
bad fesling throughout the community. 1
re-acho the eentiment expreseed by the hon,
gentleman who epoke last, that instead of
sowing dissenaion we ought to promote har-
mony and induoe all sects to work togother.
1¢ there aro 9ny persons aggrieved in relation
to this matter who are they ! Are they the
Protestants of Ontarfo? What right have
they to dictate to us Protestants of Quebec
how we shall diepoee of our own money? 1
have heard the argument wsed that this pro-
perty was given for a speoclal purpose, and
that it cannot ba voted as It haa hcen, For
what parpore ls it given? Ia it not for the
purposes of edncation ? That ls the otject for
which these persons who receive it interd
to uee it, and if sny ons witl viit
the Province and become acqualnted
with the Inatitations which are receiving
this money they wlll find that they are pro-
moting education among the various classes
of people In Quebec in & manver that refleots
oredit apoa them. I am not a Roman
Catholic, but I respest the Roman Catholios,
and it will be my wish to live in harmony
and peace with them, and when I can, with-
out injuetice to others, they will find me
ready, ss they have always found me ready,
to promote thelr Interests, If they have
chosen, and I will say it wan a wise thing to
do, because It has ralsed a feeling which
ought never to bave been ralsed among the
Prosestants of Oatario, to vote this money,
that Is the money of the people of Quebeo,
and the Protestants In Oatario have no jasti-
ficatton for oreating an agitation against our
dispoaing of our own money,

Mstiox te Reduce IXis Balary—Ile Justides
His Courso as the Times' Comnael—Mr.
Farnell's Protest,

Lonpon, Maroh 22,—In the House of Com-
mons to-day, Sir Williem Vernon Harcoart,
resuming the disoussion regarding the Pac-
nell commisalon, declared that Attorney-
General Webater’s identifisation with the
cammission had destroyed the Impression
that the Gavernment wounld be impartial and
had added weigns to the Times’ oharges, If
the Attorney-General had not advised the
Goveroment, Parlisment would not vote a
ealary for aerviaes be bad not performed, He
condemned the Attorney-Gomersl'a apology
for the Pigott forgerles as mean, contemptible
and diegraceful, und expressed the hops that
he wounld make a better apology. .

Attorney.General Webater replied that bat
for the duty he owed those who trueted him,
he would not have noticed the obarges made
by Sir Willlam. If he were capable of the
conduct impoted to him he would be a dis-
grage to the Eagliah bar. He was private
couneel for the Times. It was immaterlal
whether he bad been right or wrong in ma-
suming that position, althoagh it was doobt-
ful whether he had baen prudent.

A LAME DEFENCE,

The Attorny-Genersl, continuing, declined
abaolutely to say whether he had advised the
Government on any polnt. None knew better
than Sir Willlam that he could not snawer
such a queation, but he had never vouched to
the Government tor the anthenticity of the let-
tere, Sir Willinm Harconrt ought to know that
no counsel vouched for the truth of what he
propoeed to prove by evidence. Harcourt™s
argument that conusel ought to satisty him-
gell of the accuracy of the statements witness
would make was prepvsterous. He nacoused
Sir William of asking queations in this man.
ner becauss he knew that a certain section of
the press was only too ready to turn sugges-
tioas fnto accusatione, For instance, there
wne hls question as to whether the Attorney-
Goneral ruggested that Plgott should sce
Daley. He never heard of the visit untll two
nighta ago.

ABCUT PIGOTT,

Sir Willam Veroon Hurcourt wanted te
know whether the Atturney-Gensral bad the
letter in which Plgott admitted his inability
to stand oross.examination, It Mr. Soamen
had that latter and kept it from the knowl-
edge of the Attorncy General the name of
Mr. Soames ought to be struck ofl the rolle.
The Attorney-General would, donbt-
less, now tell the House when he firat learned
ot Pigott's character and whether he wau in-

ber without an Inquiry.

The Chairman accepted the disclalmer,
addlog that Mr, O'Brien could not deny hav-
log repeatedly interrupted loudly and warned
him not to repeat such condnot,

Regarding Pigott, the Attornecy-General
argued that he bad not the right to keop him
from the witness box becsuse he mald he
could not stand croes-sxamivation. He had
infermed the commisslon and put Pigatt's let-
ter intn Sir Charlea Rusetll's bands five days
before Pigott went into the box. (Loud Min-
isterisl cheers.) Would the committes be-
lieve shat Sir Oharles had asked that tha let-
ter should oot be read till Plgott went into
the box ? (Lsughter.) Hoe protested atrong
'y agsinst Sir William's reference to Mr.
Ssamer, who was not there to unswer the
chargee,

In vegard to Sir Willlam's statement that
the Times' anclopy could only have been writ-
ten by a pesuiiogging, cczening knave, that
kusve atocd before them at the prosent mo-
ment, (Conservative oheers.) He assured
the gentieman opposite that all the obarges
made sgainet bim had falled to glve him 1he
slightent anxlety or a single eleeplons night.
1f the further charges promiscd him were naot
worse than those brought to-night, he was
bound to conferr that in his own opinion the
pars he hud pleyed in the last few montbs
would not be the leust creditable portion of
hia career.

MR, PARNELL'S PROTEST.

Mesara, O'Connor and Labouchere having
spoken, Mr. Parnell sald ho should not have
intervencd, but that in the language of
Attorney General Webster, and in the shouts
of his supporters, thers had besn eome falnt
echo of Lord Salisbury’s equivocal lauguage
in respect to the forged letters, It Lord
Sallsbury stlll chose to pin the relic of hle
faith to the letters, the consequences would
be upon hix awn head. Iu the witnesa box,
be {Mr, Parnell) had testified under oath that
he had neither slgned, writton, authorizcd
nor known of aoy of the letters, and Attorney-
Goneral Webater had not ventared to put to
him a single queation.

PILLORIED IN PARLIAMENT FOR LYING,

Attorney-Greneral Webater on Friday., He read
a letter ha had written to Mr. Webster in whioh
he said he did not believe Mr, Webater had
been correctly reported. It was absolutely in-
correct to Bay that before Pigott’s examinati n
and before-Pigott fled, be (Rusmell) had received
information direct or indireoch to the effect that
Pigott disoredised the value of his own testi-
mony.. It wos abaolately incorroct to say that
conveying such information. Atiorney-General
Weblzor,g in reply to the Speakec’s letter, had
written that he believed he had handed such
letters to him, but he wauld bave to refer to his
‘shortheand notes for ‘mnﬂtgnntlon.' “The Ablor-

ho had either called for ov referrad to letters’

lebbers disorediting Pigott’s evidence, The let-
ters in which Pigott confessed his fear of a croea-
examination had come upon the Speaker and
his colleagues as & oomplete surprise.” After
Pigott's flight they had repeatedly made open
complaint in court regarding the manner in
which the Attorney-General bad conducted the
case. He did not impute dishonorable motives
tn the Atrorney-Cenersl, but ke thought thad
Mr. Webster had been led away by the political
character of the case into a course of conduct
which, on reflection in less exciting circum-
stazces, he would not have pursued.  (Cheers),
Sir Charles esaid that even when Pigott had
testified he did not get the lettera to which re-
ference had been made, although Mr, Webater
offered to produce the letter of November 5.
He asked the Attorney-General sither to admit
that he was mistaken or do poind out in the offi-
gul lrgport any reference to the letter of Novem-

er 16.

Mr. Webster sdmitted that, relying upon
memory, he had erred when he wrote to Sir
Charles. He argued thab in any cass the mat-
ter was_uvimportent. The Attorney-Gene
persiated that if Sir Obarles had coneented to
hava the letter from Mr. Soames to Pigott read
in court he (Russell) would have been in a posi-
tion to demand the correspondence to which i8
referred.

Mr. Asqnith, oue of tha Parnellite couneel,
followed. He oasserted most positively that
neither he nor Sir Charles had the grhout oF
glimmering of a notion that a letter of Pigott's
existed in which he announced that his testi-
mony woula be discredited.

Sir William Vernon Harcourt contended tbab
no anewer hasd been given to his charge that
Mr. Webater, knowing Pigott to be s doubtful
witness, allowed the Zimcs for two montha to
repeat its adiows charges and further had eat
\silcat while Houston atfirmad thas he hed com-
plete trust in Pigott, which statement Mr.
Webster knew to bae false,

Mr. Webster—I have protested thab I had po-
mweans of knowing that Houston’s statement
waos nafrue,

Sir William said an atterney might weave the
cobwebs of miserable professianal etiquette
about the matter, but tha common senss of she
nation would revoll aguinst the keeping alive to
the last moment of charges kuown to be false as
an act of professional crueldy and injustico.

Sir Edward Clarke, solictor-general, defended
Sir Richard Webster.

Bir. Labouchsre said Mr. Houston, Mr..
Scames and Mr. Webater had all avoided ask-
mg qnestions concerning Pigntt, He attacked
the Gladstonian lawyers who abstained from
voting when the diviston was taken on Friday.

BEHRING SEA.

BLAINE HEVIVES BHIS SPIRITED
FOREIGN POLIOY.

‘WasHINGTON, March 24.—President Harrison
hasissued a proclamation declaring Bebring Sea
aclosed een, Afterreciting the act of iasb neauicn
applying to the ralmon fishcriea provisions of
the law to geal flahing in Bebring Sea, the pro-
clamation cuntinues]: *1, Benjamin Harriron,
President of the United States, pursuans to the
above recited statutes, hereby weore a'l persons
againab entering the waters of Behring Ses
within the dominion of the United States for the
purpose uf violating the p:ovisions of snid mec-
tion 1,956 ot the revieed statutes. snd hereby
proolaim that all peraons found to be or to have
been engaged in any violation of the lawa of the
United States in vaid watera will be arreated
ond punished as above provided and thap all
veueels 80 employed, their tackle, spparel, fur-
niturs and oargoes will he seized and for-
feited,”

The signiticance of thie proclamation lies in
the fact that Great Britisn and other powers
bhave long contestsd the zight of the United
States to exercime juriadiction over this vast
body of water, as large o8 the .1igesn and the
Black Seas combined. Part of this track o}
water over which the American goveroment:
now aaserts complete sovereignty lies out in the~
open Pacifle.  British vessels were actually
geized 130 miles from the unearest pownu of
Alatks,

Eminent American juriata have given the
opinion that the Washingtoa government bae-
no jurisdiction in Buhring Sca beyond a marine
league from the shore. Inthe Uanadian fieh-
eries question thie is the view urged by the
Unitea States government,  Yet in face uf thia
and in faoce of the protess of Greab Pritian, of
Russis, of Germany and of Sweden—all of
which toke issue with the new dactrive—she
Presideut, guided by Mr. I} aine, now asserd
soveringty over the eutire sea. . . .
The ststus under which Mr, Blalne will shield
him«elf was an amendment to the Internasional
Salmen Fishing Act, and in_the closing hours
of the last Cocgreany ivs proveisions were extend
ed to cover Behring Sea. and in thie innocent
shape did nob attract adtentivn, Thers wes no
British Miniater st Washington to protest. In
an underhand rort of way the U. S Govern-
ment has therafors endeavored to evade and:
sattle a grave international question.

FIRE IN HALIFAX CITADEL.

THE SOLDIERE STUOK TO WORK AT THE HALIFAX
OITADEL THOUGH KXI'ECTING EVERY MOMENT
A DHADLY EXPLOSION,

Havirax, N. 8., March 23.—The artillery
barracke ioside the Citadel fort was deatroyed:
by fire to-night, and a large part of the city bad"
& parrow escepe from distruction, owing to_the-
close proximity of two large powder magazines.
The barracks consisted of an immen:ze threc-
atory wooden structure, which was redaced to
ruine in three hours. The conflagration ia at
present said to have been started by the upret-
ting of a atove on the secona storey, but novhing
definite iz %o be learned on this point. The
barracks afforded accomndation for batween two
and three hundred artillerymen. Very little
was gob out of the building, aslmost everything
being destroyed. The military did not call ond
the city firemen till the fire bad beer burring
for an hour, when they found tbemeelves um-
able to cope without aesistance. Every soldier,
ardilleryman  and enginesr in the garrison
was ezgaged in the work of subduing the
flames, preventing their spread avd goard.

His Giace Archbishop Fabre:

~ Bismor’s PaALAcE,
MoxTrEAL, 105k March, 1889,
My DEar Co-workERs,—Dnring my ab-
sence & movement whioh has been in progress
_in this dlocese for several years has inoreased
in & fow weeks mors than it ever d1d since Ita
origin—» school, which, conating amongst its
adherents numerons members of the gle
of this diocess, has professed more openly
than ever, by the voios of its leadera, ita dec-
trines, its principlers, its tendancles and its
affectations, its programme for the future,
and oelebrated the good which it belleved It-
self to havs sccomplished Inffthe past. Uponm
. my arrival home I was pressed and solicited
by the moat importaat members of this school
to prouounce upon what has been said, done
" and wricten by them. These gentlemen ask
me to defend them from ocertain aoccuaations
made against them by an opposing press. I
must confess that I did no* expect these
gontlemen to take the place of accusers,
. After ail that has taken place, I had grounds
for hoping that these gentlemen would con-
tent themselves by asklog my opinion of what
has taken place and what should be done in
the futore. But they wish absolutely that I
should pronoance myself, and thet I shoanld
it in judgment. At the mame time some of
the adherants of this school are disposed to
disregard my authority. The positlon which
I am torced te take Iv therefore a meoat diffi-
oult and painful one, acd I realfze all the
importance of the commanication which I am
aboat to make. Hers it is In a fow worde: —

X cannot give my approbation to a news-
paper which pronounced itself a political
journal, but which too often invadex tho
religions domaln, without taking the word of
oommand from the head of the diocess, and
whioh frequently permits itself to champlon
oauses with which I heve no sympathy. Let
this newspaper reamnin within its political
#phore, a8 long as its political aims are not
condemned by the church, and.l will notin-
torfere with Its directlon. Censequently I
oannot give my approval from the fact that
thia same newapaper conatitutes ftself the
recognized echo of a portion of the clergy of
this diocese, and becaute I cannot approve
their taking aotive psrt in politios, from
which they are sare to come out with thelr in-
fluence diminished before the people.

More than all others, I wish the enconrage-
ment of the prudent press, which has an im-
portant role to play in the world. Butlet us
not be decelved on the subject of la donne
presse. Lo bonne presse le mot that which
sowsa defiance agafnst the aunthorities, which
propagates writings more or lesa questlonable,
or oplnione, if not opanly hostile, at least an:
favorable to those who have received the mie-
sfon to conduot the Church of God, which
appesla to opposition instincts and dissatis.
factlon on the part of the olergy or laymen
with the biskops, A which, in a word, on the
purest appeasrances and most disinterested
devotion to religlon, quentions the discipline
of the oburch, and only atops when the live
forces of which you are so much in need are
weakened aud destroyed.

Lx bonne presse takes from the authorities
Its word of command, and combats bad doc-
trines and false principles after having con-
sulted the bishopre, Its natural guides, It
soeks the veritable true union ef hearts and
sonls, under tae government of the recogaiz-
ed pastors of the church of God. La bonne
presse produces respsct, and engenders affac-
tlon for the commands and even the oplnions
of the aathorities, I cannot, therefore, re-
ooguize in a certain press, which recelves too
much enceuragement from certain members
of the clergy, the elements which conetitute
that which has just been oalled Iz boune
presse.

Consegquently I cannet approve of the com-
munioations which have appeared in the col-
umns of a certaln newspaper iz this olty,
and the certificates of good conduct given to
that newspaper are, to say the least, inop-
portone,

I atop here for the present, as I belleve that
I have apoken plainly enough to be under.
stoad. Let us remaln, my dear co-workers,
within the role whioh Providence has traced
for us. Upto the present tima we have exer-
olaed an immense influence for good, becaunse
wa have been united ; but onoe let disunien
appear in our ranks, let the members of the
clergy constitute thomseives political parti-
zane, and our Influence ceases, our authority
diminishes, and souls are loat by our fault.
Lat us see that the moral laws are followed.
This is our role, Bat let us nos expose our-
gelves to the fire of political combat. Partles
change ; the revuleion agalnat us is a danger
which one should fesr. I exhort you in the
Lord to receive with a bumble and dooile
heart the grave warnings which I have ad-
drossed you and I hope that all will give an
example of obedlence and respect due to an-

thority.

ABUSES IN THE ABMY.

Anether ¥Victiin Relates His Experlence.

{ Toronto News.)

It haneen suggested that a masa meeting
of ex-Salvationists be called to discuss and|
teatify ta the truth of the statements made,
by others In the IVews as regards the Army,
abuses, ond in this they wonld have the
hearty ‘so-operation of many es-officers out-:
side Toronto, who ocould give startling evi-
dence:ftr from creditable to the #rmy leaders
in Caneda at presont, The town of Barrie,
it is said, could furnish « cor-load of past
officlile and memters of the Army whose ex-
perience would sapport What has already been
stated. On this.point, however, further eub-
stantlve testimony ie thardly necessary,
though statements from mew Boarces are use-
ful, ‘becanes thew go to show the general pre-
valence of the abuses complalaed of.

'To TAE EDITOR :—You are probably right
in your expectation that English will continue
the langnage of this continent ; but the hope
that a hnndred years hence there may be four
or even five hundred millons of Eagliah-
speaking people in North Amerion is rather
a poor compensation to those in Quebeo or
Eastern Ontarlo, of the present generation or
the next, who, through lite, may have to suf-
fer serious disadvantages from the gradual
bat rapld increaee In the use of French, And
hete lat me say that I think the English in
Qusbec and Eastern Ontaric should all learn
French, and that it should form parsof ali-
beral education In other parts of the Domin-
iom.

But when 1t is sodulounsly cunltivated to the
exclusion of Euglish, then an lajustioe is done
to the French themselves, who are thereby

HANDICAFPPED IN THE RACE OF LIFE,

and unfitted for a career In the wider arena,
In the nse of Erench Increasing ? I think no
one familiar with the facts will doubt that its
exolusive use Is Inoreasing even much more
rapidly than the Frewch race lteelf, You

—the deoreaslng uso of French in the Com-
mons at Oitawa, More declaive proofa can be
quoted to the opposite view.

SHEEP FOR SURETY.

There have been many ups and downs in

the businesesince my boyhood ; many changes

from sheep to something else, and back again,

and many theusand sheep have been alaugh-

tered for their pelts and tallow alone in times

of depresaion, but the men who have persiat-

ently atuck to; sheep through thick and thin,
improving their focks, while othera were eell-
iog ont or killing thelrs, have in the end come
out ahead every time, and have kept the up
condltion of their farms betterjthan any other
class of farmers among ne. No man acquaiat-
od with the situation will attempt to contra-
vort this assertion, 1fI desired to bring back
into condition a randown or worn-out farm, 1
should stock It up just as heavily as it wonld
bear with sheep, provided, of course, that it
was adapted tosheep,

There are places where sheep ars peats or
nuieances. But no Intelligent snepherd waould
pasture sheep ingarden oramong small fruite.
Nor would he turn them upon biz newly-
seeded claver plote, any mors than dalrymen
would turn cowa Into his corn field, Histori-
oally, the sheep clearly ranks firat among use-
ful animals, and although they sometimes
fall lnto disrepute and carping charges are
made agalnet them, they are bound te go up
higher In popular estimation with every ad-.
vance In human development, I hall with
pleasure the prevaillng tendency toward
keoping & fow sheep on every farm, whatever
tke predomivent speclalty,—IN.Y. Tribune,

Too often the miik or cream is et in ves-
3els of such depth and shape that perfect aer-
ation ia fmponsible, Buttoobtialn afull, rich,

well expossd to pure air for at leant 36 hours,

that it may be properly aired and ripened.

The Iate Prof, L. B. Arnold writes in this
connection : - ** A pecullarity noticed in the

manufactcre ef the finest eamples of butter 1
have ever met with is that the milk, when set
for the oream to rise, has been spread out
pretty thin ju temperate air which is free
from foreign odors, currents and unuraal

dampness, I have met with plenty of fine

and even fancy butter made by different
modes of deep and cold setting ;’but the most
exqutaite flavor has come irom the exposure,
of the cream to purealr to abont G0 for 30
or 40 hours while rising en milk spread two
and a talf to three incken Jdeep. By auch an
exposurs the butter fats acquire ajjnew and
deliolous flavor which does not exist in the
milk when it comes from ths cow, and which
I havenot found devaloped in any other way.”
—{Indlan Farmer.

HOW TO RAISE QUIRCES.

A encoestfal qulnoe.grower in the west at-
tributeshis success to the fact that most of
his trees were et in low, mnoky grouad,and
with sucy shelter that their fallen leaves and
thoee of tue adjoining apple orchard make a
good sonoal mulch, He says that it is not
the trunk and branches of the quincethat are
tender, but the roote, trees bemng almost in-
vazlably killed in exposed ritustions where the
frest penetrates deeply. Hie practice iato
mulch well with antume leaves and well-
rotted stable meanunre, eaylog the batter the
manure (with reasonable limite,the fairer and
larger the frult. He also belleves a vigorcus
growth prevents to some extent the twig
blight and red ra ¢ which are becoming guite
common in some sections.

UNDERDRAINING LARDS.

Many farmers are repelled from under-
draining by reading reports of the great ex-
pense incurred wherever a regnlar system Is
undertaken. Bat for ordinary farming such
expense is neither neceasary nor in most cases
to be advised, Begin with a few draina cunt
throngh wet plucea in the fields, moast of
which are usually dry snough forauccerstnl
croppiag, Thlas will not coat mack, and will
almost certainly give profit. The ocost of
plowing, seedlog and cultivating grain crops
that ave In certain spota regnlarly drowned
out every year le an entire Joss. It does not
take meny such places in a field to more than
off:et the graine that can be made from the
remalniag portfons. Besides, there (s always
a lose from delay In seeding. The time for
plowing a field munst never be that at
which ite wettest part in dry enough for till-
ing. When the wet places are drained thay
wlll be ready for plowing even earlfer than
those that weid thonght not to need draining,
We have often seen strips of three or four
rods width of dry land through a hollow
where the underdrain ran, while the higher
land on elther sade wan atill too wet to plow,
Io time farmers who begin draining will learn
that what they thought dry emough to net
peed an onderdrain must aleo be drained.
Many hillsidex are full of aprings aud to keep
them underground, and so carry them off ont
of the way, Is as necessary as it Is toc onder-
draln the ewamps and morasser.—dmerican
Cultivator, :
