SKETCßIES OiF TIle LATE DEPRES-
SION,

'lie above is the title of a wvoi'rk by ifi.
Win. Wicklifl'e Jolhnson, manager for
Messs. Dun, Wiinan & Co., and althougih
in our judgment open to soie criticisin,
which we shall venture to offtr in a most
riendly spirit, it is 'ell deserviing of

gencral perusal. Much 'of the work is
taken up viti a synoptical review of lead-
ing trades, nvhich cannot fail ta be inter-
esing. li treating of the Ic ause, effect
and lessons " of the ite depression n'e
venture ta think tiat our author ias talken
that narrow view' of his suiject wshichl is
generally accepted throughaut the Do-
Minion, and which is sedulously inculcated
by an inluential portion of the press. IL
really inight be inferred from the tone of
flie Canadian press that tie Dominion ha
ieen visited during a period of nearly six

years by ai fatal epidenmie whiclh complete-
lY bililed the skill of the state physicians,
but ivlich was speedily banisied when
lise patient was placed in the hands of
more experienced practitioners. In tise
iork before us the causes of the depres-

Sion are ascribed solely ta local influences,
and advice is given which, though in
general good, would be of little valua
should there be a repetition of the causes
whiclh really produced the depressioi
throughout the world. In our judgnente
it is of miuch greater importance at the
presenrt tim'e ta give our best attention ta
the causes of the inflation which preceded
and led ta the depression, than ta the dle-
pression itseif. IL is ralier a remarrkable
fct tia in the last year of the depression,
1870, the prices of those leading commodi
ties which Our mllost experiencel statisti-
clans have taken as an index of general
prices closely approximated ta the average
at a perilod preceding that of the inflation.

We may take the present opportunity
o noticing the recent death of a very able
man, who had contributed during a long
period niost valuable information on the
subject which we are nows treating. We
refer, of course, ta Win. Newmaircli, ivho
was associated viti the late Thomas
Tooke in completing his valuable works on
the ' History of Prices," and who, up ta
the tinie of his last illness, was a constant
contributor of papers, or of comments an
papers ta the Royal Statistical Society of
London. - We believe that Mr. Wickliffe
Johnson misght study Mr.: Newmarch's
works witi advantage, and we believe that
we sIall render good service at the present
time by giving that learned gentleman's
opinions as ta flie causeof the inflation,
whili came ta se sad c tercmination is
1873. The paper from which we quote
swas read before the Statistical Society,
21st May, 1878, andin it the author under-
takes ta aonwe' the question. "iHow

iiaily, and the entrance et' Austria, Iingcry
and ialy upon a nee, freei' and More enter-
lrisinig national lite. The suspension for a car
ut a arge part of' he indlusirial p-oduction of
the belligerent couintries brouglit thLm impetfî-
0nsîy intîo tI marketu of te world-and
especially !iite flic Enîglisi market-as soon as
pcace was auss'ritd creafting a demîiand greatly
fbeyoid the capicity of the then existing means
of supply'avaihbl a thei moment. lence arose
ftle impctiiosity wvith which in 1871-72 demanîd
urged on production, especially in tise instri-
mielntal artiles Of ceaI and iron.

"2. '?The mania in fle United States for build-
ing railwvays (1868-73), and the consequent large
transfers of native and foreign capital from

floating seurities into fixed investments, oper-
ated in ic same way, and in the saine direction
as fle demaid from tlie.War regions in central
Europe; and in the United States was aggra-
vated by a bad lpaper currency, by bad protec-
tionist laws, and by abuses of the Most flagrant
and scandalous k d in the administration of
flic entire railway systen. It is also to be
borne in mind fliat botli in North Ainerica alld
central Europe, fic prevalence o! devastating
'wars since 1S60 lias destroyed and prevented
the usual accumrulationes of capitai arising fromi
successtlil enterprise and frigality, and frein
flic inîcrese of skil and diligence i tic great
bilk of flic people.

3. During the sane period (1808-73) Russia
straiied all ils resources anld all its credit in
pursuit of a similar policy of railway, road and
navigation extension.

"4. The opeiîing of the Suez Canal at the
end of 1869 created, duîring 1870-73, an urgent
deRandl for a large fleet of steail vessels adapted
te nic isew Inîdiin route; and what is more, so
ai tered and afiected many of the existing Modes
anld channels Of businîess, as to create mlîischief
and coiifision aîmong flic parties engaged in
thne. These disarrangemrients of former chan-
nels and nithods of commerce bave been
greafly intensified by flic completion since 188
of telegr.aptlhic systeis betwveci aîll parts oi flic
world, fiot excludinriig Ohbiia, Aistralia, aid
both sides of South Aimerica.

5. The rapli rise ef prces and wages (1871-
73) firew large systeis o? production entirely
oi'f leirl balance. More expenditure and ess
w'ork took ie place of frugilify anda diligeice,
ani ie acquiireimeit of riches seened to bave
becomiie alI ait once se easy that flic old virtues
of' diligence, scill anda pafience could bc laid
aside both by iin and nasters.

"G. Diring flic tlre excited or prospcrity
years, 1871-73, tlere was a rapid rise in this
counîîtry and over Central Europe and Noaih
Aierica in the co(est of Production, occasioneil
by the less anoiint of' work given by the oiera-
Slive clsses for aigicited wages; by ic
slortened hours of labor anda flie consequent
dimiiiiseLdi prodictivenless of cll fixed iachineîry
and plant, and by the adoption of new laws for
regulating and in efrfect for lessening labour, as,
for exaiple, flic llines and WVorîkslops Regula-
tion Acts in this ceunitry. For iree years,
1871-3, tie indiistrial world went on holiday
less anld vorse w'ork was given for higlier and
higher wages i and then in every cointry flere
cane a collapise, becaiise flic laws of nature
coulu be no longer viol teil by a wliolesale and
conisenianeous incglect of diligence, firugality,
anid intelligent labour z.calously applied.

"I7. li the United Kiigdon there lias beenî,
since 1873, th'ee ycars mnost unfavourable to
almîost al flic classes engaged in flic greatest
or fil aour doiîcetiîc f ifstries-Agrilture.
Grain, root, cai hay crops have been bad.
Catile disease fhais not only prevented profits,
but lias destroyed very large anounts of capi-
tal ani the resuilt is a degrec of' distress
througlhot a flic tfariig interest greater than
lias beci liovii for a long peroil. As a con-
sequflence of thiese caliamities, fle price of breaid
and potatoees to tlc workiing classes lias been,
during 1873-77, not less than 12 or 14 per cent.
(fliat is, sny 3s. in every 20s.. of exlienditure in
thesc articles) higlier than durinîg 1809-71, and
remsemnbeiiig liat it is the extira shillings set
frc by the lower cost of weekly living, whicli,
diffused amîîong 25 millions of persons, consti-
tutes tbe efflective deniand for the great bulk of
miîan] iuetired articles, it is notdillicuit to trace
theli cause of il large part of flie distress in flie
iiduistîil towis and districts,

I8. Sincc flic carly part of 1876, flic entire
coinierce of tie world las been and is field in
suispense by appreliensions excited bîy flic politi-
cal events o? flic war in South Eastern Europe ;
and the dilfliculties sfil expected ta arise out of
flic defeat of Tilkeyi and to thip special cause
of disturbed induîstry inust bc added fie famine
of 1877 in a lirge part of India.?

IL is not a little singular, in view of Our
nsodern Canadian history, that Mr. New-
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march observed imumediately after assign-
jng the foregoing reasons for the inflation

The countries ii Iwhilch the commercial
distress lis been and is most severe is
h te United States and Germany, bath of

'them countries vlere protection is ii
" the greatest force."' IL is not, however,
necessary ta dwell on this point. Our

contention is, as it las hithlerto been,
that tihe causes of the inilation, whether
Mr. Newniarch nay or may not be strictly

We do not think
that it would be a rash statemnent to aflirmîn
thait the ivhole trading coimiiimsîuity of
CamulasI suffered hIeavy losses duinig thc
six yeais ending lvitli 1879. 'Tie record
of casualties is doibtless correctly stated
by Mr. Johnson lit 149 wholesalers ' svept
entirely out of existence," while 92 addi'
tional Iouses iatd fatiled, but continued
business with ain inpaim'ent ai capital.
We lioar nothing o the hosses vhicih,
owing ta bank support, whielh they
wei' able ta conimand, succeded in
veathering the storm, but it miist be

borne in mind that in every such crisis it
is absolutely necessai'y Tar' batiks ta assist
their cistomiers. Il the great Eng'lislh
crisis of 1836 it was a matter of' public
notoriety thatt houses of the very highest
stansding in London and Liverpool would
have been coipelled to stop paymseint
but for the aid ai' the Bank of England,
which, owning ta the inabilily of their onis
balnkers ta aid thseim, they w'ere compelled
ta seek, and whici wvas afforded ta such as
could satisfy thsat bank of their solvency,
whsile others which up ta that timea had
been in higi repute were compelled to
succumb. It is interesting ta look back
ta conpetent authorities for opinions as
ta the state of trade. In March,187ß, the
London 1'conaomsist in its anual review
said : "Tise commercial difliculties, fail

ures and fIll of prices which marked
1874 have been still more severe in 1875
IL has been almost without exception
had year in every trade and for every
interest, nuot onliy in the country but a]
over Europe and North anid Sout
America." The same journal in Mais

1S77, considered that " the year 1876 lin
i ni all respects corresponded in chasacte

"and results ta this forecast,' and tha

forecast was as follon' s 'Ilt is appre-
hended bhat 1870 wvill add a third year' ta
the reactionary period rendered inevitable
by the excitement, inflation and extra-
vagansce of 1871-73." In Marci, 1878, the
Ec',o ist said, "11877 has been a wrIse
"year coinmercially thian 1870.

Wholesale merchants are unw'd]ling to
force their customers, the retailers, into
bankruptcy, as banks are equally unwilling-
to force their customers, the wlolesale
merchauts. if a bank were to shut down
at once n aill its veak customers, who,
eveu if solvent, could get no otier bank
to) Itake their accosunts, the consequence
woul i be, lirst., the general bankruptcy of
a large portion of' that bank's customers,
f'ollowed by a run on the hank itself, and
by its b'ing forced into liquidation at a
certain loss ta the shareholders. The
treatmuent of bank loans in such times as
have been descibed requires in each case
the »asonn' jitiument of a man of great
ahilit y, aid we have experieice to con-
vincei us that even our best men have been
unable ta escape heavy Joss, What we
have iowv to think of is the present decaide,
and il we can obtain any light frons the
past we should endeavor ta utilize it. lt
is al] very well ta utter words of caution,
but if ve have ta go through a period or
inflation as at the commencement of the
last decade, it is diflicuIt ta make any
agreeable forecast of what vill inevitably
take place when the period of reaction
shall commence. We cominend, there-
fsre, Mr. Nevmarch's opinion as ta the
causes or tise htst jîillation ta general cou-
siderat ion, aid ive earnesuly Iope tlat the
mania for bulding r'ihvays in the 1rovince
of Quebec that will never pay rumiing
expenses my be discouraged. That at
all eveits is Sound advice.

Believing as we
do, that ibis dangerously iisleaîdingat the
present time to encourage the belief that,
because Great Britain imports much more
largely than she exports, Canada can safely
pursue a smilar course, iwe shall endeavoi'
to place before Our seaders the relative
positions of Great Britain and Canada in

regard ta the importation of commodities.
* Ve prefer stating the cause of the mag-
nitude a the British imports in the lan-
guage of an eminent economist, the late

. Professor Cairnes, who has treated the
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subject in his chapter on " Qommercial
]jqiilibrium " with great clearness. Aifter
citing figures exbibiting the progressive
increase of imports between 1856 and
i870, andi whichi we imay incideintally re-
uîairk bas gone on increasing during the
last decade, he proceeds:-i'lTe question

alises, how ias this large excess of in.
a ports been paiti fori ? The answer is, to

a smal extent it lias been paid for in
services, priicipally in . the services of

" our miercantile marine, perforning, as it
does, a large proportion of the carrying
trade of the voild, but in the main iL
lias not been paid l'or at all. It came to
uis froim foreign nations, as all our imports

"have cone, in tLe: ordinary course of
a trade, but the proceeds on sale have

never been returned in any form to
those from ivion the goods came. They

4 were applied instead to the discharge cf
debts owing to us-debts, however, in-
curred on account of transactions wholly
apart from our export trade. In point

Hof fact what has happened lias been this:
fGireat Britainî lias for a long time accu-
pied the position of a lender of capital
to otiher nations ; she has invested hier
capital fieely in her own colonies ; she
lias lent money to inany countries for
industrial undertakings, and lias been a
arge purchaser of foreign stocks. On

aIl tLhese accounts, foreign nations, in-
cluding under this terni our own colo-

nies, have become ler debtors, and in
discharge of their obligations, acci'uing
in the forni of profits, interest and divi-
deids on stock, are compelled to send
hiber, year by yeai', value to a large extent
foi' which no payment in return is re-
quired. Here we find the explanation
of the large norninal excess of our i-

'ports over oui' expors."
It is dificult to comprehend how so

many are still found, both in the United
States and Canada, to defend the exploded
theory, that imports and exports afford any
clue whatever as to the pecuniary claims
or liabilities of one nation towards
another. We nust all be fully an'are that
Canada, instead of being, like Gr'eat Bri-
tain), a creditor coun try, is heavily in debt,
and bas ta pay in addition to hier imports
a large anînual sum for the interest on
that debt. Her exports ought therefore
ta be largely in excess of he' imports, and
yet ive know that the reverse is the case.

There is no dificulty in accounting for the
fact. Canada has been for years, and still
is, largely increasing her indebtedness to
Great ritain,-and in recent years France
and the United States have likewise become
ber creditors. We all know that we have
to pay for interest and sinking fund on our
public debt in England about $7,000,000,

but there is besides the interest on such
of our Provincial and Municipal Loans as
are hîeld outside the Domniion, the net
receipts- of our principal railways, the
Grand Trunk, Great Western, Nortiern
Prescott & Ottawva and others; likewise
the interest on the investments of the
Trust & Loati and other kindred institu-
tions, and of several insurance comapandies,
dividends on bank stock, and likewise
interest to private creditois. We have no
data which would enable us to make any
reliable estimate of the annual interest
which lias to be added Lo our imports, but
it must"form a considerable percentage on
our exports, vhich with such an extra load
have for years fallen far short of paying
for our imports. Our chief object in the
foregoing remarks lias been to point out
the essential difference between an excess
of inipor'ts caused by the receipt of inter-
est froin debtors, ani an excess caused by
borrowing more largely friom other coun-
tries. We may give another illustration:
[n several of the West Indian Colonies
tLere is an outside indebtedness chiefly if
not entirely ta Great Britain, but wlere
no new loans are made, the exports will
be founid to be considerably in excess of
the imports, and contribute so far as they
go to svell the British imports. It by 110
means follows necessarily that new loans
are disadvantageous to a country, and, if
contracted for objects of great public util-
ity, they may be highly beneficial. But it
is certain that the tendency of large ex
penditure on unproductive public works
is to cause inflation of an injurions char-
acce' A more thoroughly miscliievous
and unsound policy %vas never propond-
ed by any Government than that of en-
couraging' the construction of branch
raih'oads in the Province of Quebec. Such
a scheme would never have been contem-
plated but that ive have got into a period
of inflation, requiring the employment of
the greatest caution by ail those vho have
sufficient influence to repress the tendency
to embark in what we may at least term
doubtful enterprises.

RAILQADS, COMMERCE AND

FINANCE.

Adverting to the market for United
States Railvay shares, the London .icon.
omisi remarks tlat vorking expenses are
ever'yNwhler'e expanding seriously, not only
in the United States but in Canada'also'
The prices of nateriil rule high, traffic
lias been greatly unsettled by recent alter-
ations in the tariff as well as by the bad
harvest, and capital commitments aire still
in many instances heavy. All ibis bas
tended to cast a gloom over the -American

railroad niarket, and to reduce earnings
and dividends very materially. In 1880,
Newy York Central railroad was at 158, and
in 1882at 128. Erie in 1880, 51; in May, 1882,
35. Pennsylvaniain 1880,69 i in 1882,58l.

The New York Bankers' Magazine for
June states that business is beginning to
feel the effects of high prices and the dis-
organization of labor. Production con-
tinues n'ithou t niuch abatement, but sales
are sluggisl, and the accumulation of
many kinds of manufactured commodities
is stendily increasing. To prevent this,
prices are receding, but such a state of
tiiigs always produces disquietude. This
shows itself in the higher rates asked for
commercial paper. Although ioney is
abundant, lenders seem disinclined ta
make loxuîs on Lime, except at higher rates
than vere asked early in the month (May)
and previously. It is anticipated that
there is likely to be a contraction of the
bank circulation, aid tlhi. with the foreign
demand for gold, the decline in prices
and the near approach to the time wlien
more mîoney will be deianded to move
the growing crops have led to the present
condition of the United States monîey
market. Prices tend downiwards, and
sone of the brancli ralh'oads are mîaking
unfavorable returns. The aspect for the
futuie depends mucl on thie liavest. The
prospects for winter wheat are said to be
favorable, and it is- too soon to make any
forecast as to the spring crops. The
export of gold is accepted as an indication
that there is no large demand for Ameri-
can secutrities abroad, and the iniports
into the United States are increasing at
an uncomfortable rate, while the exports
are diiinishing and not likely to 'ecover
until after tie larvesting of the wvinter
wheat crops.

BOGUS WINES AND SPIRITS.

During the last fewv years the business
of nianufacturing wines, brandies, gins
and other spirits, and branding them with
" taking " foreign titles, has become of no
little importance in Canadian trade. Thiere
aie in Montreal and other cities several
of these avowed re-distillers wlio buy
Canadian whiskies and I doctor I then to
suit the demaîd for imported wines or
spirits. It is not, however, the avowed
maker of wines, etc., whio is competing for
the tiade; one or twvo large dealers vlo
despise the business are making a fortune
at it. But without the duty-paid mark it
is difficult to sell these goods to some
dealers, notvithstanding- the bratids,
labels and other foreign marks affixed in
Canada ; the manufacture is, therefore,
to some extent conducted in France, and
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people w-ho have seldom or never tasted
a good wine drink the stufi and wonder,
lvhile they iake w'ry faces in tlie act,
what on earth could induce Anacreon,
Beranger, Ton More and nore modern

people to sing or pronounce anything in

praise of wine. Wre would advise ail

dealers to exercise caution in purchasing
wines of foreign titles, especially the red

and still classes, whichi are to I consider-
able extent as fraudulent as those-bearers
of false foreign titles of rankb who occasion-

ally impose on the upper crusts of- society
in Canada, and run a brilliant but brief
career according te the tihieknessof tbe

lacquer whici they wear. Wines should

be ordered from houses of repute, and the

price paid ; any reduction can only bring
an imitation, but no respectable wholesale
dealer vill attempt to deceive lis customer
as to the origin and quality of the goods.
If the custoner wants an imitation article
it had better be uderstood in time. IL
is net, perhaps, too much tO say that the

great bulk or the " wines " and " foreign "
spirits sold in Canada originate at one or

other of the distilleries il Ontario. Some-
tinie since we pnblished recipes for the
making of these Il goods," but may return
to the subject anôther tinte.

TIuE DOMINION BANK.

There are vew, if any, of our montied
institutions thtat can show such a satisftae-
tory record as lie Dominion Baink. It
was started about the close o the yean
1870, wlien the entire paid up lbanking
capital of Ontario and Qulebec was about

$30,000.000. 'Tlie capital had been some
time on the market before iL was taiken
up, and when its irst statement was made
in February, 1871, its paii-up capital was

under $200,000. IL consequently had no
large rest to fall back upon during the
six years of severe depression. It lias now'
a rest of $500,000, wihicli is 50 per cen. on
its capital, and it of'ers s$500,000 of new'
capital at a preminm 'of 50 per cent,, vhich
will probably be taken by its shareholders.
The siares are quoted at 213. The liabili-
ties of the bank are over six millions of
dollars, and its assets S7,704,103. This
bank has adopted the plan ot' holding a

lange amoun of government and munici-

pal securities among its assets, and the
statementwhich will be found elsewhere,
is highly satisfactory.

The
balance ofi profit brouglt fbrward from the pre-
cediug year vas $1,726.20, to vich there lias
been addetd-after making full allowance for
bad and doubtfil debts-49,095.68, making a
total of $150,82.88. A dividend at the rate of
34 per cent. was paid in Januiary last and at
thair meeting yesterday the Directors âeclared
antlher dividend of like amount, payable on
the 3rd July next. These two dividends togethier,
7 per cent., absorb the Sut of $97,579.35,
leaving $53,242.53 still to bu disposed of. The
Directors propose ta place $50,000 to the credit
of Reserve Fund, thereby incruasing the said
ftund to S270,060, representing nearly 20 per
cent. on the paid up capital and to carry for-
ward $3,242.53. They hold to the principle
that a wise banking policy is best sbown by a
large reserve and the payment of a fair interest
to stockholders, and they are pleased to be
able to shew that the reserve of this Bank is
rapidly regaining tlie position which it leld be-
fora the late disastrous financial state of affairs.
Until lately there have been few mnatters to
touch upon of any great interest to the stock-
holders. As before remarkel, the volume of
business lias been very large, yielding a net
profit in tlie year exceeding that of the previeos
year by $24,000, ani this in the face ni cheap
money, the rates of loaus htuvitg gradually
been reduced from timie to time. Apar tfrom
Bank loans, ail money lenders will agree that
it ias become tore and more ditlicult to obtain
renunterative rates for loans wlere te security
le fìrst-class. And althotgh the result has
proved bencficial to te coin try, it has n5 doubt
told adversely on the incomes of those who de-
pend on their investments for a living. The
interest deposits of this Bank have increased
during lie year from $1,109.926.00 to $1,507,-
772.00, on which interest ias been paid at the
rate of3 per cent. The circulation lias also in-
creasedt fron $702,734.00 to $878,260.00, not-
withstfanding tle withdraal of tlie four dollar
bills, thlrough thle operation of ic Stattite of
1880, whicli took effect in Jttly of last year.
The increased menuns tbus nineeti ut the disposal
of the Directors have been' carefully used, and
the larger profit of ibis year ias not been
carnei on a speculative, but, as they believe,
on a sure basis. The City of Sherbrooke lias
Scowtn great activity in trade. Its mills and
fatctories have been in sicessful operation,
giving employaient at good wages to a large
nitber of' operatives. In the imiediate
neighborhood te copper mines at Capelton,
tatnd (le opeiing of new mines in varions di-
rections-iron, silver and asbestos-havc shown
the value of lthe mineral deposits of this section
of country. The Inuiber trade.lits also been
lively and productive, and thefarmers obtained
a good value for their harvest of last year. The
comtpletion and extension of some of lte rail-
ways iwhich maike Sherbrooke their centre, have
iliei to thte development of trade. In boati-
cook the success of the cotion and other indus-
tries have told favorably on thte resources of
the town and .urrounding country, and in
every section of thte towtnships a life and activity
have been manifested], slowintg present pros-
perity and a ltopefttl sign for tlic future. It is,
horrever, during times of prosperity (bat watch-
fulness and care in tht' administration of
Bankingaffairs are pteculiarly needed, and the
Directors hope that their successors in office
may continue to exercise caution whileevincing

a proper desire to 'aid legitimate trade. Tte
whîIole respectftlly stubtîitted.

TORONTO WHOLESALE MAREETS.
(By Ppecial Telegraph.)

ToRoNTo, June 15, 1882.

Wbholesale trade is in pretty much the same
condition as relported a week ago. Tht elec-
tions occupy a large share of flth attention of
country and city dealers, and tuere is little dis-
position to trade. The crop outloolk appears to
be more favorable; and with a large yield,
mnerchants anticipate a large fiill novement.
Payaments ara not quite as good, the percentage
of renewals showing a sliglt iierease. lit dr-
goods orders ara for smal parcels of a sorting-
up description.
