BRITISH TARIFF R!fORM AND
THE REFERENDUM.

Altho The World is and always has
been in favor of an alteration in the
fiscal system of the United Kingdom,
not, alone as advisdble for the protec-
tion of its home workers, but bécause
this is a necessary step in the move-
ment for the introduetion of an inter-
imperial preferential trade policy, the
position of tariff reform in the present
British clection should not be made
other than it really is. On Saturday
the ‘Unionists made some gains in the
north of England and in other counsti-
tuencies considerably reduced the Lib-
eral majorities. This result, Cana-
dians are told, shows the ‘progress of
the tariff reform agitation,and haa 1hat
question occupied the place it did in
the election of January last, the infer-
ence would have been justifiable. But
Mr. Balfour’'s assurance that the ques-
tion will be submitted to the people by

 ferendum was avowedly made for the
. rpose of securing the support on this

ccasion of Unionist free traders, of
v hom there are many in the north of
England. Surely it cannot be fairly
represented that when a pledge of that
kind is given and the desired result
follows, the pledge itself and the ob-
Jjéct of it may be ignored as negligible
guantities.

The World does not point this out
with the intent of suggesting that tariff
reform is not making headway in Great
Britain. On the contrary it believes
that the progress of the cause has been
gtayed. It is not now advancing with
the leaps and bounds which character-
ized its earliest stages—it would be
surprising if it were able to maintain
its first rate of expansion. Had it dona
g0, tariff reform ere this would have
swept the field. The outer works of
free trade were easlly captured—the
citadel remains, and must be carried,
not by assault and forlorn hopes, but

by the slower methods of the sap and |

the mine. In order to prevent a great
constitutional revolution, Mr. Balfour,
with the full concurrence of the ma-
jority of his party, has set tariff re-
form aside for the moment and has
undertaken thiat no Zlteration in the
fiscal system of the country will be
made until the electors have had an
opportunity to express their mind on
that single issue.

“All democracies exhibit a tendency
to complacency or self-satisfaction,
which militates against progress, in
consequence of this eelf-satisfled state
of mind, they are apt to remain ignor-
ant of customs and methods that have
elsewhere proved useful and highly
promising This same self-satisfaction
is the foundation for the tendency of
self-glorious pride, which all demo-~
cracies exhibit, notably the French,
the American and the English.

“The individualism which free gov-
ernment fosters tends to produce ,in
many persons an _ unreasonable se'f-
confidence. So long as governmeqt
remained simple in its functions, thie
artless sgelf-confidence was meritorious
in the individual, and not unsafe for
the community, but in proportion as
all government, whether local or na:
tional, becomes complex, this failure
I to perceive that the expert is necessary,
becomes dangerous to stable progress.

“1t is characteristic also of demo-
cracies that popular opinion, and ac-
tion based thereon, moves forward and
backward without steadiness of march,
a democratic populace being in this
respect just ke a stumbling, way-
ward, inconsistent man, who neverthe-
less struggles onward. As a rule, a
democracy must learn from its own
experience; it has great difficulties in
profiting b ythe experience of others.
A small ruling class, which, for wome
reason, wants to learn, is much more
capable than a democracy of learning
from the experience of other people re-
corded in books or open to inspection.
i Undesirable Features.

i “Democracies tend to Increase the
number of elective offices and to elect
their officials for short terms. This 1s
one of the most undesirable tendencies
that democracies have manifested.
The theory of this subject is, that the
people really part with their power to
a few professional political ers,
of whom the most intelligent are them<
selves office-holders.

“It is a natural consequence of fre-
quent elections and the multiplcity of
elective offices in a democracy that
the members of legislatures and of-
fice-holders should be frequently
changed. At any one moment, there-
fore, many of the legislators and of-
ficials are without experience in the
management of public affairs, and are
therefore pot only

them. Feeling strongly their own in-
experience and ity, they natur.
ally wish to follow precedent. Hence

PROGRESS OF SINGLE TAX

Even if Ontario Lags, Cause Has

to be good for only one meal, not for

Cobalts were irregular on to-day’'s
markets, =mall declines being in evi-
dence in certain of the cheaper f{esues,
while signs of firmness were shown
elsewhere in the list.

Trading was dull in most instances,
but in gpecial cases the dealings were
on a large scale, prominent instances
of this being Little N}pigs!ng, in which
the bulk of dealings occurred, and Tim-
iskaming and Wetlaffer, the two lat-
ter stocks being in good demand at
advancing prices.

There was more selling of Little Nip-
jesing than the market could very well
take care of without/depressing the
price, and under heavy realizing, whici
ruled aimost thruout the session, the
quotation dropped over a point, the
shares dropping below 18 cents on the
decline, and closing at bottom. »

While traders were somewhat non-
plussed to explain specifically the
weakness in Little Nipissing, it was
stated that considerable long date op-
tiong were now - falling due,-and that
this stock was being sacrificed in the
open market. This was the only rea-
son assigned for the backward move-
ment, but wit hthe list in its present
condition, it was quite sufficlent to ae-
count for the reactionary tone which
developed. i

“Timiskaming brighténed up again
under an Improved buying demand,
and Wetlauffer was also traded in at
higher prices, zelling as high as 90, and
closing at a fractional advance from
that figure. Other Cobalts were about
unchanged.

Public interest in the market con-
tinues limited, and this, coupled with
an only too evident desire to put out
stocks, is the real reason for the con-
tinued depression which exists.
