Things are beginning to move in the
matter of Toronto’'s housing problem,
which is dally growing more acute,
There is already under way an inves-
tigation looking to a revision of the
building bylaws, All the city’s vacant
property is being inventoried with a
view to erecting upon it small houses
that could be rented at a reasonable
figure, and in a short time it is ex-
pected a comprehensive plan will be
drawn up which will materially lessen
the present scarcity of medium-priced
houses and the doubling up of oyo or
more families,”which has been one of
the evils rasulting from the shortage,

The World's suggestion that the
situation be met by utilzing the ma-
chinery of the Toronto Housing Com-
pany svems o be the logical method of
dealing with the matter, and has been
strongly urged around thé city hall,
providing no relief is given private
builders. It is pointed out’ that the

ance in any steps which may be
taken, Further, they have already
secured from the government legis-
lation permitting them, when private
initiative ‘ails, to provide houses at
moderate prices. At present the com-
pany 'does not pretend to be able
to ‘meet the existing demand for small
houses. The most they can do is to
retieve the pressure at a point where
it will be of most value and to indi-
cate a way that is safe and attractive
for private enterprise to adopt,

At present the company has the
eity for a co-operator outside of those
supplying the capital, and the occu-
pants of their houses, The city guar-
antees its bonds, and what Ald, H. H,
Ball and other members of the city
ecouncil propose is for the city simply
to extend their relations with the com-
pany so as to enable them to increase
their field of usefulness. It would
not be a matter of agy great difficulty
for the city to come to a satisfactory
financial arrangement with the com-
pany and have the latter build houses
similar to the ones they have already
constructed.,

In spite of the great drains made
on Toronto’s population thru ‘enlist-
ments in" the army, the population has
steadily increased, while on the other
hand the supply of houses has not
commenced to keep up to the demand.
The following table showing the city’'s
population, number of buildings
erected and their value, contains in-
formation, published for the first time
in this form, which gives a clear idea
of how the housing problem is rapidly
becoming more serious.

The Arbitrators’ Report.

As to
whether or not there was a surplus of
assents over liabilities was naturally
‘a8 subject which engaged much time
and consideration. It is, of course,
not a conclusive test as to the value
of the stock, but it is an element
which cannot be ignored., Its impor-
tance was perhaps emphasized by the
fact that a royal commission had re-
ported the assets and llabilities of the
company to be about equal. This re-
port wiich was made in a proceeding
to which the company and its share-
holders were not parties, was ad-

Devoy first attained nation-wide

WITH PALESTINE

Railway From
Gaza,

Jewish and Arab Population
Now Receive Good

. Treatment.

New York, May 26~"Egypt and
Palestine are now as y linked as

in the days of the n empire,”
tes a correspondent with the Brit-
army in Palestine in a letter for-

warded thru military channels to the

provisional Zionist committee.

“The broad-gauge railway has been
brought up from Gaza to a point dlose
to the front line, a distance of about
fifty miles. The old Turkish line
from Ludd to  Jerusalem and the
more recent military branch line from
Gaza to Surar Junction have been re-
stored and brought into use.

“Metal roads, able to bear the dally
passage of our lorries, have been
buiit and rebuilt over the mountains
and plaing, and thousands of laborers,
drawn partly from Egypt and partly
from the Jocal villages, have been en-
rolled to keep them in good repair,
The communications along the front
lines, which are constantly expand-
ing, stretching now across the whole
breadth of Palestine, from the Medi-
terranean Sea to the/ Dead Sea, have
been firmly established, and we move
forward with as certain a direction
and as ample A purpose as when we
advanced last autumn on Beersheba
and Gaza.

“There hay been no serious out-
break of {liness among the troops, and
the men have been extraordinarily
well fed for the most part. At the
same time, the resources of the occu-~
pied territory are being utilized, and
every effort is being made to= in.
crease them for the coming harvest,
To repair the depredations of the
Turks hundreds of tons of barley and
of wheat have been sent from Egypt
to Palestine to distribute to the vil-
lages; new areas have been brought
under cultivation, and ‘the villagers,
Arab and Jewish, have been encour-
aged to grow potatoes for the supply
of the army.

“Constant intercourse for
months between the British officers
and the Jewish population has jaid
the foundations not only of a good
understdénding, but even of genuine
friendship.” \

Red Cross workers who sew and
knit regularly for the' necessities of
the wounded and sick in the hospitals
and clearing stations overseas will be
interested and encouraged by an itém
from the Jast Canadian Red Cross
Bulletin. A cable from the commis-
sioner on March 28 last says: On
Sunday morning one of our stationary
hospitals, situated near the battle
area, rang up Boulogne depot, say-~
ing they were doing casualty clear-
ing station work; that they had 1600
patients with only 600 beds, and that
shey needed immediately: 2000 pairs
pyjamas, 1000 sheets, 500 pillows, 200
‘hot water bottles, 800 utility bags,
stenilized surgical dressings, roller
Pandages, many-tailed bandages, one
thousand Zlannel - nightshirts, 1000
day shirts, 2000 pairs socks, 1000
bed socks, besides many miscellan-
eous articles, such as biscuits, soup,
malted milk, lamps, cigarets, soap,
feeding cups, Inside an hour five
lorries loaded with these supplies had
left Boulogne for the front, and
everything was delivered to hospital
within eight hours of requesf for,
help, despite congested state of roads.
In addition, the society’s lorries were
delivering supplies to every Cana-
dian hospital in France. On Tuesday
alternoon, March 16, there was not a
single unfilled request on the society.
A later cable, on April 5, from the
commissioner in France, said: “Every-
thing pousitle being done for sick
and wounded. - Demand very heavy,
but supplies so far adequate, At the
moment there is not an unfilled re-
quest on the society from front line
to base.” This gratifying record
should stimulate every woman to
keep up or excel her output, dn order
that the supplies may always be ready
to meet every need, both at the front
clearing wtations and in the hospi-
tals.

AMERICAN FORCES
WILL BE DOUBLED

Se;:retary Baker Says That
500,000 Men Hae Been
-Sent Already.

Paris, May 26, -~ The« American
forces in France will be double
by midsummer, the number Secretary
of War Baker recently announced as
having been sent here, and by the end
of 1918 they will be three times larger,
said Andre Tardieu, French high com-
missioner, in a statement issued fo
the French people on his arrival from
the United States today.

Secretary Baker announced on May
8 that more than 500,000 American
soldiers already had been sent tu
France.

“We now are transporting in one
month,” he said, “what would have
taken five months at the beginning of
the war, The capacity of troop trans-
ports from America to France is not-
ably larger than the means for the
transport of German troops from the
Russian to the French front in the
most favorable circumstances. The
immediate use of American fighting
elements as soofi as they land was
scttled by the recent agreement on
brigading, This answers the urgent
neceswity of the present, and thru
progressive training prepares for the
constitution of large units of the
American army under the command of
Gen, Pershing. Those are the capital
results of the last two months, Add
to them the unity of command and
you will be able to judge clearly the
manner in which the United States
stood the last battie, ; .

MILLING MACHINES.

OF U. 5. SOLDIERS|

Over Two Hundred Thousand
To Proceed Abroad Dur-
ing May.

Washington, May 26.—-More than
200,000 Americans will be sent abroad

during May, and that number prob-
ably will be much exceeded next
month, members of the senate mili-
tary committee were told today at
their weekly conference with Secre-
tary Baker and his assistants, Great
satislaction with the speed with which
troops are going gtroad were ex-
pressed by the senators. They said
that, taking the production situation
as a whole and excluding aircraft
alone, their manufacture of war ma-
terials was showing conwsiderable im-
Provement. The aviation situation
shows no appreciable betterment,

Full strength of the army, includ-
ing national army, national guard and
regulars, now is 2,000,000 men, Chair-
man Dent of the house military com-
mittee announced Saturday in his re-
port on the army appropriation biil,
Wihile it has been rumored generally
that we had no airplanes with our
army in France, the fact s that we
have between 1300 and 1400 of them,
at least, 200 o which.are fighting
machines, the report says.

BRITISH AIRMEN ACTIVE
UPON ASIAGO PLATEAU

Rome, May 26—The official state-
ment issued by the war office today
reads:

Three weeks ago
Col, 8harpe sailed for Canada, and on
reaching Montreal was forced to 8o
into hospital. He was believed by his
near relatives to be progressing fa-
vorabiy.

Colonel Sam . Sharpe, M.P., whose
deatl is reported from Montreal, was
a native of Ontario County, .he having
been born at Zephyr, Township of
Scott, in the County of Ontario, and
was a member of parliament for the
county at the time of his death. He
was a graduate of Tordnto University
and'a member of the Ontario bar. He
was married in August, 1903, to Mabel
E. Crosby, granddaughter of Joseph
Gould, ex-M.P. for North Ontario, For
many years e was solicitor for the
Town of Uxbridge.

Colone| Sharpe was elected to the
house of commons as a Conservative
in 1908, and re-elected in 1911 and
1917. He was one of the junior mem-
bers of the opposition between 1908
and 1911 who vigorously assailed the
Laurier Government and took an ac-
tive part in mobilizing the public sen-
timent of the country against the re-
ciprocity agreement. He was promin-
ently mentioned as a likely minister
of militia when the Borden Govern-
ment came into power, and during the
last parliament was one of the most
active supporters of the government,
and for several years was chairman
of the select standing committee on
miscellaneous private bills.

Colonel Sharpe is the third mem-
ber of the present parliament to die
since the general election of lagt De-
cember. Dr. A, E, Hanna, M.P. for
Lanark, died a few days after the
election and before the assembling of
parliament. John H. MocMartin of
Stormont and Glengarry signed the
roll at Ottawa on March 18, the first
day of the session, but died a few
weeks later.
