At the scene of the catastrophe there
are five lineg of rails. Two are main
lines, two others are devoted to local
traffic, and the fifth is a siding.

eyI-Ie was horrified to see the train
leave the rails, jump to the vacant line
on the right, and plunge into the rear
of the milk train. A crash like the
roar of artillery awakened many inhabi-
tants of Salisbury, a mile away. Within
some 20 seconds the whole train be-
came a chaotic mass of wreckage, the
ponderous engine having smashed the
guard’s van of the milk train to atoms
and killed a guard. Instantly all the
carriages broke from their couplings.
The engine hurled itself against the edge
of the strong iron parapet which bounds
the bridge over the roadway. Fortu-
nately it struck the parapet almost end
on and so probably was saved from
carrying away the parapet and project'-
ing the train into the street below. How-
ever, the iron work of the parapet was
twisted out of all shape, and a portion
of it was detached and fell with,“a.
crash to the pavement beneath.

Passenger Hurled 30 Feet,

The impact with the bridge was
startling in its results. While
the under pants of the railway car-
riages remained on the track, tho off
the rails, the woodwork of the car-
riages projected over the bridge and
the street below was strewn with glaas
and splinters. One passenger was e\:en

A Ghastly Pile.

Carriage was pll:d
on carriage as tho by giant hands, t‘ e
stationary engine tilted towards the
concrete platform with the wreckage
of one carriage on’ ifs top, and the en-
gine and tepder of the express almost
focked into the sta.t;edona.ry de.:gll*r:le.
everything being smas an n-
tered with the exception of the guard's
van of the express, 'which, owing to
the presence of mind of the guard
who quickly applied thp brakes, was
not overturned.

The directions {o engine drivers over

carriage and shortly afterward he was
pulied out and taken: to the intirm-
ary bleeding profusely from a scalp
wound and with his left leg badly
fractured.

E. W. Sentell rallied somewhat to-
day and after consultation with the
doctors the chaplain of the infirmary
was allowed to convey to him the news
of the death of his wife, son and two
daughters.

The heartrending tidings overcame
the old gentleman and a serious relapse
followed, but restoratives were succe;s-
fully administered. Replying to the
sympathetic condolence of the Amor-
ican consul, Mr. Sentell said: “I will
try to show you that I am a man, al-
tho I have seventy years to bear.”

The scenes around thes wreck ‘were
calculated to shake the strongest nerves,
The spbbing and cries of young Mrs,
Cossitt wrung teéars from many of the
rough men amohg the rescuers. Nhe
herself was little hurt, but her husband
was go severely injured that tho still
alive his case was seen to be hopeless.
He died shortly after being taken to the
infirmary, and the bereaved bride was
taken to the residence of a local docto:,
from whence she subsequently went to

friends in London. Among the dead ls,

Keeler, the “human enigma.” He had
telegraphed to his aged mother in Lon-
don from Plymouth of his expected ar-
rival.

The Morbid Threng.

Thruout the day the sﬁene was visit- ;

ed by thousands of people coming by |
motor-car, by railroad, or on bicycies. |

The Mayor of Salisbury telegraphed |
to American Ambassador Whitelaw |
Reid at London heartfelt sympathy on
behalf of the citizens of the town to
the whole American nation. Similar ex-!
pressions of sympathy were voiced in
the sermons in all the
churches,

The Bishop of Salisbury, preaching
in the cathedral, expressed deep sym-
pathy with' the bereaved. He said the
terrible accident had sobered all who
had heard it, and made them feel the
truth of the words: “In the midst of
life. we are in death”; whatever the
cause of the disaster, the bishop said,
it was clearly connected with the gen-
eral desire of the age to tfavel rapidly
—to be in New York one aay and in
London five, days later,

A guard of the express, who was in-|
terviewed to-day, saig: “I had not
thcught the curve was a dangerous one
for a train like ours to pass over at!
the rate it did, and I cannot give any |
explanation of the accident.” |

The cause of the accident ig still in |
doubt. It is suggested that the wheels
of the engine failed to take the switch,
or that a wheel or axle broke. A care-
ful examination may afford some evi-
dence.

The train was regarded as having
been light for high speed, but it 1s no-
torious that trains always sway and
shake going at any speed over this
curve. Much criticism is likely to be
evoked by the fact that latterly there
has been sharp speed competition be-
tween the London, South-Western and
Great Western lines, which are rivals
for the traffic between London - and
Plymouth. Usually at the Salisbury
curve steam is shut off and the brakes
applied.

No such serious accident has oc-
curred since 1899, when the New Haven
boat train and the Brighton express
collided at Wiveisfield, killing six pas-
sel gers.

Strict Investigation Demanded.

The London morning papers this
morning. editorially, deeply sympathize
with the relatives of the victims of the
Salisbury railway disaster, especially
deploring the fact that such a terrible
disaster should have overtaken visitors.

No Contract Yet.

Ald. Fryer said that so far nothing
definite had come before the council
at all, and he had not even seen the
contract. There has mot been aify re-
port as yet from the market and light
committee, ]

"I understand that there is a clauss
in the gontract whereby the company
will give way to Niagara power. A
great deal of this hubbub is caused by
personal animeosity. I will Jleave no
stone unturned to get Niagara power,
but I'don’t say that-I am.preparad to
give a contract. For my part, I would
dike to see the city buy the ’lant out-
right.”

o World is Right.

Ex-Mayor Dr. Radford was thoroly
in sympathy with The World.

“You ha hit it on the head,” he
said. “My ldea is simply this: As the
toewn will have to guarantee the bonds
of the Niagara power plant if it is es-
tablished in town, and the generai pub-
lic will’ receive no benefit, except in
street lighting and pumping, no con-
tract should be let until we see what
the situation is. The council should
not dare to hamper the power com-
pany by a contract of this kind. It
should’ give full scope and assist the
company instead of knocking it. If we
can get power at $18 per horsepower
We can cut our coal bills in two.

‘“The council,” he said, “should look

and pot to private interests. This town
dcn’t need a’contract at all. If the
threat is darkness, et us nave qark-
ness; I'll stand for it. That's the
whole gist of the matter. 1 aon‘t sea
how the coungil can grant a contract
when they aré taking such a decided
stand in the interests of Niagara'power.
Under other circumstances the council
might be tempted to give a conthact,
but not at the present time., Surely
that body can wait wver until the 24th
at any rate, until the power committee
meets.”
Will Oppose Mayor, -

Ald. W. G. Seyffert stated that he
would strongly oppose the mayor's
stand on the light contract. His idea
was not to give any contract longer
than a year or two et any rate,

“We do not want to be tied up when
the power does come. I will  support
that, and nothing else. If we can get
cheaper power from the Falls, why bur-
den the people with this cost and not
leave them free to vote on the power
question?” he said.

“We must postpone it until the power
convention has met. Fryer can't con-
sistently push e contract thru to-
morrow night.”

Great Mistake.

Ex-Mayor Mark Mundy says the
council are making the mistake of their
lives in thinking of granting such a
contract with Niagara power looming
up in the djstance. The whole matter
will be that the town will have to buy
the plants and distribute the Niagara
power thru them. The council are just
giving these people a monopoly, and the
mayor is hand in glove with these
chaps to push it thru, and I am pre-
pared to get on any platform and tell
the people all about it.”
