WEYLER CALLED IN.

Iic Former Captain=-General of Cuba Sum-
moned to Madrid at the Instance
of the Government.

Madrid, April 14.—Gen. Weyler, the form~
er Captain-General of Cuba, arrived In
Madrid to-day, apparently called here by
the Government. He was met at the rail-
road statlon by Gen. Prat, in full uniform,
and many friends, military men and clvi-
Lans.

An Impression That the Measure Will
Be Carried To-Night.

Mr. Wailnwright of the Grand Traunk
Issues a Cirenlar in the Masier and
the Lobbyists Are iLively—Report of
the Mounted Police Departmeat — A
thd Brick Swindle - Genoral News
From the Capital.

Ottawa, April 14.—(Speclal.)—~The lobby
for and against the Kgttle River bill Is
very active to-night, but the impression
prevails that the bill will pass to-morrow
night. In view of certain statements which
are In circulation regarding the attitude of
the Grand Trunk, Assistant Manager
Wainwright has felt It necessary to issue
a circular pointing out the interest which
the Grand Trunk has in the measure. MHe
says the Corbin bill is intended to provide
railway communication by which the
Grand Trunk Company can reach by Its
own line and connections the Boundary
Creek country, and give railway facllities
which are absolutely necessary for thie de-
velopment' of that rich territory. The
Grand Trunk Company now reach that
country with supplies from eastern mer-
ckants, but for a considerable distance
goods have to be teamed, at great disad-
vantage and heavy expense.

The Grand Trunk Company’s Chicago
line was acquired by agreement with the
Canadian Government, and to-day Is cou-
tributing a traffic for the benefit of Can-
ada, which means the employment of hun-
dreds of men, and tae expenditure of thou-

sands of dollars in the country, which oth-
erwise would be given to the routes south.
The object of the Grand Trunk Company Is
to build up Eastern Canadian business with
British Columbin, which can as readily be
done through its western lines and con-
nections as the carrying, of mercaandise
now .taking ‘place In bond through other
portions of Amierican territory, If this
charter Is not granted it simply will mean
a check to the enterprising policy inaugur-
ated by the present management of the
ccmpany, and will prevent that necessary
ccmpetltfon which alone can regulate rates.
It 1s well known that whilst rallways may

2 Finding Out Facts,

Two hours and a half were spent in
gleaning facts about this and the central
plant.

moved from the sewage of four-fifths of
the population of the city at an approxi-
mate cost of 25 cents per capita of those
benefited per annum.

D00 a year to operate the system,

The Modus Operandi.

The Ferguson-avenue works receive all
the sewage of the east end. They are
capable of acting upon over 3,000,000 gal-
jons per day. 'he putrid water flows
through the pipe into a well at the rear
of the building. Thence it is forced up
by aneans of centrifugal pumps into large
tanks, - where it is subjected to the treat-
ment of a compound of alum and lime,
50 pounds of the former and 450 of the
latter being used per day, Thoroughly
mixed, the compound is forced into a suc-
cession of huge vats ahout 40x20 feet in
surface area and several feet deep, In
these the solid matter or siudge is preci-
pitated by the action of the alum-lime
compound, and passing from basin to basin
the liquid gradually becomes clearer until,
when it has reached the fifth and last, it
{s turned off into Burlington Bay, clarified
and deodorized, though not disinfected.

The sludge, by means of valves, is mean-
while being scraped during this process
from channels in the bottom of the vat,

Thereat both sides cheered and the mem-
bers dispersed gleefully, like a lot of hun-
gry schoolboys,

Mr. McMullen Spoke.

Mr. McMullen spoke after dinner. He
vertured the prediction that the day of
ecrrupt Governments in Canada was gone.

Mr. Maclean: You seem to have your
doubts about this Government. [Laugh-

ter,

Mr. McMullen, continuing, said that great
economies could be effected in the civil
service by appointing a_board of supervi-
sors. He belleved the Dominion had 1000
more civil servants than she needed.

Adverting to trade toplcs he denied that
any prominent Liberal ‘had supported com-
mercial union, [Derisive Opposition cheers.]
Commercial union on an equitable and falr
basis would, he thought, have been to the
advantage of this country. Mr. McMullen
proceeded to taffy his leaders. He sald
nice things about Mr. Flelding, and then
laid it thick upon Sir Richard Cartwright.
The Grits gave Sir Richard such a hearty
cheer that the Minister was fain to hide
his blushes.

HISS BOOTH'S YUKON WARRIORS,

Dedieation ‘of OfMicers and Nuvses for the
Klondike—Impressive €eremony—
Graphic Word Pletures.

It was a fleld night with the Salvation
Army last evenitig. The immediate depar-
ture of six officers and two ses for the
healing of soul and body of the sinful in
the Klondike was made the occasion of &

public demonstration, and few more enthu-
slastic or stirring meetings have been held
in Toronto than that in Massey Hall, wuen
Sommissioner Eva Booth presented the
Commander-in-Chief of the Klondike expe-
dition Ensign Dowell, with the flag of the
army, solemnly charging him to stick by
his party and his colors even to the death,

The platform of Massey Hall was filled
at one end with two monster Klondike
canoes ,made by Walter Dean, in one of
which floated the flag of the army; in the
centre of the platform . were gathered all
the staff officers, with Miss Eva Booth at
their head, and the scarlet-coated band of
the staff.

Scaled the Pass.

The highest point of the platform bore
the words *‘Chilkoot Pass,”” and at 8 o’clock
the members of the expedition, six men and
two women, entered from the east door,
all clad in complete Klondike attire, with
camping outfit strapped to their backs,
passed “8 one side, climbed the improvised
pass, and having safely descended on the
other side, proceeded to camp in most rea-
listic style. A great St. Bernard dog drag-
ged In the sledge, a large tent was erected,
a stove was put up, an organ erected out
of what seemed a flat box, pots and pans
were. tumbled out, and the whole party
sat down to a meal of bread and butter,
while a stirring hymn was played on the
little organ,

The Commissioner's Address.

Miss Booth addressed the meeting, ex:
plaining the work of the expedition, and.
making a strong appeal for help and sym-
pathy in the good work, Miss Booth has
just returned from the coast, and has got
all her information from first sources; she
was full of her subject, and told the story
of what she saw and heard with vividness
and sympathy. She said that the sight of

the crowds representing all classes of nu-

manjty, was enough to stir the heart to its
depths; young men dauntless In their
youth; the rich with every necessity and
luxury in thelr outfits; the poor, so many

r, with scanty baggage and spare cloth-
ng, and sharp features bespeaking thelr
inability to stand the perilous journey; the
aged, with furrowed brows and grey heads,
their stooped shoulders, all untit to bear,
the burden of great packages; little child-
ren whom fathers clasped for the last time;
above all, the clatter of foreign tongues--
Germans, Italians, Frenchmen, Swedes, and
the clang of the steamer's bell mingled
with sjouts and hurrahs as the boat start-
ed—all was soul-stirring.

Proceedings. at the Annual Meeting
of The Toronto Branch.

Resolutions in Favor of Closer Commercial
Relations Between Britain and the
Colontes and Also for the Dclence or
the Empire--Hon. G, W, Ross’ Spirited
Speech,

The annual meeting of the Toronto
branch of the British Empire League was
held last night in the Central Y.M.C.A.
arlors. The President, Dr, Larratt Smith,

,C., was In the chair.

The financial report showed that there
were 487 pald subscribers to this branch
of the League. The league has a balance
of $40.71 to its credit,

The Management Committee’s report was
adopted,

The Motheriand and the Colonies.

Hon. G. W. Ross, Minister of Education,
moved the following resolution:

“That in the opinion of this League It
is advisable that a customs arrangement
be effected between Great Britain and her
colonles, by which the trade within the
Empire may be placed upon a more fayor-
able footing than that on which it Is car-
ried on with foreign countries,

Speech Ringing With Patriotism.

Hon. Mr. Ross said this resolution was
but a step in a series already takeu. 'In
1807 the rarliament of Canada adopted a
preferential tariff, which had been favor-
ably received in Great Britain, But the
German and Belgian treaties bad formed
an obstacle. However, these treaties had
been denounced, and on July 1 next Can-
ada would be freed from their vexatious
restrictions. [Applause].

He was of the opinlon that whatever
freedom Canada could offer should be given
to the Empire and the colonies, or to the
Empire alone, Sach commercial privileges
carried a colonial or British relationship.
Now Canada had put itself on record as
open for preferential trade with Great
Britain, the West Indian Islands and any
other colony whose tariff was lower than
the Canadian. He was sure this met with
favor, [Hear, hear.] He thought it was
wise to limit these privileges to (ireat
Britain and other colonies showing sisterly
relations. [‘Applause ] Canada’s example
wlould doubtless be followed by other colo-
nles,

Prelferential Trade.

The first said preferential trade for
Canada was. hopeless; the second held that
it would come, and the third thought the
battle wounld have to be fought out on
British ground.

Mr. Ross concluded his able speech by
saying he looked forward to the time when
trade with England would favor the colon-
ies ns against the world. [Arpplause.]

- BARRYJOHNSTON CONVICTED

Of Burning the House and Barns
Thomas K. Scovil fn Order to De-
fraud Insurance Compantes.

Brockville, April 14.—Quite an jmportant
criminal case was tried here to-day by
Judge McTavish of Ottawa, the prisoner
being Harry Johnston of Athens, who was

charged with burning the house and barns
of Thomas K. Scovil of Portland in No-
vember, 1806. William Laing talked freely
after the fire, implicating Johnston and
Scovil, alleging that the latter paid Jobhn-
ston $200 tb commit the incendiary fire for
$3700 insurance. Laing skipped out and
was not arrested until last fall. Johnston
and Scovil's arrest followed. Laing turned
Queen’'s evidence. His story, which he re-
peated at the trial to-day, was that he
drove to Portland with Johnston and Held
the horse while ' Johnston touched tne
matches. He was promised $100 by John-
ston, but never received a cent. His evi-
dence was not shaken. Johnston attempted
to prove an alibi by setting up the storiv].
that he drove to Brockville that night wit
a lady who was anxious to catch the mid-
night express. This was in.some parts cor-
roborated. . Unfortunately Johnston was not
able to produce the lady. The judge found
him guilty, but sentenced him to ounly 11
months in the Central Prison, because he
believed him not to be the most gullty party
in the transaction. B. B. Osler, Q.C., act-
ed as Crown prosecutor. Scovil was tried
at the Spring Assizes for firing the barns,
but the charge was thrown out. He is
bound over at the . June Sessions
for trial on the-.charge of being an acces-
sory after the fact. Scovil has a civil ae-
tion against the Caledonia and British Am-
erica Assurance Companies for the amount
of the above Insurance.

WHITHER ARE WE DRIFTING ?

The Canadian people well may pause
and ask themselves this question in
the light of the things now taking place
at Ottawa in connection with the Kettle
River Railway charter.

The Kettle River is also known as
the Corbin road. - It is owned by an
e1terprising ‘Yankee, who was the first
railway pioneer. in the Kootenay section
of British Columbia. He wishes to ex-
tend his road into what is called the
Boundary ,Creek country, and to do this
he must cross the international line
owing to the mountains two or three
times, necessitating federal permission,
That is all he asks. He asks no subsidy
and that appears to be his crime. The
Grand Trunk back him up in his request,
For the first time in its history the
Grand Trunk seeks to get into Jur
western country, and be a competitor of
the C.P.R. The Grand Trunk says:
Only let us into the Northwest and
British Columbia and we will give you
railway competition.

But the C.P.R., which got a bonus
from the Dominion last year of near'y
four millions of dollars, lands, and coal
lands, objects to the Grand Trunk com-
ing in over Corbin's road and says:
“We want no competition. You are
a Yankee road and will draw trade to
the United States. We appeal to the
Canadian national sentiment. We want
to keep our trade for Canadians.” And
yet this same C.P.R. has crossed the
boundary line a dozen times wherever its
interests lead, it favors American trans-
continental shippers rather than Cana-
dians, and only takes refuge in patriotism
because it has a weak case.

The charter and subsidy for the Crow’s
Nest Pass road was given to the C.P.R.
on two conditions: (1) regulated tolls by
Government; (2) That all other roads
seeking it should have the use of its
backs, terminals, and stations. The
Grand Trunk ask for this latter right
via the Corbin road and Sir William
Van Horne shouts “Patriotism”!
the Government which made these two
conditions only a year ago have aban-
doned the second one, and have agreed
to make the charter asked by Mr. Corbin
an open question. This desertion of
principle, that the C.P.R. should give
running rights to the G.T.R. for in-
stance, is -abandoned by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, and Mr. Tarte stands up in
the House in favor of the C.P.R. and
repudiation of the common package con-
tract. Mr. Blair, the Minister of Rail-

ways, is making a fight for competition,
but his colleagues are snly a portion
of them with him and the rank and
file of the Liberal party turned
over to the railway lawyers and agents
in the employ of the C.P.R. These
agents of the C.P.R. are as busy as
bees in the corridors these days.

Mr. McNicoll of the C.P.R Still Stands
Out for His Original Propoesition and
the Western Men Are Mad—The Kilom-
dike Busimess is Also Causing Some
Frictien.

Montreal, April 14.—The railway rate
war is by no means at an end. Indecd
there are those who believe that the
real struggle is just about to begin, and
that Chairman Hanford’s prophecy that
we would yet see a fifty per cent. rate
to the Pacific Coast may still be fulfilled.
According to the latest despatches from
New York, the special sub-committez
now in conference in -that city have
not yet accomplished anything, nor has
even any slight promise of settlement
been made apparent.

Traffic Manager McNicoll, who is still
insisting on the Canadian Pacific Jiffer-
ential for which he has beea struggling
all along, is being bitterly opposed by
the representatives of che Unitad States
lines in the committee. Traific Manager
McNicoll and Passenger Agent Davis
will return to-morrow morning, and un-
less some new and unexpected develop-
ment takes place, they will come back
unsuccessful from their third attempt
to reach a settlement. If this is done,
< and if no solution of the dead-lock is

found, it is something more than a proba-
bility that a further and more drastic «ut
will be made, this time by the United
States lines, to force things to an issue.

Steamer Rates to the Kiondike.

Advices received here show that
steamer rates, as well as railway rates,
are being demoralized by the Klondike
trafficc. Up to the present 25,000 gold-
seekers have gonc into Klondike this
year. The rush which has taken place
during the Jast three months has caused
every tramp steamer available to be

ressed into service. But now that there

as come a lull in the rush, and a corres-
ponding hunger among agents to snatch
up steamship business, a demoralization
vf Alaskam steamer rates has taken
place. At present it is possible to se-
cure a first-class passage, formerly cost-
ing $50, for $20. These steamers plying
between Pacific points and the North
pre not under the control of Traflic
Associations and have been making their
own rates. Three months ago repre-
sentatives of the different steamship
lines and railways came together and
decided to adopt a tariff. Up 'to this
time it has been fairly -well adhered
to, but now the cutting has commenced,
I'he C.P.R. boats, which lately arrived
at the coast, have not entered into the
fight, as the business has not yet begun,
The railway officials, however, are look-
Ing for another rush when news of the
roming “clean-up” comes down from the
Klondike, and efforts will be made to
restore rates.

Mr. J. D. King refused yesterday to meet
a deputation of his strikers, but those sam-
ples must be finished, and on considera-
tion, he will confer with them tals morn-
ing at 9 o'clock, when it is probable the
difficulty will be arranged. In the mean-
time the strikers are invoking the aid of
law as to the application of the Allen La-
bor Law, in preventing foreign labor be-
ing employed.

There are a few wiggles left In the tail
of the Bertram strike, Some of the men
who havé not yet returned have said
things, and, as a matter of form,there have
been extra police patrols stationed in the
vicinity, but yesterday only the regular
officers were on beat and everything was
tranquil.

Of the foreign patents, France leads with
286,081; Great Britain has *252,990 to her
credit, and Belginm with 139.742 and Ger-
many with 113,254 ‘come next in order of
patent importance. The smallest [ssues
were in Siberia and the Bahamas, each har-

ing 2 and in St. Helena 4.

Oit-
ing such men ds Franklin, Jeremy Benth-
am, Darwin and others, and showing tae
influence of reading upon their lives, - Mrs,
Brown sald that if such names illustrate
thé value of good reading, what is the puo-
lic and private crime, the defiled.nature,
the ignogle mind, produced through bad
literature? >

Reading has as great a moulding influence
upon character as companionship, if not
greater. Is it not a fact that vice can be
made more insidious through elegant phras-
eology, with indeilcate suggestion, than
through coarse and vulgar com=panlonshlf),
which children should be taught very early
to shun.

Mrs. Brown thought that parents should
possess large sympathies for the child, an
acquaintance with its disposition, and se-
lect its reading accordingly; they ought to
read thoroughly the works incended for the
child in order to further develop through
conversation the child’s imagination, an ap-
preciation of fact, and of such qualities,
as truthfulness, kindness, courage and

Big Indian Crop.

The details of the second official" mem-
orandum on the Indian crop indicate a to-
tal acreage, including the native provinces,
of about 2,500,000 acres, against 18,500,000
acres last year, 26,000,000 acres in 1803, and
26,710,000 acres in 1894. An average yield
in India is-about 10 bushels per acre. Ow-
ing to the favorable proinise, if this year's
yield’ is 11 bushels, the outturn would be
about - 248,000,000 Dbushels, or 56,000,000
bushels more than last year. The average
home requirements since 1890 have been es-
timated at 216,000,000 bushels, which would
leave an export surplus this year of 32,-
000,000 bushels.

A Smash in Wheat.

The New York Daily Stockholder says:
It looks as If all the grains would sell con-
siderably lower during the next 60 days.
The disposition of shrewd traders to seli on
all rallies now invariably due to the cover-
ing of shorts, grows stronger every day.
Toe reason is, as to wheat, that the bullish
conditions of two months ago have mostly
disappeared. There alone remains the free
outward movement from the United States.
Although the latter has fallen off as com-
pared with the heaviest totals of the year,
it still overruns the figures of previous
years. On the other hand exports from
other countries, which were practicaily out
of the market in 1807, and likewise in the
early part of 1808, have for several weeks
been of large proportions. Argentina and
India are contributing each a million bush-
els or more weekly to Europe's wants.
Hence the world’s shipments have amount-
ed from, say, 5,000,000 to 10,000,000 bushels
a week. Russian crop advices are fine.
Our own winter wheat promises to break
all records. The visible supply diminishes
but slowly. Speculation is nil. All of
which points to a smash jn the markets at
no distant day.
