But There is Some Doubt About
the Present Time Being Spit-
“able for the Financing.

A number of prominent Angll'can
laymen have been approached by The
World with regard /to the suggestion
o Bishop Dumoulin, made in his ser-
mon at 8t. Alban’s on Sunday morn-
ing, that the cathedral should be com-
pleted as a memorial to the late Arch-
bishop Sweatman.

The answers were various, Almost
all expressed the wisa thac something
might be done, tho some were doubt-
ful of tne spracticability of financing
the undertaking at the present time.

Sir Henry Pellatt: ‘“Yes, it would
be a fine thing if it could be done,
but where’ is the money to come from?
There is not too much  ready money
floating round these days.
*  “Personally, 1 m#y say, I was Op-
posed to the. building of St. Alban's
at the time of its inception, but now
that it has been started and the city
‘has grown up around it,- and there
seems to be a demand for it, I shouild
'like to see it finished. But, as I sald
before, how is the money to be had?

“If this is'to be dofe at all, it must,
be done well. I do ngt think the $250,-
006 - suggested would ,begin to cover
the cost.” '

@G. B. Kirkpatrick had read the re-
ports of the sermons of Bishop Du-
moulin and Canon Macnab, with inter-
est, and thought the question was very
well put., It was a splendid idea, and
he hoped it would mature,

As to the question of financing the
scheme, it would be slow work if num-
erous small subscriptions: were to be
depended on. But there were just as
rich men in the Anglican Church as in
any other. They could do it if they
would, and he ‘thought that if the
others helped the wealthy men would
do their part to see the matter thru.

Frederic Nichols had ‘not had time
to give the matter. sufficient thought
to express an opinion.

W. H. Brouse thought it was a very
opportune ‘timé to proceed with the
work. There was a large congregation
at St. Alban’s already, which it was dife
ficult to house under the present con-
ditions. 5

The nave should  be built. - It would
be well, ‘however, to proceed slowly.

He thought that‘the wealthy men of
the church would glve largely, if the
subscription were made a general one,
The churchmen outside the city should
help, tho he thought it unlikely that

W. R. Brock, ex-M.P., was of the
opinion that anything that might be
done would have to be among city
churchmen. = ‘“‘There. is no wuse,” he
said, “In asking memberg of the dfo-
cese outside of Toronto to help to bufld’
a Toronto church. - @ ' .. ° ,'

He thought it would “be ‘hard"to ob-
tain the money on; & gérferal subscrip-
tion thru the diocese. ‘“You know
what business is at the present time,
and how hard it is to get money for
our parish churches, and the other
schemes .of the church. Look at the
laymen’s missionary movement. Much
has, indéed been done, but it is even
now doubtful If thelr expectations
would be realized in full.,”

Of course it would be a nice thing
to see the cathedral finished, and 1t
might be that two or three men might
‘be found who would be willing to sub-
scribe, say $100,000 each:; This was the
only way, he thought, that the scheme
could be successful'y carried thru.

It must be adequately done, if at all,
and the cost of maintenance must be
borne in mind, os well as the original
cost of the buildirg. N

Rev. Dr. Gilray said
there was an overdraft of 514,000 last
year because the institution didn't ask
enough. The mayor promised $20,600
now and a like amount later.

One of the greatest sights In ice jams

CONSERVING NATIONAL RBSO(JBCE_S

While it is satisfactory to find the
leaders of both national political part-
fes in agreement regarding the advua\-
bility of conserving and developing
the natural resources the mere appoint-
ment of separate parliamentary com=-
mittees to deal with the fisheries, min-
erals and forests, waterways and wat-
er-powers does not appear to be a
measure suftficient -of itself to achleve
its purpose. What would be gratifying
_and an assurance of determination to
protect the public interests is the adop-
tion by the government and parlia-
ment of a clear and settled policy re-
garding the manner in which these re-
sources are (o be hereafter adminis-
tered. It ought not, at the present

stage, to be impossib even difficult
to lay down the gendral principles on
which the proposed committees are to
proceed to carry out their instructions.
And what The World would like to see
is the withdrawal of all the natural
resources from private exploitation and
if they are to be leased forsprivate op-
eration only on such terms as will pre-
vent overcapitalization and comrel the
lessees to give the people a_ square
deal. £
In this connection some passages for
the report of the national conservation
commission, recently transmitted to
the president of the United States by
Gifford Pinchot, its chairman, dese_rvev
careful attention from the Canadlan
public.: In closing the commissioners
say: .
The permanent welfare of the na-
tion demands that its natural re-
sources be conserved by proper
use. To this end the states and the
nation can do much by legislation
and example. By far the greater
part of these resources is in private
hands. Private ownership of natur-
al resources is a public trust; they
should be ‘administered in the in-
‘terests of the people ag a whole.
The states and nation should lead
rather than follow in the conserva-
tive and efficient use of property
under their immediate control. But
their first duty is to gather and
distribute a knowledge of our na-
tural resources and of the means
necessary to insure théir use and
cgnservation, to impfress the body -
of the people with the great Im=~
portance of the duty, and to pro-
mote the co-operation of all. No
agency, st@te, federal, corporate or
private can do the work alone.
Finally, the conservation of our
resources is an immediate and vital
, concern.  Our welfare depends on
conservation. The pressing need is
for a géneral plan under which
citizens, states and nation may
unite in an effort to achieve' this
great end. The lack of co-operation
between the states themselves, be-
tween the states and the nation and
between  the agencies of the na-
tional government, Is a potent cause
of the 'neglect of conservation
among the people. An organization
thru which all agencies, state, na-
tional,” municipal, associate and in<
dividual, may unite in a common
effort to conserve the founfations
of our prosperity is indispensable
to the welfare and progressgof the
nation. To that end the immediate
creation of a national agency is
essential, Many states and associa-
tions of citizens have taken action
by the appointment of permanent
conservation commissioris, It re-
mains for the nation to do likewise,
in order that the stategs and the
nation, associations and individuals,
may join in the accomplishment of
this great purpose,

Committees working over particular
cages without any definite instruction
to guide' them will achieve no valuy-
able result and will themselves have
to be watched and supervised. In that
clasg of public: affairs within waich
the national resources properly fall,
there ought to be no Introduction of
ordinary party lines and if the leaders
are sincere in their effort to conserve
our resources they will cordially co-
operate In establishing a rule “which
will put an end once ard for ail to
their acquisition for purponeshkr private
profit. National rcsources vé come
tc be regarded as the proper prey of
mredatory capital. They have been

*
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nanded out without sufficlent consid-
eration for the public interest, with-
out the imposition of efficlent con-
trol either as to capitalization or op-
eration. The World says there should

den upon the earnings of the road.

But if there must be an issue of
stock, it ghould be with the proviso
that it be sold to the :public at the
highest price and the proceeds placed
in the treasury. There was to be what
was caled a “cutting the melon” for
the shareholders. This fifty millions
of stock would bring $150 per share in
the market. The proposition was to
divide the twentyefive million dollars
unfairly taken ‘from the people.

“My contention is,” said Mr. Mac-
lean, “that the issue of these securities
should be limited to bonds at 4 per
icent.; but 1f stock is to be issued It
must be sold at. the highest price:and
‘the proceeds put into the rallway. I
totally disagree with the proposition
that there should be a melon cutting,
giving a bonus of $25,000,000, especially
in view of the fact that the C.P.R. has
hitherto been heavily bonused by the
people of this country.”

% Able to Stand It.

It had been established by the annual
report of the company, and he had it
also on the authority of The Statist and
The London KEconomist, that the C.
P. R. was well able to keep up its
dividend, of 7 per cent.,, and at the
same -time to maintain its steady in-
crease of surplus earnings. If that
were the case, this extra burden should
not be put on the traffic earnings.

“If the C.P.R. wants fifty millions
of money,” he continued, “it can get
it Wy an issuc¢ of thirty-seven and a

ket to the highest bidder,” argued Mr.
Maclean. ? ¥

There was no reason why a 4 per
cent. bond jssue would not have sup-
piied this capital, on which two millions
a year would pay the fixed charges,
irstead of 10 per cent. on stock which
would be five million dollars, a 'total
and unnecessary increase of three mil-
lion dollars a year for ever on the
people’ who use the road.

In other words, the proposal meanty
increasing the debt of the company by
seventy-five millions, This was worth
considering,in the interest of the people,
altho it had been sald in some quarters
that it wag of no interest.

Ounly 38 per cent. of the net income
of the rallway was required to pay
th2 interest on bond issue, Why should
not ‘60 or 70 per cent. be devoted to
paying the Interest on fixed charges?
In fact, to maintain the proper equili-
brium, between capital stock and
bonds, 75 per e¢ent. ought to be de-
voted to this purpose. oy

Means' Higher Freight Rate

Mr. Maclean contended that the capi-
tal stock should not increasé propor-
tionately with the profit. If the pro-
position of the C.P.R. were allowed, a
great increevse in freight rates must
follow, and Mr. Maclean quoted the
experience of ‘California, where the an-
nouncemeént had been made that be-
cause of the watering of stock by
Harriman freight rates would have to
be advanced to pay the interest. Yet
some would say this was a matter
toat was of no interest to the people,
The recent financial panic in the Unit-
ed States, he claimed, was due‘to over-
capitalization; or injecting water into
rallway stocks. The dlvidends must
come out -of the people. "

To show that the Arnerican people
are not neglectful of the situation, he
pointed out that in 1897 the State of
New -York, perhaps following the good
example of Canada, established a rail-
way commission,

“I alsb wish to say,” he continued,
“that we have in Canada an excellent
raiiway commission, and my object
inainly hére to-day is to see that the
government ress legisiation similar to
that of the State of. New York gov-
erning these things. Section §5 of Pub-
lcBervice Commissions Act reads:

‘A common carrier (for instance
the C.P.R. corporation) er street
raflway corporation may iSsue
stocks, bonds, notes or other evi-
dence of indebtedness, when neces-
sury for acquisition of property, the
construction, completion, extension
or imiprovement of its facilities, or
for the improvement or- mainten-
ance of its service for the discharge
of lawful refunding of its obliga=
tions, previded, and not otherwise,
that there should have been secur-
ed from the proper commission an
order authorizing such issue, and
the amount thergof and stating
“that, in opinion of commission, the
use for capital to be secured by
the issue of smuch stocks, bonds,
notes or other evidence of indehted-
ness is reasonably required for the
said purposes for corporation. For
the purpose of enabling it to de-
termine whether it should issue
such an” order the commission
should make such enquiry or, in-
vestigation, hold such hearings and
examine such witnesses, books,i
papers, dpcuments or contracts as™
it may deem of importance:in en-
abling it to reach -a dotermina-
tion.’

Would Have Been a Safeguard.

“Now, that I contend should be our
law. The gcvernor-in-council,” when
this $50,000,000 was authorized, if It
had been authorized, should have exer-
cised some discretion if we had it if
our law. 2N

“My chief object in bringing the mat-
ter before the house to-day is to urge
upon the government the insertion of
a clause. in the Rallway Commission
Act which would give the railway
commission authority- to control aill
such issues, and so that the rallways
before they can get such authority
should be obliged to establish that it
was in the public interest that the au-
thority be given. Tho that act was
only passed in the Uni States in
1897, and the commissiony was organ-
ized less than 18 mont ago, they
had before them . seven| applications
for an increase in stock fmd issue of
bonds. It is a very lllumdnative thing
to read the findings of the commission
on these various applications. For in-

on April 7, in connection with the Le-
high & Hudson River Raillway, and on
which decision was given May 7 last,
there is this statement and the com-
mission is living up to it:

“It 1s sufficient for the present to
call attention to the fact that some
obligations may be the proper sub-
ject of capitalization and other ob-
ligations may not.be.

“Now, the same sin—and it was a
great and public and political sin—pre-
vails in Canada to-day. This sin is the
hitherto irrepressible elasticity of cor-
porate capitalization. It must be re-
strained, it must be limited, it must be
directed in channels which will make
the least change on the raliway

said before, that the financial panic we
have heard so much of, is said to be
due to this extensive and improper
capitalization. ;

I say that the panic in
the United States is largely due to this
over-capitalization that has taken
place there, and it will disarrange our
finances here and it will make our ratl-
way charges here exorbitani if we do
not check it. I say the ‘tithe has ar-

‘““Here is & dellverance of the railway
commission in New York: ;

‘In other words, our order should
not operate to increase the interest
charge upon this property by one
per cent. or any per cent. for the
next 18 years without some corre-
sponding increase in the company
assets, in property, or in cash, to -
be devoted to the construction and
improvement covered by the case
under consideration, Indeed, it may
be questioned whether a present low |
interest bearing bond should be
permitted to be retired by a bond
bearing higher interest in any event
when the present bond would runa
reasonable period before maturity.”
“The rallway commission in the case

United States says that.a rallway com-
pany should not be allowed to substi-
tute a bond of a higher rate for one
of a lower rate, because it knows that
every such increase of that kind is to
the detriment 0f the pecple and must
end in the increase of freight rates.
Now if we are to work out the great
object that we have in view in estab-
lishing this rallway commission, and
we are working it out, the commission
is doing good service in this country
every day and I give the government
credit for enforcing that commission
fairly and strengthening it in different
directions—that is, to regulate the

freight charges of this country, it must |

also do another thing and regulate the
security issues of the companies if it
wishes to keep the frelght rates at a
reasonable figure, because if unneces-
sary capltal is issued, or if stock at a
high dividend rate is issued, where a
low interest-bearing bond will do, we
are simply failing to effect a cure. We

are stopping a leak at one end and al-
lowing it to leak at the other.

Bonds, Not Stock.
“My main object to-day is to .bring
to the attention of the government
this statement which is made In the

ity has' already been given, and also
to draw the attention of the .govern-
ment-to the need of making a provision
in the Canadian Rallway Act  which
will give the commission full power to
pass judgment on ' all proposed in-
creases of capital and - bonds of any
railway company in this country.

“I have heard it argued in this house
that it is no concern of the people what
the amount of the stock may be. I
say it s of great concern.to' the peo-
ple, not only: the. amount of issue, butg
ithe, character of the ‘1ssue, and when
a rallway is once established, its igsue
for development and extension purposes
ought largely to be confined to bonds
instead of stock. ¢

“I say it will be a scandal, a scandal
that no public man can justify, if there
is to be perpetrated in a few days, as
I belleve it will be, the cutting of this
méelon, whereby $50,000,000 of securities
are to be issued to the shareholders at
par. It is not in the public interest,
it is not to the credit of parliament,
that the law should remain as it is to-
day. I ask the government to give the
most careful consideration to this state
of affairs, and that before this session
is over, indeed before this thing be
perpetrated, if the authority has been
given, that in some way it should be
regulated, and that ‘no security should
be allowed until the reasons for that
increase and the nature of. security
that is to be issued, should pass the
scrutiny and recelve the sanction. of
the board of rallway commissioners of
this country.” .

Hom. 5ir. Graham’s Defence.

The minister of raflways, Hon, Mr,
Graham, followed. He sald he was
much Interested in the remarks of his
hon, friend from South York, ‘“who.
again has shown that he takés a par-
ticular interest in the way our large
corporations are managéd and parti-
cularly in rallway problems.”

The question of the financing of a
rajlway was one that could not be set-
tled offhand. It would go without
saying, no matter what any man might
declare to the contrary, that the C. P.
R. was one of the best managed com-
panies in the world to-day.

Mr., Maclean: Hear, hear,

Mr. Graham continued: ‘“One thing
we must maintain is that the credit of
an undertaking of the people of Can-
ada must stand high in the markets of
the world. The C. P. R. hasg carried
out its undertaking. When it was
launched there was an honest differ-
ence of opinion as to its future suc-
cess. The promoters had their difficul-
ties, financial and otherwise, There
was a cry for more rallway accommo-
dation, and it was the duty of the .
P. R. to give it. The only regret is
that the company is unable to give ac-
commodation as rapidly as the west
demands it. It is the duty of the
government fo aid any company to
provide accommodation for the bring-
ing of the products of the weést to the
markets of the east. The C. P, R.
came to the government and asked
permission to increase its capital stock.
What for? That they might yleld to
the demands.”

Mr. Maclean had taken exception to
the method, but the government fol-
lowed the lines it had always follow-
ed. Whether that was the right me-
thod was perhaps open to argument,
but there was this to be sald— and
the C. P. R. must take this into ac-
count—the stockholders were the pro-
prietors and the bondholders the mort-
gagors. It might make a marked dif-
ference in the c¢redit of the C. P. R. If
it issued a large amount of bonds to
extend its lines. The safest way. to
finance the extensions, so far as the
market was concerned, was by the is-
sue of stock. It might be that a man
going into the market would look at it
in that. way and the reason appears
why the company should have an ex-
tra issue of stock,

The Difference in New York State.

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JAPAN'S NEW TRADE POLICY

" ¥Will ‘Cancel All. Present ' Commereial

Treaties Within a Yel_r.

TOKIO, Feb. 2.—Speaking before the
lower house of ithe diet to-day, For-
eign Minister Komura outlined the
foreign policies of Japan. Y

“Japan,” he said, ‘being on cordial
terms with all the powers, it must be
admitted that “the maintenance of
peace, which is the one principal - ob-
ject of our foreign policy, is now prac-
tically assured; and we are enabled to
devote our endeavors to the develop-
ment of our national resources.

“In view ofl the new International
conditions assigned -to Japan it has be-
come necessary that our people instead
of scattering in foreign lands, concen-
trate in‘the far east, thus securing a
united effort looking, to legitimate ac-
tivities and avoiding everything Hkely
to obstruct the develepment of ;inter-
national commerce and-industry.” . .

The imperial government had*decided
to notify the various powers next.year
of the termination of existing commer-
cial treaties to be effective one year
aftr such notice was glve‘n. It was
the intention of the government to ne-
gotiate new treaities. ‘‘unhampered by
any unequal/ engagements.” The new
compacts would be based entirely upon
the principle of reciprocity with a view
to the free development of internation-
al commerce. .

He said that Japan had no determined
foreign policies and that this was
shown by her present attitude toward
America,” where Japanese were denied
an equal oppertunity and were even
abused by Amenicans. Recent events
had proved that the anti-Japanese sen-
timent in America had not subsided.

The question of salary increases in
the fire department is again a live
civic issue. At the meeting of the fire

‘thombson submitted a list of recom-
meundations the same as that which
caused so0 much discussion last year
and ‘which shared a common fate of
all proposed civic salary increages, of
being laid over for the new council to
deal with. |

.The bulk of the amount of $25,800 to
be added to the salary list should the
increases be adopted will be.a result
of the increase of $100 per annum In
the salarfes of firemen and drivers,
These increases account for $15.500 of
the total, while the increases for the
men who have served five years oOr
more would amount to $11,100.

The addition of a number of new

salary bill from $199,463.66 expended in
1908, to $211,200, an increase of $11,786.44,
under the old scale of salaries which
has been in force since 1905. The grant-
ing of the increases will, therefore,
mean that the fire/department salary
bill for 1909 will be $287,000, or $87,636.44
more that the cost to the city last year.

TORONTO SEPTIC
SYSTEM.

W. H. M. Jeffs, medical health offi-
cer, North Toronto, writes as follows
under date Feb. 1: ) -

With respect to the article published
in your issue of this date respecting
the use of septic tanks and cesspool in
the Town of North Toronto, I would
correct fthat. impression which may
be caused by reason thereof. Dr, Hod-
getts has not ordered a discontinu-
ance of the use of these methods of
sewage dlsposal, nor is the meeting
which has been arranged between the
provincial medical health officer and
the local couneil and board of health
called for that purpose. While one or
two Instances have occurred where it
has beén necessary to stop the con-
struction of septic tanks, it has only
been on account of the /lots not being
large enough to prevent the tanks be-
coming a nulsance, or of faulty con-
struction of the same. I trust you will
give this letter equal publicity with
vour arti¢le, as this 18 a matter
which would serlously affect the fut-
ure of this’ town, Where the surround-
ing conditions are favorable and the
lots big enough to prevent any nuis-
ance, permits dre still being granted
for the construction of septic tanks.
