All the while he was pouring out 
x-olumes of short stories, fables, poems, 
long novels and critical essays. Part 
of the time he was editor of The Norsk 
Folkenblad. and for two years he w-as 
director of the Christiania Theatre.

As BJornson grew older he went into 
politics—almost in spite of himself— 
and always as a reformer, leading .it 
one time a conspicuous movement 
against Swedish domination of Nor­
way. In later years he became almost 
as well-known an apostle of universal 
peace as is Tolstoi himself.

In 1908 ills celebration of his golden 
wedding was the occasion for general 
good wishes.

Bjomson was a linguist, speaking 
English, French. German and Italian 
fluently, as well as the Scandinavian 
languages. His journalistic style w-as 
as incisive as a sword cut; his dramas 
of modern life are better adapted to 
the stage than Ibsen’s, and his verse 
has all the lyric quality of Tennyson, 
without losing the Norse vigor.

OTTAWA, April 26.—(Special.)—The 
reported determination of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier to shelve Sir Richard Cart­
wright by appointing Hon. Sydney 
Fisher to the leadership of the sen­
ate has precipitated a lively fight 
in governmental, circles. The veteran 
minister of trade and.commerce has 
signified his determination to contin­
ue his active participation in parlia­
mentary affairs, and has even Intimat­
ed to close friends that if there is any 
attempt to depose him from the cabi­
net, he will “turn” on those ready to 
eject him, when there would be some 
interesting laundering of political lin­
en. Report has it that his voice has 
frequently been raised in cabinet coun­
cil against the ever-growing expendi­
tures.

In addition to the Fisher-Cnrtwright 
fight there is undoubted hostility, de­
nials to the contrary, between Mr. 
Ayleswortk and The Toronto Globe. 
There has also been open hostility re­
cently on the part of the rank and file 
of the government supporters to Mac­
kenzie King. His combines Investiga­
tion bill, pressed thru for third read­
ing against the advice of E. M. Mac­
Donald and other Liberal stalwarts, 
has aroused considerable dissension In 
the Liberal ranks.

It is recognized that this is Mr. 
Aylesworth’s last session, and Mr. 
Brodeur Is not likely to take any ac­
tive part ln cabinet work ln the event 
of his convalescence. Prominent gov­
ernment supporters like Hugh Guthrie 
and E. M. MacDonald are pressing for 
recognition.

The signs point more clearly each 
day to an early appeal to the coun­
try, unless the situation changes soon, 
and both sides are preparing for a 
“sudden death" campaign and election 
in the autumn.

Features of HI» Expedition.
Still, even If he didn't achieve the 

success he strove for, he will live in 
the history of exploration for the fol­
lowing accomplishments of his expedi­
tion: A point within 97 geographical 
miles of the south pole was reached; 
the discovery of the south magnetic 
pole; that there is no such thing as 
polar calm, on the contrary, the near­
er you gett to the pole the more vio­
lent the air currents seem to be; the 
ascension of Mount Erebus, 13,210 feet 
high, a volcano in full action surround­
ed by Antarctic ice; eight mountain 
chains discovered and one hundred 
mountains surveyed; the finding of 
coal deposits, proving that the Antarc­
tic region was at one time coveted 
with tropical forests; and the confir­
mation of the hitherto accepted be­
lief that the south pole lies on a high 
plateau insetad of in a polar sea. 

Among the striking features of his 
the journey were these: Manchurian pon­

ies were used instead of dogs; a motor 
car helped move the supplies across 
the smooth Ice; an acetylene gas plant 
lighted their winter quarters; a photo­
graph of Mt. Erebus In eruption was 
taken by moonlight : a 1700-mile sledge 
journey was made thru a mountain­
ous Ice-bound desert; a furious bliz­
zard kept the party in their sleeping 
bags for seven days, and they were in 
all 12fi days in a land devoid of any 
living thing—bird, beast, reptile or

Hugh Blain's reso­
lution Monday, that travelers should.be 
called upon to make an affidavit to re­
spect business agreements, was shelv­
ed, many of the manufacturers derir- 
ing to be further enlightened before 
voting on it. Mr. Blain, in urging that 
they endorse his plan, said that the 
wholesalers might find It optional not to 
handle the goods of those manufactur­
ers who did not adopt it.

XVm. Dobie, of the E. W. Gillett Co., 
caused discussion by stating that the 
wholesale houses did very little for his 
firm, and that many of them were man­
ufacturing goods to compete. He sug­
gested that the convention should dis­
cuss the right of a Jobber to manu­
facture goods ln opposition to an ex­
clusive firm, which favored the whole­
sale trade.

Mr. Blain replied that this was the 
fault of the manufacturers who, by not 
allowing sufficient margin of business 
profit, had compelled wholesale houses 
to manufacture to protect themselves. 
The manufacturer was entitled to say 
at what price his goods should be sold, 
but he should work in harmony with 
the other sections of the trade. If a 
retailer was allowed to cut the price 
on proprietary articles, the trade 
would be demoralized. The contract 
selling plan would solve the difficulty. 
While the manufacturers were making 
money, the wholesalers were distrib­
uting goods at less than cost.

Favors Contract Plan.
The contract plan met with a warm 

supporter in R. J. MacDonald, of 
the Quaker Oats Co.. Peterboro. When 
his firm came -to Canada, he stated, 
they found the trade in a bad way, but 
since adopting this system, they were 
able to pay a quarterly rebate of 10 
per cent, to the wholesalers, besides in­
creasing the volume of their Ontario 
business over 100 per cent. The great 
trouble was that there was not suffic­
ient confidence between the wholesalers 
and the manufacturers.

R. L. Ijinis, representing the Cana­
dian Canners, Ltd., took a fling at the 
travelers for wholesale houses, who 
sold goods at less than his own agents 
could sell them for. He believed that 
if every traveler was on his oath it 
would go a long way towards remedy­
ing underselling. He thought that the 
wholesalers could reduce expenses and 
increase profits by reducing the num­
ber of travelers.

Miss Lina Rogers of New York, the 

supervising nurse appointed to super­
intend the new department of medical 
examination In the public schools, was 
yesterday formally Introduced to some 
of the members of the board, constitut­
ing the special sub-committee on medi­
cal Inspection, by John Ross Robert­
son of the Sick Chuldren’s Hospital.

Miss Rogers showed such enthusiasm 
In her prospective work, that It looks 
as tho the opinions, already formed by 
the members, would hold for some time. 
The new supervisor has a pleasing ap­
pearance and will no doubt before long 
be a warm friend of all the school 
children under her supervision.

She outlined the work as It Is car- 
rien on in New York, and It was sug­
gested that as Toronto has, like New 
York, a large percentage of foreign 
population, the same system on a 
smaller scale might apply. Miss 
Rogers outlined the New York system 
as follows;

A physical examination Is made by 
the examining doctr once a year for 
organic troubles A weekly examina­
tion is made by the assisting nurses in 
order to detect skin and minor con­
tagious diseases. There should be a 
small dispensary In every school. This 
would not cost more than a few dol­
lars, and Is a necessity. When 
a child Is examined and found 
to haye organic trouble, the 
examining nurse will go to the 
home of that child and Investigate the 
conditions under which the child Is 
living, and advise the mother what is 
best. If it Is not possible for the child, 
thru the family to receive the requtr- 
ed treatment, the nurse will take 
charge of the case. No class room 
ought to be interrupted for more than 
seven to ten minutes a week In the 
carrying out of this work.

It was decided that for the present 
wply an experl- - 
led- on by one 

doctor, and two nujfoes, Including Miss 
Rogers. Dr. Helen MacMurchy and 
Miss Alice Robertson and Miss Ella 
Jamieson, nurses, were chosen. Both 
these nurses received their training at 
the Sick Children’s Hospital, and have 
had wide experience In this class of 
work amongst children. They 
commence on $600 per annum.

Mrs. J. K, Falrbalm read an Inter­
esting paper entitled “An Appreciation 
of Rembrandt," at the meeting of the 
Household Economic Association held 
at the Canadian Institute yesterday 
afternoon.

At first Mrs. Falrbairn spoke of how 
the personality and habits of some ar­
tists were In entire contrast to their 
painting. As the celebrated Turner 
was untidy and careless, yet doing 
such beautiful work, so was Rem­
brandt the opposite, scrupulous and 
careful, but meeting with unquestion­
ed success in his art. About three hun­
dred paintings are credited to Rem­
brandt’s brush, but there is even a 
measure of doubt about the genuine­
ness of some of these. In these days. 
Mrs. Falrbairn pointed out, It was the 
custom of masters to visit a grèat 
number of galleries, Instructing stu­
dents, and it not Infrequently happen­
ed that they signed the work of their 
pupils. Rembraitdt’s famous picture, 
"The School of Anatomy," said Mrs. 
Falrbairn, was executed when he was 
In his twenties. He aimed at an Im­
pressionistic effect, 
that is attributed to that term to-day, 
but rather that gained by, focussing 
the rays *of light on one spot, 
work in character Is not unlike that of 
Hals.

A short discussion was had upon 
the question of opening a second milk 
depot in the city, and a proposal was 
made to have this depot medically 
pervlsed.

■large trusts with great accumulations 
of capital, were it not for our tariff, If 
they were so disposed, could seriously 
embarrass, If not destroy, many of 
our manufacturing plants that have 
grown up thru the efforts of years.

Remedy the Patent Aet 
Mr. Henderson: They are all the time 

doing it.
Mr. Maclean : Mr. Henderson says 

they are -all the time doing it. But 
this is not an omnibus act to procure 
the grievance in connection with other 
general acts. For instance. If these is 
something wrong in connection with 
patents and patent laws, the effective 
remedy is in the Patent Act, and I 
believe the Patent Act ought to be 
greatly enlarged and extended on the 
lines of the German and British Pat­
ent Acts, in order to afford protection 
to the people.

"We ought to have a system In this 
country that would automatically 
bring about the cancellation of ’he 
patent if the patent was being used 
to the detriment of the public, or tor 
the unfair enhancement of prices. If 
mergers are possible, as thçy now are, 
and if they are grievances, automati­
cally, the law that controls the capi­
talization of the merger ought to in 
some way intervene and compel a re­
duction.

“Also, in the matter of the tariff, ir 
there is a grievance, the tariff Itself 
ought to automatically operate so as 
to bring the grievance to a finish. 

Does Not Leave It to Provinces. 
“This principle does not do to leave 

the administration of the large federal 
acts to the provinces or to leave to 
them the expense of enforcing these 
laws. It Is true that tljg provinces do 
enforce the criminal code, but there 
are grave breaches of the criminal 
code in this country that you cannot 
have enforced by provincial action, 
and more and more the principle re­
cognised in this biU should be ex­
tended to all the great federal acts.

"We have another instance of the 
extension of this principle in the Rail­
way Act, but, certainly under the 
Railway Act,you ought to have a gen­
eral prosecuting attorney. The merit 
of this and all those remedial bills 
that are being passed in this country 
to deal with public grievances and cor­
rect abuses, depends upon the federal 
government spending its money freely 
and employing crown officers to 
force the law.

Certainly, It is a matter of satis­
faction to me to know that while the 
proposition that I made in this house 
some years ago, that this government 
was responsible for its own acts and 
not to enforse them was ridiculous. It 
has at last been recognized, and there 
is a fair hope that the principle, being 
accepted with respect to this particu­
lar act, will be embodied In 
many others.”

Sproule Says “Gold Brisk.’’
Dr. Sproule expressed the opinion 

that the measure was a gold brick for 
those who expect ^relief from the com­
bines. In the event of a verdict being 
given against members of a combine 
In the courts, an appeal could be car­
ried right thru to the -privy council.

People who live In the country and 
on the farm to-day do not realize the 
map y benefits which they enjoy over 
those, of the past. Really, there is no 

. icountry to-day. What .we call obeli 
Vie the. suburbs of the. city- In the 
olden time a visit to the city was a 
momentous undertaking. I.t required 
several days’ time and often elaborate 
preparation. There was a sharp line 
oi demarcation between the city dwel­
ler and the country dweiler, which ex­
ists to-day only in tradition. Farmer 
Hayseed, if he ever existed, is a thing 
of the past and a standing article in 
the trade of jokesmith. The building 
of railroads was the first movement to 
break down the distinction between 
city and country, then the trolleys 
rapidly accelerated the work. All of 
these have been instrumental in the 
matter of giving to the country dweller 
all the advantages of the city, with 
the added advantages of room, fresh 
air and sanitary surroundings. The 
country ̂ -resident now has all the ad­
vantages of the city man with all the 
pleasures of country life added and 
Tie is infinitely better off than is his 
city friend.

Nothing has done more to this end 
than has the rural telephone, which 
has brought neighbors and friends 
within earshot of each other, has af­
forded the dweller in the remote coun­
try opportunity to converse immedi­
ately with his friends or agents in the 
cities. It has annihilated time and 
space for him, and while sitting at his 
own fireside he can at the same time, 
for all practical purposes, be in the 
city, or enjoying social converse with 
a friend in another county. There is 
nothing which has done so much to 
break down the lonesomeness of farm 

-life as the telephone.
The farmer’s family is no longer 

Isolated, but with a rural telephone at 
communicate with

0 23 friends at any hour of tTie day or 
night and visit socially Without leav­
ing their own homes.

While the expense of Installing a 
telephone la comparatively light, as a 
convenience it is invaluable, aind for 
conducting the business of the. mod­
ern farm is absolutely Indispensable. 
In the past, If there was a break­
down In the farm machinery, all work 
had to stop. The farm team had to 
be hitched up and the farmer had to 
take a day off arid drive all the way 
to town to get the necessary repairs, 
or he had to wait uhtll he could com­
municate with the city and get re­
turns, sometimes losing several days 
of valuable time In the operation. With 
present arrangements, he simply takes 
the telephone off the hook and sends 
his order to town or to the more dis­
tant city, and in a very short time his 
machinery Is running again, and per­
haps several days of precious time, In 
the midst of the harvest season, is 
saved to him.

There is another way in which the 
telephone on the farm is valuable be­
yond all computation. In the case of 
serious accidents, or sudden sickness, 
when a few moments’ time may mean 
life or death to the sufferer, medical 
aid can be Instantly summoned and 
relief afforded, whereas if a team had 
to be hitched up and a doctor brought 
out, the patient might die while help 
was being sought.

For business, for pleasure, and for 
safety, the farm telephone Is Indis­
pensable, and every farmer should IiF 
stall one. It should not bç a question 
as to whether he oan afford It, but; 
whether he can afford to do without 
one. Often a single service from the 
Instrument will save him more "than 
the cost of installing and maintain­
ing.

The telephone should now be witljs 
In the reach of every farmer.
