SYNOD DENOUNCES
ABUSE OF POOL ROOMS

John Purroy Mitchel Has Shown
His Strength and Fighting
Qualities in Climbing Ladder

A despatch published in the Times last
night told of John Purroy Mitchel becom-
ng acting mayor of New York because of
Mayor Gaynor being in capacitated by
his wound.

The New York charter contains the
following provision for acting mayor:

“Section 23. Whenever there shall be
a vacancy in the office of the mayor, or
whenever by reason of sickness or ab-,
sence from the city the mayor shall be
prevented from attending to the duties
of his office, the president of the council
shall act as mayor, and posses all the
rights and powers of mayor during such
disability or absence. In case of a vacan-
cy he shall so act until noon of the first
Monday of January succeeding the elec-
tion at which the mayor’s succesor shall
be chosen; and at the next general elec-t
tion, at which the muniopal officers shall’
be elected, which shall take place more|
than 30 days after the occurrence of a
vacancy in the office of mayor, a succes-
sor shall be chosen, who shall hold for
the unexpired term. It shall not be law-|
ful for the president of the council, when|
acting as mayor in consequence ;of the|
sickness or absence from the city of t«heI
mayor to exercise any power of appoint-
ment to or removal from office unless
such sickness or absence of the mayor shall
have ' continued at least 10 days; or to
sign, approve or disapprove any ordin-
ance or resolytiom, unless such sickness
shall have continued at least nine .days.
The council shall elect a vice-chairman
to preside over the meetings, who shall
possess the powers and perform the dut-
ies of the president of the counkil when
when said president is sick, absent or under
suspension, or while the president of the
council is acting as mayor, or when a
vacancy occurs in ‘said office, and who
shall, during such time, be a member of
every board of which the president of
the council is a member by virtue of his
office.”

John Purroy Mitchell, acting mayor of
New York, came into the limelight by his
work as commissioner of accounts. Prev-
ious to that appointment he was president
of the board of aldermen, in which posi-
tion he attracted a great deal of attention
among the people of his own ward. He is
30 years old, was educated at St. Johns,
Fordham, and Columbia university.

In 1906 he was appointed a special pros-
ecutor by the corporation council, and
people who read of the appointment ask-
ed “Who is he?”’

,In April, 1907, he was given the posi-
tion of commissioner of accounts by
B{Iayor McClellan, and ordered to inves-
tigate charges against borough presidents
Ahern and Haffen. He met stubborn re-
sistance in his. work of investigation, but
the result was a general removal of of-
fending officials. +

His investigations disclosed rotten hose
in the fire department and a.lot more
official corruption. So. keenly searching
was his work of inquiry that within a
short time after beginning his investiga-
tions three boroygh presidents were ‘oust-
ed from office, a fife commissibner re-
signed, and the “chief<of the bureau of
hcﬁq:tgg gﬁnd two, .were_removed.

Who is this engineer, and what does he
know about it? {
However, the council decided to dig up
one more sample of the paving foundation.
Now it develops that without any au-

 thority the city engineer has taken up two

samples and has them at his office. He took
up the stone pavement to get at them.

Why should the engineer pursue this
course? What do his samples prove? Do
they prove that the foundation is of the
same thickness everywhere? If not, it is
only as strong and durable as its weakest
part. The specifications provided for a
certain thicknees of concrete. That could
easily be determined. Is the substitute
material of an even thickness and resisting
power? Mr. Carleton says not, and also
says it costs 50 per cent less.

and forthwith started on a reputation-
making campaign. All members agreed
to care for and spray their orchards as
stipulated by the rules of the association.

AUSTRALIN'S PREMIER
1S NOT AN ORATOR

Scotchman at Head of Govern-
ment Plain in Utterance But
Addresses Thoughtful

Melbourne, Victoria, Aug. 11—Mr. Fish-
er is a Scotchman by birth. When he
came to Australia, he settled in Queens-

land, where he worked as a gold miner.
In 1903 he entered the parliament of his
state and was a member of the first labor
government in the world—a government
that was mot permitied to live one day
after it met parliament. Whep the com-
monwealth was inaugurated. Mr. Fisher
was chosen to represent Wide Bay, Queens-
land, in the national parliament, and on
g Lhé retirement of J. C. Watson, in 1908,
#he was appointed leader of the Australian
labor party.
Mr. Fisher is not an orator. He de-
livers himself in plain eimple language
and his thoughtful utterances always com-
mand an attentive hearing; while his hon-
esty of purpose and quiet force of char-
pcter have made him one of the most
respected men in the public life of’ the
commonwealth. It has always been averr-
ed by the critics of labor that a labor
government would be extremely weak in
finance. Mr. Fisher, during his previous
term of office, acquitted himself as trea-
gurer in such a manner as to win the
praise even of his political cpponents.
And his recent skilful handlinz of the
difficult and complicated problems per-
taining to state debts and the financial
relations between the commonwealth and
the states, has already marked him out
as one of the soundest treasurers Australia
has yet produced.

NATIONAL ROADS

Conference Says BritishHighways
Are Best

Brussels, Aug 11—The international road
conference, which opened its sessions here
July 31, finished its work yesterday and
adjourned, the members remaining for sev-
eral attractive excursions organized by
the Belgian government. The delegates
say that the great lesson of the congress
is the showing of the absolute necessity
for the introduction of a uniform system
of road building.

Jos. W. Jones, of New York, one of
the representatives of the Automobile
Touring club of America, said that chaos
is’ bound to prevail so long as the idea
that local engineers
control of road building obtained in Am-
erica. “We need,” said Mr. Jones, “a
system like that in France, of . national,
state and ceunty roads, decreasing in
width according to the importance of the
traffic, and built at the expense of the
national government and the states.”

The American representatives believe
that the American roads are too widc
and lack the requisite depth of founda-
tion. The idea that it is cheaper to keep
them in repair than to rebuild them en-
tirely also prevails. They ccnsider that
the British roads, although the narrov-
est, are the best in Europe, espec
when the surface is thoroughly tarred
and covered with a light coating of sand.

So that while the country lcses one
of its sons, it gathers back into the fold
one of its fairest daughters. It is a case
of tit for tat.

Another Divorc

Apropos of the decision of Mr. Clews
to make his home permanently in Franee,
the friends of Mrs. Harris Phelps, who was
Miss Pell, are much interested to learn
of her institution of a divorce against her
husband under the French law. Phelps
is one of these picturesque characters, who
conceived it a misfortune to have been
born in the United States. Since his mar-
riage, his wife says, he has abjured every-
thing American except her money, upon
which she avers he has lived exclusively
ever since.

He has become a French subject like
Frank Gould and a horde of other rich
parvenus, and to emphasize his keen dis-
like of everything Yankee refuses to speak
in the English language, insisting upon
conducting his conversations in French:

Although a lawyer by profession, Mrs.
Phelps says he has decided to practice
and lives a life of esthetic ease upon her
patrimony. By taking their baby son away
from her, a right the French law gave
him, she says he forced her to sigr a docu-
ment whereby he was given one-half of
her substantial income and acquired the
right to control the other half. As a re-
sult of this arrangement, which the wife
claims was effected without a full realiza-
tion of what she was doing when she
siened the papers in question, she has been
forced for years to practice the most
rigid economy.

WILL AMERIGANS FORSAKE
THE GANADIAN WEST?

TOI‘OI‘ItO Editor Tﬁinks Not—There |
Are Too Many Opportunities
There for New Settlers

. {Toronto Mail and Empire).

There seems to be a difference of opin-
ion expressed in rather :acrimonmious
terms as to whether the thousands of
American farmers who became Canadian
settlers in ‘- the past few years are re-
turning to the United States. In Canada
the idea is that more and more Ameri-
cans are coming across; in the United
States they say the migration has almost
ceased, and that some 15,000 dis-illus-
joned Americans are making for Uncle
Sam’s side of the border. On the one
band is the official United States claim
that this number of farmers returned
in the last nine months; on the other
Canada’s official reports that 100,000 set-
tlers with $100,000,000 in coin and chat-
tels have come over in a year.

Why They Quit

One would suppose the New Orleans
Times-Democrat to be far enough from
the spot to give an impartial opinion,
and the reasons for it. According to
this authority. “The American settlers
were dissatisfied with the character of
the land, the crops from which, they
alleged, comsisted chiefly of alfalfa and
such hardy grains as Winter wheat.
and even these were not sure. The
form of government did not appeal to
them, and they considered the railroad
freight rates exorbitant. The climate
was a source of dissatisfaction, ice and
snow in August and September of last
year adding to their discomfort.” If
this is true, we cannot blame the
Americans from returning to the balmier
climate of Dakota, to the more popular
forms of government as exemplified in
Pennsylvania.

Why Go Back

are back home. For leaving the West-
ern States in the first instance they had
plenty of reason, and while Western Can-
ada may not have proved the earthly
paradise some expected, the reasons for
leaving the Western States remain as
strong as ever. Those reasons are not
disputed. Tremendous prices were paid
for farm land in the Western States, and
the farmers, to the number of tens of
thousands , sold out at top prices. Now
that some of them have returned, is
it to be expected that they will buy back
their old farms? If so, will they pay more
than they received?

Land Hunger Continues

To buy for less would indicate that
the land boom in the Western States
has collapséed, and to invest money in
a district where prices are falling is not
a favorite diversion for farmers or any
other class of the community. It must
be admitted that there is still some
good Government land left in the West-

The effort of the
Canadian Government to check the 'spread
of glanders on the frontier was exploited’
as a reason why no American should ven-
ture to cross the border. i

The American Settlers

Canada has responded to the ‘Don’f
go north” campaign by establishing &
permanent press bureau at Washing-|
ton, -whence bulletins  will regularly s
sue describing the opportunities of the
Canadian West. Only those who live on}
this side of the border know how littlel
disturbed Canadians are at the prospect
of losing American settlers. The immigra-!|
tion may not continue, but if the move-|
ment from the Western States altlogether}
ceases, ‘“‘merely bécause the thermometer
sometimes drops out of sight in Win=
nipeg or Medicine Hat,” the character
of the American farmer, as the Cincin-
nati Star ' says, “must have changed
a good deal in the past few decades.”
