unable to vote sanely. After the so- 
called Maritime Rights delegation 
had gone to Ottawa they forgot all 
about Maritime Rights.

The ex-Ministcr of Justice was ac­
corded a fine reception as he rose to 
speak. He recalled the time when he 
had- spoken in Moncton in the inter­
ests of the late Hon. H. R. Emmerson, 
some years ago, and he was pleased 
to be here again to speak in support 
of a worthy son of a worthy sire.

Continuing Hon. Mr. Lapointe said 
he was trying to honor Sir Wilfrid 
Laurler’s memory by following those 
principles which the late Liberal lead­
er had laid down. It was not the 
business of Mr. Melghen or of Mr. King 
to decide the issues in this or any 
election, he declared It was up to the 
people themselves.

each member of the board appointed 
by city, county and government was 
to conscientiously consider the health 
welfare of citizens at large, particularly 
that element not conversant with dan­
gers lurking In food sources of any 
kind and those prone to be careless 
In this regard. The good results In 
child health resultant upon the Intro­
duction of pasteurized milk—as recog­
nized by the vast majority of people— 
was in itself a serious matter to ponder 
when pleas were being made for less 
exacting stipulations, a Tiroes-Star rep­
resentative was told.

Each member of the board was out­
spoken In his and her opinion in this 
matter and while anxious and willing 
to assist milk producers by smoothing 
out regulations in reason, none felt 
Justified In placing a raw milk supply 
upon the market that would become 
a menace In the light of scientific test. 
So Dr. Warwick was Instructed to 
again prepare a set of regulations 
which he deemed sufficient safeguard 
to public health and which would not 
be destructive of what had already 
been accomplished.

When these regulations are submitt­
ed to a full membership of the board, 
they will be considered with open 
mind and the result passed on to the 
local government for approval.

THE QUESTION TO DATE.

To review the whole matter of the 
revision of milk regulations, as urged 
by Saint John county producers, Dr.

MILKMEN AND GOVT.

No further meeting of this commit­
tee was held. Some weeks passed by 
and In May I was Informed by your 
dairy Inspector that he had been pres­
ent at a meeting of the local members 
of the Legislature, and a committee 
of the Saint John County Milk Pro­
ducers, at which regulations providing 
for conditions under which Grade A 
raw milk should be produced were con­
sidered, agreed to by the milkmen and 
tjjelr legal representative, and which 
they had been assured would be enact­
ed so that raw milk could be legally 
sold. It has turned out that these reg­
ulations were based upon the draft 
whifch I had submitted to the commit­
tee, but they were amended, making 
them somewhfft less rigid, and some 
additions also made which were not 
In the original draft. • On May 26 these 
regulations were passed by the Pro­
vincial Government as an Order-ln- 
Council, superceding the regulations of 
any sub-district Board of Health.

The board having decided that It 
was its duty to enforce these regula­
tions and waiting, a reasonable time 
for the tuberculin testing of the herds 
to elapse, a report was received from 
the Provincial Veterinarian In which 
he showed that 12 herds had been 
tested and 11 positive reactors had been" 
found In 6 of these herds or 7.8 per 
cent, of all the animals tested ; 7 
picious reactors (or 4.7 per cent.) 
found—showing a total of 12 per cent, 
which failed to give a negative test. 
Up to the present time but 6 of these 
positive reactors have been slaughtered 
under Inspection^ by your dairy inspec­
tor, and several of these showed exten­
sive disease.

As no applications for permits to sell 
this Grade A milk had been received 
and it was shown that a number of 
milk producers were distributing raw 
milk, this board at a special meeting on 
July 16 Instructed the dairy inspector 
to give dealers handling Æw milk final 
notice that if he found

The cheese market was dull yester­
day and the prices paid at the fort­
nightly auction of cheese by the New 
Brunswick Cheese Board were 16 cents 
a pound for twins and 16% cents a 
pound for triplets. The auction 
held in the Board of Trade rooms and 
the vice-president of the board, F. H. 
Rouse, of Cornhlll, was auctioneer.

There were 1,865 cheeses boarded 
but not all of them were sold, some 
few being reserved by their owners 
who decided to carry them over until 
the next meeting of the board when 
it was hoped that prices would be 
higher. There were a number of buy­
ers present but bidding was slow. 
Cheese from practically all of the 21 
cheese factories in the province were 
offered. The factories are located 
chiefly in Kings county and Westmor­
land county.

Harvey Mitchell, deputy minister of 
agriculture, who was present at the 
meeting, said yesterday that while the 
number of cheeses offered yesterday 
was a good average It was probable 
that the make would be short for the 
remainder of the season as the supply 
of milk was dropping off fast.

A careful comparison of these sug­
gested amendments with the original 
regulations for Grade A raw milk will 
convince you, I am lure, that the really 
essential safeguards for this class of 
milk, except that of tuberculin testing 
of the herds, have been removed or les­
sened to such a degree that their value 
Is largely problematical. Furthermore, 
the amendment to section 6 makes It 
less effective than the requirements of 
the dairy and milk regulations of the 
province as contained in sections 69 
and 62 of those regulations.

I can see no valid reason, therefore, 
for calling a milk produced under such 
regulations Grade A, as such would not 
conform to the commonly accepted 
designation for Grade A milk. Instead 
a much more accurate designation 
would be “raw milk from tuberculin 
tested herds,” as not Implying more 
than Is stated by the name given It. It 
must not be forgotten that as one au­
thority has stated various grades of 
milk are “all of them verblag* employ­
ed In unsuccessful attempts to Justify 
and gloss over the fact that they desig­
nate potentially dangerous raw milk 
not required to be pasteurized.” I con­
cur In this opinion.

For years you have listened to the 
opinions expressed in favor of the nec­
essity for pasteurization of our milk 
supply, you have observed the benefits 
which have resulted from the enact­
ment of the pasteurization regultlons 
for more than three years, and It is now 
proposed that you should adopt these 
amended regulations as your own.

As district medical health officer, I 
feel It is my duty to advise you that, 
In my opinion, it Is not In the best In­
terest of the public health to In any 
way lower the present standard of 
safety which is provided by our pas­
teurization regulations.

If provision must be made for the 
sale of raw milk then I would advise 
that such regulations should provide 
those features which have been found 
necessary by health authorities else­
where, and that such conditions as may 
be Imposed should foe most strictly en­
forced, otherwise we wjjl be practically 
where we were three years ago.

EXPERT QUOTED

I would respectfully call your atten­
tion to a recent statement of Dr. George 
G. Nasmith, of Toronto i 

“Don’t let anybody convince you that 
Inspection ensures a safe milk supply. 
When all great authorities agree than 
even certified milk which is produced 
under the best of conditions, must be 
pasteurised if it Is to be rendered ab­
solutely safe, how much more necessary 
Is it that ordinary market milk should 
be pasteurized.”

Ladles and Gentlemen i—
AS district medical health officer I 

beg to submit the following report 
respecting the milk situation In the 
Saint-John milk district:

In December, 1925, there appeared 
before this board several city and 
county members of the Legislature ask­
ing that the regulations requiring the 
pasteurization of all milk and cream 
(except certified milk) sold In the milk 
district (which have been In effect 
since May 1, 1923) be amended to 
allow for the sale of a high grade raw 
milk which would be produced under 
a high standard of cleanliness and very 
careful inspection, but which could be 
Gold at a price lower than that charg­
ed for "certified milk.”

At this meeting strong objections 
were taken by the chief medical officer 
(Dr. Melvin), the chief of laboratories 
(Dr. Abramson), several members of 
the board and myself, to any such 
lowering of the standard of safety of 
the milk supply as being contrary to 
the best scientific practice of the times, 
entirely unnecessary and therefore dan­
gerous to public health.

CONFERENCES HELD.

A committee from this board was 
appointed to meet with a committee 
named by the Premier, to consider 
regulations dealing with the sale of 
raw milk.

On February 22 this committee from 
your board met with Hon. L. P. D. 
Tilley and Mr. W. H. Harrison and 
discussed the whole matter very fully 
hlft without coming to any agreement.
I then submitted a provisional set of 
regulations for Grade A raw mtlk, for 
which I accepted full responsibility as 
they had not been submitted to the

Postmaster Writes of
Small Envelopes

The following was issued today by 
Postmaster Alex. Thompson:

“From time to time efforts have 
been made to discourage the use of 
small cards and envelopes, and it has 
been found that while these cards and 
envelopes are sold they will continue 
in use to a very large extent. Now is 
the time, when dealers are ordering 
their supply of cards for Christmas, 
and If any good results are to follow 
they must be approached at

“It should be pointed out that 
result of the small size of cards 
velopes, the Post Office cancellation 
mark frequently falls on the address, 
obliterating it, with the possibility that 
the article may be misdelivered or at 
least delayed. Then again, there is 
not sufficient space for directions for 
forwarding, etc., in cases where it is 
necessary to forward such matter in 
order to reach the addressees. Em­
phasis should also be laid on the fact 
that there Is a greater possibility of 
loss, as such cards or envelopes are 
apt to fall out of bundles in which they 
are tied. Envelopes and cards smaller 
than size 3 in. x 4 in. should not be 
used, as they seriously delay the worjt. 
in offices at a time when the facilities 
are taxed to the utmost.”
