John-Albert, and Hon. John E. Sin-
clair, Minister without portfolio, in
Queens, Prince Edward -Island. Only
two three-cornered fights are at issue
in the Maritime Provinces, one in
Cape Breton South, where J. B. Mc-
Tachlan, the only Labor candidate
offering, opposed the standard bearers
of the Liberal and Conservative par-
ties, and one in Victoria-Carletop,
where Mrs. Minnie Bell Adney, the
only woman candidate in the Mari-
times, opposed an Independent Lib-
eral-Progressive, and a straight Con-
gervative. g

‘The hotisehold
woman’s vote was also expected in the
later part of the afternoon, but many
of the business women deposited their
ballots at the lunch-hour.

'This increase is
iacgounted for mainly by the success of
i the Lunenburg fishing fleet.

The catch of pollock was more than
double that of September, 1924, there
being 1,875,000 pounds taken.

.There were 9,779,800 pounds of her-
ring taken compared with 6,941,600
pounds in the preceding September.

LESS MACKEREL

Mackerel were taken in smaller
quantities, owing to the American mar-
|ket being well stocked. Only 672,800
{ pounds were taken and the greater part
was pickled. In September, 1924, there
were 1,580,200 pounds caught.

The catch of sardines was 24,647
barrels, compared with 70,875 barrels
in the same period last yea-.

There were 931,700 pounds of lob-
sters taken during the ronth from
which 489,100 pounds were consumed
fresh and the balance canned, making
2,213 cow. In the preceding Septem-
ber the catch was 1,138,000 pounds.
The total catch of lobsters sinc€ the
commencement of the lobster fishing
season was 33,429,400 pounds. In the
same period in the preceding season the
catch was 25,980,500 pounds.

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SAINT JOHN HARBOR
GETS FINE BOOST IN
LONDON PUBLICATION

Boosts Saint John

Schooner Ashore On
Nova Scotia Coast

Alex Gray, Federal Engineer, Writes Article
That Is Profusely Illustrated, Taking Seven
Pages of Issue—Editorial Gives Praise

TH.E port of Saint John is given much prominence in the October number of
The Dock and Harbor Authority, a London, Eng.,, publication which has
a wide cireulation. It prints a profusely Hlustrated article from the pen of
Alex. Gray, M. Inst, C. E, M. E. L C, engineer in charge of the harbor of
Saint John under the Federal Department of Public Works. The article and
{lfustrations take up seven and a half pages of the publication.

At the outset Mr. Gray gives the
Yocation of the harbor and a resume of
its history, telling of the discovery by
Champlain. He refers to the hustling
days of wooden shipbuilding when
this port sent its clipper ships to all
parts of the world and the name of
Seaint John was a familiar one on the
seven seas. The relationship of the
river to the harbor is also touched
upon by Mr. Gray.

MANY ILLUSTRATIONS.

The illustrations include pictures of
the Reversing Falls, showing the high-
way and railway bridges across the
gorge through which the waters of the
river meet those of the harbor; a full
page view of the harbor, showing the
wharves on the east and west sides;
sections of crib work which comprise
the wharves and a number of views of
the great dry dock located at Court-
enay Bay.

In the article he also deals with the

roposed developments in Courtenay

ay, where it is expected the Gana-
dian National Railway will establish
“its terminals.

The equipment of the port is touch-
ed on and the protective measures
which have been taken to ensure a
safe harbor at all times to the ships
coming here. He points out that the
harbor is free from ice at all times of
the year and that during the winter it
is the chief port of the Dominion.

EDITORIAL PRAISE.

The publication has the following
editorial comment on this port:

“Among the less familiar component
parts of the great aggregate of terri-
tory forming the British Empire, New
Brunswick, one of the provinces of the
Dominion of Canada, occuples an im-
portant strategical position. Situated
on the western littoral of the Gulf of
St. Lawrence, at the extremity of the
mainland, and flanking the eastern-
most boundary of the United Btates,
it is favorably endowed with a coast-
Jine possessing many fine bays and
natural harbors. Not the least among
these is the Harbor of Saint John, the
chief port and principal commercial
city, which is described and illustrated
Jn this issue. Amid the extremes of
temperature which characterize the
climate of the province, Saint John has
the good fortune to be a winter port,
and its rail connection with Montreal
enables it to serve the Province of
Quebec, when the great St.fLawrem:e
port is sealed to navigation. '

“The tidal conditions in the Bay of
Fundy, of which the Harbor of Saint
John forms a branch, are rather re-
markable, and produce what are prob-
ably the highest tides in the world.

The tidal wave, passing up the bay to
its innermost recesses, rises some 80
feet at Saint John and 60 feet and
more at the head of Chignecto Bay. It
is even said that a rise in the neigh-
borhood of 100 feet has been observed.
As a contrast to this, it may be added
that in Bay Verte, on the other side
of the narrow neck of land which sep-
arates the Bay of Fundy from the Gulf
of St. Lawrence, a distance of only 14
or 15 miles, the tidal rise is little more
than four or five feet.

GREAT DRY DOCK.

“Saint John, as a port, has a further
claim to distinction in that it pos-
sesses an important new dry dock,
which, at present, ranks among the six
largest in the world. The construc-
tion of this dock, which was completed
in 1923, indicates the intention of the
local authorities to gain a position for
the port among the leading shipping
centres of the world. It is significant,
too, of the enterprise of Canada har-
bor authorities that three of the six
largest graying docks are to be found
within the boundaries of the Domniinion,
and it is evidence of the conviction of
these same authorities, as of others in
American and South Africa, that the
development in size of ocean vessels
has by no means reached its climax.

“The dimensions adopted at Saint
John, and elsewhere, allow more tkan
ample margin for the accommodation
of the 1,000 foot vessel whenever it
comes Into existence.. And although,
of late years, there has been a cessa-
tion in the competition for surpassing
magnitude in shipbuilding, yet when
the present period of depression has
passed, and the pendulum of commer-
cial progress once more resumes its
‘onward swing, it may well be that the
magnificent dry dock of Saint John
will be taxed to its utmost capacity
within a very short space of time.”

He was
satisfled, he said, that there was enough
work there to keep people employed
all the year. :

The
Transcript,, after discussing the likeli-
hood that Vancouver’s wheat traffic
will be increased very largely.this year
because of the recent decision concern-
ing western rates on grain and flour,
makes this reference to Portland:’

“The: remarkable growth of the
western movement of export grain is
not confined to one port. There is at
hand the September report of the traf-
fic department of the port of Port-
land. It shows that .during * Aungust
2,984,595 bushels of wheat ' were
shipped through this United: States
port, a quantity about 1,000,000 bushels
greater than the shipments in August,
1924, Of the shipments in August of
this year, 1,250,000 bushels went' to
Japan, and so in any event would have
moved through Paacifi¢ ports. But the
rest was cleared for the United King-
dom, or for Colon, where the carrying
ships were to receive orders. The
Portland shipments were composed
principally of Canadian wheat.”

The Dominion Department of Trade
and Commerce, in an analysis of the
wheat movement in 1928-24, finds that
export shipments through Canadian
ports amounted to 126,790,000 bushels,
and through United States ports to
141,079,000 bushels. After lamenting
the fact that Boston’s share of this
Canadian traffic was not larger, the
Transcript writer says there is ground
for hope of better things for the port
of Boston hereafter. “As therates now
stand,” he says, “Boston labors under a
differential of half a centa bushel. Ef-
fort is in progress to havethis differen-
tial removed. The Interstate Commerce
Commission suggested such action in
fts decision in the so-called differen-
tlals case. Given a more favorable
rate, it 1s entirely probable that Boston
might handle much more Canadian
grain than is now the case, even were
the increased western movement and
the boom in Vancouver to reduce the
movement by way of the Atlantic sea-
board. And there is here considered
only . the , Canadian supply. The
handling of the American grain moving
through the lakes is anotler gtory. So.
for that matter, is the ‘movement
of American grain for export through
Canadian ports.” o : :

Notwithstanding the greater graln
trafic that will go via. Vancouver and
Panama, the Transcript.says there are
elements in the Canadian grain situa-
tion which indicate that there will still
be abundance of grain for export
flowing from Canada through Atlantic
ports, “and Boston’s problem is to
get a larger share of this business.”

Boston’s hope appears to lie in action
by the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion designed to divert more of our
trafic. The Transcript -observes that
grain is singularly responsive even to
slight variation in the cost of trans-
portation when it comes to the deter-
mination of the routes to be taken in
reaching the world’s markets.

The Maritime Provinces will natur-
ally eéxpect that action by the Cana-
dian Rallway Commission to check-
mate rates Introduced by the Inter-
state Commerce Commission to make
further inroads upon traffic of Canadian
origin will prove necessary. This ques-
tion of diverted traffic has received
nothing like the attention it deserves
during the election campaign. It s
one that is certain to aassume import-
ance when the new House of Commons
“assembles.

Rogsr Babson attributes the return
of the Canadian dollar to par and bet-
ter to the investment of foreign capital
fn Canadian industries, the excess of
exports over imports, the immense
increase in newsprint production, and

UNCONQUERED ELEMENTS
(Brandon Sun.)

Giant airships are unwieldy dangers
still. They have always been uncertain
in the face of the elements. Captain
Walter R. Gherardi, who served as
U. S. naval attache at Berlin at the
outbreak of the World War, recalls that
the German Zeppelin I-1 was wrecked
in 1913 by weather conditions closely
resembling those which broke the Shen-
andoah. During the years that followed,
when the Germans were building Zep-
pelins for war uses, they lost ships re-
peatedly and almest continuously by
bad weather. He adds that 58.5 per
cent. of all the Zeppelin casualties
during the war were caused by weather
—that “after years of experience, didr-
ing which they had used 61 Zeppelins,
the Germans were as helpless in bad
weather as they were at the beginning”
of the Zeppelin experiments.

Rough Night On
Cattle Boat a
Long Horror

TO BE IN CHARGE of animals on

a sea voyage is sometimes a peril-
ous as well as an unpleasant task. For,
unlike human beings who, on the ap-
proach of seasickness, evince a dismal
desire to die, dumb creatures often dis-
play a violent desire to live.

A rough night on a boat carrying a

cargo of cattle can provide many
thrills, and, unhappily, a number of
horrors.
It is fortunate, however, that while
cattle are the most usual livestock car-
ried by sea, they are also the most
heroic of all creatures in a storm, show-
ing a stoical determination to conquer
the devastating powers of sickness.

Some animals do not feel the effects
of a journey by sea in the same way as
others, and while some are ill during
the whole of the trip, others quickly
become used to their new home and
flourish. il

The worst sailor of all is said to be
the tiger, while the only one that can
be describhed as being really comfort-
able on board ship is the polar bear.

Horses are great sufferers at sea, as
every cavalry man knows, and they
frequently di~ from the effects of sea-
sickness.

Birds; reptiles, monkeys, and otherk

small animals sufer in varying degree,
but, in comparison with the bigger
creaturss, they are much better sailors.
Thousands of these little travelers are
brought to our shores each year, and
on an average the casualties are fairly
small. i

Sometimes, of course, scores of birds
will die off in the early stages of a

voyage, but that is not always actually

caused by seasickness.

More often it

is a disease that is spread among them
by one :nfected member of the batch;

or it may be a complaint brought on
by being confined in necessarily close

quarters.

When once a disease iz established
in a cargo of birds, numbering hun-
dreds or perhaps thousands, there is
little hope of many being landed alive.

LARGER TRADE

WITH GUBANS

Official Here Points Out Im-
portance cf Saint John
in Project

PLEASED WITH NEWS
OF NEW SERVICE
Hopes Maritimes Will Be
Well Represented at
Havana Fair

G. BETANCOURT, of Ha-

® vana, Cuban consul for Saint
John, with Mrs. Betancourt and
three children, arrived in the

city this weck and is taking over
the duties of the consular office
here immediately, replacing Na-
zario Rojas, who will leave for
Cuba on November 2,

Mr. Betancourt, in an interview last
night, stressed the importance of the
gort of Saint John in any increased

usiness between Cuba and Canada.
He declared himself in favor of a
greater interchange of trade between
the two countries, saying that Cuba
used many things grown and manu-
factured here and could supply this
country with much that was not pro-
duced locally.

TELLS OF FAIR.

He told of the Cuban Government’s

, second International Sample Fair to be

“ held in Havana next February and said
he had received already authority to
invite Canadlan manufacturers to send
samples of their wares to this exposi-
tion.

The Government of Cuba provides
unusual facilities for this fair, paying
transportation costs on articles exhib-
jted and showing every possible atten-
tion to the exhibitors. The fair, an
annual event, is attended by thousands,
buyers traveling from all parts of the
Island to view the displays.

Mr. Betancourt expressed a personal
wish that many manufacturers from
the Maritime Provinces would avail
themselves of the opportunity to show
their goods in Cuba at this exposition.

CANADA WELL REGARDED.

Canada was well regarded in Cuba,
he declared, and many Canadian man-
ufactures were sold there.

He was here to bring about, as far
as possible, still closer relations be-
tween the countries and to keep the
buyers and sellers in each acquainted
with the prices and available amounts
of goods in the other.

One of his first acts yesterday was
to cable to the Secretary of State for
Cuba the news that the new Canada-
Cuba steamship service had been ar-

“ganged. The reply he recelved inform-
ed him that his wire was the first news
of this line recelved in his country.

Mr. Betancourt told of meeting a

an in the lumber business who said

e had to deal with many middlemen
in selling his lumber. He immediately
offered to send to the Cuban Secre-
tary of State the quotations offered and
to have them posted in all the Cham-
bers of Commerce in the country. That
was his business, he said, to foster an
fncrease of business between the two
countries.

INTERESTED IN SARDINES.

. He was greatly interested In the
news that New Brunswick put out
sardines to rival the Norwegian can-
peries and declared his intention of
calling the attention of buyers in Cuba
to this fact. He was also Interested in
gupplies of codfish and other products
of the sea. J

The Canadian flour had been sald
by Cubans to be the best obtainable
and he signified his intention of look-
ing into the possibilities of greater
shipments of this commodity.

The New Brunswick and Prince Ed-
ward Island potatoes were always in
demand In Cuba where the people were
great consumers of this vegetable. Last
geason there had been more than 1,
000,000 barrels shipped from this port
to Havana.

POTATO TRADE INCREASES.

Already this year 66 ships had sailed
from Saint John with potatoes for
Cuba and it was expected that the to-
tal by the end of the year would he
between 90 and 95 ships, a huge in-
grease over the 54 sailing last year.

There were also considerable quanti-
tles of oats, hay and other produce
going from here to Cuba.

In return, he said, Cuba could sup-

ly sweet potatoes of a superior class,
ineapples, bananas, alligator pears
and other fruits and guava jelly and
orange marmalade.

Among the Canadian' manufactures

GET SALMON EGG
AT HATCHERY HERE

Officials Are Taking 4,250,000
From Little River For
Distribution.

’Paul Parent, of Grand Falls, super-
intendent of the fish hatchery there,
and W. Adrian McCluskey, who has
charge of the Tobique sub-hatchery,
are in the city to get 4,250,000 Atlantic
salmon eggs for transfer to the Grand
Falls hatchery.

The eggs are taken from the spawn-
{ing grounds at Little River, laid in
trays of five thousand each and pack-
ed in boxes, holding 28 trays, with
moss that is kept moist for the time
the eggs are in transit. Mr. Parent
said last night that it would take three
trips to carry all the eggh.

LATER DISTRIBUTION.

The eggs will be put in the hatchery
and kept there until March, when one
million of them will be taken to the
Tobique sub-hatchery. The rest will
be kept until after they hatch, about
the first week in May.

In June the distribution of the fry,
which will then be between ‘one and
a half and two inches in length, will
be started. This distribution will
take all summer.

Mr. Parent and Mr. McCluskey will
be here until Saturday superintending
the packing of the first shipment of
eggs. They will return next week for
the second instalment.

Lightning Kills Only One
Person In A Million

By DAVID DIETZ

EAR of lightning is one of man’s
oldest emotions. Prehistoric man
feared lightning ag the weapon of un-
seen spirits. All of the old mythologies
made lightning the servant of the chief
god. The Greeks, for example,, gave
the thunderbolt to Zeus, i

‘Records tell us that both Julius Caesar
and Napoleon were afraid of lightning.
It is not. difficult to understand their
fear. They felt themselves the equal
of all earthly foes, but the lightning out
of the gsky was something against which
they could not defend themselves,

Buh Dr. Arthur W. Gilbert, Massa-
chusetts state’ commissioner of agricul-
ture, points out, on the basis of a sur-
vey which he has just completed, that
fear of lightning is all out of proportion
to the chances of death by lightning.

The chance of death by lightning is
less than one in a million. Dr. Gil-
bert collected the statistics for Mas-
sachusetts for five years. In that time
19 people were killed by lightning, an
average of 3.8 persons per year. Divid-

ing this Into the population of the
state, it means that one out of every
1,018,770 persons were struck during the
year.

The danger from speeding autos, fog

 example, is several thousand times &

greater menace to life than is lightning.

DR. GILBERT’S. survey shows tha%
you are ten and a half times as
safe from lightning in a ecity as you are
in the country. .
This is because in the city, steel
frame buildings, trolley wires and the
like draw much of the electrical energy
out of the atmosphere while a storm
is brewing and therefore the resulting
storm usually does not possess the elec~
trical intensity of a thunderstorm in
the country.

Wires and steel frameworks also aect
as lightning protectors while a storm is
in progress. H

Dr. Gilbert thinks, however, that g
farm-house which {s properly protected
by lightning rods correctly installed, ig
as safe as g city dwelllng during &
thunder storm.

Further economies will be achieved
by abolishing the special naval re-
sources engineer corps and the relega-
tion of one destroyer flotilla to the re-
serve.

Submarines of class “K” are the
largest in the British navy but for the
lone specimen of Class “X” 1, which
displaces 2,780 tons.

880 to 2,140 tons.

Appear in London Court; Trial
of 3 Adjourned in Paper

LONDON, Oct. 28—In connection
with a recent seizure in Fleet sireet
early in the morning of a motor van
containing copies of the Labor paper,
The Dally Herald, four. young men
were charged in the Manion House
justice room today with stealing and
pecelving a motor van containing
8,000 copies of the Herald.

- W H. GOCHER, secretary of the

National Trotting Association, has
issued his annual review of the Grand
Circuit campaign.

Noting that it opened at Cleveland
June 29 and closed at Atlanta, Oct. 10,
after a run of 15 weeks, he says in
part:

“There were 11 “meetings at which
821 races were decided, 170 being for
trotters and 151 for pacers. The latter
raced 852 heats and the trotters 418,
making a total of 765 for the trip.

“The purses amounted to $626,5692.25,
the most ever paid out in one season
since the circuit was organized. In 1924
the total was $572,620.95, in 1923 $570,-
896.75, in 1922, $517,012.28, and in 1921
$589,097.07.

“The 1925 series increased the num-
ber of Grand Circuit meetings since
‘1876 to 479. At these meetings $16,-
239,273.13 have been paid in purses or
stakes to horse owners.

“On the trip from Cleveland to At-
lanta, 'T. W. Murphy won 59 races. His
winnings amounted to $98,305. hese
figures again placed the Syracise stable
at the top of the column, and .also
raised the amount of Murphy’s win-
nings on the trotting turf from 1909 to
the close of 1925 to $1,412,185.

“The Belwin gelding Crawford was
the leader in the Murphy group. Craw-
ford was started in 19 races. Of that
number he won 16 and was second in
the balance. He was the busiest horse
that ever made a trip down the line.
