Chicago, May 14—That the-conviction of 
Jack Johnson, negro prize fighter,\for vi­
olation of the Mann Act against traffick­
ing in women ie the forerunner of laws 
forbiding miscegenation is the assertion 
of Assistant District Attorney Parkin, 
who conducted' the case for the govern­
ment.

“This verdict will go around the 
world,” he said. “It is the forerunner of 
laws to be passed in the United States, 
which we may live to see, laws forbidding 
miscegenation. This negro, in the eyes of 
many, has been persecuted. Perhaps ae 
an individual he has. But his misfortune 
is to be the foremoet example of the evil 
in permitting the intermarriage of whites 
and blacks. He has violated the law. Now 
it is his function to teach others the law 
must be respected.”

j of her seven grandchildren. AucLwhat is 
; more, Mrs. Karp is completing arrange­
ments' to buy the house adjoining her 
home, After that she will still have money 
in the*bank.

Twenty-two years ago. she came to New 
York with her husband, Samuel, and; four 
children. Three more children were bom 
in this city. The Karp .family took up 

i humble lodgings in a tenement, and Mrs. 
Karp went to work, for she had always 
worked in Russia and did not' think any­
thing else was proper. Eight years ago 
she and her children moved to Brooklyn.

Since* the first day she took up her 
stand in Park row, twenty-two years ago 
next December, Ihe has made and saved 
money. She has many customers of twen­
ty years’ standing, and has outlived many 
others. When her husband died, sixteen 
years ago, Mrs. Karp quit for ■ a time; for 
she* had a two-week old baby to nurse. Her 
eldest daughter, Sara, now thirty-five years 
old, took her mother’s place and sold the 
newspapers during the early rush hours 
of the day until her mother resumed her 
post.

One day a purchaser gave Sara a $5 
goldpiece instead of a cent, and Sara did. 
not know what it was until a friend told 
her. The next day the man came back 
ami asked her if he had given her a $5 gold 
piece. She told him he had and he toid 
her to keep it, for Christmas was coming.

“All of the time I work,’’ said Mrs. 
Karp, in an effort to explain her wealth. 
“All of the time—rain, snow, or anything.. 
It's cold in winter and thç wiqd. comes, 
from all around Brooklyn Bridge. But I 
must work and live for my daughters ; 
aren’t they nice? I work very hard, and 
will xéep it up until the girls grow up. I 
Saved the pennies, and I have many old 
customers, some of them give me two,1 
three, five dollars at Christmas time."

As Mrs. Karp talked in spasmodic Eng­
lish and Yiddish, the children sat about 
and helped their mother on information 
which they thought their memories could 
better offer.

Paris, May. 14—Popular feeling is being 
stirred up by the opening of the Sweated 
Labor Exhibition. “A Museum of Econ­
omy Horrors,” as 
ganltere.

The main object is to show the condi­
tions under which the poor women work- 
era of this city live and the increase in 
immoral living which iff asserted to be a 
logical consequence of the impossibility 
of unskilled female labor to make a de. 
cent living.

Among the exhibits are toys, such as the 
familiar stuffed lambs which bleat when 
pressed down on .the' bellows to which 
their feet are glued. For fixing the wool 
on to the toy, painting it, fixing a ribbon 
around the neck, and attaching it to the 
stand the manufacturers pay three cents 
a dozen. It is impossible, it is said, for a 
clever .worker to finish more than four 
dozen in a working day of ten hours.

■There are also lampshades which are 
given out in pieces and finished for four 
cents a hundred, the maximum going be­
ing twenty cents for a ten-hour day.

Brushes are shown which are made up 
at the rate of ten cents a thousand holes, 
or twenty-two cents a day.

The dressmaking department isjparticu- 
larly instructive. For a bodice which 
takes a whole day to make twelve cents 
is paid. A man’s waistcoat, sold to the 
public for fifty-five cents, is in vie up for 
twenty centimes ,or four cents, of which 
four centimes is deducted for the cost of' 
thread, Ten of these are the maximum 
which can be finished in a long day’s work.

The flags with which the Parisians cover 
tfieir houses on days of public rejoicing 
carry off the record in this- competition of 
industrial slavery. Those who sew and 
mount, them are rewarded at the rate of 
eighty-seven cents for sixty dozen, rejjjre- 
editing ten days’ work, or about eight 
and one half cents a day.

In the centre of the exhibition hall ia 
spread out à sweated woman s dinner, con­
sisting of a morsel of stale bread, two 
cents worth of cheese, a hard-boiled egg, 
and a jug of water.

The organisera hope by arousing public 
indignation to force the authorities to 
bring about a complete change in condi­
tions for this sort of work, and abolish 
the present exploiting by middlemen and 
consequent starvation wages.

stiff price, which the Milwaukee club might as well have had. He was the main­
stay of the New York Highlanders behind the bat for spveral years, hut like 
all 'the stars he passed, along.
