When John Seely was promoted a cou-
ple of monthe ago from the Under Secre-
taryship of War to the post of Cabinet
Minister at the head of that department,
in succession to Lord Haldane, I expres-

—subaltern, might have rendered him opin-
jonated, and less inclined than any of his
civilian predécessors to accept advice from
professional soldiers.

Moreover, he
went on to assert that compulsory mili-
tary service, such as exists in Continental
countries, could not be dreamed of until
“after the next war,” which can only be
construed as meaning that fresh disasters
to British arms, euch as those that char-
acterized the beginning of the Boer war,
would have to take place before the gov-
ernment would be enabled to put the mili-
tary defences of the“empire In proper or-
der. :
In¢identally, I may state that John See-
1y’s own brief military career in South
Africa is hardly calculated to lead him to
encourage notions of discipline in that
British army of which as Secretary of
State for the war department he is the
civilian chief. For he was court-marshal-
el during the Boer war for disobedience

only escaped the usual consequences of
such conduct on account of what wus
termed his “indiscreet bravery.”

No better instance of the absolute craze
for notoriety with which the English Suf-
fragettes of every class are imbued, can be
furnished, than the case of the Earl of
Lytton’s unmarried sister, Lady Constance
Lytton. Already arrested on ebveral oc-
casions, she was always treated with espec-
ial consideration, not only on account of
her social position, but because, as alleg-
ed, her heart is not altogether sound. De-
termined to become a “martyr,” she de-
cided to use her heart-trouble in order to
put the authorities in the wrong by going
on a “hunger etrike,” and getting herself
foreibly fed through the nose, “to the pos-
sible detriment of her health.” Forcible
feeding through the nose is gquite harmlesy
in itself, but it is conceivable that the
concomitant excitment and struggling
might have a bad effect on a diseased
hoart, and for this reason Suffragettes on
“hunger strikes” usiually undergo a physi-
cal examination before forcible feeding ls
recorted to,

Provides Otganization

For New Work

IRISH UNVERSITES

Two Under Cathiolic Ban—Opin-
ions- Favorable and Otherwise
to Home Rule — Proportional
Representation

ant features of the, working of the insur-
anice act in Inlmf gthe Women's Na-
ticinl Health Aluo’p"l"!_fo‘h,. organized by
Lady Aberdeen. is #gsotiation has 18-
000 members in Treland whd 150 branches.
Lady Aberdeen. established it in 1905 be-
fore she camé back to Dublin as the wife
of the viceroy. It wa8 and is a voluntary
association, and wak doing extremely good
work in regard to public health before the
insurance act was introduced at all. It
was retognized, too, ag an extremely use-
ful institution in the interim report of the
departmental committee on tuberculosis,
which referred to it as follows:

“Altogethet the provision available in in-
institutions  outside: the ‘poor law for the
tréatment of cases of tuberculosis is ex-
tremely &mall, having regard to the large
death rate from the disease. The ¢ommit-
tee, desire to express their appreciation of
thé work done in Ireland by the Women’s
National Health Association. They are of
opinion that every effort should be made
to assist and develop the work of the as-
sagiation.”’

When the ingurance bill was intréduced
Lady Aberdeen saw -its great possibilities
from the point of viéw of the work of her
own #association, and as soon && the bill
bécame law she proceeded to take the nee-
estary steps to glean the full advantage of
it by starting an “approved society” un-
der the auspices of the Womeén’'s Ndtional
Health Association.

Coneequently, out of the nucleus of the
W. N. H. A, she started the Slanthe So-
ciety. which was approved by the commie-
sioners, and is how one of the biggest ap-
proved societies in Ireland.

The Slanthe (health) Society, acting in
conjunction with the Women’s National
Health Association, has a very big job be-
fore it. The sum voted to Ireland for
sanatoria is $725000—a pretty large sum
from the Irish point of view. Of course

that includes dispensaries. Both, however, |

require time to get into working order.
That is whére the Women's National
Health Association comes in. It already
has an organization at its disposal, and it
has very generously offéred its advice and
services to such councils of counties or
county boroughs as may be unable, for a
little while, 6 make the arrangements nec-
essary to put them in a position of pro-
viding the necessary accommodation, under
the act, for tuberculosis patients,

Lady Aberdeen’s association is prepared
to stand aside, after the local authoribies
have succeeded in starting their own nec-
essary machinery.

The headquarters of the Slanthe Insur-
ance Society, and also of the W. N. H. A.
are at Ely House, and at present the offi-
cigls there ars overwhelmed with corres-
pondence in regard to the new  approved
society, and to this and that point in the
act. The officials are enthusiastic in re-
gard to their work, but the most enthusi-
astic and energetic of all i Lady Aber-
deen herself, who keepe in constant per-
sontal communication with the office, and
follows the development of the work of the
society with the very keenest and most
intimate interest.

The episcopal
ban on Dublin Univemity was imposed
many years ago ae a protest against the
absencé of university provision for Cath-
olics. The Catholic church tacitly accept-
ed the National University and said no
word. Everybody assumed that with this
acceptance the episcopal ban om Trinity
College ceased to exist, and within the last
few years many Catholice have entered
Trinity College and the number is increas-

 ing every day.

Cardinal Logue now tells these people
that the old prohibition is still in full
working order. Irish Catholics are forbid-
den to go to Trinity College and Cardinal
Logue implies clearly that the National
University is full of dangers for them. In
other words, although there are now three
universities in Ireland the Catholic youth
of the country is little, if at all, better
off than when there was only one.

The Irish University question is still un-
settled It will never be settled until the
church in Cardinal Logue's words last year
“made the National University Catholic
in spite of the Nonconformists of Eng-
land.” The political Nationalists are much
upset by Cardinal Logue's candor, which
as they recognize, may seriously embarass
their relations with their Nonconformist
allies in parliament.

On the occasion of the celebration of the
tricentenary of the Medical School of Trjn-
ity College, Dublin, honorary degrees are
to be conferred on the Lord Mayor of
London; the Lord Mayor of Dublin; Sir
J. H. Benson, president of the Rayal Col-
lege of Physicians, Ireland; R. D. Pure-
foy, president of the Royal College of Sur-
geons, Ireland; D. J. Coffey, president of
University College, Dublin; and Doctor
William Peterson, provincial - and vice-
chancellor of MeGill University, Montreal.

Doctor Elliott, Bishop of Kilmore, de-
livered an address to the Masonic frater-
nity of North Connaught at Carrick-on-
Shannon this week. Referring to home
rule, he said that during all his life he
had given this quéstion hie closest obser-
vation, and he believed that the threaten-
ed change, if it came to paes, would be the
greatest misfortune that ever befell the
Church of Ireland.

Doctor McHugh, the Catholic Bishop of
Derry, speaking at a school ceremony in
hig diocese, dwelt on the present dangerous
position of Irish eecondary education. He
#aid that unlese their financial grievances
were redressed before the home rule bill
became law—as they all hoped that it
would—there would be little prospect of
bettering their educational position for
years to ¢ome. Once home rule becaine an
accomplished fact secondary education
could be raised from its present starved
condition only by the taxation of the peo-
ple in the early days of its administration.
An Irish parliament would have too many
calls on its resources to be able to pay
due attention to the country’s educational
needs.

The Irish Proportional Representation
Society has issued as a pamphlet a state-

ment setting out the advantages of the!

system as applied to Ireland under home
rulé. The eociety states that the Irish
party containe many warm supporters of
the system, but party decisions and tactic-
al considerations appear to prevent the ex-
pression of their individual views in par-
liament. The Unionist: members who de-
sire the introduction of proportional rep-
resentation appear to fear that the diseus-
sion of the system might have the effect
of making their opposition' to home rule
seem less whole-hearted or vigorous. The
society urges that there is.no security for
minority representativn unless it i« based
on election, and is accorded to minorities
as a right and not as a favor; further, it
is doubted whether the provision for the
use of the block vote in the multi-member
conséituencies created by the home rule
bill ean stand. This system, they eay, will
crush minorities instead ot giving them
representation.

The annual synod of thé Reformed Pres:
byterian Church of Treland at Belfest is-
sued a protest against the home rule "bill,
which it states is not in its origin a spon-
taneous and prudently considered effort of
sane statesmanship, but on the contrary
a bill wrung from statesmen who have for-
feited all right to respect themselves by
taking their orders from known énemies
of the Protestant reformation and of the
Protestant liberties of the British Empire.

.that whatever present success there is in
this business depends to a considerable ex-
tent on the United States market, which
the flag-flappers have told us we do not
want. Already this season, despite the
United States duty, American buyers have
gone through' this province, as is their
custom every year, and have hought up
sl the available lambs for later delivery.
It is said that they are quite ready to pay
a déposit to bind the purchase. Here is
@' case where both a duty and a middle
man’s profis must be paid before the pro-
' duct Teaches the market where it is to be
sold. 1

Beyond question we want more sheep
in this province, and the business is profit-
able. But we want also a larger free mar-
ket to make it more steadily profitable.
In time, no doubt, we shall have both.

MR. BORDEN'S POSITION

It%is worth Avhile at’the pllesenit stage of
the ‘naval distussion: to ndte the views ex-
pressed by Mr. Borden when the question
was. under éconsideration in 1000. On
March 29 of that year, in the House of
Commons, he said:— .

“] am entirely of opinion in the first
place that the proper line upon which we
should proceed in that regard is the line
of having a Canadian naval force of our
own. I entirely believe in that. The
other experiment has been tried as be-
tween Australis and the mother country,
end it has not worked satisfactorily in
any respect. In Great Britain the con-
tribution has perhaps been regarded’ as
rather unsatisfactory. In Australia if fail-
ed in the end to meet with the approval
of the people for the reason that Great
Britain felt constrained to ask Australia
that the field of operations of the squad-
ron should be extended to the China and
Indian ‘Seas; and when the operations of
thét squadron were so extended the Aus-
tralians felt that the contribution which
they had been making for some years past
wa# not really being used to give that pro-
tection to Australia which her interests
demanded.” \

In October of the same year, speaking
in Halifax, Mr. Borden eaid:—

“One governing principle at least should
control namely, that out of our own ma-
terials by our own labor, and by the in-
structed skill of our people, eny neceseary
provision for our naval defence should be
made eo far as may be reasonably possi-
ble.  In this connection we may now hope
that there shall be given a stimulus and
encouragement to the shipbuilding indus-
try of Canada which has been long lack-
ing.” :

gn any different policy which Mr. Bor-
den may now adopt, he will be compelled
to anewer his own arguments of three
years ago.

ROADS AND AUTOS
The Amherst News contends that if
our roads were improved so that automo-
bile traffic would be attracted, these prov-
inces would become a veritable Mecca for
American touring parties. The News
»ays:i— !

“If we had one broad well macadamized
highway leading from the border city of
St. Stephen on the state of Maine frontier
and then on to Halifax it is safe to say
that we would have at least five hundred
motors passing through these provinces
every year. Five hundred motors mean
2,000 people. On an average, each. one of
the party would leave behind him ten dol-
lars a day and their stay in the provinces
would last about a fortnight. This means
an increased circulation of from  $250,000
to $300,000 per year. It means, further,
an increase in the value on all the farm
lands bordering such a highway. Such
a highway could probably be built for less
than one million dollars. Capitalized thie
means an interest charge of from forty
to fifty thousand dollars a year.”

Apart - altogether from the question of
tourist traffic permanent highways in fine
condition would pay both provinces, and
the advent of the auto has brought a
more vigorous demand for them. The state

¢ ]

highway commissioner of Maine says that
“the advent of the automobile marked the
real beginning of the good roads move-
ment.” In that state the highway depart-
ment has been very active in improving
the state roads, and the feeling grows that
it pays any town to have good roads in
its meighborhood. The Bangor Commer-
cial, in a report of an interview with the
state commissioner says:—

“The .good roads are desirable for every
sort of vehicle as well as motor cars, the
commissioner points out. They mean
inuch in reducing the expense of hauling
farm produce or anything else. It is ex-

pected that the state automobile fund— |-

money derived from the automobile- taxes
—will foot up to the respectable total of
$140,000 annually within a few years. The
supporters of the measure to be voted on
in September authorizing a $2,000,000 bond
issue in aid of the good roads movement,
point to this fact es indicating that the
issue can be faken care of without much
trouble,”

If Maine can issue bonds for $2,000,000

for good roads, these provinces should he !

able to do much mlore than is at present
contemplated,

" London, July 27—8ir Charles Ross, who
was to be seen nearly every day at Bisley,
is receiving many co tulations on the
success of the rifle which bears his name.
After the restriction which the National
Rifle Association placed on the Canadian
rifle, and the consequent protests in Can-
ada, it was felt that success this year
would bring more than ordinary satisfac-
tion; and some London .papers predicted
that the Ross rifle would stand a very
good chance of being considered as the arm
for the British army in this event.

Not only have Canadian marksmen been
successful withthe Ross rifle, but some|
of the other competitors have adopted it.
A special correspondent of the Times
pointed out that the interest in these com-
petitions centers, this year, to a great ex-
tent in the performance of the Ross rifle
and ammunition; and that in the Bass|
competition the Ross had the best of it,:

London Tm Suggests That Pre-
mier Asqmth and Colleagues
Should Visit Canada

London, July M—An mt«elting mggeo-
tion was made by the Times in an edi-
torial today.

“Tt would be unbecoming,” it says, ‘“for
Mr. Borden to #hnounce his policy on so
large and momentous a matter as Canada’s
contribution to the navy anywhere but in
the Cabadian parliament. There are few
things we can guppose which would more
surely deepen the effect of his ntuteme;&
when it comes, and do more to knit
more closely the ties which his visit here,
and his conferences with ministers have
done so much to strengthen, than on his
return to the dominion for two or three
statesmen with whom he has taken coun-
sel 1n Whitehall to accompany him.

“The prime minister and the flrst lord
have been to see¢ with their own eyes the

position in the ' Mediterranean and we
donbt not they have learned much by
their visit. Could not Mr. Asquith and
Mr. Churchill devote glrt of the ooming
recess to visit Canada’? We are confident
that such a stép would be “aken. by all
the world as marking & mew date in the
annals of the empire.”

The Standard’s Paris correspondent
noting the arrival of Mr. Pelletier there,
announces that Premier Poincaire will
preside at a luncheon: given in honor of
the Canadians by the Franco-American
committee on Tuesday. The correspond-
ent also sends the views published in
L’Action

,” it says, “cennot do other-
wise than foster the Franco-Canadian gym-
pathies, which is an excellent speculation
for her. The more love Canada bears
towards France the more ironclads Eng-
land can ask, if she says that British ships
will help to defend France, whilst some
day the united forces will join in battle
against a common foe.

“When that day comes, and British
Dreadnoughts, presented by Canada, thun-
der in the North Sea it will not only be
for the honor and interest of old Eng-
land but for the glory and safety of our
own eountry. In building battleships for
the United Kingdom, Canadians will prove
faithful sons of both their fatherland,
England and of their first mother,
France.”

“There probably exists in the mind of
many people the idea that to welcome the
desire of the dominions to join in the
work of naval defence, relieves us from
the need to make supreme efforts, which
the political etrategical situation so. ob-
viously demand. In this matter judicious
reticence is of the highest importance, a
fact hinted at yesterday by Mr. Hazen in
a most delicate way. We warmly appre-
ciate the repeated manifestations of solid-
itarity which naval anxieties of the past
few years have called forth but it is not
for us to discuss what the dominions will
or will not do, or take their good inten-
tions into account in estimating our duty.

Piggiess Made By
War Department
 of France

; _iews OF PARIS

‘Wife - Neither Married Nor Di-
vorced—Bonus  For Babies—
Novel Advertising. — A Blind
Look-Out

(Times mpecfal Correspondence)

Parig, July 1 interesting sketch
was given to the Chamber of Deputies by
Colonel: Hirschauor, chief of the aviation
department of the army, describing the ef-
forts being made by the govermment .to
render this branch of the service more ‘ef-
ficient and léss dangerous. Borel ‘h
given some striking statistics as to the

“ | frequency of accidents, stating that out

of five hundred and seventeen pilots li-
censed in' 1910, ‘thirty-three had been kill-
ed, or 6.38 per .cent, and out of 1417 li-
censed in 1911, one hundred and four were
dead, equal to 7.34 per cent. If the num-
ber of pilots flying regularly were taken as
five ‘hundred the mortality rose to nearly
twenty per cent.

It was in answer to these figures prin:
cipally that Colonel Hirschauer made his

 déclarations.: He said that during the sec-

ond six monthg of 191} there had been
nine fatal* accidents among a hundred and
twenty pilots and pupils, who had covered
a hundred and eighty thougand miles.
During the first six months of 1912 there
wag the same miortality for two hundred
and fifty pilots, who had flown more‘than
twice ‘the distance. Consequently the
number of fatal accidents must be conmsid-
ered to have decreased by one-half. Even
this, however, was mueh too heavy, and
nowadays every machine in course of con-
struction was examined by a technical ex-
pert commission, which verified everycom-
ponent part before it was used and after
the machine was delivered.

Many other details were given of the

minute care taken to ensure the stability
and perfection of the machine, and be-
gxdes a small ground and factory for test-
ing speed and dynamic force at Vincenes,
a very large laboratory was to be estab-
lished, enabling trials to be made over
distances from twelve hundred to two
thousand yards. No machine is now taken
out without having been first thoroughly
overhauled by its pilot officer and his me-
chanician, and every week thé head of the
district holds a general inspection of all
the machines. Any signe of wear are not-
ed, and.repaira are immediately carried
out. It is-partially true that slightly worn
machines and motors are given to pupils,
but that is because for long flights the
most perfect motore are required, where-
as for instruction purposes in an aero-
drome less powerful and reliable ones may
serve. The dauger of suddenly coming to
earth is much less serious there than at
haphazard in any sort of country.
_ Thé pilots are sometimes wrongly accus-
ed of nervousness and lack of experience,
but, as a matter of fact, any candidate
who during instruction is found to be
wanting in coolness is sent back to his
f'egimeut. This is not considered as imply-
ing any blame, but a mere physical disab-
ility for that particular work. The medic-
gl examination for heart, lungs and sight
is very strict,*and as for experience, the
manoeuyres and daily exercises speak for
themselves.

Colonel Hirschauer proceeded to describe
what was being done to adapt sugomatic
stabilizators, and a contrivance which is
row fitted on all machines showing when
the speed excceds or falls below the nor-
mal or safe limit, The war ministry has
just arranged with the League for the' Sa-
fety of Aviators to offar a prize of $80,000
for an invention to obviate present dan-
gers, which would only he awarded after
thorough tests on ordinary full-size ma-
chines. The help of the Academy of Med-
icine had also been called in/to determine
the maximum speed at which living crea-
tures can be thrown to earth without in-
jury, and when its opinion had been giv-
en a series of experiments would be made
to avoid the too frequently fatal shocks
from falls.

ASTONISHING STATE OF
| CORRUPTION IN ALEXANDRIA

Commission of Inquiry Reveals Conditions Almost Bey/ond Belief—
Nothing Done Wi;hout Bribery— Dishenesty Liberally Rewarded

(Times® Special Corespondence).

Alexandria, Egypt; July 18—Great inter-
éat has been aroused by the publication of
the report of the Commission of Inquiry
into the corruption said.to prevail in'the
Alexandria Municipality, which bhas held
its sitéings in this city. The report has
not. only confirmed thé| charges brought
against the Becretary-General and ather
leading officiale, but has revealed a state

| of things almoat beyond belief, astonishing

even those who have long known that
there were not merely one but seversl
screws loose in the Municipal Comhimission.

Yet she is more than separated,
because she cannot wuse her husband’s
name. She comes under no category, be-
ing neither spinster, wife, nor divorced,
and she stands for a class that may be
termed the “semi-divorced.” .

Flats in which the birth of a baby frees
the tenant from the payment of rent for
the quarter following are the latest ex-
periment in workman’s housing in Paris,
where the difficulty of lodging workmen
with large families stands in close rela-
tion to the vital question of the depopula-
tion of France. This experiment for en-
couraging large families will be tried in
four blocks of workmen's flats built by
M. Charles Stern at Vincennes, an eastern
suburb of Paris.

Thev were inaugurated today. and con-

sist of 109 two-roomed, three-roomed, and
four-roomed flats. The rents are respec-
tively $50, $65 and $80 a year.

The profits remaining after the cost of
construction and working expenses, have
been deducted, will go to the ‘“material
canteen” of the district, where mothers
nursing babies will be supplied with lun-
cheon and dinner free of charge. The
flats include baths, washhouses, a library,
and a dispensary in connection with the
care of new-born infants.

Berlin, July 17--A feature of Germany’s
protection and state regulation is that
these create specific class conflicts in ad-
dition to the matter-of-course industrial
conflicts, and that the class conflicts, like
the industrial conflicts, are always settled
by fresh state interference. The finish-
ing manufacturer wants protection against
the high prices of the trusts, which sell
him dear material; and the towneman
wants protection against the ‘high prices
of the agriculturist; and these conflicts
go on withont regard to the wealth or pov-
erty of individuais.

But in the class scale, between -different
categories of wealth, there is another
struggle going on; and each interest ap-
peals to the state to protect it by meas-
ures which often impair the general effi-
ciency of production and distribution.
The most vigorous of these at present 18
the middle clags, the “Mittelstand,” which
pieans not the professional classes but the
middle and small retail tradesmen, the
clerk and poorer official, and the large
army of skilled-workers and .eraftsmen who
carry on their work imdependently or as
croployers of small, numbers. = All three
classes are now deep in what is called the
“Middle-Class Movement.” They are fight-
ing nominally against the capitalists above
and  the wage-earners below; but among
themselves their interests conflict, and the
only feature which unites them is the com-
mon demand that the state shall protect
them by means of restrictive and prohibit-
ory legislation, by means of punitive class
taxation. s e :

The “middle-class” revolt ‘among the re-
tail tradesmen i§ at present very active.
The revolters are organized in a consider-
able of powerful leagues, of which the
«Middle-Class - Union” is the best known.
Their programme is to war ‘“against the
abuses of mobile capital and against the
mags attack of the Social-Democratic work-
men.”’ Their chief work is sgainst the
capitalistic concentration of retail trading;
and for that reason . the “Middle-Class
movement” has a strongly anti-Semitic
tinge. The middle-sized retail businesses
complain that they are going to the wall.
In truth, the number of independent re-
tail businesses has increased in the last
thirty years at thrice. the rate of the
population, and so that it is .over—com;i,e-
tition from their own members that th
complainants suffer from. The increase in
the number of retail business on capital-
istic lines also does them barm.

The retailers have a programme directed

mainly against capital and against out-
siders. At first they demanded state-re-
stricton, heavy taxation, or prohibition of
co-operative supply unions; but of late the
movement has taken the form of a de-
ruand for legislation against large ggnerd
shops, and especially against ‘“‘universal
providers.””  Other measures demanded
are: lower taxation for the “‘middle-class”
cheap credit for retailers, retail trade
chambers. The whole movement is direct-
ed against competition. The demand is
seriously made that taxation shall be in-
creased in proportion as the tradesman
cuts his profit on individual articles. By
this means the big tradesman would either
be crushed out of existence or would have
to raise his margin of profit. Naturally,
the demand is also made for the suppres-
sion of state and municipal trading..
The “middle-class” retail movement. has
‘had  eonsiderable success with its demand
‘for state. interference. In 1906 it secured
an amendment compelling co-operative re-
tail societies in Prussia to pay income-tax
even when'they do business only with their
own members. Another success was the le-
gal limitation of the hawking business to
certain. products; and the enforcement of
other restrictions intended to raise difti-
culties, against hawking. The great tri-
umph, however, was the imposition 1n
Prussia and in Bavaria of a special tax on
department shops and bazaars. In Prus-
sia the tax is paid by all shops which
trade 1n more than four specified groups
of goods, if their annual turnover exceeds
$100,000. The tax is a progressive one, rising
from 1 per cent. of the turnover. If the
trader with intent to evade the tax 'or-
ganizes his business in separate shops, he
must pay 2 per cent, on the turnover, ir-
respective of the amount. In Bavaria the
tax rises from 0.5 to 3 per cent. on the
turnover. The “middle-class”  traders
would like to see this tax increased. The
department retailers call it “the garrol-
ting - tax,” and the consumer, middle-class
or not, complains that it keeps up prices
and hampers efficient distribution.

The = “middle-class” hard-workers and
craftsmen are also strongly organized in
order to get state protection agdinst com-
petition. Their largest
“Verband deutscher Gewerbevereine” has
1.400 branches. This movement is also in
part anti-Semitic, inasmuch as the mod-
ern idea of free practice of trades and
crafts is denounced as ‘“Judo-Liberal” in
origin.. The- state, it is held, should legis-
late to restore compulsory membership of
guilds; ‘should compel apprenticeship and
cxamination;, and enforce other measures
in order to prevent competition from the
poorer outside classes.

Weakness of Protection and Paternalism—
“Middle-Class Movement ”—Demand for .

a law passed in 1908, forbade the taking
iof apprentices by workers who had not
qualified as’ “masters” by passing examina-
tions after three years’ apprenticeship.
The hand-workers’ union have now mostly
lost hbpe of gaining -their aim of forbid-
ding the practise of trades by outsiders;
but at present they are agitating in favor
of a monopoly in public works.

The third-class of participants in the
“middle class” agitation are the small offi-
cials, clerks, and other persons with low
fixed salaries. They are organized chiefly
in an ‘“Association of Peérsons with Fixed
Salaries,” ’and their interests are contrary
to those of the other ‘‘middle classes,”
both of which are really interested in the
state Lkeeping up prices and profits. The
“fixed-salary’”’ class suffer from such mea-
sures. Their wish ig that large ‘“‘depart-
ment” shope should be allowed to cut
down middlemen’s profits; and that the
skilled trades should work cheaply. The
“fixed-salary” class is also opposed to im¢
port duties. It complaing that for it alone
the state does nothing. The state inter-
venes to keep up the wholesale price of
food, to keep up the retail’ shop profit,
and to keep up the profit of master decor:
ator or master plumber and others.. The
fixed-salary man has to pay tribute to all,
for the state does not iry to put up his
earnings, and to put them up himself b
is helpless. ‘

side the scope of a newspaper article. The
essential faect is that each class imagines
that there is a “just” or ‘reasonable”
etandard of profit and security for itself,
which the state should guszantee it.. in
practice, .the reasonable etandard is al-
ways the ‘utmost that the interest con-
cerned can hope for at the time being,
The state system of protection gives a
plausibility to every demand; as the ag-
grieved interest pleads that it is oppres-
sed by some particular import duty or ex-
port bounty, and argues that if the state
will not modify its customs tariff, it can
at least help by penal taxation of some
competitor, by prohibition against trading
in particular lines or under particular con-
ditions, or by raising obstacles against the
free choice of handicrafts.

This German experiegce shows that pro-
tection ie a' complicated thing, and cannot
be handled by merely drafting an import-
tariff. Hvery protectionist law or state
mesasure of interference with freedom to
trade brings after it severdl other similar
measures without, however, restoring equil
ibrium to the general eatisfaction.

A strong agitation is going on in favor
of a Housing Law for the whole empire;
and for the institution of a real system of
inspection of dwellings.  'At present Ger-
many has very little housing legislation
and it is mostly a matter of penal police
regulation. A project was prepared some
time ago for establishing in" Prussia a
homogeneous system of inspection of dwel-
lings, and for the oreation of Housing Of-
fices in’ municipal districte with over 100,-
000 inhabitants; but this has not become
law; and the expectation of a single law
for the empire has elsewhere retarded
state action.

Berlin has no housing inspection at all,
and depends upon the power of the pol-
ice to enforce observance of certain hygien-
ic minimums. This system is admittedly
the woret possible, as all police action
awakens spspicion. The city of Chariot-
tenburg, for that reason, lately introduced
a municipal system of housing control, a
description of which has just been pub-
lished. The municipality decided that the
idea of compulsion must, as far as pose
gible, be banished. It called its official
“house-curators’”’ instead of ‘‘inspectors,”’
and tried to give the innovation the color-
ing of social help. The “housing-curators’
are technically trained officials, who worlk
in collaboration with building experts.
They are in touch with the municipal
Housing Exchange, and all three unite in
a Municipal Housing Office.

For purposes of inspection the town is
divided into fourteen districts, the houses
of which are examined either according to
a general plan or upon report from out-
side of abuses in a particular house or
flat. The first class of inspections have
something of the character of surprise vis-
its. This is in order to prevent a com-
cealment of abuses. As abuses are con-
gidered dampness, bad ligh%ing of stair-
cases, bad water supply and sanitation,
dirt, the inhabiting of cellars and unsuit-
able premises, overcrowding of different
kinds, mixture of the sexes, and the many
‘evils due to the prevailing German “Sch-
lafstelle” system uynder which young mar-
ried working men and women lodge in the
dwellings of othera without having rooms
to themselves. The housing curators allow
a term of three weeks for the removal
of any such abuse, and themselves give
advice as to how the remedy can best be
effected. If the term expires without im-
provement they report the «case to the
Housing Committee. Each of the fourteen
districts  has such a Housing Committee,
on which sit’a representative of the ‘muni-
cipality, a doctor, a member of the public,
and a woman, The Housing Commitiee
next tries its powers of persuasion. If it
fails it reports to the police, who can com-
pel compliance under threat of fine.

This system is #aid to work satisfactor-
ily; and it is proposed.to adopt it in Ber-
lin. The progressive social reformers de-
mand that the propesed Imperial Housing
Law, in addition to establishing a form of
permissible housing, shall compeél all muni-
cipalities to organize some such system of
supervision.

GANG SYSTEM

The Situation
Murder

Gunmen as Protectors—A Glimpse Into
Which Led to Rosenthal

Their Apaches go to war when-the two
great gambling factions of New York
gfall out. Last week Herman Rosenthal
| was shot to death at the very doors of
the Metropole hotel because he was fur-
nishing testimony to the district attorney
| which would result in the closing of ‘hum-
| erous gaming houses,

Rosenthal was dangerous to the intev-
ests of the “profession,” but he was only
;la pawn in the great game of chess the
i gamblers play, with “protection” for the
! prize. He was growing powerful, he be-
| came a menace, his enemies called upon
"the “emergency allies” of the gamblers
{ and he was done to death.

The shooting shocked New York, as-
tounded the city, yet one who is thorough-
ly familiar with the workings of the un-
derworld declares it was merely an in-
cident in the squabbling of two sets of
gamblers over protection from the police
which they said they had paid for.

There are two “trusts’ ’of gamblers,
known to a certain type of policeman as
“legitimate gamblers” and those who are
“not dependable.” The “legitimates” are
| those who pay for protection and do not
| “squeal” when the police occasionally raid
|them in order to square themselves with
the heads of the department.

These men are, paradoxical as it may
seem, honest in their dealings with the
{police. For instance, if a crooked. police
Io!ﬁcial promises to protect one of these
| gamblers for a .certain sum of money
monthly, that police official may be ab-
| solutely certain the money will be paid
iwith regularity. -

| Rosenthal Crosses 5th Ave.

| The “not dependables’ ’are the men who
{do not degl squarely with the police who
{are paid to protect them. Until recently
| this class of gambler was devoid of pro-
i tection. Their efforts to come under the
'| wing of dishonest policemen and the na-
| tural enmity they bore the more affluent
protected gentry are responsible for the
last display of marksmanship.

of the Hesper club, a famous gambling re-
i sort of the lower east side, was so suc-
' cessful in hig profession that he aspired
| to bigger things. He transferred his ac-
| tivities to West Forty-fifth street, where
some of the bigger gamblers operated es-
tablishments.

A man who knows all the ins. and outs
of the underworld told me that Rosen-
thal was one of the class of gamblers
| known as “not dependable” when he mi-
i grated west of Fifth avenue. But he had
la friend on the police force who was in
Isad need of money. }
| This friend, according to Rosenthal’s
| own, statements, offered him police protec-
tion and gave it to him. Rosenthal was
a good payer, and the officials who were
giving him protection were induced: to ex-

‘| tend their benevolence to other gamblers

of hig class. ~ .

| Protectors Powerless

The extension of protection to the men
who had hitherto been outcasts angered
the “legitimates,” for it detracted ' from
their business. They complained about it
to policemen who were protecting them.

The police, those of them who were in
on the crooked game, saw their monopoly
of this kind of graft being dissolved, -but
they dared not interfere in the territory
which was newly protected, for they knew
that those interested in Rosenthal and his
asqociates would retaliate by invading their
realms and making raids there. - 3

Just such a situation has caused more
than one band fight, for; as will be -gshown
the gamblers Wave at their beck and call
bands of thugs who will assault or “beat
up” any person desired if only they re-
ceive their price.

There is no romance in the make-up of
the gun men of New York, despite fre-
quent tales to the opposite. They slioot
for money, and it is the vision of dollars
that steadies their aim. ;

Forced to Raid

Through underground channgls the story
reached honest officials higher up that
{ certain members of the force were protect-
1ing Rosenthal and his associates. News
| of the leak reached Rosenthal and then
ithe men who were protecting him began
! the “squaring process.”

To divert suspicion and to apparently
disprove the stories of protection Rosen-
thal’s place was repeatedly “sloughed.”
| That is, it was broken into'and closed up.
' He moved, and was “sloughed” again. So
it went until the gambler began to get
nettled. ;

Other protected gamblers, he said, were
not being “sloughed,” and why should
he bear the brunt and the expense of all
the squaring process. It was explained
!to him that his friendship for certain
;men on the force was casting suspicion on
'them and that he was the logical one to
i “‘slough.”

This seemed like good logic to the pol-
‘ice involved, to the other gamblers' of
Rosenthal’s “trust,” and, in fact, to every
one except Rosenthal, who was no logi-
cian.

“Emergency Allies”

Then he did what no ‘legitimate’ ’has
ever done. He did what crooked police-
{men old in the game expected of his
| class; the very thing which has always
|prevented his “trust” from getting pro-
‘tection. He exposed the whole situation.
i He made public charges against Lieut.
{ Becker and alleged that Becker had an
;interest in his gambling business.

Becker was not the only man to suffer
for this. All the gamblers of Rosenthal’s
;set were affected. Their business fell off.
: They did not dare to operate because the
‘police had been spurred to activity and
.would be willynilly obliged to clean wup
| the district.

i Rosenthal also furnished the nemes of
| many men whom he said had paid the
i police for protection and had not receiv-
fed it. The gambling situation was in a
furore. The énly ones pleased were the
| “legitimates,” who would now receive the
| patronage of men who could no longer
tgamble in the smaller establishments,

| Even their pleasure was a little dubious,
i for the outcome of the whole thing might
be a clean-up of the entire town,

When Rosenthal left the Lower East
| Bide he retained all his old afliations
and enmities, There wero many of his
| former pals who had repudinted him and
his last move made enemies not only of
hix gambling associates but of his former
| protectors, An iron clad law of the gamb-
ling community in New York {s that ne
imntt«r how hard it pinches the victim
must not squeal when the ‘‘squaring”
lahmv is fitted to his foet, :

There

wors therefore many men to

Herman Rosenthal, formerly presi'dentr

whose financial interest it was to have
Rosenthal qut of the way. Then cane
into play the “gorillas,” known to the
gamblers as “emergency allies.”

A Matter of Cash

In New York today there are many
powerful organizations of ‘‘gorillas” who
live by devious practices, and who are
always ready to “do” any one if the price
is paid. The gamblers are continually in
touch with the leaders of these bands,
and they know exactly where they can
reach them at ‘any minute.

One of the band was called upon by en-
emies of Rosenthal to get him out of the
way. It was not to be “beating up” this
time; it was to be grim death; and the
men behind the gcheme picked -their gor-
illas with care. They did their work and
did it well, from the gamblers’ point of
view, and they will be paid their. price
for it. If they quarrel over the. spoils
there will be other shootings.

Just who turned these particular Apa-
ches loose on’ Rosenthal, the district attor-
ney eeems well on his way to finding out.
Even more seneational developments may
be expected in the near future.

Much. romance has been written about
the: men who do the “beating up” and
shooting for :the gamblers. The fact is
the “gorillag™ or: Apaches who kill or ‘do
up’ in New York today are mere hirelings
of political heelers, gamblers or keepers of
disorderly resorts. °

They are always protected by the best
legal advice. They are not brave and they
do not go into the open and fight man to
man. They first make sure that they are
almost practically immune from punish-
ment for what they are about to do. Then
they do their work in

Plot and Counterplot

Among the bande of thugs in New York
today there are the Gophers, the Gas
Housge Gang, the band of which Jack Sir
occo is- #aid to be the leader, and the
crowd over which “Big Jack” Zelig, who
was recently shot at the very steps of the
Criminal Courts Building, is reputed to
hold sway.

It is a mistaken idea that these bands
are continually at war among themselves,
perforating each other over questions of
band eitquette.

Now, instead of protecting their clients
at the point of the pistol, the protection
money is divided with a band from an-
other district which might be tempted to
descend upon the gambler. These little
‘“gentlemen’s agreements” are sometimes
broken, and then there is war.

This intricate system of plotting and
counterplotting and ‘“‘double crossing” is
responsible for many of the band fights.
Another motive besides the predominant
one of assaulting for hire is the question
of leadership. [

Gang Against Gang

It is a fact that the gamblers of New
York are today the masters of the bands
of “gorillas. At first the thuge had the
gamblers at, their mercy, and the gun mén
are not overendawed with brains as a rule
and the gamblers jare clever and ehrewd.

Long .ago a band of young toughe bent
on thrashing some personal enemies broke
into a room on the lower East Side, where
a stuss game was in progress. Once in-
side they saw scattered about some hun-
dreds of dollars in cash. They abandoned
the idea of thrashing their victime and fled
with the money. They were never brought
to account for the robbery and it finally
dawned on them that gamblers, being real-
ly guilty of misdemeanor, had na redrees
in the courts. So.they tried it again and
again. 4

But the gamblers set their brains to
work. They offered one band of thugs
a steady income to protect them against
other bands. This worked well. Then the
gamblers, to still further weaken the bands
played them off, one against another. They
fomented strife between separate bands,
but they soon found this needless, for the
bands fought among themselves over the
division of the spoils. - f

Then the pgamblers combined. Three,
four or morc houses pooled their interests
to employ larger bands of strong arm
men to fight off any “gorillas” who at-
tempted to molest them. The whole thing
became - systematized until the gamblers
gained complete control -over the “‘gorillas”
who' formerly had menaced them with
ruin.

. Ten years ago. when a murder was an
incident. of.a “féud.” it generally had a
political or personal origin. Today, nine
times out of ten. it. rupe etraight back
to the question of the nrotection of some
gambling house or disorderly. resort.

Even the shootings which oceur at some
of the big dances given on the lower ‘Fast
Side and the lower West Side may usual-
ly be traced to the gambling eituation.
With the sensational killing of Herman
Rosenthal the whole question has been
forced upon the police department. and the
district attorney. They look to the aettle-
ment of the gambling question as the solu-
tion of the pistol battles which have been
terrorizing sections of New York of late.

Naturally, with such a large fleet, it is
abgolutely necessary that the utmost pre-
cautions be exercised in the matter of skip-
ping in and out of the snug little -harbor
at Marble Cove, where the clubhouse is
established, and in order to prevent acci-
dents stringent rules have recently been
posted warning the members against speed-
ing. These regulations were adopted some
time ago and while they were on the sta-
tute books of the club, they were not ad-
hered to as rigidly as many of the mem-
bers would like, so that at a recent meet-
ing it was decided to enforce their rules
vigorously and to advise all to thig effect.

Notices have bgen sent to every mem-
ber of the club this week. The letter-to
each individual is the same, setting forth
clarly and distinctly the necessity of being
careful in proceeding in and out of the
| cove, and warning him that no boat is to
come in or go out at more than the lowest
rate of speed possible. Coming into the
cove, low speed must be immediately es-
tablished on entering what ie known as
the “dredged track,” and this policy is to
be attended to on going out when no
speed is to be gotten on until safely out-
side the slip.

Digobedience of these ordinances is
threatened with official public lecture, for
the first offence and suspension and fine
on the second. It is really remarkable
that with so many boats using the narrow
waters in the cove there have been no ac-

cidents of any consequence. True it ig
that one or other of the boate has run
against another, but this is liable to hap-
pen anywhere, and it speaks well for the
manipulators of the “chug-chugs’”’ that
there have been no damaging collisions
This year there is a marked improvement
in the matters of berths which ensures
greater safety and also makes for conveni-
ence, through the systematic way in which
they are arranged.

But the number of boate in the fleet is
steadily being augmented, and with these
signs of prosperity is felt the negessity of
making provisions for the newcomers and
late-comers. A scheme is now under con-
sideration whereby the cove will be dredg-
ed about twenty feet wider, which will
add materially to the harbor space and
make way for better and greater accommo-
dation, providing a large number of new
berths. The clubhouse will also be eh-
larged upon and the proposal is to extend
it back about twenty feet, allowing much
larger quarters and preparing to cope with
the increasing roll, and the anticipated fu-
ture prosperity.
