!Oyster Bay, N. Y., July 29-The “Con­
cession of Faith," of Colonel Roosevelt, is 
now down in black and white. When ha 
has completed the recital of hi* doctrine, 
in Chicago on the night at August S, he 
probably will be called socialistic or 
arohistic, and may be both, ha said last 
night. But he insisted that the measures 
he advocated must come.

"They are corrective to socialism and 
an antidote to anarchy,” he declared.

Two of the more striking 
ored by Colonel Roosevelt are the fixing 
by law of minimum wage scales for 
workers, and a guarantee by law to work­
men employed in what he calls the “con­
tinuous industries’ ’of eight hour shifts 
and one day's rest in every seven.

Col. Roosevelt said that he had not wish­
ed at the present time to take up new 
things, but that he had come to the con­
clusion hat he must develop 
doctrines in bis Chicago speech and had 
gone further than ever before hr advocat­
ing what might be regarded by hi» oppon­
ents as radical measures. He said he was 
curious to see how his speech would he 
received by the large burines» interests 
and recalled the opposition which was stir­
red up among business man by Ms speech 
in Columbus, last February, in which he 
first advocated the recall of judicial decis­
ions. He hoped things which be now has 
to say would not frighten theae 
if they were1 wise, they would see that he 
was acting in their interest.

Business should be encouraged m every 
legitimate way he said, but at the same ■ 
time business prosperity should be made 
the “handmaiden of the people," and the 
tendency should be toward a diversifica­
tion of the ownership of property,

Colonel Rooeevelt mentioned these two 
measures merely as illustrating the kind 
of legislation which he believes should be 
adopted to meet existing conditions.

BRILLIANT SPECTACLELondon, July 27—England has taken on 
a new note of gravity. Her people hear 
the beating of the wings of the angel of 
war. They realize as they could scarcely 
fail to do after the solemn tones of this 
week s parliamentary speeches that we 
may at any moment be confronted by a 
condition of actual hostilities and our ar­
senals have for months worked day and 
night completing stories of armaments.

England has absolutely no desire for 
war, boasting has died; the nation stands 
ready for battle, yet longing for peace.

Undoubtedly, however, a conviction is 
rapidly gaining ground among all classes 
that war is almost inevitable. A prom­
inent leader of the Anglo-German friend­
ship movement significantly said to me:— 
“1 have worked unceasingly to establish 
good international relations. I grow more 
afraid, however, each day, that nothing 
but war can be the end.”

“It will be pleasing information to all j *0 ey 
who are desirous of seeing every forward ; 
step maintained that the Torrens system 
of insuring titles to real property recently 
passed triumphantly through another judic­
ial test in New York state. Simplicity of 
the Torrens system, the feature that re­
commends it to unprejudiced and practical 
people has beerç the principal cause of the 
opposition raieèd against it not only in 
New York but in every state where it has 
been introduced and legalized. With many 
the belief obtains that if any agreement, 
transaction, contract or transfer in real 
estate is, not involved and complicated, it 
cannot be entirely binding. To these a 
certain amount of legal verbiage and 
phraseology, and a certain amount of red1 
tape and circumlocution, seems to be neces­
sary in order to insure security.

Now the Torrens system is intended to j 
simplify real estate transactions, to ex- j 
pedite transfers, to reduce the charges, i 
hvhile affording all the assurance neefessary 
to the holders of titles.

CatcherFriends Say to Make Him Confess— 
Warden Explains Punishment Due to

By 1799, however, the intrigues and 
bribes of Lord Caatlereagh among the 
members of the Irish Commons had begun 
to have their effect, and, when, in the me­
morable debate of January 22 of that year, 
an amendment to the address to the 
throne was moved by Mr. Ponsonby, main­
taining “the undoubted birthright of the 
Irish to have a resident and independent- 
legislature,” it was eventually defeated by 
a single vote. That vote, which virtually 
sealed the doom of the Irish Parliament, 
was cast by Frederick Trench, who early 
in the debate had delivered a speed) an­
nouncing his determination to vote in fav­
or of the amendment. He had hardly re­
sumed his seat when he was approached 
by Cook, the bribing agent of Lord Caetle- 
reagh, and during the following hour, 
while the debate was in progress, Cook 
went several times back and forth between 
Castlereagh and Trench. Finally, just be­
fore the division, Trench rose to say that 
he had been mistaken in his previous Ut­
terances, and that he would vote with the 
ministers, and against tho maintenance of 
Ireland’s Parliament. For this Frederick 
Trench was rewarded later by elevation 
to the peerage as Lord Ashtown. The 
story of this most flagrant aud shameless 
of all the Sales of votes-by Ireland’s legis­
lators during the fight for their country’s 
independence, is eloquently described in 
Lecky’e “History of England in the Eigh­
teenth Century,” and also in Sir Jonah 
Barrington’s book on the union of Ire­
land with England.

Lord Ashtown’s principal home is a 30,- 
000 acre estate known as Woodlawn, in 
County Galway. Eight or nine years ago 
he found it necessary to proceed with a 
number of evictions and this inaugurated 
a warfare between him and the people of 
the district which resulted in grievous 
violence and even in murder being threat­
ened. The quartering of large forces of 
constabulary on the estate for his protec­
tion did not prevent the destruction of 
his private apartment by a bomb, and he 
escaped with his life solely because he 
happened to have fallen asleep on a sofa 
in big library in another part of the 
house. ' ’

There were some who insiseted that the 
explosion was engineered by Lord Ash­
town himself for the purpose of averting 
the withdrawal of the constabulary, and 
as he naturally resented this imputation he 
became involved in all sorts of costly law 
suits. About a year ago litigation oi an­
other kind brought to light the fact that 
he was in the hands of professional money

ice by reason of her Suffragette activities, 
she proceeded to Newcastle, got herself 
eonvictedynnder an assumed name for win­
dow-smashing, and sentenced to a term 
in jail, where, however, she was recogniz­
ed, and after a short time in the prison 
hospital, owing to her heart trouble, was 
set at liberty, no attempt -having been 
made to feed her artificially., Very dissat­
isfied with this considerate treatment, She 
subsequently went to Liverpool, where 
she was again arrested and imprisoned for 
window-smashing — this time under the 
name of “Jane Wharton.” Her identity 
Was not discovered, and having refused to 
touch her prison fare, or to anhwer any 
questions put to her by the jail physicians, 
she was forcibly fed some eight or ten 
times, being eventually released because 
the doctors found that for some reasons 
or other her stomach did not retain the 
food.

It is difficult to see what Lady Con­
stance has accomplished beyond showing 
the harmlessness of artificial feeding — 
admitting even that she is suffering from 
a serious form of heart disease. The ex­
traordinary feature of the affair is that 
a woman of birth and refinement, daugh­
ter of a Peer who ruled India as Viceroy, 
who died as Ambassador in Paris, and was 
known in the literary world as the poet 
"Owen Meredith,” should so demean her­
self, for the supposed support of a cause 
that, in England at least, has been ren­
dered utterly hopeless, greatly by the 
violence and silliness of its advocates.

Dublin, July 13—One of the most import­

ant feature* of the, working of the insur­
ance act in Ireland #ifr the Women’s Ns- 
tioanl Health Association, organized by 
Lady Aberdeen. Tfiia association has 16,- 
000 members In Ireland and 150 branches. 
Lady Aberdeen established it in 1905 be­
fore she came back to Dublin as the wife 
of the viceroy. It was and is a Voluntary 
association, and waS doing extremely good 
work in regard to public health before the 
insurance act was introduced at all. It 
was recognized, too, as an extremely use­
ful institution in the interim report of the 
departmental committee on tuberculosis, 
which referred to it as follows:

“Altogether the provision available in in- 
institutions outside the poor law for the 
treatment of cases of tuberculosis is ex­
tremely small, having regard to the large 
death rate from the disease. The commit­
tee desire to express their appreciation of 
the work done in Ireland by the Women's 
National Health Association. They are of 
opinion that every effort should be made 
to assist and develop the work of the as­
sociation.”

When the insurance bill was introduced 
Lady Aberdeen saw its great possibilities 
from the point of view of the work of her 
own association, and as soon as the bill 
became law she proceeded to take the nec­
essary steps to glean the full advantage of 
it by starting an “approved society” un­
der the auspices of the Women’s National 
Health Association.

Consequently, out of the nucleus of the 
W. N. H. A., she started the Slanthe So­
ciety. which was approved by the commis­
sioners, and is now one of the biggest ap­
proved societies in Ireland.

The Slanthe (health) Society, acting in 
conjunction with the Women's National 
Health Association, has a very big job be­
fore it. The sum voted to Ireland for 
sanatoria is (725,000—a pretty large sum 
from the Irish point of View. Of course 
that includes dispensaries. Both, however, 
require time to get into working order. 
That is where the Women’s National 
Health Association comes in. It already 
has an organization at its disposal, and it 
has very generously offered its advice and 

j services to such councils of counties or 
county Jioroughs 

- little while, to make the arrangement* nec- 
1 essary to put them in a position of pro­

viding the necessary accommodation, under 
the act, for tuberculosis patients.

Lady Aberdeen’s association is prepared 
to stand aside, after the local authorities 
have succeeded in starting their own nec­
essary machinery.

The headquarters of the Slanthe Insur­
ance Society, and also of the W. N. H. A. 
are at Ely House, and at present the offi­
cials there are overwhelmed with corres­
pondence in regard to the new approved 
society, and to this and that point in the 
act. The officials ire enthusiastic in re­
gard to their work, but the moet enthusi­
astic and energetic of all is Lady Aber­
deen henself, who keeps in constant per­
sonal communication with the office, and 
follows the development of the work of the 
society with the very keenest and most 
intimate interest.

It 
seems that the National University, al­
though Archbishop Walsh is its chancel­
lor, does not enjoy the Catholic church’s 
confidence in several important respects, 
and Cardinal Logue’s utterance has left 
a distinct impression on the country that 
the National University as by law estab­
lished is Dot regarded as a safe place for 
young Catholics.
The Irish University

Cardinal Logue’s remark that Trinity 
College, Dublin, is still forbidden to Cath­
olics profoundly surprises Irish Protest­
ants and profoundly disappoints large num­
bers of the Catholic laity. The episcopal 
ban on Dublin University was imposed 
many years ago as a protest against the 
absence of university provision for Cath­
olics. The Catholic church tacitly accept­
ed the National University and said no 
word. Everybody assumed that with this 
acceptance the episcopal ban on Trinity 
College ceased to exist, and within the last 
few years many Catholics have entered 
Trinity College and the number is increas­
ing every day.

Cardinal Logue now tells these people 
that the old prohibition is still in full 
working order. Irish Catholics are forbid­
den to go to Trinity College and Cardinal 
Logue implies clearly that the National 
University is full of dangers for them. In 
other words, although there are now three 
universities in Ireland the Catholic youth 
of the country is little, if at all, better 
off than when there was only one.

| The Irish University question is still un­
settled It will never be settled until the 
church in Cardinal Logue’s words last year 
“made the National University Catholic 
in spite of the Nonconformists of Eng­
land.” The political Nationalists are much 
upset by Cardinal Logue’s candor, which 
as they recognize, may seriously embarass 
their relations with their Nonconformist 
allies in parliament.

On the occasion of the celebration of the 
tricentenary of the Medical School of Trin­
ity College, Dublin, honorary degrees are 
to be conferred on the Lord Mayor of 
London; the Lord Mayor of Dublin; Sir 
J. H. Benson, president of the Royal Col­
lege of Physicians, Ireland ; R. D. Pure- 
foy, president of the Royal College of Sur­
geons, Ireland ; D. J. Coffey, president of 
University College, Dublin; and Doctor 
William Peterson, provincial and vice- 
chancellor of MoGill University, Montreal.

Doctor Elliott, Bishop of Kilmore, de­
livered an address to the Masonic frater­
nity of North Connaught at Carrick-on- 
Shannon this week. Referring to home 
rule, he said that during all his life he 
had given this question hie closest obser­
vation, and he believed that the threaten­
ed change, if it came to pass, would be the 
greatest misfortune that ever befell the 
Church of Ireland.

Doctor McHugh, the Catholic Bishop of 
Derry, speaking at a school ceremony in 
his diocese, dwelt on the present dangerous 
position of Irish secondary education. He 
said that unless their financial grievances 
were redressed before the home rule bill 
became law—as they all hoped that it 
would—there would be little prospect of 
bettering their educational position for 
years to come. Once home rule became an 
accomplished fact secondary education 
could be raised from its present starved 
condition only by the taxation of the peo­
ple in the early days of its administration. 
An Irish parliament would have too many 
calls on its resources to be able to pay 
due attention to the country’s educational 
needs.

The Irish Proportional Representation 
Society has issued as a pamphlet a state­
ment setting out the advantages of the

system as applied to Ireland under home 
rule. The society states that the Irish 
party contains many warm supporters of 
the system, but party decisions and tactic­
al considerations appear to prevent the ex­
pression of their individual views in par­
liament. The Unionist members who de­
sire the introduction of proportional rep­
resentation appear to fear that the discus­
sion of the system might have the effect 
of making their opposition to home rule 
seem less whole-hearted or vigorous. The 
society urges that there is. no security for 
minority representation unless it is based 
on election, and is accorded to minorities 
as a right and not as a favor; further, it 
is doubted whether the provision for the 
use of the block vote in the multi-member 
conséituencies created by the home rule 
bill can stand. This system, they say, will 
crush minorities instead oi giving them 
representation.

The annual synod of thé Reformed Pres­
byterian Church of Ireland at Belfast is­
sued a protest against the home rule "bill, 
which it states is not in its origin a spon­
taneous and prudently considered effort of 
sane statesmanship, but on the contrary 
a bill wrung from statesmen who have for­
feited all right to respect themselves by 
taking their orders freqa known enemies 
of the Protestant reformation and of the 
Protestant liberties of the British Empire.

highway commissioner of Maine eaya that 
“the advent of the automobile marked the 
real beginning of the good roade move­
ment.” In that etate the highway depart­
ment has been very active in improving 
the state roade, and the feeling grows that 
it pays any town to have good roads ip 
its neighborhood. The Bangor Commer­
cial, in a report of an interview with the 
etate commieeioner eaye:—

“The good roads are desirable for every 
sort of vehicle as well as motor care, the 
commieeioner pointa out. 
much in reducing the expense of hauling 
farm produce or anything eke. It is ex­
pected that the etate automobile fund- 
money derived from the automobile taxes 
—will foot up to the respectable total of 
$140,000 annually within a few years. The 
supporters of the measure to be voted on 
in September authorizing a $2,000,000 bond 
iseue in aid of the good roads movement, 
point to this fact as indicating that the 
issue can be taken care of without much 
trouble,”

It Maine pan issue bonds for $2,000,000 
for good roads, these provinces should be 
able to do much nfore than is at present 
contemplated.

St. John is fairly well supplied with

was not really being used to give that pro­
tection to AuetraUa which her interests 
demanded.” '

In October of the same year, speaking 
ia Halifax, Mr. Borden eaid:—

"One governing principle at least should 
control namely, that out of our own 
tenais by our own labor, end by the in­
structed skill of our people, any necessary 
provision for our naval defence should be 
made so far as may be reasonably possi­
ble. In this connection we may now hope 
that there shaU be given a stimulus and 
encouragement to the shipbuilding indus­
try of Canada which ‘has been long lack­
ing.”

In any different policy which Mr. Bor­
den may now adopt, he will be compelled 
to answer his own arguments of three 
yeara ago.

People Wanted the coins, not for the 
payment of theif debts, not to put on the 
bank, but to keep gs curiosities, as some 
of the first Issue of Canadian gold . coins.

They 
feel no distrust of Canadian bank notes, 
which are maintained at p$r by the fact 
that the. issuing banks Stand ready to re­
deem them at par on. demand J» gold coin.

Leonard Palmer Tells of Plans of 
B r i t i s h Capitalists For This 
City—Sheep Mem Here

London Time» Suggests That Pre- 
Asquith and Colleagues 

Should Visit Canada
mier

W. Leonard Palmer, who is still in the 
city and expect# to be in the vicinity for 
some months, will in all liklihood be lo­
cated at Hampton during hie stay. To a 
Telegraph representative at the Royal 
Hotel last evening Mr. Palmer eaid he 
expected to find a suitable cottage in that 
village and would settle there for a while. 
On Monday, he will start out on his tour 
of the province, taking in not only the 
cities and towns but chiefly the country 
districts, in order to get a good lay of 
the land. i ' C "fit®

Asked regarding the probable result of 
the visit the British capitalists, Mr. 
Palmer said that one of them was consid­
ering establishing here an industry as large 
if not larger, than any already in the city, 
while another of the party had Moncton 
in view as a possible industrial location. 
Mr. Palmer would not disclose the nature 
of the business, as he eaid the matter had 
not yet been definitely decided upon. *

The sheep industry was probably of 
chief interest to the people on the other 
side, he said, bnt they were primarily in­
terested in securing settlers from the old 
country to develop the valuable lands in 
the province. “Nobody would go West to 
settle,” said he, “knowing that he could 

better land, at a much cheaper 
price in this province.”

Colonel R. M. McEwen, representing the 
Dominion Sheep Breeders in the Maritime 
Provinces; C. M. Macrae, of the dominion 
live stock branch, and Colonel H. Mont­
gomery Campbell, representing the prov- 

of New Brunswick, arrived in the city 
yesterday on a tour of the province, in the 
interest of the sheep industry.

Colonel McEwen and Mr. Macrae are 
touring the maritime provinces, and their 
mission ie to investigate carefully the 
conditions of sheep breeding, exporting 
and other phases of this "important indus, 
try, with, the hope and expectation of 
stimulating the farmers and others par­
ticularly interested, in this business to 
pay more attention to this work, and ob­
tain better results by carrying it on more 
scientifically and in a more business like 
manner.

Colonel McEwen and Mr. Macrae have 
already toured Nova Scotia in company 
with H. W. Coming, M. L. A., of Yar­
mouth, representative for Nova Scotia, and 
in touring the island, after completing 
their tour of this province they will be 
accompanied by Roy Curtis as a represen­
tative of that province.

Already the visiting representatives have 
visited the various farms, and covered the 
territory comprised in the southern por­
tion of this province.

In conversation with a Telegraph report­
er at the Royal Hotel last evening, Mr. 
Macrae, said that the minister of agricul­
ture had made a grant of $15,000 to be ex­
pended in the development of the sheep 
raising industry, in British .Columbia, and 
the maritime provinces. Conditions in the 
western province were were now being 
looked into by Colonel D. M. Macrae and 
Dr. F. S. Tolmie, the latter representing 
the live stock branch.

London, July 2»—An interesting sugges­
tion was made by the Times in an edi­
torial today.

“It would be unbecoming,’’ it says, "for 
Mr. Borden to announce hi» policy on so 
large and momentous a matter as Canada’s 
contribution to the navy anywhere but in 
the Canadian parliament.

The third-class of participants in the 
“middle class” agitation are the small offi­
cials, clerks, and other persons with low 
fixed salaries. They are organized chiefly 
in an “Association of Persons with Fixed 
Salaries,’ ’and their interests are contrary 
to those of the other “middle classes,"’ 
both of which are really interested in the 
state keeping up prices and profits. The 
“fixed-salary” class suffer from such mea- 

Their wish i« that large “depart­
ment” shops should be allowed to cut 
down middlemen’s profits; and that the 
skilled trades should work cheaply. The 
“fixed-salary” class is also opposed to iuv 
port duties. It complains that for it alone 
the state does nothing. The^state inter­
venes to keep up the wholesale price of 
food, to keep up the retail shop profit, 
and to keep up the profit of master decor* 
ator or master plumber and others. Th« 
fixed-salary man has to pay tribute to all, 
for the state does not try to put up hij 
earnings, and to put them up himself be 
is helpless.

(Times’ Special Correspondence)
Berlin, July 17—A feature of Germany’s 

protection and state regulation is that 
these create specific class conflicts in ad­
dition to the matter-of-course industrial 
conflicts, and that the class conflicts, like 
the industrial conflicts, are always 
by fresh state interference. The finish­
ing manufacturer wants protection against 
the high prices of the trusts, which sell 
him dear material; and the townsmàn 
wants protection against the high prices 
of the agriculturist; and these conflicts 
go on without regard to the wealth or pov­
erty of individuals.

But in the class scale, between different 
categories of wealth, there is another 
struggle going on; and each interest ap­
peals to the state to protect it by mes­
ures which often impair the general effi­
ciency of production and distribution. 
The most vigorous of these at present w 
the middle class, the “Mittelstand,” which 
means not the professional classes but the 
middle and small retail tradesmen, the 
clerk and poorer official, ahd the large 
army of skilled-workers and craftsmen who 
carry on their work independently or as 
employers of small. numbers. All three 
classes are now deep in what is called the 
“Middle-Class Movement.” They are fight­
ing nominally against the capitalists above 
and the wage-earners below; but among 
themselves their interests conflict, and the 
only feature which unites them is the com­
mon demand that the state shall protect 
them by means of restrictive and prohibit­
ory legislation, by means of punitive class 
taxation. - .

was given to the Chamber of Deputies by 
Colonel Hirschauor, chief of the aviation 
department of the army, describing the ef­
forts being made by the government to 
render this branch of the service more ef­
ficient and less dangerous. M, Borel had 
given some striking statistics as to the 
frequency of accidents, stating that out 
of five hundred and seventeen pilots li­
censed in 1910, thirty-three had been kill­
ed, or 6.38 per cent, and out of 1417 li­
censed in 1911, one hundred and four were 
dead, equal to 7.34 per cent. If the num­
ber of pilots flying regularly were taken a» 
five hundred the mortality rose to nearly 
twenty per cent.

It was in answer to these figures prin­
cipally that Colonel Hireehauer made his 
declarations.'H* said that during the sec­
ond six months of 1911 there had been 
nine fatal- accidents among a hundred and 
twenty pilots and pupils, who had covered 
a hundred and eighty thousand miles. 
During the first six months of 1912 there 
was the same mortality for two hundred 
and fifty pilots, who had flown more'than 
twice the distance. Consequently the 
number of fatal accidents must be consid­
ered to have decreased by one-half. Even 
thjs, however, was much too heavy, and 
nowadays every machine in course of con­
struction was examined by a technical ex­
pert commission, which verified every com­
ponent part before it was used and after 
the machine was delivered.

Many other details were given of the 
minute care taken to ensure the stability 
and perfection of the machine, and be­
sides a small ground and factory for test­
ing speed and dynamic force at Vincenes, 
a very large laboratory was to be estab­
lished, enabling trial* to be made over 
distances from twelve hundred to two 
thousand yards. No machine is now taken 
out without havmg been first thoroughly 
overhauled by its pilot officer and his me­
chanician, and every week the head of the 
district holds a general inspection of all 
the machines. Any signs of wear are not­
ed, and repairs are immediately carried 
out. It is partially true that slightl 
machines and motors are given to pupils, 
but that is because for long flights the 
most perfect motor* are required, where­
as for instruction purposes in an aero­
drome less powerful and reliable ones may 
serve. The danger of suddenly coniing to 
earth is much less serious there than at 
haphazard in any sort of country.

Thè pilots a,re sometimes wrongly accus­
ed of nervousness and lack of experience, 
but, as a matter of fact, any candidate 
who during instruction is found to be 
wanting in coolness is sent back to hi* 
regiment. This is riot considered as imply­
ing any blame, but a mere physical disab­
ility for that particular work. The medic­
al examination for heart, lungs and sight 
in very strict, ’and as for experience, the 
manoeuvres and daily exercises speak for 
themselves.

Colonel Hirschauer proceeded to describe 
what was being done to adapt automatic 
stabilizators, and a contrivance which is 
now fitted on all machines showing when 
the speed exceeds or falls below the nor­
mal or safe limit.

The state system of protection gives a 
plausibility to every demand ; as the ag­
grieved interest pleads that it is oppres­
sed by some particular import duty or ex­
port bounty, and argues that if the state 
will not modify its customs tariff, it can 
at least help by penal taxation of some 
competitor, by prohibition against trading 
in particular lines or under particular con­
ditions, or by raising obstacles against th* 
free choice of handicrafts.

This German experience shows that pro­
tection ie a complicated thing, and cannot 
be handled by merely drafting an import- 
tariff. Every protectionist law or state 
measure of interference with freedom to 
trade brings after it several other similar 
measures without, however, restoring equil­
ibrium to the general satisfaction.

A strong agitation is going on in favor 
of a Housing Law for the whole empire; 
and for the institution of a real system of 
inspection of dwellings. At present Ger­
many has very little housing legislation 
and it is mostly a matter of penal police 
regulation. A project was prepared some 
time ago for establishing in Prussia a 
homogeneous system of inspection of dwel­
lings, and for the creation of Housing Of­
fices in municipal districts with over 100,- 
000 inhabitants; but this has not become 
law; and the expectation of a single law 
for the empire has elsewhere retarded 
state action.

Berlin has no housing inspection at all, 
and depends upon the power of the pol­
ice to enforce observance of certain hygien­
ic minimums. This system ie admittedly 
the worst possible, as all police action 
awakens suspicion. The city of Charlot- 
tenburg, for that reason, lately introduced 
a municipal system of housing control, a 
description of which has just been pub­
lished. The municipality decided that the 
idea of compulsion must, as far as pos­
sible, be baniehed. It called its official 
“house-curators’” instead of “inspectors,” 
and tried to give the innovation the color­
ing of social help. The “housing-curators”, 
are technically trained officials, who wort 
in collaboration with building experts. 
They are in touch with the municipal 
Housing Exchange, and all three unite in 
a Municipal Housing Office.

For purposes of inspection the town is 
divided into fourteen districts, the houses 
of which are examined either according to 
a general plan or upon report from out­
side of abuses in a particular house or 
flat. The first class of inspections have 
something of the character of surprise vis­
its. This is in order to prevent a con­
cealment of abuses. As abuses are con­
sidered dampness, bad lighting of stair­
cases, bad water supply and sanitation, 
dirt, the inhabiting of cellars and unsuit­
able premises, overcrowding of different 
kinds, mixture of the sexes, and the many 
evils due to the prevailing German “Sch- 
lafstelle” system under which young 
ried working men and women lodge in the 
dwellings of others without having rooms 
to themselves. The housing curators allow 
a term of three weeks for the removal 
of any such abuse, and themselves give 
advice as to how the remedy can best be 
effected. If the term expires without im­
provement they report the -case to the 
Housing Committee. Each of the fourteen 
districts has such a Housing Committee, 

which sitra representative of the muni­
cipality, a doctor, a member of the public, 
and a woman. The Housing Committee 
next tries its powers of persuasion. If it 
fails it reports to the police, who can com­
pel compliance under threat of fine.

This system is said to work satisfactor­
ily, and it is proposed to adopt it in Ber­
lin. The progressive social reformers de­
mand that the proposed Imperial Housing 
Law, in addition to establishing a form of 
permissible housing, shall compel all muni­
cipalities to organize some such system of 
supervision.

Long ago a band of young toughs bent I 
on thrashing some pensonal enemies broke I 
into a room on the lower East Side, where | 
a stnss game was in progress. Once in­
side they saw scattered about some hun­
dreds of dollars in cash. They abandoned 
the idea of thrashing their victims and fled 
with the money. They were never brought 
to account for the robbery and it finally 
dawned on them that gamblers, being real­
ly guilty of misdemeanor, had no redress 
in the courts. So they tried it again and 
again.

But the gamblers set their brains to 
work. They offered one band of thugs 
a steady income to protect them against 
other bands. This worked well. Then the 
gamblers, to stilt further weaken the bands 
played them off, one against another. They 
fomented strife between separate bands, 
but they soon found this needless, for the 
hands fought among themselves over thé 
division of the spoils. 7

Then the gamblers combined. Three, 
four or more houses pooled their interests 
to employ larger bands of strong arm 
men to fight ' off any "gorillas” who at­
tempted to molest them. The whole thing 
became systematized until the gamblers 
gained complete control over the "gorillas” 
who formerly had menaced them with 
ruin.

Ten years ago. when a murder 
incident of a “feud.” it generally had a 
political or personal origin. Today, nine 
times out of ten. it runs straight back 
to the question of the protection of 
gambling house or disorderly resort.

Even the shootings which occur at some 
of the big dances given on the lower East 
Side and the lower West Side may usual­
ly be traced to the gambling situation.

With the sensational killing of Herman 
Rosenthal the whole question has been 
forced upon the police department and the 
district attorney. They look to the settle­
ment of the gambling question as the solu­
tion of the pistol battles which have been 
terrorizing sections of New York of late.

Berth Room Planned—Stringent 
Rules For Traffic in the Cove

Although in existence as an organized 
body for just a little more than two years, 
the St. John Power Boat Club- has gone 
ahead with encouraging and remarkable 
strides, and with a membership roll which 
has increased -until the names of 600 have 
been inscribed thereon, the necessity for 
larger quarters is easily apparent. Of 
these six hundred names, two hundred 
are the owners of boats, which tends to 
show to what extent the popularity of the 
power launch has advanced in local waters, 
and also to give emphasis to the fact that 
the fleet is steadily increasing.

Naturally, with such a large fleet, it is 
absolutely necessary that the utmost pre­
cautions be exercised in the matter of skip­
ping in and out of the snug little harbor 
at Marble Cove, where the clubhouse is 
established, and in order to prevent acci­
dents stringent rules have recently been 
posted warning the members against speed­
ing. These regulations were adopted some 
time ago and while they were on the sta­
tute books of the club, they were not ad­
hered to as rigidly as many of the mem­
bers would like, so that at a recent meet­
ing it was decided to enforce their rules 
vigorously and to advise all to this effect.

Notices have bqen sent to every mem­
ber of the club this week. The letter to 
each individual is the same, setting forth 
clarly and distinctly the necessity of being 
careful in proceeding in and out of the 
cove, and warning him that no boat is to 
come in or go out at more than the lowest 
rate of speed possible.

A scheme is now under con­
sideration whereby the cove will be dredg­
ed about twenty feet wider, which will 
add materially to the harbor space and 
make way for better and greater accommo­
dation, providing a large number of new 
berths. The clubhouse will also be eh- 
larged upon and the proposal is to extend 
it back about twenty feet, allowing much 
larger quarters and preparing to cope with 
the increasing roll, and the anticipated fu­
ture prosperity.

FROM ST. JOHN AT 
LOW EBB THIS YEAR

Prevailing Freight Too High For 
Profitable Trans-Atlantic Busi­
ness—American Market Affords 
CJiief Relief

With practically nothing being shipped 
from this port to the English market, it 
is years since conditions have reached the 
present low ebb in the deal business, and 
the shipments as a consequence will show 
a big falling off. The almost prohibitive 
ocean freights are largely responsible for 
the situation as it is.

Worst of all, as one large dealer said 
yesterday, there is no immediate promise 
of relief as freights remain decidedly firm. 
The general reason given for the present 
condition of affairs is that business the 
world over is bouyant and tonnage as a re­
sult for all lines of trade is in great de­
mand.

Shipments from up the bay will, how­
ever, show little or no decrease, as ship­
pers there are compelled to meet the high 
rates by lower prices for their deals and 
the prediction was made yesterday that 
North Shore shippers .would make little 
money this season. The one relief St. 
John lumbermen have is that their close 
proximity to the American market en­
ables them to divert a portion of the trade 
that way; but, they are unable by any 
means to send all their products in that 
direction and much stock is being manu­
factured and held awaiting a change in 
conditions.
» The English dealers however are not suf­
fering, that is to say there has been no 
shortage felt as there is always consider­
able of a supply ahead.

Farnworth & Jardine’s wood circular for 
the present month says of the New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia market: The im­
port to the Mersey (including Manchester) 
amounted to 21,970 standards, compared 
with 12,360 standards, during the corre­
sponding period last year; the greater por­
tion on this occasion arriving to Liver­
pool district, 
siderably short of this large import, and 
the stock is correspondingly increased, be­
ing about equaly divided between Liverpool 
and Manchester; values are practically un­
changed. Pine deals have arrived more 
freely and are in fair request.

While it is 
admitted that in many sections or the low­
er area it wag ruinous to a portion of the 
crops, it is also conceded that it did a 
vast amount of good in other districts 
where the ground was higher and where 
the prolonged dry spell of the previous 
few weeks had caused the ground to be 
heated and in need of water. The early 
spring was backward; consequently there 

delayed growth on the part of most 
vegetables, and produce which should have 
found its way to market weeks ago, fe just 

being offered for sale and prices which 
would have seemed fairly reasonable a 
month ago, are comparing in strong con­
trast as regards advancement, with those 
of this time last year.

There came a long period of warmth 
and dryness and under the welcoming rays 
of bright June suns, vegetation material­
ly advanced, the crops bounded into 
healthy life and there was every promise 
of a bountiful harvest. But too much heat 
or too much rain is not encouraging to 
farm life, and so it is that when farmers 
are asked as to prospects and present con­
ditions they are uncertain as to whether 
or not' the continued rainfall following the 
spell of fine weather will be beneficial or 
not. As a matter of fact the rain did ef­
fect the berry crop. Under the first day’s 
rain there was an unexpected increase in 
the berry harvest, but with the prolong­
ation of its downfall, the berries have be-

But ae to cereals, potatoes, beets, car­
rots, turnips, cabbage, etc., the rain 
pected to be effective for their betterment. 
In some sections too much of it has caused 
a slight rust to-be manifest on pears and 
beans, but this is not general and they 
will he marketed in abundant quantities 
in the next week or so. Regarding pota­
toes it is difficult as yet to estimate in 
the harvest, but reports are to the effect 
that the growth has been steady though 
slow, and under favorable weather condi­
tions, the crop will be well up to the 
standard. Expectations were that it would 
have been much better than last year, 
when a record was established this being 
thought because more attention was paid 
to potatoe vegetation, larger stocks were 
planted and with wide markets hold­
ing oht, there waer every reason to be­
lieve that this year would show a vast in*-- 
crease in the harvest of this greatly used 
vegetable. It is still hoped that such will 
be the case, despite discouraging reports 
from many sections, but it, will be some few 
weeks before anything definite can be 
known. V

Haying was started in some parts of the 
country and many of the farmers have ex­
tensive portiohfe iof their fields mowed and 
cocked, but the wiser ones are they who 
still have their crop untouched because the 
heavy rain "has had a tendency to blacken 
and damage what has been cut. On the 
lowlands whéréi floods Were prevalent this 
is particularly ço, and many promising 
stacks were in'this way damaged.
