Shortly after the Annual Session petitions were prepared by the joint 
committee, and, writli circulars of instructions, were forwarded to each 
Division ; and I feel happy to report that the Divisions under this jurisdic­
tion responded cheerfully to your recommendation : they forwarded, in 
n incredibly short space of time, 298 petitions to the Legislative Assembly, 
nd others were afterwards sent subsequent to the Report of the Parliamen­

tary Committee. It is thus apparent that our Divisions are not only relia­
ble, but are also earnestly and thoroughly in favor of prohibition of the 
iniquitous liquor traffic.

The Journals of the Proceedings of the Annual Session were completed 
with expedition and forwarded to the Order ; and we would here express 
our obligation to our esteemed Brother W. H. Orr, P.W.P., who prepared 
such an excellent synopsis of our proceedings for the press in short hand.

The new form of Quarterly Returns has been issued, a quantity of new 
Charters has been procured, and other requisites, including blank By-Laws 
with late amendments to the Constitution, have been supplied as required.
