ASSOCIATE MEMBERS' OF CONVOCATION.

Graduates not qualified as above to become members of 
Convocation, and other friends of the University, may 
become Associate Members of Convocation by the 
annual payment of five dollars. All candidates for Associate 
Membership must be approved by the Executive Committee 
of Convocation.

Associates have the right of speaking, but not of voting, 
at Dietings of Convocation.

Local Associations of Convocation have been formed' in 
the chief centres of Ontario.

I. ARTS.

The Examination for Pass will be held in July, at Trinity 
College, Toronto; Trinity College School, Port Hope; and 
the various Collegiate Institutes and High Schools of the 
Province. The Honour papers will be set at Trinity College, 
and at certain of the more important Collegiate Institutes 
selected by the Education Department. A second Exami­
nation, for Pass only, will begin at Trinity College 
October 1st. Notice for these Examinations must be 
by June 1st and September 10th, respectively, on forms 
which will be supplied by the Registrar. This notice must 
be accompanied by a certificate of good character, and the 
Matriculation Examination Fee of $5. A Candidate who 
has failed or been conditioned in the July Examination will 
not be required to pay this fee on presenting himself again 
in the October following. The Candidate must have entered 
on his sixteenth year.

The following Scholarships are offered for Competition at 
Matriculation :

The Bishop Strachan Scholarship of $200.
The First Dickson Scholarship of $140.
The Second Dickson Scholarship of $100.

years of age, and will be required to paés the Matriculation 
Examination, the Primary, the Previous, and the Final 
Examinations, at intervals of not less than those which are 
prescribed in the case of Resident Students, and to pay for 
each Examination which lie undergoes, in addition to the fees 
for Matriculation and Degree, the sum of $5.

JUBILEE SCHOLARSHIPS.

Two Scholarships founded by the Society for the Propag 
tion of the Gospel, from the Jubilee Fund of the year 1851, 
of the annual value of $160, tenable,for two years.

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DEGREES IN DIVINITY.

Candidates for these Degrees resident in the Ecclesiastical 
Province of Canada, other than Candidates for the Degree, 
Jure Dignitatis will, for the future, be required to proceed 
in accordance with the Canon on Divinity Degrees passed 
by the Provincial Synod of Canada in 1889.

The following regulations apply to Candidates residing 
outside the Ecclesiastical Province.
