TWO HEROES.

Six hundred Indians were camped out-
side the walls of the fort threatening to
attack aud destroy it. Inside were
twenty white men, brave and well
mounted, under command- of. Lieut. D.
in addition to these there were the reg-
ular occupsnts of the fort, including
the Hudson's Bay Company’s officer, his
family and employes, the latter being

_anmarried men.

- The Indians had risen in revolt, and
after destroying several houses and the
mission church, were now bent on the
destruction of the fort. A couple of
priests had been killed at the mission,
and the redskins declared that th:ﬁ
would not be satisfied until they h
driven every soldier put of the
country.

| Japan’s Poaitien ss s Fighter.
“ [N, Y. Bun.)
There isn’t so . much of the little dog
defying the big one in Japan's belligerent

‘clude from a glanes at -the geography.
Japan is small, but she” is check fall of
fight and patriotism. ‘Few of her citizens
who go abroad for business or atudy give
up their citizenship, ‘no matter how'long
they remain abroad. They feel that
Japan deserves the best the world affords.
Her students are o b found in the best
universities of the world. Many have
been sens abroad to study at the expense
of the state. This liberal spirit has done
much toward making. Japan the progres-
sive nation she is. While China has had
her wall and her foreign policy of dis-
couragement to foreigners who were ready
to put at her disposal the most advanced
impronmcnu; Japsn has welcomed them.

K. Hirata was, until receitly, con-
nected with the war department of Japan._
In speaking of the chanoces of war, should
his country and China really. pitch in
in earnest, he said:— i

*‘ think thas every ‘Japanese wonld
rather haye this . war come now. thap 20
years later, if 1t must come, and I have

jwory htt&o doubt as to-the resul®. - Fapan'

can whip China now. Shejis independent
of outside aid, and she is thoroughly well.
prepared. We have heen -making our
guns and our own  gunboats. I don’s
believe there is much that any nation can
seach Japan im - maval architecture. Bat
within the past few years China has been
slowly awakening to her opportunities;
and s sbruggle between the two countries
twenby yearslster would _be an unequsl
‘one. Just now China’s army is & rabble
without system and without training. I
gerved in the map dapartment of the
anun; war department. 1 know how
well prepared in that way we ave for
trouble with China. We have complete
war maps of all China, accurate and
brought up todate. On the other hand,
I don’t believe China has a single war
map of Japan.

“QOur soldiers and sailors are far
saperior to the Chinese and are better
drilled. We have-a standing army of
more than 65,000 men. The tone of our
army has changed in the past twenty
yeoars. We have sought the best models
that we could find.. Pirst we took the
English, tfien the French, and now the
Japanese army in-its training and discip-
line resembles the Ge¢man more than the
Feench or the English. We have, how-
ever, soms of the good festures of each.
Of course, our standiag army dosen’t by
any means represent our. available mili-
tary force. ‘The .eomscription system
prevails, and st present all males of the
age of 20 are lisble to serve for seven
ears. There is probably now a reserve
force of well-drilled cen it Japan num-
bering more than 900,000.” -

““What is the life of the Japanese sol-
dier?” : A

““Very much like that of the European
soldier. The infantryman wears as s uni-
form a blaclk blowse -and--black “treusers.
His cap isof black léather, and on the
front —of it-dis-amwotalshryeantionttm,
Uvlike the Chinese, who go abroad to
buy their guns,” the Japanese attny is’
supplied with & Japanese. gun. Itiss
repeating rifls, invented by Murats, and
it is manufactuged in vur own arsenals.

“*The finest body of men in-the ‘army is
the Imperial Guard. Every man in the
four infantry divisions of the guard is
more than asix feet in -height. They
wear a very showy uniform, consisting of
a black 'blouse, with yellow frogs across
the front, and black trousers with red
stripes. Thoy also wear -plames in their
bats, Serviee in the Imperial Guard is
considered the most honorable in the
army. =
*‘The life of the Japanese soldier is one
of very strict discipline.” The men live
if barracks, and the martial spirit has
been well preserved by the tales of brave
deeds that have been handed down in
each regiment. Story telling. is one of
the chief amusements of the soldiers.
They also drink a 'good deal of tea.
Physically the Japsanese soldiers are
superior to the Chinese. They are more
muscular and they® sre much braver.
Even if we could not raise as many troops
as China, weshould bave better drilled
and braver troops. The Chinese army is
really more of.a mob,”

The Wellman Party.

NEWS OF THEIR DOINGS HAS COME AT LAST.
London July 28,—Mr, Carl Sierwers, the
Norwegian Arctic enthusiast has received
a telegram from the captaia of the ‘Erliog,’
a Norwegian sesler, which arrived to-day
at the Island of Tromsoe, Finmark, Norway.
The captain said that near Amsterdam
Island, io Lat, 84 N. and Long. L., the
*Erling’ spoke the ‘Ragavald Jarl,’ the
steamer conveying the Wellman party to the
edge of the pack 1ce. The ‘Ragnvald Jarl’
signalled : ‘Pléase report neswrest touching
‘place. All well on board ‘Ragavald . Jarl,’
and full of hops. Tae ‘Raguvald® Jarl,’
the captain of the ‘Ecling’ also telegraphed,
had been beset by pack ice which had de-
layed her progress considerably. But when
spokea Wellman and his party were free
of the pack ice and they should now be well
on their' way to the North Pule.

Itis only three moaths since the ‘Ragn-
vald Jarl,’ the vesssl which cirried Weli-
man‘s patty, sailed from Bérgen, Noiway, te
explore the polar seas. It was Wellman’'s
nteution to reach the pole itself by sledg-
ing—that was the especially distinctive
‘festure of the expedition. He pushed
forward with the vessel rapidly, against
the advice of his captain, Emii Pedersen,
one df the best pilots of the po'ar seas.
The equipment of the pYrty gives a gleam
of hope ; three small boats were coastructed
of aluminium, equal to the very best iron
in ltréngtb, and only one third its weight.
This metal was g
strastion of the sledges and of bridges
which they took with them for the oross-
ing of ice ridges.

Tne itinerary which Mr. Wellmaa pro-
posed to follow was briefly as follows :—
The ‘Raguvald Jarl’ was to proceed first
along the Norwegian coast to Tromsoe, and
thence as rapidly as possible due north to
Eane's Island, Spitzbergen, which, it was ex—
pected, would be reached about the middle
of May. Here the explorers would resch a point
exactly half way between civilization at
Tromsoe and the North Pole, the distance
being seven hdhdred miles in either direc-
tion. At Dane’s Island they were to es-
tablish their headquarters in a shooting
box lent’ for the purpose by Mr. Pike, an
English gentleman, Professor Oyen, of
Christisnia, the well known geologist, re-
diaining in charge. The steamer was then
to proceed to the edge of the ice-pack,
probably between 80°and 81 degrees north
latitade, and somewhere about May 20 Mr.
Wellman expected to disembark with four-
teen men, fifty dogs, six sledges and three
boats upon the ice pack. The steamer was
then toretara to Dane’s Island to await
the party, while the expedition went’ for-
ward with its sledges drawn by dogs over
the ice.

+ The preliminary part of these plans was
fully plished. The expedition
veached Dane’s Island on the evening of
May 7, atter making an exceedingly rapid
passage from Tromsce, and without any
uatoward incident beyond thé loss of a few
dogs. Three days were speat in establish-
ilg headquarters in Mr. Pike’s house, where
Professor Ogen was to await the return of
the explorers. On May 10 Mr. Wellman
and his party - of fiftcen, with the crew of
nine, left in the ‘Ragavald Jarl’ for Seven
Islands.
Mr. Walteg,Wellman, the organizer and

Returning to America, he organized
his expedition, constructed his outftt, which
contains several novel features, chartered
asteamer in Norway and made up -his
party. Next he went across to Belgium
to bay dogs, sad then proceeded to Norway,
whence he started upon his northern
journey.

The
oapfsin and others were rescued by boats of
the Naniws. It was afterwards discovered
that the transport was a British steamer.
Loxpox, Aug. 1.—A despatch to the Ex-
chaoge Telegraph Co: says Japan made a
formal declaration of war upon China to-day.

After
the moose gets in motion he does theust his
head forward in the manuer snd attitade
shown; but he does not do so whea standing,
The same may be said of the caribou, It is
manifestly absurd to mount the head of any
animal in any other position then that of
rest, aod taxidermiste woald do well to take
due notice of the fact snd govern themselves
aocordiogly. —‘Foreet and Stream.’

A Werd to Campers.

““A holiday under 3anvas can be made a
remarksably pleasant experience if congenial
spirits compose the party, but there ig a
common mistake made by too many of those
who take to the woods at a time when fish
are the only lawful quarsy. I refer to the
practive of taking guns and rifles. to camp
when the law forbids the killingof any
game. There is no sense in catrying a
weapon which is not to be nsed, and I know
cases where the fact of oue being within
reach has made a lawbreaker of 8 man who
meant no harm, but was tempted by an - ua-
expected chance at unlawful game. Farther-
more, country people visiting & camp and
seeing gun or rifle included in the outfit,
are apt to conclude that it is there for use,
and that the campers will have a quiet try
at whatever game appears. This idea
engourages the countryman to do a bit of
illegitimate killing bimself when he gets a
chaace. Guao and rifle are excellent in their
proper place, bat that place is not ina July
or August camp. The usual éxcuses offered
for their presence is the possibility of a shot
at a bear or wildcat. That is all ve tine,
but the ‘bears’ and ‘cate’ really k.lled have
always appeared to me to strangely resemble
does and fawns, 1t is far better to leave
weapons at home then to run the risk of.
being umghd to join a npative in that
