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C. P. R IMPROVEMENTS.
McAdam Booming—Track Repairs.

At McAdam a pew town is being
built. Last fall ten cottages were
erected by the company and this year
a large number of the employees are
crecting houses for themselves. A
town plot of 107 lots has been laid out
in streets and lanes. The lots are on
high ground and behind each row is a
lane giving plenty of yard room. Con-
siderable work is also being done re-
pairing and improving the shops. A
new brick blacksmith shop has been
built and the erection of further addi-
tions is contemplated. A heavy water
main has been laid sufficient to supply
the whole village. 'The service will be
an excellent cne, the tank giving a head
of water of seventy feet. An electric
light plant is being put in to light the
yards and shops as well as the villages.
This being snpplied by the Johnson
Electric Co. of Toronto and it is ex-
pected will be in working order in
about two weeks. There will be 300
incandescent lights and 12 or 15 arcs
for the yards.

The contract has not yet been givén

ont for the new station at McAdam
Junction but work will be commenced
on it as soon as the heavier work men-
tioned above is completed. The plans
are now made out and the bids in.
This station will be a great improve-
ment on the present one. In addition
to the dining hall will contain fifteen
furnished rooms, making a combina-
tion station and hotel. When this is
done and the yards and village are
lighted by electricity the traveller who
has spent so many weary hours wait-
ing at the station will scarcely recog-
nize the place.
. The Fredericton line will be repaired
and made somewhat smoother. On
the line from McAdam to :fdmundston,
139 new culverts are being placed.
These will be of cedar and as they last
30 years are practically permanent,
being easily renewed, and not being
subject to the same damage as stone
from breaking.

In Memory of Jane Austen.

There is a project on footin lngland
to commemorate the genius of Jane
Austen by a memorial window in Win-
chester Cathedral, Apropos of this a
writer in the Sketch recalls a visit he
paid some two years ago in Winchester
Cathedral to see the tomb of Jane
Austen. He found the cathedral
official in charge ignorant that any
such tomb existed but a walk around
the church soon revealed the slab under
which rest the great novelist’s remains,
as well as a brass tablet in the wall
near by, which was placed there by her
nephew and biographer, Austen Leigh,
in 1870. Both the slab in the floor and
the tablet are in an ecxcellent state of
preservation.

Miss Ansten’'s works are but little
read at the present day, despite the
factthat Macaulay ranked her genius as

second only to that of Shakespearse
She herself might have posed as one
of her own heroines. Gentle and mild,
as well as heautiful and graceful, her
whole life was colored by a disappoint-

ment in a love affair. Boern in Hamp-
shire, in 1775, and educated by her
father, the rector of Stevenson, her
life was singurly calm end peaceful,
and she herself was a model of filial
affection and piety.

Again, like one of her own heroines,
Miss Austen was always more or less
delicate ; robust heatth, at that tima,
in a woman was looked upon much as
bloomers are to-day—as something un-
feminine, unladylike, and deserving of
sternest reprobation cn the part of other
women. She died in her 42nd year of
consumption, working to the very last.
