It is 
couched in official language and writ­
ten upon the official letterhead of the 
Colonial Government, and says:

“Pursuant to the organic laws of 
Feb. 9, 1827, and August 22, 1833, pur­
suant to articles 17 and 18 of the law 
of Dec. 1, 1849; pursuant to a minis­
terial cablegram No. 40, dated April 
8, 1909. It is ordered:

First.—That Capriano Castro, former 
President of the Republic of Venezue­
la leave the Island of Martinique wtih- 
In nine hours from the time this no­
tice is served upon him, and,

“Second.—The commissary of police 
at Fort de France 18 charged with the 
execution of the present order which 
is to be published wherever the cir­
cumstances make necessary.

(Signed),
Fort De France, April 8, 1909."

PARIS, April 10—Precise instructions 
have been followed to M. Fouroau, the 
Governor of Martinique, in the mat­
ter of the government's intentions to­
wards Cipriano Castro. A steamer of 
the French line leaves Fort (de France 
tomorrow for Europe and there is a 
possibility that Castro will be sent 
from the island on this vessel in case 
he is well enough to leave.
‘ COPENHAGEN. April 10. — The U.
S.. has approached Denmark In the 
matter of permitting Cipriano Castro to 
remain on thé Danish West Indlaiï 
Island of St. Thomas In case the for­
mer President of Venezuela' should 
proceed there from Martinique. A 
definite answer is expected tomorrow.

In his 
bedroom a number of gold and silver 
coins were found in a scattered heap 
on the table, an empty bag lying be­
side the money.

The old miser had evidently he#i 
counting his hoard, when, probably 
hearing a noise below, he became 
apprehensive of robbery, and went 
downstairs to secure the doors. Being 
feeble with age and want, he was un­
able to return, and thus his savings 

left to be discovered by strar.g-were 
ers.

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SAN FRANCISCO, April 9. — Rem­
ington Hill, Nevada County, was a 
big gold producer and was noted also 
for the large nuggc-ts that were found 
In its plaieers.

A rather curious history waa con­
nected with one of these picked up in 
a hydraulic claim on the hill in 1858. 
It was in the shape of a quartz bowld­
er, about one foot in diameter, but 
had been broken squarely in' two 
■through the centre, so that only one- 
half the original rock remained. The 
fragment was Immensely rich and 
when pounded up yielded $2,700.

Naturally the owners were elated at 
the find, but their pleasure was some­
what tempered by the thougnt that 
the other- half was without question 
just as valuable and a most persistent 
search failed to reveal Its whereabouts. 
The pile of cle.bris wae carefully look­
ed over without success, and ’’t last 
the conclusion was reached flia-t it 
still remained buried in the channel 
or had been carried down by the rush 
of water into the river.

Some two weeks after the find onê 
of the men employed left the job, 
packed his blankets and ..tarted e ver 
the trail to Nevada City. There was

After conferences extending: since 
Wednesday between the anthracite 
coal operators and the officials of the 
United, Mine Workers of America, rep­
resenting the miners, St which the 
question of a wake agreement was 
discussed, to replace that brought 
about by the anthracite strtfce com­
mision, the operators today rejected 
the. modified demands of the miners, 
presented yesterday, amd the confer­
ence adjourned deadlocked.

There will be no strike inaugurated 
by the United,Mine Workers, however, 
and the only danger of a suspension 
of mining in the near future, accord­
ing to the mine workers' officials, 
arises from the possibility of the re­
fusal of the operators to permit the 
miners to work without an agreement. 
The modified demands of the miners 
requested that the mine workers be 
recognized as “anthracite workers” 
and that conditions regarding new 
work by the miners, in which wages 
were inyolved qnd which would give 
increased pay to the miners, be im­
proved. Although the entire . proposi­
tion of the miners as modified, was 
finally rejected, the operators this 
afternoon gave out a statement In 
New York, where they went Immedi­
ately following the conference. In 
which they claim they offered to eub- 
mit the “new work” complaint to the 
conciliation .board, created by. the an­
thracite strike commission.

In the old ton, with only the stamp­
ing horses and an occasional intimate 
friend, sworn to secrecy, to observe 
his labor, he worked1 week in and week 
out. A crippie, he could not - hope to 
compete with others at labor In the 
fields, but of his work bench he could 
tire any able bodies man. He had few 
books, no skilled advisers, and only 
such tools as his limited means en­
abled him to purchase or his Inventive 
genius Inspired him to make for him­
self.

The weather at Dane’s island is gen­
erally very favorable, with an even 
temperature for twenty-four hours a 
day. The first day’s work I did there 
in 1907 was done in my shirt sleeves. 
Then there are no artificial difficulties 
such as tall buildings to interfere 
with the starting and navigation ow 
the ship.”
