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THE HARVEST.
Tru beautiful Autumn days which we have re-
“cantly enjoyéd have given such opportunities to
our farmers, that the harvesting is now far ad-
vanced, and, notwithstanding the beak wardness of
many fields, in a week more the greater portion
of the grain will be in the barn. A few weeks
since we heard much of the destruetion of the
orops by the plant louse—-of the approach of the"
torrible army worm—of the devastation by the
potatoe rust—of the loss caused by the early
frost. One'would have/supposed from the fa-
mentations which arose from a few credulous and
faint-hearted people that ruin and famine were
at our very doors. Each of the pests mention-
ed, the army worm excepted, has doubtless been
thoe cause of some damage and loss; ‘the potatoe
crop, we fear, is less than an average. Bat the
harvest upon the whole seems an excellent one.
From various quarters we hear that the little
whoat that was sown has turned out well, show-
ing that this crop is reviving in this part of the
Province. Early sowing has been found by
many the best preventitive against the attack of
the weevil. . The very superiority of our coun-
try. in a farming way. givos rise-to more than
half the fear and discontent observable upon an
occasional partial failure of any particular erop.
From many, we may say most, of the diseases
whick affect, and the vermin which infost, crops
in‘old countries ours in this mew country has
veen hitherto exempt.  As our country grows
older, these gradually ereep in. just as the vices
of civilization follow, or, rather, accompany the
spreag of enfightenment into évery corner of the
world. Some fine morning the New Brunswick
agriculturist walks out into his grain fields. and

80 large a share of their respecfive worksfo the
Republic, and so small a sharé to British North
Amerioa, as to be out of all préportion, if not to
the comparative importance of these respective
regions, at least with regard to the requirements
of thé young ideas among us to whom a knowl-
edge of their own eountry is a matter of the first
concern.

“Railways extend (1) from St. John to Shediac,
115 miles. with a projected branch to Nova Sco-
tia, 37 miles ; from Shediac to Miramichi 90 miles:
thence to Canada; and from St. John to the State
of Maine, 75 miles. {2) From St. Andrews to
Woodstock, 100 miles.”

This may be meant for a joke ; but weare not
aware that it is usual to introduce jokes into ele-
mentary school books. With these exceptions
the description of cur Province is satisfactory,
and as full as could be expected. The general
arrangement of the whele work we like much;

THE RUINED CHAPEL.

About a mile and a half from Castletown, the
metropolis of the Isle of man,.there is a bay, with
a small hamlet and pier in it called Derby Hav-
en.

Any one will understand that at three shillings per acre,
Forty thousand acres will amount to six thousand pounds
and as a sinking fund with intercst payable annually left
in tho hands of the settlers, or otherwise placed to com-
‘pound at simple interest will in Twenty years, (more or
less) pay off the debt and any one will understand that
in.T'wenty years forty thousand acres of cultivated land,
