Assuming the position when the Hospital was still in its in­
fancy and not fully equipped, too much praise cannot be bestowed 
upon her for the patience displayedVinder. difficulties and the thor­
ough manner in which she dischargeoBërtuties, and the Association 
gratefully acknowledge that to a great extent she was instrumental in 
making the Hospital a success. Miss Gordon, a graduate of the 
Toronto school for nurses and who possesses very high recommenda­
tions, was appointed to the office, and has proved a zealous, efficient 
and conscientiou^ady Superintendent, and has given the greatest 
satisfaction to both Physicians and Hospital Board.

Every year since the opening of the Building we have endeavour­
ed to make as many improvements and additions as our funds would 
permit. We have to report that this year, besides the driving shed 
already mentioned, a capacious ice house has been built. A portion 
of the unused wing has been fitted up as an Isolated Ward, the 
money required for this purpose being the proceeds of an entertain­
ment, called the “ Temple ol Fame,” given in the Opera House in 
May last. The undoubted suricess ot this was due to the good taste 
and untiring energy of Mrs. Geo. Hope, assisted by those who so 
ably took part, to whom the Association extends its warmest thanks. 
Through thegenerosity of Mr. A. Allan of Glasgow, a complete set 
of splints and fracture bed have been purchased.
