Hon. Mr. Grimmer Introduces

Bill in Legislature to Prevent
Export of Pulpwood from
Our Crown Lands.

Fredericton, April §.—In the
veyor general, introduced a bill to
prevent the export of pulpwood from
the Crown lands of the province,

The act provides that every timber
license or permit conferring author-
ity to cut spruce or scft wood trees
or timber, not being pine, suitable for
manufacturing pulp or paper on the
ungranted lands of the Crown, shall
contain and be subject to, the condi
tion that all such’ timber eut under
the authority or permission of such
license or permit, shall be manufact-
ured In Canada, that is to say, into
merchagtable pulp or paper, or into
sawn lumber, wooden ware utensils,
or other articles of comperce or mer-
chandise, as distinguished from said
spruce or other timber in its raw or
unmanufactured state,

There are provisions for the en-
forcement of the regulation and also
exempting such 10gs as may be re-
quired for fuel or building purposes.
The regulation applies to all licenses
or permits hercafter issued, whether
for first time or in renewal of licenses
or permits heretofore issued or grant-
ed and the act was in force when
pnrlwla]med by the governor in coun-
ell,

T0 PURIFY

Chicago Vice Commission Ad-
vocates Radical Measures
For Suppression 0f Vice—
Why Immorality Flourishes.

Chicago, 11l., April 5.—The Chicago
vice commission the first salaried mu-
nicipal commission of its kind, made
many radical recommendations in its
report to the common council tonight,
and gave an exhaustive review of the
present status of the soclal evil in
Chicago, its past, its cause and means
of suppressing it. The recommenda
tions were directly against the Euro-
pean principle of segregation. They
were:

Constant and persistent repression

of the social evil as an immediate,
with absolute annihilation as the ul-
timate ideal. This, by means of, 1st,
the appointment of a morals commis-
sion; 2nd, the establishment of @
morals court.
In the summing up of present condi
tions the report §: Most of the
police are honest, one standard of
morality in Chicago, applauds dances
by nearly naked women, in the name
of art and condemns dances no worse
before less prosperous audiences; men
and women, are the ones “highest
up” in the business administration of
the social evil; hotels which “ask no
questions” of their patrons are a
great contributing means of wrecked
girlhocd; prejudice against colored
girls drive them into the soclal evil
centres either as servants or fns
mates; the “while i
not organized.

Contributing caus re named as
follows: Want of the necessities cf
life, craving for simple luxuries, ig-

NTERESTIG QUESTIONS

AT MEETING OF PROTEST

Gathering in Socialists’

Hall Complained of Dis-

franchisement of Citizens at Commission Pleb-

iscite == Unfairness of Telegraphiand Times

Severely Condemned by Speakers.

“Wby don't the Times and Tele-
graph publish letters sent them crit-
icizing the commission movement?

“Can't the people read the handwrit-
ing on the wall and see through the
tactics of the Times?

“The greatest grievance of the com-
missionites seems to be that the com-
mon council is tco slow in giving
away the city's property. Evidently the
corporations think there are some mel-
ons knocking about and feel they can
handle 5 men easier than 17.

“Is it a crime to be poor? Or why
have 4,000 citizens no right to vote?”

These were some of the remarks
made at the meeting held in the Soci-
alists hall last evening one of the
most amusing ever held in this ecity.

When Mr. Robertson called the
meeting to order, he said he did not
know who had called it

J. W, Eastwood then arose and
said he had heard nothing about the
meeting until he arrived at the hall
for the purpose of attending the bus-
iness meeting cf the Socialist party.
He understood, however, that it had
been called to protest against the tak-
ing of a plebiscite on the question of
the commission, while nearly 4,000 cit-
izens were deprived of their fran-
chise,

The Times Refuses Money!

Mr. Wood said he had tried to ad-
vertise the meeting in the Times. A
voung man in the office tofd him that
he should not fight the commission
movement, and had declined to take
money for an advertisement, saying
he would publish a notice of the meet-
ing for nothing. But the notice had
not appeared in the Times,

J. W. Eastwood said one out of ev-
ery two citizens in Prince Ward would
be without a vote, and that because
Prince ward was populated by the
working class.

It is said, he added, that the workers
do not pay taxes; therefore they
shouldn't have the right to vote
Doesn't the worker pay taxes when
he purchases groceries, or hands
liis money over to the butchers.
When the landlord boosts rents, his
excuse usually is that he needs the
money to pay taxes. The workingmen
are always paying taxes indirectly
If a man was able to pay taxes and
wouldn’t, he did not deserve the right
to vote. But there were men in St

Continuing the speaker criticised the
conduct of a recent labor meeting, say
ing that the speakers had taken up
s0 much time that the audience were
too tired to ask questions.

Duncan McKellar sald the commis-
sionites did not intend to recognize
the right of workingmen (o repr
wation, He had read the Time
he gathered from it that they intend-
ed to run men in other ranks.

The Property Qualification.

J. Taylor said he was surprised at
the refusal of the Times to advertise
he meeting. As  for the Board of
Trade, he had not noticed any eager
ness on its part to advance measures
in the interests of the masses, As re
gards the property qualification,
guarantee had been given that it would
be abolished. The organs of the com
mission wovement had long been the
enemlies of labor. They had
their enmity during the

W. A, Steiper said he was surprised
that nobody had mentioned what the
delegation went to Fredericton for.
They did not go there to ask that 1-3
of the voters be- disfranchised; they
did not make up the voters’ list. They
went to Fredericton to prevent the
appointment of a Royal Commission
to draw up the charter.

Continuing, he said the Board of
Trade was not such a terrible affair,
because it {ried to boom St. John,
bring in new industries, and give more
employment

Mr. Klerstead—DId not the com-
missjonites ask that the plebiscite be
attached to the aldermanic ballot?
