President Wilson, when the president
said on December 4 that if the Ger-
man people should still, after the war
‘was over; “continue to be obliged to
live under ambitious and intriguing
masters interested to disturb the peace
of the world” it might be impossible
to admit’ them to the partnership of
the nations or to free economic inter-
course.

Lord Robert described this state-
ment by the president as a definition
of the qualifications for membership
in the association of nations, and add-
@l: “To these declarations we give
our warmest assent.” :

Germany the Obstacle.

Germany is the one obstacle to this
economic association of nations, said
Lord Robert,—the Germany described
by President Wilson,—a Germany liv-
ing under ambitious and intriguing
masters,

“Germany’s economic policy toward
all the groups of peoples from the
Arctic Ocean to the Black Sea,” he
continued, “is absolutely contrary to
our principles. Economic independ-
ence and free choice are the last
things which Germany will ever allow
to the peoples within her reach.

“So long as this is the policy of Ger-

many, how can we admit her to mem-

bership in the free association of na-
tions to which we already belong?”
asked Lord Robert.

b “Before we can offer her any par-
ticipation in our resources we must
release her victims from the economic

“slavery that she is imposing upon
them.”
Economic Principles.

It Is Well To Be Prepared For

London’ July :14~~Despite heavy
showers in the last few days the Ger-
mans seem about ready to open their
great summer battle—their mast pow-
erful and determined blow in the 1918
campaign. Ludendorff wants to score
a knockout and as quick decision.
France is likely to feel the full weight
of the great Germap army which has
undergone compjete reorgarfiistipn:
during the last month. Where will
the blow fall? It geems a safe guess
to select Paris as thé German objec-
tive. If this guess proves correct
then there is likely to be a resump-
tion of activities south of Montdidier
and possibly east of Rheims. That
Ludendorft will select a sector .um-
assailed hitherto in this campaign
seems probable, which would place
the chief attack somewhere between
Rheims: and Verdun, with possible
subsidiary drives between Montdidier
and the Marne,

Must Head -for Capital.

Recent allied raids, of which there
have been a great numbgly, Havp:

there have been indications of move-
ments southward in the last fortnight
Political  reasons djctate a German
effort against Paris. Although events
disproved the frequent forecast of a
renewal of the German attack, ‘there
seems no doubt that this time great
blows are imminent. Foch certainly
won’t be caught napping and the eme
my will meet stiff obstacles, what-
ever road to Paris he selects,

Because Ludendorff will attack, re-
gardiess of the initial cost it is well
to be prepared for enemy advances
during the first days. Rither aide Is
bound to win ground under the pres-
ent system of offense and defense.

Pursuing
exactly the same policy of weakening
the ‘Allies will to cbntinue fighting,
Count Hertling makes the statement
that Germany has no intention of keep-
ing Belgium in any form whatever,
while Von Kuehlmann's activities dir-
ected toward a peace by negotiation
may be “expected to increase rather
than diminish now that he can pose
as the leader of the moderates, oppos-
ing the extreme pan-Germans.

All Want Peace

Undoubtedly all the parties in Ger-
many want peace this year. The only
difference between the military party
and Von Kuehlmann appears to be that
the Militdrists believe that they can
strike a victorious blow befare Jegot-
iations begin, while Von Kuehlmann,
who states that no military decision is
possible, desires to endeavor to open
negotiations immediately. Although
Count Hertling and Von Kuehimann
hold different opinions about the meth-
ods to be employed, they both aim
at German peace offerings of concess-
ions in the west in return for a free
hand in the east, but Von Hertling
and Von Kuehlmann are framkly out
for ¢onquests in one forml or another.

HARE SAY I
PEACE TERMS

Premier Lloyd George 'l'glks
To Canadian Editors
Visiting England.

WHEN PEACE COMES
IT MUST BE REAL
Dominions Will Have Right
To Be Consulted on Pol-
icy Beforehand.

ALL CONCERNED IN
GENERAL AGREEMENT

This War Must Not Add One
Square Yard To German
Territory.

Londom, July 13~—The governments
of the British dominions will have a
voice in determining the terms of
peace, according to Mr, Lloyd George,
The prime ministér made this state-
ment in a speech at a dinner given
in honor of the Canadian editors who
are visiting England, at which Lord
Beaverbrook was the host.

“This is a war in which we engaged
the empire,” said the premder, “when
we had mo time to consult the domin.
touummlkymdithpoﬂocuym:m
that the policy which we adopted o
protect small nations in Europe was a
policy which we embarked upon with-
out any consultation with the domin-
lons, But . you approved of it. Hence-
forth you have the right to be consult-
ed as to the policy beforehand, and
this is the change which has been
effected as a result of the war.

Will Have Voice.

“The contributions . which you have
made to emforce these treaties have
given undeniable right to a voice in
fashioning the policy which may com-
mit you, and for that reason an imper-
ial war cabinet isa reality.

“Another point in which you must
have a voice is the settlement of the
conditions of peace. We have discuss-
ed war aims and the conditions under
which we are prepared to make peace
at the war cabinet. . We arnived at an
agreement on the subject last year
with the representatives of the domin-
ions, and.we shall reconsider the same
problems in the light of events which
have occurred since-—and we shall con-
sider the whole of these problems, I
have no doubt, in the course of the
next few weeks. o

“Canada and Australia and N€wZea-
land, yes—and Newfoundland—they
have all contributed their share of sac-
rifice and they are entitled to an equal
voice with' the representatives of these
islands—will determine the conditions
under which we are prepared to make
peace. Unless I am mistaken, we are
pretty well,in agreement upon them.

Must Be Real Peace.

“There must be no huggerimugger
peace. It must be a real peace. We
are not waging war for the sake of
killing or of being killed, but for the
sake of establishing a just and durable
peace for the world. You cannot make
peace unless it is both just and likely
to endure,

“We in this country who have lost
hundréds of thousands and have had
millions maimed, and slain, whose cas-
ualties have amounted to scores of
thousands—and Austipilia too has play-
ed her share in these things-—are not
making these sacrifices in order {o es-
tablish & fraud on this earth, and any-
thing less than a real peace will be
defrauding, not this generation, but the
next generation; it will be defrauding
humanity.

“Germany has waged three wars, and
each time she has added through these
iwars to her sirength, to her power, to
ihar guidance, to her inflience, and
each successive war she has waged has
iinevitably encouraged her on to the
‘next. 1If she had had one check you
,would not have had this war. If this
,war succeeds in adding one square
yard to her territory, of adding one
cubic to her stature, of adding a single
!iota to her strength, it will simply
raise their idea of militarism, for
which the world is being sacrificed
at the present moment,

‘The god of brute force must this
time forever be brokem, and burnt in
its own furnace.”

Montreal, July 14.—An emergen:
cy meeting of the Canadian Rail-
way War Board came to an end
thﬁn afternoon in the despatch of
a letter to the representatives of
the railway federated trades stat-
ing that the board would not raise
its offer of the McAdoo award,
rejected by the men’s representa-
tives on Friday last. This is
taken to mean that unless either
side recedes from its position fhe
men will walk out Tuesday. It is
unofficially understood that the
board bases fits position chiefly
upon the alleged fact that the em-
ployes threatening to strike, though
constituting the " entire class in
Canada, are only ten per cent. of
their international union, the other
ninety per cent. being Americans
who, it is sald, are accepting what
the Canadians are rejecting. Ac-
cording to the board the granting
of the, men's demands would
further mean proportionately high
increases to all ranks in railway
employ, and would involve “either
bankruptey for every road in Can-
ada, including the C. P. R., or the
imposition of freight rates so high
that Canadian industry would be
absolutely barred from any share
in export business and domestic
costs of living and manufacture
would reach runious heights.”

SOCIALISTS AGREE
ON WAR AIMS

British Labor Party Receives
Reply From European
Brethern.

Northampton, England, July 13—
Arthur Hepderson, labor leader and
former member of the British war
ogbinet, speaking today at a labor
conference here, said the British labor
party last month had succeeded in
getting its statement of war aims
into the hands of the Socialists of
enemy countries, and that five replies
thus far had been received.

“The first reply came from the Bul-
garian Socialists who accepted prac-
tically all the gemeral points of our
memorandum. a

“The second reply came from the
Hungarian workers who have sub-
mitted to the Stockholm committee a
statement of policy much on the lines
of our memo.

“The third reply came from the
Austrian Socialists who accepted the
principles of the inter-allled memo-
randum as a basis for discussion.

“The fourth reply came from -the
German minority Socialists, who sub-
mitted a‘statement to the Stockholm
committee on the lines of he inter
allied memo.

“The fifth and the most significant
reply came from thé German majority
Socialists who declared their willing-
ness to take part in an international
conversaton on the bass of the pro-
posals made by the neutral Socialists,

“It also seems clear that the Ger-
man majority Socialists accept virtu-
ally all the principles of the inters
allied memo.”

N. F. CONSCRIPTION
LAW SUCCESSFUL

St. John's, Nfid., July 14.—Newfound
land’s comscription law, which went
into effect six weeks ago, has operated

foundland regiment is recruited to full
war strength. It is not expected that
a second draft call will be made un-
til autumn at the close of the sea-
son for fishing, Newfoundland's vital
industry.

Bad weather continues to prevail og
the greater portion of the hattle front
in rance and Flanders and the military
operations are still far below normal.
Nowhere have there been any engage-
ment arising in importance above
trench raids and' patrol encounters. On
several sectors, however, the big guns
are constantly hammering away at ops
posing positions, particularly on ithe
American front along the , Marne,
where the activity o6f the long range
pieces has increased perceptibly; on
the sectors held by the British neapr
Albert, Kemmell Hill and Ypres, and
near Corcy, where the French are face
to face with the enemy.

As yet there is no indication that the
date for the commencement of the ex-
pected grand offensive by the Germans,
the battle which it is thought wil
prove the greatest effort the enemy has
yet made—is at hand.

Expect Big Drive.

The military observers, however,
still incline to the belief that with a
cessation of the rains, the drifting
away of the low-lying clouds and a re-
turn to clear skies an attempt at a big
drive or the piercing of the allied front
will be made.

All apparently is in readiness in the
Entente camps for any eventualities,
and supreme confidence evidently pre-
vails among the commanders that the
men and guns the enemy will have to
face will prove an insurmountable bar-
rier to Paris or the channel ports.

In Macedonia.

The British troops in Macedonia
seemingly have started an operation
against the Teutonic Allies which may
develop westward along fhe battle
front and eventually conform with the
successful drive which is being carried
out by the French and Italians in Al-
bania. West of the town of Doiran,
which lies on the railroad north of
Saloniki, the British have delivered a
blow against the Bulgarians which was
productive of good results. Details of
the operation are lacking, but it is not
unreasonable to assume that it had in
view the ultimate character of the rail-
road line running northward from Us-
kub and the outflanking of the enemy
lines northeast of Monastir.

British tSatement.

Meanwhile in Albania, the French
and Italians are giving the enemy no
rest, pressing him back daily mile after
mile over the trackless country and
capturing strategic positions and vil-
lages. The latest French official com-
munication shows that the French
troops have taken the villages of Narta
and Gramshi, which brings their east-
ern flank apprevlnl&ly nearer Lake Och-
rida.

The morale of the Austrians is de-
clared to be extremely bad and num-
erous surrenders of the war-worn sol-
diers are reported constantly to be tak-
ing place.

London, July 14.—German raiding
troops who last night attempted to
penetrate the British lines east of
Locre were repulsed with loss, the Bri-
tish war offiye announced today. The
German artill\y ‘was active in the re-
gions of Albert, Kemmel  Hill and
Ypres.

"The president has stated them in mem-
orable words. On January Sth he ad-
vocated ‘the removal so far as possible
of all economic barriers, and the es-
itablishment of an equality of trade
among all the nations conscsing to
|peace and associating themselves for
lits maintchance.” On December 4th he
'had already defined the qualifications
for membership in this association of
nations in words the wisdom and im-
portance of which have been rendered
‘doubly evident by all we know of the
policy of domination, oxploitation and
exclusiveness introduced by Germany
{into all her peace treaties, and forced
by her upon her allies. In that speech
he considered what would be the situ-
ation if the German people ‘shouM
still, after the war was over, continue
1p be obliged to live under ambitious
and infriguing masters interested to
disturb the peace of the world’ ana
|pointed out that it might then be im-
possible to admit them either ‘to the
partnership of nations which must
‘henceforth guarantee the world's
peace’ or ‘to the free economic inter-
cource which must inevitably spring
wout of the other partnerships of a real
(peace.”

Right of Nations.

“To these declarations we give our
‘warmest assent. But do these declara-
tions mnecessarily mean that we—the
associated nations—are to have no pro-
tective tariffs and no intermational
competition in trade afiter the war? No.
Everyone is agreed as to that. In the
words of the programme of the Inter-
Allied Labor Conference, ‘the right of
each nation to the defence of its own
economic interests, and, in face of the
world shortage hereinafter mentioned,
to the comservation of a sufficiency of
foodstuffs and materials, cannot be de-
Mnied.

Protect Citizens.

“Each member of the association of
mations may have to protect its citi.
zens in one way or another after the
‘war, but our aim must be a compre-
thenstve arrangement of liberal inter-
wcourse with all members of the associa~
itlon by which each one of us, while
preserving his own national security,
ey contribute to meet the needs and
aild in the developpment of his fellow
muembers. Nor, of eourse, can our ar-
.rangemom for mutual assistance ex-
_clude all competition, though we are
most anxious that co-operatiofi should
{be the keynote of our commenrcial re-
lations. " Our feelings in this matter
cannot be better described than in the
words of Mr. James A. Farrell to the
¥Foreign Trade Council, namely:

® ‘The sacrifices that are being cheer-
fully endured today by men engaged in
Joreign commerce in the necessary
curtailment of their business through
the conservation of shipping are an
earnest . of the elevation of
method and of purpose which will con-
trol the conduct of our external trade
in the future.’
spect the rights of others. Before

we can offer her any participation in!
our resources she must release l\er[

‘While the war continues we must
take measures of war all the steps
required to destroy the economic
basis of her military effort.

“When peace {s restored the place
of Germany in the Commonwealth of
Nations will be determined by the test
established by President Wilson. It
she abandons her old ways and her
restless and aggressive policy, if she
ceases to use economic policles as a
‘Yreparation for farther war, we hall
not be slow to recognize the change.
“The sacrifices for which this war has
called are too great and too bitter
to permit of our neglecting the Pres!-
dent’s warning that a complete change
of mind snd purpose in her govern-
ment are the necessary preliminaries
to her admission to participation in
.our econ»me partnerships.

No Selfish Policy.

“Neither the United States nor the
British Empire has pursued or will
pursue any selfish policy. The pre-
occupa/dons of our internal re-con-
structiyn will never blind us to the
obligafions which we owe to our as-
sociat(s, or limit the fullness and
frankriess of our discussions with
them. There must be no jelousy be-
tweer; us, and no suspicions. I hope
the t'me is not far off when we shall
meet round the council board to dis-
cuss In detail the Bconomic Associa-
tions; which will combine the resources
of the ctvilized world in the joint work
of 1econstructon and the restoration
of prosperity.”

“‘There is but one obstacle to this
economic association of nations.

cally As Her Counterpart, Joan of Arc, Saved
France in Its Hour of Peril.

Joan of Arc, but how many persons
ever heard of Julla Duguesclin? Yet
she saved her country. Just as dra-
matically as her counterpart saved
France in its hour of peril

Julia Duguesclin was a nun—a de
voted, plous nun—deeply engrossed in
her vocation and living quietly and
happily in & convent in the Duchy of

Brittany. The English engaged in a war

to support of the title of John of Mont-
fert to the soverignty. They invad-
ed the country and soon what had been
a scene of peace and tranquility was
transformed into a battleflald. Whole
regions were devastated and the con-
querors appeared to be having every-
thing their own way. Many of the in-
habitants fled for their lives and law
and order were practically suspended.
The order of which Julia Duguesclin

'was a member was compeled to vacate

his convert, which has taken posses-
sion of by the enemy. With other sis-
sters has retired to the fortress of Pon-
torson.

They spent many anxious hours in
this retreat. The brother of Julia was
Bertrand Dugesclin one of the bravest
generals of the army of Brittany. He
was in another part of the country at
this time, valiantly struggling to hold
back the invaders. It was at this

fortress of Pontorson. After the usual
formalities the fortress was called up-
on to surrender. It was a critical mo-
ment in the war. If the English gained
this stronghold they would be victor-
jous beyond the shadow of a doubt. The
number of English outside the walls of
ithe fortress was comparatively small.
In addition to this they lacked a com-
mander—and that is fatal to any cause,
either in peace or in war. The situa.
tion may be compressed into one signi-
ficant sentence:

They wete on the verge of surrender.

It was then that the red blood of the
Duguesclins began to assert itself in
the veins of the pious nun. She turned
to the timid soldiers and told them
that it was their duty to assert them-
selves in behalf of their country. It
was a clarion call to arms. It had the
desired effect. They were electrified by
her eloguence and her patriotism, and
one and all agreed to stand by her to
the bitter end. A defiant reply was giv-
en to the ememy and then both sides
prepared to do battle. Julia donned
her brother’s coat of mail and, mount-
ing the ramparts of the fortress, pre-
pared for the most determined de-
fence

It. was a bloody battle, a desperately
fought battle, and men were killed and
wounded on both sides. For a time it
was difficult to tell how it would end.
There was a wavering of those inside
the citadel, but in the midst of it the
voice of the brave nun was heard urg-
ing them to renewed effort. It had the
desired effect. They rallied, and from
that moment it became evident that the
assault upon the fortress was to be a
failure. Those of the opposing forcas
who succeeded in gaining the ramparts
were hurled below with great loss and
the English were repulsed on all sides,
Their great offensive failed and they
prepared to retreat in good order.

But the nun who had made it poss-
ible for her coumtry people to win this
victory was not satisfled with saving
the garrison, ordered the gates to be
thrown open and the enemy to be pur-
sued: The men obeyed her implicity
and, marching out, pursued the enemy
relentlessly.

That in itself, would have been an
unexampled victory for Britanny, but
more was to follow. General Dugues-
clin—her brother—who had been en-
gaged upon an expedition in harrying
the English and their Montfort allies,
chanced to be returning home at the
very time the attack was being made
upon the fortress of Pontorson. He
was on the main road leading to this
citadel when he saw the enemy flecing
toward him. But his imagination sup-
plied the story to his quick mind. They
were being repulsed and pursued by
the forces of Brittany. He quickly
drew up his army for action. Thus the
foe was caught between two armies,
It was trapped.

They did not surrender without mak-
ing resstance, but the battle was
hopeless from the outset. The English
army was neanly destroyed and its
commander was made a prisoner. Ber-
trand Duguesclin was overjoyed at the
result which had come so unexpected-

(From Chambers’'s Journal.)
There has emerged one new and
remarkable feature in our literature
during the war, the wonderful pro-
duction of verse, and the desire of
the public for it. Pain is endured,
passions are wrung, dormant senses
are quickened, and beauty in
strange places is received. The es-
sences of life are discovered. So
the human spirit has craved for
new forms of expression, emancipated
from the old dull moulds, something
to convey the people’s moods, their
ecstasies, griefs and sorrows, their
heavenly hopes. So those who had
perhaps scarcely glanced at the poet-
ry of their tongue betook themselves
to the postic form to state their new
emotions. Not for an age has so
much poetry—and good poetry among
it—been produced, and never so much
of it bought and read. The tragedy
of Rupert Brooke—perhaps the most
promising poet since the days of
Keats—who gave his life at the Dar-
danelles when in the first bloom of
youth, sent the new vogue broadcast
through town and country. If among
the multitude of new poets mone has
been discovered of whom it is thought
that he may repair the loss of Rupert
Brooke, many have done good work,
and theilr general endeavor and the
public appreciation’ and training may
be of good future service For this
vogue of mew verse has naturally led
to a new consideration of the classics,
Shelley has heen mentioned in subur-
ban drawing rooms; Byron has been
bought by mnorthern manufacturers.
Much ignorance has been dispelled;
a taste and a feeling for poetry have
been enlisted: the music of words in
rhythm has made its appeal in unsus-

‘ IN THE WORLD |

(From La Patrie, Montreal.)
From official statistics compiled by
the International Institute of Agricul-
ture it appears that Canadians are the
greatest bread eaters in the world,
with the sole exception of the Danes.
In Denmark the average consumption
of wheat per annum and per capita
during the three first years of the war
reached 428 pounds, which easily beats
all records. Canada comes second
with an annual consumption of 192
pounds per capita. Spain is in the
third place with 163.

The people of the United Kingdom
and those of Norway consume 93
pounds per head per annum. In

Sweden the annual comsumption for
each individual has been 103 pounds;
for the United States and Japan only
80, about half of the Canadian con-
sumption. 2

In France war rationing has not
imposed serious privations. The aver-
age consumption for the three first
years of the war was 53 pounds per
capita per annum. It was slightly
less than 50 in Egypt and Tunis.
According to the same statistics the
peovla who eat the least bread are
Italians and Argentines, who use only

12 pounds per capita per eonum

THOS. K. McGEACHY,
ST. STEPHEN, DEAD

Was Well Known Customs
Official and Highly Esteem-
ed—Native of St. John.

St. Stephen, July 14—Thomas K.
McGeachy of His Majesty’s customs
service, passed away at the Chipman
Memorial Hospital this morning after
a heroic fight against an internal trou-
ble borne for several years but which
he only acknowledged to his family
about two weeks ago. He was a gentle-
man of the old school who would have
scorned to do an unworthy act and
whose kindly nature held for him the
esteem of all. He was a native of St.
John, aged 78 years, five months, but
had resided in 8t. Stephen since young
manhood.

For many years he was employed as
accountant with W. B. King & Co.,
and thelr suceessors in the wholesale
groocery business. About fifteen years
ago he was appointed to the customs
service and performed his duties with
a conscientiousness that characterized
his life, but with conmstant courtesy
that held for him the universal esteem
of the community. He was one of the
board of assessors of the town at the
time of his regretted demise and had
held that office many years. He was
an elder of the Presbyterian church
for very many years and was an un-
assuming but worthy member of the
church. His place in the esteem of the
community was a unique one and
will not soon be filled. In politics he
was a staunch Liberal. He is sur
vived by a wife, one daughter, Miss
Annfe at home; and two sons, Alex-
ander, of Niagara Falls and Dugald

The eldest son, Duncan, went over-
seas with the 55th battalion and has
been missing in France for two years.

The Government was constantly tor-
turing and terrorizing the Ulsterites,
Sir Bdward declared, and in the mids{
of this great world-war, the indignity
was put upon them of being threat-
ened with subjection to those who had
not the faintest conception of what the
words freedom and liberty meant.

Many brave Ulster Orangemen now
were sleeping their last sleep in
France and Flanders, he said, and be-
tore they left their home shores the
Government gave them a promise that
as long as they remained away and
the war lasted, there would be no ques-
tion raised of home rule.

“We will,” Sir Edward declared,
keep that promise so far as we are
concermed, come what will.”

He said he was sorry to see that
some men ¢f his party in England ap-
parently were weakening on the ques-
tion of home rule.

NEW HIGHWAY BRIDGE
OVER THE AROOSTOOK

Structure Connects Aroostook
Junction With Four Falls
and Grand Falls.

Special to The Standard.

Aroostook Jet, N, B, July 14—A
new highway bridge has been opened
for traffic over the Aroostook river
at Aroostook Junction, just above its
confluence with the noble St. John
River, and connecting Aroostook Jume-
tion with Four Falls, and Grand Falls,
and about two miles below Aroestook
Falls, where the Maime and New
Brunswick Power Co.'s power plant
is situated.

This bridge is one of the most beau-
tiful and up-to-date bridges in the

The sub-structure contract was let
to engineers and contractors, St. John,
and consists of two concrete plers
and two abutments.
