J. A. Stewart, Minister of Railways, refuted the charges
made by Mr. Jas. Murdock, member of the late Board of
Commerce, and who is campaigning with Hon. W.'L.. Mac-
kenzie King: Mr. Murdock is vice-president of the Brother-
hood of Railway Trainmen, and is Liberal candidate in

South Toronto,

Senator Robertson, who sssamied full responsibility for

the appointment of Mr. Murdock to the Court of Commerce,
(talso stated thap “during the war, and since, twenty-four per
sons, regarded as specially representing labor, were appoint-
ed on various boards and commissions established by the

Government for special purposes.

All save one of these

twenty-four: persois acquitted themselves creditably in per-

forming the tasks assigned ‘to them.

I have to assume full

responsibility for the single exception, which was' the ap-
pointment of Mr. Murdock upon the Board of Commerce.”

Murdoch a Fizzle,

The Minister of Labor denied that
‘the Court of Commerce was the out-
come of the Winnipeg strike, but that

. it ‘had been projected befiore the arm-
istice, and a Cabinet Committee had
recommended its inauguration in 1918
and in 1919, a parliamentary commit-
tee of all partieg made a similar re-
port. The court had failed in its work
as during the five war years the avep

‘age annual increase in ‘cost of
budget. was $1.57 per week, while from
July, 1919, to July, 1920, under the
court of commerce control, the in-
créase per. week for this one year
was $4.90. The failure of the Conrt
of Commerce wag due, according to
Senator Robertson, by its failure “to
follow the policy of the Canada Food
Board and the Cost of Living Com-
missioner, which had proven success-
ful in minimizing the increase in cost
of living to that date. New tactics
and policies were adopted and the at-
tention of the board directed not to
the control of the profits of those who
were handling goods, but rather a
direct attack upon the producers of
those goods.”

With the resignation of the chair-
man and W. F. O’Connor, Mr. Murdock
waé left in full control, and insty.d of
acting he also retired. Owing to the
faflure of the. court the govermment
had mot filled the vacancies. Mr,
Murdock had made no financiat sacri
fice in retiring from the Court of
Comrmerce, claimed' Senator Rober+/
son, as he rpturned to his railway
hrotherhood position—held open for
kim—at practically the same salary.

King’s Labor Record.

Senator Robertson expressed sur
prise that Me. Mardock should be sup-
porting Mr. Mackenzie King, whose
labor record was such as t0 make
every friend of labor his opponent.
Mr. King had betrayed the trust of
the CGrand Trunk conductors and
trainmen, on striky fn 1910, and Me.
Murdock was fully aware of this be-
trayal. Justice had mnot been domne
these employes amtil the advent of the
Conservative government in 1911. Mr,
King had in his possession an agree-
ment entered into between himseld,
Hon. Wm. Pugsley and Hon. L. P.
Brodeur om behalf of the government
with the Grand Trunk Company,
which guaranteed the satisfactory te-
instatement of the conductors and en-
gineers, If this agreement had been
made public in 1910 the men would
have received justice, but Mr. King
concealed it for ten years, keeping the
Grand Trunk employes and the public
in jgnorance of the existence of this
docament. * :

“One can only conjecture,” said the
Minister of Labor, “why hg aided the
Grand Trunk Company to keep out of
thelr employ for more than a year and
@ half upwards of 100 men, while at
the same time representing to the em-
ployes that the company had prom-

Played With Men.

O M. King's Amerfcan. labor re-
cord next received attention, and his
connection with the Rockefellers given
in detail from correspondence and the
report of the United States Comm s+
sion investigating the Colorado out-
rages. Mr. Rockefeller wrote Mr.
King on Aug. 1, 1914, which letter the
received the
same day as the declaration of ‘war
between Great Britain and Garmany,
and answered two days later. Nven
then he was confident of being ab.e
to devote his whole time to American
affairs after Oct. 1, 1914. In his ietter
Mr. King outlines his plan for the con-
trol of labor in thg Rockafeller amploy
in €olorado. The Industrial Commnis
sion appointed by the United States
goyernment to investizate the Colo
rado strike commented on Mr. King's
advice to Mr. Rockefeller as follows:

“It is unnecessary to dwell here on
the circumstance that Mr, King spexks
of ‘the shadow of recognition,’ ind
cat) that he sees the labor problem
ad nferely onme of securing for the
workers a /decent degree of physical
welfare, and in no semnse as a& problem
‘of democratiging industry, and freeing
the wage earner from arbitrary econo
mic control. Nor does Mr. King hesi
tate to advige Mr. Rockefeller, as an
'mployer, how he may take advantage
of a sitnation produced by the war
to defeat the aspirations of the wok-
ers, and force them to take about what
he desires to give. Mr. King's rer
$onal bent is not of great importaunce
In connection with the Colorado sitna-
tion, althongh it is of the greatest im-
portance in determining what mav be
expected of the Rockefeller Founda-
tion proposed investigation in the fi sid
of industriat relations.”

Mr. King refused to answer many
questions, and the commission asked
that he be summoned before Congrass
and compelled to do so, Concludirg,
Senator Robertson said:

The Get-Acquainted Club.

The marriage markets are becom
ing an established feature of the life
of hundreds of villages and towns.
Usually they are held on the regular
weekly market day, but sometimes
there are special markets with noth-
ing on exhibition but the girls and
their admirers, The idea. was pro-
moted, we suppose, partly for the pur
pose of attracting young men from a
It might be
supposed that the young mem in any
particular neighborhood would have
plenty of opportunities of meeting the
young ladies in the same parish and
forming their own opinions as to their
value as wives, The marriage mar-
ket gives the same opportunity to
young men from other parishes. They
have also the advantage of knowing
that the girls who display themselves
at the market are deairous of get-
ting married and are not committed
to some unknown rival. It must of-
ten happen that for many reasons a
girl would mot make such a strong
appeal to the young men with whom
she has grown up as to a stranger who
sees her for the first time.

Catalogue of Beauty.

The girls are selected for the mar-
ket by men who are supposed to be
good judges of looks and who under
stand thoroughly the sort of wife a
young Frenchman should have. These
experts travel about the country—at
whose instance is not explained—and
make a list of all the marriageable
girls in the neighborhood. These are
classified according to age, and looks,
and build, and their various qualifica-
tions are noted. These items are set
down on a card, which s supplied each
girl, and she is invited to present her-
gelf at the next market, where a spec-
ial place is reserved for the contest-
ants., BPach girl comes provided with
a large red parasel, which advartises
her quest, besides offering her pro-
tection against sun and rain, It also
serves the purpose of a small tent
when a prospective husband wishes
to make an examination at close quar-
ters, and even, as we are told, help
himself to a sample embrace.

Few Without Offers.

For a casual kiss the girl merely
lowers her parasol to fend off the
eves of the curious, but when the
investigator desires to refresh him-
self more copiously, she turns her back
upon the spectators and holds the
parasol in such a way that both are
shut off from public view. This ges-
ture with the parasol is usually a sig-
na! for applause, because it is suppos-
ed that the man and the ginl are
strongly attracted angl that a marriage
is likely to result. At the close of
the market there is a gemeral jollifi-
cation, and many of the girls walk off
with their new friends to complete the
plans for their marriage.

Sodden skies and a gray, chilling
rain all through the day seemed to
mark the mourning of his home coun-
try for the unknown dead returned
from the battlegrounds of France. But
no jot of the fmll meeyl of honor was
denied .the homecoming warrior on
that account. From the highest offi-

the last soldiér, sailor and merine in
its service, rain and cold meant noth-
ing beside the desire to do homor to
the heroic dead.

Today's ceremonies were brief. They
began when the far boom of saluting
guns down the Potomac signalled the
coming of the cruiser Olympia, and
ended when President and Mrs. Hard-
ing entered the hall and at once all
the lights were flashed om in the
dim ohamber. Mrs. Harding stepped
forward and laid a wide white ribbon
across the rain soaked flag on the
casket. Following her, the President
pinned to the ribbon a eilver shield
of the United States, set with forty-
eight golden stars. Then a great
wreath of crimson roses was handed
to the President and he laid it gently
on the casket near the head. Next
came Vice-President Coolidge and
Speaker Gillett of the House of Re-
presentatives, who laid in place the
tribute of Congress, a wreath of pink
roses and snapdragons. The only
spectators of these simple ceremonies
were the few clustered in the door-
ways of the great chamber. The last
wreath placed, those who had brought
them * withdrew., The lights were
switched off, all but & few shaded
electrics high up among the pMlars
above the sculptured walls.

He came here from the
Maritime Provinces about 1890, when
a mere boy, and got a job at driving a
beer wagon at $8 a week. His capl:
tal was that $8, great physical
strength, an engaging smile and an
eye for business. He soon was able to
drive fast horses, wager big money on
prizefights and {lluminate his shirt
front with a diamond the size of a
nutmeg.
He built the Globe Hotel, where for
years he entertained woodsmen and
miscellaneous laborers with food,
drink and excitement. Most of his
guests were from the provinces, and
many of them old friends. When they
came down to Bangor in the spring
with thelr winter wages they put up
straight for the Globe, and there they
stuck till the last cent was gone.
There were only two drinks in Me-
Kinnon’s Globe Hotel bar—whiskey
and beer. The whiskey was in differ-
ent bottles, under different labels, but
it was all the same kind—bad. It was
powerful, however, and the woodsmen
liked it. It burned all the way down,
80 that 8 man felt that he Had got his
money’s worth.
For the entertainment of his guests
and sundry friends from the local
sporting world Pope had a big base
ment room, popularly known as “the
bull pen,” wherein he conducted box-
ing bouts and cock fights at all sorts
of hours on any day in the week. Only
those participating in the festivities,
reporters and police kwew how fast
things worked at Pope's, and they
never cared to deprive life hersabout
of its most rugged joys.
McKinnon was one of those men
who would try anything outside the
liquor buiness once, ssicking to liquor
as a steady dependence, but venturing
into strange flelds with plenty of con-
fidence and money to back it.

Among. other things at which Mc-
Kinnon tried his hand was the motion
picture business. He first fitted up a
small house that looked pretty but
which  when filled to capacity at a
nickel a seat, held only about $24,
while the expense far outran that fig-
ure. When this dawned upon him he
leased a fine site uptown, just after
the big fire of 1911 had swept a path
through Bangor, and thereom built
what now is the Park Theatre.

Such a thing as a prisoner in jail
taking a contract to do work for the
county may seem fantastic. But Mc-
Kinnon did that same while he was
serving a short sentence in Bangor Jjail
for liguor selling. The county had ad-
vertised for bids for the removal of
an old stable near the jail, and McKin-
non, reading the notice, put in a
bid.

Then he got tffe Sher-
Iff to release a number of prisoners
from their regular tasks in the Jail
work pulling down the stabie.

Permanent And

Lasting Peace

Delegates from Antipodes
Hopeful of Conference at
Washington.

Victoria, B. C., November 9.—“There
is no country in the worid to which
the prospect of permanent peace
would be more welcome than to Aus-
tralia,” declared Hon. Senator G. F.
Pearce, Minister of Defence for the
Commonwealth of Austrelia, an offic-
ial delegate for Australia to the Wash-
ington conference on ithe limitation of
armaments who, accompanied by Sir
John Salmond, judge of the Supreme
Court of New Zealand and former so-
licitorgeneral, the New Zealand Tep-
resentative of the conference, arniv-
ed here this morning from Australia
on board the Australian liner Niagara.
“We have a vast continent. to de-
velop,” said Senator Pearce. “We
desire no expansion of territory over-
seas, and if we can be amsured that
our safety and the maintenance of our
racial integrity is menaced by none,
we would welcome any equitable plan
that will save us from the awful
waste of warlike preparations.”
“New Zealand has a special inter-
est in the peace of the Pacific and
the settlement of these imtermational
difficulties apd rivalry by which that
peace may be threatened in the fu-
ture,” deciared Sir John Salmond.
“We are going to the Washington con-
ference with an open mind and New
Zealand expects the accomplishment
of great things leading to the future
peace of the world as the outcome of
the deliberations at the conference,”
he said:

“The Washington conferemce may
prove to be‘an evemt of profound
significance in the history of inter-
national relations. The shadow of
national animosities and misunder-
standings and of the rival ambitions
of competing states still darkens the
world and in times of peace we will
ai countless cost, prepare for war.”

Expert Nl;.alutgpinion, Does
Not Give Plane Chief Place
in Coixfcrence.v

Washington, D. C., Nov, 9.—~In spite
of the rather insistent reports to the
contrary, there has been no break in
the Navy Department relative to the
factors of the limitations agenda.
While there are a few officers in the
army air service and a few retired
naval officérs who believe the airplane
is the supreme unit of power o¥ which
all disoussfons of limitations must be
pased the Navy Department is united
throughout all its bureaus on the fact
that the eapital ship is the issue at
stake,

The very general opinion is that the

alrplane in no way has supplanted the
surface warship of any type nor does
it serlfously menace the existence of
any protected type. Also, the general
belief is that the plane never will be
able to supplant any of the existing
types in:the future because of its limit-
ations.
Because of this opinion the plane n
doubt will be considered at the confer
ence like the destroyer, the submarine
or the light ecruiser; as an auxlilary
type to the main fact, the capital $hip,
Many officers of the aviation arm
are practically of the same opinion.
After a tour-of the Department from
one bureauw to the other one is con-
vinced that this is the general opin-
ion of the navy as a whole,

England Sticks to Battieships.

It is not likely that any of the ma-
tions taking part fn the conferance
will raise any question as to the posi:
tion of the plane in naval warfare.
Practically the same opinion prevails
throughout the civilized world. Eng-
land has fully tested the powers of the
planes to her éwn satisfaction and has
decided to build battleships, in the
event the conference permits. Japan
seems to be following the British ideas
in this respect, and while France In
tends to build cruisers of great size,
she has not lost sight of the fact that
the battleship is the backbone of a
navy that it has been so throughout
the history of civilizatiop. Italy also
clings to the battles\lp idew, although
the lack of funds precludes putting the
idea into effect.

Throughout the centuries of civiliza-
tion the battleship has been the dom!
nant naval type. The charge of ex-
treme conservatism against our navy
is ridiculous. In. the early ages the
battleship was the oared gallery, then
it was the sailing ship-of-line, then the
steam frigate, then the monitor, the
pre-dreadnought type, the dreadnought
type and ‘mow it is the post-Jutland
type battleship. The progress is ap-
parent, When developments are made
they are adopted by every navy in the
world.

Work of Planes Limited,

The most damning proof aguinst the
plane as &be supreme naval type is
that no nation evem comsiders its ac-
tual sdoptiofi ks the main fighting type.
One of the: greatest problems coming
under the limitations agenda is the
safety. of the sea lanes. This will re.
quire an armed patrol capable of
craising rapidly for thousands of
milas, whether either disarmament or
the limitation of armaments is achiev-
ed. When the planes have proved con-
clusively that they could not operate
at a distance of even 250 miles off the
coast, they proved that they never will
be able to operate successfully against
a fast commerce raider, as the work
necessitates a cruising radius impos-
sible to the plane, and it would re
quire the plane to work under weather
conditions which are also impossible
to them.
The position of the plane in naval
armaments and in the limitations
agenda is perfectly clear. It is an aux.
iliary type to spot the long range, big
gunfire of the battleship, to operate as
a fast scout for short distance work
and with all of the above duties de-
pending on the weather. 1t is only too
clear that none of the duties suggest
sea control, the ultimate object of all
naval Powers. If developments in the
use of airplanes which will seriously
affect the power of any nation are to
come they will have to be dealt with
as they appear. The arms conference
is no place to indulge in any idle
dreams.

America's geographical position has
a great deal to do with her attitnde
toward aviation, either as a means of
defence or to guard against aerial at-
tack. In order to attack the United
States from the air a tremendous force
would be required, and this force
would have to be transported over
either the Atlantic or the Pmetfic
Ocean, ay the case might be, M the
first place this wonld mean a huge
number of very large aircraft car-
riers, and no nation has sauch a force
at present or even contemplates one
at any future date, so far as ean be
ascertained at the various comamis.
sions.

YOUR WEIGHT

Any woman in ordinary good health
can lose from four to six pounds a
week by proper dieting. This does not
mean going without breakfast, or
luncheon, and attacking the morning
or afternoon duties with a headache or
a listless feeling. Dieting of that sort
pulls down the vitality and leaves one
gaunt in visage and depressed in spir-
its. Any diet means self-sacrifice and
superfluous pounds can never be drop-
ped without a little suffering and some
self-<control. The live, healthy tissues
of new fat will clamor to be fed and
will wail more or less as you starve
them to death—you must expect that.
But once you get your weight where
it belongs you will lose your famished
feeling and be quite comfortable again,
Remember the more weight you have,
the more you have to eat to feed that
weight. Once the weight has gone,
less food will satisfy you.

Exercise is fine for reducing weight,
but few of us have time to take enough
exercise to do any good. Dieting is
the more convemient way. These are
the things you must avoid as the
plague for at least four weeks: Pota-
toes, white bread, butter, desserts,
gravies, jams, preserves, ice cream,
beans, beets and salad oil. Take your
coffee without cream or sugar (you
will get to like # that way). And on
no account an jce cream soda or
sundae !

“But what is there left to make a
meal on ?” you ask in despair. A great
deal is left—plenty for anybody who s
trying to lose weight yet keep on with
dafly avocations. In the first place al-
ways get up from the table a wee bit
hungry. If you have eaten to reple-
tion you have eaten oo much for any
body on a diet. Realize that to lose
weight you must feel a little hungry—
there is no getting away from it ! But
there is a vast difference between roel-
ing a little hungry and starving for
fcod. And you need not get too num.
gry. You can always munch a dit of
unbuttered toast or nibble at a whole
wheat cracker—and no harm done to
your silthouette,

Eggless Rice Pudding.

‘Wash 1 cup rice, drain, add 1 cup
sugar, small piece of butter, a bit of
nutmeg and 2 quarts of milk.

Bake in a moderate oven about two
hours. Stir often, from the bottom so
rice will be well softened.

have arisen between railway workers
and the Fascisti, or extreme nation-
alists.

The trouble
arose over the railway men becoming
angry at members of the Fascisti who
were arriving in Rome waving flags
from the windows of a train. In the
fighting, revolver shots were exchang-
ed and one railway man was wounded.
After this disturbance a large crowd
of station porters and other employees
armed themselves and attacked an-
other train bringing in Fascisti. Dur-
ing the fighting which ensued the spec-
tators fled in all directions. The Gov-
ernment has taken severe measures td
insure order during the visit of the
Fascisti. Parades and meetings have
been prohibited. The strike is exPect-
ed to be a short one.

ers of the taxpayers, a policy which bas resuited in the purchase by the
Government of Canada of hundreds ¢f miles of railway in the United States
which is being used to divert Canadian trafic from Canadian ports in the
interests of our neighbors to the south. The people of Canada have be-
come the owmers, accidentally, of one or the most extensive railway sys
tems in the world * * A bugo Mileage of track, including the Grund
Trunk, has been added to the system operated by the Governmert aftar
the private owners found themselves face to face with bankruptcy, and
Hon. Mr. King is perfectly right in exposing the arnbitrary methods follow-
ed by the administration in bringing ibout the existing situation.

“Wiile Hon. Mr. Meighen is declaring that the Liberals would place
Canada at the mercy of the United States, the electors of this country ara
by no meams overlooking the fact tnat it was Mr. Meighen and his associ-
ates who purchased a railroad leading to Portland, Maine, with great ter-
minals and grain elevators, and that they are seeing to #t that this trans
portation system in United States territory and ending at a United States
port are being fed at the expense of thes Canadian roads and Canadian ports
The Government has placed the oountry in a position where this must be
done or a greater burden of taxation faced as a result of deficits on this
rallway feeder for Portland, Maine. What do the Canadian people think
of such a policy?

The foregoing is very interesting in view of all the events which
have happened since the N. T. & G. T. P. railways were first proposed by
the Laurier Government #a 1903. The proposal then wae that the Gov-
ernment should build the N. T. raflway from Moncton to Winnipeg at its
own expense, and that the Grand Trunk should build from Winnipeg to
the coast, about seventy-five per cent. of the cost of construction to be
guaranieed by the Government. The Government was to lease the N. T. R.
to the Grand Trunk for seven years free of charge, and at the expiration of
that time to grant a funther lease of it for fifty years at a rental equal to
three per cent. on the cost of construction. The whole system was there-
fore o come under the control of the Grand Trunk, whose ocean terminal
was at Partland, Maine,

The “rawness’ of this arrangement was at once apparent,
paturally the Grand Trunk, in its controlling would take care
care that all traffic originating in Central and Western Canada should be
routed over its own line to Portland, instead of over the N. T. R. to Marl-
time Province ports. No newspaper in Canada more bitterly opposed this
raflway proposal than did The Telegreph, as will be seen from the follow-
ing excerpts from its columns:-—

September 26tth., 1903.

“There is very little sentiment in ‘business.’ WhHe the Grand Trunk
maintains and improves #s8 vast terminal facilities at Portland, (Me.), as
long as its millions are invested there, and the haul to Portland is its short-

on List May Register.

Ottawa, Nov. 8—(By Canadian
Press)—Although the registration of
voters for the Federal elections closed
on Saturday, another opportunity is
provided for those who neglected to
register to place their names on the
lists. The voters’ lists, prepared by
the registrars in cities, towns and
villages of over 2,600 population, have
been handed to the Judges of the
County’ Courss or Judiclal Districts,
and revising officers appointed by
these judges will sit for six days, from
Monday, Nov. 14, to Saturday, Nov, 19,
for the purpose of adding names, or
making other authorized changes.
Subtractions cannot be made unless
two days’ notice by registered letter ia
given to the' persons objected to.
Places where revising officars will sit
will be advertised for four days.

If a person has been refused regils-
thation, he or she can, without pre-
vioys notice, dppear before the revis-
ing officers in person and ask to be
registered. Mistakes, such as the mis-
spelling of names of streets, may be
corrected without notice. Any person
in rural loecalities who, on election
day finds his name is not on the Hst,
may vote in the division in which he
lives by being vouched for by any
person whose name does not appear
on the Msts.

Washington, D. C, Nov. 8.—Tremen-
dous crowds are expected to come Lo
Washington the last of next week for
the burial of the Unknown Soldier at
Ariington Natiomal QCemetery and the
opening of the conference on the lim-
itation of armamemts. The advance
guard of the throng already is in the
city but the great inpom¥ Is anticipat-
ed for Thursday, Friday and Saturday
of next week.

Information received by the railroad
companies makes it certain that the
series of events will be oconsidered
equal to if not greater than the usual
inauguration ceremonies,

The most spectacular from the pub-
lic point of view of all thg events will
be that of November 11 on the oc-
casion of the burial of the Unknown
Soldier at Arlington. This will pro-
vide something specific for the public
to see, a funeral procession that will
be spectacular. The crowd intends,
of course, to remain over to see what
can be seen of the opening of the
conference on the following day. In
this, however, it 18 apt to be disap-
pointed for there will be mothing of
the spectacular at least so far as the
public is concerned. Groups of for-
eign dignitaries may be seen in pass-
ing automobiles, but little mare,

Some hotel reservations for the per-
iod have been made far in advance and
there is every indication that those
who bave not already made reserva-
tions will have to sleep in the parks
For e most part, bowever, hotel
rates have not increased. The fact
that the staffs of the various delega-
tions are housed in the different ho-
tels also has been a coniributing fea-
premium.

Guards of Mail Trains,
Trucks and Offices.

Washington, Nov. $—With ordérs
to shoot to kill it necessary to pre-
vent mail robberies, one thousand mar-
ines were ordered to duty today as
guards of mail trains and trucks at
post offices in fifteen cities. The men
will' be armed with pistols and sawed-
off shotguns, Postmaster General Hays
announced after a conference with
Major General Lejeune, Commandant
of the Marine Corps. The marines are
to be replaced eventually, he said, by
a special force recruited from the pos-
tal service.

Employees Suspended

The Postmaster-General
nounced that, as a result of the recent
New York robbery, orders had been
issued suspending from the service
the three New York post office offi-
cials—IHElijah E. Norris, superintendent
of mails; Henry Lippman, superinten-
dent of reglstry, and Walter S. Mayer,
superintendent of money orders. In-
vestigation of the New York robbery,
Mr. Hays declared, in a formal state-
ment, will be continued, “as the mat-
ter has not yet heen sufficiently de-
veloped to enable us to show d&finite-
ly whether or not there are othems
guilty of definite dereliction of duty.”
The robbery, he added, “should have
been and could have been prevented.”

Among the cities to which marines
will be sent for duty are Boston, New
York, Philadelphia, Cleveland, Rich-
mond, Atlanta, 8 St. Louis,
Minneapolis, Kansa v, Dallas, San
Francisco and Los Angeles”

Protect Mails To Last.

Germany, as a whole, doesn't want
any more war—not this generation at
least. Ut is fed up on war.

This  is my firm conviction after
talks with men in all walks of life in
Germany the past two years and a
careful observation of the trend of
thought and affairs in the mew Ger.
many.

France's alleged fear of a new Ger-
man invasion is, at the moment, a
senseless bugaboo, according not only
to Germans, but also to "English of-
ficers,

The one thing that can make that
fear an actuality, according to many
authorities, is a further growth of
“French chauvinism and militarism ”

Germany — undonbtedly forgetting
the ravages her arms made in France
—fails perhaps to see the ground for
French anxiety and bitterness. On the
other hand. the conviction is settling
even deeper in’ the German psychology,
that France, if ughindered by England,
would dismember Germany, leaving
her a bloodless land, without economic
strength. Germany is bitter over
France's play in Upper Silesia. Ger-
many resemnts comstant French pres-
sure in the west, and thinkg France
would emasculate the German indus.
trial region.

If You Are, Stop,
) Look, Listen

Take Along Plenty of Insect
Powder, Money, Patience
and Canned Heat.

Retrograd, Nov. 8.—Americans who
contemplate a trip to Soviet Russix
would do well to equip themselves
with an abundance of insect powder,
patience, optimism, warm clothing,
money and canned heat,

They will need the insect powder
long before they get to Russia. Bed-
bugs and cooties have taken a great
liking to the railway cars and hotels
in Poland, Lithuania, Latvie gnd Hs-
thonia.

IRISH PEACE
QUESTION IS
HANGING FIRE

No Important Develdpmc;nts
Expected to Occur Before
Next Week.

London, Nov. 8—The belief was ex.
pressed in high quarters here tonight
that it might be Mondav before any
important developments occurred in
the Irish situation. All partieg to the
megotiations were busy today in in.
formal discussion, but there will be
no specific move before Thursday’s
meeting between thg prime minister
and the membérs of the Ulster cabinet
in London. There is a hope that par-
liament may be prorogued Thursday,
and as Friday is Armistice Day, fur-
ther official conversations concerning
Ireland are likely to be adjourned un-
til Monday.

In addition to having informal talks
today with Mr. Lloyd George and
Lord Curzon, Sir James Craig, the
Ulster premier, was, busy consulting
with influential parliamentary leaders,
seeking their support for the Ulster
viewpoint in the Irish controversy.

Ne 8ign of Improvement.

Mr. Liloyd George presided over a
cabinet council tonight at which it is
understood the terms of the King's
speech proroguing parliament were
discussed. The speech is expected to
deal mainly with Irish affairs. Un-
official reports were current today
that, in the event that Thursday’s ¢on-
ference between the prime minister
and the Ulsterites shows the. impossi-
bility of an agreement being reached
with Ulster, the prime minister will
make *“a grave and important an-
nouncement to the House of Com-
mons.” This is commonly interpreted
as a threat that the prime minister
will resign if Ulster persists in an un-
reasonable attitude. v

The press -of Ireland, however,
seems almost equally divided in opti-
mistic and pessimistic views. In offi-
cial guarters there is no sign of an
improvement in the situation and the
Ulster cabinet is expected to give
unanimously if§ reasons for refusing
to assent to concessions.

No Resumption of Conference.

There will be no resumption of the
conference with the Sinn Fein dele-
gates until the difficulty with Ulster
has been overcome. .

The stranger, aocording to Gold-
berg, locked the door and put the key
In his pocket, smiled dlandly and pro-
duced a formidable knife, Explaining
to Goldberg that the police were after
him, he dooked at Goldberg and seem-
ed to make up his mind about some-
thing. Presently he and Goldberg
were rolling about the stateroom floor,
the stranger beating a tatoo on Gold-
berg’s skull with the handle' of the
knife and occasionally inserting the
point of it into his flesh.

Interesting Facts
About Sea Fishes
For Public Benefit

The pollock, captured extensively by
our deep sea or bank dishermen, along
with cod and haddock, is for unac.
countable reasoms, mot popular as a
fresh commodity, It {8 closely allied
to the true cod, is of fine flavor, and
may be readily and cheaply procured
in  our Canadian markets, especially
during the months of June, July, Aug-
ust and September. One authority, en-
deavoring to locate a reason for the
apparent deeprooted prejudice, con-
siders it due largely to the fact that
the pollock destrays ‘'better fishes, It
ia true that the pollock is very de-
structive to the young cod, surround.
ing the schools and driving the fish to
the surface where they fall a prey to
the voracious pollock attacking below
and hundreds of sea gulls which with
astonishing voracity and precision
pounce upon them from above. But
this cannibalistic tendency is ot con-
fined to the pollock alone. It is a trait
of many of our sea fishes.

Pollock, sometimes ¥nown as the
coal fish or green ocod, is common
northward on both shores of the Atlan-
tie. It ls caught abundantly on our
north Atlantic banks, and also along
our Canadian coast where inshore
fishermen ‘capture it along with cod
and haddock. Frequenf§ the pollock
comeé close In shore and''Become en-
snared in nets fixed for Herring and
other fishes, It ranges as far south as
France on the European eqast and
Cape Cod, or even New York on the
American side,

It reaches a length of more than
three feet and a weight of 2§ pounds
or more. It is exceedingly productive.
Aocording to an eminent authority a
fish three feet, three and a half inches
long, weighing 231 pounds, contained
approximately 4,030,000 eggs, and one
thirteen pounds produced about 2,670,
000 eggs. The eggs are, of course, very
small and are produced in such tre
mendous quantities in order to pro
vide for enormong destruction by pre-
datory fishes, and guarantee adequate
continuation of the speclad It ob
viously {s not the intention of nature
that all of the eggs should mature, The
eggs are buoyant, floating at the sur
face where they hatch in flve or six
days,

The poflock is darker than the eod
and more lustrous and the lower jaw

is more extended, with 2 smaller bar
bel at the tip. There is a good deal
of stmilarity between the true pollock
and the whiting, so comnion on the

British coast. Two closely related
species of pollock are found in Pa-
cific waters. The Alaska pollock is
found in Behring Sea and as far south

as Sitka. It swims near the surface
and furnishes the main item in the
diet of the fur seal. In tho waters of

the Canadian Pacific {s found the wall-
eyed pollock. It Is quite abundant
about Puget Sound, but is not fished
commercially.

As a game flsh the true pollock or
Atlantic pollock has not been fully ap-
preciated. In some losalitios it is &
voraclous fish, taking the hook freely
and fighting viclously, In Massachu-
sotts Bay great numbers are caught
with a surface bait, but larger fish
must be sought at the bottom.

Those who eat pollock fresh esteem
it highly. The limited experience the
writer has had convinces him that the
general antipathy to the fresh pol-
lock is largely associated with the
name and not with its inherent guall
ties. Some months ago pollock were
brought into & certain Canadian eity
and offered for sale. The demand was
discouragingly small, but 2 few days
later the resourceful doaler offered
the same fish for sale as “Bovton blue
fish.”" On the first occasion the price
was six cenfs and subsequently as
“bluefish” it was offered for 16 cents,
The “bluefish” was extremely popular
and the stock was soon sold out. The
writer does not intend to justify the
business morality of the deception, but
lt illustrates clearly that the aversion

to pollock is not & sensible one, In.
cidentally it proves once again that
Barnum had the right conception of
human nature. Any method ussd in
preparing cod for the table may be em-
ployed with the pollock with equally
good results.

The official returns for the year
1919 disclose that of the total pollock
catch of 128,023 cwts. only 16,409
owis, were used fresh. The value of
the total catch was $428,469, and the
quantity consumed fresh $55,808, The
great bulk of the fish was dried or
green salted. Bightyfive thousand
