ADDRESS:

7o the R. W. the Grand Orange Lodge of Ontario West, in
. Grand Lodge assembled :

DEAR BRETHREN,—Through the blessing of Divine Provi-
dence I am permitted to meet you once more in Grand Lodge,
and congratulate you on the continued prosperity of our Order
in this Province.

A great many new Lodges have been started within this
Province for the past year, some in very remote parts of the
country ; therefore, you will see that our beloved Order is
spreading all over the Dominion. It will not be necessary for
me to say anything on this subject, as the report of your Grand
Secretary will inform you on this matter.

But while we have some good reasons for congratulation on
the prosperity of our Order, we cannot but be alarmed at the
rapid strides Popery is making in our land. The stand taken
by the priests in Montreal and elsewhere, show to us that
Popery is the same to-day as it was in the days of our fore-
fathers, therefore let us be more closely united than we have
ever been before, that we may be enabled to stand firm for our
Protestant principles.

Since our last meeting we have applied for an Act of Incor-
poration for this Grand Lodge, and have been-again retused.
I need not mention the names of those members who voted
against it, as you have all seen the accounts of it in the various
newspapers. I trust some action will be taken by this Grand
Lodge to let those men know that we must have justice. We
claim equal rights for our Order, and shall be satisfied with
nothing less.

There is another matter I wish to bring before the notice of
" this (Ejrand Lodge, and th4t is the destitute circumstances of
the widow of our late Grahd Master, Brother D’Arcy Boulton.
Having occasion to visit her during the year, while attending
the meetings of our County Council, I found her in very poor
circumstances. If it had not been for some of the old friends
in Barrie, who provided a home for her, I cannot say what
would have been her lot. I trust some action will be taken by
this Grand Lodge to provide for the widow of one who, when
living, spent both time and means in advancing the principles
of our beloved Order.
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Next July the Orange Conference of the Empire will hold its
session in the City of Londonderry, at which I hope this Grand
Lodge will be represented. Therefore, it will be for you to take
such steps as you think best to send a Delegate or Delegates to
that meeting to represent this Grand Lodge.

In conclusion, I hope that the matters of importance which
will come before you will receive proper consideration at your

ANNUAL REPORT.

To the R. W. the Grand Master and Brethren of the Grand
Orange Lodge of Western Ontario, in Grand Lodge
assembled .—

RicHT WORSHIPFUL SIR AND BRETHREN,

An All-wise Providence has again permitted your Grand
Secretary to meet you in Annual Session,—being the first held
in this beautiful city, the second in wealth and importance in
the Province, and well deserving the title of the “ Ambitious
City.”

Owing to illness last month and part of this, and a large press
of urgent Orange business on my convalescence, I am unable to
make an elaborate report, or in fact to do anything like justice
to the subject, and therefore crave your kind indulgence.

Time will not permit me to even glance rapidly at the many
occurrences affecting Protestantism, and our beloved Order
during the year. Inall directions the march is still onward.
Trusting it may always continue to increase more rapidly until
the whole earth is leavened with our glorious principles is the
fervent desire of your Grand Secretary.

A number of letters and resolutions of condolence have been
received on the great loss which the Association generally, and
our own Province in particular, has sustained in the sudden
death of our late lamented and beloved Grand Master, Bro.
D'Arcy Boulton, Esg,,s M.P.P.

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Your (,n?ld Secretary regrets that again our Bills have been
thrown out of the Ontario Legislature by a servile majority for
fear of offending the Romish League, and thus denying us that
justiqe accorded to other societies not near so numerous or
more law-abiding,

This should teach us that “union is strength,”.and that all
should stand shoulder to shoulder and insist on our rights, and
let our cry be that of our Immortal sires,  No Surrender.”

I fully concur in the spirit of the following resolutions of the
County Lodge of South Hastings :

“ That, inasmuch as the Parliament of Ontario have refused
to incorporate by special Act the Protestant, Religious and
Benevolent Society of Loyal Orangemen, whilst it has granted
incorporation to several Roman Catholic Benevolent Associ-
ations, with the assent of the Orangemen,—

“ Therefore, this Lodge declares that in its opinion the
Loyal Orange Association should be iricorporated, and the pro-
visions of the general Acts of Ontario are not sufficient for its
purposes.

“That Orangemen have a right to incorporation by special
Act, and that they should demand such right, use every lawful
means to obtain the same and not cease until obtained.

“ That every member of Parliament who voted against such
Acts, voted to refuse Orangemen their just rights, sought for
Constitutionally and ‘quietly, and ought not hereafter to receive
the vote or support of any Orangeman

“ That until such incorporation be obtained, no candidate
for Parliament, no matter what his politics may be, ought to
receive the vote or influence of any Orangeman, unless he
pledges himself to do all he can to procure Incorporation for
our Loyal Society.” .

As well as that of many others received from our own Pro-
vince. We should make justice to our beloved Order our
politics, and support no person at the pollsg be his politics what
they wray, who will not support our Incorporation. We require a
special Act and must have it, or “ 240,000 Orangemen will
know the reason why.”

Last year, your Grand Secretary called your attention to the
number of Warrants issued to this Province or jurisdiction, and
to the number which had not paid dues, etc. He would, there-
fore, urge that steps should be taken at this meeting to remedy
this state of affairs. Your Grand Secretary prepared lists of all
Warrants issued to each County in this Province, and forward-
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ed them to your Grand Treasurer, requesting him to show the
indebtedness'of each Lodge on the same, with a view to having
the same printed~and sent to each County, District and Private
Lodge for their information. Such a step, I am convinced, is
actually necessary before we can ascertain what has become of
some of the Warrants, as some of the County Masters inform
me that they are charged with Warrants which they cannot find
anything of in their Counties ; others inform me that there are
Warrants dormant in their Counties, but the parties holding®
them will not give them up, thus violating the Constitution.
Such Warrants should be declared cancelled and new ones
issued 1in their place to the first applying for Warrants.. It is
btter that we should have 500 ‘paying Warrants on our books -
than near 700, some of which we know nothing of. Ihope
this matter will receive your serious and deliberate attention at
the present session.

Although two Warrants less have been issued during this
year than during the last, still our march i§ onward, as I find
from the County reports thmt there is a steady increase 1,n mem-
bership in most of the Lodges.

“In the performance of a pleasant duty, I have the honour as
County Master to enclose you the Annual Return from the
County L.O.L. of Toronto, and would briefly state for your infor-
mation,and that of the Grand Lodge of Western Ontario, that the
cause we all- have so much at heart is in a flourishing condition
in this city. ~ Since the last meeting of the Grand Lodge
we have added one more Private Lodge, (viz, No. 929) to our

already large roll, which now makes' a total of 26 Private
Lodges with 2 membership of- 2215, or an average of over 85
members to each, and all, as I can vouch for from personal
observation, in good working order. I have also pleasure in re-
porting that at our last meeting-in 1875, this County Lodge
was pleased to set apart three separate Districts instead of one
as formerly, with boundaries conforming to the electoral di-
visions for the Dominion House of Parliament, said Districts to
be henceforth known as the East, West and Central Districts of
Toronto. T trust, and it is confidently expected, that this
measure while removing some ‘of the difficulties under which
the old District labored, will foster a friendly rivalry that will
induce to the benefit of qur Order in_this city in particular, and,
to the Orange Association fgnerdly, and really as well as
nominally Blace the County Lodge of Toronto in a position of
supremacy never before enjoyed, as you are aware that where
there is only one District ina County, affairs are generally de-
cided in the District, and are simply confirmed by the County
Lodge. I cannot close without referring with extreme regret
to the loss this County and the Orange Order has sustained in

The G. Director of Ceremonies, assisted by some of the
brethren, formed the brethren into procession, and marched
to the Church of Ascension, preceded by the Hamilton Orange
Brass Band, and accompanied by a large number of visiting
brethren.

The Rev. John Hebden, M. A., Incumbent, .read the morn-
ing service, and the Rev. Bro. Hugh Cooper, R. W. Grand
Chaplain, preached the following eloquent

SERMON.

“ What is that in #hine hand.”—Exodus iv., 2.

What strange contrasts this earth of ours presents. It seems
to be the middle spot Between heaven and hell, and to partake
of the character of both. Beings from both move over its sur-
face and show their influence in the checkered scenes that are
constantly transpiring upon it. The glory from one and the
midnight shades from the other meet along its bosom, and the
song of angels and the shriek of fiends go up from the same
spot. Truth and falsehood walk side by side, and vice and
virtue meet in deadly conflict. The present and the past, also
present strange contrasts. The fierce battles for religious lib-
erty are lulled for a while. The holy zeal that in times gone by
burned brightly for the “faith once delivered to the saints” has
grown dim. But the monuments of truth erected for us and
cemented by the blood of other days, and handed down to us
as the living representatives of the distant past, loom up through
the indifference and error that surround us at the present.
Like Egypt’s massive pyramids towering above the tents pitched
at their base, they overshadow our petty strifes and divisions,
and offer a common ground upon which we all can meet. Yet
we are allowing these privileges to go unimproved, and in our
petty contentions allow these evils to work their way, which will
assuredly prepare the future for scenes which we think are past
forever. We glory in those deeds of thrilling eloquence and

awful grandeur, which have given to us the privileges which
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have been so carefully handed. down to us, but we think little
of preparing ourselves for similar conflicts and like deeds, which
the coming apostacy must assuredly call forth, We see the
world grow worse year by year, and “ scoffers walking after their
own lusts” arise above the moral and religious horizon ; but we
make little or no attempt to stay the ‘‘mystery of lawlessness,”
which 1s heading up and manifesting itself in the false liberal-
ism which sends its cry of licentiousness through our land. We
remain inactive while the trumpet blasts of God’s revelation
calls us to the conflict, many of us are waiting for something
startling to happen in the providence of God, or to have some
great commission given to us}.‘before we will undertake anything
at all. But if weé attend to the past and its lessons, and to the

. teachings of our ceremonials, we will be prepared at all times,

and in the commonest events which are occurring around us, to
see the powers of darkness working; against which we should
wield our influence on God’s side. When He called men in
times$ past to perform those mighty deeds of renown, He sane-
tified the instruments of the commonest calling’ to the work
which He directed. When Moses, wandering along the slopes
of Horeb, beheld a solitary bush burning from top to bottom
unconsumed, every branch a fiery branch, and every leaf a leaf
of fire, standing amazed and awe-struck at the sight, received
his first commission from a voice with which he was yet to be
familiar, refused to go without some token that the Lord was
with him, he had not far to go for the demonstration: the rod
or shepherd’s staff with which he guarded hjs flock in the plains
of Midian, a common stick cut from a thicket, one which he
might any day have thrown away and got a better one, this was
to be his evidence that God was with Him, “What is that in
thine hand?” Nothing more is required of us than to use the
means which Providence has given us. So when young David
was commissioned to defeat the giant, who defied the armies of
God’s people, although men would have provided otherweapons,
it was with the simple sling and stone, to which asa boy, he
was accustomed when he watched those “few sheep in the
wilderness.” ¢ What is that in thine hand ?” my brother. The
means may be simple, but God looks for their use in trust on
Him. Should this question come to us to-day, what would be
our reply ? for we have many advantages, but how are we using
them ? or what are the lessons we should have learned ere this ?
The lesson that God taught His people in times past, was that
the privileges which each possessed were all that was necessary
for the work which He required of them, But the greatest of
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all lessons which He wished His people to realize was His pre-
sence with them; and while they looked to Him with confi-
dence their success was certain: the same lesson which He
wishes us to realize. This mighty truth, the real and effectual
presence of God with His covenant people, is the bulwark of
our illustrious Order, the one which we labour, more than any
other, to keep alive. The star whieh guided the wise men of
the east to the manger-cradle, where God was manifest in the
flesh, was not more certain in its aim than the light which shines
through the ceremonials of our Association, pointing us to the
Divine presence in the great temple dedicated to God and
erected to the leader of His people. The first preparation for
which dates back to our baptism, which is the emblem of the
covenant of grace—or the favour of that Divine presence and
protection. If this were fully realized we would have no diffi-
culty in overthrowing that false doctrine of Popery which limits
God’s presence to a corporeal substance, and. makes His
presence only a corporeal presence, and forms the basis of other
errors. But while we remain as ignorant of the true facts as
the Papists are, and speak and act without making a distinction
between a real and a corporeal presence of Christ, or because
we deny the corporeal presence on earth, think that we must
also deny that He is really present at all, then we in fact ac-
knowledge that this presence does depend upon the act of the
priest, and the benefits of that presence depend upon man, or
else we are worse than the Papists are ; for we banish God from
His own creation ;%e exclude Him entirely from human affairs,
and shut the doors of His own institutions against Him. . But
who, except the libertine, does not realize that presence, though
unseen, as he reads the past of the world’s history or rises to
his high blessings in the present? Who with his Bible in his
hand will deny that God was with Noah when he built the ark,
and “shut him in” when its plans were completed? Who will
deny that He was with Abraham and took care of him during
his pilgrimage ? Who that reads the history of Jacob can fail
to recognize the “ Angel that redeemed his life ?” or when we
" trace the footsteps of Joseph, who can lose sight of the fact that
“God was with him ?” Surely He was with Moses when he turn-
ed Egypt’s rivers and rills into blood; when he led Israel through
the Red Sea, dividing and closing its waters with hisrod. Was
He not really (though not corporeally) present when he brought
water out of the stony rock, to satisfy His people in the wilder-
ness ? When, under the direction of Joshua, the walls of Jericho
fell down, and when the mightiest nations of Canaan were thrust
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out was it not His hand unseen that did it? Time would fail
to speak of Gideon and others, who were strong by the presence
of Jehovah ; but he must be dead to the mightiest facts of Bible
truth who fails to realize the Divine presence with the prophet
of Carmel, when the bullock smoked amidst the flood of water,.
and the startled multitude had acknewledged the sole sovereignty
of Jehovah, arid the royal worshipper of Baal had quailed before
the manifested power of God? = Was He not with David when
he slew Goliath? Was He not with Daniel in the lion’s den ?
Was He not with Shadrach, Mesheach, and Abednego in the
fiery furnace? Has He not promised to be with His covenant
people till the end of the world? And was this not a reality
with the illustrious Prince of Orange when he rested his hope
of success on the fact that God would fight for us and he be
general under? And should not this be our confidence in
these evil days? Think of it as we may, we will never fufill our
high calling till we realize this and act in all our actions as
under His guidance and direction. When called upon to act
in the cause of religion or for the good of our country, let us
be ready to answer the question, “ What is that in thy hand ?”
and use it for the omnipresent one. We have the privilege of
being co-workers together with Christ, not only in His Church,
but also in assisting to carry out the Government and constitu-
tion of our country, in righteousness and truth—the birthright
of a free people handed down to us by the heroic deeds of our
forefathers. Some people may think that it is not the duty of
a religious teacher to refer to these things; but when God
Himself once condescended, amidst the thunders of Sinai, to
interfere not only in the moral and religious ordinances but also.
to regulate the civil government of His people, surely it is not a
matter of so small importance that it should be overlooked by
us. But how do we squander the power which has been placed
in our hands? We allow partizan efforts and feelings to burst
the bonds of our common cause. And when the disloyalty of
Puritanism on the one flank, and Popery on the other, are each
laboring for its own cause, in undivided rank, we allow them to
split our ranks, and weaken our influence so that our voice and
our wishes are unheeded in the councils of our country. If
we used the privileges which are in our hand, and amidst the
contending parties, which are alike hostile to our Constitution,
presented: one, united phalanx, which we would allow no influ-
ence to weaken, then soon the balance of power which is held
by our enemies, the Papists, would soon be in our hands, and
others would not dare to act in the public services of our country

’
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without our approval, which by our endeavours should be the
approval of our God. Asin the history of Israel of the past,
whenever they forgot their duty and obedience to God, and the
end for which they were separated from the other nations of the
earth, and when they associated themselyes with other nations
and learned their religion, they were sure to be oppressed and
humbled by the nation with whom they associated. So now
when we forget our own principles and associate ourselves for
party purposes with enemies to the camp of Israel, and when
we, instead of looking to our own light, follow their religious
cries, which are raised through hypocrisy and lies, for the very
purpose of deceiving the ignorant, and leading away the unwary,
and weakening the strength of the body, we will be sure to fall
into their snares, who while they promise liberty, are themselves
the servants of corruption. To me it does not appear to require
much insight to see that we are to-day suffering from want of
attention to our own principles and privileges. Some of us, at
least, have allowed ourselves to be led by the false cry of Pro-
testantism, which like the sgnes fatu: rise from the foul swamps
and mislead the unthinking by their false glare. What has
been the result? Because Protestantism will not give up the
old paths, the old hopes, the old assurances, the old faith, and
primitive ordinances, and come from behind the breast-works,
which have been thrown up by the good, the great and the holy
of all ages, and leave the light and truth handed down to us,
hallowed by the blood of martyrs, and approved by the sanction
of heaven. Because, I'say, it will not yield these to follow
what is called the popular opinion of‘the day and the vain
imaginations of men. The Universalist, who denies the divinity
of Christ, and, therefore, his omnipresence. The Puritan and
Antinomian, who despise God’s holy law, and refuse Him ad-
mission to the powers that are ordained of Him. These raise
the cry of Ritualism, and a number, who ought to know better,
but yet do not take the pains to investigate the subject, or by
the advice of their leaders, throw the light of their own cere-
monial upon it to direct them aright, blindly follow the cries
that are raised, and yield themselves to factions, which are as
averse to our Order as they are disloyal to our Queen; and
»ermit themselves to be led into the camp of the enemy.

I could, had I time, show you that some who are loudest in
crying “Ritualism” on certain points are either knowingly or
ignorantly propagators of Papist ideas and falsehoods. = We
must not think that Popery is or ever was the only enemy of
Protestantism. Puritan antinomianism always from its com-
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mencement has been and is now an enemy to our principles, as
well as to the Constitution, which it is our duty to defend. We
have allowed the false cries of those who are not Protestant at
all to deceive us with the Protestant cry; and now our enemies
have their privileges increased at our expense, while we entreat
in vain. “What is that in thine hand?” TLet it be a demon-
stration to us, that God wishes us to deliver our brethren from
the taskmasters. And what further ? Fidelity to the religious
obligations and duties which devolve upon us, Qur duties to
our Queen and our country are no doubt religious duties, but
they are only the minor half of our religion, We must not
forget the first object in the old motto, ““ My God, my Queen,
my country,”  With regard to our obligations to Him, what
light have we to guide us? “What is that in thine hand ?” An
open Bible, which we are privileged to read in the traditional
light, handed down to us by the Fathers of Israel, who have
gone to the call, “Come up higher.” They have left an empty
place, as they disappeared and retired from the firmament in
regal splendour, and we stand beside the graves of our departed
heroes at the call for other men to take the colors. But while
we may imitate them in matters of loyalty and patriotism, it is
a melancholy truth that many who hoist the same colors do not
imitate them in holding forth to the world those religious prin-
ciples, whose light sheds a halo around our institution. It is
no uncommon thing to hear a man say, “I will not stand by
and hear a man curse my Queen.” Yet these same men will
stand by and listen to others blaspheme their God without
showing any disapproval of it by word or action, and many do
the same thing themselves. This should not be the case. Our
experience coincides with thggworld’s judgment in pronouncing
that all Orangemen are not good men, % the fault is not in
the obligations and principles of our Oyder. The same thing
may be said of Christians that is said of Orangemen, all that
bear the holy professions are not good Christians, yet the fault
is not in the Christian system, and no one would think of con-
demning it on account of its bad members. And Orangeism
being dedicated to the Gospel has a right to plead for the same
tender treatment from those who are inclined to censure it on
account of some unworthy members. There is a false apology
sometimes made for bad members, it is said they injure no one
but themselves; this is not correct, for any one who lives in
society and fails to perform his part aright, in the station assign-

gn
ed to him, does all that in him lies to destroy the body politic.
¢
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So I have found in my experience, that it is those of our breth-
- ren who neglect their Christian duties, who turn their backs upon
Christ’s ordinances and refuse to use the light that shines
around them, that are injuring the cause of Christ, not only by
leaving unfulfilled their duties, but are also the loudest in taking
up religious cries and finding fault with and condemning those
«of their brethren, who are endeavoring to use those means
which God has placed in their hands for their growth in grace
and increase in Godliness. If the Word of God is the true
light to direct us, then we must pronounce that those men
should not attempt to form an opinion upon the doctrines of
God’s Word, and in doing so they pervert the privileges with
which God has blessed them. For we are told in the Gospel
of Christ, that is the * man who will do His will shall know the
doctrine” How dare the disobedient, who do not attempt to
perform His will or live according to His ordinances, -open their
mouths upon important doctrines of His holy religion? 'Yet it
is no uncommon thing to hear men who never frequent the Lord’s
table, in fact are never found there, attempting to define and
determige what blessings, what amount, and in what manner,
they are given to those who do obey, and are striving to walk in
the ¢ ordinances of the Lord blameless.” ' I am persuaded that
if we all attended to our duties more carefully and followed the
light of Scripture, instead of human opinions and systems of
theology, there would be less strife and envy, less devouring one
another on account of minor differences which now keep
Christians too far apart. Once more,in a religious sense, I
ask, “What is that in thine hand?” and all with one accord
respond “ religious liberty.” And here again I wish you to be
careful to distinguish between {eligious liberty and religious
license, for the latter is that which is many times intended in
the claims for liberty which we so often hear from the free-
thinkers, the Antinomians and the lawless. Liberty does
not mean the absence of law, it cannot mean that, for all
freedom in nature or grace is harmony with law. Liberty is
simply absence of restraint, it does not permit a man to do
what he pleases, but gives pleasure and happiness in forming
his actions in harmony with the laws of his being and destiny.
A man who obeys the laws of his country is free from the
condemnation of these laws. It is only when he violates them
he is in their power; and patriotism is the principle which gives
a man happiness in keeping those laws. So he who, realizing
“ the law of the spirit of life in Christ Jesus,” ¢ delights in the
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law of God after the inner man,” “is free from the law of sin
and death.” A willingness, then,to obey the laws of God and
his country is the trait of a free man, whom the truth has made
free. When that willingness ceases he is no longer free. This
is the reason why free-thinkers, outside of the Church of Christ,
and fanatics within it, are continually crying liberty, when full
liberty is shining around them, but it is easily seen that what
they desire is not permission to be happy in what God has
appointed, but what they wish to appoint for themselves ; not
to be pleased with the conditions in which God has placed
them, but in the position in which they want to place themselves.
So those who have not learned Christ cannot or do not under-
stand the nieaning of liberty. For the work and mission of
Christ was to bring the mind of the governed into harmony
with the ruler, and to open a way for a willing obedience to the
laws of God. This is “reconciliation” to God. And the
prayer “Lord have mercy upon us and incline our hearts to
keep thy laws,” is the most powerful prayer for liberty. In
closing, you cannot fail to see, my brethren, that I am a friend
to due subordination, in state, in society, in religion ; for it is the
life and soul, it is the felicity of all society; without it all society
falls, without it order becomes confusion. Let God lay aside
his superintending power, and nature that moment will become
a chaos; take the reins of government from the wise, tender
and judicious hands that now guide them, and our nation will
at once become a scene of anarchy and confusion. “To preserve
and maintain our valuable privileges and promote the public
welfare and happiness is not to express a clamorous zeal for
liberty at the same time that we abuse it to an unrestrained
licentiousness, than which nothing can have a greater tendency
to deprive us of our libertiesg, but it is to make a wise improve-
mert of our advantages, to maintain a strict regard for religion,
probity and purity of members, and to guard against vice,
libertinism, profaneness and debauchery. This, and this alone,
will preserve us a free, a flourishing, and a happy people.”
Allow me, then, to press upon you the necessity of a strict
attention to your duties, to your God.  Be true to your Queen

and just to your country, love the brotherhood and rest upon
the sure foundation of the Rock of Ages!

The usual collection was taken up in aid of the Protestant
Orphans’ Home, which amounted to $16 50. The Rev. In-
cumbent concluded the service, after which the G. Director of
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Ceremonies and assistants re-formed the Brethren in procession
order and returned to the Grand Lodge Room, and the R. W.
Grand Master declared the Grand Lodge adjourned until two
o'clock p.m. -

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON CORRESPONDENCE.

To the Right worshipful the Gran® Lodge of Western Ontarm n
Grand Lodge assembled :

1. Your Committee have critically examined the voluminous
and largely increased correspondence and books of the R. W.
Grand * Secretary, and have much pleasure in stating that his
replies have been most satlsfactory, as his decisions have in no
case been appealed against. But your Committee regret
exceedingly the late severe illness of the Grand Secretary,
especially so as he has been debarred from giving his usual
report and in consequence we have lost a literary treat ; your
Committee cannot speak too highly of the valuable and efﬁaent
services of that Officer.

2. Your Committee have with much pleasure perused the
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very able and eloquent address of the Right Worshipful the
Grand Master, and recommend the same to your serious con-
sidration and that it be printed in the Grand Lodge report.

3. That your Committee have had their attention called to
the pecuniary circumstances of the widow of our late Grand
Master, Bro. D’Arcy Boulton, and find that Mrs. Boulton has
been left without any means of support, and we would recom-
mend this Grand Lodge to cause a circular to be sent to each
Private Lodge in Western Ontario, directing a subscription to
be taken up towards a fund to produce an income for Mrs.
Boulton, and that the amounts thus received be invested from
time to time by the Grand Master, Grand Secretary, and
Treasurer as they may deem most advantageous, and the income
derived therefrom be paid over by them to Mrs, Boulton half-
yearly ; but, in lieu of such income for the present year, tha
she be paid the sum of two hundred dollars from the funds of
this lodge—one hundred dollars to be paid at the present time
and the second hundred dollars in six months from this date.

4. Your Committee have had a letter on the Orange Incor-
poration Bills, from Bro. H. Merrick, M. P. P,, laid before them,
urging upon your Right Wotshipful Grand Lodge the advisa-
bility and necessity of a memorial to the Local Legislature
printed and scattered broadcast over the Province for signature
by the Brethren and others in time for the next sitting of the
House, and also suggesting the combined action of the R. W,
the Grand Lodge of Ontario East. And your Committee have
much pleasure in recommending the same to your immediate
consideration, so that the enemies of the Order may be made
aware of the strength, influence, and respectability of the
members of the Order, who are not willing to abandon the
privileges secured by their forefathers in the Revolution of 1688.

In conclusion, your Committee have great pleasure in con-
gratulating your R. W. Grand Lodge on the steadily increasing

« prosperity of our beloved Order, not' only in Canada, but all

over the universe.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON APPEALS.

To the Right Worshipful the Grand Lodge of Western Ontario :

The§Committee on Appeals beg leave to report, that they
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have had seven cases before them, and with regard to each
they would recommend as follows :

In the case of Bro. Robert Glockling, of L. Q. L. No. 657,
charged with having married a Roman Catholic, we find that at
the time of the marriage the lady was a Protestant, and we
recommend the decisions of the District and County Lodges,
acquitting Bro. Glockling, be confirmed.

Against Bro. Essery, of London, three charges were pre-
ferred before your Committee,—rst. Causing the Lodge min-
utes and private records to be produced in a court of law in a
manner that might have been avoided ; 2nd. For administering
the obligation with a portion thereof purposely omitted ; and
3rd. For recommending a new warrant to be issued to brethren
who were still in connection with another Lodge.

As to the first charge, Committee believe Brg. Essery
could have avoided the scandal of having two brothers brought
into court disputing over Lodge property and of exposing the
private minutes and proceedings of the Lodge in open court,
and we find Bro. Essery guilty of this charge. 4

With regard to the second charge, we find that Bro. Essery
did administer the obligation to Bro. Nelson with that portion
left out which states’that the party was not married to a Roman
Catholic. This was done because Bro. Nelson stated he was
married to a Roman Catholic. Your Committee, therefore,
find Bro. Essery guilty of this charge also, but under extenuat-
ing circumstances, as Bro. Nelson appears to have already been
made an Orangeman, and, in the belief of Bro. Essery to have
joined two Canadian Lodges since he came to this country, and
Bro. Essery probably administered the obligation more as a
check on the identity of Bro. Nelson than for any other purpose.

On the third charge, we find Bro. Esseryarecommended cer-
tain brethren should be granted a new warrant before they had
received their certificates from the Lodge they belonged to, but
this was done after the brethren had applied for their certificates
and the applications had been granted, and although your
Committee find that the recommendation for a new warrant
should not have been given before these certificates were actually
issued, still we consider Bro. Essery did not err in the matter
wilfully, and we acquit the brother of. this charge.

As a punishment for the offences mentioned in charges one
and two, we would recommend that Bro. Essery be suspended
for the period of two years from this date.

In the cases of Brothers Sheppard and England, accused of
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disorderly conduct of a gross character in open Lodge, and
the sentences upon whom were reduced by the Dictrict Lodge
and the reduction confirmed by the County Lodge, we would
recommend that the action of the District and County Lodges
be confirmed; but, at the same time, we cannot help stating
that if the ])istrict Lodge had seen proper to inflict a more
severe punishment, we should have more willingly concurred in
their judgment.

We find in Bro. G. Nelson’s case that he was accused of
taking the obligation in an incomplete form, as referred to in
the charges preferred against Bro. Essery, and that he was sus-
pended for five years by the County Lodge. We do not con-
sider this irregularity a breach of any portion of the Constitu-
tion, and we recommend that Brother Nelson be acquitted of
the charge and the sentence of the County Lodge set aside.

In the case of appeal from L. O. L. No. 464 against the de-
cision of the District Lodge of Hamilton, and confirmed by
the County Lodge, refusing the Lodge the right to vote in the
District Lodge on the ground that Lodge 464 was in arrears for
a sum levied on the Lodge by the District for band purposes,
we recommend that the action of the District -and County
Lodges be confirmed, at the same time we would suggest the
advisablity of the District Lodge discontinuing the levy for
band purposes on Lodge 464, as a repetition of the levy must
only lead to further trouble and unbrotherly feelmg

In the case of Bro. Geo. F. Gow the appeal is not before us
in a proper shape, as it does not appear to have been brought
before the County Lodge, and we feel we cannot deal with the
matter. i

Your Committee beg leave to submit the following By-Laws
for the government of the Association. :—

ArticLE 1.—That said Life Association be composed of
members of the Loyal Orange Association, in connexion with
and in good standing in some Private Lodge under the jurisdic-
tion of this Right Worshipful Grand Lodge.

ArTicLE 2.—That the following brethren be a Provisional
Board of Ditectors of said Life Association until a Permanent

at their earliest convenience cause to be printed forms of appli-
cation for membership, and transmit the same with all neces-
sary information to the County Masters, who shall distribute
them to the Private Lodges within their respective Counties.
Such Private Lodge to furnish intending applicants for member-
ship with a copy when required. :

ArTicLE 4—All applicants for membership shall submit to
a medical examination (at his own expense) by some licensed
medical man. The applicant shall state, besides medical certi-
ficate, his age, occupation, residence and post office address,
with the number of the Private Lodge, District and County to
which he belongs. Said application to be considered at the
next session of the Private Lodge of which he is a member,
when, if approved by the Lodge, the Master, Deputy-Master
and Secretary shall certify to the fact on the application, when
the application shall be forwarded to the Secretary of the Life
Association, together with the necessary sum of money to be
hereinafter provided in Article 5, on receipt of which the Secre-
tary shall without delay submit said application to the Execu-
tive Committee of the Provisional Board of Directors for their
approval, who shall order a policy to be issued to the brother
applying, if they approve of the same.

ArTICLE 5—And the policy so issued shall state the terms
on which it shall be granted, which shall be as follows :—ist.
That each member of this Life Association shall pay as an
entrance fee according to his age, viz., from eighteen to thirty,
$4; from thirty to forty, $8; from forty to fifty, $10; from
fifty to sixty, $12; from sixty to seventy, %15 ; together with the
death assessment, which will not be less than one dollar until
the membership of the Association reach 1,000. 2nd. And
on the death of a member, a call shall be made for an additional
dollar, so that the money may be ready for the next call. = 3rd.
Any member of this Life Association who may be expelled
from the Loyal Orange Association in the usual constitutional
way, shall forfeit his membership and all claims on this Associ-
ation.

ArTICLE 6.—On the death of a member of this Life Associ
ation, #n application shall be made on a printed form provided
for the purpose, which application shall be certified by the
medical man in attendance, if any, and by the officers of the
private lodge, and the District and County Masters, and any
Grand Officer who may reside in the County, when the money
shall be paid to the parties who may be entitled to receive it,
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which shall be at the rate of one dollar each per member up to

the time the application was received—provided the members
do not exceed one thousand.

ArTICLE 7.—When the membership increases to 1,000, the
death assessment shall remain $1 until the membership reaches
1,500, when the death assessment shall be reduced to 75 cents,
and from 1,500 to 2,000, it shall remain at 75 cents ; but when
the membership reaches 2,000, then the death assessment shall
be reduced to 50 cents, and a reduction made in proportion to
the membership until it reaches 4,000, when it shall remain at
25 cents each death. :

ArTICLE 8.—Permanent Board how formed: In each
County where there are twenty or more members of this Life
Association, they shall elect from amongst themselves a Direc-
tor who shall attend the annual meeting of this Grand Lodge,
and elect from amongst themselves an Executive Committee or
any other officers they may think necessary, and do anything
they may think requisite for the proper working of this Life
Association.

ArTiCLE 9.—Delegates how elected : On or before the 1st
of January, 1877, the County officers shall submit the names of
three members of this Life Association to the members of the
Life Association in their Private or District Lodges, who shall
vote for them by paper ballot.  The result shall be certified by
the Master and Secretary to the County Secretary, who shall
report to the County Lodge when credentials shall be furnished
by the County officers certifying to his election.

ArticLE 10.—That the representatives thus appointed, shall
meet on the evening of the first day of the Annual Session of
this R. W. Lodge at 7.30 p. m., and make any changes and
improvements that, from their experience they may think neces-
sary, subject to the approval of this Grand Ibdge.

ArTicLE r1—That in case any member shall have been a
member of this Loyal Orange Mutual Assurance Association for
thirty years, and also in good standing in some Privaté Orange
Lodge, he shall have the benefits of the said Association at the
piration of that time.

And your Committee recommend that the Finance Committee
of this Grand Lodge be requested to place the sum of $i1o0
to the credit of the Provisional Directors to pay the expenses

“And we further declare, that any one giving an uncertain
sound on the above subjects is unworthy of our confidence as a
religious teacher, and that if a member of our Order, is false to
his most solemn obligations.
