Lioyd George Takes Country

Fully Into His Con-
fidence.

ONLY THING NOW NEEDED ;

Allies Hold Superiority in|

London, June 23.—Minister of Muni-
tions Lloyd George took the country
into his confidence today in introducing
in the House of Commons the munitions
bill, a measure which will revolut.onize
the conditipns under which ammunition
and other war material is to be pre-
pared in this country.

This comprehensive project makes
strikes and lockouts illegal; provides for
compulsory arbitration; gives tne power
to fine “slackers”; limits the profits
o! employers, and creates a ':olun_?_eer
army of workmen pledged to go wher-
ever they are wanted.

Shortage Admitted.

Mr. Lloyd George admitted that the
shortage of munitions was serious, in
view of the standard set up by this war.
This fact, ne continued, was dowvbtless
as well known to Germany as it was in
Britain,

*““The duration of the war, the toll of
jife and the amount of exhaustion
created by the war, ultimate victory or
defeat, depends uponr the supply of
munitions,”” the minister declared.
“That is cardinal. Where the Allies are
making progress on any part of the
line it is due to their superiority in
munitions. The Allies have superiority
in men, both in numbers and in ef-

ficiency.

MUST SHOW RIGHT TO
PRIVY GOUNCILLORSHIP

London, June 23.—Baron Reading, the
lord chief justice, today granted an or-
cer-in-court of the King’s bench, direct-
ing Sir BEdgar Speyer and Sir Ernest
Casseil to show by what authority they
claim to be members of the Privy
Council in Great Britain,

Application for the order was made
at the instance of Sir George McGill on
the ground that neither Sir REdgar
Speyer nor Sir Ernest Cassell is a Brit-
ish subject, born or bred, and  there-
fore they are not lawfully members of
the Privy Council. The court granted
the application without expressing any
opinion.

The German origin of both these
financiers has been the subject of ‘much
comment in connection with the intern-
ment of aliens in the United Kingdom,
the newspapers claiming that many
highly-placed individuals of German
origin wers more dangerous than were
humbler folk.

Asked Release.

Sir Edgar Speyer, in a letter to Pre-
mier Asquith on May 17 last, resigne
his privy councillorship and requested
also that his baronetcy be revoked. Sir
Edgar told the Premier that he was led
to take this step after nine months of
charges of disloyalty by the newspapers,
which charges had culminated in
speeches against him by public men.
Replying to Sir Edgar's letter of resig-
nation, Premier Asquith characterized
as “baseless and malignant” the impu-
tations made upon Sir Edgar's “loyalty
to the British Crown.”

The Premier also said that the King
was not prepared to withdraw the hon-
ors which His Majesty had bestowed
upon him in recognition of public ser-
vice and philanthropic munificence.

Now in America.

Two weeks later Sir Edward Speyer
arrived with his wife and three daugh-
ters in New York. Sir Edgar declared
that he had come to America for a rest
and expected to spend the summer on
the Maine coast,

Sir Edgar was born In 1862, and was
educated at Frankfort-on-the-Main. He
is the head of the banking firm of
Speyer Bros., of London. Last year he
resigned active participation in the
firm of Speyer & Co.,. the New York
branch of the London house. -

Sir Ernest Cassel was born in Co-
logne in 1852. He was confidential ad-
viser to the late King Edward, and
has long been identified with British
royalty, finance and philanthrepy.

Scrimger of the 14th Canadian Army
Medical Corps. Montreal; to Color-
Sergt. Frederick William Hall, of the
8th Canadian Battalion, and t» Lance-
Corp. Frederick Fisher of Toronto, of
the 13th Canadian Battalion.

Saved Officer,

Capt. Scrimger was in charge of a
dressing station for the wounded that
was being heavily shelled. He directed
the removal of wounded with great
coolness, angd, personally ecarried to the
stable a badly wounded officer He
attempted to reach a safer place, but,
finding this impossible, remained with
the officer facing a terrible shell fire
for several hours until assistance
came.

Mortaily Wounded.

Color-Sergt. Hall made two attempts
to aid a wounded man near Ypres on
April 24 though under heavy fire. He
dragged a British soldier to within fif-
teen yards of the British trenches on
the first attempt and called for heilp.

ly wounded.

Killed in Action.
Corp. Fisher was killed

Previously he had advanced a macliine
gun into action under heavy fire and
had assisted in covering the retreat of
a British battery. F¥our of his men
were killed, but he received reinforce-
ments and was again advancing when
he was killed.

That the framing of all traffic by-|
laws and regulations be given to the!

Several
cases are at present before the magis-
trate which would probably never
have reached the court if the police
commissioners were allowed to frame
and carry out the laws regarding
traffic.

Police authorities are in favor also of
street-cars stopping only at one corner,
preferably the near side, at Dundas and
Richmond streets. At present, traffic
officers declare that there is a need-
less waste of time on the part of the
street cars, and a serious mix-up and
delay in other traffic at the main
corners.

Montreal, June 23.—The kllling by
Zeppelins of 105 people, and the
wounding of 115 more, is described
in a letter from Hull, England, to D.
Williams of this city this morning.
Mr. Williams’ correspondent says

that the dirigibles paid a wvisit to
Hull on Sunday, June 6. They
reached the city about midnight and
flew so low that they were pizinly
seen by the citizens. The Zepoelins
threw down a number of bombs,
which burst in all parts of the city,
doing tremendous amount of dam-
age.

Whole familles were buried in the
debris of their homes, in one case
a family of eight being killed in this
way. A lorge drygoods store and
a timber yard were destroyed by
fire, while the streets, after the raid,
presented a scene of awful desola-
tion.

: By Second Enemy Army—Has Been Object of
Attack For T wenty Days.

Berlin, June 23, via wireless to Say-
ville, L. I.—Lemberg has been con-

quered after a very severe battie, ac-
cording to an official report received
here- from “headguarters of “the Austro-
- Hungarian army. ST

The Galician capital fell hefore the
advance of the second army.

Lemberg, capital of Galicia, was oc-
cupied by the Russians on September
2, 1914, about one month after ‘the
outbreak of hostilities, in the course
of the early Russian drive into Aus-
tria. It has, therefore, been in Rus-
sian hands for over ten months.

For the past twenty days, since the
Austro-Germans took Przemysl from
the forces of Emperor Nicholas, it has
been the objective of a series of fierce
and concentrated  attacks on the part
of the Teutonic allies.

Their success will have a far-reaching

political effect, as the driving out of
the Russians from Galicia is counted
upon in Berlin' to help maintain the
statusquo in the Balkanms.

Early Taken by Russians.

The capture of Lemberg was one of
the earliest important successes of the
Russians. Following it they pushed
onward rapidly through Galicia. The
high-water mark of the invasion found
almost all the province in their hands.
They approached within striking dis-
tance of Cracow, at the western end
of the province, close to the German
frontier; stormed the heights and passes
of the Carpathian mountains, which
separate Galicia from Hungary, and, to
the east, swept down through the
crown land of Bukowina to the Rou-
manian frontier.

All this has been changed by the
steady succession of Austro-German
victories of the last few weeks. The
change bhegan with the launching of the

American Ambassador Finds
British Civil Prisoners
Now Have Comforts.

[Canadian Press.]

London, June 23.—The foreign office
at a late hour last night gave out a
copy of a letter received from American
Ambassador Gerard in Berlin inclosing a
report on present conditions at the in-
ternment camp at Ruhleben.

The report shows that of 4,500 British
civil prisoners interned in Germany,
4,000 were at the beginning of June held
at Ruhleben, the remaining 500 being
scattered in small detachments in
various other internment camps.

REVELLING IN LUXURY

Present Billet of London Offi-

cer of Pats Vividly
Described.

In a letter which he terms *“The
Brighter Side of War,” Hugh Niven,
commanding officer of the Princess Pats,

Lieut. Hugh Niven Tells of the |

writes to his parents here, that on June |

9, after occupying tronches near Armens-
tieres for gix days, he had been sent out
for six days’ rest ia town. :

“We are biileted in houses there.
Some houses are empty and some are
occupied’ writes the London boy. Many
people, for one reason or another, can-
mans shei] it every day or so, and some
people, for one reason or another, can-
not stand to have their houses blown to
pieces over their heads, while there are
others who will take a chance and stay.

“I found one of the latter, a dear old
Frenchman and his wife, who were will-
ing to take a chance. 1 will try and de-
seribe his house. It was inclosed by a
high wall about eighteen feet high, orna-
mented with an iron railing. The house,
stables and garden occupy much ground.
The building is of red brick, taree stories
high. The ceilings downstairs are about
eighteen feet high, so the building 1s
very high. Downstairs there is a sort
of winter or sun drawing-room §0 feet
long and 40 feet wide, with paims and
flowers along the sides. Off it is a break-
fast-room and dining-room magnificently
furnished, the latter in quarter-cut oak
with wonderful carved sideboards, etc.
Another drawing or reception room is in
gold and green, about 40-feet by 40 feet.

Twenty-Two Bedrooms. :

““There are twenty-two bedrooms. Each
one has a dressing-room, and every bed
a large canopy; quite the grandest piace
you ever saw. The one I use is about
25x15, with tiled floor, with a raised
grating or lattice about eight feet above
the floor.

“Throughout the house the floors are
inlald oak, and the rugs are dreams.
it is quite the finest house that I have
ever been in, and would cost, to build
and furnish it, well over a millloa dol-
lars. The stables are luxurious, with
room for eight horses, and a green-
house about 80 feet long. The rrises
in the gardens are simply beyond de-
scription.

“The old man gives us lots of wine,
and of this he must have a cellarfu.
Our own cooks and servants wait on us,
but his maids make up the rooms and
sweep. So you see this is how 1 am
roughing it.”

“You have heard go much about all
kinds of horrors, such as men geiting
killed and wounded, about the officers
lving in hovels and dugouts, and the
terrible hardships we have had toc un-
dergo, that 1 am writing of how we
ufm'ner in France, and the brighter side
of 1t.”

Pte. Holmes Is Going Back To
Front Again.

WOUNDED AT YPRES

London Soldier Describes Bat-
tle in Which He Fell With
Bullet in Neck.

1t takes ‘more than a German bullet
to stop the ardor of the London soldiers.
Pte. Alfred Holmes, whose parents live
at 18 Childers street, East London,
writes to The Advertiser declaring that
he will be back on the firing line before
long. He was wounded at Ypres. His
letter follows:

1 have been wounded, bug very
glad to say it was not so serious as
1 thought. I am going back to the
front in about two weeks now to do
a dit more for my country.

After the victory of the British
troops at Hill 60, following on the
success of Neuve Chapelle, the Ger-
man commander-in-chief was forced
to attempt an advance in some parts
of his lines around Ypres, for the
continued local defeats of the en-
trenched German armies were tell-
ing on the spirit of our men. Four
miles eastward at the hamiet of St.
Julien the trenches of the Canadians,
under Major-Gen. Alderson, re-
mained like the edge of a broken
dyke, through which a flood was
pouring. In the darkness we felt
a curious smarting of our eyes, and
an extraordinary lumping of our
throats, but most of us were moved
from the deadly gas zone but we
were in deadly peril, for we had Iost
our four heavy guns. During the .
hours of il and 3 the guns were
captured again by our Scotch Bat-
talions,

At half-past four the 1st and 4th
Battalions made a brilliant charge.
We were attacking for about three
hours, when all at once I felt some-
thing hit me in the face. It was a
German bullet, and it lodged in my
neck. My sergeant, who wag Sergt.
Piper of London, put the first-
aid bandage on, and told me to 1ay
there for a while, but the shelj fire,
was so hot that I had to move.

Well, I managed to get back to an
o0ld reserve farm, which we used 2s
our dressing station. We were be-
ing shelled pretty badly. There I
found my two chums—J. Cooke and
Steele—had been wounded. We said
we had better go and find an ambu-
lance and get to a hospital, so off
we started, limping and helping one
another the best we could. Now, I
am glad to say, 1 am quite well
again, and expect to be back to the
front again soon. I hope to get
back to my own battalion. Yours
truly, PTE.

P‘moo' in the trench‘oo!' : :

That’s what Trooper Frank W. Oram
of this city, -now. serving in the 20th
Hussars of the 5th British Cavalry
Brigade in France, describes as one of
the amusements of the. soldiers.

Trooper Oram was a British resetvist
and left London at the outbreak of the
war.- This letter was received by his
wife, Mrs. Frank Oram of 4’0 Euclid
avenue, this eity.

My Dear Wife,—~I have Just received
four letters from you, and how pleased I
was to get them. The weather out here
is beautiful. The sun is shining all day,
but it is a bit chilly at nights. When
one is behind the firing line, one would
little dream there ‘was such a murder-
ous war going on. The guns have been
quiet all day up till now, about 6:30 p.m.,
they have just started. Today is Sun-
day. This morning all the boys went to
church; I, being copk, had to stop be-
hind to cook the dinner.

Getting Better Food.

In my troop we have about thirty men,
and 1 cook for twelve of them. We
draw all the rations together. The meat
they gave us was about enough for 20
men instead of 30, so I tossed the other
cook up for the lot. Lucky like, I lost
the toss, and had to make a "bully-beet"
stew. They said it was very nice. I am
getting to be an excellent cook. Any-
thing I am short of, I go into a farm-
house and ask for it, and usually get it.
The food here is better than in England.
Today we had bacon and eggs for
breakfast, bully stew for dinner, and a
salad for tea.

We do not need. any money when we
go into the trenches. We cannot spend
it there, and when we rest we are right
in the country, where there are no shops.

| They will soon be having new potatoes
here. All the vegetables are up, and the
fruit is on the trees.

Extemporized Beds,

We are at present . having another
rest; myself and eleven other men are
at a farm.: I do the cooking in the
summer kitchen, They do not use
stoves or coal out here; all the cooking
is done on a large open wood fire like
the old English- ones. I nearly get
choked with smoke sometimes. Our

| horses are tied up in the yard, and we

have to sleep in the best place we can
find. As soon as we got here, I went
into the barn and found an old wagon
cover. I have fixed it up, and it makes
quite a comfortable tent;-with a couple
of bundles of .straw it.-is just as com-
fortable as a feather bed.

 French Refuse To Move,
It is hard to realize there is war.
The people here will not move from their
homes. Some are in their houses with
no roof on; others live in the cellar with
all the mlns of their home around them.
The last place we were at was nearly
all in ruins. The people here do not
seem to worry themselves much. The
children play in the streets, and men
and women work on their farms.
e have beds in our trenches and a
gramophone and even a piano.. How
the regiment got it down we do not
know. We do not know when we shall
g0 back to the trenches. There are some
awful sights.

Crucifixes Undamaged.
All along the roadside there are graves
of English, French and Germans. They
all have a small wooden cross on them.
How we ‘tell o German grave is by a
small cross painted on the wooden one.
Where the regiment has come from the
trenches, the whole town is completely
wrecked—hardly a wall left standing.
One thing I-noticed in particular was
that hardly a crucifix was damaged by
the German sheli; they are very numer-
ous around France, too.

We can hear the roar of the guns
where we are billeted. We get plenty
of tobacco given us, and the food is very
good. I am writlng this letter on a
brick on the grass, so excuse writing.
The men have just come to dinner, so I
must say good-bye. From your loving
husband, =~ - FRANK ORAM.

Not an Hour of Truce,

either day or night. The attacking
elements constantly renewed, crush-
ed the Germans with hand-
gr and d lished their
earth barricades. There was not an
hour of truce nor an Instant of re.
pose. The men were under a sun so
hot In the trenches that they
fought bareheaded and In their
shirt-sieeves.

“On each of these bloody days
there were acts of incomparable
héroism. From three sides at a
time we attained way  where the
Germans had dug, ten metres un-
derground, formidable shelters. The
enemy artillery continued firing on

The
fighting continued in the Eulen-
burg and othey trenches daily, and
ultimately the ‘Labyrinth’ belonged
to us.

“The Germang lost an entire regi-
ment.

The rest were killed, A Ba-
varian regiment also was decimat-
ed. Our losses were two thousand
men, among whom many were
slightly wounded.”

“The resistance was as fierce as
the attack. Despite the nature of
the ground and the organized de-
fences, which had been in prepara-
tion for seven months, and despite
the artillery, the bomb-throwers

and the quick-firers, wé remained

GERMANS FIRE 1,000 CARLOADS
OF AMMUNITION IN TWO HOURS

Astounding Attacks Made On

the Russians in Galicia Are

Defeated in Their Object — Czar’s Troops Win
Six Days’ Battle Along Dniester.

[Canadian Press.]

LONDON, June 23.—“The Russian
leaderg continue optimistic over the
situation in Galicia, where the German
desire to meet and destroy the Russian
main forces in a pitched battie has been
evaded by steady retirement. not at the
bayonet point, but quietly by night after
due warning and thorough preparation,”
says the Morning Post’'s Petrograd cor-
respondent.

“The Russian strategy of the past
fortnight,” the correspondent continues,
“was decided on well in advance by the
Grand Duke Nicholas and his advisers,
The only element of surprise in the Ger-
man onslaught was the artillery attack,
which remains astounding and inexplic.
able. How any army could fire in o
couple of hours a thousand railway car-
loads of ammunition and continue nor-
mal artillery work for weeks afterwards
with similar extraordinary outbursts at
frequent intervdlg certainly amounts io
a military surprise.”

A dispatch to the Central News from
Petrograd gives the following Russlan
®fficial communication, made public
Tuesday:

“In the Dniester district a complete
success has been attained after six days’
fighting near Snowidow. The Russians
captured over three thousand prisoners.

“On the Zaleschoi (Zale Szczyky?)
front during the night of the 20th and
after flerce fighting the Russian troops
captured 2,000 prisoners.”

LEMBERG A BASE
NO LONGER.

PETROGRAD, June 22.—Via London.
—With the Russians opposing their
Austro-German antagonists in a line six
miles from Lemberg, according to the
most recent information reaching Pe-
trograd, it is unofficially considered
here that the evacuation of the Galician
capital cannot now be avoided without
a sacrifice of men out of proportion to
the strategic importance of the place.

The evacuation of Lemberg as a base
already has been accomplished in good
order. The hospitals and the Govern-
ment institutiong have been removed.

The Russians’ positions before the
city, consisting of a comprehensive
system of trenches and entanglements,
are well calculated to make the victory
of the Germanic allies costly. The

positions, however, are not regarded by
Russian military observers as impreg-
nable, on account of the absence of any
elevations commanding the district
from which it would be pessible to em-
ploy artillery effectively.

To the north the Austro-Germans are
reaching positions evacuated by them
in September on the roades to Rawa
Ruska and Tomaszow, seemingly intent
upon capturing Tarnow, the raiiroad
junction which controls communication
between Lemberg and Russia.

The Russians, according to reports
reaching Petrograd, are successfully
holding the Austro-Germans along the
Dniester River.

AUSTRIA SAYS
RUSS ARE DIVIDED.

AUSTRIAN HEADQUARTERS, Ju
22, via London, June 23.—1:35 a.m.—JDreu-!
spite the Russian resistance, the gen-
eral Austrian advance in Galicia con-
tinues at the normal daily pace. The
Austro-German troops have swept
through the advanceq Russian positions
before Lemberg and are now within
avtillery range of the city.

The Russians along the whole line
are abandoning as much Galician ter-
ritory each day before the energetic
offensive as their infantry can cover
in twenty-four hours’ marching. The
normal! rate of this advance has been
checked only on the lower San River.
The Russians here defended the Sieni-
awa positions against the assaults of
Archduke  Francis Joseph’s army until
the las* possible moment, and retired
only when the front farther to the
south had been broken. Their ten-
acity enabled the disrupted troops to
the southward tp make a fairly credit-
able retreat to the fortifieg lines some
distance in the rear.

As a consequence, however, a big
hole has been opened between the two
Russian armies, which are now fight-
ing separately and are unable to ef-
fect a junction on this side of the Rus-
sian frontier.

Russian prisoners explain that the
comparatively small booty in artillery
was due to the orders from Russian
headquarters to the battery command-
ers to save the guns at all hazards.
Battery commanders were informed that
they would be held personally respon-
sible for the loss of every gun.

WINDSOR, June 22.—Mayor Jackson
of Windsor stated this afternoon that
he received early this year, an anony-
mous warning that attempts would be
made to wreck public buildings in
Windsor and adjoining towns.

Early this morning filve secret ser.
vice men arrived in Windsor, and co-
operating with the police at Windsor,
Walkerville, Ford City and provincial
officers Nash and Smith. They made
a thorough search of Marien avenue,
Windsor. and several streets in Ford
City, where foreigners reside. They
would not speak of the result of their
search, but intimated that arrests might
be made at any time.

Clue Leads to Detroit.

One clue obtained leads to Detroit,
they said. After their search, Dec-
tive-Sergeant Reid, left for Detréit.
He hoped to find where the explosive
was sold to -the dynamiters. 1t is
said that the marking on the wrap-
pers around the explosive point to. its
purchase or theft in Detroit.

Expected To Clear Out Allies
With Explosives, But
Failed.

LONDON, June 22.—11:46 p.m.—"Be-
tween 7 and 8 o’clock in the evening of
June 19,” says an official communica-

terranean expeditionary force, ‘‘the
Turks expended some 50 high explosive

and were seen massing for an attack.
The enemy’s heart failed them, and the
attack degenerated into a fire action.

“At 7:30 o'clock one of our brigades |
attacked a Turkish trench, but were
unsuccessful, and the Turks in counter-
attacks effected a lodgment in their
lines at an awkward salient captured

by us on the 4th. As the brigade
was unable to recover the lost trench,
the Fifth Royal Scots, assisted" by 2
company of the Worcester Regiment,
came to their help. This attack was
ably organized and brilliantly carried
out to a successful issue.

‘“Prisoners state that the Turks ex-
pected that their bombardment with
high explosives would have cleared us
out altogether, and were much disap-
pointed at so little impression being
made, though the trenches were much
damaged.

The Turkish dead are estimated at
three hundred in front of one brigade
alone, and one thousand in all parts
is a low estimate.”

~ GENERAL ATTACK NEAR.
PARIS, June 22.—Although operations
on the Gallipoli Peninsula have assumed
of late the aspect of siege warfare, local
attacks and countereattacks continue,
says a Havas dispatch from Athens
dated Monday. Fighting was particu-
larly intense last Wednesday, when the
Allies repulsed g Turkish attack and
took 700 prisoners.

The allied trenches at the southern
extremity of the peninsula, the dis-
patch states, are four miles from Seddul
Bahr and form a square near Avi-
Burnu.

Great activity has been noted in the
allied fleet for the past few days, lead-
ing to 'the belief that a general attack
on the straits is imminent.

' CANADA ADVANCES
$25,000,000 TO
OTHER COUNTRIES

OTTAWA, June 22.—A memorandum
from the department of finance, says:

“Since the outbreak of war the Do-
minion Government has made advances
to temporarily finance purchases made
in Canada by the British, French, Rus-
sian, New Zealand and South African
Governments to a total amount of
twenty-five million dollars. Such ad-
vances are repaid from time to time
by the Governments concerned, in ster-
ling exchange.”

There is no foundation for the report

from Toronto that Canada will issue
currency -against one-year Russian
notes in connection with the purchase
by the Allies of munitions of war in
this country. The view here is that
any financing necessary to such trans-
actions will be done by the banks,
under the provisions of the bank act,
and not by the issue of Dominion cur-
rency.
The Dominion of Canada yesterday
redeemed the last of its outstanding
treasury bills, which matured in Lon-
don, amounting to £3,000,000. Of this
£2,000,000 was paid on June 8, and
£1,000,000 today.

Some Hot Weather Desserts

Jelliled Walnuts.
Chilled fruit puddings in new com-
binations are always in demand. Here

is a new one.

Dissolve one generous tablespoonful
of powdered gelatine in one cupful of
hot water, add three-fourths of a cup-
ful of sugar, and the grated rind of
one orange. When cool, add three
tablespoonfuls of lemon juice and three-
fourths of a cupful of strained orange
juice. Pour one-fourth of this mixture
into a small, wet, shallow mold. When
firm, arrange halves of English walnuts
one inch apart over the surface. Add
the remaining jelly by the. spoonful to
avoid disarranging of the nuts. Chill.
To serve, cut in squares and garnish
with whipped and sweetened cream,
flavored with one-half teaspoonful of
almond extract.

Fairy Toast.

A surprise dessert. It is easy to pre-
pare and meets with unusual favor.

Toast slices of stale sponge or white
cake, and cut into two-and-one-half-
inch pieces. Put one-half tumbler of
currant or apple jelly into the glass of
an egg-beater, and beat slowly and
continuously until very light; then mix
in gently the well beaten white of one
egg. Spread this over the stices of
toast, and place a preserved or canned
cherry in the mildle of each piece. Serve
cold with sweet sauce.

Maple Parfait,

Boil one and one-fourth cupfuls of
maple syrup until it spins a thread, pour
slowly onto four well beaten yolks of
eggs, turn into a doubls boiler, add a
tiny pinch of salt, and cook until the
mixture coats a spoon. Remove from
the fire, beat until cold, add two cup-
fuls of whipped cream and six
powdered macaroons. Freeze in a
mold. Turn out and serve with canned
or preserved fruits.

Marshmallow and Ginger Whip.

This combination makes a novel
dainty—unusually well liked.

Dissolve one generous {ablespoonful
of powdered gelatine in one-half cup-
ful of hot water. Put two cupfuls of
milk into a doubls boiler, add the gela-
tine and when hot add three-fourths of
a cupful of sugar, stirring until dis-
solved; now add one-half pound of
marshmallows and stir until perfectly
smooth. Take from the fire and add
one-half teaspoonful of almond extract
and one-half teaspoonful of rose ex-
tract, Neat until it begins to thicken,
then add one cupful of whipped cream,
one-half cupful of chopped preserved
ginger and three tablespoonfuls of the
ginger syrup.

Banana Delight.

Beat the whites of three eggs until
very stiff and quite dry, add half a cup
of granulated sugar -and the pulp of
two large or three small bananas. To
have this pulp right the bananas maust
be quite ripe and mashed fine. Pour the
mixture into & baking dish of fireproof
china or porcelain and bake in a quick
oven. Serve with plain or whipped
cream. _

Grape Julce Parfalt.

The coloring and smoothness of this
concocti®n make jt very palatable for
a midsummer dessert.

Boil one cupful of sugar with one-
third cupful of grape juice until it
threads, Pour it slowly into the well
beaten whites of two eggs. Add one-
half cupful of grape juice and the
strained juice of half a lemon and beat
til cold. Fold in two cupfuls of
whipped cream and put.in a mold. Let
stand packed for four hours in equal
measures of salt and ice.

Pineapple Whip.

Take a cup of grated pineapple, heat
with a cup of sugar and a cup of cold
water and let simmer for fifteen min=
utes. Soak a tablespoon of gelatine
in a little cold water while the above
is cooking. Mix this with the hot pine-
apple on taking it from the fire, and
cool. Then add the whites of two eggs
beaten stiff and beat all until it begins
to harden. Pour into mold. Serve with
whipped cream flavored with a little
lemon. :

- Fruit Cookies.

Four cups flour; one cup washed but.
ter, rubbéd in flour as for pie crust; add
one level teaspoon soda, dissolved in a
little water. Beat two eggs with one
and ene-half cups sugar, pour into flour
and roll into copkies. Run through

hopper one-half cup figs, one-
3 with one cup

spoon on each cooky. Bake a little

longer than common cookies,
Coffee Custard.

Boil one .pint of strong coffee and
milk together. Add six eggs which
have been beaten into one and one-half
cups of sugar, and bake in a slow
oven.

Hambur1 Cream.

Beat the volks of five eggs, a scant
cup of sifted, powdered sugar and the
juice of two lemons. Cook in double
boiler, stirring constantly, until just be-
fore boiling point, then stir in whites of
eggs beaten stiff. Chill and serve in
glasses.

Cherry lce.

Scald one quart of ripe, black heart
cherries and squeeze out the juice;
measure it and allow equal amounts of
sugar and water. Boil the sugar and
water five minutes, skim and cool; add
the cherry juice and the juice of one
lemon. Freeze hard or soft as desired.
Serve in sherbet cupe with a candied
cherry on top.

Cold Chocolate Pudding.

Heat one and three-fourth cups of milk
in a double boiler, add one square of
unsweetened chocolate, one-half cup of
sugar and one-fourth of a cup of corn-
starch diluted with one-fourth of
cup of cold milk. Stir constantly over
the fire until the mixture thickens and
the chocolate is dissolved; then cover
and cook for fifteen minutes, stirring
occasionally. Add one-half teaspoon of
vanilla extract and turn into a wet
mold. Chill and serve with cream.

Chocolate Custard.

Melt one square of chocolate in a
double boiler. Beat the yolks of three
eggs with one-half .cup of sugar, add
gradually two cups of hot milk and pour
the mixture into a melted chocolate.
Cook and stir occasionally until it
thickens. Cool slightly, flavor with
vanilla extract and chill. Serve in
sherbet glasses, with & spoon of whipped
and sweetened cream on the top. Gar-
nish with chopped preserved cherries
or chopped nut meats.

Twenty-Four Hours Continuous Fighting on Gallipoli Wins
Substantial Success for Allies.

[Canacian Press.] s
LONDON, June 23—1:10 .a.m.—The
following dispatch was received last
night from the Mediterranean -head-
quarters:
“After twenty-four hours of bheavy
and continuous fighting, substantial

success has been achiéved. As already
reported, the battle of June 4 and 5 re-
sulted in a good advance of the centre
to which neither the right nor the north
left was able to conform, the reason
being that the Turkish positions on the
flanks are naturally strong and ex-
ceedingly well fortified.

PARIS, June 22. — 10:24 p.m, — The
following official statement was issued
by the war office tonight: :

The proceedings today consisted  of
the selection of a jury and the opening
address of the prosecutor, who related
the circumstances of the deaths of
Smith’'s wives, Beatrice Mundry, Alice
Burnham.and Margaret Lofty. :
The details of the “Brides’. Death’ a8
related by Prosecitor, Bodkin, ' were
jdentical with the evidence given at the
preliminary hearing, which was held in
the Bow street court on March 23, and
disclosed that Smith, under the name
of John Lioyd, married Margaret Lofty
at a registry office at Bath, in Decem-
ber, 1914. The couple came to London
the same day, and the next morning the
bride was found dead in her bath. A
verdict of accidental death was re-
turned.. - :

Had Assumed Name, -. .
Later it was ascertained by the polic

that Lloyd was not the husband’s’ name,

and he was arrested and identified, ac-
cording to the police, as George Joseph
Smith, who, in November, 1913, had
married at Portsmouth Alice Burnham.
She had been foung dead in her bath
a month after the ceremony. His mar-
riage to Beatrice Mundy in July, 1912,
was alsg traced. - -
The présecutor ‘declared that the mo-
tive for the alleged murders was the
greed for money, which Smith would
obtain from - the - insurance . on the
women’s lives. In this way, said the
prosecutor, Smith had obtained £2,800
($14,000) and was in a fair way to ob-
tain £700 more, when he was arrested.

In this interview the
Pontiff is said to have asserted that
Cardina] Mercier, Archbishop of Malines,
never had been arrested.

ADVANCE MORE DIFFICULT.
[Canadian Press.]

Verona, via Chiasso to Paris, June 23.
—The Italian advance on the Trentino
Alps daily is growing more difficult,
owing to the formidable lines of forti-
fications constructeq by the Austrians
in valleys and on mountains, which are
provided with excellent guns dominat-
ing all the passes.

Since the occupation of Cortina, May
30, the advance of the Italians on Aus-
trian territory has been only a few
miles in extent. On that front fighting
is constantly going on among the high-
est mountains, having reached peaks at
an altitude of about 10,000 feet on the
Marmolada group, which dominate the
famous Dolomite road.

From their positions on Tasca Peak
the Italians can see at Pordoi Pass the
obelisk erected to mark the Dolozte
road, built by Emperor Francis Joseph.
The command of this road, between
Falzarego and Podestagno, it is consid-
ereq by military obeervers, would be of
great advanutage ¢ the Italians as it
would interrupt one of the biggest miji-
tary arteries of the Austrians.

REPULSES, SAYS BERLIN.
[Canadian Press.]

Berlin, via Londen, June 23.—Dis-
patches from the Italian front report
serious reverses experienced by the
Italians during the last four days in
their attempts to storm the Austro-
Hungarian line along the Isonzo River,
a few miles from the Italian frontier.
The attacks, the reports say, were
preceded by three days of terrific ar-
tillery bombardment. The Italians then,
in thick lines of skirmishers one beh!nd
another, charged repeatedly up tae
heights, the summits of which were
held by the Austrians, only to be mowed
down by rifle and machine-gun fire.

The attacks were repeated six times
in two days, and each time are de-
clared to have been repulsed with heavy
losses. The attackers left large num-
bers of dead between the lines, anad
many wounded could be seen making
their way painfully down the rocky
and precipitous slopes.

Austrian women and girls are dis-
tinguishing themselves by carrying
water and food to the army positions,
which at some places are at an altitude
of 3,600 feet, and aiso by attending ‘he

Resistless Attacks.

The Austro-German armies pushed
forward westward through Galicia, re-
captured Przemysl June 3, and then,
without pause, struck at Lemberg from
the south and west. At no point were
the Russians able to withstand the ter-
rific bombardment directed against their
positions, and even the line of defences
near Grodek, sixteen miles west of
Lemberg, which is of great natural
strength, proved to be untenable.

With Lemberg now in her hands, Aus-
tria has reclaimeg virtually the whole
province of Galicia, The fighting in this
campaign has been of unusual intensity,
with heavy losses. The figures of killed,
wounded and captured, as given in Aus-
trian, German and Russian official
statements, run into the hundreds of
thousands.

Russia had 'made plans for permanent
occupation of Galicia, bringing in of-
ficials to set up civil administration in
the territory as fast as it was taken.
Lemberg was recaristened Lvov, the old
Russian-Polish name. The city has a
population of about 200,000, and was
an important Austrian military station.
Although founded in the thirteenth cen-
tury, it is of modern appearance, and is
known for ‘ts imposing buildings.

ARRANGED IN STATES

Co. and Rothschilds.

NEW YORK, June 22.—J. P, Morgan
& Co. announced late today that ar-
rangements had been made by them and
the Rothschilds of Paris for the flota-
gion in this country of a new French
loan, the amount of which it was im-
possible to State at present, secured
by high-grade railway bonds lodged
with the Morgan firm.

The statement of J. P.
follows:

«J. P. Morgan & Co., with the Roths-
childs of Paris, have arranged to bor-
row in this market, for a period of one
year, a considerable amount of money,
the proceeds of which the Rothschilds
will make available to the French Gov-
ernment here for the payment of its
commercial obligations in this coun-

Morgan & Co.

”"'The loan will be indorsed by high-
grade American railway bonds, to be
lodged with J. P. Morgan & Co., in
New York. It is impossible to state
at this time the amount of the loan.”

From an unofficial source it was
jearned that the amount of the loan
would be under $59,000,000, and that
the interest rate would be about 5 per
cent.
