burg line was established by the 
German command last spring when 
the famous “strategic retreat” on 
the Somme front was carried out. 
It was a supposedly impregnable 
barrier, which had been in care­
ful preparation. The British and 
French, however, showed in its 
Arras battle last spring and in the 
French drive on the Aisne front, 
that the line was by no means a 
bar to their progress, and serious 
inroads were made upon it in 
various attacks in — both - these 
fronts. No definite break, however, 
sufficient to permit the penetra­
tion of a large force which could 
debouch for large field operations 
had ever been effected.

A Great Move.

London, Nov. 21. A large number of tanks moved 
forward in advance of the infantry when the attack was 
opened yesterday and broke through successive belts of 
German wire defences, which were of great depth and 
strength.

The announcement follows:
“Yesterday morning the third army, under command 

of Gen.. The Hon Sir Julian Byng, delivered a number of 
attacks between St. Quentin and the River Scarpe. These 
attacks were carried out without previous artillery pre­
paration, and in each case the enemy was completely sur­
prised.

“Our troops have broken into the enemy’s positions 
to a depth of between four and five miles on a wide 
front, and have captured several thousand prisoners, 
with a number of guns. Our operations are continuing.

"Following through the gaps made 
by the tanks, English, Scottish and 
Irish regiments swept over the 
enemy’s outposts and stormed the 
first defensive system of the Hin­
denburg line on the whole front

"Our infantry and tanks swept on 
in accordance with the program and 
captured the German second sys­
tem of defence more than a mile 
beyond. This latter is known as the 
Hindenburg support line.

“In the course of this advance, 
east county troops took the hamlet 
of Benavis and Lateau Wood after 
stiff fighting.

“English rifle regiments and light 
infantry captured La Vacquerio and 
the formidable defences on the spur 
known as Welsh Ridge. Other Eng­
lish county troops stormed the vil­
lage of Ribecourt and fought their 
way through Coillet Wood.

Fierce Fighting.
“Highland teritorial battalions 

battalions crossed the Grand Ravine 
and entered Flesquieres, where fierce., 
fighting took place. The West Rid­
ing territorials captured Havrin­
court and the German trench sys­
tems north of the village, while the 
Ulster battalions, covering the lat­
ter's flank, moved northwards up 
the west bank of the Canal-du-Nord.

Rapid Progress Made.
"Later in the morning our ad­

vance was continued and rapid 
progrès was made at all points. Eng- 
lish, Scottish, Irish and Welsh bat­
talions secured the crossings on the 
canal at Masnieres and captured 
Marcoing and Neuf Wood.

“The West Riding troops, who had 
taken Havrincourt, made remark- 
able progress east of the Canal-du- 
nord, stroming the villages of Grain- 
courts and Anneux, and, with the 
Ulster troops operating to the west 
of the canal, carried the whole Ger­
man line northward to the Bapaume-. 
Cambrai road.

Good Work by Irish.
“West Lancashire territorials 

broke into the enemy’s positions 
east of Epehy, and Irish troops have 
captured important positions of the 
Hindenburg line between Bullecourt 
and Fontaine-les-Croissilles.

Maximalists Confer Powers 
On Leader To Alter Fun­

OBEY SEE IT AT LAST
Stockholm, Nov. 21.—Reports brought 

by the latest travelers to reach Tor- 
nea from Petrograd indicate that a 
revolution of feeling is setting in 
against the Bolsheviki. Regiments of 
soldiers have paraded the streets of the 
Russian capital bearing banners with 
inscriptions such as “We want no 
separate peace,” “Down with Petro­
grad's domination by a minority party 
tyranny!” and “Nicholas’ regime was 
never so tyrannic as Bolsheviki 
regime.”

Radical Demands.
The central committee of the anti- 

Bolsheviki coalition has passed a 
resolution demanding liberty of the 
press, the dismissal of the Red Guard 
and the immediate cessation of fratri­
cidal war. Maxim Gorky’s paper and 
the Volna Narodna also demand that 
the Red Guard be disarmed.

American Minister Morris learns from 
a competent source that the food sup­
ply in Petrograd is ominously short 
and that the bread ration is now three- 
quarters of a Russian pound for two 
days. Nearly one-third of the members 
of the executive committee formed by 
the Maximalists at the outbreak of 
the revolt have resigned, and it is re­
ported that the remainder have con­
ferred dictatorial law-making powers 
on Nikolai Lenine who is now issuing 
decrees altering the fundamental laws.

UKRAINE INDEPENDENT.
Petrograd, Nov. 20.—The military 

chief of the district of Kiev and the 
temporary governor with their staffs, 
are reported to have left their posts. 
Ukrainian commissaries have been ap­
pointed to succeed them, and they have 
confirmed the independence of the Uk­
raine. Three hundred and sixty thous­
and Ukrainian troops are said to 
have been recalled from the front. This 
is commented upon here as meaning a 
serious crippling of the army and the 
possible opening of the front to the

Amsterdam, Nov 21.—Theador 
Wolff, in the Berliner Tageblatt, 
concludes a long article on 
France's reliance on America by 
saying:

“Inasmuch as France prob­
ably will be unable to tap fresh 
resources, Clemenceau too must 
pin his faith on America’s aid. 
If hope on America did not ex­
ist, then not only would there 
have been long since outbreaks 
of moral crises in all the Entente 
countries, but an unmistakable 
readiness in direction of peace 
would prevail.

“It is now shown how foolish 
were the German arguments 
that America’s entry into the 
war was immaterial and would 
not prolong the war.”

HINDENBURG SUPPORT LINE TAKEN.Declined To Go Up for Medical 
Examination When 

Ordered.

E[Special to The Advertiser.]
Burwash, Ont., Nov. 21.—Judge 

Coatesworth yesterday began an in­
vestigation at he request of the Pro­
vincial Government into conditions 
at Burwash prison farm, particularly 
the alleged ill-treatment of prisoners. 
Of the prisoners examined who 
claimed cruel punishment was a man 
who was convicted of theft in Ham­
ilton in July last and sent to the 
farm for two years less one day. He 
stated that he was forced to work 
while under the doctor's care for 
stomach trouble. He had a fight 
with an Austrian fellow prisoner and 
in punishment was forced to wear a 
ball and chain for fifteen days, dur­
ing which time he had to sleep with 
his clothes on. At his request the 
ball and chain were removed, but 
the next day Sergeant Oliver at­
tempted to put it on again. He re­
sisted and was severely beaten and 
kicked by the sergeant, the beating 
resulting in his being confined to 
bed for several days.

Placed on “Machine.”
After some days Superintendent 

Neelands and Sergeant Oliver at­
tempted to force him to arise. He 
defended himself with a hammer. 
He was then placed on the “ma­
chine” and flogged. When he de­
nied knowledge of the person who 
put the hammer within his reach, 
he was beaten in the face by Super­
intendent Neelands. When he had 
been refused leave to go to Sudbury 
to have a necessary operation per­
formed he attempted to escape. He 
was caught after four days and was 
sent to Sudbury hospital. He stated 
that the operation was performed 
too late and that he suffered perma- 
ent internal injuries as a result of 
the delay. He also claims that he 
is deaf from time to time as a re­
sult of the beating he received, and 
that his back is injured as a result 
of kicks administered by Sergeant 
Oliver.

Charges Denied.
Superintendent Neelands and N. 

R, Martin both denied the charges 
of beating made by the prisoner. 
Mr. Martin, who was present at the 
time he was taken from his bed, 
declared that he had the hammer 
in bed with him and threatened to 
brain anyone who touched him. 
Neither Sergeant Oliver or Superin­
tendent Neelands struck the prisoner 
with their fists. Mr. Neelands de­
clared that he prisoner fought like a 
maniac, and was not in any condi-

The motion passed by the high cost 
of living committee Tuesday night, in­
structing Market Clerk Charles Maker 
to notify License inspector McCallum 
of cases where the fowl for the Christ­
mas market were being sold short 
weight, will be welcomed by city mar­
keters

According to officials of the local 
market the effect of the. move will be to 
stimulate the demand for poultry on 
the square. Unless the weight of fowl 
is determined to the satisfaction of the 
buyer, many purchasers are reticent in 
buying, but this condition will no longer 
be prevalent, if a strict supervision of 
the weight of poultry is kept by market 
officials.

The practice of giving short weight 
has been confined more particularly to 
the sale of potatoes. As the price of 
tubers ascend the shrinkage in the size 
of a bag of potatoes becomes more and 
more pronounced, and last week as 
much as twenty pounds was found to 
be deficient in one bag of tubers sold 
to a customer.

Market Weigh Clerk Jas. Dean re­
ports that certain farmers have been 
practicing this method of doing busi­
ness for the past six months, and de­
spite agitation that the weight of mar­
ket produce be under the surveillance 
of one of the market employees, no 
move in this direction had been made 
until Thursday night.

For some weeks the majority of 
poultry purchasers have determined the 
weight of their purchases on the mar­
ket scales, but produce sold in larger 
quantities is, as a rule, bought ac­
cording to the weight each purveyor al­
leges his offerings to be.

OTTAWA, Nov. 20.—An increase of 
approximately $273,000,000 for the first 
seven months of the fiscal year end­
ing with October, as compared with a 
similar period last year, is shown in the 
trade statement for October, just is- 
sued. For the seven months the trade 
in the Dominion totalled $1,586,616,258 
as compared with $1,313,189,951 last 
year. For the month of October alone, 
Canada’s trade amounted to $238,834,- 
321. % In October, 1916, it aggregated 
$164,330,179.

Exports of domestic goods for the 
seven months were to the value of 
$922,195,134 as compared with $622,049,- 
481 last year. These figures include 
coin and bullion. Imports for the 
seven months’ period amounted to $636,- 
749,263. During the seven months’ 
period last year, imports aggregated 
$483,182,928: Dutiable goods were to 
the value of $346,108,073, on which the 
customs collections amounted to $102,- 
106,365. Free goods imported were to 
the value of $281,992,997. During the 
same period in 1916 dutiable goods 
world $254,530,818 were brought into 
Canada and $82,177,312 was collected 
in customs duties. Free goods impor­
tations were valued at $207,630,667.

Manufactured goods to the value of 
$420,380,372 were exported, a big in­
crease as compared with last year, 
when domestic manufactures to the 
value of $219,461,054 were shipped out 
of the country.

9.—(Correspondence of the Associated 
Press.)—The recent naval action in the 
Cattegat, where the British sank a 
German cruiser and ten armed patrol 
ships. Is an example of the careful 
planning which lies behind every move 
on the naval chart. A comparatively insignificant force of British destroyers 
and light cruisers were the actual 
stage performers in the morning, and 
It was over three hours later. The 
German fleet behind its fortifications 
received the calls for help, but dared 
not take a chance—probably - well 
knowing that any attempt to send out 
help would be confronted with ene- 
mies rising out of the sea from all dl 
rections..Fought in Fog.. 

A fog lay over the entire Cattegat 
throughout the action and the British 
destroyers picked oft their victims one by one and sank them. The German 
auxiliary cruiser Marie, which was leading the fleet of patrol boats was a 
ship of 3,444 tons. Her captain, Herr 
Lauterbach, was wounded, but reached 
the Danish shore safely. His ship, 
which had four guns and a crew of 
90, was "suddenly attacked, he said 
in an Interview with a Danish news- 
paperman afterward, “hy afleet -of 
British destroyers, and the shells fired by them descended with such rapidity 
that the men on the Marie were al- 
most unable to use the guns. Only 
few shots were fired before the ship 
was a mass of flames."_His unpopularity extended even to 
his own men, and in the Cattegat battle 
the first remark made by a German bluejacket rescued from the sea was a 
fervently expressed hope that the Brit- ish had not made the mistake of res 
cuing his captain. His report that he 
fired his guns as long as possible 
denied by his own men, who declare 
that Lauterbach was seized with funk 
as soon as the enemy appeared, and 
that not a single shot was fired from 
the Marie’s guns.A Thorough Job.

Presumably the Marie was making 
her way towards the trade route be- 
tween Norway and Scotland, in hopes 
of repeating the German attack on the 
British convoy on October IT-British commander concentrated his fire 
first of all on the Marie, and then de­

OTTAWA, Nov. 20. — The prime 
minister, having received communica­
tions from many parts of the country 
respecting difficulties which have arisen1 
by reason of inconsistent decisions of| 
the tribunals in dealing with exemp-I 
tions, considers it advisable that the 
following statement should be made 
public:

‘*(1) The military service act is be- 
ing administered under the direction of 
the military service council, in which 
both political parties are equally rep­
resented. The duties of this council are 
to advise - and assist the minister of 
justice in carrying the act into effect.

"(2) The tribunals appointed to deal 
with the applications for exemption 
were not selected by the Government. 
One member of each tribunal was ap­
pointed by a judge of the county or dis­
trict court, and the other was appointed 
by a board of selection, one-half of 
whom were nominated by the prime 
minister, and the other half by the 
leader of the Opposition.

"(3) The military service council, 
after a vast amount of labor in dealing 
with necessary details, prepared a pro­
clamation, which was issued on the 
13th of October, caling out for service 
Class 1, which comprises British sub- 
jects between the ages of 20 and 34, 
both inclusive, if unmarried or widow­
ers without children.

“(4) To facilitate the administration 
of the act it was provided that claims 
for exemption might be made through 
the medium of the postoffice, and forms 
for that purpose were procurable at 
every postoffice in Canada. The trib­
unals were directed to commence their 
duties on the 8th of November. That 
day and the two following days were 
set apart to receive claims for exemp­
tion which had not been made through 
the postoffice.

“(5) Thereafter the tribunals com­
menced the task of considering claims 
for exemption, and in the discharge of 
their duties the difficulties and incon­
sistencies hereinafter mention arisen.

“(6) The tribunals are about 1,350 in 
number. It is inevitable that amongst 
so many men selected for the discharge 
of judicial duties there should be some 
who would not fully appreciate the re­
sponsibility imposed upon them, and 
who might unintentionally disregard to 
a greater or less degree the manifest 
intention of the military service act, 
and of the instructions thereunder is­
sued to them by the military service, 
council

“(7) The purpose of the military ser­
vice act is to provide the needed rein­
forcements by means of a selective 
draft, and it was the intention of Par­
liament that those who could serve 
their country more usefully and effec­
tively by continuing in essential work 
In which they were engaged should 
continue therein, and should be exempt 
from military service. This intention 
was not founded upon consideration for 
the individual as such, but in further­
ance of the paramount national in­
terest. The instructions issued to the 
tribunals emphasized the importance of 
production, and especially the produc­
tion of food and munitions.

"(8) From reports received by the 
premier, it would appear that in some 
instances tribunals have refused ex­
emption where the circumstance dis­
tinctly required that it should be grant­
ed; as for example, in cases wnere ex­
emption has been refused to men long 
engaged in agricultural production, 
without whose labor such production

Traditions to Maintain,
"We have great soldiers, of great 

traditions under leaders tempered by
traditions, under leaders tempered by
devotion which gave their elders
renown. Through them, through all
of us, the immortal native land, in the 
noble ambitions of peace, will pursue 
the course of its destinies. Those 
Frenchmen that we were constrained 
to throw into the battle have claims 
upon us. Their desire ig that none 
of our thoughts turn away from them, 
that none of our acts be foreign to 
their interests. We owe them every­
thing. without any reserve—everything 
for France, bleeding in, her glory; 
everything for the exaltation of right, 
triumphant. The single, simple duty 
is to stand by the soldier, live, suffer 
and fight with him, renounce every­
thing that is not of the fatherland.

Civilization Vs. Barbarity.
“The hour has come for us to be 

solely French and with the pride to 
declare that that suffices for us. Let 
everything today be blended — the 
claims of the front and the duty of the 
rear. There must be men who find in 
their souls impulses of the old times, 
let us put them aside. All civilized 
nations are engaged in the same battle 
against the modern development» of 
ancient barbarity. Against this, with 
all our good allies, we are an Im­
movable rock, a barrier that shall not 
be passed.

“Let only fraternal solidarity, the 
surest foundation of the world to come, 
be shown at the forefront of alliance, 
at every instant and everywhere. In 
the field of ideas, France has suffered 
for everything that makes man firm. 
In her hope, drawn from the sources 
of the purest humanity, she consents 
to suffer still for the defence of the 
soil of her great ancestors, with the 
hope of opening ever wider, to men 
as to peoples, all the doors of life. The 
source of the French soul is in that. 
That is what animates our people as 
they work, as well as while they fight, 
that justice may prevail.

Stamp Out Treason.
“There have been mistakes. Let us 

think only of repairing them. Alas, 
there have been crimes also, crimes 
against France. Let them receive 
prompt chastisement. We take before 
you, before the country that demands 
justice, an engagement that justice 
shall be done according to the rigors 
of the law. Neither personal consider­
ation nor political ardor will turn us 
from our duty or lead us to go beyond 
It. Too many criminal attempts have 
already resulted in our battlefront in 
the shedding of a superabundance of 
French blood. Weakness would be 
complicity. We shall be without weak­
ness, without violence. The accused be­
fore courts-martial—that Is our policy; 
the soldier in the pretorium in solidar­
ity with the soldier in combat; no more 
pacifist campaigns; no more German 
Intrigues; neither treason nor semi­
treason; war, nothing but war.

Justice on the Way.
“Our armies shall not be taken be­

tween two fires. Justice is on the way. 
The country will know that it is de­
fended, and Is a France forever free.

"We have paid too great a price for 
our liberties to cede any part of them, 
Beyond the need of preventing divulga­
tions and excitations from which the 
entmy might profit, a censorship shall 
be maintained for diplomatic and mil­
itary information, as well as those 
susceptible of disturbing the peace at 
home, up to the limits of respect for 1 
opinions. A press bureau will give ad­
vice, nothing - but advice, to all who 
solicit.

“In war-time, as in time of peace, 
liberty is to be exercised under the 
personal responsibility of the writer; 
outside of that rule there is only arbi­
trary anarchy.

Will March In Step.
“It has not seemed to us necessary 

to say more under the present circum­
stances to indicate the character of 
this Government. Days will follow days, 
problems will follow problems: we shall 1 
march in step with you to the realiza­
tions that the necessities impose. We I

of decisions and impartial administra­

“(11)—The attention of those who are 
Included within class 1 is directed to 
the importance of the category within 
which they have been classed upon their 
medical examination.

The need at present 
Is for infantry to serve at the front. As 
men Included within category B, C, D 
and E are not considered suitable for 
this service, there is no likelihood of 
their being drafted.

This 
statement is considered necessary, as 
they may be unintentionally misled by 
the form of certificate which states that 
they are exempt until men of their re­
spective categories are required.

“(12)—The last preceding paragraph 
does not, of course, apply to defaulters;

by civic or military process."

ALLENBY’S ADVANCE.T HE British advance in Palestine is the cen­

tre ring of a triple circus this week. The A Austro-German drive in Italy has slowed 
up, and the Russian fracas is hidden by a veil,

The objects of the Palestine campaign ap­
pear to be (1) to keep hammering at the foe with­
out any winter respite; (2) thus to divert muni­
tions that would be used against Italy, Gen. Al­
lenby’s offensive performing the function former­
ly falling to Russia of relieving pressure on the 
Italians; (3) perhaps to drive the Turks upon 
Damascus and turning their Mesopotamian posi­
tion, force them to withdraw from both Syria 
and the Euphrates into Asia Minor, unless the 
Germans go to their aid.

This is the season, in spite of the rains, for 
[Operations in Asiatic Turkey. The British have 
immense advantages in their sea power and in 
the support of the Arab tribes. Their supplies 
come to the Palestine ports, while the Turks must 
bring theirs, especially the munitions, over moun­
tains and streams for a thousand miles.

The last crusade has been started on the sac- 
red soil of the Promised Land, with better pros­
pects by far than those of old.

The Turk is fighting his last 
battle as Allenby comes in like the conquering 
Israelites of Joshua from Egypt and the south 
end.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.—No ship- 
ments of supplies will be permitted to 
go from the United States to Russia 
until the situation in that country 
clears. The American Government be­
fore allowing the export of goods al- 
ready on the docks wants to know into 
whose hands they will fall on their 
arrival.

The cessation of shipments is tem­
porary only, if a stable government is 
formed which the United States can 
recognize. If the Bolsheviki gain con­
trol and pursue their program, calling, 
for a peace with Germany, the embargo 
will be permanent. A protracted civil 
war also would work to keep the em­
bargo tight, as the United States then 
would fear that supplies might go to the 
Bolsheviki faction.

The provisional Russian Government 
was given credit amounting in all to 
$325,000,000, of which $191,000,000 al­
ready had been advanced. Much of this 
money has been spent for supplies now 
awaiting shipment, and the Russians 
have been given vessels for transport 
purposes. Instructions will be given to 
deny bunker coal to these ships.

LONDON, Nov. 20.—Sustained pur- 
suit of the German forces in German 
East Africa, during which nearly 1,000 
prisoners were captured, important 
positions occupied, and the last heavy 
gun remaining, to the Germans In the 
colony taken intact, is reported in an 
official statement today.

The text reads: .
“Continuing the pursuit on the Ma- 

konde Plateau we occupied Lutshemi 
on Saturday in the face of consider­
able opposition, and took rifles. On 
Sunday we occupied a large enemy 
camp northwest of the Kltangarl mis- 
sion station, capturing 976 Germans 
and Askaris. The remainder of the 
enemy has been driven to the Kitan- 
sa.The Portuguese are approaching 
Newala from the south.

“The last of the enemy’s 4.1 howitzers 
was taken intact on the Mahiwandanda 
road, where It had been abandoned.

"Near Mandebi, 38 miles southwest 
of Liwale, the Anglo-Belgian force was 
engaged on Thursday and Friday with 
the enemy, who was endeavoring to 
break southward from Mahenge.

"Exclusive of the enemy losses at 
Mandebi, 798 Germans have been, killed 
or captured by our various columns

OTTAWA, Nov. 20. — The position 
has been taken by some returning 
officers. and in a number of cases 
communicated by them to enumerators, 
that men in Class 1 who have not 
claimed exemption or reported for 
service are disqualified from voting, 
and that their names are to be struck 
from the electoral lists. It is under­
stood also that in several instances 
the position has been taken that even 
a man who has applied for exemption 
from military service 1s disfranchised.

"This contention,” W. F. O Connor, 
general returning officer declared to- 
day, is thoroughly unjustifiable. There 
is not a line or a word in the Domin­
ion elections act, the war time elec­
tions act. the military voters act, or 
the military service act which in any 
way justifies such a conclusion. There 
is a provision in the war time elec­
tions act now incorporated in the 
Dominion’s election act, that a person 
who has been convicted of any offence 
against the miliary service act, be­
comes disfranchised from voting. But 
to be convicted a man must be charged 
and tried in a court. Unless there is 
a conviction there is no disfranchise- 
ment.".Re Female Voters.

Mr. O'Connor has issued a state­
ment with a view to correcting certain 
misunderstandings regarding the female 
vote in the coming election. He states 
that female relatives (within the de­
grees of relationship mentioned in the 
act) of all soldiers or sailors in the 
Canadian or British army or navy, 
whether or not such soldiers or sailors 
have ever resided in Canada, are en­
titled to vote, providing the female rel­
atives have themselves the necessary 
racial or residential qualifications.

The position of the squaw has also 
raised some doubt. If she has a hus- 
hand at the front, is she entitled to 
vote? The answer is that where an In­
dian has been disfranchised under pro­
vincial law, his female relatives will 
not vote. Where, on the other hand, 
a male Indian is entitled to vote under 
provincial law, the female relatives of 
an Indian soldier will vote.

OfProblems of Boys To Be Dis­
cussed at St. Thomas.

Authority Granted for Trans­
fer of Prospective Cadets.

66
Arrangements for a London and Mid­

dlesex delegation to attend a boys' 
work conference on November 30 are 
going forward steadily. The confer­
ence, which will occupy three days, will 
include two programs, one for the 
leaders and one for the boys.

The leadership conference will com­
mence with a supper on Thursday, No­
vember 30, at which there will be dis­
cussions of the Canadian movement for 
co-operation in training boys, the Can­
adian boy-builder, and the new Cana­
dian Ideal for boys.

The Friday program will open with 
a devotional period, to be followed by 
discussions of the boy and the church, 
and the principles of boys' work. Re­
ports of the local advisory committee 
for co-operation in boys' work and of 
the soldiers of the soil will be presented 
at the afternoon session.

The boys' work conference will open 
Friday evening with election of offi­
cers and a presentation of the Canadian 
standard efficiency tests through a 
demonstration of the methods used.

Training Older Boys.
On Saturday the conference will deal 

with the question of a course of train­
ing for Canadian older boys. Demon­
strations of a Sunday session of the 
organized Sunday school class and of 
a mid-week session will be given, and 
will be followed by discussions. At the 
afternoon session the delegates will be 
told "The Five Secrets of Success and 
the Five Causes of Failure." Denomina­
tional conferences will follow this ad­
dress, and in turn will be followed by 
delegation meetings. A demonstration 
of standard efficiency games will bring 
the afternoon program to a close. Elec­
tion of members of the first provincial 
boys' parliament will take place at 
supper.

On Sunday the delegates will attend 
churches of their own denomination. A 
mass meeting will be held in the after­
noon and farewell ceremonies will take 
place at 8:15.

Team of Leaders.
The denominational conferences will 

be headed by a team of leaders well 
known as boys' workers officially rep­
resenting the various co-operating 
units. The Anglican representative will 
be Rev. A. L. Beverley of this city.

The conference leader for the Bap­
tist denomination will be Rev. P. K. 
Dayfoot, Toronto; Congregational, Rev. 
W. H. A. Claris, London; Methodist, 
Rev. F. H. Langford, Toronto; Presby­
terian, Rev. W. A. Bremner, St. 
Thomas; Sunday School Association, 
E. W. Halpenny, Toronto: Y. M. C. A., 
Taylor Statten, Toronto, national boys'

• work secretary.1

The Royal Flying Corps in Canada is 
urgently in need of cadets, and efforts 
are being made by the military author­
ities of this district to obtain recruits 
for the flying wing of the army from 
among the members of the other units 
in training here.

Instructions are issued in camp 
orders, in which officers commanding 
units are asked to post the following| 
notice where the men may see it:

"The age limit is from 18 to 25, but 
in special cases men between 25 and 
30 will be accepted. The physical, 
standards for the R. F. C., being some­
what higher than those for infantry, 
especially with regard to eyesight, care 
should be taken to have applicants 
medically examined before their appli­
cations are forwarded. The medical 
officers conducting physical examina­
tions will be guided by the regulations 
forwarded through the G. O. C., Royal 
Flying Corps. !

"Only men who have the equivalent 
of university matriculation standard of 
education are considered suitable.

"All applications should be forwarded: 
through the O. C. unit, direct to the 
A. A. G., M. D. No. 1. These applica-j 
tions should be accompanied by letters 
of recommendation from two public 
men who have known the applicant or 
his family for at least two years. If 
the application is approved at district 
headquarters, it will be forwarded to 
militia headquarters for transmission 
to the G. O. C., Royal Flying Corps in 
Canada. If the G. O. C., Royal Flying 
Corps, considers the applicant suitable 
according to the application submitted, 
he will arrange for a personal inter- 
view. Return transportation in this 
case will be provided.

"After the personal interview with 
the G. O. C., Royal Flying Corps, or I 
his representative, the applicant will 
return to his own unit. If application1 
is finally approved, he will be again, 
sent to the G. O. C., Royal Flying; 
Corps, for attestation and duty, and 
will be discharged from his own unit 
on the date on which he was attested ■

First of Series of Extension 
Lectures Given Last

A scholarly survey, that at the same 
time was filled with deep interest to 
all, was given by Dr. L. A. Wood, of 
the Western University, in dealing with 
"The Story of Confederation" at the 
Public Library Building last night. The 
lecture was the first of a series of three 
extension lectures dealing with the 
Canadian Confederation, which are be­
ing given by the university in co-oper­
ation was the Public Library.

Dr. E. E. Braithwaite, who was 
chairman, explained that the object of 
the lectures was service to the com­
munity, and he hoped that the experi­
ment now begun would prove accept­
able to citizens of London, and stated 
that in all probability there would be 
another series of lectures early in the 
new year by members of the university 
faculty dealing with subjects of inter­
est.

Different Conditions.
Dr. Wood, in opening his lecture, 

dwelt upon the geography of Confeder­
ation, pointing out the different con­
ditions prevailing in the Maritime Prov­
inces and in the two Canada. The fac­
tors that aided in bringing about Con­
federation were roughly classified as 
political, social and economic. The hin­
drances to the movement could also be 
classified in the same way. There were 
actual jealousies, fears that provincial 
identity might be lost in the mass, as 
well as racial and religious difficulties. 
Out of this maze of conflicting ambi­
tions on the part of the various prov­
ince^ there gradually grew the feeling 
of nationality that eventually swept 
them into one great unity of purpose.

War Was Factor.
The lecturer showed concisely the part 

that was played in the union move­
ment by such men as Macdonald, Brown, 
Cartier, Dorion,' Galt and others. The 
imminence of possible trouble with the 
United States, then in the throes of its 
great war over the slavery issue, proved 
mighty in the end to strengthen pur­
pose and dispel doubts. When the Mari­
time representatives had gathered at 
Charlottetown and there came the mes­
sage from Upper and Lower Canada 
that they, too, would like to have a part 
in the consideration of the question, a 
new day had dawned. The Quebec con­
ference that followed formulated the 
conditions of union that were eventu­
ally embodied in the act passed by the 
British Parliament that constituted the 
scattered provinces into one Dominion 

Extended Nationhood.
The sequel of Confederation was the 

extension of nationhood to the Pacific. 
Manitoba. British Columbia, the North­
west Territories followed one another, 
so that within four or five years Can­
ada represented half a continent. The 
material development of the last half 
century was rapidly sketched by the 
lecturer who. concluding expressed the 
hope that in this great day of testing 
there would be found that best spirit 
of unity that had been manifested 
when the provinces joined for common 
weal or woe.

Next Tuesday evening the second of 
the series of lectures will be given by 
Mr. Fred Landon, public librarian, who 
will speak on "The Fathers of Con- 
federation." A week later Dr. E. E. 
Braithwaite will deal with "The 
Promise of Canada's Future."
