Eagle Pass, Tex., June 21.—Consul J. R. Silliman arrived in the city 
early today from Saltillo, coming by way of Monclova, owing to the 
cessation of railroad traffic between Monterey and Nuevo Laredo.

New York, June 21.—A special cable to the World from Petrograd 
under yesterday’s date, quotes General Shoovaiff, Russian minister o 
war. as saying:

"The battle which began suddenly on June 3 on a front of some 
scores of miles between the Pripet and the Pruth is continuing with 
infallible success.

"After a violent bombardment the line of the Austrian army in the 
region of Lutsk and of the River Stripa was broken, its right wing torn 
from the centre and its left wing crumpled. Those who escaped were 
left to themselves, and abandoning to the Russians immense spoils, art 
trying hurriedly to leave the battlefield. They have lost up to the pres 
ent about 2,500 officers and 150,000 men taken prisoners.

WIDE AREA OCCUPIED.
The uninterrupted progress of the Russians in Volhynia and Gallefa 

is accompanied by the occupation of a wide area covered with endless 
rows of trenches and possessing important strategical boundaries, rail 
way and water junctions.

The advance in the region of the Pruth and Dniester, notwithstand 
ing the arrival of enemy reinforcements, is continuing quite success­
fully. We have occupied Zateszszki, Gorondenka, Sniatiyn and Czerno- 
witz. Large stores of engineering munitions have been captured.

AUSTRIANS DRIVEN OUT.
In general, the driving out of the greater part of the Austro-Hun- 

garian army from a broad strip of land thoroughly fortified is practically 
completed. Taking the initiative of action and having an outlet in the 
most important operative directions, after practically destroying the 
enemy, give ample scope for developing further actions which will take 
place under easier conditions than those of a position combat which 
chained the troops down during the previous period of the war.

“The results attained more than answer the heroic efforts of the 
Russian army, which is valiantly continuing the fight in exceptionally 
high spirits."

AIRMEN IN BIG RAIDNO ATTACK AT VERDUNINTO EFFECT AT ONCE

Washington. June 21.—The United States today anxiously awaited 
word from Mexico City regarding General Carranza's attitude toward 
the American note sent him yesterday, for on him depended the ques­
tion of war between the two republics.

High officials here admitted privately they look for war, although 
care was taken to avoid any formal expressions or acts which might 
appear forerunners of a declaration of war.

The only answer required from General Carranza is action suppress­
ing outlaw treatment of Americans, and officials feared that this would 
not bo done.

Surprise Attacks Fall.

[Canadian Press.]
Paris, June 21—11:50 a.m.—A vio­

lent attack on the French positions 
northwest of Rheims was made by 
the Germans last night at Hill 108 
and in the direction of Berry-au- 
Bac, according to an official state­
ment issued by the war office to­
day. The attack was repulsed by 
the French artillery fire.

The Germans exploded two mines 
before launching their infantry 
against the French trenches. Their 
repulse was due, the statement says, 
to the effectiveness of the French 
screen fire.

In the Verdun sector no Infantry 
action was reported, but a mutual 
bombardment was maintained dur­
ing the night.

Official Statement.
“South of the Somme, before Mau- 

court, a detachment of the enemy which 
attempted to approach our lines was 
dispersed with rifle fire.

"Northwest of Rheims the Germans,

No more “hard stuff" or 
wine will be sold in London 
bars after 6 o’clock, city time, 
in future. This was decided 
at a meeting of the hotelkeep­
ers, held at the Tecumseh 
House today, at which all but 
two or three were present.

The action has been taken 
now upon the request of the 
military authorities, but was 
suggested some time ago by 
the hotelmen, who expressed 
their willingness to observe 
such a rule if it were consider­
ed beneficial. After some de- 
lay, the military authorities 
sent out the request based on 
this offer.

In order that there may be 
no hard feeling, the rule will 
apply to all purchasers, not 
merely to soldiers. Even wine 
will be barred, so that the pos­
session of a certain amount 
of money will not enable any­
one to obtain the headier kinds 
of liquid. Beer, ales and por­
ter, along with soft drinks, 
furnish the choice for all.

It is anticipated that this 
will assist materially in pre- 
venting drunkenness.

Preparing to Act.
The war department today was 

preparing to act on Gen. Funston’s 
request for immediate dispatch of 
a number of National Guard units to 
the border. Several days may 
elapse before any great number of 
militia units can be mustered into 
the federal service. Reports of 
great enthusiasm and rapid recruit­
ing throughout the States continued 
to come in.

Great interest was expressed in 
the probable course to be followed 
in case Mexicans attack the Ameri­
can column. It was regarded as 
probable that a general rapid ad­
vance would be ordered from the 
border to a line perhaps 100 or more 
miles south of the border. This line 
then would be fortified and held 
until volunteer reinforcements be­
come available. Thus fighting would 
be thrown into the enemy’s terri­
tory and the border protected 
against further bandit attacks by 
thorough policing of the country 
behind the main line.

The text of the statement follows:
"The King of England, pleased to

"According to reports just received,

“In this decisive action the clever 
handling of a Russian rifle battalion, 
which took the enemy by both flank 
and front, is particularly mentioned. 
This battalion, forming part of a crack 
rifle regiment, not only put the enemy 
to flight, but recaptured the three guns 
whose loss was announced in yester- 
day’s communication. Moreover, the 
battalion took three hundred prisoners 
and three machine guns.

Bomb Plotters Are Foiled and Turned 
Over to the Law.Pursuit Is Relentless.

"A supplementary headquarters Luzko.re-
Rovnoy Tokio, June 21.—Nothing less than 

the wholesale assassination of the lead­
ing personages in the political world. 
Including the premier. Count Okuma, 
would suffice to arouse the national 
conscience to the decadence of society 
in Japan. Such is the gist of the 
statement made at the preliminary 
court by Wagaro Fukuda, ringleader of 
the bomb-throwing gang which failed 
in its attempt to take the life of Pre- 
mier Okuma on the night of January 
12 last. The statements at the prelim­
inary court by the ringleader and four 
associates and five others connected 
with the affair were made public 
April 26.

Fukuda first disclosed his idea of 
assassinating the Government leaders 
to his associates on January 2 at the 
Doki Club. One of them proposed to 
stab the premier with a dagger, but a 
bomb attack was finally decided upon. 
"If we fall to kill the premier, it will 
at least compel him to resign," was the 
opinion formed. Shimomura volunteered 
to undertake the work, and two days 
later, Fukuda handed him two large 
and five small bombs. Shimomura threw 
two bombs on January 12 without any 
harmful result. While on the lookout: 
for another opportunity, the police ar­
rested the gang and five others who 
were indirectly connected with the plot.

tions near Okna. southeast of Zale 
Szczyky, began a precipitate retreat in 
the direction of Zastavna.

Sixty mounted 
men led by their officers and the com­
mander of the battery, Col. Shirinki, 
dashed into the town, and 40 men were 
immediately dispatched in pursuit of 
the infantry, while Capt. Nassonoff 
with some other men chased the re­
treating battery.

Foe Forced to Surrender.
“The first group, after sabering sev­

eral men captured 150 prisoners, while 
the second, swooping down on the 
Austrian battery, whose gunners, while 
hastily retreating, defended themselves 
with revolvers and carbines. It was 
only after the commander of the bat­
tery was killed and the horses and 
riders of the guns were killed that the 
battery surrendered. In this action 
Capt. Nassonoff captured 2 officers, 79 
men, 30 horses, 4 guns in working or­
der and an ammunition wagon. The 
enemy infantry, observing the loss of 
the battery, opened a. rapid fire with­
out success. The losses of the Rus­
sian battery in this affair were only 
three killed."

N Banyaa STIOL P.O Paris, May 30.—(Correspondence of 
the Associated Press).—The ceremony 
of "the blessing of the catch" that 
precedes each spring the departure of 
the French cod-fishing fleets for Ice­
landic waters and the banks of New­
foundland, has lost none of its interest 
or picturesqueness, though the fleets 
are considerably diminished on account 
of the war.

The fleets of Fecamp, Paimpol, Saint 
Malo, Cancale, Saint Servan and Gran- 
ville, altogether are sending out about 
100 vessels this year as against 300 that 
composed the combind fleets before the 
war. The steam trawlers were nearly 
all requisitioned by the Government, 
and a great many members of the 
crews were mobilized. This year 3,000 
of these mobilized men have been given 
leave from the army in order to pre­
vent the cod-fishing industry from de­
clining to the point of disaster. The 
war has shown France the importance 
of her fisheries, and already ways and 
means of improving their facilities after 
the war are being discussed.

While the cod catch will be greatly 
inferior to the average again this year 
there will be plenty of Cancale oysters, 
for the women have replaced the mo­
bilized men in the important annual 
catch of seed oysters off the Breton 
coast.

It is really a man’s work, for the 
barks are heavy and the six sails are 
neither light nor easily managed. But 
the women handle them with as much 
skill as courage, and the season’s catch 
of oysters to be taken shoreward for 
breeding purposes will not fall far short 
of the average season.

Refusal to Exchange War Bonds 
Arouses Antagonism.

OWEN SOUND, June 20. — There 
is a good deal of criticism here today 
on the action of the town council last 
night, when at a special meeting it 
turned down a bylaw introduced by the 
finance committee for the exchange of 
the $100,000 worth of Dominion war 
loan bonds purchased recently at 99.18 
for $100,000 worth of Anglo-French 
bonds at 96.11. Such an exchange 
would have netted the town $3,225 from 
the bonus, besides having the latter 
bonds mature at five years, instead of 
at ten, as the Canadian ones do. The 
proposition was indorsed by the town 
treasurer, A. F. Armstrong, and from 
the discussion on the streets this morn­
ing is favored by many of the busi­
nessmen. It is demanded that another 
meeting be called, and that the coun­
cillors discuss the question more thor­
oughly.

It would 
be sad indeed if it fell to the lot of the 
peace-loving United States to mar this 
plan by going to war with Mexico a few 
years hence, just when all were settling 
down to live and adjust disputes with-;

When the potatoes are cooked at 
noon, strain off the water in a pudding 
dish, and mash up two of the potatoes 
with a tablespoon of sugar. When this 
is lukewarm, put in a Royal yeast cake 
and leave covered in a warm place all 
night. Next morning put about half a 
gallon of flour in a tin pail, and one 
tablespoon of salt, two teaspoons of 
sugar, then take about one quart of 
lukewarm water and put in the yeast 
mixture, mix in the pall to a thick 
batter and leave for about one hour 
or longer, until it has risen and all 
bubbles on top.

Some people put a tablespoon of 
butter or lard in this mixture; it keeps 
the bread moist. Then mix more 
flour and knead on a pastry board until 
it doesn’t stick, remove to pall and 
cover with a cloth. When bread is up 
to the top, knead down in the pail and 
let rise again, knead down once more, 
then put it in small loaves in pans, and 
let rise about an hour. Put in slow 
oven, gradually increasing heat, and 
bake for one hour. Turn out and brush 
tops with greased paper and cover with 
a light cloth until cold. This makes 
six or seven loaves.

9 PARIS, June 20.—The results of the 
recent economic conference here, in 
which the allied governments were 
represented by members of their cabi- 
nets, were made public today.

The agreement, which was unani­
mous, shows that sweeping measures 
have been jointly adopted under three 
beads, the first embracing the period 
during the war, the second the transi­
tion period, and the third the period 
after the war.

During the war, citizens of the allied 
nations are forbidden all commerce 
with enemy subjects. All merchandise 
from enemy countries is likewise for­
bidden. Commercial houses having 
enemy connections are sequestered. 
Additional restrictions are placed on 
exportations and also on contraband.

Joint Reconstruction Work.
During the reconstruction period the 

Allies declare their, purpose to carry 
on joint action in restoring industry, 
agriculture and merchant fleets.

All treaties with the enemy being 
abrogated, the Allies agree that fav­
ored nation treatment shall not be ac­
corded to enemy powers during a num­
ber of years, to be agreed upon by 
the Allies after hostilities cease. They 
further declare in favor of the allied 
nations dealing among themselves as 
far as possible, in their natural re­
sources.

The Allies agree to prevent "dump- 
ing” of enemy goods by fixing a period 
of time during which enemy commerce 
shal Ibe subject to special rule and 
prohibition.

After the War.
The Allies further agree upon joint 

collaboration after the war to secure 
complete independence from enemy 
countries relative to raw products and 
manufactured goods essential to the 
development of their economic activi­
ties. These measures, it is set forth, 
should also include the independence 
of the Allies in financial, commercial 
and maritime organization. In execu­
tion of this resolution they will adopt 
the "means most appropriate according 
to the nature of the goods, and follow­
ing the principles which govern their 
political economy.” hey will adopt sub­
ventions and advances to encourage en­
terprise and research, scientific and 
technical.

loss the country had suffered in the| 
death of the war secretary.

Referring to the time when he was 
in command of the British forces on 
the continent. Field Marshal French1 
said Earl Kitchener never spared any 
effort to supply all his demands. There| 
had been many difficulties in providing| 
men and material for the war. in view| 
of the unexpected magnitude of the de-i 
mands.

But Earl Kitchener had faced these 
problems with characteristic determin­
ation and endurance.

The debt which Great Britain owed 
to Kitchener. Viscount French contin­
ued, was expressed in the manifold 
armies which were defending British 
interests in all parts of the world. He 
continued:

"It would be idle to pretend that in 
the past two years I always have been 
eye to eye with the war secretary, but 
such diversion of opinion as occurred 
in no way interfered with national in­
terests, nor did it ever shake my con­
fidence in Kitchener's will-power and 
ability to meet the heavy demands I 
had to make upon him.

"Many noble lords can speak with 
much greater authority of Kitchener 
as a cabinet minister. Personally, 1 
prefer to keep him always in my mind 
as the great and glorious soldier which 
I knew him to be.’

After speaking of Earl Kitchener's 
work in South Africa Viscount French 
said:

Urged Kitchener for France,
“When I had reason to believe I 

would be chosen for chief command in\ 
France at the outbreak of the present, 
war I went to Earl Kitchener very 
early one morning, and urged him to 
take my place, and that I should ac­
company him. Although he at that| 
moment had no idea of taking over the| 
position of secretary for war, I could ! 
not prevail upon him to do this.

179.88, showed funds on hand of $5,205,- 
868.32, the amount at the present time 
being $5,388,754.58. The yearly revenue 
derived from the investments of the 
order now constitute a very substan­
tial amount of the annual income. In­
terest earned on investments of insur­
ance funds during 1915 amounted to 
$251,435.51, and paid 42.45 per cent of 
the total death claims on the Order.

In respect to the matter of invest­
ments, it is interesting to know that 
the. Order confines the investment of its 
funds to Government bonds and munici­
pal and school debentures in the Do­
minion of Canada. During the last two 
years, with an exceptional market in 
such direction from the investors’ point 
of view, the Executive Committee has 
been able to take very extensive ad­
vantage of the situation.

The chaplain is leaving shortly 
for the front, and gave us some part­
ing advice, and I liked him, for he 
leaned right over the pulpit and talk­
ed. not preached, to us.

“We were in a hall about 60x30 feet, 
and there was a bunch of us, too. Be-| 
fore he started, the preacher stood up| 
and said he was glad to see us, but| 
added, with a laugh, that he would| 
have been more pleased, to have seen 
all of us.

At any rate, the raid did not 
cause any worry here, for we went to 
sleep as regularly.

“IThis touched off the fireworks. in rates. In addition to this, for the 
first 18 months of the war, all in­

Graphic in its very terseness and 
replete with startling incidents is a let­
ter describing part of the last great 
battle of Ypres received by Harry Fal- 
lazie, 668 Queen's avenue, from his 
brother, Pte. C. A. Fallazie, of the 42nd 
Battalion (Toronto), who was wounded 
in the great fight and whose chum was 
instantly killed beside him. Pte. Fal­
lazie is a former Londoner. His letter, 
written from a war hospital in London, 
England, follows:

“I guess you have heard of my 
little misfortune, or perhaps it was 
more luck than anything else, as I 
got off far better than my chum and 
some of the other boys.

“You have read of Ypres in the 
papers. It was one of the largest 
cities of Belgium, but it Is nothing 
but ruins now. There isn't a solid 
building left, only frames. It Is an 
awful sight. Our company was in 
the front-line trenches for six days, 
and the enemy shelled us like hail­
stones every day. We could do noth. 
Ing but stick to the parapets and 
say our prayers.

“On the last day we were In the 
trenches they shelled us more than 
ever. They knew we were going out 
so they were giving it to us for all 
they were worth, because they hate 
the Canadians. We lost a terrible 
lot of men. My chum had his head 
blown off as he was sitting close to 
me on the firing board.

“There were three more boys sit­
ting beside us, and two of them were 
killed. The third was seriously 
wounded. I got off with being 
knocked over when the parapet fell 
In, carrying me down with it. Sand 
bags hit me on the head and the 
back, leaving me with concussion, 
and as you see, I am back in Eng­
land in hospital.

“I am progressing nicely, and I 
guess it won’t be long before I go 
back to the front again. I am feel­
ing pretty weak yet, and can't sit 
up long.”

German Shell Threw Coil on 
Arm of Pte. Charles Little, 

Whose Home is Here.

Reading between the lines of the 
press reports that have chronicled the 
bravery of the Canadians at the great 
battle of Ypres in the early part of the 
present month, the gallantry and dash 
of the boys of the Maple Leaf has 
been most apparent. The terrific toll 
that this bravery exacted has been 
indicated in the heavy casualty lists 
that have appeared daily in the Cana­
dian papers, but letters now coming 
from London boys who went through 
the hell tire at Ypres give the intimate 
side of the great battle.

Pte. Bruce Little, son of J. A. Little, 
1324 King street, was one of the Lon­
doner’s whose name appeared in the' 
casualty list that followed Ypres. His 
father has had a letter from him that 
gives some idea of the price paid for 
the Canuck stand. Pte. Little enlist­
ed in Regina with a reinforcing com­
pany to a famous Canadian regiment. 
When his company was in Montreal 
prior to going overseas, he sent home 
a picture of Regina boys. As he says 
in his letter many of these have fallen. 
The “George” referred to in the fol­
lowing letter that describes how one 
company of Canadians held a trench 
for 17 hours against fearful odds, was 
a chum and comrade who enlisted with 
him. He is Pte. George Rowan, who 
comes from Regina.

Pte. Little was originally reported as : 
having been wounded in the arm by' 
shrapnel, but his letter corrects that 
report. By a peculiar trick of fate a 
German "sausage shell" threw a coil 
of barb wire on his arm. Pte. Little’s 
brother. Trooper Bruce of the Royal 
Canadian Dragoons, who enlisted at 
Weyburn, Sask., was wounded in the 
arm some months ago, and is home in 
the west now on furlough from the 
front.

The letter, dated June 6, follows in 
part:

“Well George and I both came 
through the fracas at Ypres mar­
vellously well, although George had 
a nasty flesh wound In the side 
from shrapnel, which Is not at all 
serious, but should get him to Eng­
land.

“The hall of steel which lasted 
for a day and a night, all missed 
me, although we were in the front 
line when Fritz came over, but a 
sausage threw a coll of barb wire 
Into the air and it came down on 
my arm. My overcoat broke the 
force of the blow so that It only 
sprained my wrist rather badly. 
March and MacDonald, who are in 
that picture of the Regina bunch 
taken in Montreal, were both kill­
ed and went with other fine fel­
lows from the west.

“Fritz had broken through far­
ther up and was on three sides of 
us, and our piece of trench was 
cut off at both ends, but we stuck 
there for 17 hours until ordered 
to fal! back, as the position was 
useless.

"We retired under a heavy fire,

The 
membership of the Ridout Street con­
gregation was 64 when Mr. Lloyd took 
charge on June, 1912. Today it has a 
membership of 172.

Mr. Lloyd was the second ordained 
minister to take charge of Ridout 
Street Church after tne old High 
Street Mission was moved from its old 
location to the present site, being 
preceded by the Rev. W. H. Butt, who 
died during the first year of his pas­
torate.

The regular Sunday offerings have 
been quadrupled during the past four 
years, and the church has taken its 
place well up in the ranks of the local 
Methodist churches.

The new Ridout Street Church, built 
in 1914-15, is considered to be one of 
the most advantageously located 
churches in the city.

SARNIA, June 20.—With favorable 

weather and barring unforeseen acci­
dents, the overturned hull of the 
steamer Charles Price will be in shal­
low water by Saturday or Sunday. This 
statement was made to reporters by 
Capt. Alex Cummings, wrecking mas­
ter of the Favorite. This is the first: 
statement given to a newspaperman 
by the captain.

The hull will be taken towards the 
beach. A great deal, however, de­
pends on weather conditions. Yester­
day nothing much could be accomplish­
ed, but anchors and chains were re­
covered. The boat is at present time 
pointing towards the southeast.

Captain Cummings states that he 
is not sure whether the steamer was 
in collision or whether the hole in her 
hull was made when she hit the bot­
tom. He is of the opinion that the 
Price turned over several miles further 
up the lake, and that she drifted be­
fore the wind and waves until she 
struck bottom. He states that the 
stern of the boat is also damaged from 
striking the bottom.

The wreckers have three divers at 
work on the job. When asked as to 
his plans for salvaging the steamer, 
Capt. Cummings said: "I cannot say 
anything about them. The plan which 
I have in mind may not work, and I 
will then have to change it. It may 
be necessary to try out many plane, so 
I cannot give you anything definite on 
plans. We did not have much dif­
ficulty in raising the bow of the steam­
er, and hope for good weather condi­
tions."

The wrecking equipment, including 
pontoons and pumps, has not as yet 
arrived from the headquarters of the 
company, but is expected any day.

Powerful Tug.
The tug Favorite, which is the main 

factor so far in the work of raising 
the sunken steamer, is the most pow­
erful tug on the Great Lakes, having 
engines that will develop 2,000 horse­
power, and which will compare in pull­
ing effort to that of the largest freight­
er plying on the Great Lakes. This 
enormous power is transmitted to the 
water through a 12-foot propeller.

The tug also has powerful towing 
machinery on her stern deck, which 
will exert a terrific pull when put into 
use. This is used as follows: The 
tug proceeds ahead as far as the length 
of her towing cable and here drops 
her two anchors.

They 
communicated with the Children’s Aid 
Society, with the result that when an 
official was down at the school on busi­
ness a few days ago, the small dis­
turber of the peace was brought back to 
his native county and placed in the 
shelter.

He is there at the present time, 
awaiting the finding for him of a good 
home with people who are big-hearted 
enough and patriotic enough, not to 
mention Christian enough, to undertake 
the task of helping him to get a better 
start.

The matron of the shelter, and all 
who have had anything to do with him 
since he was brought to London, report 
that he has been most docile and 
amenable to kindly, reasonable treat­
ment.
