Winston Churchill, M.P., is said to have 
been the life and soul, was told by Mr. 
Wanklyn, M. P.. to his constituents at 
Bradford last week.

In November, 1902, said Mr. Wank­
lyn, Mr. Churchill invited him to as­
sist with others in overthrowing the 
Conservative Unionist ministry, in or­
der to let in a weak Radical ministry. 
This, in its turn, was to be over­
thrown, and then Mr. Churchill and 
his assistants were to lead back to 
place and power a rejuvenated Conser­
vative Unionist party.

Mr. Churchill’s main argument was 
I that the Duke of Devonshire, Lord 
|George Hamilton. Mr. Ritchie, and Mr. 
j Chamberlain were all of them too old 
at 60, while Mr. Balfour and Mr. 
Brodrick could easily be overthrown 
upon the public inquiry after the war.

Lord Hugh Cecil and Mr. Ernest 
Beckett were mentioned as prospective 
ministers in the cabinet to be formed 
by Mr. Winston Churchill.

CATISEJapanese Force Preparing to Seize 
the Russian Island of 

Sakhalien.

Six Policemen Wounded and One 
Killed by Bomb-Thrower, Who

Makes His Escape.

Yin Kow, Wednesday, March 22, 2 
p.m., via Tien Tsin, March 26.—Field 
Marshal Marquis Oyama today gave 
his first interview since coming into 
the field. He refused to discuss the 
probability of peace. "I am only a sol­
dier,” he said, "not a politician. The 
Japanese Government will arrange 
terms of peace when the time comes. 
We were forced to fight this war in 
the interests of international peace 
and for the safety of our country. 
Personally, I have a high regard for 
the Russians. They are soldiers. The 
officers and men are brave and able, 
and have fought well. During the war 
between China and Japan I was the 
commander of the army which cap­
tured Port Arthur. With a division 
and a half of troops we took the city 
in five hours. The result this time 
shows the wonderful difference be­
tween the Russians and the Chinese 
with whom we had previous experi- 
ence; but our army, both soldiers and 
officers, performed their duty as Japan 
knew they would. I was Min­
ister of War for Japan for sixteen 
years, during which time conscription 
laws were passed. I have closely 
watched the making of the Japanese 
army, which has proved what I say, 
that the officers and the men have 
fulfilled every hope, as I said they 
would in the older days, when the 
Japanese army was composed of the 
Samuri, professional fighting men The 
modern army was drafted from all 
classes; yet all our hopes have been 
fully reaized by the work this army 
has done in actual war.” Field Mar­
shal Oyama declined to discuss the 
future movements or plans of the 
Japanese army. He intimated that 
he was ready to continue the war as 
long as necessary. Despite the re­
ports to the contrary, Field Marshal 
Oyama’s health is excellent. With his 
staff he is comfortably quartered in 
fine Chinese houses, placed at his dis­
posal by the Chinese Viceroy.

Warsaw, March 26. — A bomb was 
thrown into the carriage of Baron von 
Nilken, chief of police of Warsaw, at 
8 o'clock tonight. According to latest 
information, the attack on Baron von 
Nolken was the result of an elaborate 
conspiracy of the revolutionary party. 
Shortly before 8 o’clock this even­
ing an elegantly-dressed man went to 
the police station, at Praga, a large 
suburb of Warsaw, on the other side 
of the Vistula, and threw a bomb Into 
the courtyard of the station, wound­
ing seven persons, two of them dan­
gerously. The man started to run 
away, but was caught by the captain 
of the station. He was found to be a 
Jew, but his identity has not yet 
been discovered.”

A telephone message was immedi­
ately sent to Baron von Nolken, at 
the city hall, informing him of the 
outrage, Baron von Nolken, accom­
panied by a police official, took a car­
riage and started immediately for 
Praga. When passing the castle where 
the Governor-General resides, a man 
standing on the pavement threw a 
bomb at the carriage. Baron von 
Nolken. who was strung on the side 
nearest the assailant, received the full 
charge of the bomb, while his compan­
ion escaped unhurt. The coachman 
was thrown from the box and the car­
riage was smashed. Baron von Nolken 
was removed to the city hall, and 
doctors were summoned, who found 
he. had received injuries On the head, 
neck, arm and leg, which are believed 
to be serious.

Meanwhile the police official accompany­
ing Baron von Nolken saw the bomb- 
thrower fleeing, and pursued and caught 
up with him, but the criminal proved the 
stronger and tore himself away. Another 
policeman fired twice after him without 
result.

Half an hour later a man was found 
dead in Sowia street, whom the police 
believe to be the bomb-thrower. The police 
think the man shot himself to escape 
arrest. A girl who was passing the spot 
when the bomb was thrown was wounded 
by splinters, and had to be taken to the 
hospital.

According to the theory of the police, 
the revolutionists calculated upon Baron 
von Nolken going to Prague on learning 
of the explosion of the bomb at the sta­
tion there, and knew he would pass the 
castle, that being the only road by which 
he could reach the only bridge across the 
Vistula. The affair caused great excite- 
merit.

The police discovered SO bombs yesterday 
hidden in a brick grave in the Powonski 
cemetery in Warsaw. A popular rumor 
says the revolutionaries adopted this 
course of informing the police that they 
Have more bombs besides those discover­
ed in the Powonski cemetery on Saturday.

Baron von Nolken is very unpopular. 
He is hated by the masses of the Polish 
population, which hold him responsible 
for the sanguinary suppression of the dis­
turbances here at the end of January. He 
lias been here only a year, having come 
from St. Petersburg, where he was chief 
ot the mounted division of the police.

Marsaw, March 27, 1 a.m.—According to 
later information, the bomb which ex­
ploded at the Prague police station was 
not thrown into the courtyard, but into 
a room of the station, where the men 
assembled before going on duty. Six 
policemen were wounded, and all the fur­
niture. as well as one wall, were destroy- 
'ed. The bomb-thrower, in trying to es- 
I cape, met a policeman, and shot twice, 
wounding the officer in the stomach. The 
prisoner himself was wounded, and has 
been placed in the hospital. The man 
found dead in Sowia street proves to be 
a plain clothes policeman, who was seen 
pursuing Baron von Nolken’s assailant. 
The police believe that the latter turned 
on the policeman and shot him dead. 
Baron von Nolken’s injuries are serious, 
but it is thought he will recover.

St. Petersburg, March 26. — Gen. 

Linevitch, In a dispatch dated March

Talking about that happy spring i 
feeling, did you ever notice how it 
affects the equine race? These are the 
days when human beings, in this lati­
tude, begin to walk with sprightlier 
steps, take deeper breaths, raise their 
shoulders and chests higher and ex­
change greetings in smarter accents on 
the streets.

Mr. Sifton’s Great Speech on the 

School Question.
Mr. Sifton’s masterly speech on the 

autonomy bill threw a flood of light up­
on several aspects of the school ques­
tion which have been overlooked or 
purposely obscured by the majority of 
the opponents of the educational 
clauses. We think he has defined more 
clearly than others the difference be­
tween the original and the amended 
clauses which, in his opinion, is the 
difference between sectarian and na­
tional schools. To appreciate this dis­
tinction it is necessary to compare the 
school system of the Northwest Terri­
tories as it is today, with what it was 
in its incipient stages.

When the Federal Parliament in 1875 
gave the minority in the Territories the 
right of separate schools, a complete 
dual system was established, the sep­
arate schools being directly under the 
control of a Roman Catholic board of 
education, which regulated the course 
of studies, and made these schools sec­
tarian and clerical to the core. Grad­
ually the Legislature curtailed the 
privileges of the church, with the pur­
pose, not explicitly avowed, of bringing 
the separate schools into conformity

gone into the Territories on this un­
derstanding; that out of half a million 
people there, 123,000 were Roman Cath­
olics; that in their own opinion and in 
the opinion of many others, not of their 
faith, they had vested rights which 
ought to be safeguarded.

No greater mis­
fortune could befall the Conservative 
party than to take office in support of 
it. The political and financial progress 
of the country might be paralyzed by 
the discord that would ensue, and in 
the end the people would have to come 
together and compromise their differ- 
ences. We quote from Mr. Sifton 
again:

“What I desire to say, Mr. Speaker, 
in conclusion, is, that I have very 
strong views on this question 1 
have not concealed these views from 
the members of the House. There is 
a certain distance that I am prepared 
to go in the way of compromise. 1 
have so expressed myself to the 
Prime Minister, and to the extent 
which is embodied in the proposition 
before this House I am willing to go. 
(Loud cheers.) I am willing to go 
that far because I believe that the es­
sential principles of a first-class 
thorough national school system are 
not impaired, and the taint of what 
I call ecclesiasticism in schools, and 
which in my judgment, always re­
sults in inefficiency, will not be found 
in the school system of the North­
west under this legislation, unless 
the people of the Northwest choose 
to have it, in which case it is their 
business and not ours." (Applause.)

with the public schools. In 1892 the 
policy of nationalizing the schools was 
openly adopted, and the dual system 
of administration swept away. The 
Roman Catholic clergy appealed to the 
ft deral authorities to disallow the or- 
dinances of the Northwest Legislature 
of 1892. supporting their petition with a 
mass of documents and an array of 
legal opinion. The petitioners, among 
other things, complained because sep­
arate schools had been placed under a 
Protestant superintendent of education 
while Judge Rouleau found that there 
was no separate school system such as 
was provided for by the act of 1875.

In Mr. Sitton’s opinion the Northwest 
Legislature, in the process of assimilat­
ing the separate schools with the pub­
lic schools, exceeded the powers be­
stowed upon it by the act of 1875. Sir 
John Thompson was also of opinion 
that the rights of the minority had 
been abridged, but the federal authori­
ties declined to interfere. For a con- 
cise and lucid description of the or­
dinances of 1892, which are the frame- 
work of the present school system in 
the Territories, we cannot do better 
than quote from Mr. Sitton’s address;

"Let me give what I conceive to be 
an accurate resume of the principles 
which are enforced and carried out 
by these ordinances. We have one 
normal school with uniform normal 
training for all teachers. When I say 
all teachers I mean teachers of ail 
schools, separate and public.

they enjoyed before the ordinances of 
1892, when the separate schools were 
sectarian schools, under sectarian con­
trol. He conceived it to be his duty 
to protest against possible restoration 
of these privileges, even to the extent 
of resigning office. He objected also 
to the clause which required that the 
school moneys derived from the land 
fund should be “applied to the support 
of public and separate schools in equit­
able shares or proportions." He main­
tained that under this clause. If the 
Province of Alberta undertook to ap­
propriate $250,000 to build and equip a 
Provincial University, a proportionate 
amount of money would have to be set 
aside for a separate school university. 
Against such an endowment of sectar­
ian education he protested, and the 
Government modified the clause. In its 
amended form it provides for an equit­
able grant of public funds to a separ­
ate school only when it has complied 
with the law of the Provincial Legis­
lature. and has reached the state of 
efficiency required of public schools. 
Public money will be paid only to 
primary separate schools, not for sep­
arate secondary or higher education.

Mr. Sifton defended and justified the 
anti-separate school legislation of the 
Province of Manitoba, pointing out that 
the situation there in 1890 was not 
analogous to that in the Territories. 
The separate school system in Mani­
toba had been admittedly inefficient; 
thousands were growing up in ignor­
ance and illiteracy; the schools were 
under clerical control, and the public 
money was not being devoted to the 
purposes for which it was granted.

Just over 
the spot where the dead man was 
found in the parlor hangs a picture of 
Christ on the cross, and several well- 
worn Testaments and religious books 
are on the table. On another part of 
the walls of the parlor, looking down 
upon the flimsy, faded carpet upon 
which Alfred Quick gasped out his 
life, hangs a picture of peculiar inter­
est, a group photo of Robert Quick in 
a Salvation Army uniform, along with 
other of the members of the great 
orgnization of General Booth. 
Some religious writings, in which 
Quick was recently engaged, are 
in the hands of his solicitor, 
Mr. John Folinsbee. In the kitchen 
can be seen some scattered hair, near 
the chair where Alfred Quick was seat­
ed while his brother was cutting his 
hair. A pair of scissors and some hair 
also lie upon the parlor floor, and it is 
said that Robert began to complete the 
cutting of Alfred’s hair after killing 
him. W. R. Meredith, of Strathroy. 
was asked by the prisoner to take 
charge of his property.

The Question of His Sanity Will 
Not Be Considered at 

Present.

Insane at the time of the crime, he will 
not be called upon to face the charge 
of murder. In fact the same proced- 
ure will hold as in the case of Fanny 
McGarvey, who fatally injured her 
uncle at Strathroy a year and a half 
ago. and who is now confined in the 
Hamilton Asylum. There is a wide 
difference between the mania of Fan­
ny McGarvey and that of Quick. The 
latter was actuated by religious mo­
tives, of which he talks quite calmly 
and rationally, except when in a fit of 
mania. Several attendants of the Lon­
don Asylum remember when Quick was 
under their charge ten years ago, and 
they say that at time he was the most 
violent patient that they ever had.

Dr. Macarthur, the jail physician, 
examined the prisoner this morning. 
When asked why he committed the 
crime, Quick replied calmly: “Well. it 
Is just like this, Doctor. I know you 
are the doctor. You see these fingers 
of mine? (and he held out his two 
fore-fingers). Suppose that here is 
God. and the spirit of submission and 
God’s followers (taking each of the 
three joints of one finger to represent 
one of the preceding)—and here is the 
devil, and the stubborn human will, and 
the devil’s followers (pointing succes­
sively to the three joints of the other 
finger)—well, this must overcome this" 
(pointing one finger significantly at the 
other.) Quick continued, “I had io kill 
my brother to save his soul. Oh, I only 
wish I were where he is now."

At other times, however, Quick 
talked more strangely. He remarked 
to another person who saw him, “There 
will be a paradise in this country 
when all the devils are destroyed, and 
the headquarters of the paradise will 
be in Sault Ste. Marie."

The post-mortem on the remains of 
the dead man was held at Strathroy 
yesterday, but the result will not be 
made known until the inquest. Drs. A. 
S. Thompson and J. R. McCabe con­
ducted it. They found several deep 
scratches on the face, but what seemed 
peculiar was the absence of the usual 
evidences of strangulation, such as a 
swelling of the neck, protruding eyes 
and tongue.

The case of Robert Quick, the self- 
confessed slayer of his brother Alfred, 
now lying in the county jail, was the 
all-absorbing topic of conversation 
around the city today. In response to 
inquiry, Crown Attorney McKillop in­
formed The Advertiser that the case 
would be proceeded with as one of de- 
literate murder. The prisoner’s in­
sanity will not be taken into consid­
eration at all mail the case reaches the 
assize court, which commences in this 
city on Tuesday, April 25th, with Mr. 
Justice Meredith presiding. Mr. John 
Folinsbee, counsel for the prisoner, 
stated that, of course, no attempt 
would be made to dispute the facts in 
connection with the crime. The facts- 
that will be offered in defense are 
the otherwise good character of Quick, 
that he had no difference with his bro­
ther. except on the question of re­
ligion and that the deed was committed 
while Quick was mentally deranged.

The duty of Coroner Thompson’s jury 
in Strathroy will be simply to investi­
gate the circumstances and cause of 
Alfred Quick’s death, although they 
will no doubt add to their verdict that 
they believe Quick to be insane. The 
crown attorney has not yet decided 
upon the date of the preliminary ex­
amination of the prisoner, which will 
be held before Magistrate Noble, of 
Strathroy. A large number of wit­
nesses will appear. If Quick’s condition 
is too bad to admit of his being taken 
to Strathroy for the examination, the 
magistrate will come into the city for 
the occasion. That the result will be 
the committal of the prisoner for trial 
at the coming assizes there is no doubt. 
If Quick’s state of mind is so deranged 
Lhat he will not be able to enter a plea 
at his trial, the question of his sanity 
will be considered, and the jury will 
be asked to pronounce upon this ques- 
tion. And if it decides that Quick was

will have two camps, instead of one. 
this summer.

The. recommendation has been for­
warded to Ottawa by Col. Peters, D. 
O. C., that instead of having one 
divisional camp to include all the 
rural corps in the district, and extend 
over a period of twelve days, two 
camps should be decided upon, each to 
include a brigade—the first camp to 
continue from June 6 to June 17, and 
the second from June 19 to July 1.

Should this be acted upon, the com­
position of the camps will likely be: 
First brigade—First Hussars, Twenty-

sixth (Middlesex), Twenty - seventh 
(Lambton), Thirty-second Bruce, and 
Thirty - third (Huron) Regiments. 
Second brigade—Twenty-second (Ox- 
ford), Twenty-eighth (Perth), Twenty- 
ninth (Waterloo), and Thirtieth (Wel­
lington) Regiments.

Each camp will contain one-half of 
the Army Service Corps, and the 
Field Hospital Company. The Field 
Battery will likely go to Deseronto.

The division of the district into 
brigades for camp purposes is advised 
because Carling's Heights are alto­
gether too small to accommodate the 
many infantry corps in the district 
and leave room for drill.

In addition to these the auditor also 
shows that whereas this year’s coun­
cil begins the year with a deficit from 
last year the council of 1904 began the 
year with a surplus from 1903, and, 
adding all the increases, Mr. Jewell 
finds that the council of 1905, after it 
pays the debts incurred last year, and 
looks after the automatic increases of 
this year, will not have as much money 
to spend as had the council of a year 
ago.

At Ottawa today Judge McTav­

ish handed down a judgment in favor 
of Philip Bucke, formerly of this city, 
who sued the City of London for the 
recovery of taxes which he alleged 
were wrongfully levied by the City of 
London on his superannuation allow­
ance.

Mr. Bucke sued for rebate of taxes on 
income (superannuation allowance of 
$1,000) asking for a rebate for the 
years 1898 to 1903 inclusive. The deci­
sion was against him at London.

At Ottawa today, however, the 
judge allowed him $114 with interest for 
the years up to 1902-03, when he pro­
tested, and for the latter two years, 
during which he. did not protest, he 
was allowed nothing.

The city council meets in special ses­
sion tonight to deal with the proposal 
to issue $9,000 debentures for a portion 
of the capital account expenditure of 
the water commission, so that the 
city’s revenue from the commission this 
year may be increased by the sum 
named.

Commissioner Darch held a lengthy 
session with City Auditor Jewell to­
day, and the latter proved that for 
many years past the commission’s ex­
penditure on capital account, or near­
ly all of it, has been covered by deben­
ture issues, and that there is no valid 
reason for refusing to do this year 
what has been done in previous years.

It will require a three-quarter vote 
of the council to carry the proposal, so 
that if three vote against it it will be 
killed.

It is being argued in some quarters 
that the city council has a great deal 
more money to expend this year than 
the council of 1904 and that for this 
reason the city should not seek to Las 
debentures.

ACTOR BARRYMORE DEAD Two Remarkable Cures Reported in 

English Medical Journal.
Celebrated Thespian Passes Away 

After Several Years’ Illness. London, March 26.—That a brew from 
violet leaves is an effective cure for 
cancer may not be new in theory, but two 
actual cures are now reported. Much 
interest lias been taken In a story in the 
Lancet, told by Dr. Gordon, of Exeter, 
of a man who refused to be operated upon 
tor cancer on the tongue. Then violet 
leaves were tried, the garden variety be­
ing found preferable to the wild violet. 
Every day he drank part of the brew hot; 
the rest he used as a fomentation. That 
treatment has been continued since the 
beginning of November last, and now 
nothing remains but a tiny hard scar. On 
reading this story a woman, well known 
socially, writes, telling an even more re­
markable story of the cure of cancer of 
the liver by violet leaves. Treated by a 
specialist without avail, she grew morose 
and worse, till violet leaves were suggest­
ed by a friend. Hopeless of ever being 
cured, she nevertheless tried it. She took 
a wineglass of the decoction several times 
a day, and also applied cotton wool soak­
ed in the hot liquid over the seat of the 
cancer. The woman says she is now 
completely cured.

March 25.—Maurice Barry- 
more, the actor, died today at a sana­
torium at Amityville, L. I. Mr. Barry­
more had been in failing health for sev­
eral years.
