He was amiable and warnn-hearted to a
fault, and always eady to help a conrade
in distress—a perscvering rider, and the
achnowledged wit ot the Cltub. Club ruus
were always jolliest wheu Sydney was one of
the party. Ho could'sing a good song and
tell a good story. But how kecen is the irony
of fate! when your last number arrived,
containing au.account of his exploits, the
poor fellow was lying in bis coftin.

Pho pall-bearers were all mewbers of the
0. B. C. The floral contribution of the
Ciub was the most beautiful { ever saw; the
design was the Club badge (a shicld), made
entitely of flowers. At a mecting held on
the 27th ult., & committes was tormed to
dratt and forward a letter of condolopce to
Mr. und Mrs Woodburn., [t was also de-
cided thut each member should wear a
mourning badge for one wmonth, the budge
to cousist 01 a piece of the Club (cardinal)
nbbon, edged with black.

I understand that permission has been
granted the O. B. C. 10 use the magnificent
dritl hall here tor drill and practice.

At firat sight of the
wheel thie horses turned suddenly round
and rushed up-strect, throwing the girl out,
breaking & lamp-post. and finally completely
demolishing the wagon against tho post-
office, and spilling the contents in every
direction. The girl was not badly hun,
fortunately, und she afterwards confegsed
that the runaway was duoe to the fact of the
bolt coming out of the whiffletree, and not
to the bicycle. Cbhief of Police Grant said
a great deal foe a few days about putting a
stop entirely to bicycle riding in the city,
but we rode as usual without interruption,
no doubt becanse * his worship ™ knew he
could not legally sustain bis threats. Some
of onr country friends »still wax wrothy
when we are the cause of their having to
«haul up” or stop toallow us to pass. They
usually express their opinion that «them
things shonlda't be allowed.” IHowever,
they are getting reconciled by degrees. In
most cases all that is necessary is a little
putience aud w conciliatory tone on the part
of the rider, to smooth ovér all trouble.

Tte burial service at the house was read
by Rev. Mr. Longley, sud prayer was offered
by the Rev Mr, Scott. Many floral tributes
were sent to the house of mourning from pri-
vate friends, besides those which were
offered by the budies of which the deceased
was a member. From the Ottawa Bicycle
Club camea handsome shield bearing a fuc-
simile of theic badges, with «Ottawa” in
dark red and the letters « B. C*” in opposite
corners in light blue. The pall-bearers—
Messrs. Jenking, Hawley, Wilkins, Roy,
Blyth aad Young are all members ot the
Ottawa Bicycle Club, and wore their badges
draped in crape. The members of other
bodies, including Mr. Woodburn's employes,
wore mourning badges consisting of & white
silk circular centre, on which were in black
letters the words: « In memoriam, Siduney
A. Woodburn, died Nov. 22ad, 1883, Ot-
tawa.”

It is with the decpest regret that we
chronicle the death of MMr. Joha Gunu, of
the Molsons' Bauk in this city. Though
not a bicyclist, he took a great deal of in.
terest in the sport. During his connection
with the Molson’s Bank, he had been sta-
tioned at Toronto, St. Thomas and clse-
where, and bad won many friends who will
regrot to hear of bis sudden demise.
