To perform this duty with any degree of effieiency, a local
Superintendent should be acquainted with the best modes of
teaching every department of an English school, and be able
te explain and exemplify them It is, of course, the local Su-
perintendent's duty to witnuess the modes of teaching adopted
by the leacher, but he should do something iàore; ,Ie should,
<orne part of the time, be an actor os well as spectator. To do
Ao he im t keep pace with the progress of the science of teaeh-
mg. Every man who las to do with schools 'onght to make
himiself master of the best modes of conducting them in ail the
details of arrangement, instruction, and discipline. A man
com1mts a wrong against teaclers, agaUinst childre, aud against
te interests of school education, who seeks the office of locs
,sperintendent without being qualified and able to falfl all its
functions. Jn respect to the manner of performing the visito-
rial part of your daties, J have nothing material to add to the
suggestions whichI inadc in my circularto local Superintedoits
of SchoolsJ. December, 1810. Thcy are as follows:

Your owu inspection:of the schools must be chiefly relied
,upon as the basis of yourjudgmonit, and tho source of your iu,



116

formation, as to the character and methods of school insPraction,
discipline, management, accommodations, &c.: and on this sub-
ject, we ought not to content ourselves with exterior and gene-
rai facts. * * * * But it is not of less importance to
know the interior regime of the schools-the aptitude, the zeal,
the deportment of the teachers-their relations with the pupils,
the trustees and.the neighbourhood-the progress and attain-
monts of the pupils, and, in a word, the whole moral and social
character and results of the instruction given, as fat as can be
ascertained. Such information cannot be acquired from re-
ports and statistical tables ; it can only be obtained by special
visits; and by personal conversation and- observation-by an
examination of the several classes, in their different branches of
study ; so as to enable you to ascertain the degree aud efliciency
of the instruction imparted.

In the inspection of Sehools, Iwould suggest somethinglike
the following order and subjects of inquiry and examination

"l. M1V1ehanicaZArrangement.-The tenre of the property;
the matqria1s, dimensions and plan of the building; its condition;
'when erected; with what funds built; neighbourhood; how
lighted, warmed, and ventilated; if any c1ass-roons are provided
for the separate instruction of par of the eblidren ; if there is
a lobby, or closet, for ,atseloaks, bonnets, book presses, &c;

The conviction expressed in the concluding sentences of this
quotation has been paintully realized. As party polities rli
high, it was found that the appointments of LocaIl uperinten-
dents "were made, to a considerable extent, in the spirit of
political partizanship, and the iniluence of the office was fre-
quently employed for partizan purposes. A clamour was soon
raised against the office itself, which resulted in its abolition
in 1847. ,Great efforts have been subseqtiently ïnadé, by the
State Superintendent an4 other experienced education its, to
restore the office of County (but, not of Township) Superin-

tendent, and place it on a better foting than heretofore.
These facts art aduionitory. A uan's qualifications1 irrespee-
tive of seet or party, should influence bis appointment to the
office; but when once appointed, and during his continuance
in office, he shiould act ui the spirit of impartiality and dud
nesa towards all persuasions and parties This has been the
avowalof the Goverûinent, and the sense of the Legislature
in regard to the offiçe and dAties of the Chief $uperitendent;
