• MAKING A CHOICE FOR LIFE.

Nothing is more sure, if the Bible be 
true, than, by the way we use the circum­
stances of the present, we are forming our 
characters, aud shaping our eternal dealioy. 
It does not always follow that making a 
choice involves the deliberate closing of one 
of two paths, the silting down aud working 
out of any two problems of life, aud having 
solved them both, to resolve by which our 
future shall be moulded.

A choice may he involuntary, or it may 
be decided.

It is involuntary when acting from a sud­
den impulse persons follows out any course 
of conduct simply because it is iu accord 
with their feeliugs. Aud how many are 
there whose first choice of the world is of 
this nature. Pleasure wooed them, and 
without auy deliberate choice, she was al­
lowed to throw her silken cords around 
them, and they followed out of sheer 
thoughtlessness. It is not from love of sin 
that the majority of young men take their 
first step on the downward road.

But while this is so, there is a time iu the 
history ol every life when a decided, a de­
liberate choice has to be,and is made. God’s 
Spirit is sect throughout the world to re­
prove of sin, to be an universal witness for 
Christ ; and as the result of His strivings 
men are brought to the point of deliberate 
decision either for or against Christ. As 
the vivid lightning flash has often shown 
to the benighted traveller the darkling pre­
cipice dr the yawning chasm in his path, 
just in lime to save him from destruction ; 
or as, amidst the darkness of the night when 
not a star has gladdened the mariner’s 
heart, away over the waste of howling 
waters, the beacon star of the light-house 
has warned him of dangers ahead, and 
saved from a watery grave ; so the Spirit 
of God has made to the man the revelation 
ot his heart’s wickedness. Sometimes vivid 
and awful as by the lightning’s flash, the 
sins of a life have been made manifest, and 
the wrath of God against unrighteousness re­
vealed ; while at other times as the man has 
felt the cheerlessness of the world, and the 
hollowness of its pleasures, from the dis­
tance, sweet as the echoes of silvery bells 
borne on the morning air ; or as a light 
in a dark place, the revelation has been 
made, y

« J beard U»f voice of Jeans »»y 
I am the dark world’s light.

Look unto roe, thy morn shall rise.
And all tliy day be bright."

Then it is, when both sides of the subject 
are revealed: when the falsity and the 
wrong-doing of sin, and necessity of a life 
of righteousness are seen, that the choice 
becomes deliberate and decided.

This choice is the foundation upon which 
the future will be built. As a house built 
upon a defective foundation will not stand 
the test of changing atmosphere, or of de­
decay ing years, neither will a life built upon 
a wrong choice, stand the test of eternity 
or of the judgment.

Other foundation can no man lay than 
that is laid, which is Christ Jesus.” Upon 
Him then our life must be built, of Him we 
must we make our choice. To this forci­
ble statement of the apostle objections 
have been raised by the teachers of the pre­
sent day. We are taught now-a-days that 
it is of little consequence what our belief 
may be, so long as wo are sincere in it. But 
not so teaches the Bible ; there we find that 
if He is not the foundation of our litc, how 
sincere soever it may be, it will be a grand 
failure, and the structure we have reared, 
no matter how beautiful in it proportions it 
may appear, will come crashing down about 
us, when the now hidden mysteries of eter­
nity become vital realities.

It becomes then ol vital importance that 
we make a right choice. . . .

The world with its gaudily-painted face, 
iU enticing aspect, iu wanton wiles, audits 
seductive charms; mammon with iu golden 
chains, its alluring hopes, aud iu dazzling

but the time will come when arraigned be­
fore the bar of Christ the Judge, an account 
of our actions will have to be rendered and 
answered for ; and because of this, because 
ol the awfully important interests at stake, 
it is reasonable that we shbuld choose 
Christ. But again we have been endowed 
with wonderful resources by God. If we 
look at tbe material world we see but a 
vast workshop in which man can exercise 
the wonderful abilities committed to him ; 
if we look at tbe world of mind and of 
thought we see the glorious conquests lie 
has achieved there by his mighty intellect ; 
and if we examine tbe spiritual world we 
find in him a grand capacity for spiritual 
enjoyment ; and taking it on the lowest 
ground, is it worth our while to waste our 
God-given powers, by filling lhem only with 
the husks of this world. But when we re­
member that these powers are given to us 
that we may use them in the service of 
God ; when we remember tbe design God 
bad in the creation of man, how much more 
is the sinfulness of such a course of conduct 
increased.

If we would enjoy all these powers to tbe 
full ; if we would cultivate to the highest 
point our varied endowments ; if we would 
have perfect satisfaction in the possession 
of knowledge ; then will it be neceesary for 
ns to have our life influenced by the power 
of the gospel. There are mysteries in the 
Divine government, there are mysteries iu 
nearly every branch of knowledge that can­
not he fully explained to our fiuite compre­
hension, aud unless we have our hearts set 
at rest by the influences of the gospel, we 
shall find ourselves, iu our search alter 
knowledge, brought face to face with pro­
blems so deep aud so abstruse, as will almost 
force us to give up the pursuit of that which 
appears so unsatisfactory in its attainment.

If we would be at rest in the future ; if 
we would have satislaction in our life ; it 
we would build up for ourselves a glorious 
immortality, we must make a right choice 
at startiug ; for as taking a wrong turning 
at the beginning of a icuruey will lead us 
further and further from our destination the 
longer we continue in that way , so will a 
wrong choice made at the beginning of our 
life lead us farther and farther away Irom 
truth, from Christ, aud from heaveu the 
longer we continue in it.

The annual meeting of tbe Auxiliary Mis­

sionary Society was held in Exeter Hall, on 
Monday evening. Dr. Punshon, amongst 
other speakers, addressed the meeting, sod 
in seconding one ol tbe resolutions said :—I 
am sure my triends will give me credit for the 
fact that I was never known to shirk work— 
(hear, hear)—and that 1 was never known, if 
possible, to disappoint the expectations which 
the public announcement of my name might 
have excited ; but I am sure that if I speak to­
night—il I make anything like a speech—I 
shall do myself a permanent injury, and I bad 
rather, and I suspect perhaps you would 
rather, that I should be exceedingly brief on 
the present occasion than be permanently dis­
abled—(hear, bear)—at least, whether you 
would rather or not, I know that is my own 
preference—(laughter)—and 1 feel disposed 
on tbe present occasion to be selfish enough to 
indulge it. (Hear, bear, and laughter.) This 
may be regarded in some sort as a cosmpoliian 
missionary meeting. We have had Europe 
represented by Mr. Jones and Signor Sciarelli, 
coming from volcanic Italy, and bringing us 
something of the fire ; we have had Asia in 
the person of Mr. Kilner, no inapt representa­
tive, not of her present decrepitude, but ol her 
future stalwart strength in Christ Jesus ; and 
we have on the platform, silent so lar, repre­
sentatives from Alrica, who might very pro­
perly have spoken on this occasion ; but, to 
my utter surprise, and almost to my dismay, 
not a word was said in that comprehensive re­
port about the little continent of America— 
(laughtei)—in utter defiance ol geography and 
in inter forgetfulness of tbe vast and glorious 
missionary work which bas been accomplished 
there—not a syllable was said about the mis 
sion of Methodism in the United States, and 
the mission of Methodism in British North 
America. Why that was I cannot tell, except 
it was thought that perhaps there might be a 
living representative ol America who would 
not fail to speak a word for her on the present 
occasion. (Hear, hear.) Now it seems to 
me we arc all returned missionaries. I take 
it I have some reason to appear in that 
character myself to-night ; but as it is not ex­
pected, and as it is rather intrusive in a re­
turned missionary to make a speech—(laugh­
ter)—or to do anything but deal with facts, 
end as I have no intention of erring in the 
way of making a speech—(laughter)- I may 
just for a moment or two present to you, as 
coming out of my resolution, something that 
I have seen of the power ol tbe Gospel in lands 
partially civilized, but in which there are yet 
multitudes ol practical heathen, many ot them 
perishing for lack ot knowledge. I feel, 
there is profound truth in the terms of this 
aolution where it declares that the Holy Spirit 
of God IS our dependence lor the conversion 
andsantification of men, to whatever nation they 
belong; and I rejoice in tbe comprehensive 
and catholic character which is thus gi ven to 
oar missionary operations and work. Sir, we 
have to contend everywhere in British North 
America, that vast Dominion of Canada now 
extending from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
Ocean-we have to contend there with the 
same restless, tyranous, darkening, and over-

and only inadequately worked, and yet 
wherever there has been a pesisteut proclama­
tion of the truth God has honoured it by the 
raising up of some who have been brought out 
of superstition into tbe marvellous light ot the 
Gospel. While our friend Sciarelli was speak­
ing, and illustrating in bis own person the 
glorious results that may be expected to flow 
from tbe use ol native agency in tbe various 
countries that are to be evangelized, my mind 
went back to a large meeting that I attended, 
a year or two ago in the city of Montreal, 
where a man, formerly a Roman Catholic—a 
Roman Catholic of the Roman Catholics—who 
had been intended lor the priesthood, bat 
whom tbe truth had reached—was tbe speaker 
of hie own experiences ; and I wish I could 
translate tor you, or rather not translate, but 
render for you—lot bis speech was in broken 
English—his speech iust as he gave it us on 
that occasion. But I have been somewhat my­
self in the position sometimes in which Mr. 
Jones was placed to-night, by having to give 
the utterances ol a speaker lacking tbe thunder 
and the lightning—(laughter)—and I know it 
is utterly impossible to present to any audience, 
just in the speaker’s own style, what the 
speaker really means ; but I remember one 
point that struck me as something very remark­
able and very ingenious about this man. He 
said: “ When I became a Methodist I went 
back to my native village, and as soon as I 
went they were all up in arms against me. and 
the priest came and said to my mother, • Your 
son has disgraced himselt for ever,’ and my 
mother said ‘ she think not.’ She was in tbe 
Romish Church too, but she said * she think 
not’ : but the people in the streets came to me 
and said * You turncoat.”1 Now il there is 
one word ol opprobrium which these people 
—French Canadians—like less to be applied 
than another, it is tbe epithet of turncoat. 
Well, how did he get out of that difficulty P 
He was not, like our friend Mr. Kilner’s mis­
sionary, “ shut up ’’—(laughter)—but he 
roused himself into a state ol indignation, and 
said “ Turncoat ! I no turncoat. I will de­
clare I am not.” And he added, “ You don’t 
understand it. I put my^coat on in the dark 

(laughter)—and when the morning came 1 
found I had got it on the wrong side out, and 
I just put it right ; that was all.” (Renewed 
laughter.) I do not know whether any of 
you could have got out ol the difficulty so 
easily or with more ingenuity than that. That 
man is labouring at this moment amongst the 
French population in the Province of Quebec, 
meeting the difficulties which ever and anon 
present themselves and doing systematically, 
encouragingly, and successfully a colportage 
such as I trust in God will tell upon generations 
to come. (Hear, hear.) God gives gifts of 
that peculiar kind ; ingenious in contrivances 
to meet the enemy in the gate, not to our 
French converts merely, but to Indian agents 
tar up in British Columbia. The resolution 
speaks ol the adaptedness of the Gospel to 
convert all nations and men. Now, in British 
Columbia I met an Indian, ooe ot tbe most 
eloquent men I ever heard—1 should have said, 
it I had not heard Sciarelli, the most eloquent 
man who had ever stood before an audience. 
He was only seventeen years of age, but be 
was a youth ot very great promise, who re­
joiced our heart with the promise of very long- 
continued usefulness, but whom God loved so 
much that he took him away out of the tempta­
tions of this wicked world, after some two and 
a halt years ol earnest and successful labour 
upon tbe Frazer River. This young man 
David Sallaselton had wrbught a great work 
amongst his country men. Tbe priests who 
were there—and are they not everywhere ?— 
(cheers)—we have rasped off many of their 
errors have we oot also rasped off a great 
deal ot their activity aod zeal—(cheers)—tbe 
priests went into the neighbourhood and set 
up the persecution ot tbe calumny, and said. 

Why do you go and bear that man who can­
not read ? all that be pretends to tell you oat 
of tbe Bible is something those missionaries 
have taught him ; he knows nothing about it 
himselt.” “Cannot I read?” replied David, 
who snatched up a Bible—for it was in our 
own chapel—and, turning to passage alter 
passage ; as it God had inspired him just where 
to turn the leaves, he read out, 11 Being justi­
fied by laith we have peace with God through 
Our Lord Jesus Christ and then, “ There is 
no mediator between God and man, but the 
man Christ Jesus and, again, “ Tbe blood 
of Jesus Christ, bis Son, cleaoseth from all 
sin “ He that believeth and is baptized shall 
be saved, but he that believeth not shall be 
damned and so be went on reading passage 
alter passage, slily hitting, apparently without 
design, one after another, errors ot tbe priest a 
own Church until tbe priest’s countenance was 
a study. It changed Irom rubicuM to purple 
livid, in a very short space ol time, until his 
indignation mastered him, and he made swiltly 
for tbe door, not, however, before our young 
Indian turning over the leaves ol tbe Bible, 
repeated very significantly the passage, “ The 
wicked flee when no man pnrsueth, but the 
righteous are bold as a lion.” (Laughter.) 
Now, that is not so bad, I think. (Hear, 
bear.) God is raising up champions for the 
truth amongst the French converts, amongst 
tbe Indians—men of very different types of 
character and men in very different opportuni­
ties of culture, ot very different habits ol 
thought—to prove the universality ot tbe one 
Gospel—and glorious Gospel, the old Gospel 
—lor tbe salvation of the world. (Applause.) 
There is also a promise brightening in connec­
tion with our missionary enterprise up at Nor­
way House, on the north-east coast of Lake 
Winnipeg, where, by tbe way, we have about

Well, that missionary brought down some halt- 
dozen ot tbe active Indiana to a Conference, 
as they persisted in calling it, and it was the 
first Methodist Conference ever held in the 
Province ol Manitoba. The Conference was 
held in tbe town of Fort Garry. I was privi­
leged to preside. We had a larger Conference 
than Wesley had when be first began his Con­
ferences, and see what they are now, and there 
is no knowing what may become of tbe Con­
ferences begun in the Province ot Manitoba. 
We had lti present—ministers and layman— 
(laughter)—and some of them black—(renew 
ed laughter)—all colours, and all nationalities 
almost were represented, for we had a canny 
Scotchman, who was tbe treasurer ol our mis­
sionary society, and ol course there was a 
good bluff, honest Yorksbireman, who had 
gone out an old man of 50, and who felt that 
Canada was to strait tor him, and so must 
go and labour in the North west. Half-a- 
dozen Christian Indians from Norway House 
came down, and were taken into oer church 
in Fort Garry. We call them all churches 
there ; and this church is a re cherche sort ol 
thing, very seat and beautiful, and has stained 
glass windows, the contributions ot the various 
Sunday schools in Ontario, and altogether a 
very attractive and comfortable place in which 
to worship. We are aloog-side a bishop there, 
and roust make a respectable appearance. 
(Laughter.) Tbe missionary brought down 
these Indians and introduced them into the 
church. They looked reuod, as is the manner 
o( Indians, aod lor a long time io perfect 
silence, unbroken except by the mysterious 
“ ugh ” which I don’t know bow to spell, and 
which means 1 dont’t know what (laughter), 
but which me ins almost anything, for it means 
astonishment, it means assent, it means dissent, 
it means indifference, or anything the Indian 
chooses it to mean ; but by-and-bye, alter they 
bad looked in silence at the windows and pews 
and pulpit and floor and carpet (for we carpet 
the floors of our churches sometimes), ooe ol 
them broke silence, and, lilting up his arms, 
cried out Sagaetoa. Why should I not talk 
in a foreign language ? (Laughter.) I de­
clare I am a little envious of my brethren 
coming oat with their Italian and Tamil, and 
all that sort of thing. (Cheers and laughter.) 
The beauty of it is you won’t any of you know 
what the word eagaetao means unless I inter­
pret it. By tbe way, I ought to have told 
you, to make the story complete, that as some 
expression ot gratitude for my visit they made 
me an Indian chief (applause and laughter,) 
so I present myself to-night as chief of the 
Cree tribe ot North American Indians, and 
my name is Wau-bu-nu-tuk. (Laughter.) 
By-and-bye, at some more favourable oppor­
tunity, I will explain what they meant by 
by that, but at present 1 have to deal with 
this word eagaetao. Now if you will give us 
good collection to-night, I will tell you what 
it ii. (Laughter.) Agreed ? Very well. 
(Renewed laughter and applause.) They ere 
a practical people these Indians of the North­
west. It means “ The sun rises.” Now look 
at all tbe underlying meaning there waa there. 
There is a man who never saw a place like 
that in his life dedicated to the worship of tbe 
truth. There are promises, probecy, fruition, 
hope, and enjoyment couched in that man’s one 
utterance on that occasion, immediately after­
wards be went up to tbe minister and said.

Minister, you have often told us about Hea­
ven, and you know we me mean to go there, 
and are Uving lor it. We hope we shall find 
it as nice as this.” It was to them perfection 
of beauty, out of which God was shining. Now 
I think we may say Sagastao of the whole 
missionary enterprises ; tbe sun rises, tbe 
darkness is past, shadows and fleeing away, 
and the Lord bas come down with a light to 
lighten the Gentiles, and to be the glory of 
his people Israel. Sagaelav—the sun rises—
I heard that in tbe North-west ; the sun rises, 
and I come e England, and 1 fiod “ Paray- 
le-Monial.” Can you wonder, then, if I should 
feel that tbe dream 1 dreamt in Ex tar Hall 
some seven years ago ia now much nearer ita 
fulfilment than it was then ; that the people 
are just as much asleep; that the warders are 
just as indifferent ; and there is just as much 
tolerance of the nefarious practice of that 
great restless and encroaching system as there 
ever was belore. You know they have sung 
at the pilgrimage—

By every hop: that leads us on,
By every pledge in mercy given,

Hear, Lord, the English pilgrim’s prayer,
Lord, open wide the geiee of Heaven.

Well, we can all say “ Amen ” to that, only 
I feel that we should have a different interpre­
tation to pat on tbe words than perhaps they 
have. But all these pilgrims come back again 
impressed with the idea that England ia sale 
for Rome because she is given over to the 
guardianship of the Sacred Heart. Now look 
there ; look at that—the kissing ot the shrine 
of that modern Joan of Are, Marguerite Marie 
Alacoque, the blessing ol tbe rMaries, the 
stripping of the nut trees, and all that fantastic 
nonsense— (cheers) —and then let it be inter­
preted by Archbishop Manning’s letter to the 
Archbishop of Armagh—” I believe there is 
no future for Imperial Germany ; there ia no 
luture for revolutionary Italy, there is future 
for Spain it she abandons her tradition and 
Catholic laith ; there is no future for France 
if she adopts the doctrinM ot Voltaire, but 
there is a future for Ireland.” (Laughter.) 
Well, it is a great mercy—(renewed laughter) 
—I am quite sure it is a great mercy if there 
is a luture for Ireland, far we all know what 
iu past has been ; but we know bow to inter­
pret all that “ millinery,” and all that nonsense 
about the pilgrimage—we know there is be-

Dr. Gcthrir is a Prkacttrr.—Dr. Guthrie 
prepared his sermons with great care, and 
committed them thoroughly to memory. His 
copiously furnished mind and fluent tongue did 
not tempt him to indulge in extemporaneous 
harranguea or fall into slovenly habits ot study.

ITEMS FROM HARPERS WEEKLY.

The English pilgrims to I’aray-le Monial 
made their departure from London with con­
siderable ceremony. On Monday the 1st ol 
September they were addressed by Archbishop 
Manning at the pro-cathedral, Kensington, 
where a large audience was in attendance. 
On Tuesday, September 2, about five h undred 
left tor France under the c barge ot the Mon­
seigneur Capel. No incident occurtd except 
that as they were leaving the harbor ol New­
haven some one shouted after them “ you are a 
disgrace to your country.” Many of the pil­
grims were ladies, some oi them nearly, or 
quite seventeen years of age. About eight 
hundred ia all assembled at Paris, which city 
they left early Wednesday morning, Septem­
ber 3. Of course the train broke down and 
they were delayed, and equally of course there 
were more of them than tbe little village of 
Paray could accommodate. They were met 
at their destination by a long procession of 
French Catholics carrying lighted tapers. 
Dukes and lords were plentiful in the company 
which was composed mostly of representatives 
ot the educated classes.

avow that recent tacts bare forced upon me a 
conviction which 1 have long- been unwilling 
to entertain, viz., that there does exist in the 
Church of England a combined and organized 
party, the scarcely concealed object of which 
is (he revet sal of some at least of tbe leading 
principles of tbe Refoimation, and a return to 
the principles and usages either of pre-Relor 
■nation times, or at tbe very least, ot that 
period ol transition which preceded tbe first 
prayer-book. Such being my present convic­
tion, my answer is prompt and unwavering— 
that I am prepared to use, as indeed I have 
done already, my whole moral inlluenee iu pre­
serving in lull integrity tbe principles of the 
Reformation, and more mpecially in discour- 
ing and, so far as 1 am able, in expressing 
all extreme practice whensoever proper com­
plaint may be made by the authorities or 
Church people ol the parish.” The Bishop of 
Chichester, in reply to a memorial on the sub­
ject, said, “ I shall certainly discourage such 
confession as tbe Churches ol Rome prescribes 
and practice», and such direction ol conscience 
as she employs." The Bishop ol Lichfield has 
refused to license a clergyman ot the extreme 
school to a charge in Wolverhampton. Tbe 
Bishop ol Durham bas resolved to defend in 
the ecclesiastical courts the policy be bas 
adopted ol refusing to license those who la 
has reason to believe will violate the law.

Farmers may be sharp theologians, as wit­
ness the evidence given by objectors to tbe 
settlement of a pastor over a Scotch parish. 
One tanner objected to the minister's compo­
sition ol a sermon, “ He did not bring out 
the spiritual doctrine that we have brought 
from tbe text.” Another farmer deposed as 
follows : “ I didn't love his discourse. 1 didn’t 
think much good ot him. He waa paying 
close attention to what ha was reading off o’ 
and waana looking through tbe church. He 
bad one hand always on tbe paper, but whether 
he was pointing with bis finger or not I could 
oa say. I heard him vara wael. He read the 
same as you and I or ony body would bae 
read a chapter, wi’ little or ony alteration in 
his voice. I wasna altogether pleased with his 
manner. I diona think I could esteem him for 
his works that I ever heard him do. 1 mean 
by bis works his preachin' and reedin’ oot o' 
the pulpit. He didn't show by accent in bis 
delivery any liveliness toward the congregation. 
My own intention is that if be be placed I 
winna be here very often." The witness fur­
ther explained what a ministers manner should 
be like in the pulpit. “ He should be a good 
lively speaker, and nae be tied to bis book, 
and should be able to look free ae en' o’ the 
kirk to the ither, and try to attract bis hearers. 
Such waa net the case with the unfortunate 
minister who is the subject ol the inquiry. 
He looked up “ vers little. It was," added 
the witness, “ my tbocht he kept his band on 
the book to keep bis place. He didna every 
now ahd then look up and around the church. 
He might, for a second, have looked tor a 
time at one end and an ither time at the ither 
end. I watched him pretty close, and had my 
eye upon him.”

This was almost equal to tbe traditional old 
Scotchwoman who waa minded to throw her 
footstool at the minister's bead because he 
read his sermon.

A remarkable scene was recently witnessed 
in a Connecticut court-room. Two brothers, 
who bad for years been on unfriendly terms, 
at length turned to blows, and each complain­
ed to a justice. Both were found guilty of a 
breach of the peace, and both appealed. In 
the Superior court one was found guilty, and 
tbe jury disagreed about tbe other. The judge 
talked with both in tbe most serious manner, 
showing bow both were to blame, and what 
folly it waa to indulge in inch disputes, and go 
to law about them. Then be appealed to them 
both to be triends hereafter, and turning to one 
he put the question solemnly as in a marriage 
service, “ You,——, do promise on your part 
that you will be friends in the future with your 
brother ?" The response came ringing oui,

The other signified the 
same. • Then said the judge» addressing the 
one who had been found guilty, ‘ I impose 
upon you tbe lightest sentence of tbe court, 
one dollar, and 1 discharge your bond.’ II 
judges and lawyers would more often use their 
influence to conciliate opposing parties, tbe 
world would be better.

SCIENTIFIC INTELLIGENCE.

Dr. Augustus Pvtermann has lately publish­
ed an abstract ol the general results of the Po­
laris exjiedition up ie the dat^of tbe separa­
tion of the rescued crew, as embodied in the 
report of tbe Secretary of the Navy, in which 
he takes occasion to commend in the warmest 
terms tbe enterprise ol the American Govern­
ment in.fitting out tbe expedition, and of the 
Secretary ol the Navy in taking measures lor 
tbe relief ol tbe Polarie and her party, and 
dwells earnestly upon tbe importance of tbe 
scienlliic results as actually accomplished up to 
the time when Sergeant Meyer, Captain Ty­
son, and others went adritt.

l’etermann first mentions the amount of de­
preciation ot this expedition, in part due to 
Dr. Walker, who was disappointed in not ac­
companying it. and in part to the alleged refu­
sal on the part of the English geographical 
authorities to recognise the merit of any arctic 
expedition excepting those instituted and con­
ducted by Great Britain. Whatever the pro­
phecies as to the results, however, Dr. l’etnr- 
inann calls attention to the fact that the P#- 
larit reached a latititude ot 82 ° 16’, and that 
the party wintered in 81 • 88'—the highest 
latitnde previously attained by any other ves­
sel, being 81 ° 42’, by a Swedish ship, on the 
19th ol September, 1808, to tbe north of Spits­
bergen. ln the Greenland Sea region the high­
est latitude heretofore reached was 78 ® 87'. 
being Kane’s winter quarters iu Renaalaer 
Harbor.

He also remarks that the most northern win­
ter-quarters ol any European vessel was that of 
the Spitsbergen expedition of 1872-73, in 
Mossel Bay—namely 79 ° fity—while the Ame­
rican expedition wintered two degrees higher. 
He then makes a comparison between the re­
sults of tbe American exploration and those of 
the tlermania and Hanea, under Captain Kol- 
dewey, showing that bis highest latitude waa 
only 7ft ° 3V, and that Captain Hall sailed 
more than raven degrere of latitude farther 
north ; and moreover, that even at this latitude 
it was only the unfortunate incapacity or «dis­
pos i tien of Captain Boddington (who succeed 
ed Captain Hall) that prevented the steamer 
Irom preceding even beyond this, a* it is quite 
probable that bad Captain Hall lived be would 
have made a renewed effort, and doubtless 
would have readhed a (till higher point.

It is, however, according to Dr. Petermann, 
not merely tbe fact that an increased latitude 
was attained by Captain Hall’s expedition, bat 
also that an important and extended knowledge 
of tbe geographical testers» of the country, as 
well as iu physical aod biological characleni­
ties, was achieved, and the whole ia summed 
up by the assertion that, oa the whole, this 
waa in every respect a more important artic 
voyage than any Irom the time *f Baffin and 
Bylot in 1816 to that of Inglefield in 1862. He 
furthermore remarks that the great Sweediah 
expedition, which was fitted out lor reaching 
tbe north pole by means ol sledgps, and which 
wintered in 1872-78 in the north, did not got 
beyond the Seven Islands in latitude 80 • 46 
finding the ice too thin for their sledges. Tbe 
result was to involve necessity of a speedy re­
turn of this latter expedition, having accom­
plished vastly less ot its mission than had ai- , 
ready been attained by tbe Polarie,

In regard to the discoveries made by the 
Polaris expedition along the land, Dr. Peter­
man n remarks that the bigbmt point previously 
attained by that route was by Hayes, in 81 ° 
3.V, on the l*tk of may.while the Polarie ranch­
ed 82 ° W, and from the top ol a hill 1700 teat 

height it was impossible to view the land to 
a distance still farther to the north—estimated 
to be up to the eithty-fourth degree of north 
latitude. Dr. Petermann is of tbe opinion 
that the discoveries ol the expedition favor tbe 
hypothesis of tbe northward extension of 
Greenland toward Behring Straits, consisting 
either of continuous land or of Islands. Tbe 
occurrence of drift-wood on Hall Land, aa it is 
now to be called, be conaidps likely to prove 
that tbe southern flood it actually continued 
across to Eastern Greenland (perhaps connect­
ed with Francis Joseph Fiord)and the* through 
this or some similar channel the drift.wood is 
carried along, Tbe doctor thinks the land 
discovered by tbe German North Polar Expe­
dition in 1807 is almost continuous with that 
discovered by Hall in 82 ° 30L

Dr. Petermann takes occasion to refute the 
prevaiing idea ol the dangers and perils of 
arctic exploration, calling attention to the very 
few cases ot death by disease, starvation, or 
other calamity in the north, and comparing 
such explorations aod their dangers with those 
connected with tbe efforts it African explora­
tion. Tbe commercial promise ot the latter 
country may be greater than that ot the former, 
but, so lar as tbe general interests of science 
•re concerned, we may safely assume that 
there is much less risk in proceeding toward 
tbe pole than in traversing the equatorial 
regions ol Alrica.

The article of Dr. Peterman* was publish­
ed under date oi July 29, and is accompanied 
by a very well drawn map, which, *bile repro­
ducing the sketch furnished by Sergeat Meyer 
embraces also the discoveries, ot Kane Hayes, 
and other authorities as lar south as latitude 
76 o . This forms a valuable contribution to 
our geographical knowledge, and is one which 
has oeen much needed.

Our English correspondent—whose let­
ters we welcome once more—has called 
attention to the new religious sensation of 
France. There are several inferences to 
be derived from this pitiful delusion.

But we accept once more the stern truth 
that the Romish religion is forever the 
same. Its Priests and votaries rejoice in 
this ; we acquiesce, though with a different 
feeling to theirs. It makes us sad. For, 
are not other principles involved in this ? 
The higher anathema from the Papal Altar ; 
the pains and sorrows of inquisitorial agen­
cies ; in short, death ^nd condemnation to 
the enemies of the Papacy—are they not all 
a part of the great system ? And so of 
antagonism to education, to everything that 
would elevate and ennoble the race. If the 
folly of pilgrimages cannot be overcome by 
association, what hope is there that the 
love of persecution bas been completely 
destroyed ?

Altogether, the outlook for Romeo ism is 
not very bright. When the Maories of New 
Zetland revolted a few years ago from Chrit- 
tiaaity, and resumed their Pagan euperetitici a 
and crimes, it seemed like a step backward 
in the world’s history. Very similar is the 
feting with which we study this egregrious 
religions nonsense of Paray-le-Monial. It is 
an evidence that the weakness and darkness 
of the human heart can be remedied only by 
the grace of God. May the day come, which 
seems to I eng to linger, when the millions of 
misguided worshippers shall hasten with 
equal eagerness to the feet of the Lord J cens 
Christ !

Jackson’s “ Recollections of my own Life 
and Times,” edited by Rev. Benjamin 
Franklaed, A. B., and with an introduction 
by Dr. Osborn, we have already briefly 
noticed as having reached us from the 
English publishers.

To 
the thoughtful roller of Methodist History 
this will be an invaluable publication. Like 
Adam Clarke and others of our celebraties 
whose names belong to the church univer­
sal, Methodism found him in seclusion 
nurtured, trained and promoted him to ex­
alted situations.

Dear Mr. Editor,—Perhaps a few 
words from this quarter may be acceptable 
to the readers of our Conference organ. 
This part of the Nash weak Circuit, is situ­
ated on the south-west arm of the Mirami- 
chi River. On coming to my circuit, I 
found the friends exceedingly kind, and 
were doing all in their power to make me 
happy. Our congregations are large. The 
people seem to take an interest in the cause 
of God. They do not believe in a copper 
collection. The twenty-five cent piece is 
no stranger on the Sabbath day, yet our con­
gregations, on the whole, are not wealthy. 
On this part of the circuit, we have two 
Wesleyan churches, the use of a Free Bap­
tist church, and four school houses. The 
duty of the writer is to preach three times 
on each Sabbath, and once or twice through 
the week, besides a large amount of pasto­
ral visitation, required for this extensive 
field.

I am sorry we cannot present a good spir­
itual report. We have only one class in 
operation at present. As far as I can learn 
we have not a single young man, on all this 
part of the circuit, who professes to be a 
member of the Wesleyan Church. It sad­
dens my heart to think of it, yet it is so. 
Our young men, nearly all, go off to the 
woods during the winter months, and are 
beyond the reach of any house of God, and 
consequently are deprived of the means of 
grace. We have endeavored to impress 
upon them (during the summer menthe) tbe 
necessity of giving their hearts to God, aad 
prepare themselves for whatever may befall 
them, during their months of absence from 
us. It seems to me we should have home 
missionaries among these lumber men who 
could collect them together on the Lord's 
day, and on the winter evenings for Divine 
service.

WEYMOUTH CIRCUIT.

Nearly three months have now gone by 
since our arrival on this circuit. And as 
we anxiously cast our eye over the field, in 
order to mark the effect of our labor, we 
feel that, while there are no special results 
visible, yet, we have sufficient reason to 
thank God and take courage.

There was only one measure to 
resort to, viz., an appeal to the Ladies,which 
we did to the best of our ability ; and in 
return received a most hearty response. 
Not only from our own denomination, but 
also others, who with true Christian spirit 
assisted to the best of their ability.

Measures were immediately adopted for 
holding a sale and tea meeting, which was 
appointed to come off on the 25th instant. 
When tbe day arrived, Providence smiled 
upon us. The weather was all that could 
be desired ; the attendance large, and the 
result, one hundred and forty dollars. Fur­
nishing us with another proof of the indebt­
edness of Methodism to its fair supporters, 
who by their cheerful services, remarkable 
tact and untiring labors, have added greatly 
to its wealth and prosperity. May they 
never grow weary in well doing.

We would take this opportunity of ac­
knowledging the kindness of our friends on 
the Digby, Digby Neck and Granville Cir­
cuits, who, by their contributions, have ma­
terially aided in pushing forward the enter- 
prize.

OUR EXCHANGES.

The Evange'ical Witness thus alludes to 
John Dongall’s kind offer to ministers In 
the West :—

Our old friend, John Dougall, of the N. 
York Witness, makes an offer, through tbe 
Syracuse Wesleyan, to send the weekly edi­
tion of bis paper, free of charge, until the 
close of the year to all the ministers of the 
body represented by that denominational 
organ on receipt of their names and P. O. 
addresses. The Wesleyan speaks thus fav­
orably of Mr. Dougall a enterprise : In­
spired with the thought that there is a re­
ligious public which does not wish for them­
selves or families to wsde through the 
amount of police reports and sporting intel­
ligence that occurs in the secular dailies, 
he has started a daily paper which reports 
the doings ol the better class of citizens. 
He does not send oat bis reporters to trace 
out the movements of the victims of vice, 
but to write up intelligence of those better 
and nobler institutions snd men with which 
tbe country abounds.

This is unquestionably tbe duty of those 
who are disposed to use tbe press to the 
best advantage. There is a morbid taste 
for news of accidents, for knowledge of im­
pure and. Vflaiuous transactions, and the 
less this craving is pandered to the better. 
There is always in the world an abundance 
of wholesome news. All readers may not 
be grateful for it ; but it will do them good.

The N. W. Christian Advocate has this 
opinion as the result of its observation on 
the subject of open communion :—

That the subject of open communion in 
Baptist churches is making rapid progress 
is apparent in several ways. The pro­
nounced advocacy of tbe belief by several 
prominent Baptist clergymen, has given 
voice and confidence to many of the laymen 
who had a silent unbelief in tbe close com­
munion doctrine. And at the recent meet­
ing of the Warren Baptist Association in 
Rhode Island, on the question of the ad­
mission of a new church, open communion 
in doctrine, the motion prevailed by a de­
cided majority. The Straight Baptist i 
claim, however, that their progressive 
brethren stole a march on them, by bring­
ing up the question at the end of the ses­
sion, when a large number of delegates had 
gone home.

And now historic doubts have begun to 
cluster a boat the memory ot Dr. Albert 
Bernes. Was be or was he not a Calvin­
ist ? That is the question which, it seems, 
bis volumuious writings do not settle ; and 
that is the question which the Indepen­
dent propounds to two of its Presbyterian 
contemporaries.

Tbe able English correspondent of tbe 
New York Advocate says of the distinguish­
ed Layman of the Methodist Church, Mr. 
McArthur :—

I may meution here, by tbe way, that 
Mr. M’Arthur—now, in full title, Mr, 
Alderman M'Arthur, M .P—received a few 
weeks ago at Loudonderry such a tribute 
from all classes and denominations in that 
city and the adjacent county as very seldom 
indeed falls to any man in any place, 
Mr. M’Arthur was lor something like five 
and twenty years a citizen and merchant of 
Derry, and there established his character 
and laid the foundation of bis fortunes. 
In a few years, if bis life is spared, it may 
be assumed that he will be Lord Mayor of 
London ; the first Methodist Lord Mayor. 
Sir Thornes Gabriel, was of a Me hodist 
family, and had often attended tbe Metho­
dist chapel, but was not fully or properly a 
Methodist. Sir Francis Lycett and Mr. 
M’Arthur are the two, and only, Metho­
dists who huve held the office of Sheriff of 
the City of London. Methodism has al­
ways been relatively week in London, but 
it is now manifestly gaining ground.

We have noticed elsewhere tbe movement 
being made by a society composed not alto­
gether of total abstainers for the piorootiou of 
the observance of those laws which limit the 
sale of drink, and tbe representatives ma le 
to tbe Mayor by a delegation from them. 
There has else been held i meeting of Tem­
perance men to arrange to make their influ 
ence felt in politics. Tbe movement among 
the Grand Tmnk Railway employees it one 
of tbe moet notable examples of tbe rapid 
spread of a good cause upon record. No 
less than 1,416 have become total abstainers 
in tbe abort time since it was commenced, 
and there is every prospect it will soon com­
prehend not eoly moet of the employees on 
tbe line, but also tbeir families. The em­
phatic approval given by the Governor- 
General to tbe movement and its promoters 
is a grateful piece of eacouragement, honor­
able alike to the giver and the receivers 
The good fruit is already beginning to ap­
pear, inasmuch as after tbe 1st of next month 
intoxicating drink is ordered to be rigorously 
excluded from all refreshment rooms along 
the line. It is cheering to eomtcmplate this 
bright streak of light arthwart the gloom 
of things. The Grand Trunk is changing 
its guage next week, and it seems this is to 
be accomplished without infringing on tbe 
sanctity of tbe Lord's day. All manner of 
happy results may bo expected from such a 
turning over of a new leaf. His Honor 
Judge Monk, in addressing the Grand Jury, 
added one more to many condemnations that 
have been altered Iront tbe Bench against 
drinking ai well as the drink traffic, which 
he characterised as tbe fruitful source of most 
of the crime, vice and misery that prevail in 
tbe community, alluding especially to the in­
crease in crimes of violence which is emphati­
cally laid to the score of this traffic. His 
Honor earnestly points out the very insinuat­
ing nature of tbe vice, which grows so often 
out of moderate drinking, denounces tbe 
facilities afforded for the indulgence of the 
vice of intemperance, and calls for restrictive 
measures. Certainly tbe existing laws 
against liquor-selling should he strictly en­
forced, and the licensing commissioners should 
be very deaf to appeals for new licenses ; but 
every real friend of temperance will look for­
ward to tbe day when there shall ho no 
licenses at all.

The retrospect of the Conference at New­
castle causes continued surprise. This 
correspondent says of it :—

You may have gathered from my letters 
respecting our late Conference, slight and 
inadequate as these were, that the Confer­
ence was remarkable lor the amount of 
special business of high importance which 
was transacted. I believe three times as 
much was done as in almost any other 
Conference I have known, except, perhaps, 
that ot the important year 1852. The bu­
siness was, as usual, sometimes done too 
rapidly. What has been under considera­
tion in district meetings and by special 
conferences during several years, so that 
the Connection and especially the minis­
ters, have come gradually and very gener­
ally to the same conclusion respecting it in 
their own minds, comes at last to be done 
not only quickly hut safely. New propo­
sitions, suddenly thrown across the Confer­
ence, and happening to coincide with a 
present, perhaps only a temporary, wave 
of feeling or opinion, are sometimes adop­
ted off-hand, and turn out not to be wise 
er right. No one assembly ought to be 
able both to initiate and adopt at a stroke. 
The Conference cannot do this as respects 
any matter ot finance, or any question af­
fecting the societies. But it can as to other 
things. We need something like a first, se­
cond and third reading. At present there 
is no such regulation except as to station­
ing. If we should adopt lay delegation in 
our supreme Coulereuce, we shall still 
more strongly need au effective check on 
hasty legislation. At present the power, 
as to many important matters, is divided 
between the mixed committees of review 
and the Conference. Neither can act or 
decide without the other. We have thus, 
in effect, something like two houses. Con­
solidate all into one assembly and this check 
will be removed.

THE RELIGIOUS WORLD.

The coming session of the Evangelical 
Alliance in New York is exciting much 
attention. It is said that the English Pro­
testant Episcopal Church will he represent­
ed in the person ot the Deau of Canter­
bury, who has arrived at New York, and 
bears a letter from the Archbishop of Can­
terbury to the Alliance. The Archbishop 
cannot be present in person, but expresses 
the hope that this general conference of 
the Christian Churches may promote unity 
in all forms ol Christian belief. It is a 
significant and suggestive, but hopeful sign, 
when the Primate of the English Cbureh 
throws in his influence with the representa­
tives of so many dissenting and free 
Churches.

That devoted evangelist, Wm. Taylor, 
is4 still laboring with marked success in 
India. Latterly Calcutta lias beeu his 
point of operations. Tbe Lucknow IFifness 
says : “ He at first preached for two
weeks in the Wesleyan Church, where the 
word was greatly Messed and a number of 
persous converted to God. . . . His plan 
is to raise up, with God’s blessing, 
church of working Christians ; and al­
though for the present he coniines himself 
to the English speaking population, his 
ultimate aim is to reach the natives through 
the agency of those who live smong them as 
Christians.” The Methodist also informs us 
that Mr. Taylor has deiermited on building 
a church at Calcutta, which is to cest ten 
thousand dollars, one half of which sum has 
been furnished by a friend of his io Bombay.

The more 
incredible, not to say puerile and disgust­
ing the facts, the better ; for the more as­
tonishing and defiant will be this demon­
stration of the faith of the “ faithful.”

the French pilgrimages is enormous. One 
procession at Caen in August contained 
25,000 pilgrims ; another is estimated to 
have had iu it 100,000.

THE ENGLISH PILGRIMAGE.

Our readers will be glad to learn the true 
merits of that strange infatuation which has 
been recently sending pilgrims to France. 
The N. Y. Methodist says of it :

Tbe English Journals have been discussing 
with lively interest tbe pilgrimage of British 
Catholics to Paray-le-Monial in France. 
The body of Pilgrims was some eight hun­
dred strong. It was more than one half com­
posed of women ; half of thu remaining ball 
consisted of ecclesiastics ; about one fourth of 
the whole Were laymen, and many of these 
Irishmen. The Hibernian brogue was par­
ticularly distinct in the gathering at the 
railroad depot. The company was led by 
the premier Duke of the realm—the Duke 
of Norfolk—the representative of an old 
Catholic house, whose adherence to the 
Pope was conspicuous in the reign of Henry 
the Eight, when the chief of the family 
came near losing bis head. Other Romish 
noblemen assisted the Duke on the present 
occasion, and tbe devotees passed over to 
the Continent, displaying the papal flag and 
the banner of the “ Sacred Heart.”

MR. ARCH IN CANADA.

The St. John Morni g News thus illudes 
to Mr. Arch’s aims and prospect in Canada;

Mr. Arch is receiving much attention in 
the Upper province. He has had interviews 
with the Governor General and the Premier, 
and had been treated handsomely by tbe Min­
ister of Agriculture. Indeed, be seems to be 
cordially received and aided in his enquires by 
representative of men of sll sorts. It would 
seem that he is very favorably impressed 
with the general condition of things in 
Canada, though be is of opinion that Lower 
Canadian faiming is susceptible of improve­
ment. And according to his follow traveller, 
Mr. Clayton, member of the Consultive Com­
mittee of the National Agricultural Laborer's 
Union, Mr. Arch has found one settlement 
called Scott’s Town, established cm principles 
of which in the main be greatly approves. So 
far as we uan gather, tbe Scott method ol 
settlement is almost entirely like that adopt­
ed by our Local Government. A curtain 
number of -settlers arc grouped together in 
one locality, each settler, tbe head of a 
family, gets a house and sumo cleared land, 
and fiuds himself in a position in the early 
days of his settlement to earn something by 
outside labor, till his farm becomes sufficient­
ly productive to sustain him and his family. 
It is on some such system as this that Mr. 
Arch wishes to see hi* friends at home set 
tied in the new world. He wants to see them 
become independent land owiiere ; approves 
of the plan that, by reasonable aid at the 
outset, gives u poor man a chance to attain 
that position. We trust hie wishes in this 
respect will be abundantly gratified. There 
is land enough and to spare, procurable on 
easy terms, in the Dominion, to furnish com­
fortable homes for vast multitudes of the men 
of his class. If be shares the feeling of his 
companion for Canada, we should infer that 
he will be instrumental in securing a hand­
some addition to the population of the Do­
minion. That gentleman winds up a letter to 
the Montreal Gazette in the following strain : 
“ I feel an intense interest in the Canadian 
Dominion. Its matchless cdncational advan­
tages and its purely democratic form of gov­
ernment, together, with its well nigh limitless 
material resources, invest its every interest 
with a kind of imperial importance to a 
thonghtfol Briton. Never did poet make a 
greater mistake than our Laureate, when be 
inferred a disposition on the part of England 
to shake off her noblest colony. Tbe one as­
piration of Britain is rather to strengthen tbe 
ties which unite us, file., by pouring fourth 
sumo ol our surplus wealth of labour into her 
bosom to realise tbe double blessing of tbe 
merciful.”

THE POPE’S HOUSEKEEPING.

The N. York Methodist has been reckon 
mg, and gives its readers ao Estimate of tbe 
Pope’s income : —

Pius the Ninth cannot complain of poverty. 
He may be the prisoner of the Vatican, but 
ho is nevertheless a prisoner well supplied. 
His revenues aa a temporal prince may be out 
off, but bis revenue in “ Peter's Pence ” is 
unfailing. The Catholic lleuiew estimates 
that from 1861 to 1872 tbe sums contributed 
by the faithful under this name reach the 
enormous aggregate of 400,000,000 francs, 
or $80,0003)00. Tbe contributions have 
been so abundant that a large surplus has 
been put aside “ for a rainy day.” The 
The Unita Cattolica gives tbe following 
table of the contributions of Peter Pence from 
1861 to 1868:

THE CHOLERA IN EUROPE.

Journal, in its usual weekly rcv^W of the 
progress of Asiatic cholera in Europe, 
mentions that the outbreak at Havre. 
France, has proved very serious, “ having 
been the cause of a panic which extends 
to all classes. Of twenty-one civilians 
treated in hospital, nine have succumbed 
soon after admission with grave symptoms. 
Of twelve soldiers attacked during the 
week, five have died. In the fatal cases 
the rapidity of the onset, the short duration 
of the affection, and the violence of the 
symptoms have been remarked. It was 
imported by ships arriving (tom infected 
ports in Germany. Montivilliers and Har- 
fleur and the suburbs have been equally af­
fected by the epidemic, but details are 
wanting. The disease has also appeared 
in Rouen, where, according to a medical 
journal, on the 25th August there had been 
seventy-four cases, with thirty-nine deaths, 
in the two hospitals.

Mr John Bright a Patron of Church 
Livings.—The Liverpool Albion asks who 
would have beeu rash enough some years 
ago to suppose it possible that in tbe course 
ot time such a thing could happen as that 
Mr. John Bright, a professed Quaker, 
should become au officer lor spiritual pur­
poses iu the Church of England ? And 
yet it is so, tor as Chancellor of the Duchy 
of Lancaster he will have the patronage of 
41 livings iu various parts of the coauiry. 
These livings are of a widely varied cha­
racter, ranging from Heston, in Lincoln­
shire, w orth £116 per annum, to Rolhbury, 
in Northumberland, with the very comfort­
able income ol £1,470 a year. It is rather 
curious that although these livings are 
attached to the office of the Duchy of Lan­
caster, yet none of them are iu Lancashire.
I hey tire situated iu Yorkshire, Leicester, 
Norfolk, Essex, Wilts, Herts, Cumber 
atnjf&c.

Mr Basnum comes to the rescue in tbe 
maftcr of a translantio balloon. He adver­
tise» that he will spend, if neoevsary, $50.000 
iu the matter, provided be cen find a compe­
tent aeronaut with earnestness and feith 
enough to attempt to cress the ocean in a bal­
loon manufactured and tested in England, 
and then brought to this country to at art from 
New York. He closes the proposition by 
saying : " l trust the public will believe that 
if I put my hand to the plough, 1 shall not 
look back."

The following letter is curious as an illus­
tration of tbe endeavour of the Asiatic mind 
to write in tbe Anglo-Saxon tongue, and as 
an indication of the progress which American 
ideas and improvements are making in thu 
favor of tbe Japanese. It was written to tbe 
Superintendent of one of the San Krancisco 
street railroads by a correspondent who wish­
ed to be informed about ictroducing street 
care into Jeddo,, Japan :

“Sir,—I heard that you were railroad 
company.

The Travelling Valise receive* the 
following good notice from the Bangor
II Vi i<j and Courier:—That trunk, which 
Mr. H. T. Clark started for Halifax from , 
Shu Francisco by rail on the 141It of Au­
gust, was delayed 24 days at Omaha by 
some railroad official, but finally got 
through to its destination safely. The can 
ol water from the Atlantic, which it con­
tained, was emptied into the Pacific, and 
the vessel re-filled with water from 8au 
Francisco buy which will be turned into 
the Atlantic at Halifax to-day ou it* arri­
val. It is not certain whether the bottle of 
St. John brandy eeut with the water wes 
emptied ; but a bottle of California port 
was returned in its place in the trunk, which 
was started Iront San Francisco on tbe 
18th iust, and arrived here yesterday moru 
ing, passing over eleven different roads. 
This piece of baggage was manufactured 
by Messrs, l’arkhurat &. Webb, and bore 
the long eventful journey with very liUle 
damage.

Wx have again to chronicle auolbei great 
fire in Chicago. It broke out in tbe after 
noun of the 17 th in the bay depot of Chicago- 
Burlington and Quincy railroad, and spread 
rapidly in a northwesterly direction, as did 
the great fire of two years ago. There was 
great excitement among all classes of people, 
as the fire was not far from where the pre­
vious one originated, aud the wind was blow­
ing a heavy gale from tbe south-west as it 
did on that previous memorable occasion. 
Many persons living in the line of the ire 
packed up tbeir possessions end left at ones, 
supposing tbe fire would progress unchecked 
over perhaps is much ground as before. The 
heroic efforts of the entire fire department, 
which was called out by three alarms, how­
ever, prevented the fire spreading over more 
than a lew hundred yards’ space. About 
seventy-five buildings were destroyed, end 
teh total loss was nut over $300,000.

The complications of the church and state in 
Germany and Switzerland increase continually. 
The bishops hive, without exception, refused 
" to submit the plan for their seminaries to tbe 
government," and the state has promtply car­
ried out its law. The salaries contributed by 
the government to the chapter of Krmeland 
have been withdrawn, the Bishop ol Fulda's 
schools have been closed, as also has been 
the priest’s seminary of the Bishop of l'osen 
Ledocbowski. The Bishop ol l'sdeborn has 
issued a pastoral, in which declare» that there 
has been no aueh persecution of the Church 
since the days ot Diocletian. The Bishop ot 
Speyer has been fined for denouncing as con­
cubinage tbe marriage in bia diocese ol 1'iotes- 
taut and Catholic without bia sanction, la 
Bavaria tbe law banishing the Redemlorists 
has been so far relaxed as to permit members 

ho declare that they have left the order to 
temain. Tbe Grand Council of Geneva baa 
passed by a large majority, the law organising 
Catholic worship. Under iu provisions tbe 
people will have a voice in the appointment of 
their priests, which will he s revolution indeed. 
Father Hyacinthe has celebrated mass in*the 
French language. It is now stated that Bishop 
Keikens would not permit the fact of his con­
secration to be communicated to tbe Vatican 
court. Thus Germany aud Switzerland am 
diverging daily mure and more iront Rome.

Among the delegates expected to attend the 
General Conference ol the Evangelical Alliance 
iu this city is the Rev. Narayan Sbeabadri an 
Eastern Indian Brahmin. His bietoiy and per­
son are thus described ; “He is an ordained 
minister ot the Free Church of Scotland, and 
he attended tbe General Assembly in May last 
as one ol the representatives of the Presbytery 
ot Bombay. Wearing as he did his Indian 
dress—a white turban and gay-looking saab and 
tf,ga—he presented rather a marked contrast 
to the brethren who sat around him ; but be 
spoke tbe English language with as much ease 
and propriety as any ol them, and one could 
not listen without being impressed by tbe 
culture of a college bred European." Mr. 
Sheshadri has been labouring at Indapur, 
near the old Bramintcal city of Puna, where 
he has gathered a company ol twenty evan­
gelists, all of whom are successfully engag­
ed in propagating Christianity.

ENGLISH LETTER.

From the old le the new home—Reeump- ion of
duty as Correspondent—the weather, crops and
items of news—The Drink traffic—Pilgrimage to
Paray-la-Moaial.

Dear Mb. Editor,— The excitement 
and turmoil of a removal from one circuit 
to another is now over. We are comfort­
ably Milled in a new home, surrounded by 
kind frieada, and our prospects for useful­
ness here are decidedly hopeful. The ap­
parent neglect of my duty aa correspondent 
has been une voidable. Yet at Conference 
time there ia leaa need for letters from pri­
vate hende, aa the papers teem with arti­
cles upon Methodist work and agencies 
from which you can select much that is cal­
culated to instruct and please yonr readers. 
I intend, (D. V.), to resume my letters 
from this time, and furnish you with occas­
ional notes upon passing events and current 
topics.

First of all with us in this sea-girt isle, 
ie the all-absorbing topic of the weather. 
Very nnpropitioua baa it been for over four 
weeks. Rain, heavy and continuous, for 
days and weeks, and the temperature at 
times as low as in early winter. The 
harvest has been gathered with great dif­
ficulty,* and many fields of grain are yet 
unripe. The consequence has been a rise 
in the price of bread, and rather ominooa 
prophesyings lor the winter which ia com­
ing upon ns. So much wet has seriously 
injured the potaloe crops and done other 
damage in various ways, besides greatly 
marring the enjoyment of tens of thousands 
of excursionists and pleasure seekers in all 
parts of the country. Methinks we have 
had rather more than the average amount 
ot grumbling at the Uaduees of the weather, 
high prices, and unfavorable things in gen­
eral. It is a quiet season in political mat­
ters. A few elections to fill vacancies in 
the House of Commons have varied the mo- 
uotomy of the Parliamentry recess, and in 
almost every instance they have gone 
against Mr. Gladstone and his government. 
The famous Tichborne trial hae attained 
its hundredth day and still drags its weary 
length from week to week. No indication 
of the probable end yet appears. Num­
bers of witnesses swear as positively that 
he is the true Roger Tichborne, as scores of 
p-eviou* witnesses have testified that he ia 
Arthur Orton and nobody else. The mys­
terious fellow is very popular, and crowds 
appear in all parte of the country whenever 
be is announced to make a speech, shoot in 
a pigeon match, or even to beg for funds to 
carry on his defense in this t remendous case.

The painful inciease in the drink traffic 
of the United Kingdom is at present de­
manding much attention, and awakening 
many fears. The Good Templars and other 
lemperauce organizations are rapidly gain­
ing in numbers aud compacted strength, 
yet in «pita ot all effort in opposition, liquor 
sellers are everywhere doing an imparailed 
amount of business, aud this gigantic vice 
stalks in triumph through the laud. The 
very high wages now earned by working 
men are dissipated in riotous living, and 
they aud tbeir families are in no wise bet­
tered by tbeir augmented earnings. Our 
recent Conference bad its attention drawn 
to the eubject of temperance from two 
quarters. There were some who would 
have liked some repressive declaration onthe 
subject of Good Temptarism, and the hold­
ing of its meetings in vesteries, schoolrooms 
and other Wesleyan Trust property. The 
other reminder came in the form of a re­
quest from a very large number of Districts 
lor the appointment of a committee to 
watch over the interests of the temperance 
movement during the year, and to act with 
power and prompt ness in any ease of exig­
ency. The Conference acceded to this re­
quest, and now for the first time there ap­
pears in the “ minutes ” the names of a 
Conterential committee on temperance.

A novel and distressing sight bus recently 
been witnessed in the departure from Eng- 
led of s bind of pillgrtms bound for an in­
land bimlet in France. A few of the aristo­
cracy were found in ibe throng of nearly six 
bandied devotees who thus set ont to do 
honor to tb# shrine of the stored heart of 
Jesus. Very unreliable aid pitiable are the 
so called I acts connected with the place to 
which so many of our countrymen, led by 
cunning priests, wended tbeir way by steam­
boats and railroads to prostrate themselves 
before a gaudily decorated altar in a kind of 
artificial grotto, there to do honor to all that 
was idolatrous and human, and pray for the 
conversion of England. We know the wortb- 
Icssneas of euob prayers, but yet there stern 
truth must not be overlooked that these nun­
neries are gaining popularity, and the restless 
insatiable spirit sf 1‘opery was never more 
daring than at present, and never was it 
more apparently successful.

Kogland is at present destitute of a holy 
place and a shrine, exo pt that of “ Thomas 
A. Beeket ” it Canterbury Cathedral, to 
which some enthusiasts have lately traveled, 
but Rome is equal to any emergency, and no 
surprise most be felt at the creation of a 
place for Romanist pilgrimages close to our 
doors, for with ell tbeir piety the pilgrims to 
Piny le Monial were terribly sea sick, and 
would prefer doing the thing in a way more 
agreeable to flesh ind blood than crossing 
that English Channel. Reserving other 
topics lor my next communication.

Ifarpert Bazaar winders from the fashion 
to this interesting paragraph on lobsters in 
the States and in Nova Scotia :—

Maine and MassacbuMtts chiefly supply our 
markets with that favorite crustacean, the 
lobster. A considerable quanity ot lobsters is 
every year caught on the rocky shores ot Long 
Island and New Jersey, hot toe greet centres 
from which they ere sent ere Portland and Bos­
ton. The Maine fishery is very extensive, 
most of the towns on the coast and near the 
mouths ot many of the rivers being interested 
in it. Canning lobsters is a flourishing busi­
ness. It is stated that nor tar from 8,000,000 
<-*ns will be packed ibis Mason in Boston and 
Portland,all of which will find a ready market in 
varions parts ot the world. A Maine company 
recently eatablisbed a -canning ’• factory in 
Nova Scotia, where the number boiled va ies 
from or e to three thousand daily according to 
the success of the fisherman. No part of the lob- 
Ur ia poisonous, ali boueh the flesh does not 
agrteaiih every person. The cartilaginous stom­
ach is U o ough to be eaten.and some other pans 
are rejected. But lobsters should always be 
eaten fresh; if stale, they often cause sick­
ness These creatures are very combative 
and quarrelsome, and it is dangerous for one 
not acquainted with tbeir habits and mode of 
attack to handle them. They often lone s 
claw ol a leg in their contest, with each, 
other, but tbe missing member ia soon repro­
duced, a new one sprouting up from tbe old 
stump. An immense quamty ol lobsters is 
consumed annually in Loudon, most of which 
are In* tbe English coast and from the const! 
of Norway sod Scotland. Artificial storing 
pond# have been constructed, where they may 
be kept in good condition for a month or more. 
Near Southampton ia one capable ot bolding 
50,000 lobsters.

The Howard Association ot New Orleans, 
though obliged to exert themselves to pre­
vent the ravages ol the disease in tbeir own 
city, hove considered it their dnty to send 
three experienced physicians to aid the local 
faculty of Shreveport. Funds are being sent 
to the place from various localities in tbe Unit­
ed States.

LARGE YIELD.

Mr. W. W. Young, the popular keeper of 
the poor for this county, telû ol the yield ot a 
turnip patch that shows how larmiog may be 
done to profit. Last summer be prepared a 
piece ol land for a turnip patch, sowed the 
seed about the last ol August ; he then took a 
common wasbpan full (a little over half a gal­
lon) ol common winter oata and sowed them 
broadcast and brushed them in. The turnips 
yielded well, and be fed between forty and fifty 
persons during the winter and had plenty 
of greens tor spring use. The lsst Saturday 
in June he cut the oats, and had a ’yield ol 
twenty-seven dozen snd six sheaves. He then 
threshed twenly-lour dozen aud eight sheaves, 
and it yielded seventeen and a quarter bushels 
ot oats—weighing thirty-eight pounds to the 
bushel. Several stalks were counted, and in 
one instance 101 were found to proceed from 
one grain. How is this lor oats ?— Greenzbo- 
reugh Patriot.

All farmers will find it their i nterest to have 
the oak, hirkory and gum that is down in the 
forest turned into ashes. This is a fine season 
of the year to burn all dead wood, especially 
where the forest has been cut down. You egn 
burn much more and at the same time save 
more ashes than in the winter and spring. 
Every 300 bushels of ashes, well saved and 
kept dry until the next crop, ie the equivalent 
ot any ton ol Peruvian guano. Asbea cannot 
be misapplied on well drained laed, as you may 

them in the drill or broadcast or compost 
them. On many (arms ttere is a sufficient 
quantity of timber that is rotting to make a 
large quantity ol this plant-food. Ashes are 
good lor all crops. Nothing have we vied yet 
that is better.—Journal.

TRAINING WISTERIAS.

The Gardener', Monthly says : “ We should 
like to call attention to a note we gave last 
year, that some beautiful objects for lawo de­
corations fsn be made ol wisterias by training 
them u standards. A young plant is selected 
and trained to a stake six feet high. When tbe 
plant reaches this it is beaded off. Tbe second 
year the slake may be taken away, and the 
young plant will support itself. It will never 
make running branches alter this, as it takes 
all it, nutritive power to overcome gravitation 
and sustain itself erect. A beautiful umbrella­
like head is formed, and its hundreds ol droop­
ing flowers in spring thus show to advantage. 
Another point of interest to a nurseryman in 
this is, that with this check to growth the re­
productive powers are called into play, and 
tbe plants then usually produce teed abundant­
ly. There is hope for numerous improved va­
rieties u soon as these lacV become generally 
known. This is a very good season to Vain 
plants up for this purpose."
