Hindooism : Its Changes During
the Last Half Century.

I Luve often heard it remarked, not only
by the Hindoos themselves, but also by
Protestante, that it is impossible for them
to changa thair long eatablished ecustoma,
and embrace Christianity ; that the univer-
sal prevalence of ' easte and claim upon the
s0p, to pursue the same avocation in life as
the father, will never permit of any radical
changes ; that aucl: and such were the acts
and eustoms of their forefathers, and to de-
viate in the remotest from their example,
the most dire calamities would inevitably
follow. DBut such a view of the case is not
only unwarranted, but untenable. Protes-
taats who have thus represented the matter,
are certainly eitber unacquainted with the
facts, or else they belong to that cfass who

know nothing of the promises of the Bible,
and are opposed to the spread of the glori-
ous gospel-of God's Son. That Hindooism
has undergone tha most wonderful changes
doring the last half century, I will now pro-
ceed to show. Let us notice, first, the
ehanges that have taken place in the articles
of dress and household furniture. Half a
century ago, the Hindoos had but little, if
wny turniture, and that of the rudést s.lyle;
now, many wealthy Baboos have their pa-
laces farnished to overflawing with the most
fashionable and eostly of English manufac-
ture. Half a eentury ago, the sun-dial and
water clock were their only time pieces ;
now, clocks and watches, the most beautiful
and valuable, grace their drawing-rooms.
In artieles of dress, many of the wealthy
wear English made clothds in preference to
their own.- Now, many pursae cccupations
whieh, but a very few years ago, werc en-
tirely unknown in this country. Half a
century ago there were no printed bogks in
the Bengalee language ; now thousands are
appearing at Calcutta annually, Half a
century ago, no Hindoo ever thought of mak-

_ing himself acquainted with the English
- ]""S"ng'; now there are hundreds in the

English counting-houses of every large city
throughout the land, who read, write, and
tpeak the language fluently. For many
generations, the Hindoos have been accus-
tomed to travel in rude country boats, on
foot, in pelankins, or in cow-carts ; but now,

* tke moit wonderful changes have been in-

troduced even in this respect; now, it 18 not
uneommon to see the opulent seated in a
ttately equipage, of English l.nanufact‘un,
drawn by a pair of costly Arabian or Eng-
Ishsteeds. The Government steamers that
now ply the thrice ballowed and bloody
water. of the (ireat Ganges are crowded
with passengers. The railroad, even, that
most modern invention, they aretaken with;

Uncle Aleck. *

In the biographical department of your
paper of Dec.:8rd, there is a brief, though
exeellent notice of the death ol Alexander
Wilson of Labark, aged 77 years, and wao
made the fulluwli)g bequests, each wrapped
up and ready labelled, viz.: Bible Society
$10; Soperannuated Preacher's Fund,$17 ;
Missionary Society of the Wesleyag M.
Church $30. Total $57. The writer ob-
serves, “ It was a source of astunithment to
every one who was acquainted with him
how he obtained o much money.”

My design in penning these lines is to
throw some light on that mysterious subject,
or at least to give some idea of the methods
by which the money constituting the be-
quests was obtained. We read with plea-
sure of the rich casting into the Lord's
treasury their princely gifts; but estima-
ting the worth of -the gift by our Lord’s
standard, or taking into account the labour
and self-denial that attended the acecumula-
tion of the above benefactions, it is the con-
viction of my mind, that since our blessed
Saviour laid down that standard by which
he judged of the worth of gifts, when he
saw the poor widow dropping her farthing
into the box at Jerusalem, unto the present
day a more liberal man than Alex Wilson
has not been found ; nor have richer gifts
than his been thrown into the Lord’s Trea-
sury ; and were it not that in the heavenly
world they neither marry nor are given in
marriage, a more suitable companion could
not be found for him than that liberal
widow; but as they are equal unto the
angels, perhaps they have fellowship of a
more exalted character, —and as kindred
spirits  seek and find each other, possibly
they have met long ere this, and * together
walk the climes of bliss.”

Unele Aleck, the name by which he was
generally known, and familiarly addressed,
was a lonely, solitary man, so far as rela-
tives and family connections are concerned.
After be gave up a seafaring life, he obtain-
ed a grant o, :ne hundred acres of land, on
which he resided for some time, but a few
years after his conversion to God, he gave
up his ‘inheritance, which was of very little
value, and which he was unable to culn-
vate, through bodily infirmities, on condition
of obtaining board arnd lodging during his
lifetime. This econdition was faithfuily per-
formed by an old Irish Methodist, one who
‘was connected with the Wesleyans at home,
as far back as the Irish rebellion of '98, and
who still tabernacles on this side of Jordan,
in that naturally sterile Ottawa country, yet
fraitful in producing some rare specimens
of good Methodists, and talented Methodist

Uncle Aleck, besides, was a read-
ing man, and for his means had a very
respectable library, and 1o which some ad-
ditions were regularly made. This library
was composed of good old-fashioned Wes-
leyan works : such as the lives of Carvosso,
Hick, Hester A. Rogers, Nelson’s Journal,
Wesley's Sermons, Fletcher's Appeal,Scales,
Checks to Antinomianism. He had hardly
any need of the latter. Then there was
10s. per annum for the Christian Guardian,
always paid in advance; % the papers of
which for years were carefully treasured up,
with all their virtues and shortcomings.

His contributions to our different funds,
were, when | knew bim, as follow; and |
never knew him to be solicited for a sub-
scription ; all his gifts were perfectly volun-
tary—Missionory Fund, 10s, sometimes
double that sum.

You could not inflict a
more painful wound than to refuse to acoept
what he touk so much pleasure in giving,
for if giving ever made a man happy, Uncle
Aleck was that man.

A very heavy draft was made about ten
years ago on Uncle Aleck’s funds. He and
his host—who by the way has as Iarge a
soul, and as small a purse, when the neces-
‘sities of a large family are taken into ac-
count, were deiermined to build a chapel,
and to the sarprise of every one, they suc-
ceeded, aided by their kind Presbyterian
neighbors, and by some help from their
brethren, and a neater chapel in its internal
arrangements and finish, could hardly then
be found in the Province in”any similar lo-
cality, or a more numerous or respectable
congregation. Such was Uncle Aleck ; he
gave all that he had, he gave never reluct-
antly, but always freely. The principle that
actuated him was love to his Saviour and bis
Church. What he gave was procnred by
hard toil and painful effort : the fruit also of
much self-denial, and thousands of the best
of Christians would have deemed all that be
could possibly obtain, absolutely necessary
for bis own comfort. Those wealtliy mem-
bers ot the Church who have rendered their
names precious to the church by the large-
ness of their gifts in life, and their bequests
at death, never had to purchase their wealth
avith the price he bad to pay for his gifts,
nor to practice the self-denial which shed
such a lustre on his Christian pilgrimage,
and gave such an incaculable vaiue to his
offerings.

Its decay |
began, like that of Spain, when it preeluded |
from its borders the quickening influcnce of |
the ecclesiastical reformation of the sixteenth |
century. The king who introduced and patro-
nized the Jesuits, and showed himself most
zealous in establishing the Inquisition, and
in persecuting the Jews, was also the first
to see the progrefy of the empire arrested
and the energy ofgthe people commencing
to abate.

In the introduction to our first articic on
Spain we have already given to our readers
the general oatlines of the recent ccclesius-
tical history of Portugal. Here, as there, |
the Church has for several centuries main- |
tained a close alliance with an anti-liberal, |
tyrapnical policy. Together with the go-
vernment, the nobility, and a fanatical and
ignorant populace, she has made unceasing
efforts to keep down the spirit of indepen-
dence and enlightenment, which, under the
influence of the more advanced civilization
of Protestant countries, could not fuil to
reach also large portions of Catholic naiions,
When, during the present centary, Don
Miguel and Don Pedro disputed with each
other the Portuguese crown in a fraternal
war, the Church was the most zealous sup-
porter of the more despotic Don Miguel.—
The character of this prince retlects no |
bonor upon the Church which, for the cake
of political advantages, both patronized and
flatter d him. He was not only notoriously
of loose morals, as so many other princely
standard-bearers of modern Ultramontani@m,
but he displayed also a readiness to break
his word, and even his oath, which even in
Euarope, where the people presuppose a
moderate propeasity of this kind in almost
every prir.ce, seemed to be more than com-
mon. The defeat of Don Mignel wus, there-
fore, also a defeat of the poiitical intiuence
of the Church. The Queen Maria da Gio-
ria, although apparently, a reconciliation
with Rome took place afterward, showed
during her whole reign, from 1334 to 1853,
the same lukewarm sentiments to the Church
which Louis Philippe did in France. In
the house of representatives the Catholic
party during all this time has not had once
a majority. The gpvernment, whatever po-
litical party might be at the helm of State,
could count on & majority, if it resisted the
demands of the pope, and was more than
once prevented by the Cortes [rom making
concessions which it wished to make for the
sake of peace.

We do not wish to detain our readers with
a history of the dissensions beiween Rome
and Portugal, which, notwithstanding the
above mentioned reconciliation, fill out the
whole reign of the Qaeen Maria da Gloria.
The conclusion of a concordat has been un-
der deliberation for several years, bat, up 1o
this day, the parties have not been uble (o]
agree. The most difficult point to settle is |
the patronage whbich Portugal claims over |
the Catholics in the Eoglish possessions 1n |
India. In this territory, which was former- |
ly almost as dependent upon Portugal as it ‘
is now upon England, the first Calhuhci
Churches were planted by Francis Navier
and other Portuguese missionaries,and there- |
fore placed under the jurisdiction of Portu-
guese bishops. The labors of the Jesuit: ‘
were for some timé very successful, the 1
number of native Catholics in India increas-
ing to over one million. After the suppres-
sion of the Jesuits, the Portuguese bishops of
Goa, Cranganor, Cochin, and Meliapoor,
were unable to supply the congregations
with a sufficient number of priests. The
Roman Church found itself very soon ina
process of rapid self-dissolution. To coun-
teract this backward movement, the popes
erected, withou! a previous arrangement with

the Portuguese bishops, new vicariates apos- fhcquainted with the views of some of gur
by a bull of i}

tolic, and s;;epressed finally,
April 24, 1838, the three bishoprics of Cra-
naganor, Cochin, and Meliapoor, which,
gince fifty years, had been vacant; and di-
vided their diocesses among the vicars apos-
tolic. As there was in this case a crying
violation of the historical right on whieh
Rome, whenever it is to its advantage, is
used to lay so great stress, the arbitrariness
of the pope raised a cry of indignation in
the whole Portuguese nation. The Arch-
bishop of Goa and the Bishop of Macao, a

Portaguese possession in China, protested

ihe six miiion of Prussian Catbolics gave a
sum twelve times as large. The great ma-
jority of the educated classes has entirely
emancipated itselt frum obedience to the
Churcl, but unfortunately, fallen into re.
ligious inditferentism.  Still there are many
signs that Protestantism will find here, a8
well ag in Spain, a rich harvest, as soon as
the barriers of intolerance and persecution
can be pulled down. This will form the
suhject of our next article; with which we
shall concinde our review of the religious
state of Spain and Portugal.

MISSIONARY OF THE METHODIST EPISCOPAL
CBURCH TO INDIA.

Leaving Gibraltar-on the afternoon of the
25th of August we entered the Mediterra-
nean—a sea of rich classic memories—
where, long ere the Anglo Saxon race was
known as a power on easth, there sailed the
rich laden ships of nations that are now in
their graves. Here, the vessels of Tyre's
“merchant princes” when she was the
“mart of nations,” were found bearing the
luxuries of the Kast 10 the very borders of
the Atlantic. Here the fleets of Egypt, of
Carthage, of Greeee, nand of Rome, and the
Moslem, sailed with such names as those of
Alexandria, and Cleopatra and Czsar and
Hannibal, and the Crusaders fiiled the ear
of the world with their deeds. On these
waves the fate of nations has once and again
been decided, and the horrid trade of war
has tfrequently reddened them with human
gore. Here Jonuh, unfaithful to his mission,
sought to fly “ from (he presence of the
Lord,” und ere he could arrest his -blind
carcer, sank decp into these depths, and
tound himself in the + belly of hell.” Ilere
St. Luke and Titus and Timotby sailed, and
here the great apostle of the Gentiles (not
far from where these notes were written)
was *“in perils of the waters” and suffered
shipwreck.

Liverpool Circuit.
ViSIT OF THE PRESIDENT.

Dear Sir,—I have the pleasure to in-
form yon that the Rev. Dr. Richey reached
this on Sabbath morning, January 4th, in
time to take the pulpit in order to plead the
cause of Missions. Varied disasters (some
of which might have been serious had not a
gracious Providence interposed,) prevented
his getting here on Saturday evening ac-
cording to his intention. The Lord's-day
opened with a severe spow-storm, so that
no one expected the President ; but, to our
surprise, and almost to the surprise of him-
self, he, with brother Moore, arrived from
Mill’s Village just before 11 o'clock.

In consequence of the severity of the
weather we had a very small congregation,
and the Doctor was much fatigued, hav-
ing  been compelled to walk a considerable
distance through the drifting snow with the
burden of heavy clothing, the sleigh having
been left in fragments on the road. I re-
quested him to rest while brother Moore
conducted a short service in the vestry with
the few who had come together. The Rev.
Mr. Moore preached a short sermon to a
congregation of about twenty men and boys,
at the close of which they united in pre-
senting a New-Year's gift to the Mission-
fund of £5 10s.

About the same number were present in
the evening, when the Rev. Doctor gave us
a beautiful exposition of the 3rd chapter of
20d Peter, and concluded by pressing home
upon the conscience the necessity of a pre-
paration for death, judgment, and eternity,
that at last they might all “ be found of Him
in peace, without spot and blameless.”

Monday, the roads bad become so blocked
up with snow that we found it impossible
to bold our Missionary meeting at Port
Matoon. The Doctor, anxious to do all in
his power while with us, gave directions to
publish for preaching in our unfinished
Charch at Milton at 7 o’clock. We had a
good congregation, and after listening to a
very dppropriate discourse in the Doctor’s
usual style, and with his usual ability, from
2d Timothy, ii. 19, the friends subscribed
towards the Miss:or -fund the sum of £3.

«Tuesday, a good part of the day was
spent in the profitable duty of visiting the
sick. The Doctor spoke of it as baving
been comforting and refreshing to his spirit,
and | am sare it was alike so to those whom
we visitad, In the evening, we held our
Missionary Meeting. The chair was taken
by our beloved and venerable brother, Jas
Bares Esq., who introduced the business of
the Meeting by a very appropriate speech.
The financial position of the Parent Society
and that of our own Conference having been
reported to the Meeting—

The 1st Resolution was moved by the
Rev. Mr. Moore, and seconded by Mr. T.
Richey. :

The 2nd Resolution was moved by the
Rev. Dr. Richey, “ That this meeting enter-
tains for the Parent Society the most sin-
cere respect and affection, and rejoices to
find that the several affiliasted Conferences
which have recently been formed are nobly
and efficiently co-operating with the Parent
Institution in the great work of the world’s
evangelization, and pledges itself to renewed
efforts to support the Mission cause.”

The Doctor commenced by saying he
should first read his text, and then give his
sermon. He preferred this plan to that
adopted by the previous speaker (the Rev.
Mr. Moore, who, af.er an impressive speech,
had concluded by reading his resolution).
He then proceeded to divide his text, and
gve us an eloquent and thrilling speech.—

e dilated in glowing language upon the
different Conferences, and the noble work
in which, by the blessing of God, they were
engaged. Speaking of our own Conference,
he remarked that we had only just begtn
to exist; that we had a wide ficld betore
us; that in order to successful co-operation
with‘the Parent institution, there should be
a careful review of the present Circuits
within the bounds of the Conference, and a
distinction made between such as are, or
should be, self-sustaining, and others to be
called Home Missions.

Christianity. - The effect produced by the
reading of that letter made him thanktul
and more than thankful. He rejoiced that
he bhad taken any share in the great work
by contributing to the funds of the Seciety.
He observed, we have hitherto given bat
Jittle,—that we ought to attend to this part
of our duty on the principle of sacrifice,—
and that he hoped that Liverpool would not
be content t6 give money only, prayer ouly,
but men,—that God would raise up men—
native talent—young men from our midst,
who would be willing to go forth and preach
the gospel to the heathen.

Letter from Rev. T, Harris.

Mz. Epitor.—Dear Sir,—Soon after the ar-
rival of my predecessor, the Rev. Robt. A. Ches-
ley, in this country, be forwarded for insertion in
the Provincial Wesleyan, some communications
relative to his leaving Nova Scotia—the voyage
to Newfoundland—bis reception at St. Jobn’s,
and his impressions of the Colony— which letters,
were read with déep interest by all those who
bad known our beloved brother—so unexpected-
ly removed by death—and by all, who felt anx-
jous to -obtain information respecting his new
sphere of boly labour. Thinking that a few
lines from me would not be unacceptable or in-
appropriate for insertion in your yaluable paper,
1 embrace an early opportunity, after my arrival
in this Island, of re-commencing my corresp
dence with you as the Editor of the organ of our
Conference. .
The Mail Steamer “ Merlin” in which I em-
barked, left Halifax on the evening of Thursday,
Decr. 11th, snd reached the wharf at St. Jobao’s
about 10 o'clock the following Sabbath morning.
The weather was beautifully fine during the
voyage, and the wind favourable ; so that the pas-
sage was much quicker than usual at this season
of the year. The announcement of our ap-
proach to land was very welcome, especially to
those who are compelled to suffer much from
that dreaded thing * Sea-sickness.” In passing
along the coast, the counfry presented an aspect
barren, dreary and forbidding in the extreme;
—but, in approachiog the entrance to the Har-
bour through a channel called *“ The Narrows,”
formed between two unusually high rocks, a sight
of St. Jobn's is obtained, with the culiivated
farms stretching behind ; the gazingfupon which
after a monotouous sea voyage affords the great-
est pleasure—and produces most joyous emo-
tions. The city built upon the side of a high
hill has a commanding appearance from the har-
bour. The most attractive edifice is the Roman
Catholic Catbedral which stands upon the sum-
wit of the bill overlooking the city. Thbe Epis-
copal Cathedral and;other places of worship oc-
cupy conspicuous positions, and are seen to ad-
vantage from the deck of the steamer while en-
tering the harbour.
Before leaving the vessel, one of our principal
offjcial members came on board, and with the
cordiality and affection for which the people bere
are distinguished, gave me a hearty welcome to
these shores, and introduced me to the Rev Mr.
Dove, my much esteemed colleague, and several
otber brethren, office bearers of our church who
were waiting on the wharf. Such a reception
gladdened my beart and produced upon my
mind very favourable impressions of Newfound-
land—which are becoming deepened as my ac-
quaintance with the people and p'ace increases.

I soon to my joy found that our lamented Bio.
Chesley had during his brief sojourn in St. John's,
gained the affection and sincere regard of all
classes of the community ; not only of those con-
nected with our own church but also of those be-
longing to other denominations. His kindly
spirit—his laborious effurts to promote God's
glory and Zion's prosperity—his affectionate
preaching of the gospel—his assiduity and on-
weariedoess ia visiting the sick—his constant
winistering to the temporal wants of the poor
for whomi he was deeply solicitous—these, and
other qualifications which be possessed, obtained
for him a large sharc of the love of this ldving

people

The indefatizable exertions of Mr. Chesley in
connexion with the erection of our new Church
were most praiseworthy. He took a deep inter,
est in its progress and was looking forward with
satisfaction to the day of its completion, to the
time when it would be filled with devout wor-
shippers and become the birth place of very
many precious souls.—But it was otherwise de-
creed by the Dispoeer of all events. This hon-
oured and much beloved standard_bearer of the
cross was not permitted to remain longer on the
field of conflict—but amidst his successful efforts
to lead on the Sacramental Host of God—while
opposing the aggressive march of sin in its varied
forms— while calling forth the admiration of the
Church and the world, suddenly was he pros-
trated by disease and contrary to the expecta-
ticns of all was called home to glory. Imme-
diately upon the mournful intelligence beirg cir-
culated, deep sorrow was experienced by all—
and sincere sympathy manifested towards her who
by this dispensation of Providence was bereaved
of an affectionate husband, and left a widow
in a strange land, with five fatherless children.
On the day of interment a subscription list was
opened for her benefit and about three bundred
pounds bave already been subscribed. Among
the subscribers towards this charitable and chris-
tian object we bave much pleasure in observing
the name of the. Bishop of Newfoundland—five
pounds—who with great kindness called at the
Mission_house during brother Chesley’s illness to
inquire after him.

It is with solemn feelings that we inform you
that death bas again visited the St.Jobn’s Mis-
sion house, and removed Mrs. Chesley’s young-
est child, Jobn Beecham, who was to-day inter-
red in the same grave with his father. Had our
brother, whose death we deeply lament, been
spared, jt was bis intention to write an article for
the Provincial Weslegan in which be purposed
advocating the claims of this part of the Confer-
ence and pleading in behalf of the new Church,
towards the erection of which funds are needed.

A Bazaar on a large scale is intended to be beld
in th¢ autumn (notiee of which appears in ano-
ther part of your paper) towards which itis
hoped large contributions will be forthcoming
from the Provinces. The ladies of this Circuit
never before appealed for help to our friends in
other places, and from this consideration they
bope to be aided. They would remind the Me-
thodist public that when they were applied to
for help from Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
they responded to the appeal with readiness,
and therefore they solicit belp with a certainty
of meeting with success. We trust that the
benevolent efforts of our St. Joha's friends will
be remembered, and their first call for help be
respondedto by many who desire the spread of
the Redeemer’s kingdom and the prosperity of
Zion.

The new Church, which will be a beautifal
and commodious edifice occupy ing a commanding
situation, is progressing favourably, and' we bope
to be spared until autumn to see its completion
and dedication to the service of the most high
God. Our old Church has been for years much
too small to accomodate all who were desirous of
attending upon the Wesleyan Ministry. We

while assembled in Conference. I was par-
ticularly reminded of this on reading the
star:ling intelligence of Bro. Chesley's re-
moval to the world of Spirits. For mapy
years had I the pleasure of his acquaintance,
frequently enjoying christian fellowship with
bim, and hearing Lim renew the dedication
of bhimself to God, and to the work of the
ministry ; and though there seemed every
prospect of his continuance in the vineyard
of the Lord, for many years his physical
frame being vigorous, and his bealth equal
to that of the most healthy of his brethren,
yet has he been called away from us. Yes,
t may be said that his sun went down at
noon, he having been but thirteen years in
the work. As a preacher Bro. Chesley
possessed respectable talents, and was re-
garded by the most critical asa good preach-
er; but we most value our Brethren for
their personal acquaintance with the traths
they preach, and for the zeal with which
they enfore attention to them. In these
respects Bro. Chesley stood high in the es-
timation of his brethren, his erperience as
a christian was clear and scriptural, and
his efforts to deliver souls from death were
indefatigable and persevering. Many in
various circuits he travelled recollect with
gratitude to God, the benefit they received
through his ministry ; they are the fruit of
his labours. Some of those who were be-
gotten again through his instrumentality,
reached the celestial city before him, and
were doubtless the first to welcome bim to
that glory of which he had so often spo-
ken to them.

The last time I heard our departed Bro.
address an assembly of dying sinners, was
on King Square, City St. John, in July last,
during the session of Conference. Proclaim-
ing the word of life in the open air to a lis-
tening throng, is atall times deeply interest-
ing and solemn, but on the occasion referred
to, the service was more than ordiparily so.
The congregation was com of a great
variety, and was computed at about three
thousand people. On the Court House
steps the preacher took his stand, having
around him a number of his brethren.—
Bro. Christopher Lockhart opened the ser-
vice, and though he preached nearly an
hour, Bro. Chesley, who followed him in an
address of more than half an hour, was
heard with equally deep attention and
seriousness.

Our departed Bro. probably never felt a
more keen conviction of the value of a
deathless redeemed soul, or of the necessity
of faithfulness in the delivery of bis message;
than on that occasion. My spirit ' was stirr-
ed within me, and my soul was much drawn
out in prayer for the conversion of souls,
while I listened to his patbetic appeals, and
his faithful exhortations and warnings;
never, probably, did he feel more resolved
to spend and to be spent i the service of
his Lord than he then did. Surely in that
day when those who sow and those who

|reap shall rejoice together, it will appear

that he was at that time the honored instru-
ment of bringing at least one poor sinner to
Christ.

Most assuredly it remains for us to see to
it, that we who survive, regard the removal
of our Bro. and fellow I:i:urer as a loud
call for us to-be prepared for our exit hence.
He was comparatively a young man, only
38 years of age, but haw suddenly was his
strong athletic frame brought down to the
dust, and shall not we, whose silvery locks
tell us that we cannot possibly remain long
behind him, give increasing diligence in the
discharge of all the duties of our high and
holy calling ; and shall not also pur junior
brethren renew the dedication of themselves
to God, preaching the word every where and
at all times, in private as well as in public,
in the open air as well as in the sanctuary,
when the season will admit of it, reproving,
rebuking, and exhorting with all long suffer-
ing and doctrine ? in & word may we be so
imbued with the Holy Spirit, as to exhibit
all the love and zeal of those who first re-
ceived the command to preach the gospel
to every creature, and who gave themselves
continually to prayer and to the ministry of
the word. < :

Need [ say that our sorrowing and widow-
ed Sister Chesley bas our sympathy and
prayers? With much pleasure do we dwell
on the promises of God’s word made to the
widow and fatherless, and most fervent-
ly do we pray that in them they may receive
their fulfilment.

In adverting to Mrs. Chesley’s present
circumstances, it is natural for me to recar
to the fact, that Mr. and Mrs. James Albee,
of Mill Town, N. B., the parents of our Sis-
ter, were among the most firm and generous
supporters of the cause of God, but especial-
ly ot Methodism:* they were indeed pillars
in the Church—their kindaoess to myself and
family, while statloned on the American
lines, arid indeed to all the Brethren, is in-
delibly impressed on my mind. Do we

St. George, Bermuda.

Mz. EpiTor,—In an article beaded, “ Ber-
muda Correspondence,” which appeared in the
Wesleyan some time ago, it was stated that the
town of St. George boasted of a few buildings
displaying architectural skill, and that amongst
these few was “ Ebenezer Chapel,” at once the
ornament of the town and the pride of Wesley-
ans. The only qualification at the time of writ-
ing, whith to our own mind the above seemed
to require, was the mention of the embarrassed
state of the “ Trust Funds”—a debt of £565
sterling having been bangiug on the hands of
the Trustees for many years. This, as you can
fancy, caused not a li‘tle sorrow to the minds of
those who love the house of God.

Determined not to waste their time in vain
regrets, however, a few ladies, in connection
with our Society, assembled in March last to
devise means for the liquidation of the debt, and
they then and there resolved themselves into an
association to which they give the significant
title of the “ Ladies Chapel Aid Society.” The
object was stated thus: “ To assist the Trustees,
by the maoufacture of Fancy and Useful Arti-
ticles, to liquidate the debt on Saint George's
Chapel.”

One of our friends baving opened bis store
for the sale of the above articles, they were soon
able to put out at interest the sum of £28. It
was found, however,—-s0 rapidly did the articles
accumulate—that 8 Bazaar would be the most
suitable place to dispose of them. And although
it was said (such is the opposition to Methodism
in these islands) that the proceeds would not
cover the expense of advertising, yet the public
were apprized that a Wesleyan Bazaar would be
beld at the Town Hall on Tuesday 9th Decem
ber. Tuesday came, add with it came a teem-
ing rain, as if to congratulate those who in their
bearts .did say, “ What do these feeble Wesley-
ans?” Nothing is more uncertain at this sea-
son, however, than the weather, and the latter
part of Tuesday was the proof. About noon the
clouds gave way, revealing behind their riven
strata a beautiful sky, and not less cheerful san.
With bopeful courage the | found their way
to the Hall, and, the Union @ack flung out, the
gathering crowds gave evidesite that the signal
was not in vain. Soon the spscious room present-
ed a scene well calculated to satisfly the most fas-
tidious, whether contemplated in respect of arti-
cles displayed, or the rapidity with which sales
were effected.

Not baving exhausted the “tables” at the
close of this day, it was determined to re-open
on the morrow. That, like the former, wasa
day of excitement, enbanced by the more amus-
ing finale of an auction sale.

At a meeting of the society soon after the
the Bazaar the amounts were added together and
the result showed for the Bazaar the handsome
sum of £51, which with sums al y in band
gave a total of £83 3s as the resu  of the first
nine months efiorts. It may not be amiss tosiate
that the indefatigable “ managers” of this associa-
tion have resolved not to present the Trustees
with Jess than £100 at the expiration of the first
year of their existence as the “ Ladies Chapel
Aid Society.”

Dear Mr. Epitor,—Having been great-
ly rejoieed to hear through the columns of
your excellent paper, that revivals of reli-
gion have taken place in several Circuits
within the boundaries of our Conference,
and knowing that intelligence of s similar
gratifying character from this field of labour
would be pleasing to those honoured servants
of Christ, who have laboured here in past
years, and also to every lover of the cause of
God, [ am induced to furnish the following
particulars.

WOODSTOCK TOWN.

Our congregutions here are large and at-
tentive. Several persons, in the use of the
ordinary means of grace have been awaken-
ed, and a few of these have been brought to
a knowledge of the truth. Our Awnnual
Sabbath School Festival took plaee on the
first day of the New Year. The following ac-
count of it I take from the Carleton Sentinel,
a paper very ably edited by Samuel Watts
Esq., and published by the Mesers 3'Laugh-
lan of this place. “In addition to about
ninety children, a very large and respecta-
ble audience of parents and friends of Sab-
bath Schools were present, The exercises
consisted of examination by the Superinten-
dent, L. P. Fisher Esq., in various por-
tions of the Bible, in the ready and correct
answers the schbolars proved at once their
own diligence, and the faithful dizcharge
of the respective duties of Superinten-
dent and Teachers.

The Missionary Income.

Me. EpiTor,—The Watckman tells us that at
a Missionary Meeting beld at Leeds, J. 8. Bud-
gett, Esq. ventured to place before the Mesting
as the standard of the Society's annual income,
the princely sum of one hundred and fifty thou-
sand pounds sterling, urging it as by no means
impracticable, and commending it as imperatively
required. And the Guardian tells us that seve-
ral Christian Advocates of the Methodist Church
in the United States are just now making special
appeals for a general incrcase of Subscribers.
The Christian Advocate § Journal boldly asks for
30,000, (which alone would be nearly equal to half
of the amount ol the increase proposed by Mr. B.)
The Western Christian Advocate more moderate-
ly solicits 15,000, and the North-western very mo-
derately requests 10,000. Now if the several
advances he responded to, there would be a total
increase of 55,000 Subseribers, which would
nearly equal in amount the increase required to
reach the noble standard. And I suppose that
the Editors entertain no doubt of the practica-
bility of so large an increase, if the American
Methodists were only so disposed—and it is very
evident that the noble squire is of the same
mind with regard to our British Methodists, to
raise the £150,000 by complying with the follow-
ing plan. Let the bumblest member who gives
give one balf-penny per week more than be is
ndw doing to the cause of Missions, and persuade
four others of his acquaintances to do the like ;
or, without begging, an extra contribution
of two pence half-penny per week would provide
the same result. Or, as the Walchman itseif
proposes, if every member were to succeed
in adding two others to our Zion, this would solve
every difficulty and reach objects farther and
bigher than we are yet able to discern or to con-
ceive. ] am aware that if all the Cirtuits in our
New Conference were to follow Brother Wil-
son’s Circait in a fifty per cent. advance (and
some 1 believe have already done so) they would
be doing nobly towards raising that large
amount; but cannot something extra be done
independent of the ordinary way to increase our
missionary exchequer. It would not be seemly
of me to dictate, but allow me humbly and defe-
rentially to sugges’. It can do no harm, if it can
do no goed, and the wisdom and practicability of
it I submit to the jndgment and zeal of the liber-
al men who devise liberal things for Zion’s pros-
perity. The proposition is this—Let every fa-
mily who will engage to collect the minimum
sum of ten shillings be supplied with suitable
missionary baxes, with the understanding that
they must not in‘erfere with the missionary
cards of our juvenile collectors, nor with their
own annual subscriptions to our m issionary fund,
but raise the sum by the many unautilitarian ¢ Tis
sbuts ’ that might be saved, and other self-denials,
and from friends and visitors,—yea, every avail-
able means which a descerning and zealous mis
sionary soul may devise. Now we have 70 Cir
cuits in our 7 Districts ; could we not get one thou.
sand families 10 take miseionary boxes through-
out our entire Connexion ? That number would
be on an average of about 14 to each Circuit and
143 to each District—and provinz encenss(ul, we
should obtain the sum of £500 annually from
that source alone; and which, uniting with the
otber ordinary sources, would swell our mission-
ary income to more than double its present
amount m"( us In M Provlncet Alld in
addition to the family boxes perbaps our * mer-
chant princes” might allow missionary boxes to
be placed in: some prominent place in tbeir fine
stores and vessels,and not be ashsmed either,
for we remember reading of a missionary box
being the means of saving a vessel.

The Financial Committee
of the Sackville District separated with the
distinct impression that each Superintendent
will be held responsible for any non-observ-
ance of the *law of the Connexion on this
matter ; an¢ | am happy to know that in
some cases, at least, quarterly remittanee
has been made to the District Treasurer

enable him to meet the demands of claim-
ant Circuits.

Upon this District, however, we have
more children stationed than the Circuits
within it are required to sustain. The Dis-
trict Treasurer ought, therefore, to receive
quarterly from the General Treasurers the
balance required to meet the existing claims.
But I was pained to learn a few days ago
from one of the General Treasures that not
a shilling had been received by them from
any of the Districts who are held to pay-
ment. The resalt is, that brethren with
larger families than their Circuits are re-
quired to support are put in a disadvan-
tageous position, while on some_ other: Cir-
coits funds are being retained, which of
right should have paseed to the District and
General Treasurers. [ have the means of
knowing that this is not the only claimant
District thus left destitute. '

The first principle upon which the Fund

that every child needs food and clothing, as
well as its parents, and that (herefore the
first aisbursement made by the Circuit Stew-
ards out of moneys at their disposal at the
quarterly meetings should be to meet the
claim of the District Treasurer of this Fund.
I will bot argue the case here as to the pro-
priety of that principle being acted upon.—
The published regulations of the Conference
settle that poiut, and I trust that no Brother
baving a larger family than his Circuit is
required to provide for will have occasion
to complain that others, differently situated,
have, daring any portion of the year, been
reserving and appropriating to their own Cir-
cuit purposes what he is Connexionally en-
titled to, as fully as though it were raised on
his own Circuit. '

Such an upward spring of
material wealth in a single year, is, we believs,
unprecedented. As a natural consequence, the
revenue is in a flourishing condition. The
quarterly return, which appeared yesterday,
shows an increase of about £1,000,000 sterling.
while the year realises £8,000,000 more than the
preceding twelve mon'bs. Every departmeut
appears to be in a heglthy ¢ondition in direct
and indirect tnu(jon alike ; every item shows
an increase, with the single and insignificant
exception of the “ Miscellaneous.” Combined
with this bandsome addition to the revenue, we
are assured of a considerable decrease in the ex-
penditure. At adinner given to bim by his
friends and neighbours in Forfarshire, Lord Pan
mure intimated that the Military Estimates alone
for this year would fall short of last by the very
considerable sum of 20,000,000/.  ‘This state-
ment, however, requires explanation.  The
Military Estimates for last year, while war
was still on the cards, ammounted to 34,000,
000L,, but when peace wae proclaimed that es-
timate was cut down at a stroke by 14,000,000..
It is evidently with the first, and not with the
second estimate, that the War Minister com-
pares the anticipated wilitary expenditure of
the coming year, The actual yu‘ing will there-
fore amount to six millions—a sum not to be de-
spised, The reductions in the Navy Estimates
will considerably increase this amount. One
proof of the lightened pressure upon the coun-
try’s vesources is 1o be tound in the fact that of
the four millions of Exchequer-bills over and
above the estimated expenditure which the
Chancellor of the Excbequer took power to
borrow, one million ouly bas been received ;
and an official iutimation is given tbat the re.
maining three m!lion will not be wented.”

A sad blow bas iailen on the Free Church of
Scotland, and is severely felt by the Nation of
which he was a distinguished ornament, in the
sudden death of Mr. HHluan MILLER, the distin-
guished Geologist and Editor of the Edinburgh
Witness.

British Quarterly Reviews.

Whover desires to be conversant in even a
small degree with the highest order of literature
in our day, should be a constant reader of at
least one of these great guides and censors in
the realm of thouglt—the British Quarterly
Reviews; and be who would be fully up to the
progress of the age must make acquaintance
with them all. There s much, indeed, in some
of them, against the burtiul tendency of which
the reader will need to be on bis guard. The
Westminster has borne an unenviable notoriety
as the mouthpiece of skepticism, but its pages
have presented most valuable historical and
general disquisitions which tbe intelligent stu-
dent would be little inclined to disregard It
is certainly not the Review we should recom-
mend ; b of the decidedly inimical tone
which bas characterised its dealings with evao-
gelical truth: yet it would be unjust to omit to
notice the fact, that under a late arrangement, by
which it is open to contributions{rom eminent men
of every clase of thought and creed, some articles
of a totally different character bave appeared.—
The North British was brought into existence by
those great men who labored with such success
to place the Free Church of Scotland in the com-
manding position which it now enjoys. Among
its contributors were Chalmers, Candlish, Cun-
ningham, McCosb, Fraser, Hamilton, Hugh
Miller, Sir. D. Brewster, Isaac Taylor. It

strength, working at his topmost pitch of int
ty. That volume will in a few weeks be in the
hands of many of our readers ; and, while they
peruse it with the saddened impression that the
intellect and genius of the author poured out
their latest treasures in its composition, they will
search through it in vain for the siightest evi-
dence of feebleness or decay of power. Rather
let us anticipate the general verdict that will be
pronounced upon it, and speak of it, as one of the
ablest of all his writings. But be wrought at it
too eagerly. Hours after midnight the light was
seen to glimmer through the windows of that
room which within the same eventful week was
to witness the close of the volume and the close
of the writer's life. The overworking of the brain
began to tell upon his mental bealth. He bad
always been somewbat moodily apprebensive of
being attacked by food-pads, and bad carried
loaded fire-arms about bis person. Latterly
having occasion sometimes to return to Portobello
from Edinbyrgh at unseasonable bours, he bad
Igminbed himeelf with a revolver. But now, to
all his old fears as to attacks upon his person,
there was added an exciting overmastering im-
pression that his bhouse, and especially that mu-
seum, the fruit of so much care which %as con-
tained in a separate out building, were exposed
to the assault of burglars. He read all the re-
cent stories of house robberies. He believed
that one night lately, an actual attempt to break
in upon his musenm bad been made. Visions of
ticket-of-Jeave men prowling about his premises
bauated him by day and by night. The revolver
which lay nightly near him, was not enough, a
broad-bladed dagger was kept beside it, while be-
hind him, at bis bed-head, a claymore stood ready
at Kand. A week or so ago,a new and more
aggravated feature of cerebral disorder showed
itself in sudden and singular sensations in bis
head. They came on only after lengthened in-
tervals. They did not last long, but were in-
tensely violent. The terrible idea that his brain
was deeply and h- ~=irssly diseased, that his mind
was on the verge of ruin, took bold of bim, and
stood befere his eye in all that appalling maghi-
tude in which such an imagination as bis alone
could picture it.

Professor Miller still standing outside the cous-
ter, exclaimed; “ That's a narrow escape ;” but
unbappily, it was not so, for as the smoke clear-
ed away be saw the poor man's head gradually
droop, and his body then fell lifeless on the floor
The charge bad entered his right eye and pen-
etrated the brain.  Leslie was a steady trust-
worthy man, aod had been 25 years in his
present employment.  He bas left a widow
and a family of eight children.”

Sir.— Novs Scotians can scarcely under-
stapd what 18 passing in their own capital,
without reverting to some things which have
occurred in Ireland. It seems unsccounta-
Lle to them, that any portion of our popula-
tiuiysbould wish the downhlivof England—
gloat over her defeats and disasters--and
‘hank God solemn'y (at the cloeo of a year
'n which we haveshared a'l the glories of a
great war wn;hcrut any of its burdens) that
\o their opinion she has been hurpnllalcd by
ihe efforts of Foreign Despots, and her pow-
er circumscribed. 7

Sentiments such as these are as unac-
countable to mauy, as they are abhorrent to
us all. When the population of Ireland
was decimated by fever and famine. when
\housands were dying in that country,
where a direful visitation of the Almighty
was eggravated by the improvidence of the
people, what would any respectable Irishman
have thought of the Nova Scotian, who se-
lected - that moment to say that i served
them right—who gloated over the misfor-
tunes of Ireland—who thanked God over
higs Chirsstimas Dinner, that her resources
were exhausted, and her power circumscri-
hed

The Nova Scotian who could do
would naturally snap his political relations if
he had any, wiih the Irishman he addressed.
He couldneither expect to share the counsels
or the confidence of the map whose feelings
he bad thus outraged.—I'rom thet moment
there wonld be antagonism between them.
"I'here could be no love, and there ought to
be, if mot hatred, st least that reasonsble
degree of suspicion, waichfuloess, and dis-
like, which irreconcilable conflicts of inter-
est and opinion breed betw een men who be.
long to countries foreign to each other. The
Nova Beotian, who, uander such circum-
stances, triumphed in the misfortunes of Ja-
maica, Jersey, or Ceylou would deserve
to be hated aud dispised much wore than a
I'réenchman, who is not a subject of the
same Empire to which those Islands belong.
The Nuva Scotian who wiehied ill to Ire-
land—who gloricd 1o her humiliation—who
would intercept supplies in her hour of ne-
cessity—and thank God for het weakness,
real or supposed, would be just as bad. He
would be not only a traiter to the Sover-
eign, of whom they were fellow subjects,
