The Ottawa.

The New York Tribune of the 15th con-
tains a letter, which covers three columns
and a half of that capacious Journal, on the
Outtawa, its tributaries; surrounding country,
scenery, &c. It purporis to be wriiten by
ove of tne traveliing thousands of Americans
who visit, dunng the summer season, the
magunificent scenery of Lower Canada. Bat
it bears internal evidence of having been
1lirown together by some one much better
** posted up” on Ottawa matters than mosi
of our Yankee visitors either take the time
or troubie 1o become. [t contains much
that 1s worth reading, and much that it 1=
pleasant enough to read. Though the Otta-

' wa has not quite as many hands upon 1t as
one would like 10 shake, it has many sceoes
that few would like to turn their backs up-
o0 ; and we purpose takiog here and there
a glinpse at them through 1he letier 1o
question.

Speaking of ibe magunitude of this fine
river the writer says.—

Some 1dea may be formed of the immense
volume of water running in the Otiawa !
we examine its trihutanies. Besides the
| rivers Dumaine and Montreal, already men-
| tioned, and many other tributaries above,
| which have no places on any map, the follow-
[ ing rivers will give the reader 3 view of the

mighty Ottawa. The Petewawa is 140
miles in lengih; Black River, 130; the
River Coulonge, 160; the Bounnechene,
120; the Madawaska, 210, the Mississippi,
101 ; the Rideau, 116; the Gatineau, uear-
ly 500 ; the Riviere de Leione, 260; the
North and South Nation Ruivers, each
about 100 ; the River Rouge, 90 ; the River
du Nord, 160 ; the River Assumption, which
has a course ot 130 miles. The length of
these rivers 1s more than three thousand
miles, and drain an immense area, besides
many other large rivers not here enume-
rated, which swell the volume of the Ot
tawa. Many of these rivers equal in size
| to the Hudson, the Shannon, the Thames,
| the Tweed, the Spey and the Clyde have
scarcely a place upon any map, yet any one
of them, flowiug in some parts of our globe,
would soon become famous in story and
song.

Above the village of Pembroke, the Ot
tawa, for some distance, is called Deep
River. I this region too, is found Aliu-
mette Lake with is many besutiful wood- |
ed i-lands, These green islands and the
high mountains and abrupt bluffs along the
north side of Deep River render the scene-
ry truly magnificent and exceedingly pic-
turesque, far surpassing, in the opinion of
many, the beautiful ** Lake of the Thousand
Isiauds” on the St. Lawrence. Here beau-
ty and grandeur are united, while there
nothing but beauty meets the eye. In all
taese streams and lakes there is an abun-
dance of fish, and the wide-spread forests
afford hoines for the deer. The valley of
the Otawa has an extent ol territory eight
times as large as the Siate of Vermont.—
This immense region overlies a great varie- |
| ty of geological formations and presents all

their characteristic features, from the level |

| uniform surface of thesiiurian system which
prevails along a great extent of the south
shore of the Ouwawa to the rugged ridges in |
the metamorphic and primitive formations
which streich far away to the north and
northwest. There are usually employed
| upon the Ottawa and 1ts tributaries about
| 20,000 lumbermen every season, and what
|18 suil more remarkable, nearly all this
| great multitude are engaged by their em-
ployers upon the condition of total absti-
| nence from all intoxicating drinks. The
| Ottawa drains 80,000 square iiles of terri-
| tory, alurge portion of which is yet unex-
{ plored. This region is capable of sustaining
one-half as many persons as now live in the
| United States.

Ice in Mild Weather.
