Cruising around the British coasts in 1877 and 1878 he captured 
the Drake off Carrickfergus, and threatened Whitehaven. In 1779 hé menaced Edin­
burgh, and captured the King’s ship Serapis. In 1782 he joined the French navy, and 
later the Russian, being present at the battle of Liman in 1788. On retiring from the 
Russian service he was appointed United States Çonsul at Algiers, but died in Paris 
on July 18,1792, before his commission reached him. The record of his burial place 
was lost; but in 1905, after a search extending over six years, his .remains were dis­
covered in the old St Louis Cemetery. Paris, and were conveyed in July 1905 to the 
United States by a squadron of the -United States navy specially sent over to France 
for that purpose.

Sable Island 
represents a constantly increasing danger, 
d espite the best efforts of the Canadian 
Marine department with modem light­
houses and sound signals.

80,000 trees and shrubs. The lack of 
success has probably put an end to all 
effort to offset the disintegration of the 
remaining area. In reply to a question 
of the Forestry Journal Dr. J. H. Grisdale, 
Director of the Central Experimental 
Farm, state^that no work in planting on 
Sable Island, subsequent to'that described 
in this article, has been done and that 
"very little success is expected from plant­
ing vegetation on this very exposed and 
windy island.” It is likely that the task 
will have to be undertaken eventually by 
engineering devices.

On Sable Island, no trees grow naturally. 
It is formed entirely of white sand, and 
lies about 153 miles from Halifax.

The first plantation was made on 
sandy bluff near the north shore, fairly 
well covered with the common sand-bind­
ing grass, the trees being planted two-and- 
a-half to three feet apart each way in a 
soil composed of pure sand.

One considerable area, to which the 
name of Gourdeau Park was given, was 
found to be covered to thedepthof several 
inches with a black, peaty soil mixed 
with sand and underlaid with pure sand'.

- On this were growing common-" juniper, 
cranberry, wax myrtle, blueberry, wild 
rose and other plants. The planting 
completed on June 1,7th. Artificial fer­
tilizers were used to some extent these 
comprising nitrate .of potash, superphos­
phate of lime and quicklime.

treme. During thA years of 1898 to 1901 
( inclusive) the highest .temperature 
registered by the thermometer was 78 

e degrees Fahrenheit The winds, how­

A danger to be apprehended is that -the 
island may be wholly swept away (as has 
already happened in the case of a large 
part of the orginal island), leaving an 
immense area of submerged shoals. In 
that case the danger to passing vessels 
would be as great as now, and thé possi­
bilities of rescue of shipwrecked persons, 
(with the life-saving station gone) would 
be reduced to a minimum.

Three years ago. the Canadian Forestry 
Journal, touching upon the failure of the 
first expérimente at Sable Island, asked:

"Is not such a danger worth the spend­
ing of many thousand dollars to avoid ? 
On similar plantations (similar, at feast, 
as regards the problems presented by 
natural conditions) France has apenti 
several millions of dollars, and the single 
state of Massachusetts some hundreds of 
thousands.

"In the problem presented by Sable 
Island not only do property considerations 
enter, but considerations involving the 
saving of human life. At the least the 
mbject is worthy of. continued and 
sistent experiment, and it is to be hoped 
that the authorities will not rest satisfied, 
or torpid, in consequence of the failure of 
this one attempt”—Canadian Forestry 
tournai, June 1917.

RUM VS. COCOANUT MILK

San Juan, Porto Rico, June 30-*- 
Whether the milk of the cocoanut is to 
replace rum as one of the chief beverages 
of Porto Rico is one of the important 
issues to be decided at the general elec­
tion, to be held July 16, the first election 
in which Porto Ricans vote as American 
citizens.

Seventy per cent, of the 240,000 regis­
tered voters who will cast their ballot are 
illiterate, and to enable them to make 
their mark at the proper place symbols 
are being printed on the ballots. The 
prohibitionist have adopted the cocoanut 
as their emblem, and the anti-prohibition­
ists have chosen the rum-bottle. The 
half-mature cocoanut contains a pint of 
liquid and constitutes the cheapest and 
most healthful soft drink that the tropics 
afford.

The Jones bill, granting American citi­
zenship to the Porto Ricans, contains an 
amendment that the island would go dry 
automatically, in March, 1918, unless a 
month before the general election at ldast 
10 per cent, of the qualified voters should 
petition for a referendum. Recently, pe­
titions signed bÿ several thousand more 
-than the required 24,000 qualified voters 
were presented to the Supervisor of Elec­
tions, who passed on only the required 
number, stating that the rest were super­
fluous, and granted the election.

When the Jones bill became law, both 
the prohibitionists and the anti-prohibi­
tionists organized a campaign committee. 
The antis worked a week and then dis­
solved. According to the published state­
ment of the chairman, the odds against 
them were too great. This act of the 
antis threw many of the drys off their 
guard, and they quit the fight, thinking 
that 'Victory was theirs. But now that 
election day is only about two weeks off 
the anti-prohibitionists have come out in

The result of the 
raid on Essen (for which the London raid 
was said to be a reprisal) has not been 
made known, but great damage was prob­
ably done to the Krupp gun works.

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STEEL OCEAN-GOING STEAMER 

LAUNCHED IN NOVA SCOTIA

I®1%New Glasgow, N. S, July 10.—The S. S. 
War Wasp, the first steel ocean-going 
steamer built in Nova Scotia, was suc­
cessfully launched at noon yesterday by 
the Nova Scotia Steel Company. Work 
on this vessel was commenced in October 
of last year,and as launched is practically 
ready for sea. The boat has a carrying 
capacity of about two thousand tons, a 
displacement when loaded of 2870 tons 
and a speed of eleven knots per hour. 
The dimensions are as follows : length 
between perpendiculars, 220 feet, mould­
ed depth twenty feet, and beam thfoty- 
five feet The War Wasp has been sold 
to the British Government and will be 
taken over bv their representative in a 
few days.

The launching was attended by ap im­
mense crowd and everything therewith 
passed off very successfully.

If you 
prefer to play the otM^T way you can 
make up your mind that it is only a 
question of time when no onfe will play 
with you.

HAT is quite right now,” said a 
photographer to a lady sister, 

± ' "quite right as to attitude, Madam, but do 
not let the mind recede from the face." 
The exhortation calls up many pictures. 
Some beautiful faces are enchanting to 
look at even when the mind recedes, and 
some plain people look better in the dul­
lest repose than in animation. Speaking 
generally, however, men and women look 
their best when they are what is "paying 
attention.” A crowd which is amused or 

\ interested offers a delightful study in 
physiognomy ; a crowd of tired faces is, 
except to the bom student of character, a 

* 1 very dull sight. The present writer has 
often watched a number of ordinary 
people listening to music, and he believes 
that music has some extraordinary effect 
in composing the lines of the face and 
bringing out what is characteristic in it. 
Acting reflects itself on the countenances 
of the audience, and eloquence and the 
drama are both apt to transform those 
engaged by them and make them look 
unlike themselves. The face takes an 
impress from without and is not control­
led by the mind. Logically, perhaps this 
should be ttue of listening to music, but 
the present writer think it is not.

It is often something of a shock to see 
the mind of an interlocutor "recede.” 
Have we not all begun to pour out our 
hearts to a friend and seen with dismay 
that his mind has turned away from us? 
Sometimes we continue to talk to him in 
the vain hope that tie will look less pre­
occupied, and perhaps we may at last see 
his soul return to his eyes. Well-manner­
ed people learn easily to say the right 
thing, but to look the right thing is very 
difficult, and few Englishmen and not 
many Englishwomen trouble to keep the 
fact that they are bored out of their faces. 
The snub which is delivered by the eyes 
is a wound no one repents inflicting in 
this country. Frenchmen and Americans 
are better able to keep the soul at its 
windows, or at any rate to set up some 
sort of dummy there who is like enough 
to deceive the majority. We wonder 
sometimes whether they keep up this 
effort in the bosom of their families, or if 
it is a more social device. Certain self- 
conscious people, of course, in every class 
and country, never allow their apparent 
attention to flag. They are too much 
occupied in impressing their friends to let 
their minds ever slip away from the shop 
window, so to speak, but they are craving 
attention rather than paying it.

There are men and women who never 
perceive that they are boring their 
friends—or rather they do not perceive it 
from their looks. One of the most im­
penetrable of class barriers rests upon the 
facuthat people borp in far distant strata 
of sqtdety cannot read one another’s faces 
and do not know when they weary each 
other. The uneducated man cannot see 
that he should cut his narrative short ; 
the educated does not perceive that his 
disjointed sentences and questions create 
no interest whatever in his neighbour, to 
whom also his laughter at nothing seems 
idiotic. The humor of the cultivated is a 
complete shibboleth. The mind of the 

•one recedes before the stream : the mind 
of the other absents itself to avoid the 
dryasdust fragments of talk and meaning­
less fun.

There are in every poultry yard birds 
that have outlived their usefulness and 
others that will never pay their way, these 
might profitably be finished and market­
ed. not necessarily all at once but as soon 
as practicable, taking into account the 
market, etc.

In these classes might be mentioned, in 
the order in which they should be dispos­
ed of, the following :

1. MALE BIRDS. The breeding season 
being over, all males should be fleshed 
and killed. It will cost $2.00 or over to 
keep each male until next breeding season, 
therefore, get rid of them, it will also be 
better for the layers, the eggs and the 
growing chicks.

2. TURKEYS AND WATERFOWL.
Toms and turkey hens, geese and ducks, 
not absolutely needed for next year’s 
breeding should be disposed oL

3. HENS. All hens of the heavier 
classes that are two years old and over 
might better be marketed now. In even 
the light classes many of this age ought 
to go. Others that are laying but that 
are not worth keeping fdr another year 
should be kept until the egg yield does 
not pay for the feed. Better still keep 
culling out those that show signs of early in 1914, the first year of the test. One

This is especially so 
when the sexes cannot be separated and 
when the runs are'small, the pullets ^ill 
soon require all thewoom and green feed 
available.

Light breed cockerels should be sold 
early; it seldom pays to feed them to 
maturity.

5. ROASTERS. Don’t leave the mar­
keting of all roasters till late in the fall. 
Distribute this sale over,as long a period
