gion. About a thousand years ago .the
Emperor Wu-ti of the Liang dynasty
was a follower of the Buddhist religion.
He supposed that abstinence meant re-
fraining from taking animal life. Hence
there grew up the practice of eating no
animal food for a person’s whole life, or
for a certain number of years, or
months, or days, according to the cir-
cumstances or option., But now every
yvear, during the sixth month, nearly all
the common people, whet‘er men or wo-
men refrain for a certain time from eat-
ing flesh. ‘The fast is called by different
names all over the empire, and its meth-
ods are perfectly harmless both in their
aim and object. No doubt there is of-
ten the temptation to combine against
the oppression which they have to sub-
mit to from the ubiquitous corrupt offi-
cialdom, but a whol fear of

quences and of giving the least cause
for offence deters them from using the
influence they might otherwise exert for
the public good. Being essentially of a
Buddhist character and origin, these so-
cieties are opposed by the literary or of-
ficial classes, who not only discounte-
nance them, but endeavor to restrain
them in every way possible, as danger-
ous to the Government. Under feelings
of jealousy or fear that it may be dif-
ficult to keep them in  utter subjection
of the lowest possible kind, the most
absurd charges of sedition are continual-
ly being trumped up against them. They
have often to bear the burden of insur-
rections or disorders caused by hordes
of banditti or lawless soldiers out of
employment, of the needy hangers-on of
the yamen who cannot squeeze enough
out of their immediate environment, and
go further afleld, laying the blame upon
these societies, whlch they also plunder
and pillage. It is a mistake to call theue
people Vegeterians, because they gén-
erally only refrain from flesh-food at
certain seasons. We do jnot call the
Catholics by such a name, who do nhHi
eat meat on Fridays. It would be better
to call them abstinents or by some othbr
name that would not be misleading. .‘%

In the'cannery- visited 207
Chinamen and Indian women were em-
ployed  cleaning and canning the fish,
and several interesting and recently in-
vented labor-saving devices were in
operation. In one department $he tins
were being made by Chinese undér con-
tract.' ‘With such labor the price of put-
ting up a case of fish ready for shipment
is about 50 cents, The price paid for
fish at the time of the professor’s visit
was 20 cents each for fish weighing from
six to eight Ibs. This was an excep-
tionally high -price and was based on
the expectation that the run of sslmon
would be small; but as the catch ex-
ceeded the calculations the canners cut
the rates considerably, and .the fisher-
men were content to accept the reduc-
tion. Last year the price paid was about
10 cents per fish. The Indians and others
engaged in fishing make large wages
during the short period of the salmon
run, two men with one. boat making
from $20 to $50 and sometimes more than
that in a single night. The work is said
to be very laborious and the money is
well earned. More than 1,000 licenses
were issued during the past season for
boats on the Fraser river, and as may

previous record, set 9,700 corrected ems
in one hour.

The wires have kept the public well
informed of affairs in Newfoundland, the
| cropping up of the French shore question
of Jlate having given renewed  interest
to matters pertaining to that colony.
Speaking on the subject the St. John's:
Telegram says: 1f we ars correctly in-
formed, and we think our information
comes from a reliable source, another
exasperating outrage has recdently been
perpetrated against Newfoundland fisher-
men prosecuting the voyage on the so-
called French Shore. And, as usual, the
injustice has been inflicted by British of-
 ficers at the instance of our old Gallic
aggressors. It appears that a crew of
eight fishermen belonging to Garmish left
their home at the opening of the fishing
season to prosecute the voyage at Little
Harbor, near Bay of Islands. They as-

+ but into the sunshine of freedom from
the vilest type of slavery that has ever
cursed God's earth, and into happiness
for thousands of homes, and countless
numbers of innocent victims of the li-
censed saloons of the liquor traffic will
bring the millenium, but we do believe
that it will bring a millenium. the com-
ing ot which will removate the world,
both socially and politically. And to-
night as we are gathered in this twelfth
annual meeting, our faith is stronger and
w2 are more hepeful than ever that the
glorious tide is coming. We do not judge
of the progress of the movement because
of what we see north of the 49th paral-
lel, tetween the Rocky Mountains and
the Pacific Ocean, but as we look out
through the broad avenues of the world’s
W. C. T. U, and grasp the progress it
has made from the Atlantic to the Pa-
cific Ocean, across the western sea to
Japan, China, India, the islands of the
sea, into Africa and Europe, countries
of ancient and modern civilization. Still
beyond the W. C. T. U., widespread as it
is, we would look and see what other
temperance organizations have accom-
plished, and the position of the Church of
God on the question, and as we see the
nations of the earth brought to consider
the great problems which are pressing
themselves upon them, and as we see this
problem which so largely involves the
weal or woe of the people, slowly but
surely and persistently forcing itself
upon the people, in spite of every obsta-
cle, we speak truly when we say we
are hopeful. Why should we be other-
wise? .Surely our faith would be ‘weak
and our blindress dense if we failed to
* realize the marvellous strides with which
the cause is marching“on towards the end
in view. Hitherto, with but few ex-
ceptions, all contests have been fought
under most unfavorable circumstances;
petitions to the Government for amend-
ment to the License Act, have either been
preceded or followed by a deputation
whose representatives in the Government
were more powerful than those of the
prohibitionists, and their requests have
ejther been refused or a concession of
so little valie obtained, as to be practi-
cally worthless. The same unfavorable
condition of affairs has existed regard-
ing the enforcement of the laws; the
law itself being twisted almost beyond
recognition in order to meet the demands
of the liquor interest. In 1876 the Do-
ininion Parliament passed a resolution to
the effect that as soon as the country
was ready for prohibition, Parliament
would enact it. The plebiscite votés of
Nova Scotia, Ontario, Prince Edward Is-
land and the Northwest, with the grand
majority of 182,000 in favor of prohibition,
show unmistakable signs of ripeness, and
we now wond2r how long it will be be-
fore the Government will overcome its
great dislike to deal with the question,
and give heed to the very emphatic ex-
pression of the people. The pledge given
by Sir Oliver Mowat to the great dele-
gation which waited upon him some
months ago, to the effect that he would
introduce legislation going just as far in
the prohibitory direction as ascertained
Jjurisdiction - would permit, was a satis-
faction, and cause of rejoicing to the
friends of prohibition, and it is not un-
reasonable to expect that it will not be
a great while before some important
steps will be taken in the cause in a
practical way. But in the meantime,
there should be no thought of a halt, no
lying back on the oars, waiting for pro-
mises of prohibition to be fulfilled.
Now, if ever the success of the cause
demands instant and incessant action
inactivity at the present time will
mean years of toil to regain the foothold
which would be lost. We Bshould work
inceesently for a reduction of licenses, a
better administration of the laws, a bet-
ter observed Sabbath, and to this end,
for the return to the Legislature of men
who are committed to the reign of right-
eousness in the land. In British Colum-
bia we are far behind other Provinces,
far in fact that we are almost out of
sight of the grand army. What can we
de this year to make the distance less?
What are we going to do? A move was
made by the other temperance organiza-
tions of the Province, towards securing a
lecturer for a general campaign through-
out the Province, the W. C. T. U. ac-
cepting the invitation to co-operate, it
being believed that this would be the
best way for arousing the people and ad-
vancing the cause; however, for some
reason the plan has not matured. We
trust it will not be given up because
not practical in the past, but hope that
the year before us shall be one of more
agressive work, when this or some other
plan shall be < out—a year during
which the trumpet-call shall sound from
wery hill top, shall echo through every
alley, until this part of our Dominion,
in whose depths are hidden such an

Sunday afternoon
at Parker’'s Temple, on the platform,
from which the call for reform ‘n every
line is clearly sounded from week to
week, sat the leaders of the world’s
meeting, There were Lady Henry Scm-
erset, the British president, and Miss
Willard, 'the world's Mother Stewart,
crowned with the snowy wreath of 80
winters and the blessing of all for hav-
ing set in motion this wonderful work
over a score of years since; Hannah
Pearsall Smith, loved by so many as she
who has taught them the ‘Christian se-
cret of a happy life,’; Jessie Ackerman,
whagin the last few years has travelled
150, miles as W. C. T. U. missionary.

the work of departments, the educ
part of the work. Sometimes I am led
to think that fewer departments, prose-
cuted with greater zeal, would mean bet-
ter work; but again, when we see the
great needs of the work, we feel that
we must enlarge through every possible
stream that flows into the great chan-
nel. A number of our departments have
been carried on with more or less perse-
verance, none of them perhaps with to
the extent that they might .have been.
When we consider that one line of work
throughout the entire Province is very
largely what the Provincial Superintend-
ent makes it, how_grave the responsi-
bility laid upon each one.

PRESS WORK.

There is a department whose import-
ance we cannot over-estimate, but which
I fear we are not using to the extent
that we should; I refer to the opportuni-
ty of advancing temperance sentiment
through the means of the public press.
I know that the majority of our unions
report regular meetings and occasionally
publish temperance articles, but this is
not sufficient. I presume there are but
few papers in the Province which will
not open their columns at some regular
stated intervals to short clear cut items
of temperance news. We should through
this means keep the public well informed
of public events. The people of our Pro-
vince have very little means of
knowing what is being done in the tem-
perance cause, except through eastern
papers, and doubtless many read our
own, who never see papers from other
Provinces. We hear theory continually
for the education of public sentiment.
We have one very effective means of
accomplishing this through 'the press,
Are we using it as we should? The
press is also one of the very best poss-
ible preparations for furthering organi-
zation. When visiting a country district
last fall comment was made to me by
a gentleman, on various efforts that one
of our local unions had made. I was
rather surprised that he knew of it, and
asked how he had learned it. The reply
was, ‘“Oh, I saw it reported in one of
the weekly papers.” You cannot under-
stand, dear sisters, how much greater the
possibility of organizing in a place, if
the people of that locality know some-
thing of the W. C. T. U. and its work,
than if you have to begin at the origin
and give the entire why and the wheve-
fore down to the present time. Before
the public will take an interest in your
work, thay must have & knowledge of it.
Let us see to it then that we maké the
best possible use of this great agency
placed within our reach. Let every union
feel that it is their privilege- to make
known through the papers in their vicini-
ty just what is being done from day to
ay, not only in our own city or Pro-
vince, but throughout the whole world.
See that the news you publish is fresh,
crisp and clear-cut.

FRANCHISE.

We can look back with feelings of
amusement, as 'we remember how a few
years ago we used Lo travel the streets
of our town, going from one individual to
enother, asking themn to sign a petition
to the legislature for the enfranchise-
ment of women. With what fear and
trembling we went about our task; al-
most I might say with a fear of guilt,
as though we were asking something
most dreadful. No wonder we were fear-
ful and timid, the sneers and ridicule
we received from some were more than
enough to intimidate a handful of wom-
en; but the justice and righteusness of
our request were the stimulation to our
timidity and we persevered, the educa-
tory work has been going on as time and
opportunity has afforded, and as a result
the honored president of one of our local
unions is to-day a member of one of our
school boards. Every Province in the
Dominion reports advances with rapid
strides along this line, even beyond the
most sanguine expectations. Realizing
the truth, ‘“ Who would free themselves
must strike the blow,”” the women of our
own, with those of other Provinces, have
continued to knock at the doors of the
Government, requesting that their own
be given them; which - gallant right
statesmen have repeatedly refused. Gen-
erosity has to some extent overcome
their prejudice, and they have graciously
given us a few crumbs off our own loaf;
as a thing once done is the beginning ot
a habit, we shall very humbly of course
<ontinue asking not for crumbs but for
slices, until the habitual feelings of gen-
erosity will give us our whole loaf. Sis-
ters, let us see that we of this Province
are not lacking in this grace of persist-
ency, but let us do our own share. The
Province of Nova Scotia is foremost in
this line of reform, the measure for the
enfranchisement of women introduced in
the last Legislature having been de-
feated by but one vote. Much might be
said regarding’ %
SCIENTIFIC TEMPBERANCE INSTRUCTION
in our gchools, did time permit and space
allow; but just a word or two in its be-
half. New Westminster has taken the
lead in this, and we believe the Comox
Union follows. This new union, organ-
ized last September, went right to work
along this line, and was most success-
ful in its efforts. I very much fear that
generally speaking we are too easily dis-
couraged in our work. We make an ef-
fort in certain directions and when ap-
parent failure results, we are apt to feel
that we must let it drop for a time and
by and by make another effort. Sisters,
we shall never succeed in this way® What
we need to do is to keep at it continual-
ly, a steady pushing away will succeed
much more quickly than spasmodic” at-
tempts. I trust that unions that have
hitherto failed in securing the teaching
of this branch of knowledge in‘%outr pub-
lic schools will continue their efforts, and
keep the question before the trustees
boards until it is made compulsory in
every school. Surely if it is desirable
that such a branch of knowledge be
taught our children—and so the education
department has decided—it is of suffi-
cient importance to make it compulsory
as other studies are. Let me advise
that-each local superintendent put in the
hands of every teacher Mrs. Mary Hunt's
Monthly Advices. This little pamphlet
will be of inestimable value to them.
Local unions, will you see that this is
done? Dear Superintendent of this de-
partment, how.much more can you- do
this year than you did last to give the
children of this Province a temperance
education?

OUR JUVENILE WORK
is a painfully discouraging feature in
this Province, perhaps the chief reason
for this being thel difficulty in getting
consecrated, giffed women who will take
hold of the work. Does it not seem
strange, mothers, that this should be so?
Nevertheless, it is true. And here I
venture to.bring forward again my pet
ideag regarding this work, that we en-
deavor to enlist the interest of the Sab-
bath schools and Young Peopl

definite is done this year.
Our Home has done excellent ‘work dur-
ing.the past. Let us be thankful to the
Heavenly Father for it, and have more
faith in the future. But, yader the-de-
partment of social purity, there is more
to be done than supporting the Home;
it is not enough that we should pravide
the means through which the sinful may
be rescued, but let us lovingly invite,
nay more than that, let us in the name
of the Savior who took upon Himself
the sin of the whole world, urge them
to turn from sin unto righteousness,
from moral death to life eternal.
BEVANGELISTIC.

The second word in our name, Chris-
tian, denotes that we recognized this de-
partment to be the muscle and sinew of
our strength, nay, more than that, the
very life itself of the movement. And
yet so far it has received but little at-
tention. We do well to educate the chil-
dren regarding the evil effects of alco-
hol, to circulate temperance literature,
to study heredity and hygiene, to help
the fallen to raise themselves, and pro-
vide for them a means by which they
can return tb purity of life, and to peti-
tion the Government for the ‘complete
overthrow of the evil which makes all
this necessary; but at the same time, we
must do more for the drunkard, we must
seek his soul's salvation. I believe in
the pledge for the men and women, the
girls and boys who have never touched
the vile emissary of the devil, but mnot
for the drunkard, for him I believe there
is but one)power that can save and keep
safe, and that is the blood of Jesus
Christ, which cleanseth from all sin, and
the gtace, which He has said is sufficient,
And so while we are petitioning the Gov-
ernment for the overthrow of the liquor
traffic, while we are educating the chil-
dren, and while the drunkard is being
anatomized, let us not neglect his soul’s
salvation. I believe there is nothing that
would give our work so great an impetus
as for some of our unions to start the
bonfire of a gospel temperance crusade,
and by the power of God pray the drunk-
ard, and the fallen sinner, and the re-
spectable sinner, and sinners of every
class into the Kingdom of God.

A general election
was impending, and Conservatives and
Liberals alike prostrated themselves be-
fore the electioneering shrine which the
Costigan resolutions had set. up. Pas*
Grand Master Bowell did not €ven sp
much as whistle on this occasion, but
for the sake of securing the Irish-Catho-
lic vote in Canada for the Conservative
party agreed to recommend Home Rule
for Ireland. When the resolutions were
received in England, Mr. Gladstone, in
the House of Commons, stated that the
matters referred to appertained to tha
Imperial Parliament exclusively. Earl
Kimberley, the Colonial Secretary, advis-
ed the Governor-General ‘‘that while Her
Majesty will always gladly receive the
advice of the Canadian Parliament, on
all matters relating to the Dominion, she
must exclusively be gulded by the Im-
perial Parliament and ministers on all
affairs which appertain exclusively to
the United Kingdom.” The snub was
appropriate and richly deserved. This
incident shows conclusively that out
honored brother, according to Mr. Saw-
ers, was a Home Ruler when a bid was
being made for votes, and-an anti-Home
Ruler when no general election was In
sight. No wonder that his course has
been so distasteful to the great majority
of the members of the Order. Now we
come to the school question.

SOAPY WANTS SALARY.

Judge Tellier recontly in a Montreal
court granted a winding-up order for
the Canadian Trading and Shipping Co.
at the instance of J! Lawlor Woods,
commercial traveier. 4 ie application was
made by Mezsrs. St. Pierre; Pellisier ana
Wilson, and the company made default.
The applicacdion was acccmpanled by a
certificate that proper notice of it had
been seérved upon FPresident Bousquet on
August 22nd. Che affidavit of Mr, Woeds
stated tha( the company was indebted
to him in the sum of $339.28 for balance
of salary due him, he having béen dis-
missed on August 14th last. He was en-
gaged™at the rate of $167 per month, with
an allowance of $10 per diem for ex-
penses. The application further alleges
that the company is mnsolvent and that
they have been allowing their drafts to
g0 to protest for some time past, and
have been disposing of their goods.  He
also alleges that the claim made by the
company that they had paid up their
capital is false, and ' that (they have
withdrawn from the Banque du Peuple
the deposit which they were required to
make to obtain letters-patent, and which
they were further obliged to leave in a
bank. Another allegation is that they
are selling under current prices and pay-
ing some creditors preferentially. It is
also stated that a saisie revendication
has been brought agamst them by J.
Favreau & Co., of Cognac, for $8,000,
which sum the company has been unable
to pay.. The Finsbury Distilling Co., of
England, is also stated to beé a creditor
for $750, which sum has been overdue for
scme time, and Blandy Bros., of France,
have had two of their drafis pretested.
Moigneua Pere & Fisl, of Reims,
champsgne house, are said to be a cred-
itor for $1,600. Tt is also charged that
certain goods have been engaged-in fav-
or of the Banque du Peuple to the pre-
judice of other creditors and that

HARDIE ON SOCIALISM.

Chicago, Sept. 9.—J. Kier Hardie, the
English socialist, addressed an audience
the other night in the Twelfth street
Turner hall. He urged his hearers to fol-
low the socialistic doctrines, but claimed
anarchy was a thing separate and apart
from socialism. He urged that the red
flag be used, and said: “If a dozen
staunch Chicagbans should fly the red
banner—raise the standard and stand by
it—it is my belief that all that is worth
having in this city would flock around
it.”” In other parts of his speech 'he vig-
orously urged his audience to follow the
red flag. .

Kier Hardie, the English labor leader,
sScdly disturbed the unusually sedate
weekly meeting of Methodist clergymen
to-day by a red hot Socialistic speech,
and was greeted with such a storm of
ministerial disapproval that he was
compelled to abandon the floor. Hardie
had been invited to address the preach-
¢rs, and with several local Socialists at-
tended the meeting. The Englishman
proceeded’ to air his views, loudly ap-
plauded by his friends, and finally bit-
terly denouriced the execution of the
Chicago anarchists, and eulogized them
as pioneers in a new religion, The storm
which greeted - this statement almost
carried Hardie off  his ‘feet. Half-a-
dozen preachers at a time bitterly. de-
nounced the sentiments, and the speaker
was compelled to sit down. The ministers
then proceeded with a scathing denuncia-
ticn of speech and speaker, and Hardie
left much offended.

This arrange-
ment fell through owing to the peer’'s be-
ing unable to furnish the requisite secur-
ity, and no alternative was left to the
presiding judge but to deny the projected
settlement and to send away this former
Paymast-r-General of the Forces, this
Lord High Commissioner of the Queen in
Scotiand and this Lord-in-Waiting to Her
Majesty in the very ‘awkward predica-
ment of an undischarged bankrupt.

Word has been received here that-the
vacht Windward, carrying the Jackson-
Harmsworth polar-expedition, which sail-
ed from the Thames on July 11, 18%4, ar-
rived at Vardo, on the north coast of
Norway, in‘latitude 18 degrees north and
longitude 32 degrees east, after having
broken out of an ice belt between Franz
Josef Land and Barents Sea.

COST OF THE YACHTS.
Half a Milllon Expended in Their Con-
atruction and Keep.
