The persistence with which “winter lingers in the lap of
epring”’ this year need not nccessarily be taken: as indisputable
evidence that the Gulf Stream has moved away or that our climate
Bes definitely changed. It may rather be explained as-“indicating
that the pendulum has for the time being swung back to the old
fashioned winter when we are told they had ‘‘six weeks sledding in
March”. However the good old summer time cannot be so very
far off now.

The care of public records is a matter of great importance
that should receive full attention. Some years ago plans of various
services, such as streets, water, sewerage, etc., were made at con-
siderable costs. These in some particulars would be very difficult
to duplicate now and their loss would seriously interfere Wwith a
proper carrying on of municipal operations and involve a heavy
expense. Now that the town has at considerable cost secured plenty
of fire-proof accomodation all this information should be procured
and put in proper form for safekeeping, and duplicates provided
for the use of employees. :

Perhaps the most difficult problem in connection with civic
operations is that relating to the assessment of property for taxation.
Granted that the greatest care is exercised.the valuation of property
im the final analysis is merely a rhatter of judgement and it is rare
that two persons can be found to agree. Given ever so much consi-
deration there are always those found who disagree with the opinions
of the assessors and it must be admitted that there is an equal
chance of their being right. In addition to this the difficulty of the
work is increased by the fact that in every community there are
those who do not desire an eqlitable assessment. While most people
are willing to pay their just proportion of town expenses these are
peeved unless they secure an advantage over their fellow citizens:
