OUR FARMERS

Proceedings of the Farmers’ and

Dairymen’s Association.

SOME INTERESTING ADDRESSES.

Prof. Robertson in his address before
the farmers and dairymen’s. association
held in this city last week, said: It was
an unexpected pleasure to him to be able
to meet his friends in New Brunswick at
this meeting, but having to come to Que-
bec he extended his trip. He congratu-
lated the association upon the splendid
representiye gathering that he saw before
him. There had been too much apathy
heretofore amongst farmers, especially
was hearty support needed in co-operative
dairy work. The individual workers,
thinkers, handlers and distributors in the
agricultural world had hitherto stood too
mauch apart without efficient organization.
The main cause of agricultural depression
had been lack of spirit, not bad times.
Farmers should have good spirit in re-
gard to expectation of their business, and
everyone goes home with better spirit
from meetings such as the present. Edu-
cation helps & man to make the most of
himself, and these meetings help men
just in so far as they help him to do this.
In regard to marketing products there
was a three-fold competition ; (1) that be-
tween buyers, which helps to increase the
price; (2) competition between sellars,
which tends to reduce prices. We must
capture all the markets we can by making
goods such as they want. There is al-
ways a good demand for refined goods.
It costs two and one-half cent per pounds
to carry butter from Kingsclear to Liver-
pool, whereas it costs $26 to transport a
ton of hay. Transportation companies al-
ways charge higher for crude goods. He
found hard times in England and land
not renting for taxes, but in dairy dis-
tricts farmers still paid high rents. There
were no rebates and no hard times. The
consumer had got fastidious in his tastes.
Workers are now able to pay for fine
goods and are bound to have them, and
the market for interior products has van-
ished. Canadian butter is still judged by
its worst point, for it has its reputation to
make, while Canadian cheese having
made its reputation, is judged by its best
point. Therefore we must establish a re-
putation for Canadian butter, by supply-
ing only the best article. Cheese pack-
ages must be of &' more uniform size, and
cheese must be put in better boxes and
better nailed up. He saw at Liverpool
out of 100 boxes from Quebec, just arrived,
only six unbroken. That meant a differ-
ence of a cent a pound in the value of the
cheese. Rough work earns rough man’s
pay, but fair work, fair wages.

Mr. Fletcher gave the audience a treat
in his address on how insects affect dairy-
ing and stock owners. He said that a
cow’s comfort must be attended to before
she can become a success, and cows wor-
ried by flieg or vermin cannot thrive. He
had lately been investigating a small fly
quarter the sizs of a cattle fly, which had
reduced dairy products 50 per cent in
some districts of Ontario, while steers tor-
mented by this fly had only put on two-
thirds the flesh they should. The fliesin-
cessantly worry and bite the animals
giving them no rest. They increase in
number as the season advances. The pre-
vention is very simple-if farmers would
only apply it. Any greasy substance
whatever will keep the flies off for two or
three days, the cheapest and an infallible
remedy being kereosene emulsion. The
receipt for this is as follows: Boil % 1b.
soap in 1 gal. water dissolved ; add 2 gals.
coal oil and churn thoroughly with broom
or stick for five minutes; mix with five
times its quantity before applying. In
cooling this mixture will make a jelly-like
mass which will keep for any time, ahd
can be dissolved in water when needed
for use. It should be applied every three
or four days. As a remedy for potato rot
he advocated the Bordeaux mixture.
This consists of taking 6 1bs. bluestone, 4
1bs. lime and making up the mixture to
22 gallons in all. As an expedient he
took a square patch in the centre of a po-
tato field and sprayed it with this mix-
ture. The leaves of the plants thus
treated remained green till nipped by
frost six weeks after the last leaf had dis-
appeared from the rest of the field. In
dealing with potato bugs Paris green was
indispensible, but farmers had no idea
how weak a solution would prove effectual.
‘One pound Paris green to 100 gal. water
was quite strong enough. There was not
the slightest danger of poisoning the po-
tato tubers, as they were not the roots of
the plant, and the true roots, before they
could absorb the poison, would be killed.
With regard to the turnip fly, the remedy
is: The moment the turnip appears
above the ground apply 1 lb of Paris
,green, mixed in 50 lbs. of land plaster or
dust. He gave the most satisfactory
method of applying in a most amusing
manner. In fact, his address throughout
was characterized by an attractive man-
mner and method of conveying his infor-
mation which wasa real treat. The mode
recommended of applying this mixture is:
Make a bag of loose gauze or two thick-
nesses of mosquito netting ; tie a string to
the end of the bag and a stick to hold it
by; fill with the mixture and march
along the drills with the bag at your side
over a drill, and continually tap it with a
stick held in the hand on the side oppo-
site the bag.

Prof. Robertson, after some practical
remarks on education, organization and
the work that should be done by associa-
tions and conferences, the lecturer pro-

ceeded to tell of his objects in going to

England, and what he had learned there
in regard to Canadian trade prospects.
One of his objects was to sell the butter
and cheese manufactured at the ~xperi-
mental stations. The butter from the
Kinggsclear creamery had not all been sold
when he left owing to dull times. It had,
however, met with a favorable reception.
.At the same time he found that butter, to
realize the highest price in the English
‘market, must be placed there as soon after
it is made as possible. Secondly, his ob-
ject was to investigate the Englsih mar-
kets in' order to discern their exact re-
quirements. He would observe that no
man can afford time trying to educate the
English public to like what we think
they ought to like. We must aim to pro-
duce what they like if we want to sell to
them. They have preferences for things
English and we must centre to their tastes.
He had found that $3,000,000 worth of
the best Canadian cheese is annually sold
as best English cheese. This fetches from
15 to 20 or 24c. per pound, while from 14
to 16c. only is paid for "Canadian cheese

sold as such, the extra price going into

the pockets of English shopkeepers. He
hoped to have the word “ Canadian”
stamped on the side of every cheese ex-
ported from the dominion next year, and
he intended to make it his business to do
all in his power to stop this system of
fraud. In Canadian beef the same thing
is done. One merchant in Liverpool had
made a fortune of $1,000,000 in five years
out of selling Canadian beef as hest Eng-
lish. English and Canadian farmers are
the people injured by this practice. The
consumers, who receive an article equal
to what they ask for, are not. Ina com-
parison of English and Canadian farm
life, the lecturer found that Canadians
work the hardest and have the longest
hours, but they have better chances in
life if they make the most of them. One
advantage of Canadian farmers is our cold
winter. Every acre of land in England
will lose enough of the nitrates by one
winter'’s drainage to feed our average
cereal crop. In Canada nature provides,
through her cold winters an effectual
means of conserving these. The winters
ensure health of stock, and the hot sum-
mers enable us to grow forage crops to a
much greaher extent than in England, so
that we’ can feed at half the cost that can
be done there. While in England he had
drawn attention to the resources of the
maritime provinces when addressing
meetings called by important commercial
bodies at London, Liverpool, etc.

Prof. Robertson next gave the results of
experiments in fattening cattle. Of 10
lots of steers experimented with, those
fed on corn ensilage and meal cost 63 per
cent less to fatten than those fed on hay,
roots and meal. There were two magni-
ficent steers from dairy (French Canadian)
cows amongst the number. One of these
gave the largest increase of any for the
food he ate. He asked the question. Is
it worth spoiling dairy breeds to get
handsome steers, if smaller ones will give
a greater increase according to amount of
food consumed ?

In his opinion the scheduling of Cana-
dian cattle would not prove a bad thing
for Canada, if it made farmers keep their
lean cattle at home, and sent over only
the finished animal. In Aberdeen he
had seen farmers buying Canadian hay
and Canadian cattle, putting the Canadian
hay into Canadian cattle and still making
a profit by the transaction. The cattle
should be fed at home and the hay should
never leave the farms.

The lecturer cited some dairy experi-
ments showing that cows require succulent
food at all seasons, and that it does not
pay to feed over six pounds of grain per
day; he also urged that cattle be provided
with more comfortable and cleaner stables.
With regard to feeding swine there is a
large demand in the old country forswine

products. Last year Great Britain im-

ported over $50,000,000 worth. It will
pay Canada to go into supplying this de-
demand extensively. A large packing
house started recently in London, Ont.,
by English capitalists owns several estab-
lishments in Denmark, and pays there
from 9 to 1lc per pound live weight for
swine. These hogs are sold in England
for the same price as Canadian hogs.
Speaking of poultry and .ggs, he had
seen a shipment of Canadian turkeys sold
at 18¢ per pound in Liverpool. They cost
originally 11c and the shipper made $3,000
on the lot. They were shipped in boxes,
not frozen with feathers on, but packed in
ice or sawdust, and arrived in splendid
condition. Great Britain imported $20,-
000,000 worth of poultry-last year, but the
Canadian trade was spoiled by uneven
lots of eggs and poultry. We must see to
it that it stands for excellency as well.
We should go into winter dairying, as
summer butter should be shipped through

'September and October, and to make

winter dairying pay we must grow succu-
lent feed. Something cheaper than grain
is required though to supplement corn,
and he had been experimenting with
several mixtures of which one composed
of corn, English horse beans and sun-
flowers promised to form a perfect ration.
The beans are planted in drills with the
corn, while the sunflowérs are planted
separately. He wanted at least 100 farm-
ers to come forward and apply for the
seed, which would be furnished at cost
price, and have enterprise enough to try
this mixture, and report results. He also
wished more New Brunswick men would
apply for the reports and bulletins that
are issued by the experimental depart-
ment.  Talking of the man with cheese,
many people thought the government was
foolish to give him a grant to have it

‘made ; but they wanted big things in

Chicago, and he thought the dairy inter-
ests of Canada might supply one big
thing. But the cheese was going to be a
grand advertisement for Canada and a
great financial success, for he had already
sold it to a London merchant who con-
trols 50 shops in that city and 150 more
throughout Great Britain, at a price which
will be equal'to from 16 to 18 cents in
Chicago. In addition the merchant
agrees to exhibit the cheese in all the
large towns in Great Britain, and tospend
$15,000 in advertising it in the papers.
This will be a splendid advertisement for
Canada as well as the man that has se-
cured the cheese.

With a few closing remarks and a
unanimous vote of thanks from his
audience, prof. Robertson took his leave,
having to drive to the junction to catch
the C. P. R. express.

Mr. Emery moved that the secretaries
of agricultural and dairying societies com-
municate with the secretary of agriculture
in regard to the quantity and kind of
cora required in their districts, and that
it is the opinion of this meeting that the
government should supply such amounts
of seed corn as may be needed, delivering
it at convenient depots at cost price.
This was carried.

The report of the nominating com-
mittee was then read and adopted unani-
mously.

The report recommended as follows:
President, Thos. A. Peters; vice-president,
Jas. N. Sloat; secretary-treasurer, C. L. 8.
Raymond ; corresponding secretary, W.
W. Hubbard.

Vice-presidents — Kings, D. P. Wet-
more ; Westmorland, Jas. Frier; St. John,
Robert McLeod; Queens, S. L. Peters;
Albert, G. M. Peck ; Kent, Auguste Le-
gere; Charlotte, J..D. Grimmer; Glou-
cester, P. J. Power; Sunbury, Henry Wil-
mot; York, Isaac Peabody; Carleton, H
Emery; Victoria, Donald Innes; Resti-
gouche, John Barbarie ; Northumberland,
Thos..Parker; Madawaska, L. Theriault,
M.P.P.

Mr. Peters on taking the presxdent’
chair addressed the meeting in a few
well chosen words, thanking them for
the honor done him, and assuring them
of his best endeavors in behalf of the as-
sociation.

The retiring president made a few ap-
propriate remarks, and a vote of thanks
was heartily tendered him for the able
and efficient manner in which he had
performed the duties of his office.

Mr. Campbell moved, seconded by Mr.
Emery, that the sum of $40 be appro-
priated for the purpose of partly remuner-
ating the corresponding secretary during
the coming year.— Carried.

The president submitted figures show-
ing the cost of raising and harvesting an
acre of corn to be $31. He favored “Comp-
ton’s early ” variety.

Mr. Alward next read a good paper on
“Some practical talk on growing corn fod-
der from a New Brunswick standpoint.”
He favored Angel of Midnight variety;
next came Compton’s Early and Pierce’s
Prolific. It cost him $1.50 per ton, to
raise fifteen tons green corn per acre,
making twelve tons good silage, equal to
five tons best hay. costing probably $40.
He placed the cost of raising one ton si-
lage at $1.83.

In the discussion following this paper,
Mr. Friers gaid that where corn had cost
Prof. Robinson $1.40 per ton, it cost him
in Shediac, reckoning the same items of
cost, only 75¢c., while Geo. A. Fawcett was
of opinion that ensilage could not be
grown for less than $4 per ton in Sack-
ville district.

Mr. Rideout of Carleton, Mr. Raymond
and Mr. Taylor followed with their ex-
periences, all in favor of silage. Mr. Tay-
lor’s ensilage cost him $1.25 to $1.50 per
ton, and his silo with capacity of 50 tons
cost $40.

A splendid paper by Mr. Sloat on The
Essentials to success in a Cheese Making
Business, will be more fully reported. It
was a long and most thorough paper, and
at its close many exclamations of apprecia-
tion were indulged in by the audience.

The following preamble and resolution,
was next read by Mr. Alward :

Whereas, the agricultural, aad especially
the dairying industry of the province of

New Brunswick were heretofore but par-
tially developed, although its dairying re-

resources are equal to those of any part of
the dominion ;

And whereas, in view of the above facts
the lieutenant governor, legislative coun-
cil and assembly, have passed certain acts
and made certain appropriations of
money for the stimulation, encouragement
and assistance of the above industries; .

And whereas, The above enactments
and expendlture have already produced
f results in the education and stim-
ation of the agricultural classes, and in
the establishment and operation of but-
ter and cheese factories within *he prov-
ince.

Therefore resolved, That we, the far-
mers and dairymen of New Brunswwk do
heartily endorse and approve of the action
taken and course pursued by the govern-
ment and solicit a continuation of the
same.

The provincial secretary being present,
addressed a few happy words to the meet-
ing, in which he stated that the govern-
ment intended to pursue systematically
and not spasmodically or with a view to
electioneering, the policy that they had
adopted of giving agriculture a helping
hand.

A telegram from Sir Leonard Tilley re-
gretting inability to attend was read.

The minutes having been read and
adopted, the following resolutions moved
by Howard Trueman, and seconded by
Mr. Fawcett, was passed :

Resolved, That while the farmers’
and dalrymen s association recognize the
great importance of making the common
schools of the province as efficient a means
of training the general intelligence of the
children of the country as possible, they
are also of the opinion that the course of
1nstruction at the provincial Normal school
and in the common schools, might be so
readjusted as to secure more attention to
the study of those natural sciences, which
are the basis ;Jé';gnculture They believe
that if such justment as they desire,
could be made, the efficiency of the com-
mon schools would be increased, both
from the practical and from the education-
al point of view.

Papers on sheep husbandry were next
read by B. J. Crawford and Donald Innes,
who gave their experiences in managing
flocks; also by P.C. Powys, who drew
attention to the prospects of sheep hus-
bandry in the province, pointed out the
advantages that the country offered to
sheep raisers, indicated the place that
sheep should occupy on a dairy farm, and
emphasized the necessity of dealing vig-
orously with the dog nuisance. This lat-
ter point was also dwelt on by the other
gentlemen and a discussion followed, par-
ticipated in by Messrs. Howard Trueman,
Mahoney, Pricé, Frost, McAdam and
others.

Mr. Mahoney stated that he had
shipped 8,000 lambs to the states last year
in spite of the McKinley bill. He found
that a cross between the Shropshire and
Leicester makes the best sheep for export.
Mr. Price’s experience was in favor of
pure bred Shropshire sires against other
breeds.

C. L. Smith, Carleton, said that fifteen
years ago there were two kept in Carleton
county to one to-day, while to-day there
were two dogs kept to one, fifteen years
ago. He was in favor of the policy pro-
pounded in P. C. Powys’ paper, viz., that
there should be a provincial (not a parish)
tax on dogs, that all licensed dogs should
be compelled to wear collars, and that all
dogs running at large between the hours
of sunset and sunrise, should be at their
own ric'.

A. D. Thomas (who stated that he
had been requested to do so by farmers
in the vicinity of Fredericton, who were
anxious to go into sheep raising), brought
forward the following preamble and reso-
lution :

‘Whereas, The farmers of this province
who engage in the raising of sheep, have
been and still are, very much burdened
by the nuisance of dogs running at large
and worrying and destroying their sheep,

the owner of such dogs being unknown
and almost impossible to be ascertained.

And whereas, It is necessary in order
to encourage their industry, that measures
be taken to mitigate this nuisance by
legal enactment as is done elsewhere ;

Therefore resolved, That this associa-
do memorialize the provincial govern-
ment, praying that such legislation may
be enacted as will be efficient to abate the
nuisance, either by the imposition of a
license fee for each and every dog, to be

aid by the owner or harborer thereof, or
g such legiglation as may be found most
suitable to redress this nuisance.

The resolution was seconded by 8. L.
Peters, but on being put to the meeting,
was lost, eome gentlemen expressing the
opinion that as the municipalities already
had power to settle the matter, if they
saw fit, the matter was outside the domain
of provincial legislation.

Col. Blair, who was heartily applauded
on taking the platform, put before the
meeting the results of his work at Nap-
pan. He called up the farmers to meet
and to organize to a greater. extent. He
complimented this association on being
the finest he had ever met. In othersa
few did all the work and conducted all
the discussions. In thisone all got up un-
reservedly and gave the result of their ex-
periences and their information. In
speaking of the results of his experiments,
Col. Blair eaid that no man can afford to
farm without corn ensilage, though it
could not be grown as cheaply in Nova
Scotia, ton for ton, as turnips. In Ontario
‘the reverse was true. This was due to the
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long, hot, dry summers of Ontario, which
were more favorable to corn. Whilst
roots grew best in Nova Scotia’s cooler,
moister climate. But double as much hay
can profitably be fed, is now used on most
farms, and the succulent feed that can be
got from ensilage alone, is needed to sup-
plement this dry feed. He had found
that horses getting only enough slow work
to excercise them, wintered well on a
mixture of fifteen pounds cut hay to seven
pounds cut carrots sprinkled with water
before feeding. Horses get the benefit of
food to cut it. Theyare not loaded down
with food they cannot digest. It saves
half the hay to cut it. He found that a
mixture of grain produced heavier re-
turns than when planted singly. Pease
and wheat, or pease and oats were un-
doubtedly the best mixture to plant. The
golden vine pea is the best variety for
mixing with other graims. But wheat is
one of the best feeds known for milch
cows. While it was quite right for farmers
to give the results of their experiences,
still it does not do to put faith in the re-
sults of experiments covering a period of

less than three years. A great deal of

seed grain had been distributed gratis to
farmers; the only condition being that
they should report the result after harvest-
ing, but they had not done so, as they
should. As this wasan important point
he requested that they be more particular
to comply with the request in future. In
concluding an interesting address the
colonel said that none could afford now-a-
days to ridicule education as applied to
agriculture, and that he had no fear that
the farmers, working together as he had
found them to-day, would ere long lift
their profession tothat high level and
importance which it should rightfully
attain.

Resolutions of condolence, moved by
Messrs. Owens and Baxter, were passed
regretting the loes that the association had
sustained during the past year in the
deaths of Charles E. Murray and Mr.
Fletcher.

Prof. Fletcher then delivered a most at-
tractive address to a crowded hall, amongst
the occupants of which were many ladies.
His subject was enemies to fruits and how
best to fight them. The lecturer said that
he hoped to start up an interest in his
work in Canada. Hitherto there had
been intense apathy and ignorance
amongst farmers in regard to the subjects
which he investigated and instructed.
They thought such thingsdid not concern
them, but he would prove that they did
concern them most materially. In average
years one-tenth of every crop was des-
troyed by insect ravages, sometimes one-
half ora whole crop in restricted localities.
Now this destruction was largely pre-
ventable, which meant that farmers were
losing from $8 to $10 in every $100, which
might be saved to them by simple and
inexpensive means. He was paid by the
people of Canada to describe those means,
and when discovered, to disseminate them
widely throughout the land. He would
confine himself to insects that affected
fruits. Insects are divided into two
classes, those that take their food by biting,
and those that get it by sucking the juices
of the plant. It was important to know
to which division an insect belonged in
order to devise remedies against its
attacks. Insects that suck the juices of
plants are provided with puncturing tubes,
which merely pierce the outer skin of the
leaf. Consequently they are not affected
by poisons which kill insects that live by
eating the leaves. No insects are created
spontaneously. They go through four
stages — the egg, the grub, the chrysalis
or lifeless state (in which most insects pass
the winter) and the perfect insect. The
life history of an insect must first be found
out. Then we have power to destroy it.
Many insects are injurious in one stage,
but beneficial in another. Asaninstance:
A western beetle which is very destruc-
tive to leguninous crops in its perfect
state, in its gout stage it feeds on locusts.
The more they increase the harder it is
on the locusts, but when an injurious in-
sect appears in harmful numbers, it must
be destroyed. By far the most important
of the insecticedes are the arsenites. They
are cheap, effective and simple of appli-
cation, three necessary conditions, and of
the arsenites Paris green is the most use-
ful insecticede yet discovered. It can be
used on all kinds of insects that masticate
their food.

Next in importance is the kerosene
emulgion (already described.)

III. White hellibore, a vegetable
poison used for currants, etc., but which
soon loses its power. :

IV. Insect powder, first introduced as
dalmatian. It affects flies. The volatile
principle which is given off closes their
breathing pores, and they die by suffo-
cation. It is perfectly harmless to man
and is often used on such plants and
fruits as one would not dare to use Paris
green on. The lecturer next dealt with
individual insect pests.

The apple aphis or plant louse does in-
jury to young trees by destroying their
tips. Remedy, spray with kerosenée
emulsion in early spring.

The codling moth burrows wild fruit
and destroys it. Remedy, spray with
solution of Paris green (1 1b. to 200 gal.
water), directly after the blossoms have
fallen in spring. One fortnight after
trees are sprayed with this solution there
is no danger in turning cattle in the
orchard to crop the grasses under the
trees. Spraying before blossoms have
fallen would kill the buds, which are the
best friends of the orchadists. The
codling moth is very common in New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia in June.

Canker worm, same treatment.

Currant Worms — There are three
broods of these in a season. 1st, directly
the leaves open the mother insect lay
eggs under the leaves, which soon hatch;
2nd, brood comes when currants are two-
thirds formed. They also appear in
goose berries then; 3d, brood appears
late in the autumn and is the most
dangerous because the least noticed.
Remedy — To kill first brood use Paris
green, but this must not be used after-
wards, as it is dangerous. For second and
third use white hellibore.

Borers in apple trees — Symptoms,
sunken black patches on bark. If the
bark is pared up a large white gout will
It appears in
butte form at the end of May and in June.
Remedy — Wash trees in June with a
mixture of soft soap and washing soda,
the constituency of white wash.

Oyster shell bark louse — It covers the
young wood with injured wood from the
attacks of its beak. Remedy — Coal oil
and soap suds. Apply early in summer,
when they hatch.

Plum curculie — Remedy — Spray trees
in spring when young are just forming.

Raspberry girdler — Attacks late in the
summer, makes two complete rings near
the end of twig and lays a large yellow
egg between. Remedy—As soon as
shoots fade, rip off tips. This pruning
will be good fox"tba plant also,

Tent caterpillar —On going through
the orchard at this time of year, their
presence is shown by rings in trees near
the end of branches. Cut them off. If
not done now, attack them in spring
when their shining tent appears.

Cabbage worm — Remedy —Mix one
pound insect powder with four pounds
flour in tin. Cork tight for 24 hours to
allow the volatile principles to become in-
corporated with the flour. Then pepper
on the plants.

Cabbage maggot —The result of eggs
laid by a fly like a house fly close to cab-
bage roots; look for them in June.
Remedy — Mix one oz. white hellebore
in one pail water. Go through the cab-
bage ground and pour one-half cup round
each root.

As a partial remedy for cut worms take
bundles of green weeds, saturate with
Paris green, and scatter them on the clear
land two or three days before planting
cabbage. The worm, having nothing else
to feed on, will eat them.

At the close of his address, prof.
Fletcher was accorded a most hearty vote
of thanks by the audience and then took
his leave, having to drive to the junction
to catch the C. P. R. Col. Blair, who was
present, was also given a hearty vote of
thanks.

S. L. Peters, who had a fine sample of
apples on the table, addressed the meet-
ing on the varieties which in his ex-
perience had proved best adapted to our
conditions. He described many varieties
of autumn, early winter and late winter
fruit. He laid stress on the point that
the nearer trees are grown to our locality
the better they will thrive, and advised
strongly against intending fruit growers
giving agents orders to set young trees in
the fall. Always buy your trees to be de-
livered in the spring. He was glad to
note the increased faith in apple growing
and thought that though New Brunswick
had long been behindhand, she would
ere long not only supply her own market,
but make a good thing out of growing
fruit for exportation.

C. L. 8. Raymond followed, making an
eloquent appeal for the extension of small
fruit culture.

D. P. Wetmore was called upon and
gave his experiences in small fruit culture,
and also gave some valuable information
concerning the markets obtainable for
large quantities of small fruit. He had
tried Halifax, Montreal and other places,
but was inclined on the whole to favor
Boston as the best.

The question box having been opened
and questions answered, votes of thanks
were accorded the chairman, the mayor
and city council for their kindness in
placing the building at the disposal of the
association, and for their courtesy and
interest in the work, to the Intercolonial
and Canada Eastern railways, with ten
per cent thereof extended to the C. P. R.

A noticeable feature of the session was
the display of dried corn stalks showing
the growth to which different varieties
could be brought in New Brunswick. Mr.
L. H. Bliss, representing W. W. Hubbard,
seed dealer, of Fredericton, was in charge
of this exhibit and also showed some ex-
cellent samples of seed corn of the best
varieties for this province which the
house he represented was handling.

The president congratulated the as-
sociation on the success of this meeting,
the most representative and largely at-
tended it had yet held. The motion to
adjourn was then carried, and having
sung God Save the Queen the members
dispersed, well pleased with the results of
the session.

BEAR ISLAND.

JaN, 24— The herd of wild cattle have
been captured, the first gatheringin being
rather lively and exciting. It was found
that when the men were in pursuit the
cattle would take the the thickest woods
and worst ground to travel. The dogs
compelled the animals to make a break
for the open country striking the Scotch
Lake road several miles from the river.
At last the farm yards and barns of set-
tlers at Bear Island were reached by all,
pursuers and pursued. It wassoon found
in trying to hem them in that an ordin-
ary fence was no obstacle to progress,
nothing would stop them, but a strong
force of men and dogs. At Manzer Hag-
erman’s some of the younger ones were
caught and tied. Among those left was a
four year old steer with horns like a
Texan. This one proved difficult to
handle. The huntat last reached Deacon
Brown’s, and by this time the steer was
frantic and would charge madly on dogs
or men with his tail in the air, head low-
ered and fire in his eyes. When he
sailed in our direction there was a hasty
climbing up trees, and scrambling to the
roofs of sheds, while the steer stood be-
low pawiug, bellowing, and looking up at
us. At last efforts were made to lasso him
from the roof of the shed. One of the
party was looking, through the back of
the shed. The steer made a wild rush
into the shed striking the back of it going
completely through, tearing off boards
and beams in the passage leaving a hole
large enough for a load of hay. He was
now badly wounded and the young men
got him roped, thrown and tied. The
boys at the close were ragged but happy.

Rev. Mr. Neales, a fortnight ago, held
service in the new Episcopal church at
Bear Island which now presents a neat
and tasty appearance.

We hear of some disturbance in school
district No.5. The teacher for some in-
fraction of the rules, was punishing one
of the pupils who showed fight but
was soon quieted down. There are a
number of colored children attending this
school, and a disagreement occurred be-
tween them and the white children.
Feeling they had not received justice,
some of the colored pupils armed them-
selves with revolvers and returned to
the school. Martial law was proclaimed,
the rioters disarmed and now all is quite
in the district.

HARVEY STATION.

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THE CURRIE-CRISP TRIAL.

In another column we publish a Synopsis
of the evidence given before the committee
of the Methodist conference, which has
been trying the Currie-Crisp conspiracy
case in the city during the week. It is
to be regretted that, in the interests
of all parties, the evidence is not more
satisfactory and complete; that only a
partial report is available, is because of the
refusal of the committee to allow the press
to be represented at the trial. What were
the reasons that decided the court of en-
quiry to take the course they did, we do
not know, nor are we aware that any
reagons have been given. Itis the general
law of the land that every accused person
shall have fair trial in open court. The
reason of this is apparent; to depart from
it and seek to hold a grave enquiry, which

involves the character and reputation of a.

minister of the gospel, behind closed
doors and in secret council, is taking a
long step backwards towards that dark
era of ignorance, intolerance and persecu-
tion, out of which such religious bodies as
the Methodist church helped to bring us
to the light of day.

The whole matter under the consider-
ation of the committee is one in which
the general public are greatly interested.
Under the sanction of the Methodist con-
ference, both Mr. Currie and Mr. Crisp
have from the pulpit preached to many
men in many places. Itisonly natural
therefore that there should be a wide-
gpread interest—and in most cases an in-
tense anxiety—in the result of the trial.
Nor has the committee a right to assume
that, if the whole evidence were placed
before the public just as i is given be-
fore the court, the interests of any one
would be prejudiced. The public have no
desire to be unfair, or to do injustice to
any man -who is on trial for what is as
dear to him as life itself. The committee
therefore, did wrong in refusing the press
a place in the court, and if the evidence
which has already been published—and
which evidence, we are safe to say, will be
published as long as the trial continues—
is not satisfactory; if it is unfair or mis-
leading; if it tends to unjustly prejudice
the public mind against any of the parties
to the suit, the committee must not blame
the press, which has done the best it
could—it must bla- itself.

THE EMPIRE AND LIBERAL PARTY.

The Toronto Empire devotes a couple of
columns to an attempt to show that the
revolution in the island of Hawaii was
the result of a deliberate plot on the part
of the United States “to destroy Hawaiian
independence, subvert its institutions, and
bring it into the American union.” It
then goes onto add: “It will not be
the fault of Goldwin Smith and men of
his stamp, if a similar attempt is not
made in Canada.” . :

This is of course intended as a blow at
the liberal party of Canada, with whose
policy it may be unnecessary to say, the
Empire is not yet fully in hearty accord.
The ultimation to the followers to abandon
the great N. P, and support a reduction
in the tanff, has not yet gone forth from
the “powers that be,” and so in the
meantime the Empire, in keeping with
the traditions of the tory party in the
past, abuses, maligns, and insults the
liberal party, whose policy of tariff re-
form the Empire’'s bosses will socn
have to adopt or step down and out.
So hard up is it [to make “a point”
against the “horrid grit” that it goes
away down to the little island of
Hawaaii, and points it out as an example of
what may be expected if the liberals
could have their way. The Empire en-
tirely overlooks two facts that might af-
ford a more natural explanation of the
Hawaiin trouble. The first one is that
the island of Hawaii was badly governed.
The second is that the majority of the
people seem to have been in favor of a
change of some kind. If the Empire
would turn the same microscopic eye upon
Canada, that it brought to bear upon the
little island in the southern sea, it might
discover something which might “point
a moral or adorn a tale.”

TuE appointment of the hon. A. S.
White, speaker of the late house of
assembly, to the office of solicitor general,
will give general satisfaction. Mr. White
made a most excellent speaker, and in
addition to the experience and ability as a
legislator, which qualify him for the posi-
tion of an executive advisor, he brings to
the office of solicitor general an established
reputation as a lawyer. Mr. White has
represented Kings county for a number of
years, during which time he has held a
leading place in the legislature of the
province, both as a private member and
as speaker. In dominion politics Mr.
White is a liberal, and he was at one time
looked upon as a candidate for the house
of commons. Nomination day in Kings
has been fixed for the fifteenth, and
election on the twenty-second instant. It
is not probable that Mr. White will be
opposed.

TuEe Quebec government, which prom-
ised to do wonderful things in the way of
reform as soon as it got the corrupt Mer-
cier out of power, has already refused to
abolish the legislative council. This is
what was expected, but certainly not
what was promised.

Hox. James McSuaNe was re-elected
mayor of Montreal on Wednesday. It
seems to be impossible to defeat the “ peo-
ple’s Jimmy.”

A NOVA SCOTIA SENSATION.

Mrs. Alex. D. Cameron Arrested on a
Charge of Poisoning her Hushand.

The otherwise quiet lown of Bridge-
town, N. §,, has been stirred up consider-
able within a few days. A.D.Cameron,
a former merchant and citizen, gave up
business within a year and retired to a
house of Mr. Farnsworth at Hampton, on
the bay shore, while his wife boarded at
Bridgetown. Owing to business reverses
and other causes, Mr. Cameron wasslightly
weak mentally. Of late he was growing
better. On Thursday evening, January
26th, his wife went over the mountain to
see him, but before leaving Bridgetown
provided herself with thirty grains of
morphine from a druggist named Taylor,
saying it was for herself.

On arriving at the place where Cameron
boarded, Mrs. Cameron told ‘her husband
that she had a presentiment the night
before that he would surely die, and that
she knew he was getting worse. Her
actions excited the suspicion of Mr.
Farnsworth, who advised Cameron not to
take anything from her. After some time
had passed that evening, Mrs. Cameron
prevailed on Mrs. Farnsworth to make a
cup of tea for her husband (Cameron)
which was done, Mrs. Cameron taking the
bread and tea into hisroom for him. She
soon came out and stated that Mr. Cameron
wanted another cup of tea, which with
more bread wasgiven. A short timeafter
partaking of the tea, Cameron retired for
the night to wake no more. His heavy
breathing attracted the rest of the house-
hold and a doctor was sent for, who pro-
nounced Cameron dead from apoplexy.

Nasty rumors began to make headway,
particularly as Cameron’s body was about
to be shipped off to Pictou, where he
formerly beloneed, for interment, his be-
reaved wife not even coming to Bridge-
town with the remains. Coroner Prim-
rose had the body taken into his custody
as it was about to be put on the morning
train, and taken to the court house. A
jury was summoned, resulting in a post
mortem examination being held. Drs.
deBlois, Barnaby and Freeman held the
post mortem, and found the brain not
having the slightest sign of apoplexy, of
which he was supposed to have died. The
kidneys were also fairly sound. The
stomach, etc., has been sent to Halifax for
analysis. Mrs. Alex. D. Cameron was ar-
rested at Bridgetown Thursday night on
a charge of wilful murder of her husband
by morphine poisoning. The circum-
stances attending the case are most sensa-
tional. The people of Annapolis county
are tremendously excited over the case.

SOUTHAMPTON.

JAN. 30.—The continuous cold weather,
with but little snow, has proved too much
for many heretofore frost-proof cellars;
and to go down for the dinner vegetables
fills one with a “ chilly gloom.”

Frederick Patterson has, during the
past fall, put a very substantial wall under
his store at the end of “the long red
bridge.” Now is the time and the chance
for some enterprising firm to rent it, and
put in a good stock of fresh goods.

F. C. Brown, who for so many years
successfully taught the Campbell Settle-
ment school, is in his second term as
teacher here. Mr. B. owns one of the
local flyers, and he sends her for all she
is worth.

John Maxon has made some marked
improvements in his house, and now has
a very comfortable home.

Michael Lenetine bad the great mis-
fortune to have his house burned down.
The fire, which was due to the careless
use of an ash barrel, occurred very early
last Tuesday morning. They lost nearly
everything in the house, and about fifty
barrels of potatoes in the cellar. No in-
surance of any kind. The neighbors
turned out en masse, bought him the
little house opposite H. C. Grant’s store,
and moved it up near where the burned
one gat, and the family are now living in
their new quarters.

Her
father, William Berry, was brought as a
slave to Shelburne by William Lent, one of
the loyalist settlers of that town.

The Main street Baptist church, St. John,
has called a council, consisting of the pastor
and one delegate from each church in the
Southern association, to consider the case
of its pastor, rev. 8. Welton. The council
is to meet.on Tuesday of next week.

Bays the 8t. Croix News: ‘“The New
Brunswick and Maine granite works build-
ing is nearly completed. It will commence
operations about the first of March, and
when in running order will employ about
250 men, with a pay roll of $500 a day.”

It is understood that Messrs. Lawlor &
Connor, the contractors for the Woodstock
& Centreville railway are making contracts
for the ties for the whole line. It is the
avowed intention of the firm to go forward
with the work of construction as soon as
spring opens.

The W. & A R. train hands captured a
live muskrat near Avonport a few days ago
and it has been making trps in the baggage
car of the freight train since, and is now
quite tame, A cat intruded in the rat’s
domain Jast week and an interesting dis-
cussion took place in which the cat got
badly worsted.

The largest load ever hauled in Shulee,
(Cumberland county, N 8) was hauled by
Will Huntley, teamster for captain Clifford
Patterson, with a span of horses. This
load, which was hauled four miles, con-
sisted of 4,255 feet of deals—139 pieces. John
W Seaman’s teamster brought 4,000 feet to
the landing the same day.

——
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REVOLUTION IN HAWAIL.

The Queen Deposed —Want Annexation
to the United States.

NEw York, Feb.3.—A San Francisco
special says: “The firet intimation of
trouble came on January 15th, when the
queen tried to get the cabinet to signa
new constitution that disfranchised all
foreigners and put the whole government
in the hands of the native politicians.
The ministers refused, and when threat-
ened by the Queen fled for their lives.
They returned later and induced the
queen to postpone the coup. A provis-
ional government was appointed and it
promised peace. The government assumed
control of the palace and barracks. The
ex-queen retired to her private residence
at Washington place and the government
has granted her an honorary guard of
gixteen men. The household guards were
paid off to February 1 and disbanded.”

While her troops stood drawn up before
the palace waiting for the final word of
command, the Queen hesitated. The con-
ference in the blue room lasted long. The
queen could not be induced to give up her
unlawful project, but finally consented
with bitter reluctance to a temporary
postponement of the premeditated coup.
She was a very angry woman when at four
p. m. Saturday she returned to the throne
room where were assembled the Hui
Kalaiaina with most of the native mem-
bers of the legislature. She ascended the
dias and announced the postponement of
the constitution. %

“ Return to your homes peaceably and
quietly,” said she, “and continu& to look
towards me and I will look towards you.
Keep me ever in your love.”

Me. Kaunamano then began in a loud
voice an inflammatory harangue, which
was suppressed. He demanded the lives
of the cabinet who had opposed the
wishes of her majesty, and declared that
he thirsted for bloodshed. A few
moments later the queen went out upon
the upper balcony of the palace and ad-
dressed the crowd. She told them that
on account of the perfidy of her ministers
she was unable to give them the constitu-
tion which she had promised them, but
she would take the earliest opportunity of
procuring it for them. The crowd gave
three cheers.

Representative White then proceeded
to the steps of the palace and began an
address. He told the crowd that the
queen and the cabinet had betrayed them,
and that instead of going home peacefully
they should go to the palace and kill and
burn her. Attempts were made to stop
him, which he resisted, saying he would
never close his mouth until the new con-
stitution was granted. Finally he yielded
to the] expostulations of col. Boyd ‘and
others, threw up his hands and declared
he was done for the present.

The business men’s meeting then formed
a committee of public safety, to which the
further consideration of the situation was
delegated. The deposition of the Queen
followed.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

The Lieutemant Governorship come up
for Debate.

Orrawa, Feb. 1.— The question of the
New Brunswick governorship came up for
discussion, and before it had been thor-
oughly enquired into, some rather inter-
esting declarations had been made by the
liberals, with regard to the opinion of the
character of the hon. A. R. Angers. The
last named gentleman was not a claimant
for the position, but he came in for some
warm abuse.

Mr. Davies started the ball rolling-when
he wanted to know if any particular-per-

son had been appointed to the post, and-

and if not, what was the cause of the de-
lay? Headvised the immediate appoint-
ment of somebody, as it was not advisable
for a lieutenant-governor to hold office at
the pleasure of the hon. gentlemen op-
posite.- The names of many distinguished
gentlemen hdd been mentioned as’ likely
to succeed the present incumbent. Among
these names was that of a lale member of
their house, widely known as one of the
fathers of confederation. Mr. Davies did
not care who got the position, but he in-
sisted that the government was bound to
name somebody and to explain the rea-
son for the extraordinary delay.

Sir John Thompson replied diplomati-
cally. He presumed he was not expected
to mention the claimants by name. The
appointment had not been made, because
the position was at present held by a
gentleman who merited the confidence of
the house. ¥

Hon. Mr. Mills objected to the fact that
the lieutenant governor might be removed
at the pleasure of the government. This
official was now holding his post at their
will. In other words, he was not inde-
pendent. Every day Sir Leonard Tilley
was allowed to remain lieut.-governor of
New Brunswick was a violation of the
spirit of the act governing such appoint-
ments.

Mr. Laurier hoped in this case the plea-
sure of the crown would not mean the
caprice of the crown. The govern-
ment should gignify their intention at the
end of every term of five years. As they
had not done so in this instance, the
natural conclusion was that they were not
prepared to come to a decision.

This was possible because they had too
many.candidates in the field. but that was
no reason.

Sir Richard Cartwright apprehended
that there was no legal dispute as to the
right of the government in this connec-
tion. The broad question was whether it
was or was not right that lieutenant gov-
ernors should be tenants at the will of the
government. Sir Leonard Tilley was a
good man, but no man should keep such
a position at the pleasure of the govern-
ment. Past experience in the province
of Quebec showed that it was necessary
that the incumbents of these posts should
be men who hold their positions indepen-
ent of the government. They should not
be liable to dismissal at the caprice of the
crown.

Then F. Langelier took the floor and
directed hisattention towards the minister
of public works. The instance mentioned
by him was the best possible proof of the
necessity for the opposition to raise this
question. It was not right that the lieut.
governor of any province should be under
the government’s thumb.

Mr. Mulock read extracts from major
general Herbert’s report referring to the
inefficient equipment of the Canadian
militia. He enquired if the government
were contracting for these supplies with
the same contractors. He would put it
more plainly in order'that there could be
no escaping the question: were these sup-
plies being bought in the same stores and
manufactured by?the same hands as dur-
i r
m%lgt]f 8as Ig.ylggster replied that the ques-
tion would be answered at the proper time,
when the subject came up for discussion.

Clark Wallace lost his temper and rose
to defend himself. He told Mr. Mulock
that he would never have been elected
to parliament but for his money bags.

ﬁ:: Mulock retorted in a bantering
strain, congratulating Mr. Wallace on
being a master of decorum, taste,
and in the use of the English language.

Mr. Fraser intimated that the comptrol-
ler of customs was chafing because he was
not called “honorable.” He compli-
mented the premier for his ability in con-
structing a cabinet. He had constructed
it satisfactorily; he had reared a vast
cathedral and in so doing had not for-
gotten the naves,

The Stevens-Nase Scandal.

The rev. Mr. Stevens, of St. Luke’s church,
8t. John, is another member of the clergy
who has gotten himself in trouble. The
circumstances of the affair are somewhat
like this: Mr. Stevens and Mrs. Nase occu-
pied adjoining houses. A hallway was
used by the two families in common. Mr.
Stevens and Mrs. Nase became very good
friends; for diversion, they carried on a
little private correspondence. But soon
Mr. Stevens became troubled in conscience
regarding the affair, and determined to end
it by nailing up the door between the apart-
ments. But Mrs. Nase did not like this
and, in revenge, gave the letters thatshe had
received from Mr. Stevens to her husband,
who in turn, demanded Mr. Stevens to pay
$1000 per letter to keep the affair quiet. As
there were about twenty letters, Mr. Stevens
declined to pay such an exorbitant price;
and so the matter has not been hushed up,
but has furnished food for the reporter’s
pen.

The worst that can be said of Mr. Stevens
is that he has been guilty of a slight indis-
cretion; and it is a pity that such a small
matter should have such publicity. Mr.
Stevens has retained Dr. Pugsley as counsel
and is very reticent about the matter. Mr.
Nase has L. A. Currey for his counsel ; and
on Wednesday last made a trip to Frederic-
ton to consult Mr. Currey, who was in the
city attending the supreme court, about the
prosecution of Mr. Stevens for the alienation
of his wife’s affections. It is' understood
that Mr. Nase intends to push the matter.
In the meantime Mr. Stevens has handed in
his resignation as' pastor of St. Paul's
church. There was no criminal intimacy
between the parties, it is alleged. A writ of
capias holding rev. Mr. Stevens to bail in
$2,000 has been issuéd by judge Palmer, but
has not yet been served.

An Interesting Case,

In addition to the mal-practice case, there
has been another interesting case in our
county court this past week. Samuel
Hazelett and wife bring an action against
Chas. Brown and wife for an assault alleged
to have been committed by Mrs. Brown on
Mrs. Hazelett in the month of May last,
at Lower St. Marys, where the parties
reside. The plaintiff’s charge that the as-
sault was in the nature of a blow on the
hand of Mrs. Hazelett by Mrs. Brown with
a whip. Bu.ton the trial a slightly different
aspect was given the case. When Mrs.
Brown took the witness stand she positively
denied ever hitting Mrs.Hazelett with a whip.
Her statement was to the effect that while
looking for her ducks, on the night in ques-
tion, with a whip in her hand, Hazelett and
wife came to the road where she was and
abused her, and that Hazelett threatened
her and made a motion of assault upon her,
whereupon she hit him in the face with the
whip that she held in her hand, and that
the act was done purely in self defence.
Some interesting accounts of the affair were
given at the trial, but the case was decided
in favor of the defendants. It lasted two
days. J. H. Barry was the plaintiff’s at-
torney and Charles Duffy, attorney for the
defendants. -

Potatoes May Be Cheaper.

The Aroostook Times, Houlton, has the
following on the potato market: With the
continued absence of sufficient snow for
good sledding, farmers are getting very
anxious as to their ability to move. the
large amount of hay, bark, oats and pota-
toes now on their hands, during the short
time now remaining before spring opens.
The extreme cold weather, together with
hard roads have made it difficult to market
potatoes and they have been coming for-
ward the past week only moderately at the
following prices: Hebrons, $2.00; Rose,
$1.65; Dakotas, $1.50. With good roads it
is quite likely the price on Hebrons will
not be maintained, as the temporary séarcity
in Boston has been checked by heavy ar-
rivals from various points. The Southern
States are experiencing such cold weather
with deep snow as will cause a very late
spring, so the call for seed Rose will be cor-
respondingly late and dealers are not look-
ing for any material advance in price in the
near future. Potatoes are quoted from $1.10
to $1.25 per bag in Montreal while Boston
quotations are from 95c. to $1.10 per bushel.

St. John Valley Railway.

Advices from Ottawa state that Mr. Wil-
mot, M. P., is agitating for a further subsidy
in aid of the St. John River Valley railroad.
Mr. Wilmot claims that the people of
Queens and Sunbury have not been treated
fair of late. This railroad is deserying of
aid. The recent coal deal in Nova Scotia
has raised the value of the Grand Lake
mines. The building of this railroad would
open up a direct route to the Boston
market. In addition to that Mr. Wilmot
urges that it would add to the communi-
cations with the upper provinces. He
claims that with the Grand Trunk in pos-
session of the River Valley line there would
be no danger of any one company mono-
polizing the railways of the province. The
sale of the Intercolonial could do no injury
then. Subsidys have already been given to
this line, but unfortunately it is for differ-
ent sections. A further subsidy should be
given in order that the whole line may be
com pleted.

“Jim” Again to the Front.

The New York Police Gazette is now con-
fident that *“ Jim,” now in Dorchester peni-
tentjary, is ‘**Jim ”’ Christie, a noted bank
robber and burglar. The Gazette traces
him from the rogue’s gallery in Sing Sing,
and describes him very correctly. It says
he can sing, read prayers, or deliver an ora-
tion with ease. As a public speaker, he ex-
cels all other crooks on the continent — and
is one of the smoothest professionals in the
business. He is a Canadian by birth and is
highly educated. During the past year or
8o he hasmade his. headquarters near the
Canadian border in Maine. The police and
detectives have been watching for him to
come this way (New York) but ke failed to
comply with their wishes. He is a success-
ful “bluff” and on many occasions his oily
tongne has stood him in good stead in the
court.

George Brown of Little River, Musquo-
dobit, deposited three wild cat snouts with
the county treasurer at Moncton and col-
lected the bounties thereon, $225. $186 in
bear and wild cat bounties - was paid out.

THE CRISP-CURRIE CASE

Some Testimony Given—More
tnesses Summoned.

A special committee of Methodist minis-
ters met at Fredericton on Wednesday to
investigate charges of immorality preferred
by the rev. Mr. Howie against their co-
laborer, rev. R. 8. Crisp. These tharifes are
made on the strength of & series of articles
published in the Shelburne, N. 8. Budget,
over the signature of D. D. Currie, a former
minister of the Methodist church, but who
was deposed from his high cslling some
years &go for the crime which he now
charges to rev. Mr, Crisp.

Ag chairman of the Fredericton district,
in which the offence is said to have been
committed, rev. Mr, Howie formulated the
charges and upon rev. Mr, Crisp is now
thrown the burden of proving his innocence.

The formal charges made by rev. Mr.
Howie are as follows:

Certain charges having been made against
rev. Robert S. Crisp which seriously affect
his moral character and greatly injure the
Methodist church, and as the charges are
Yosiﬁvely affirmed and loudly proclaimed,

thereby request that the rev. Robert 8.
Crisp be put on trial as provided for by the
discipline of the Methodist church, on the
following accusations:

1. That the rev. Robert 8. Crisp wasguilty
(on or about ‘August 3rd, 1884) of commit-
ting adultery with an unmarried woman
livin%in Scotchtown, Queens county, N. B.

2. That being accused (in ‘November or
December of t%e same year) of being the
father of the unborn child of the woman re-
ferred to, he conspired to divert the cha
from himself, and fasten it on D. D. Currie.

3. That he has been gnilty of misrepre-
sentation, deception and falsehood in con-
cealing and denying his connection with
the woman, and in concealing and denying
his correspondence with Dr. Gardiner in
relation to the above charges.

The committee who are trying the above
are rev. Dr. Sprague, chairman, and rev.
Messrs. W. Harrison, Deinstadt, Penna,
Weddall and Paisley.

The crime with which the rev. Mr. Crisp
is charged is said to have been committed
as far back as 1884, and if proven it becomes
all the more serious from the fact that Mr.
Crisp has ever since continued in the minis-
try. At the session of the Methodist confer-
ence in Charlottetown in 1885 a change of
immorality and seduction, of & young un-
married woman named Moore, of Queens
county, was preferred against rev. D. D.
Currie, and a charge of bastardy was also
entered against him in the Queens county
court. The young woman gave evidence at
both trials, but was only under oath at the
judicial enquiry. The ministers, by a vote
of 8 to 4, found against rev. Mr. Currie, but
the judge and jury who tried him in Queens
county acquitted him, chiefly because of the
conflicting evidence of the young woman
herself. Many of her sworn statements
were directly at variance with the evidence
given by her before the church court.
From the decision of the church committee
rev. Mr. Currie appealed, and stated he had
new and material evidence to present. The
special committee before whom the appeal
was taken granted a new trial on that
ground and it came off the following year,
and resulted more favorably to rev. Mr.
Currie. He was acquitted of the charge of
seduction by a vote of 8 to 4, and on the
other charge, of adultery, the committee
stood 6 to 6. A new trial was ordered, but
it never came off. The committee refused
to allow rev. Mr. Currie to submit evidence
taken before the Queens county court at
the bastardy trial, or to allow him three
days to summon the court officers to give
oral testimony, and he then got an injunc-
tion restraining it from proceeding, and
thus tied up the whole proceeding.

After this the general conference of Can-
ada changed the discipline regarding such
trials and not long after, about January,
1887, a new charge for adultery alone was
preferred against rev. Mr. Currie. He was
found guilty and in the same year (1887)
was removed from the roll of Methodist
ministers.

Rev. Mr. Crisp is now stationed at Wood-
stock, having gone there last.summer from
Carleton. He is an Englishman by birth
and came to Canada about twenty years
ago. He is one of the most intellectual,
forcible and eloquent " preachers in the
Methodist denomination. He is & married
man and has two children,

Dr. George Upton, of Lakeville, Sunbury
county, was on the stand most of Thursday
morning. He had no personal knowledge
of the matter, but was examined in regard
to conversations he had with Dr. Garduer,
‘who is now in New York and not available
as a witness. Dr. Upton said Dr. Gardner
told him that the Scotchtown woman ad-
mitted to him (Dr. Gardner) that she had
had sexual intercourse with the rev. Mr.
Crisp on the Lake shore, near her own
house, on August 3rd, 1884. Dr. Upton tes-
tified to seeing a letter in Gardner’s hands,
written by rev. Mr. Crisp to Dr. Gardner
previous to March, 1885, in which Crisp
said: “Iamin your power; for God'ssake
save me."”

Upton also said that Dr. Gardner gave
him in May, 1885, a package of letters, said
to be twelve in all, which Mr. Crisp had
written to Dr. Gardner, and had paid Dr.
Upton $5 to take the package of letters and
return them to rev. Mr. Crisp. The twelve
letters passed each way between Dr. Gard-
ner and Mr. Crisp between the dates of Nov-
ember 28th, 1884, and March 10th, 1885. In
the letters of Dr. Gardner, rev. Mr. Crisp
was accused of being the father of theScotch-
town woman’s unborn child.

A statement from Dr. Gardner was also
read setting forth that on the 28th day of
November, 1884, the Scotchtown woman
acknowledged to Dr. Gardner that she was
to become the mother of a child. Asa re-
sult of this information giyen to him by
this woman, Dr. Gardner on that day wrote
to rev. Mr. Crisp, making & special and em-
phatic demand of him. In his statement
Dr. Gardner said that twenty-four letters
passed between rev. Mr. Crisp and him be-
tween November 28th, 1884, and March 11th
1885.

Rev. Wm. Dobson, now in Bermuda, had
been summoned to attend and give evidence,
but he declined to come. He, however, sent
a statement admitting baving wriften the
letter of January 11th, 1887, and also of
having written a second letter in which he
shows that according to his knowledge of
the facts it was sought to make Mr. Crisp a
victim, and failing to succeed with Mr. Crisp,
the woman and her friends turned from him
to Mr. Currie,

Rev. Mr. Crisp gave his version of the af-
fair on Thursday, and it is understood he
denied Mr. Currie’s statements positively.
Healso denied certain parts of Dr. Gardner’s
story, and part of what Mr. Dobson had
written.

Dr. Upton stated in reply to Mr. Crisp’s
statement that he did not know the Moore
girl at the time of the trouble; that he saw
them together on the lake shore.

The whole session of Thursday night and
Friday afternoon were engaged in hearing
the testimony of rev. Frederick Harrison.
Mr. Harrison testified that, meeting Crisp at
Newcastle on the 10th of March, 1885, the
latter said he was in trouble on account of
having received blackmail letters accusing
him of being the father of a young unmar-
ried woman’s unborn child. The witness
asked him what he was going to do. Crisp
replied, ‘T am afraid I will get into trouble.
I think I will leave the conference and go
off to the States.” *‘ They accuse me,” Crisp
went on to say, “ of being down on the Lake
Shore with Eliza Moore.” Witness asked
him if he was down with the woman alone
on the Lake Shore. Crisp replied yes, but
that he did nothing wrong. He said he had
received letters criminating him and in-
tended to victimize him. Rev. D. D. Cur-
rie's name was not at that time mientioned.
Crisp showed the witness a letter he had re-
ceived from Dr. Gardner, enquiring Currie's
address. A fortnight later the witness saw
Crisp at the latter's home in Portland.
While there in the evening Crisp received a
letter from Dr. Gardner and showed it to
him. This letter stated that the accusation
was to be turned from Crisp and fixed on
D. D. Currie. Mr. Crisp appeared in good
spirits as a result of this intelligence. Some
time later Crisp sent witness a copy of a let-

ter which appeared to have been written by |

Eliza Modré to her sister, in which she
stated she had for the first time revealed
her condition to her mother and that rev.
D. D. Currie was selected as the victim. The
witness did not put much stock in the
woman as a truthful person, in view of the
fact that- two men had been accused of
criminal conduct with her. Witness after-
wards wrote Mr. Crisp a letter in which
he advised hiri to go to the cotnniittee of
the conference and reveal all.

A letter which the Scotchwoman had
written was put in evidence. In this letter
the woman admitted that the rev. Mr. Crisp
was at her place on the afternoon of Aug. 2d
or 3d, and that he again came back in the
evening and took tea with her.

The court adjourned Friday afternoon to
meet at Centenary church, St. John, on the
fourteenth instant. In the meantime Dr.
Gardner and rev. Mr. Dobson will be sum-
moned.

Moncton's Sensation.

Much interest is being taken in the cir-
cumstances of the death of Miss Hallet,
adopted daughter of H..T. Stevens, editor of
the Moncton Times, who died suddenly on
the 4th of January. :

There was something suspicious in the
short illness which preceded her death.
Some of the friends of the girl caused an in-
vestigation t¢ be made. The body was
accordingly exhumed, and on viewing the
body, it was found to be covered with
abrasion and marks, and some blood was
found on the lining of the coffin. The im-
pression seems to be that the girl was being
illused. Dr. Robert Mitchell, when on the
stand, stated that the marks on- her body
were like marks made from a whip. David
White, an employe of Mr. Stevens, stated
that she heard Mrs. Stevens say she had
whipped Mabel for some accused theft.
Enoch Steeves, harness maker, testified
that he had sold a whip to a girl who had
asked for a whip for Mrs. Stevens. He sold
her a twisted raw hide whip. Dr. George
H. Dunlap says he found on examining the
body the girl had a weak heart. In his
opinion death did not result from heart
disease, but nervous excitement may have
caused agitation of the heart sufficient to
produce death. Mr. Best is making an
analysis of the stomach of the unfortunate
 girl to see if any traces of poison can be
found.

Mrs, Stevens testified: I remember the
Jay of Mabel Hallett's death. Mabel com-
plained of not feeling well. I gave her a
dose of castor oil, and afterwards I went
into Mabel’s room and found her vomiting.
I then gave her a large teaspoonful of syrup
of figs. .Tea was given to her that night at
five o’clock. I did not see her again until
a quarter to twelve. When Mabel laid
down she appeared to faint. Dr. Ross came
in just then and told me she was dead, I
could not realize it.

Mrs. Stevens being asked if she had pun-
ished Mabel or whipped her answered that
she had whipped her with a little riding
whip, but that was some time ago, and
since that time she had never whipped her
but had punished her by locking her in her
room. She remembered beating Mabel
some time ago on the back of the hands
with a hair brush. That was for taking
some ribbon and burning it. She had
always tried to treat Mabel as if she were
her own daughter.

Friday morning Mr. Stevens was put
on the stand. He knew Mabel Hallett
Stevens. She had been a member of his
family. He did not think Mabel had a par-
ticular bad temper, but sometimes was very
obstinate. He had been told by the in-
mates of the house that Mabel was trouble-
some around the house. He did not know
where she had taken her meals since last
October, but was told they were taken to
her room. He could not quite remember
but he thought he had signed a burial per-
mit for Mabel. Could not remember that
he filled it up, but was quite sure he signed
it, He remembered something about the
furs being spoiled. Mrs. Stevens told me
that she had put some furs away and upon-
looking found they were spoiled. He heard
some ouy erying ‘up stairs. He afterwards
saw Mabel’ in the evening. He took her
tea up to her. Shestayed there three or
four weeks. She had bread and water for
two or three days and nothing else. He
saw black marks on her arms, and one of
her arms was swelled and one of her eyes.
He would swear Mabel was kept in her
room over two weeks.

This closes the evidence in the case, with
the exception of Mr. Best, the analyst of St.
John. The inquest was adjourned until
Monday at 2 o’clock.

In the meantime all kinds of rumors are
afloat. The caretaker of the graveyard says
that he was called upon by three young
men who informed him that he would get
himself into difficulty if he allowed the
body of Miss Hallet to be dug up. Great
excitement prevails in Moncton.

A ternble and fatal accident happened on
Wednesday at Richibucto to an eighteen
month’s old child of Robert Lennox, a
farmer residing a short distance above
Kingston. - The child was sitting 1n front of
an open stove in a room in which a number
of children were playing, while Mrs. Lennox
had gone down cellar for a few minutes in
the performance of the household duties.
Attracted by screams, she returned to find
the child enveloped in flames. The fire
was smothered as soon as possible, but too
late to prevent its deadly effects. The child
lived only three hours, the flames having
entered its mouth and burned internally
The fire is supposed to have originated from
a spark falling on 1ts clothing.

An aged man named Owen McLaughlin,
who lives on Long island, Kennebecasis
river, was found dead in his bed Tuesday
evening. The man was unmarried and
lived alone. For several days the people
in the vicinity noticed there.was no stir
about the place, and last evening a number
of them went down to the man’s house.
They knocked and receiving no answer
forced the door open, and were horrified to
find the man lying on his bed dead. It is
supposed he had been dead about ten days,
as the last newspaper found in the house
was dated Jan 21st. He was 75 years of age:
It is reported he was worth considerable
money.

A curious accident happened recently to a
cow owned by Abner Hampton of Quispam-
sis. A load of hay had just been thrown
off in the barn, when the cow stepped on
the sled and, in the attempt to get off again,
impaled herself on a sharpened sledstake,
which penetrated her paunch to the depth
of fourteen and one-half inches. With a
mighty effort the animal extricated herself
from this position without assistance. The
strangest part of the affair is that the cow
still lives, and appears likely, barring
butchers; to enjoy a green old age.

About three years ago a young man named
Napoleon Gallant, of Coal Branch, Kent
county, left for the states, and obtained em-
ployment as brakeman on the New York
and New England road. A short time ago
he was crushed between two cars, having
his leg smashed and rendering him a cripple.
He sued the company for $4000, which was
won, and he then returned home and pur-
chased the farm of George Perry, and will
turn his attention to farming.

UNIVERSITY LECTURE.

Dr. Ellis Addresses the Students 6it the
Exodus.

The library of the University was well
filled on Tuesday evening, the 3lst ult.,
with people who had come up to hear the
first of & series of lectures and discussions:
G. F\. Gregory otetipied the thair.

The lecturer of the evening was J. V.
Ellis, of the 8t. John Globe, whose theme
was The Exodus of our population. He
dealt with the subject in a broad and states-
man like manner. He first drew the at-
tention of his hearers to the fact that there
had longbeen an exodus. Some thirty years
ago high hopes were entertaiged for Canada.
Her several provinces had responsible gov-
ernment, and by their united action had
constructed the Intercolonial railway-
Among the advantages claimed for the
building of this railway was that the exodus
would be checked and a great increase in
the population be the result. Well, time
had passed on, and to-day our population
was less than one-half of the lowest cal-
culation at that time. "The confederation of
the provinces and the building of the I.C.R.
had not fulfilled the prophesies made on
their behalf. A like argument was advanced
in favorof the building of the railway across
thecontinent. Inter-provincial trade would
receive an impetus, and Canada would be in
a highly prosperous condition. But the
Canadian Pacific railway also had failed to
make Canada retain her population. Asa
still further effort towards checking the ex-
odus, the policy of protection was put in
force. But the exodus still continues.

The lecturer then went into a goodly ar-
ray of fignures showing the actual gain made
by Canada in the last decade and giving es-
timftes of the number who hid left the
counfry., Comparison was made between
Canada and the United States, and also with
several of the States separately. According
to the showing which the lecturer gave,
Canada was not in the prosperous condi-
tion which her position and her resources
would warrant.

One condition that made life easier in the
United States was, that the customs duties
there were less per capita than here. The
United States has a fast increasing popula-
tion and a diminishing debt. In Canada
the debt was rapidly increasing and the
population nearly ac a standstill. This
made the condition of life in this country
somewhat harder than they were in the
United States. It was so easy for people to
move. Of necessity the country must be
opened up with railroads. People would
go a long way to get into easier conditions
and the railroads which were supposed to
make the country such that people would
prefer to stay in, was the very thing that
gave them the opporfunity and means of
exit.

Both Canada and the Eastern states of
the union had to face the problem of the
immigration to the western parts. Farm-
ing was not so productive here as formerly,
and since labor was more quickly and ade-
quately rewarded in the States, the laborer
would go there. As an additional attrac-
tion was a fact that the advantages of liter-
ature, music, art, etc., were more within
reach.

Since confederation, the I. £. R. and the
C. P. R. and protection alike had failed, we
must try some other means and plenty of
other means lay right at hand. Let us who
remain in Canada have the same trade ad-
vantages as our brothers who had left us.
Canada had vast resources. Her lands were
fertile. She had means of internal commu-
nication unequalledin the world. Her pos-
sibilities were immeasurable.

One thing we must do, we must treat our
neighbors as a friendly people, and not as a
monster that was looking for a chance to
devour us. We must have freer intercourse
with them; we should practice economy,
both individual and national.

The trend of the lecturer’s remarks point-
ed ‘most strongly to independence; but he
acknowledged himself to be in favor of an
imperial federation —a federation that ac-
knowledged Canada as a leading state—a
confederation of seventy million English
speaking people that would be second to no
other seventy million in the world.

Mr. Ellis’ remarks were conceived in the
broadest spirit possible. His closing words
were an eloquent appeal to the patriotism
to our Canadian home, and was received
with much applause.

Following Mr. Ellis was B. G. Baxter.
He reviewed some of the causes to which
the exodus was attributable. Of these
causes the most adequate seemed to be that
our present trade and fiscal policies made
the conditions of life in Canada hard; and,
owing to the similarity of Canadian and
American institutions, and owing to the
ease with which capital and labor could
move about, people took to emigrating
as a means to find better chances. The
principle that the northern and isolated
portion of the continent needed and was
the compliment of the southern portion,
had been disregarded in the case of the I. C.
R., confederation, the C. P. R., and pro-
tection; hence their failure to stop the
exodus. Canadian independence, coupled
with reciprocal trade with the south—with
the greatest money making, money spend-
ing people in the world—would be the true
check for the exodus.

F. 8t. John Bliss was the next speaker.
He encouraged Canadians to be more hope-
ful. Canada was at present laying the foun-
dations for future greatness. Her heavy
federal debt was the legitimate consequence
of the opening up of our great North-west,
the benefit of which could not be received
in a day, but the future had much in store
for Canada. Heinstanced the eastern states

of America in their disastrous attempt to

compete with the farmer of the west. If
Canada possessed the doubtful boon of free
trade, she also would have to enter into
that competition, and that she was at
present in no condition to do. The policy
of railway building, which increased our
federal debt to $128,000,000 was a good one.
We should not let the difficulties of build-
ing up the country discourage us. We
should pattern after our neighbors to the
south of us in that respect. We should
béom our country and the future would re-
ward us.

iMr.-Gregory, the chairman, was the next
to. addyess the meeting. His cheerful and
happy remarks were quite restful after the
seriousness of the previous speakers. He
took the liberal view of the question and
handled Mr. Bliss without gloves.

Prof. Davidson, of the university, being
called upon stated that he was in the awk-
ward position of having to agree and disa-
greewith both parties. Hisinexperience in
regard to Canada and her affairs made him
hesitate about giving his opinion. He
agreed with Mr. Bliss that the tendency of
the population was to centre in the town;
the same difficult question faced them in
the old country. But, at the same time, he
thought that there should be freedom of
trade in whatsoever direction it choose to go.

The meeting broke up with a vote of
thanks to Mr. Ellis for his very interesting
address, and the singing of the national
anthem.

The meeting was highly interesting
throughout ; although the subject was poli-
tical, the best of good feeling prevailed.
The next lecture will be by rev. Mr. De-
Soyes, at the end of February, on Civiliza-
tion, its cause and cure.
