Treatment of Potatoes.

To prevent the loss of potatoes by
rot, we have, says the Albany Culti
vator, adopted with success in for
mer years and now the following
management : As s0on as the potato

.| tops begin o die, which in early

sorts takes pluco by the end of July,
we harvest the tubers. The autumn
rains not having set in, they come
out of the soil clean and bright. It
there has been heavy vain, we omit
the digging until the soil becomes
dry enough to leave the potatoes
cledn, as |ie rot usually begins first
under adhering portions of earth.
The strong and cheap twenty-five
cent baskets now made are used in
gathering the potatoes, and enough
of these baskets to make a wagon
load. The use of the baskets obviates
the necessity ot handling the pota-
toes again. They are drawn to the
barn, where on a cool side, a slatted
floor is provided, and thoy are gently

to some degree by not bruising, lay-
ing them instead of throwing them
into the baskets when picked up, and

- |again emptying tho baskets care-

fully. Additional protection from
rot is secured by having the tubers
perfectly clean. A third and very
important aid is in the ventilation
on the slatted floor. Here they re-
main two or three months, covering
them with a layer of straw to ex-
clude light.
