On the night of April 24, 1872, 8
torrent of lava burst forth from Mount
Vesavius, succeeding sn unusual
oatpouring of flimes and sm ke,
which bad lasted for several mon.hs.

Panama Canal Tolls.

Mr. Charles W. Fairbanks,
who was vice President of the
United “States from 1905 to
1909, made a speech at the
American Peace Congress in
St. Louis last week. In the
course ol his remarks he made
a statement to the effeot that
*“the United States is under a
moral obligation to admit the
ships of other nations to the
Panama Canal on the same
terms that it admits American
vessels.” His speech has been
very favorably commented on
in the United States. Among
other criticisms, the view
takez by the Boston Trans
cript is well worth quoting.
It is as follows :

“ There are thousands and

teas of thousands of Amer-
icans whose standard of honor
with respect to this question
is the same as his. Some of
our most eminent statesmen
and publicists have expressed
themselves in similar lan-
guage, but Mr. Fairbanks had
exceptional opportunities of
koowing just what the Gov
ernment meant by the terms
of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty,
all the stages of which he
saw.
““ His explanation robs the
recent dictum “of Richard
Olney of all its force provided
it ever had any. Mr. Olpey
maintained that ¢a nation or
state does not convey away
its property or its sovereignty
except by terms that are clear
and susceptible of no other
meaning.” The whole ques
tion of coastwise exemption
for American shipping was
threshed out when the treaty
was under consideration.
Senator Bard, of California, as
Mr. Fairbanks states, offered
an amendment reserving such
right of preferential treat-
ment.  All the considerations
recently proposed in justifica-
tion of a discriminating policy
His
amendment was voted down
by a very decisive majority.
[t is interesting to be remind-
cd that then as now the ob-
structive influence in making
working agreements with
other nations came from Cali
fornia. Had the amendment
prevailed there probably
would have been no Hay-
Pauncefote treaty, and the
canal would not have been
built, at least without the ne-
cessity of entering into fresh
negotiations.

““This phase of the con-
structive processes in the
making of that treaty, which
has resulted in carrying to
the
greatest engineering enter-
prise in the world's history,
seems to us incontrovertible
evidence that the Government
knew just what it was doing.
[t leaves no room for that
impudent contention that the
United States can do what it

practical consummation

the Government started out
with insistence upon such a
principle, the whole civilized
world would have been hos-
tile to the enterprise. We
undertook an international
service and upon terms that
could hardly be misunder-
stood even if they have since
been grossly misconstrued.
In the entire history of diplo
macy there has never been a
convention less susceptible of
a double meaning. It was
drawn by men who were
masters of expression and
knew to the shade of a hair
just what their language was
intended to convey.

“ Neither "did> the Senate
which ratified it bhave any
questionigns upon that point.
Whether all of its terms satis
fied that body may be doubted,
butit clearly saw-shat they
furnished " the only™ door,
through “which  the country
could accomplish what it ar-
dently desired. Indisputably
the California senator unwit-
tingly did the country a ser-
vice by making it impossible
now to maintain that the
treaty did not mean just what
it said. There were no loop-
holes of escape left and any
that may now appear are due
entirely to the wilful punctur
ing of our national honor. If
the obnoxious clause of the
present law is permitted to
stand, it will be a clear case
of moral suicide on the part
of the United States.”

Federal Parliament,

Ottaws, April 28.—The House
of Commons did a good deal of
business today. The expenditure
allowed to the mint was increased
to $110,000 to keep pace with the
increased business done by the in
stitution. The gold and silver
warking bill was passed. A resolu
tion further regulating the westerr
grain trade was passed, and M:
Hazen's radio telegraphy was pas-
sed The House then into supply
on the cnstoms estimates.

In question time Mr. Lemieux
asked if it was true that a large
quantity of small arm ammunition
manufactared in the arsenal at
Quebec, was lately found to be
defective.

Hon. Sam Hughes said that the
matter was being investigated .and
that he would not care to make
a statement until he had received
a report. The first piece of business
done was the passing of the tinanve
‘migister’s resolution iricreénsipg the
maintenance allowance of the mint
from $75,000 to $110,000 a year.
Last year be said, $95,000 had
been spent. It was the oecasion of
a general discussion on the ques-
tion of the gold and silver coinage
of Canada and. various cognate
questions,

Mr. White stated that the gold
production of Canada is about ten
million dollars a year. The con-
sumption of gold in the arts is
about $2100,000, of which about
a million is irported.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that
Cuanadian gold and silver should
be used to a greater extent in
Canada,

Mr. Akensurged that American
gold coinage be no longer legal
tender in Canada.

Dr. Thompson (Yukon), said
that all the Yukon gold should
come to Ottawa. All the gold re-
serve of the country should be held
in Canadisn gold. He also sug-
gested that the gold ecin of the
United Stated and Canada should
be interchangeable ; at present
United States gold eagles are legal
tender in Canada, but Canadian
gold coins are not legal tender in
the United States.

Mr. Perley put through the gold
and silver marking bill, a senete
measure. This is a highly tenchui-
cat bill designed to regulate the
use of the precious metals by
mauufacturers ; if a maker stamps
articles of jewerly with any des
cription they must he correct ; but
he may leave the articles unstamp-
ed. Certain American manufac-
turers dishonestly reproduce well
known Eoglish hall marks, and
this is one of the practices aimed
at by the bill. The act is to come
into force on January ¥ 1914

Ottawa, April 29.—Five goverr.
ment bills, three of the first rank,
were given third reading in the
House today. They were the bill
ratifying the West Indies agree-
ment, the Highways bill, the Agri-
cultural Aid Bill, the bill respect
ing Wireless Telegraphy on Ships
and the Gold and Silver Marking
Bill.

Incidentally was exploded an-
other of the Liberal interpretations
of the new rules, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier urged that they would
prevent debate on amendments to
third reading. Today no less than
five amendments to third reading
were moved and debated.

The principal debate was over
the West Indies bill. It saw the
complete collapse of Mr Pugsley
who, in his anxiety to attack the
measure posed as a friend of the
consumer, and moved an -amend-
ment which woula have the effect
of closing up all the sugar refine-
‘ries of Canada. LA

He moved to make West Indian
products mentioned in the sche
dules of the arrangement free un
der certain conditions. One of the
articles mentioned in the schednles
is sugar, raw and refined, so that
this would mean free refined sugar
from the West Indies and Great
Britain.

Thus the refiners of Grenada
who get their raw sugar cheaper
than do Canada refiners would
send their refined sugar in free.
When this was pointed out the
opposition were in great confusion
and abandoned the amendment.

The Jews In Ireland.

Namber Abont Six Thousand —One Half of
Them in Dublin — A Jewish Commanity
in Ireland in {he Twelfth Century.

A writer io the Oanadian Jewish
Times gives some interesting infor=
mation about tbe Jews in Ireland.
He says:

‘Inall the four Provinces of Ire
land—Leziaster, Ulster, Munster and
Connaughit—with a general popula-
tion of ovar four millions, there are
about six thoussod Jewish iohabit-
aats, and of these quite half dwell in
ooe city alone—Dublin, the capital.
Io oaly two otber cities, Balfast and
Cork, are Jewa settled in any appres
clable degree, the former contalniog
sbout oae thousand and the latter
slightly less. Diminutive communi=-
lies exist in Limerick and Waterford
in the South, and in Largan ia the
North ; but as yet tbe Western Pro-
[viace of Connatght is sctually with-
ont a Jewish element, This peculiar
aversion of Jews for this part of
Ireland s seen by statistics taken
from the official census of 1901,
where the record stands that while
Leiaster bad 2,246 Jews, Ulster 851,
and Muoster 670 Jews, only four
Jews resided in the whole Proviace
of Coonaught, which is the sironghold
of the Irish Roman Oatholic pea-
saotry.

* As far back as the twelf(h ceotury
of the present era there was a Jewish
commuoity in Ireland OQa July
28 b, 1232, Henry 111, Kiog of Bog=
land, enirusred the custody of bis
Jewish subjects in Ireland to Peter de
Rivall (or Riveaux), and we find
meotioo io tbe Dublioc White Book,
rugder date 12471, of 8 law prohibiting
tbe placing of pledges with Jews—'in
Judaismo pooere.’ Evidently our
aacestors dfd not find Ireland too

We must presume
that with 1b¢ expulsion of Jews from
Eungland by Edward 1 in 129>, those
in Ireland bsd also to go,and that
until Cromwell's edict of 1655 per

mitting their reestablishment in Eag-
land, ‘there were no Jews atall in
@reat Britain aod Ireland. Ye,
thirty years previously, about 1620,
there is actoal record of a Jewish

- merchant, named Davidlom, haviog

purchased property in Mea h, a county
in the Province ot Leinster. In the
reign of Queen Anpe (1702.14) the
Jewish ccmmunity of London was
honoted by e visit from Rabbi Asron
Sophair, of Dublin, and ia 1745 the
Hebrew congregation in the Irisb
capital sumbered forty families.

‘ There is an smusing episode con-
pected with the rise of the Dublin
Jewish community The first synagog
was a room in a tenement house in
Stafford Street, and sfterward+, in
1835, io Maty's Abbey. Two bro-
thers, named Blﬁtﬂpl. were in charge]
of the syoagog’s affairs, which were io
a deplorable condition, The con-
gregation fell into arrears for rent, and
‘be landlady, when payment hbad
altogether ceased, one day entered
the synagog and stole the Scrolls of
‘he Law, with which sbe made off
across the [rish Chanael. The bro-
thers Phillips weat in pursuit, aod at
length recovered the sacred obj:ct,
but not before liberally compeasating
the aggrieved landlady with borrowed
money, Thenceforth 1be startled
congregation redoubled their efforts
to maintain 8 place of worship which
should be immune from such outrage
in future, and after almost super-
human exertions a suitable edifice
was built twenty years ago in Adelaide
Road.

‘ This synagog is one of compara-
tive maguoificence, and ia prettily
sitaated, A cansl runa st the rear,
and gardens and playgrounds are on
either side. The National Sobools
occapy the basement, the pupils
being all Jewish obildreo ; but the
head teaober is a Christian. 'The
ioterior of the symsgog is fairly
capacious, scoommodating fally five
buodred of both sexes. The ladies
—as is nsual in larger synagogs—
are seated io & balcony. The ‘ binah’
is just in tbe oeoter of the floor,
about hslt & doz:n tiers of seats
separating it from the arched recese
where the ‘Oroo Kadesh’
tioned.’
